ICOMMISSIONER KING
' MADE HIS REPORT

Told of C. P. R. Contract With
Nippon Supply Co.—Ha-
waiian Horde.

(From Monday's Daily.)

On Tuesday of last week the report
of W. Mackenzie King, C. M. G, the
commissioner appointed to inquire into
the methods by which Oriental labor-
ers have been induced to come to Can=~
ada, was laid upon the table of the
House of Commons. It is an exceed-
‘hgly luminous document, and is of
peritcular interest to the people of Bri-
tish Columbia, because the questions
At issue affect this province more vital-
'y than any of the other units in the
Canadian confederation. While dis-
covering many facts and conditiong npt
known before the inquiry, it also ex-
plodes some theories hitherto enter-
tained. Mr. King's conclusions - will
first be given in full.and followed by a
synopsis of other portiong of his report.
Thege conclusions are ag follows:

“1¢ the narrative of thig report, in so
far ag it relates to the immigration of
Japanese into the province of British
Columbia has helped to reveal anything
of the true inwardness of the situation,
it must be apparent that through the
absence of statistical data, the public
has lacked an amount of information
& knowledge of which might haye ma-
terially assisted in removing erroneous
impressions as to numbers, an all-im-
portant factor in discussions on a ques<
tion of this kind. How many of the
Japanese who have come to Canada
within the past year were former resi.
dents of this country can only be ap-
proximately estimated by a process of
deduction; no inquiries of imimigrants
on his score have been made, and no
records kept. How many have held
passports’ for Canada, how many for
the United States and how many for
Hawaii, could not have been told with-
out some such inquiry as the present.
It is only within the last few months
that a record of this kind has been
commenced at one of the ports, and
none wag being kept at the other. In
‘drawing attention to these facts there
s no reflection upon the immigration
officers at Victoria and Vancouver.
They appear to have performed their
dutieg faithfully and well, and to have
hed such duties in addition to -those
with which they are already charged,
would have made their task impossible
of performance; I would respectfuily
submit for comsideration the advisabil-
ity of giving & tMe work of the im-
migration officers on the Pacific a wider
significance than his hitherto been ac-
corded or possibly been necessary, and
would suggest that a staff adequate to
8ll the duties should be maintained.

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SUMMONED AID
FROM TEN CITIES

ANOTHER GREAT BLAZE
iN PORTAND, ME.

Threatened Entire Business
District—Damge Is
$900,000.

Portland, Me., Jan, 27.—A fire which
several times threatened to wipe out
the business district of this city, and
which caused a damage estimated at
over $900,000, .before it was finally con-
trolled, was kept confined to the block
in which it started this morning, after
almost ten hours’ fighting by Portland’s
almost. exhausted firemen, assisted by
men and apparatus from several out-
side cities.
The fire started from an unknown
cause in the wholesale dry goods house
of Milliken, Cousins & Co., which is a
branch of the large New York whole-
sale house of Deering, Milliken & Co.,
and it was in their half of the build-
ing that the greater part of the loss
was sustained. Later when the fire
was thought to be under control, the
other half of the building occupied by
A. F. Cox & Sons, was invaded by
the flames which had made their way
through the roof and a wall simultan-
eously, and a $250,000 stock of boots
and shoes was ruined.
The fire burned within a block of the
scene of Friday’'s great conflagration,
when the city hall and police buildings
were destroyed.. The remarkable fea-
ture ‘of the fire was the entire ab-
sence of casualties. Tt assumed such
Serious sl oS af ter it broke dway
and e¢atght. oy to the oppesite side of
the block 1in+ which jt started, that
Mayor Leighton calléed for help from
ten - cities in Massachusetts, New
Hampshire and Maine, The fire’s ori-
gin has not been discovered, and as
there is no known cause it is regarded
as suspicious. The building in which
1it started, that of Milliken, Cousins
& Co., is heated by steam from an out-
side plant and the power is turned off
each night.

OUIDA DIES IN
ABJECT POVERTY

WELL-KNOWN NOVELIST
VICTIM OF ASTHMA

End Hastened by Distressing
Want—Fed Dogs But:
Starved Herself.

Florence, Italy, Jan. 25.—Ouida
(Louise ‘de La Ramee), the mnovelist,
died to-day at Via Reggio after an
{llness extending over a long period.
She died in most distressing poverty.
Her only attendant was an old servant
woman, in whose arms she expired.

Ouida was completely blind in one
eve, and the other was badly affected
through suffering from exposure ani
privation. During the last few months
of her life she was compelled at times
to sleep_in the open air when tnable
to pay for a night’s lodging. The im-
mediate cause of death is asthma,
complicated by heart disease.

Ouida had a passionate fondness for
dogs, and up to the last was surround-
ed by many of them, depriving herself
of even the necessities of life in order
to feed them.

The Minister of Instruction had sent
her on several occasions recently con-
tributions which had been subsecribed
for her aid.

Louise de La Ramee was born at
Bury St. Edmunds about 1840. Ouida
had lived for a long time past near
Florence, and her death occurred not
far from the beach where the poet
Percy Bysshe Shelley was drowned.

Early last summer attention was
called through dispatches to the Lon-
don papers to Ouida’s poverty. Marie
Corelli started a fund for her benefit,
and subscriptions were made to sev-
eral other funds in her behalf, but
Ouida announced her intention of re-
fusing the charity. Reports regarding
her ill-health also were published
about the same time, but later she ap-
peared to recover her health and ex-
pressed indignation at the curiosity of
tourists and correspondents who
swarmed around her home.

EMPEROR WILLIAM
FORTY-NINE YEARS OLD

Striking Ceremonials Invested
Glitternig Function at
Berlin Palace.

Berlin, Jan. 27.—The Emperor Wil-
liam is 49 yéars old to-day.

He was awakened this morning ac-
cording to the immemorial birthday
custom by the fanfaring of the palace
trumpeters ‘and the singing of a hymn
by the castle-choir at 8 o’clock. As a
matter of fact, however, the Emperor
had risen several hours earlier and
had disposed of various state docu-
ments by the time the singing began,
after which he was seen at a window
of the castle overlooking the court
where the musicians were gathered.
His Majesty, dressed in a field mar-
shall’s uniform, greeted the choristers
and received the congratulations of the
visiting princes after which there was
a service in the private chapel of the
palace. Dr. Dryander, the court
preacher, delivered a sermon from the
text “God Be With Us.”

The imperial couple took their places
after the conclusion of the service on
the dais in the great white hall of the
palace. The visiting princesses were
arranged on the left of Their Majesties
and the princes on ‘the right, while a
thousand officials and officers defiled at
a distance of fifteen feet from the Em-
peror dnd Empress, each having to
bow as he passed before the royal
couple. “The Emperor stood almost im~
movable for an hour during this func-
tion. " In the afternoan he called gi the
different foreign embassies” where he
left cards.

RUSSIAN PRIEST
IS DEGRADED

Father Petroff Deprived of
Ecclesiastical Rank for
Alleged Contumely.

—————

St. Petersburg, Jan. 25, — Father
Gregory Peteroff, the most noted priest
in the Russian church, next to Father
John of Cronstadt, was deprived of his
ecclesiastical rank at the session of
the Holy Synod to-day, and handed
over to the civil authorities for judg-
ment before a civil court. Alleged
contumely to the church and state was
contained in a letter he addressed to
Archbishop Antonius, Metropolitan of
St. Petersburg, and which was widely
circulated in Europe and America.

Father Petroff’s career as a pulpit
orator was one of the most brilliant.
He exercised sway over his classes,
multitudes thronging to hear him. At
one time he was a great favorite at
court, and frequently led the family
worship of the Emperor. Since the
beginning of the revolutionary move-
ment he has fallen into disfavor on
account of his liberal political views,
and has been kept under surveillance.

Finally, on January 24th, 1907, he was
condemned by the Holy Synod to three
months’ interment in a monastery on
account of the Christian-Socialistic
doectrines advocated in his paper,
God’'s Truth. On March 1st, how-
ever, he was elected by the constitu-
tional Democrats to the second Douma.

CITY HALL DESTROYED.
LOSS ONE MILLION

e

Seven Hundred Knights of Py-
‘thias Escape—Valuakle
Records in Ashes.

“Portland. Me,, Jan. 24.—A fire, which
caused a property damage of $1,000,000,
early to-day, destroyed the city hall
and police building, and  endangered
the lives of more than 700 persons. The
fire was the worst in the state since
the great conflagration in Portland in
1866, when the city business and resi-
dential sections were almost complete-
ly wiped out.

Death was absent from the ﬂte, a
fact considered very remarkable as
there were more than 700 members of
the Western Main Knights of Pythias
jubilee gathered in the auditorium of
the city hall when the flames were dis-
govered. Only a few persons were
hurt. Chief Engineer Melville was the
only one known to be s®riously in-
jured. He was able to direct the fight
against the flames though being sup-
ported by two assistants.

The financial loss is estimated at §1,-

000,000, but this sum will not cover the
loss of the papers and documents in
the registry of deeds, where every-
thing was destroyed. Other city de-
partments were swept clear of every-
thing by the flames with the exception
of the city clerk and the city treas-
urer’s offices. The money and securi-
ties in the latter are believed to be
intact, although it will be almost im-
possible to ascertain definitely until the,
Vaults have cooled sufficiently for an
examination to be made.
" One of the most valuable Hbraries in
the state, the Greenleaf collection, was
completely destroyed with a loss of
$10,000. The blaze originated in the
city electrician’s office and was caused
by crossed wires.

When the flames were discovered,
Wm., A, Turner, chairman of the meet-
ing of the Pythian hody was met in
the hall-way by three men who ac-
gquainted him with the condition of
affairs. Cooly he entered the auditor-
jum and ascended the stage interrupt-
ing the rites of fnvesture which were
goins on at the time. He calmly in-
formed the assembled members of the
existing conditions, saying there was
1no need for hurry, himself supervis-
ing a system of orderly departure
which ' proved eflective in averting a
panic and bringing out more than 700
pmons without Ainjury.

REVOLUTION WAS
DEEP SEATED PLOT

U. S. Consular Agent Impri-
cated in ‘Conspiracy to
Overthrow Republic.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 28.—Stiartling
developments in the plot to overthrow
the government of President Nord in
Hayti have followed the investigations
of the secret service agent in New
York in connection with the arrest of
Jose M. Giordani on the charge of
counterfeiting Haytian money. The
officérs say they have ascertained that
the prisoner was the agent of a for-
midable conspiracy whose operations
probably would have extended beyond
the limits of Hayti into San Domingo
and even into Cuba had the revolution
in Hayti been a success and the agents
in New York remained unmolested.

. It was found, among other things the
secret gervice men declare, that .the
certain persons in Hayti, mostly
Frenchmen and Cersicans and one of
them a brother of Giordani, were active
agents of the conspirators and were
designated in the papers found among
Giordani’s, effects by numbers. By
careful enquh;y the secret service men
were able to connect these numbers
with ‘the proper’ persons ‘and the first
‘result was to fix upon Charles Miot, the
| American consular agent at St. Maro,
as one of the persons to whom & num-
ber had been applied.

~ Upon learning this fact last evening
the ~gtate depaptment immediately
cabled to United States minister Fur-
niss at Port au Prince to dismiss this
agent at once from the employ of the
United States. This action was taken
because the state department feels that
it must keep itself absolutely free
from any appearance of sympathy with
rebellious movements in Latin Ameri-
can republics,

Chief Wilkie, of the TUnited States
secret service. made a statement to-day
giving the facts and circumstances
connected with the arrest of Giordani,
which go to show that at the time of
his arrest, Giordani had in his posses-
sion counterfeit Haytian paper money
to the face value of $800,000, two thou-
sand Remington rifles and 23,000 rounds
of ammunition, all of which, it is said,
wag intended for the Haytian revolu-
tionists.

ALIENISTS ON
WIINESS STAND

EACH SIDE WILL USE
THREE EXPERTS

llusions, Delusions, and Hal-
lucinations of Harry K.
Thaw. -

New York, Jan. 23.—The reign of the
expert testimony began in the Thaw
irial to-day. :

Dr, Chas. G. Wagner, superintend-
ent of the state hospital for the in-
san2 at Binghampton, N. Y. was OD
the stand during most of the ' morn-
ing session and told in great detail
of the three physical tests he and Dr.
B. D. Evans made of Harry Thaw in
the Tombs  prison during the four
months following the killing of Stan-
ford White. He was also allowed to
repeat his conversation with Thaw
during the visits to the prisoner when
the latter talked about his life and
about -the alleged criminal acts -of
Stanford White.” 'Thaw declared, ac-
cording to Dr. Wagner, that he had
never intended to attack White but
providence took the matter in hand.

There were a few new details in the
physician’s testimony but in general
it was a repetition of what he said last
yaar at the first trial. Dr. Wagner did
not express his formal opinion as %0
Thaw's state of mind, this being left
oreir until a few other witnesses of
facts put their evidence into the re-
cerds.

Justice Dowling had a conference
with the attorney as to limiting the
expert testimony, and it was said it
might be ihat each side will use but
two physicians, although the defence
is likely to call several more in sur-
rebuttal] of any that appear in the
state’s rebuttal case. The defence has
all of the experts, who testifled for the
prosecution at the last trial, under
subpoena.

Dr. Charles L. Bailey of Albany, N.
Y., who arrived in New York Ilast
night from the island of Jamaica, was
called as the first witness when the
court was convened at 10.20 a: m. to-
day. Dr. Bailey was called to attend
Thaw on a New York Central raflway
train between Hudson and Albany in
April, 1906.

“When I was called in to see him,”
said the witness, “Thaw was chattering
something like ‘Shasta, Shasta, Shasta,
the Pennsylvania runs into the North
Central.’” He kept on repeating this for
some time. His eyes were bulging and
he ‘@ppeared of uhisound mind. I gave
him a hypodermic of morphine with the
assistance -of the conductor. When
Thaw saw the syringe he said, ‘‘Take
awaw that die stuff.” I was very close
to him and could not detect the odor
of .alcohol.

In the cross-examination Dr. Bailey
said, “Thaw did not respond to him in-
terrogations, but rambled on incoher-
ently: His pulse was about 90.”

“Did you ever see a man so drunk
he could not respond to your interro-
gation?” demanded the district at-
torney.

“Yeas.” l

The non-arrival of the steamer
riatic early this morning upset
plans of the defence somewhat and
prevented the calling of several wil-
nesses who are expected from abroad.
Dr. Charles G. Wagner of Binghamp-
ton, N. Y., the alienist, who began his
testimony yesterday afternoon, suc-
ceeded Dr. Bailey on the stand.

District Attorney Jerome and Mr.
Littleton had a long argument as to
the admissibility of Thaw’s statements
to Drs. Wagner and Evans in the
Tombs following the homicide, Mr.
Jerome held that these statements came

the basig for expert opinion formed by
the aliénist.

Dr. Wagner repeated what Thaw had
said at great length. The prisiner had
told of his efforts to have “Stanford
White punished by appealing to An-
thony Comstock and District Attorney
He said he had not intended
attacking White, but that Providence
took the matter in hand and ended it
in its own way. Thaw also said he had
been followed by a gang of thugs whom
White had employed to engage him in
a street quarrel and kick him to death.

“Mr. Thaw gave me a history of his
life,” continued the witness. ‘‘He said
he never got along very well at school
and onge: thought of being a painter.
In travelling abroad he had met some
pretty fast.people, but had never been
a dissipated man or had he been much
in the company of women. He said he
rarely or never drank whisky alone. He
always wanted to talk of the wrongs
he said Stanford White had done, and
he referred to those whom he terms
‘other rich criminals’ engaged in the
same practices.

“His manner of speech at times was
very incoherent.”

On one of his visits to Thaw Dr,
Wagner said the defendant was very
solicitous about draughts in the prison,
and had a newspaper over the gratings
in the cell door. . Thaw said there were
people who hoped he would catch cold
and die so the case would never come
to trial, and Stanférd White's acts
would never be known,

The physician witness then went at
iength jnto the details of .the physical
examination of the defendant as to
tests -of ‘the reflexes, cranial nerves,
ete. The testimony was a repetition
of that given ‘at the first trial.

Thaw’s manner under examination
wasg domineering, according- to  Dr.
Wagner, who declared that the manner
of a patient under examination  had
more to do with forming an epinion
than the " exarmination itself. =~ Thaw
passed a good physical test.

“Thaw. said it was the Monk East-
man gang thil had been employed to
follow: ~him,” the witness ‘continued,
“and heé said the reason Mr. Jerome
had not actéd on his complaints about
White was that the district attorney
thought it the result of jealousy. Thaw

said he met White in 1900 and had been

invited to one of his parties in the
Madison Square Tower. He last saw
White in front of the New York thea-
tre with a handsome girl, and was told
she was Miss Nesbitt and ‘belonged to
Stanford White.” Thaw. said he didn’t
see how such a girl could care for
White, who had reddish hair and look-
ed like an ape.”

The testimony as to Thaw's ac-
quaintance with White was new to the
case,

“Thaw also told me,” said the doctor,
“that Miss Nesbitt, afterwards his
wife, would be thrown into a high state
of nervousness wheneyver she saw
Stanford White. She would shrink and
shudder, so He declared, until he fear-
ed for her health.”

Dr. Wagner said that Thaw never
spoke of White by name, but always
referred to him as the “beast” or the
“blackguard.” The witness spent half
an hour in the description of tests of
nerves and senses, all of which. he de-
¢lared were applied to Thaw.

Dr. Wagner next gave a description
of illusions, delusions, hallucinations,
ete.

“For instance,” he said, *“if I should
hear a bell ringing and there was no
sound, or a steam whistle blow.”

Just then a whistle on a factory near
the criminal courts building began to
screech the luncheon hour, and there
was a ripple of laughter, in which
judge and jury joined.

Dr. Wagner said “it wasg no
sion.”

After a conference of the attorneys
witn Justice Dowling as to limiting the
expert testimony as far as possible,
the luncheon recess wag ordered.

With the opening- of the afternoon
session Justice Dowling announced that
he would allow the prosecution and
defence to call three experts each and
no more.

Mrs. Catherine F. Cain, the former
milliner of Boston, who overheard
Harry Thaw’s proposal to Mrs. Nesbitt
for the hand of her daughter in mar-
riage, was called to the stand. Mrs.
Cain was also with the Thaws at a
theatre party after. their marriage,
when Stanford White came into the
theatre.

When asked what effect this had
upon the defendant, Mrs. Cain said his
acts impressed her as irrational. At
the - meeting with Mrs. Nesbitt she
heard Thaw offer to settle a sum of
money upon the mother. There was no
cross-examination.

Dr. Britain D. Evans, superintendent
of the New Jersey hospita] for the in-
sance, at Morris Plains, who introa
duced the “'brain storm” into the case
last year, then took the stand to give
his testimony as to facts, as Dr. Wag-
ner had done, both physicians being
subject to “recall later to answer a
hypothetical question covering all the
evidence in the case.

Another Week of Trial.

New York, Jan. 24.—When an early
adjcurnment of the Thaw trial was
talgen yesterday in order to enable at-
torneys for the defence to prepare their
long hypothetical - questions covering
all the evidenge in the case, their seem-
ed no longer any doubt that next week
will bring the second hearing to a
close.

No experts for the state have yet ap-
peared in the courtroom. but Mr.
Jerome hasg not indicated the manner
in which he will combat the testimony
of the alienists in the employment of
the defence. All of the doctors who
served Mr. Jerome at the first hearing
are -nder subpoenae by the defence,
not as ‘paid experts, but as possible
witnesses in sur-rebuttal of any action
the district attorney may take in re-
butting the testimony placed.

As Mr. Jerome turned the tables
upon Mrs. Wm. Thaw by reading to
the jury the affidavits she made a year
ago to the lunacy commission which
was testing her son’s condition of
mind, so the defence may show a seem-
ing reversal by having the state’s
alienists admit upon the stand that
they made affidavits a year ago, in
which they expressed the opinion that
Harry Thaw was suffering from incur-
able parania, and had been a victim
of that mental malady for many years.

The European witnesses who are yet
to be heard for the defence will arrive
to-day on the steamer Adriatie.

REVOLUTION
NIPPED IN BUD

PLOT TO OVERTHROW
PORTUGESE THRONE

Ringleaders Run to Earth
While Conferring—Con-
spirators Arrested.

Lisbon, Jan., 23.—(By Courier to Gad-
alozs, Spain)—An abortive attempt to
overthrow the monarchy and proclaim
Portugal a republic was nipped in the
bud last night by the prompt action
of the government. The plot was or-
ganized by a small group of advanced
republicans., As near as can be ascer-
tained, the plan ‘was to assassinate
Premier Franco, and then depend for
success on the street risings supported
by secret republicans 2nd labor organi-
zations armed with bombs and revolv-
ers.

The conspirators intended to take
advantage of various  festlvities to
carry out the coup Setat.  The royal
family were at Villa Vicos entertain-
ing the Duke of Abruzzi. Most of the
army and navy officers who were in the
city were attending the gala perform-
ance at the theatre, while many of the
chief functionares of state were pres-
ent at a magnificent ball at one of the
legations.

The police discovered what was in
the wind early In the  evening,
surrounded and raided & house where
the ringleaders in the plot were con-

'ferring. When they broke in the rooms

the lights were extinguished, and in
the confusion that followed most of
the conspirators managed to make
their escape. Several of them, how-
ever, were captured, including the
leader, Jao Chagras, a republican jour-
nalist, who- was prominent in the re-
publican revolt of 1891. Franca Bor-
ger, editor of Omundo, and a mer-
chant by the name of Grendella. A
case of revolvers and bombs were
found in the cellar.

A general alarm was immediately
sent out, and while the prisoners were
being taken to the jails troops began
to appear from all directions. A squad-
ron of cavalry was placed around Pre-
mier Franco’s house, and the night
passed without further incident. From
papers captured it was evident that
the conspiracy was badly organized
and premature. Chagras, the  leader,
has always been an active revolution-
ist. After the revolt inJSSl he escaped
to Brazil, and subsequently being par-
doned by amnesty returned to Portu-
gal. As the details of the plot are in
the hands of the police other arrests
are expected.

Premier Franco has established a
rigorous censorship, so that news of
the conspiracy- may not be learned |
abroad. Outside of Lisbon no distur-
bances are reported. The peaceful
citizens and republicans headed by
Bernadino Machado are apparently in
no way implicated in the affair. The
government urgan, Darlo Illustrado,
this morning printed a warning that
agitators against public order would
be treated as criminals and enemies of
society.

By to-night about 40 conspirators
had been arrested. The police have
secured evidence of another revolt,
planned to take place on January 3ist,
the anniversary of the republican re-
volt at Oporto, if last night’s plans
failed.

The general political situation is
marked by increasing activity on the
part of the republicans and Miguelites.
Senior Miguel has announced that his
programme includes the recognition of
parliament’s right of assemblage, abol-
ition of the death penalty and all ex-
cess of absolution. Owing to the polit-
ical situation the premium on gold is
rising rapidly.

The Diario prints a sensational ar-
ticle to the effect that many officers
in the Lisbon garrison are under sus-
picion of being implicated in conspir-
acy to overthrow the government.

MASTERPIECES

BRITISH LOANS TO
EMPEROR WILLIAM

Detectives Guard Forty Pic-
tures Exhibited at Berlin
Worth $3,000,000,

Berlin, Jan. 25.—Emperor William to-
day inaugurated. the celebrations m‘I
connection with the begininng of his\
fiftieth year, which will take place
next Monday, hig birthday, by opening
in this city a unique exposition which |
has been arranged in his honor. This
consists of a loan exhibition of forty
masterpieces of British art with a
total value of $3,000,000 at the Prussian
Royal Academy of Arts.

The pictures were brought especially
from mngland with the consent of the
private owners. Among these are J.
Pierrpont Morgan, the Duke of West- |
minster, Charles Wertheimer, Alfred
Rothschild, William Lockett Agnew
and Henry Oppenheim.

The collection comprises master-
pieces of Romney, Lawrence, Raeburn,
Reynolds, Gainsborough and Hoppen-
er, and some of them never have been
exhibited publicly before.

The exposition was originally ar-
ranged by Prof. Kramf, president of
Royal Academy, and Count Zecken-
dorff, but it was only when Emperor
William himself manifested an espe-
cial interest in the project that some
of the owners consented to part with
their treasures. \

The Duke of Westminster is reported
to have declared: “I have never yet
loaned my Galinsborough, the celebrat-
ed 'Blue Boy,’ but if+«the Emperor
William regards my sending it as a
compliment I will glady agree.”

When Mr. Morgan’'s ‘London secre-
tary was requested to Ioan Reynold's
famous painting of Lady Betty Delme
and her children, he replied that un-
der no circumstances could this picture
leave hig custody. Prof. Kramf then
cabled direct to Mr. Morgan, who
promptly responded, “I willingly con-
sent to my entire collection going. to
Berlin for the benefit of art lovers.”

Detectives are watching the pictures
night and day, and every precaution
against fire and damage has been
taken. The exposition will last a
month, and during this time the art
treasures exhibited will be protected by
insurance amounting to $3,750,000.

FRENCH POLICY
IN MOROCCO

PURSUING PATH OF
INTERNATIONAL PEACE

Peril of Nation Not Abroad but
in Internal Dissen-
sions.

Paris, Jan. 25.—During the discussion
yesterday in the chamber of deputies
of the interpellation on Morocco, intro-
duced by M. Jaures, Socialist, M. Del-
casse addressed the chamber for the
first time since his retirement from the

| ministry of foreign affairs in 1905. He

received an ovation such as had not
been witnessed in the chamber of de-
puties for months, and it did not come
from the members of his party alone.
The speech was in defence not only of
his Moroccan policy, but of his general
policy of friendly ententes with for-
eign nations.

The Moroccan policy Initiated by
him, M. Délcasse declared, was based
on the principle of France’s predomi-
nent position in North ' Africa, which
compelled her to prevent any other
power establishing an influence at Fez,
where it would become a menace to
Algeria. M. Delcasse created . some-
thing of a stir by describing the covert
threat of war, unless France took the
dispute concerning Morocco to the Al-
geciras convention for adjustment, as
a German bluff. Rather than yield, he
declared, he had retired from the for-
eign ministry.

Nevertheless Germany’s object, which
was, he said, to break the circle of
France’s advances and friendships,
had failed, France’s policy of - forti-
fying her international position had
twice saved the peace of the world.
It had solved the differences existing
between France and Great Britain and
drawn Spain and Italy closer together
without displeasing Russia.

Seven years ago, while France was
prostrated and isolated, Germany, her
conqueror, was building up the triple
alliance, continued M. Delcasse, at
least our present chain of alliances
and ententes, forged after infinite
pains, guaranteed our security for the
future. The whole world recognized
that hte Anglo-French entente pre-
vented a universal conflagration dur-
ing the Russo-Japanese War. Our
greatest peril now lies not abroad but
in the internal dissensions at home.
If we stand true to - our alliances,
France will remain the mistress of her
destinies.”

Although he had opposcd taking the
Moroccan question to Algerciras, M.
Delcasse said he had done nothing to
embarrass the government, and since
the. obligationg of the treaty of Alge-
viras had'been accepted, France must
honestly abide by them.

SHOWS IMPROVEMENT

Freight Situation in United
States Reflects Better
Conditions.

Chicago, Tlls., Jan. 25.—That freight
traffic conditions are recovering from
financial stringency wag the statement
of several traffic managers and other
railway officials yesterday. The im-
provement is said to be particularly
noticeable in the traffic of the railroads
of the Middle West, where heavy grain
shipments, almost suspended while the
stringency in the money market was
at its height, now are being made.

While the statistics of all
throughout the country for the last
week showed that 320,000 of the 2,200,000
freight cars in service throughout the
country were standing idle, and in
consequence thousand of men had
been thrown off work, the railrcad
officials expressed the belief that the
crisls has passed, and that no further
reductions of the number of workmen
will be necessary.

ALFONSO’S ESCAPE.
Infuriated Boar Rushed at Spanish
Monarch—Brought Down by
Timely Shot.

Madrid, Jan. 24.—King Alfonso had a
narrow escape from death while hunt-
ing. A wild boar unexpectedly ap-
peared and rushed at the King, who
shot the animal. The King then
dropped his gun, walked up to the boar,
supposing that he had killed it, but it
suddenly bounded up and flew fur-
jously at the King, who was saved
only by a prompt shot fired by one of
the party into the maddened animal.

Through-
out Victoria Promised to
Be Great During Year.

One of the most hopeful signs of the
permanancy of the advance movement
in this city is the fact that the citi-
zens have confidence in their own eity.
Time was when the people here would
advance money for anything at a dis-
tance, but when it came to develop-
ing their own city they would have
nothing to do with it. Now things
have changed. During the three weeks
of the present month which have al-
ready passed building permits, mostly
for dwellings suitable for the ordinary
citizens, have been issued to the
amount of $45,000 and this in the very
worst part of the worst season of the
vear for building operations.

Not by any means the least of the
works which will engage the attemtion
of Victorians will be the building of
the new University aschool. This s
just another instance of the faifth of
Victorians in their own city. Almost
the whole of the necessary capital has
been subscribed in this city and work
will commence almost Immediately.

The general development of the Isl-
and will also redound to the benefit
of the Capital City. Already the con-
tracts for the Alberni railway - :coms
struction are being let and gangs are
being made up to commence work at
once.

There are whispers of many other
large undertakings but as these have
not as yet assumed definite form mo
particular mention is made of them,
but. they will all help in the same
general direction—the development of
Vancouver Island and particularly the
city of roses.

The provinces cannot af-
ford to spend money on the fisheries,
from which a revenue adequate to
meet the necessary expenditure can
never be derived. There was a time
wheén the British Columbia fisheries re-
turned a profit to Canada, but that
time passed forever several years ago.
To-day much more is being paid out
by Canada for the maintenance of
hatcheries in British -Columbia than is
collected from the industry, and the
difference will go on increasing from
year to year. The anomaly of the
present position will be realized more
clearly when it is remembered that
the Dominion hatcheries are turning
out many millions of young fish every
year, which the province claims as its
property immediately they are placed
in the water; and yet the . Dominion
kas the exclusive right to legislate re-
specting said fish, as to how and when
they may be caught.

" Bowser is identified, and which is un-
derstood to be proud of its identifica-
tion: with the hon. gentleman, won the
clection. ‘There can be no question that
the statergent, “made on absolute au-
thority,” and -carrying great weight
because of the reputation of its author
for veracity, had some considerable in-
fluence in producing such an untoward
result. Shortly after the great and
creditable victory the Canadian Nippon
Supply Company commenced active op-
erations., Large numbers of Japanese
w&;e brought into British' Columbia by
way of the Hawalilan Islands and from
Japan direct. * ‘The inflow became so
alarming that the  Dominion govern-
ment was moved to send Mr. Macken-
zie King* Deputy Minister of Labor,
out to this province to investigate into
the causes of this invasion, which
implied that the Japanese government
had not kept faith with the Canadian
government with respect to.certain im-
migration restrictions mutually agreéd
upon, Mr. King delved deeply, much
more deepl}} than was agreeble to the
Oriental and Occidental parties com-
posing the Canadian Nippon Supply
Company and the legal advisers of the
said company. In addition to the oral
evidence given the commissioner seized
a trunk !ull of documents which. threw
an illuminating light on the personnel
of the company and the  prospective
scope of its operations.

Tt will be remembered that Charles
Wilson, K. C., formerly Attorney-Gen-
eral in the McBride government, was
appointed by that -government to
wateh the proceedings “in the interests
of that government.” Mr. Wilson did
his best. The record of the proceed-
irge shows that all his splendid talents
and admitted legal ingenuity were de-
voted to an endeavor to show that
there was some foundation for Mr.
Bowser's statements made on the eve
ef the provincial general elections. He
tried hard to bring out something, no
matter how immaterial, that would
indicate a contract, having been
entered into between the Grand
Trunk Pacific . _and the Canadian
Nippon Supply Company. Mr. Wil-
son did absolutely nothing else.
If he had been desirous of bringing out
all the facts in connection with the
operations of the Canadian Nippon
Supply Company,- which he ought to
have been considering that he was
representing a government which pro-
fessed to be strongly opposed to Ori-
ental immigration, Mr. Wilson might
have saved the Commissioner a great
deal «f time by turning the light of his
knowiedge on the contracts between
that company of Orientals and Occi-
dentals with the C. P. R. This con-
tract called for a supply ranging from
500 to 2,000 coolies, and was
to continue in operation for five years.
Or Mr. Wilson might have expedited
matters by bringing out the facts in
connection with the Canadian Nippon
Company’s arrangement with the Well-
ington Colliery Company, which called
for an annual supply of five hundred
miners. But Mr. Wilson, the repre-
sentative of the McBride government,
only became active when there appear-
ed to be a possibility of showing that
his friend Mr. Bowser was telling the
fruth when he asserted that his friend,
#1. Gotoh, had gone to Japan to bring
#n fifty thousand coolies to work on
the Grand Trunk Pacific.

Now ag having a distinct bearing on
the veracity of Mr. Bowser we shall
quote in full the remarks of Mr. Chas.

ficult than before the celebrated judg-
ment. It is largely because of that
judgment that the provinces and the
Dominion are in conflict; that is, there
is a conflict where the provincial au-
+horities deem it desirable from a po-
litical or party point of view to lock
horns with the Dominion and claim the
“rights” accorded them under this de-
cision, as is the case in British Colum-
hia.

The decision of the Privy Council se-
cured to the provinces whatever pro-
prietary rights they had in the fish-
eries and harbors before Confederation,
and which were not explicitly trans-
ferred to the Domninion by the terms
of Confederation.

The British North America Act (sec-
tion 91) gave to the Dominion exclu-
sive legislative authority over naviga-
tion and shipping and ‘‘sea-coast and
iniand fisheries.” Section 108 assigned
the public works and property of eéach
province enumerated in. the . third
schedule to the Act to the Dominion,
2nd among the ‘other property trans-
ferred in schedule 3 is ‘“public har-
bors.” The famous judgment of the
Privy Council did not define what a
“public harbor” is; but whatever it i
legally, or as understood by the fram-
ers of the British North Ameérica Ast,
there is no doubt that it is exclusively
under the jurisdiction of the Dominion.
The provinces have no more to do with
it than they have with any of the
other provincial public works and
property transferred at the same time,
such, for instance, as canals, lgut-
houses and piers, ete.

Now, it will be admitted that if there
is a “public harbor” on all the Pacific
Coast of Canada, Esquimalt is such a
harbor. It is known as the best har-
Lor in the province, the headquarters
on the Pacific for mdny years of the
navy, and in the early days of the
province the harbor for the city of Vic-
toria. If it is not a “public harbor,”
and as such the absolute property of
the Dominion, there is no “public har-
bor” anywhere in Canada. And yet
there are a few people who think that
the province has jurisdiction in respect
to sea fisheries and property rights in
the bed of Esquimalt harbor, and
among these are the members of the
present British Columbia government,
who recently leased a portion of the
bed of the harbor, near the head, to
Col. Markham for the cultivation of
oysters. This action on the part of
the Provincial government is calculat-
¢d to make new -complications by plac-
ing more difficulties in the way of Do-
minion admintstration. For .instance,
the Graham Lumber Company wants
to build a wharf for a sawmill over a
part of the harbor leased by the prov-
ince, and permission has been granted
to do so by the Dominion. There can-
not be two leases for the same ground.
This was not a lease to Col. Mark-
ham of oyster beds, but of an area of
a public harbor to be used in growing
oysters brought from the Atlantic, an
industry that is deserving of every
sonsideration and encouragement,

If Mr. McBride is within his rights,
and did not grant this lease simply for
the purpose of creating trouble, as he
certainly would do, he can lease any
portion or all of the bed of Esquimalt
harbor, or any portion or all of Vic-
toria harbor. Assuming he goes on and
asserts his ‘assumed “rights” in the
same way, the Dominion work of .im-
proving public harbors by dredging
will have to be suspended, for it will
be clear to the legal mind of the Pre-
mier that it would be an outrage for
the Dominion to trespass upon provin-
cial property. %

The Secretary of State
has been assailed because he made
public a statement of Premier Mc-
Bride which led him to believe that the
Bowser Bill was going to be disallowed
in accordance with the usual proced-
ure—on the advice of the Lient.-Gov-
ernor’s constitutional advisers. The
statement in question was made some
days before the bill had reached its
final stages in the legislature. That

| siatement proved conclusively that the
" ultimate fate of the bill’ had been a

matter of consultation between . His
Honor and the Premier. Mr. McBride
did not intimate that he disagreed with
the proposed action of the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor. Mr. Scott is a public man of
long experience. Was it not natural
for him to assume that Premier Mc-
Bride not only acquiesced in the course
of the Lieut.-Governor, but that he
actually counselled such a course? The
Secretary of State is a statesman of
the old school, probably not very deep-
ly versed in the methods of playing the
political game, as Premier McBride
calls it, which have lately been intro-
duced into this province. He gave Mr.
McBride credit for sincerity of pur-
pose and an honorable zeal for the
welfare of British Columbia. Conse-
quently we can understand his as-
tonishment when he read that the Pre-
mier had disavowed all responsibility
for the fate which overtook the Bow-
ser Bill.. He could not understand such
a declaration when considered in con-
nection with the intimation previously
given with the utmost apparent confi-
dence that the bill would be disallowed.
It was the extraordinary ' declaration
of the Premier that he had not given
the Lieut.-Governor any advice upon
the subject of the bill, apparently so
contradictory of his former statement,
that he drew the facts from Mr. Scott.

But the original Bowser Bill has
been dispuosed of. In no stage of its
career did it possess any vitality. It
was never intended to exhibit signs of
vitality. If it had been brought forth
with the honest intention of protecting
ihe province from an Oriental incur-
sion it might have proved a temporary
obstacle to the designs of the Japanese
Gotoh and the corporations and indi-
viduals in the province who had con-
spired with him for the purpose of
eluding the regulations for the restric-
tion of iImmigration agreed upon and
put in force by the governments of Ja-
pan and Canada. But the Bowser Bill
was never anything but an abortion,
apparently in accordance with delib-
erate calculation and design. A new
agreement between Canada and Japan
has been reached, the provisions of
which even the legal ingenuity of Mr.
Bowser will scercely be capable of
overcoming. In addition internal regu-
lations have been made to meet such
unexpected contingincies as an influx
of Hindus. Consequently’ there is no
longer any- necessity for the passage
of a Natal Act. That is the reason
why the Attorney-General has intro-
duced his latest bill. If the former bill
were likely to . produce international
complications, the latter, if assented to,
would certainly be more mischievous
in its effects. ‘'What is the object of
the Attorney-General in introducing it
in the face of the opinion of one of
his strongest supporters that it is not
worth -the paper it is written on?

It is confessed in the highest quart-
ers in Great Britain, says a press dis-
patch, that the racial trouble in South
Africa is becoming extremely acute,
and taking a form fraught with mis-
chief for the whole empire. It is con-
ceded that a very provocative attitude
has been adopted, and, what is much
worse, hag recelved the sanction of the
British home government, apparently
without protest, and without any seri-
ousg attempt to mitigate the harshness
of colonial legislation. It is noted with
some concern in Britain that the In-
dians in the Transvaal are no longer
playing the part of long-suffering peo-
ple, submitting with Eastern fatalism
to 'what fate deerees. They are mak-
ing gullen resistance, and some of them
even threaten  'revenge. 'The Times
points out: *““Their .revenge will not be
at the cost of the Transvaal which does
the injury, but at that of the British
empire, which does not prevent the
Transvaal from doing it.”

It is the policy of the British govern-
ment to allow its self-governing colon-
istg the largest measure of control over
their affairs, but diplomats and others
feel that the situation is becom-
ing such that Britiain must do more
than utter feeble verbal protests and
remonstrances against the attitude of
her colonists. T}_xat this feeling is
shared in official quarters in England
is indicated by the following utterance
in the Times:

‘““We have a right—and this applies in
its degree everywhere—to claim that
things involving the Empire in im-
mense responsibilities shall not be de-
cided exclusively by the prejudices of
a small local population. We believe
that, even at this late hour, the voice
of the Imperial government might still
make itself heard effectively at Pre-
toria to restrain the Transvaal author-
ities from extreme measures. In any

RESIGNATION
OF A PASIOR

REV. F. T. TAPSCOTT
WILL LEAVE CITY

Disagreement Has Arisen ih
Connection With Question of
New Building.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Rev. F. T. Tapscott has resigned
from the pastorate of the Calvary Bap-
tist church. This step was publicly
announced yesterday when the pastor
read a statement in-which he tendered
his resignation.

A meeting has been called for Thurs-
day evening when the congregation
will go into the guestion fully and de-
cide upon what action is to be taken.

The immediate cause of the resigna-
tion is a disagreement relative to the
new church which is now being built.

In the course of an interview this
morning, Rev. Mr. Tapscott said that
the reasons for his resignation as pas-
tor of Calvary Baptist church were
best expressed by the substance of the
letter which he read to the congrega-
tion.. Influences within .the church,
and without, had culminated in his
taking a position, from which he could
not conscientiously recede, and which
he could not maintain and continue to
hold the fellowship and co-operation of
those whom™the church had chosen as
his advisers. \

Asked as to tﬁ\e\manner in which
the statement was Yeceived by the
church, Mr. Tapscott said~that the dif-
ficulties of the situation had arisen
over the matter of church building,
and one member of the building com-
mittee asked if the pastor intended to
convey in his statement any intimation
of wrong-dealing on the part of the
committee. Mr. Tapscott replied that
no such imputation was made or in-
tended, that there was no question
that the position taken and main-
tained on either side was not held con-
scientiously; the statement he made
was simply the recognition that the
difficulties ,that had led to his resig-
nation were irreconcilable.

Firemen Apply for Higher Pay
—Changes Suggested by
Notice of Motion.

The action of the fire underwriters in
raising the rates of insurance some
time ago has had the effect of stirring
up the city to the need of some action
towards putting the department in a
more efficient state. The matter is
under consideration by the fire com-
mittee of the board of trade, and to-
night Ald.

Mrs. Smithinski was found to be suffer-
ing from diphtheria, and the health in-
spectors used every Kind of gentle per-
suasion to induce her husband to allow
the patient to be taken to the General
hospital, He persisted-in refusing, and
last night two health inspectors, accom-
panied by two policemen, went to the
house with an order for the forcible re-
moval of the patient to the hospital
There were twenty-seven persons in the
house, so the removal of the patient was
an absolute necessity to prevent an out-
break of the disease.

According to the inspectors, it took
nearly three hours to persuade the hus-
band that he must allow his wife to go
to the hospital. At that he only consent-
ed after the above mentioned receipt had

been drawn up by the inspectors and
signed “General hospital.”

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FRIUT GROWERS HELD
ANNUAL MEETING

Local Association Preparing to
Affiliate With Central Fruit
and Produce Exchange.

Arrangementg are slowly but surely
being made by the fruit growers of
tHis district to organize themselves in-
to a fruit growers’ exchange, agg to
join with the central organization for
British Columbia, with headquarters at
Revelstoke. The adjourned annual
meeting of the local association was
held yesterday afternoon at the city
hall.

At thig meeting a number of new by-
laws were brought up to facilitate the
working of the association, and H.
Puckle was appointed a delegate to
attend the annual meeting at Revel-
stoke, on February 5th. j/The meeting
passed a resolution pledgihg support to
the exchange, and a number of shares
were taken up. No difficulty is ex-
pected in raising all the necessary
money-to put the movement on a gcod
working basis. The following is the
directors’ report.

1. The directors wish to make it
clear to the shareholders of the asso-
ciation that there is mno desire to
change the constitution as approved
in 1903; that the organization of a
system to control the selling of fruit
is simply carrying out the = develop-
ment planned by the original subscrib-
ers to the memo of association. Copies
of this, with other information, will be
printed shortly and circulated for gen-
eral information.

2. Certain. new by-laws will be put
before you for your approval., The di-
rectors consider them necessary to fa-
cilitate businesgs and prevent misun-
derstanding in the new work the asso-
ciation is undertaking.

3. The appointment of a manager is
being considered. Applicationg for the
position are now being received, The
man with the best expsrierce and
highest testimonials will be selected,
provided satisfactory arrangements
can be made as to salary.

4, The manager will receive a fixed
salary, subject to an increase, bonus
or otherwise, as the business warrants,

5. The manager, on appointment, will
proceed to make -himself acquainted
with local conditions, and investigate
channelg for the disposal of the fruit
crop.

6. The directors will be guided, to a
large extent, by the result of these in-
vestigations, and the manager's ad-
vice as an expert, as to the method of

7. The association will hire itempor-
ary premises, and sell direct to buyers
in Victoria, or ship away by express,
or in “carloads, to outside points, as
may be necessary.

8. For 1908, 10 per cent. will b2
charged on all goods handled. If, after
working expenses are paid and four
per cent. on stock, there are surplus
funds, they will be distributed to thz
growers pro rata to their shipments.

9. Packers will be employed by thz
association. They will pack or super-
vise the packing of all apples and
pears, or plums and prunes soli
through the exchange. The manager
will make all arrangements with th>
different districts as to dates and
places for packing.

10. The directors consider that $1,000
will have to be called to prdvide tha
necessary funds to carry out this pro-
gramme,

11. All unpaid assessments on shares
alloted will be called up as the direc-
tors consider necessary in the next
few month. Members would assist
the directors if they would make pay-
ments as soon as possible.

12. Although the by-laws only 1lay
down that one share is necessary 1o
obtain the full privilege of the asso-
ciation, the directors request that all
those who can will subscribe to mors
than one share, especially those with
large interests at stake. For instance.
a grower with twenty acres of fruit
will be expected to hold more than a
grower with five acres.

For Japanese Influx

Drew Contracts Which Brought Thousands of
Orientals to This Province.

THEN HE BLAMED THE LIBERALS

Protected Japanese Client by Introducing Nugatory Natal Act—
Keeping Up the Game of Deception With the
Connivance of the Premier.

(From Friday's Daily.)

In last evening’s Times appeared a
dispateh from Ottawa giving a con-
densed report of a speech made by
Duncan Ross in the House of Commons
at Ottawa reldtive to the question of
Japanese immigration. A fuller report
of theé speech appears to-day.

Duncan Ross in his speech charged
that Hon. W. J. Bowser, now attorney
general of the province, drew up the
contract between Gotoh and the C. P.
R. whereby the former was to sup-
ply the latter company with Japanese
laborers, and that the immigration bill
introduced by Mr. Bowser last session
was 80 framed as to protect the Jap-
anese so brought in. It was further
pointed out that not only was this
done but a C. P. R. organ, the Prov-
ince, of Vancouver, published the facts
concerning the contract, but alleging
it to be with the G. T. P. instead of
the C. P. R.

HON. W. BOWSER'S DENIAL.

In the legislature yesterday after-
noon, Hon. W. J. Bowser made a denial

. of the statements  made by Duncan

Roes, M. P, in the House of Com-
mons to the effect that he (Mr. Bowser)
had drawn up the contract made be-
tween Gotoh and the C. P. R. by whica
the later was to secure Japanese lab-
orers and that he (Mr, Bowser) drew
up the immigration bill of last session
in such a way as to protect that con-
tract. This was absolutely untrue,
gald@ Mr. Bowser, and he had not per-
sonally drawn up the contract referred

'Q!

‘Continuing, Mr. Bowser said he be-
longed to a legal firm and there were
several others in the firm. He had
telegraphed the members of his firm in
Vancouver -on the matter -and: - had
learped that none of them had had
anything to do with the drawing of
the contract.

He did not wish to dwell on the sub-
ject. The -statements made by Dun-
ean Ross were in line with the policy
pursued. by the Liberals and he no-
ticed when there was any of this duty
work to do, it was generally Mr. Ross
who was selected for the purpose. He
was the mudraker for that party.

On this subject he made his denial.
¥t was a matter of believing either
himself or Duncan Ross. He (Mr,
{Bowser) had had seventeen years’ resi-
dence in the province and his record
was before the people. He would let
it rest at that.

The statement he had made concern-
ing the contracts in the opera house
in Victoria during last campaign was
based on information he received from
a Liberal in Vancouver, and he be-
lleved the statements to be true.

LET GOTOH SPEAK.

Ottawa, Jan. 23.—Duncan Ross on
being interviewed to-night, says:
“When Mr. Bowser says he didn’t
draft the original Gotoh contract, he is
saying what is absolutely untrue. It's

_only in line with his whole policy in

connection with this matter. When a
lawyer violates the confidence of his
client to make political capital against
his opponents, the client is absolutely
Jjustified in making public the circum-
stances under which the contract was
drawn,. Mr. Gotoh knows as much
about this matter as W. J. Bowser,
and a reference to him will prove
whether the statements made are true
or not.”

ROSS’ EXPOSE OF BOWSER.
/ (Special to the Times)

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 23.—Duncan Ross,
speaking on the Japanese question
yesterday, said that the people of Brit-
ish Columbia represents one extreme
in connection with it. They are un-
alterably opposed to Oriental immigra-
tion.

“As was pur duty, representing pub-
lic opinion in the province of British
Columbia, members from British' Co-
lumbia have, in this House, and outside
this House, endeavored to press upon
the government and upon parliament
and the people of the East, the views
of the people of British Columbia.

“On the other hand, friends of the

resented the other extreme views.
The Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
y, the Canadian Manufacturers’
ssociation, and other large employers
labor, who are known to have been

ix‘onors—ble gentlemen opposite, have re-

_ ‘friendly to the honorable gentlemen op-
posite, have laid it down as their pol-
fcy that all barriers to cheap labor in.

this country should be broken down
and that an unlimited supply of Orient-

al labor should be allowed to come into

this country.

“Again, the right hon., the premier,
exercising that sound judgment which
he has always displayed, stepped into
the breach and by a happy compro-
mise, has, I believe, succeeded in sat-
isfactorily settling this question. It

has not been settled in the way people

of British Columbia wanted it settled,

because, though we were ready and

willing and even anxious to take most
drastic measures to absolutely insure
that there should be

No Further Oriental Immigration
into that province, the people of that

province are reasonable people and so
long as they have assurances that this
question has been settled in a man-
ner that will insure them what they
want, they are not going to complain,
because they possibly did not get
everything they wanted. There is no
good reason why if by diplomatic ac-
tion which has been successfully car-
ried on by the honorable the postmaster
general, a satisfactory solution of this
dangerous question has been secured,
that anyone should complain because
his own method of settling the ques-
tion was not adopted.

“But, sir, notwithstanding the fact
that everything that has been done
looking towards the settlement of -this
question, and every effort that has
been made to meet the views of the
people of the province of British Co-
lumbia, are to the credit of this gov-
ernment, the premier of the province of
British Columbia and his followers
are day in and day out attempting to
convince _ the people: there that the
Laurier government is heostile to their
views and is not anxious for a settle-
ment of this question. This govern-
ment appointed a Royal Commission
to investigate the question a number
of years ago and in accordance with
the recommendation of that commis-
sion, they imposed a five hundred dol-
lar head tax on Chinese with the re-
sult that that portion of the question
wag settled to the satisfaction of the
people of the province of British Co-
lumbia. . In response to representa-
tions made by the people of British Co-
lumbia. the postmaster general was
sent to Japan for the purpose of ar-
ranging a settlement of the other side
of the question and

He Returns With a Settlement

which T am bound to believe will re-
sult as satisfactorily so far as the pro-
vince of British Coblumbia  is con-
cerned as the imposition of a $500 poll
tax on Chinese.

“Notwithstanding these facts, sir, it
cannot be disputed that the Conserva-
tive party in the province of British
Columbia are endeavoring ‘to keep
alive the agitation and by the pas-
sage of acts which have been declared
again and again to be ultra vires of
the authority of provincial legislation
they are endeavoring to make it diffi-
cult for this government to secure a
satisfactory settlement of the question.
No opportunity is lost by Conservative
leaders in British Columbia to endeav-
or to place British Columbia represen-
tative in this House in a false light
before the people of British Colum-
bia and in justice to the course we
have always pursued here, I am com-
pelled to crave the indulgence of the
House, while I give it g little inside
history. By relating a few facts con-
nected with this question it will im-

This gentleman had a wide experience
in supplying labor to American rail~
ways.

In 1901 he came from Tacoma to Van-
couver and established a connection
with the Canadian Pacificc. He suc-
ceeded in effecting an agreement with
that company similar to the agreement
between' railway companies and Jap-

Agreement Was Prepared by Bowser

between Goto and the Canadian Pacific.
Mr. Bowser was then aeting for Gotoh.
This agreement was renewed from
time to time until finally in Decem-
ber, 1906, . Gotoh organized the Canadian
Nippon Supply Company, Limited, and
a similar agreement to that prepared
by Bowser, was entered into between
the Canadian Nippon Supply Company
jand the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company and also the Wellington Col-
liery Company. As I want the House
to be In possession of the nature of
this agreement, I am going to place
-{ it on Hansard.”

Mr. Ross then read the agreement
and continued:

Infinite trouble
had arisen from the employment of Ori-
ental labor on the C. P. R.; and yet,
blind to the interests of this province, the
authorities at Ottawa had refused to put

any clause in the contract with the rail-

way company forbidding the employment
of Japanese or Chinese laborers. What
was more, the province was - actualiy
booked for a repetition of the old trouble.
Mr. Bowser sStated, and stated upon abso-
lutely authoritative grounds, that a com-
pany, the United Construction and Sup-
ply Company, had already been organized
and had let a contract to a Japanese
labor agent, Gotoh, of Vancouver, for the
bringing of 50,000 Japanese laborers to the
country to work on the G. T. P. Already
the contract had been let, and Gotoh was
even now in Japan arranging for the ship-
ment of the 50,000 coolies.

As to the membership of. this company,
Mr. BowSer read the names: James Car-
ruthers, of Montreal; E. G. Russell, local
manager of the G. T. P.; Robert Kelly, of
Vancouver, whose name was greeted with
scornful laughter and hisses of execra-
tion frcm the audience; F. Bennett and
D. Hays.

“The same information is contained
in the front page article of the Van-
couver Province, published on the
evening of February 1st. I also want
to place this article on Hansard with
its flaming head lines. It reads as fol-
lows:

FIFTY THOUSAND JAPANESE
FOR BRITISH COLUMBIA

Grand Trunk Pacific and the Machine
Liberals Want to ¥Flood This Country
With the Little Brown Men.

AND FAST BARGAIN IS
MADE.

No Chance for White Man on New
Railroad—Japanese Contractor Now
Arranging to Bring Over
Horde of Coolies.

Arrangements have been virtually com-
pleted for the bringing to British Colum-
bia of fifty thousand Japanese to build
the western end of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific railway. -

Confirmatiod of this astonisbing plece
of news was hLad in Vancouver to-day.
All the details of the scheme have been
cbtained, and ‘the biggest sensation of
the campaign is public property this
afternoon.

Announcement of the details of the pro-
ject for an Oriental invasion.of British
Columbia explains the alliance of the
Grand Trunk Pacific with the McInnes-
Libteral party, and the hostility of the
rajilway company and its friends to the
Conservatives led by Hon. Richard Me-
Bride.

With money pouring into Vancouver and
all British Columbia, in fact, from the
coffers of the Grand Trunk Pacific, with
a lavishness and recklessness never here-
tofore known in any provinelal eléction
in British Columbia, those who concern
themselves with the motives that lie be-
hind the actions of great corporations,
have been forced to the conclusion that
more than the mere desire to get hold of
the Indian reserves and other public lands
in the province, and escape the incidence
of taxation, lay behind the railway com-
pany’s unparalleled generosity. They felt
this, and they were right, as the facts
now available show.

Ir is a matter of history—notorious, but
true—that the Grand Trunk Pacifie, for
some nnexgplained reason, has delayed ful-
filling its promise of commenecing con-
struction on the Pacific Coast. Every one
is also aware that year after year, ses-
sion after session, the McBride govern-
ment has,introduced and passed legisla-
tion wvirtually prohibiting the entry into
this country of Oriental labor. This legls-
lation has be¢n as often disallowed by the
Liberal administration at Ottawa. Con-
sequently it was perfectly obvious to any
intending large employer of Oriental labor
that as long as McBride was in power he
would be a thorn in the flesh.

McBride must be deposed. The Grind
Trunk Pacific had decided not to employ
one more white man than it could pos-

HARD

woerk with Oriental labor. But MeRBride,
with his anti-Mongolian legislation, stood
in its way, and they corsequently decided
to delay construction until he was ren-
dered harmless.

When the elections were brought on
pressure was at once brought to bear up-
on the Liberal party here by the com-
pany's foster parents In Ottawa—the
Laurier administration—to come to an un-
derstanding with the G. T. Pacific on this
subject, with the result that a hard and
fagt agreement, signed, sealed and deliv-
ered, has been entered into by which the
parties of the first part (the British Col-
umbia Liberals) covenant and agree not
to pass any anti-Mongolian legislation, if
victorious, while the parties of the second
part (the company) bound themselves to
furnish all necessary campaign funds,

| and to buy the Guardian newspaper from

Joe Martin and turn it into a Liberal or-
gan, which was done on the first of the
year ‘at the price of fifteen thousand dol-
lars. So cock-sure is the eompany of the
so-called Liberals winning, that arrange-
ments are now being perfected to flood
this country with Japanese coolie labor,
in the spring, to an extent undreamed of.
And this is how it is being done:

There is a company carrying on busi-
ness;” here and in Victoria, called the
United Supply & Contracting Company,
Limited. This concern is in reality the
Grand Trunk Pacific, under another name.
Its marager is Mr. E. G. Russell, who is,
also, the confidential agent for the Grand
Trunk Pacific on the Coast, and its stock-
holders are said to be members of the
local Liberal machine. ' This supply com-

pany has, it is understood, entered Into-

an arrangemeént with a Vancouver Japan-
ese employment man named Gotoh to fur-
nish through one of the largest labor
firms in Tokio, Japan (a firm with £45,000

capital) at least fifty L'qo’usand coolie Japs
during this year, and more later. Mr. E.
G. Ruseell, accompanied by Gotoh, was up
at Prince Rupert a short time ago, to en-
able, Gotoh to look over the ground and
examine into conditions, so that he could
report favorably to the Japanese govern-
ment, which exercises a paternal care
over all emigrantg. Gotoh is now in Japan
making all necessary arrangements with
the government and the Toklo firm, for
the furnishing and transportation of this
army Of coolies to British Columbia.
Every culty has been anticipated, in
fact, Mr. E. G. Russ2ll recently stated
that it has cost the company, up to date,
over fifteen thousand dollars In expenses,
perfecting the scheme.

It may be asked how can the Alien Act
be circumvented. The plan is this: The
Grand Trunk Pacific will nominally have
nothing to do with the bringing of the
labor here. The United Supply Company
(its creature) can land the coolies at
Priuce Rupert under a secret agreement
with the Tpkio firm as to wages, etc,, and
arrange to erect huge barracks for their
accommodation. The Grand Trunk Paci-
fic emissaries can then appear on the
scene and innocently hire them just as
they would engage any other residents
there.

But the worst feature of this plot is dhe
statement made on the authority of Mr.
Russell that these coolie Japs are not to
be sent back to Japan after the railway
is completed, but are to be settled by the
railway company all along the line, so
that they can be utilized to do the rough
operating work of the system. As a con-
sequence the workingmen of Canada, who
are helping with their money to build this
railroad, will derive no benefit from fits
construction, nor even in its’ operation
after it is built.

These are the facts. This conspiracy, or
plot, or whatever you like to call it, is to
be made possible by the expectation that
the workingmen of British Columbia will
vote for and place in power one of the
parties to it, the so-called Liberal-Grand
Trunk combination.

The presence of all these Japanese will
open up other large questions. Who
knows but what it is the intention of the
railway company and its political follow-
ers to eventually enfranchise this Japan-
ese horde? What a fine plan to run Brit-
ish Ceolumbia could be .carried out with
fifty or sixty thousand machine votes!

“The Province of the same evening
has an editorial in which it commends
W. J. Bowser for drawing the attention
of the public to the efforts of the Mc-
Bride government to prevent the in-
flux of cheap Japanese labor into this
country. He was also commended for
further warning the public regarding
a contract entered into by the - Grand
Trunk Pacific for a supply of Japanese
labor and the Province ‘intimated this
coatract would be made effective if
the McBride government were defeat-
ed and the Liberals returned to power.’

“The editoria] of the Province con-
cludes in the following words: ‘Mr.
Bowser's warning therefore to the
people of British Columbia who do not
want the province swamped with cheap
labor is worthy of most serious con-
sideration.’

“The people of Canada were subse-
quently made aware of the strong posi-
tion taken by the people of Vancouver
in “regard to this' question and when
the ‘Province’s’ article appeared on
the evening before election with its
wealth of detail, giving particulars of
this contract, telling them about Gotoh
being in Japan for the purpose of
carrying out the conditions of this con-
tract, it would have been absolutely
impossible ‘to have elected the angel
Gabrie] in- the city of Vancouver in
view of the information contained in
that articlee It would have been
equally impossible to have secured at
that time any evidence strong enough
to '‘counteract the effects of this ar-
ticle before the election took placel on
the day immediately following the pub-
lication of this article,  The result was
that the Libera] party did not carry a
seat in Vancouver, although up till
the time this article was published it
was confidently expected by Liberals
that they would carry the.five seats in
the city of Vancouver, and prominent
Conservatives admitted that at least
three of the Liberal candidates would
have been elected. Wherever the
Province got this information, so far
as the G. T. P, railway was concern-
ed, the report of Mackenzie King con-
clusively proves that there was

W. J. Bowser. During the general
elections to whicly I have referred, he
claimed a good deal of credit for the
McBride government for having time
and time again introduced legislation
in the local legislature which had for
its-object the utter prohibition of Ori-
ental immigration into the province of
British Columbia, and that such legis-
lation had always been vetoed by the
government at Ottawa. He made
promiges to the electors that if he were
returned that he would again intro-
duce such legislation and re-introduce
it until the Liberals at Ottawa were
brought to their senses. He hag to
make some effort to carry out his pre-
election promises and it is quite true
that on April 2nd, 1907, he intro-
duced a measure in the local legisla-
ture which will go.down to history as
the Bowser bill.

“The enacting
reads as follows:

“The immigratien nito British Colum-
bia of any person who, when asked to do
so by the officer appointed under this act,
shall fail himself to write out and sign,

He replied that the
statement was quite true, that he did
not intend to give his assent to the
bill, and he was writing fully explain-
ing his position. This all took place on
the 17th April. The bill received its
second reading on the 18th of April. It
went into committee on the 20th April.
It was reconsidered and finally passed
on the 22nd day of April. And on the
25th of Aprﬂ the legislature was pro-

rogued, and Mr. Dunsmuir reserved
his assent to the Bowser Bill

“Now, sir, Mr. McBride is busy re-
puditating any responsibility for the
action of the Lieut.-Governor. He
takes the position in the local House,
according to newspaper reports, that
Mr. Dunsmuir is the agent of the Do-
minion government and that his gov-
ernment cannot be held responsible for
any of his actions. But I wish to ask
if he knew nothing about the intention
of the Lieut.-Governor, if he knew
nothing regarding what he intended to
do, how could he inform the honorable
the secretary of state as to the posi-
tion the Lieut.-Governor mtended to
take, seven days before the Lieut.-
Governor took action, and one day be-
fore the bill even received its second
reading in the House? So that you see
that while the Liberal party are re-
ceiving a great deal of blame from
Conservatives of British Columbia for
their action in connection with this
matter, the leaders of the Con-

“GRANNY” PARKER DEAD.

She Had Reached the Advanced Age
of Oné Hundred and One Year.

Elizabeth A. Parker, better known
as “Granny” Parker, died at the Home
for Aged and Infirm Women this
morning ‘at the age of 101 years.

the process of advancing the bill
through several stages, to its final pas-
sage, had been permitted to go. on
without any ‘intimation of its intended
fate being given to the House or an
opportunity being afforded for parlia-
mentary discussion of the case. And,
as bearing on the government argu-
ment that Secretary -Scott’s telegram
had significance, he noted that the tel-
egram was dated April 23rd, whereas
the letter from the Lieut.-Governor
to -the acting premier indicating the
action he would take, originated about
a week prior to that date,

Mr. Oliver showed that the attorney-
general’s citation of the New Bruns-
wick case as a precedent for the Lieut.-
Governor’s action was unfortunate. In
this reference point was made of the
fact that the Governor had acted con-
trary to the advice of his attorney-
general. But Mr Bowser had appar-
ently ‘not foreseen that this very fact
was a telling point against the govern-
ment. For an attorney-general was
constitutionally obligated to advise in
such cases, and ihis, with respect to
the immigration bill of last session, the
attorney-generai had not done. As 2
matter of fact, he should have report-
ed to the Lieut.-Governor on the bill as
the constitution required him to do.
And no evidence that he had done this
had been ‘offered to the House. The
legislature was entitled to know why
the royal agsent was withheld,

He pointed to the goVernment’s re-
fusal of his motion for thé production
of papers, as significant in the premises
showing that such refusal was iacen-
sistent with constitutional practice,
which obligated the Governor to

Produce. Documents

bearing on public questions when call-
ed upon to do so by his ministers. No
reasons for this refusal were offered to
the House. The government . found
refuge in a bald objection to the resol-
ution alone, for no other apparent pur-
pose than to burk the inquiry now go-
ing on in the House. He showed the

as to what the leader 'of the opposition
might or might not have done follow-
ing a resignation of the government.
But -if it 'was worthy of serious appre-
ciation he pointed out that Mr. Mac-
donald -would naturally have forced a
dissolution and gone to the country on
the issue. In further reply ‘to the at-
torney-general’s construction of Secre-
tary’s Scott’s telegram, he quoted ap-
thorities to show that “instructions”
must emanate from the Governor-Gen-
eral in Council.

Turning to the premier’s recital of

of the Ottawa government, who had
apparently considered- Mr.~ McBride’s
assurance as sufficiently peculiar to
warrant €urther inquiry.

The inference taken from this
passage by the attorney-general wag
that “If you do not give me this as-
surance I will instruct you from Ot-
tawa,” as supporting the idea that in-
structions were subsequently sent. He
was in a position to tell the House
authoritatively  that

No Such Instructions

were given; the question having been
asked that day in parliament by Ralph
Smith, and the answer given that no
instructions were given and that the
correspondence which had been denied
to the local legislature by the govern-
ment of the day would by this -time to-
morrow be in possession of the people
of Canada. 2

The fact that the immigration act
was introduced by the attorney-general
as a private member, was not calculat-
ed to assist the government’s case, as
the government was in the same posi-
tion of responsibility in relation there-
to as in the case of a government
measure,

In reviewing his argument, Mr. Oli-
ver again made reference to the im-
portation of Japanese for the Welling-
ton collieries and the Canadian Pacific
railway, and mentioned  the latter as
being supporters of the government.

Hon. Mr., McBride denied this alle-
gation.

Mr. Oliver asked if it was not a fact
that the company had provided a spe-
cial train for his politica] service.

Mr. McBride: “Yes, and I paid pretty
well for it, too.”

Mr. Oliver said that a similar service
was refused the leader of the opposi-
tion. He also noted that the Imperial
Limited was stopped at Sicamous for
the premier’s convenience.

Hon. Mr. McBride said it was done
by special permission. He was at Sié-
amous over night and wanted to get to
Vancouver. It was an excellent train,
too.

Mr, Oliver was proceeding to-remark
upon the fact that a certain railway
corporation was escaping taxation on
millions of acres of land by the ini-
quity of the government, when the
speaker reminded him that he was de-
viating from the debate.

Mr. (" -er closed his argument with
a pow re-arraignment of the gov-
ernme ition,

A. E. McPhillips,

A. E. McPhillips, continuing the de-
bate, said he thought that trunk roads
should receive some aid even if they
passed through municipalities,

He was gratified with the financial
situition. He had been optimistic re-
garding the government's success. He
had felt that with the administration
which the government would be able
to inaugurate there would be a reduc-
tion of taxation possible. Some of his
friends had not been so, optimistic. The
results had borne out his prophecy.
Taxation had been reduced. He believ-
ed that yet taxation would vanish. Un-
der. proper administration this would
be possible.

The whole legislature should pass a
vote of thanks to the ministér of Fi-
ndnce for the way he had administered
the affairs. On the constitutional ques-
tion he contended that nearly all that
had been said was aside from the real
question. The Lieut.-Governor had the
right to withhold assent to any bill
The country was still under the form
of monarchial government. Whether
the royal representative exercises the
powers given him was for that person
to decide. The debate had gone on
wrong linés. If the question®was such
a momentous one and the throne was
tottering, why were not the. leader of
the opposition and the member for
Delta in their places. The opposition
had not been prepared to face this
question when it did not bring it up on

'Vthe hustings in Vancouver,

Thg House was asked to vote want of
confidence in the government. Being
such a motion, the members on his
side of the House would vote it down.
Mr. McPhillips contended that accord-
ing to Clement the Lieut.-Governor,
representing - the sovereign, acted on
his own authority in giving assent,
withholding assent or reserving assent
to a bill. He did this without the ad-
vice of the ministers. He quoted from
other authorities in ‘support of this
contention.. It was absurd to contend,
he said, that the prime minister should
resign because the Lieut.-Governor
withheld assent to a bill. According to
David Mills, the course open to a gov-
ernment upon the ‘Lieut.-Governor dis-
allowing a bill was to re-enact it the
following session.,

Tracing the history of the disallow-
ance of immigration bills at Ottawa,
Mr. McPhillips showed that the bills
had been disallowed time and again
under successive ministers of justice.
The Lieut.-Governor must be given
credit for having knowledge of this
The Lieut.-Governor could be believe
to know of a treaty allowing Japanese
to enter the country. Did the govern-
ment at Ottawa think that the Lieut.-
Governor did not read and inform him-
self on these points.

He felt himself that the bill which
was passed and the bill now before the
House was not worth the paper it was
written upon.

and would assuredly be wdisallowed at
Ottawa,

John Jardine wanted to know if the
member for the Islands wished to con-.
vey the idea that the government had
no power to deal with immigration.

Mr. McPhillips said in reply that the
province had no power to legislate in
the matter of immigration. That was
left to the Dominion government.
Moreover, the existenCe ¢T a treaty

‘which gave free access for Japanese

subjects into Canada made a Natal Act
such as this repugnant to existing
legislation at Ottawa.

Mr. McPhillips said he was pro-
nouncedly against the admission of
Orientals, whether British subjects or
not. He opposed East Indians and the
Asiatics entereing into this country.
But the legislature was not the place to
enact the laws against their admission.
Mr.~J6seph Chamberlain had intimated
the course to be followed, namely, the
passing of the Natal Act at Ottawa.
Why did not the Liberal party at Ot-
tawa assume the responsibility for
passing such legislation? The respon-
sibility rests at Ottawa. The seven
Liberal members at Ottawa had re-

Coming to the question of the con-
stitutional situation, Mr. McPhillips
said that since 1878 no instructions had
been given to the Governors-General.
He did not know that any had been
given to the Lieut.-Goverpors either.
There was little depending upon the
question of instructions, therefore.

Mr. Mc{hillips recounted the history
of the Letéellier case. On that reason
he contended that the Liberals of to-
day did not take a position which co-
incided with the course advocated in
this instance.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if
when Letellier dismissed the DeBou-
cherville government' and called a new
premier,” the latter did not accept re-
sponsibility for his acts.

Mr. McPhillips said he did not know.

“Do not the authorities say so?” ask-
ed Mr. Macdonald.

Proceeding with his argument, Mr.
McPhillips quoted from authorities to
show that only in case of extreme ne-
cessity should the Lieut.-Governor
withhold his assent. Who was to be
the judge of what was extreme neces-
sity. It was left to the Lieut.-Governor
to decide that. Thig _was in the ab-
sence of instructions. He did not know
that there- were instructions, but it
could not be said that the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor had no instrugtions in view of
thé message received from the secre-
tary of state asking if 'he, the Lieut.-
Governor. could be relied upon to with-
hold assent to the bill

“Ig it not true that those instructions
can only come from 'the Governor-
General’ in Council?” asked Mr. Mac-
donald.

Mr. McPhillips said that the secretary
of state was the proper officer to send
such instructions. In the absence of
the order in council a message from
the secretary of state was sufficient to
assure the Lieut.-Governor that such
4n order in council nad been passed.

Todd undoubtedly upheld the conten-
tion that the discretion in withholding
a bill rested with the Lieut.-Governor
without the advice of his ministers.

There was a trammel upon the Lient.-
Governor, however. As the Governor-
General was answerable to the Imperial
authorities, so was the Lieut.-Governor
answerable to the Dominion,

In the present case the parent wired
the child.

In this
case the telegram sent by the secretary
of state could not/ be regarded as a
remonstrance. Had il been intended
in that way the Lieut.-Governor would
have assented to the bill.

In concluding, Mr. McPhillips refer-
red to the days when he and Mr. Oliver
were together in opposition. He alwaws
found “Mr. Oliver fair and honest in
his convictions. He was regarded as
one of the “heavyweights.” Mr, Oliver
was still honest in his convictions.

Parker Williams moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate, which was carried.

Before the House -adjourned Attor-
rey-General Bowser called attention
to a report in the Times of a speech
made that day at Ottawa by Duncan
Ross, in which Mr. Ross said he (Mrm:
Bowser) drew up the contract between
Goto and the C. P. R. for the employ-
ment of Japanese, and that when he
(Mr. Bowser) drew up the Natal Act
of last sesson he so worded it as to pro-
tect the contract as made,

Hon. Mr. Bowser said he would give
a flat denial to the statement of Mr.
Ross.

Parker Williams thought the argu-
ment on the constitutional question
might be summed up in the idea that
the political parties sought to saddle
responsibility on each other in the
case. He claimed that there was an-
other party to be considered in the
matter, namely, ,the" Lieut.-Governor
himself, and he suggested that it would
be a dangerous precedent to sanction
that a Lieut.-Governor could exercise

such a power on his own mere whim.
And this would happen if his action
was allowed to go unchecked. The
question of Japanese immigration had
become momentous in the province. It
was not the laboring class alone that
suffered from the competition. The
Jap was becoming a competitor in the
mercantile world as well. Power to
deal with the question resided either
in the province or the Dominion. But
the legislative treatment of the ques-
tion was a history of perfidy. The re-
cord of Ralph Smith on this question
was worse than that of any other pro-
vincial representative at Ottawa. That
gentleman  was, elected on a platform
of Asiatic exclusion. But in parliament
he had been persuaded to accept as
satisfactory a restriction of Chinese
immigration only. When the question
af the employment of Orientals on the
Grand Trunk Pacific came up, Mr.
Smith had turned a political somer-
sault, which he prefaced with a decla-
ration that the matter should be re-
garded in a broad-minded spirit. He
described the attitude of the Liberal
narty as perfidious. In the Yukon 2a
Jap was allowed to vote. Citizen’s pa-
pers were supposed to be necessary for
those to whom fishing licenses were is-
sued. In cases such papers had been
secured by the cannery owners, in or-
der that the Jap fishermen might be
properly qualified.
ernment had given to certain parties
exclusive rights to fish on Cowichan
Bay. This particular graft was locat-
ed in the constituency of Mr. Ralph
Smith. Exclusive right to fish for
whales in the Gulf of Georgia had al-
so been given to party friends. This
industry was practically manned by
Japanese, there being scarcely any
white men, outside the shareholders,
connected therewith. He questioned
the merit of the anti-Asiatic league.
and scouted the idea that it was neces-
sary to educate the east on the ques-
tion. It was a matter which belonged
peculiarly to this province. and it was
on local ground that education was re-
quired. The east helieved the province
was capable of taking care of itself.
He believed the remedy was to be found
in the province acting without regard
to the Dominion government at all. He
suggested that the enmactment of a min-
imum wage would assist a settlement
of the question. He took exception to
the government’s univergity scheme.
He suggested it advisable that the uni-
wversity scheme be called off and the
money invested in extending the priv-
ileges of the public school system to
the youth of the land. The university
would educate at most about one-half
of one per cent. of the youth of the
province. He suggested in connection
with the civil service act, that the gov-
ernment should define the duties of ex-
ministers and ex-members ‘of the
House. Noting a suggestion that the
sessional indemnily was ‘o be increas-
ed, he declared himself as much en-
titled to a couple of hundred dollars
more a year as Mr. Ralph Smith at
Ottawa. Commenting upon the gov-
ernment’s enlistment of the Salvation
Army to encourage immigration into

the province, he questioned whether, at |

any time in the history of ‘the province,
it had been impossible to secure labor,
if a reasonable wage was offered there-

| for. The scheme was _ apparently In-

stigated by those 'who wished to get
labor cheap and the government had
made no endeavor to consult the in-
terests of labor to get enlightenment
from their point of view. The forms
sent out by thé minister of immigration
to secure, instruction as to the,labor
situation were worse than useless. He
could have filled them all out himself,
and the government would have been

perhaps nearer the truth. The position |
| taken by the government was that it

was their duty to prevent wages going
up, and in this they were following the
instructions of certain interests in the
province and not observing the views
of the people who sent them there. In
Vancouver several thousand men were
idle and free mea] tickets were being
provided. Owing to the depression of
wages brought about by the policy of
the government, the price of labor had
dropped to $1.76 per day in Vancou-
ver. He thought the government
should do something to maintain a fair
wage.- He called attention to conditions
obtaining at Prince Rupert, where it
was impossible for anybody to build

a shack or open a barber shop without |
being persona grata with the Grand |

Trunk Pacific Company. He thought
the government should exercise its in-
terest in the townsite to have ihis sit
uation relieved. He wanted to know
if they had done anything to assist
John Houston in his contest for fair
play with the railway company. He
produced a duplicate of the five-cent
meal tickets issued to the unemployed
in Vancouver, and suggested that the
Union Jack might be emblazoned upon
it as“a symbol of the patriotism which
might be expected from-those who had
occasion to use them.

Amendment Defeated.

Mr. Macdonald’s amendment to the
address was then put to the House and
wag defeated in a straight party vote,
the Socialist members voting with the
Liberals in support of it. The amend-
ment wag as follows:

“We censure His Honor's responsible
ministers for their action in connection
with His Honor’s mnon-assent to. the
bill of last session, intituled An Act
to ‘Regulate Immigration into British
Columbia.”

‘When the question was called on the
main motion for the address, G. R.
Naden, ‘of Greenwood, rose to continue
the debate.

He remarked that although the
Boundary district has produced sixty
per cent. of the total output of the
metaliferous mines, it had received
only one per cent. of the total appro-
priations for public works last year.
He solicited the government’s atten-
tion to this matter and suggested that
a fairer distribution of the next ap-
vropriations should be made. He plad-
ed for an extension of the surveys in
the province, so that all the lands suit-
able for agriculturai purposes or fruit
raising might be made available to
actual settlers. Speaking of the gov-
ernment’s administration of the timber
resources he suggested that the pre-
mier's statement that there were 183,-
000,000 acres of timber land still un-
staked, was misleading. Investigation
would show that a very smal]l propor-
tion of this acreage possessed timber
of a marketable kind. He estimated
that the timber now held under lease
and license embraced at least fifty per

the province. He recommended the
govérnment to consider the propriety
of raising the wages of the provincial
police, who were a fine body of men
poorly paid.

Hon, Mr. McBride rose to make an
explanation.He said his statement that
there were 183,000,000 acreés of timber
lands still unstaked in the province was
intended in a general way. This re-

John Oliver.

John Oliver, speaking on the motion
for the address, adverted to the gov-
ernment’s loan, referred to by the gov-
ernment. Reference to the public ac-
counts, he said, showed that the pro-
ceeds of that loan had not been amply
absorbed. On the 30th of June, two
months after the flotation of the loan,
there was a credit to the province in
the bank of over $536,000, and at the end
of December following, after all the
private works had been provided for,
they still had a balance ;of $400,000 or
moré to the credit of the government
on current account. On the 15th of
after the annual
subsidies were received from the Do-
minion government, - the amount on
credit account was $554,000. It was seen
therefore, that the statements made by
the mover of the address were inaccu-
rate.

Hon. Mr. McBride said that if allow-
ance was made for the money due by
the province as well as for outstanding
debts and sundries, he was satisfied
that the whole of the million dollar

loan would have been absorbed. It |

was, he held, the business of the min-

ister to make full provision for these |

items as well as for other contingen-
cies.

Mr. Oliver said it would be easy for
the government, if he was ificorrect,
to bring down a statement to show it.
He reminded the government that the
opposition had pointed out, when the
loan bill was under debate, that a
change of conditions which would ac-
centuate the inadvisability of the loan
at that time, might be expected in a
few years. And-this criticism was jus-
tified by the result.

Commenting upon the government's
rejoicing over a surplus, he remarked
'upon the fact that the roads and
bridges of the province had been allow-
ed to deteriorate. The Yale trunk road
between Westminster and Hope, was
in an almost impassible condition. He
criticized the policy of the government
in placing the total burden in connec-
tion with the roads, etec., on the muni-
cipalities. If this policy was to be con-
tinued it was necessary that means be
devised whereby the municipalities
would be enabled to raise a much larg-
er revenue. He suggested that the as-
sessment law be changed to confer up-
on municipalities the right to collect
the persona]l property tax and utilize
it for municipal purposes.

Mr. Cotton: “Do you propose - that
both the real] and persona] property
tax should go to the municipality 7"’

Mr. Oliver: “Yes. that is my posi-
tion.”” The revenue from personal pro-
perty was something like $120,000 last
year, and even if it took the whole of
this amount to establish the system he
proposed be submitted that it woula
be a wise policy for the government to
pursue,

He approved the reservation placed
upon the timber resources, and with
respect to the wholesale alienationsg of
lands which the government had per-

| mitted, contended that a saner policy

should have been observed to distin-
guish between transactions of a purely
speculative nature and those which
contemplated the acquisition of tim-
ber for bona fide industrial purposes
in the province. As it was all the in-
crement of value on these lands held
by outside speculators would go out
of the country. He said that mill-men
were alarmed at the amount of tim-
ber, which the policy of.the govern-
ment had permitted to go into the
hands of speculators, who would hold
the timber fér a heavy rise in price,
against those who would want it for
manufacturing purposes in the coun-
try.

Mr. Oliver discussed the premier’s
position with respect to the question
of better ierms, and reminded the
House that the Liberals had joined in
drafting resolutions bearing on this
question, and that they had through
their leader wired the Ottawa govern-
ment asking the elimination of the
“words’” which the premier claimed
credit for as the result of his mission
to Ottawa. He also showed that the
stand of the Dominion Conservatives
on this question was, in a word, that
the claims of the provinces should be
made the subject of investigation, and
was not compatijble with the position
taken by Mr. M¢Bride on the subject.

Vote Taken,

The question was then put, and the
motion passed. The presentation of

ALBERTA .UNIVERSITY.

Dr. Torrey Outlines Educational
Scheme for the Province,

Calgary, Alta., Jan. 23.—At the even-
ing session of the trustese convention,
held here last night, Dr. Torrey, presi-
dent of the University of Alberta, made
his first appearance before an Albertan
audience on the subjpect of the rela-
tion of schools to universities. He
gave an interesting and eloquent ad-
dress which was greatly appreciated.
He remarked: ‘“The fame of Alberta
has gpread over the world, and she has
already received applicatlons from
Germany, England and the TUnited
States and Eastern cities, men asKing
for positions, men of whom any pro-
vince might be proud. He hoped to
see brought into the province a body
of men equal to any body Of men on
the continent of America.”

At the conclusion of his main ad-
dress, in reply to questions, Prof.
Torrey said that the fees of the uni-
versity would be made as small as
possible, and perhaps it might be free.
He hoped to be able to provide homes
for boys in the university buildings.
He expected to start next week on a
tour of the secondary schools of the
province to find out if there were
enough students to start with, and if
it was really necessary, teaching might
start in September of this year. He

would endeavor to face every problem
ag it arose.

IN AN ARCTIC COTTON FIELD.

In many parts of the Arctle regions
wild flowers grow profusely. One of the
most frequently met is the cotton plant.
The miners of the north of the American
continent have a saying that wherever
cotton blooms, ice is not far below.

One may walk for miles, between the
months of June and August, through
flelds of cotton plants in flower, the
white, silky tops swaying in the’ Arctic
breeze. At present little use is, made of
it, from any industrial point of view, ex-
cept where’ the down is gathered for fill-
ing pillows.

Throughout. the cotton flelds flowers
bloom in luxuriance, as is only to be ex-
pected in a country where the sun shines
continuously during the summer months.
Among others, the flower-hunter may
gather purple larkspur, blue-bells, monks’
hood, primroses, asters, lilies-of-the-val~
ley, and even a kind of Arctic geranium,
pink or white in color.

GEODETIC SURVEY.

Dominion Government Gives Permission
to U. 8. Officials to Occupy Beechy -

FINE SALVAGE FEAT
OF LOCAL COMPANY

How Vessel Was Wrecked and
Saved From Cape Lazo
Shoal.

(From Monday's Daily.)

After one of the most remarkable
salvage feats ever credited to the B.

. Salvage Company, the steamer Sal-
vor arrived at Esquimalt yesterday
morning at 2 o'clock with the damaged
Vadso in tow. For six .days the Bos-
cowitz S. 8. . Company’s vessel lay to
her full length on.the ‘rocks forming
the Cape Lazo shoal, until last Thurs-
day morning, when pumps having been

placed on board and the ‘water in her.
holds~emptied, she “was bowed off by

the salvage Steamer and’ ‘subsequent-
1y ‘brought to this port.

The Vadse has sustained very serious
injuries. Her hull isitorn for a dis-
tance ' of 100 feet, her ~port tank is
punctured and ‘were it not for the pe-
cullar’ manner in’ which she lay aftér

being  wrecked, she would undoubtedly'

have broken up in the heavy .gales

which raged’in the straits of Geotgia,.

on' the” Sunday following the accident:
The full 'story of the wreck and the
subsequent 'salvage operations -make
-highly interesting reading. The vessel
had just left Union Bay after coaling
and was proceeding at some ten knots
an hour. When rounding Cape Lazo
early in the morning of a perfectly
calm day, Mate Smith was in charge,
Captain Johnson being below at the
time. For some reason or other, as yet
unexplained, she was hugging the shore
closely. It is customary to proceed
round Cape Lazo point at a distance
of more than a mile from the shore.
Suddenly a crunching noise . was
heard. Again and again it was exper-
jenced. The vessel trembling from
stem to stern. Thé engineer realized
that something had. gone wrong, but
for some time he received no  signal

from the bridge. Presently, however,:

he found that the vessel had dropped
one of her propeller blades, and fearing
the shaft would be broken, he of. his
own volition, shut off steam.

About this tlme a gale had sprung
up. ' The 'wind velocity was 40 miles an
hour: and ' a heavy sea was running.
These -conditions made it impossible
for the Salwor to approach the wreck=
ed steamer. . As time went on the gale
increased in fury and those .on the Sal-
vor ‘realizing that the Vadso -was in
no danger of breaking up, determined
to put into. Union. Bay -and wire to
Victoria ‘for .the service of another
wreckmg wvessel. :

This was done.and the S&]vor lay in
Uniofi “Bay _ during . Saturday - night,
Early on Sunday nforning. she put out
for Cape-Lazo. - Finding;’ that the water
was tgo shallow to appz:oach the wreck-
ed vesselthe salvage steamer dropped
her:anchor and decided to await the
arrival of .the Maude, .which -had, been
dispatched from hére.: Shortly after 10
o'cloek the Maude arriyved on the scene
and immediately a saltwater boiler was
transferred from the Salvor’s hold to
the deck of the Maude, so that the
latter vessel could' tranship it to the
Vadso to enable the wrecked steamer
to get up steam for pumping out op-
erations

No sooner was the boiler on board the
Maude than a gale coming up from the
southeast caused the Maude to let go
and stand off from the: Salvor. The
wind increased in velocity. The Maude
attempted to put into Union Bay for
sheiter but found she was unable tn
make headway against the heavy seas.

In coming about to run before the
wind"she rolled heavily :and the salt-
water boiler, which she had taken from
the Salvor, ‘broke from its lashings and
went overboard.

During this time the gale was stead-
{ly increasing in force, ‘and the Maude
was swept several times by heavy seas.

yLarge quantities of water were shipped
and the Salvor, seeing that’the Maude
was in difficulties, drew alongside! The
latter vessel reported-that owing to the
{ amount of water shipped she had two
! feet in her hold. ‘For severa] hours the
vessels kept alongside each “other, run-
ning before the wind in the direction
of Cape Mudge. Later in the afternoon
the  Maude reporting that' she was in

no danger, the Salvor stood back for,

With the aid of the little steam-
ér, salving machinery was transferred
to the Vadso.  The Maude returning
soon afterwards, the work of install-
ing steam plant and pumps was carried
along more .rapidly. Operations were
somewhat retarded by the fact that no
craft could lie alongside the wrecked
steamer except at high tide. During
Tuesday and Wednesday preparations
for floating the vessel were carried on.
The weather proved favorable during
the remainder of the operations.

Early on Tuesday morning the pumps
were started at their full capacity, and
by the time of high water the vessel
nad been sufficiently lightened se that
by means of heavy anchors, steel
cables, etc., she was warped forward
into deeper water. The Salvor then
standing in as near as possible, a line
was taken aboard the Vadso, and she
was towed to Union Bay. Here the
necessary patching was done to enable
ber to make the-trip to this port in tow
‘of the Salvor, The trip occupied ex-
actly 26 hours., the vessels leaving
Union Bay 4t midnight Friday, and ar-
riving here at 2 a. m. yesterday.

The Vadso is now lying at the wharf
of the B. C. Marine Company at Es-
quimalt, and is likely to remain there
temporarily, as the drydock is engaged
for some time to come.

CANADA'S SHARE
OF BRITISH

RECEIVES MORE THAN
ANY OTHER COUNTRY

Grand Trunk Has Not Con-
tracted for European
Labor.

Montreal, Q., Jan. 24.—A London
special cable says: To-day’s British
official emigration returns shows Can-
ada’s unquestioned supremacy among
countries receiving British emigrants.

In 1906 Canada received 5,300 more
Britishers than the United Statesand
in 1907 she received 16,969 more.
The rest of the British empire is no-
where compared to Canada. Despite
the assited passages Australia re-
ceived ' only 14,369, as against Can-
ada’s 17,5686. Of c¢ourse a large pro-
portion of these are adults. It is prob-
ably ture to say that Britain presented
to Canada  last year a population
hardly less than that of the province
of Saskatchewan.

A remarkable feature is that this
unprecedented = British exodus . syn-
chronizes with an unprecedently large
foreign trade. Some surprise has been
expressed at the appearance in Am-
sterdam papers of 'an advertisement
for 20,000 Hollanders for construction
work on the Grand Trunk Pacific
work, to extend over seven or eight
years, at $10.40. a week, in Eastern
Canada and $13.20 in Western Canada.

The Grand Trunk manager ' here
says the advertisement® inserted under
instructions from “London steamship
agents is absolutely without the au-
thority of: the' Grand Trunk Pacific
management.

An historical incident was the ban-

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“Bobrbie” Burns,
Plough Boy Poet

The 25th of Janupry has come to be
recognized as a red-letter day by all
Scotchmen. But men and women of
every naliohalityi sympathize with
Scotchmen in their celebration of the
anniversary |(of Bpbbie Burns, the
plough-boy ppet, fTar was it not Burns
who sang:

Then let us pray that come it may,

As come it will fgr a' that;

% hat sense and worth, o'er all the earth,

May bear the gree, and a' that:

For a’ that and a’ that,

It’s coming y for a’ that;
That man to man, the world o'er,

Shall brithers pe for a’ that.

On the 25th. Janyary, 1759, in a hum-
ble clay-built that¢hed cottage, out on
the rolling hills a [short distance frotn
Ayr, Robert was |born. He was ‘the
eldest son of a small farmer, who
worked hard, raiged his family in
sturdy uprightness and .independence,
but had to fight hard all his life against
adversity. In the| midst of unceasing
toil and grinding [poverty, the father
found time to do ([what litile he could
for the education pf his children. Rob-
ert was early introduced to the hard
toil of the unsucdessful farm, and at
fifteen years of age became the princi-
pal laborer on the farm.

In 1774 the idea|of becoming a poet
seems to have come to the ydung man
for the first timg. He was working
hard on the farm which he and his

brother, Gilbert, were trying to man- |

age after his fatHer's death, and was
keeping free from gebt on seven pounds
a year! As he composed his earliest
verses, Robert read them to his broth-
er, who recognizefl genuine merit and
said they were worthy of being printed.

The brothers started a kind of mu-
tual improvement |society to give some
relaxation after the day’'s hard toil, to
promote good fellowship and to im-
prove their minds| Burns’ early poetry
now became known throughout the
.neighborhood, and he came into con-
tact with a differgent social grade. The
feasting and feteing which he had to
endure, and into Wwhich he entered too
heartily, came mnear = wrecking the
poet’s career, and bringing him down

he was to take ship for his new home.
But he did not leave his native shore.
A literary friend in Edinburg wrote
him suggesting another edition of his
poems and Burns at once went to the
capital to find himself the centre of a
large .group of admiring friends, who
almost ruined him with their feasting
and flattery.

In 1788 the poet left Edinburg, re-
tired into rural life in a village of
Dumfrieshire, and married. The fol-
lowing year he was asked to edit “The
Melodies of Scotland,” and this work

| he undertook, supplying in all about one
{ hundred songs himself, songs which
| have become famous the world over.
|For this he received the magnificent
sum of £5, a shawl for his wife, and
a picture representing “The Cottar’s
Saturday Night.”

Burns lived carelessly and the hard
conditions of existence through which
he had passed, added to the occasion-
al flashes of high living, broke down
the rugged frame, and on the 21st July
1796, he passed away.

Another
obstacle, lying below the surface, was
the question of including the organiza-
tions 'in the United States. The for-
mation of these latter concerns had
been proceeding for some time, and in
1904 they were nearly equal in number
to those of Canada, New York, Boston,
Philadelphia, Buffalo, Cleveland, Pitts-
burg, Rochester, Cincinnati and St.
Louis had established Canadian clubs
or societies, and many of their mem-

those of the membership in Canada. It
was a grave problem, to some Cana-
dians, as'to how far this influence
would be ‘beneficial in any combination
such as was proposed.

Canadian clubs was
formed with Hamilton, Toronto and
Galt as the membership, and a provin-
cial council consisting of W. Sanford
Evans, Toronto, as president; A, R.
Goldie, Galt, as vice-president, and C.
R. McCullough, of Hamilton, as secre-
tary-treasurer. "Ccher clubs gradually
came into the league, and especially a
number of the United States organiza-
tions. At a conference, held in Niagara
Falls, during the summer of 1906, re-
presentatives were present from Ham-
ilton, Montreal, London, Toronto, Ot-
tawa and Vancouver, as well as from
Boston, Buffalo, Cincinnati, and some
other United States points. Mr. C. R.
McCullough was elected chairman of
the general council of Canadian clubs
and societies, as it was. now called,
with John Cousins, of Cincinnati,
secretary, H. C. Monk, of Montreal, as
vice<chairman for Canada, and A, R.
Minard, of Boston, as vice-chairman
for the United States. Dr. J. D, Wil-
son, of London, was secretary for Can-
ada, and Gordon F. Matthews, of Buf-
falo, secretary for the United  States.
For some reason or other the Toronto
club took slight interest in the gather-
ing and only two or three representa-
tives were present out of its large
membership.

ental or other labor on behalf of the
said company, and I say further that to
the fullest extent of my knowledge the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Company
have taken no steps whatever nor
given any intimation whatever of any
policy in the direction of the importing
and employing Oriental labor or of con-
tracting with any person or persons,
firm or corporation with a view of im-
porting or employing Oriental labor,
and it is the policy of the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway Company to do their
work by contract, and they have no
interest whatever < In . intering into
agreements of any knd with respect to
the importing or procuring of Oriental
or other labor.

“Mr. E. G. Russell was fully cogniz-
ant of the policy on the part of the
company, and I cannot believe that he
would be so careless of the company
as to attempt to enter into any con-
tract of the nature suggested, specially
as he knew he had no authority to
make such a contract or agreement.”

Mr. Gotoh admitted, in giving his
evidence, that he had, while in Japan,
made use of the letter given him by Mr.
