Foar se-
curity ‘the province will fiold a ¥
mortgage on the line of railway in
British Columbia, and will have a
covenant from the Canadian Northern
Railway Company, indemnifing it
against any loss that might possibly |
cceur.

already obtained guarantees from pro- .

vincial governments of interest on its
honds, and has never yet defaulted in
its interest, so that provinces gi_ving
the guarantees have never been called
uron to pay a single dollar.. I am con-
filent that this experience will be re-
peate¢ in British Columbia, and that
we will secure the construction of this
highiy important railway without the
outlay of any public money whatever.

“The railway is to be first-class in
ever respect. No Asiatics are to be
employed and the standard rates of
wages are to be pald. Work will be
begun within three months after the
consent of the Lieutenant-Governor
has been given to the bill, and the
whole line will be completed from Yel-
low Head Pass to Barkley Sound with-
in four years. From Yellow, Head Pass
the Canadian Northern will extend to
Edmonton, a large part of the line be-
ing already completed, and will be in
connection with the whole Canadian
Northern system, which will be by
that time a transcontinental railway
in the fullest sense of the term.

“An agreement has also been reach-
ed with the Kettle River Valley Rail-
way Company for the construction of
a line from Midway to Nicola, where
connection will be made with a branch
of the Canadian Pacific. The KXettle
River Valley Railway Company has a
subsidy from the Dominion govern-
ment for the construction of a line
between these points, and the provin-
cial government has agreed to revive
the old Midway and Vernon subsidy
of $5,000 per mile for 150 miles, and
apply it to the route referred to. This
will entail a cash subsidy of $750,000;
which would call for an interest
charge of $22,500 p>r year, but the
company agrees to pay taxes on the
150 miles subsidies, which will reduce
the interest to $9,000 per year. For
this relatively small sum the province
will secure the construction of 260
miles of railway through a productive
part of the province. It will pass
through Penticton and Aspen Grove,
where there are large copper mines,
will make a detour to the south for
the purpose of obtaining easy grades
until it comes within six miles of
Princeton, where it will swing north-
ward to Nicola,

“This railway, in connection with
the Nicola branch . of the Canadian
Facific, will provide a through all-rail
route to the boundary country and the
Kootenay, give a new rail, line to
Spokane from the British Columbia
coast cities, and in short by connect-
ing up existing lines,
will be to all intents and purposes a
new transcontinental railway.

“Thus it will be seen that the gov-
ernment has been able to secure the
construction , of 860 miles of railway
at an annual cost of $9,000 per year,
and thereby open a large and produc-
tive portion of the province, from
which a great revenne will be derived
in royalties and taxes, besides pro-
moting a rapid settlement of that por-
tion of the province through which
he roads will run.

Ald. Mable Looks for Trouble
if Present Plans Are Car- °
ried Out.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

At last evening’s meeting of the city
council Mayor Hall took ocecasion to
say when the report of the streets,
sewers and bridges committee of the
city council had been received, that
the report in the Times of that even-
ing alleging “%riction had developed Le-
tween the water commissioner and the
city engineer was absolutely without
foundation, T debate whicn resulted
when the resulution defining the du-
tles of the two officials came to be
considered - by the board made Mayor
Hall’s denial seem out of plaée, for Ald.
Mable distinctly stated that friction
had developed, and he believed that
more trouble would result.

The report contained the draft of a
resolution that had been passed
recommending that hereafter all con-
struction work, alterations and repairs
requiring engineering skill in connec-
tion with the affairs of the water de-
partment shall be performed and car-
ried out by the city engineer.

The report was about to be taken as
read and adopted, when Ald. Mable
rose and protasted against the passage
of the resolution as drawn. He favor-
ed the council going slow in the matter
of defining the respective duties of the
water commisisoner and the city en-
gineer. Friction had already developed,
and he could ‘“‘see more trouble ahead”
if such a resolution were passed.

Ald, Turner said he did not want to
see any trouble between the two offi-
cilals or the two departments. What he
personally was desirous of seeing done
was to empower the city engineer to
have supreme control over all classes
of work of whatever description. He
did not see the force of the argument
that the city engineer might be indis-
posed as a professional man to make
a report to a non-professional man—
the water commissioner. The city en-
gineer was doing the same thing all
the time when he reported to the city
council and took his instructions from
that body.

Ald, Fullerton was of the opinion
that the council would have to amend
the by-law if they wished to enlarge
the powers of the city engineer in re-
spect to control of waterworks mat-
ters.

Ald. Mable insisted that should the
resolution pass in' its present form
they could look for trouble.

Mayor Hall said that personally he
did mnot think that there ' was any
danger of friction arising, Mr. Raymur,
the water commissioner, ‘was quite
willing to meet the wishes of the coun-
cil in the matter,

Ald. Turner .suggested that it might
perhaps be as well for the water com-
missioner, the city engineer and the
city solicitor to get together and draw
up a resolution to meet the case. This
would no doubt be satisfactory to all
concerned.

This suggestion was adopted, and
the officials named will be asked to
report the result of the conference to
the city couneil.

Turning to
the reporter with great animation, Mr.
Mann said:

“Why, look here. If a line of rail-
way were constructed the whole length
of the Island, right through to the
north end, you could not keep people
away from this section of the province
with a shot-gun.”

“Well,” asked the reporter, “would
such a project fall within the plans ‘of
the Canadian Northern, or is it more
likely to- appeal to the C. P. R. which
is already so largely interested in Isi-
and railway enterprises?’

“As to that,” replied Mr, Mann, “I
can tell you that there is no part of
British Columbia where the Cana-
dian Northern does not hope to get
some day, so as to share in the carry-
ing trade of the country.”

Continuing, Mr. Mann said, in reply
to further questions, that the construc-
tion of a line of railway to the north
end of Vancouver Island would mean
the securing to Victoria of all the
trade and traffic flowing to and fro
north and south. “It’s a dead open and
shut proposition,” concluded Mr.
Mann, as he hurried away to attend
the meeting of the railway committee
of the board of trade, which he had
been asked to address.

FIRE DROVE CONVICTS
OUT OF STRAWSTACK

All of Those Who Escaped
From Salem Have Been
Recaptured.

Salem, Ore., Oct. 19.—One of the two
convicts remaining of the gang of five
which escaped from the custody of
penitentiary gaards was severely
wounded last evening, after which the
other surrendered. Both were brought
to Salem and argp locked up safely to-
day. The men took refuge in a straw
stack, By a curious coincidence the
farmer who owned the stack decided
in the morning to burn it, and accord-
ingly set ii afire. This drove the con-
victs from their hiding place and they
took refuge in some long grmss,

Suspecting the identity of the pair,
the farmer telephoned the authorities
at Independence, and City Marshal
Feagles, at the head of a posse of
citizens, went to the farm. The con-
victs, who had lain quiet in the mean-
time, were driven from cover by the
posse. They were chased some distance
towards a clump of brush, while the
posse kepot up a running fire. Mike
Nichotich had to be shot down, and is
severely but not fatally hurt.

A short but very interesting and
timely address was given last night
at the regular meeéting of the Natural
History Society on explosions in coal
mines by Dr. N. H, Darton, an Am-
Dr. Darton was on his
way to Extension after having visited
Roslyn, Wash., for a similar purpose.
He came to the meeting as a guest of
A. W. McCurdy:

Dr. Darton explained that the cause
of explosions was often very difficult
to determine. The United States Geo-
logical Survey was given a sum of
$2,000,000 a-yedr to expend. The work
done was largely in the line of pro-
viding maps, of surveying underground
waters, deteymining the extent of ore
bodies, and. of .investigating the cause
of mine explosions in order that these
frightful .catastrophes might be
averted. For this last mentioned pur-
pose a sum of $100,000 a year was set
aside by Congress,

This department had an experimen-
tal plant for making explosions and in-
vestigating. their effects. Experiments
were made  with wvarious gases, air
and coal dusts, It was found that un-
der certain conditions fine coal dust
was highly explosive. It was inflam-
mable, but the dust from anthracite
coal was neither inflammable nor ex-
plosive,

One of the things which had puz-
zled experts for a long time in connec-
tion with the gas in the mines was to
know where it came from. It was
found to be a mistake to think that it
seeped up through the coal, and nei-
ther was it found in pockets. It was
generally conceded that it was one of
the properties of coal to give off gas.
If there was not a free circulation of
air this collected in the roof and in
crevaces and accounted for the so-
called pockets which were often men-
tioned. The work of the miners is to
find the gas and to get rid of it. Some-
times it would be found hissing out of
a crevace where it could be ignited
and would burn like a candle. The
gas, known as methane, or firedamp,
was lighter than the air and therefore
was often found in the crevices of the
roof of a mine. The afterdamp was
simply the air with the oxygen burned
out of it. This was heavier thanp air
and was found at the bottom of the
working. A man might be walking
along with afterdamp up to hjs knees
and not know there was any. A sud-
den disturbance of thig causing it to
rise might prove fatal.

Most of the specimens examined last
right were minerals. W. J. Sutton, of
the Dominion Government Geological
Survey, showed a piece of magnetite
found at Upper Camphell Lake, which
was highly magnetic. With it he could
lift up fine pieces of steel. This, he
said, was the first loadstone that had
been discovared cn Vancouver Island.
Only part of the ore at the mine had
this property. He also showed speci-
mens of molybdenite from Bear Lake
in the Sayward district! galena from
the Slocan, and zin: blende and galena
from the same district.

A box of gpecimens also attracted
much attention, which had been sent
down from Quatsino to A. W. Mec-
Curdy by Alex. McAulay. They includ-
ed crystals from the June mine; dolo-
mile crysials with siderite covering;
copper crystals and other minerals. A.
W. McCurdy showed a core of white
marble which had been taken from
the quarries at Nootka. It showed a
very beautiful mottled, polished sur-
face on one side, while the other was
in the rough. Mr. McCurdy explained
the metiod of boring, which was done
by a plain piece of steel waterpipe with
fine steel shot to do the cutting.

AUSTRALIAN DEMAND
J FOR LUMBER ACTIVE

This is Causing a Stronger
Rate for Ocean Freights
Along Coast.

Seattle, Oct. 19.—The demand for
lumber in Australia is showing activ-
ity and the call for sailing craft to
|carry lumber to that country is so
{ marked that rates have firmed up to
the extent of a couple of shillings.
Chartering around thirty was the fea-
{ ture for Australian ports for a long
| time with but few bottoms being
fixed.

The west coast demand for lumber
is also growing in extent, and the
Panama orders show. enough in sight to
;prO\'ide business for a number of
i Steamers. However, steam tonnage to
handle this business has already* been
taken.

The cobastwise

lumber wmarket also
shows a more active demand, with a
slightly better rate in evidence for
steam tonnage and a good inquiry for
sailors, although there are plenty of
these carriers—ih the market to take
al] the cargo that is offening.

In the wheat business there is little
doing in the way of new charters, and
the feeling is that market conditions
are not favorable for the fixture of
additional vessels until the fleet now
loading and waiting orders has been
disposcd of.

After the three and
a half years of labor against terrific
odds, through which the city has been
lifted up from utter ruins and re-es-
tablished on a larger and better scale
than before ijs disaster, the time for
rest and celebration has been set aside
and is at hand.

#Its like the old town” is the ex-
pression of appreciation, heard every-
where about the streets and that is
the highest compliment a native born
San Franciscan can utter.

Don Gaspar de Portpla seems to have
brought back the spirit of old San
Francisco, the city that was famed
throughout the world for its love of
frivolity -and its ability to enjoy itself.

With the official recognition of the
rehabilitation of the city from the na-
tions of the world, expressed in the
presence of the war vessels of Great
Britain, Germany, Italy, Holland and
Japan, riding at anchor in the bay,
with the toast offered by President
Taft drunk by officials of all countries
round the world at noon, San Fran-
cisco time, to-day; with expressions of
praise, admiration and congratulations
received from the official bodies of
most of the great cities of America,
the festival which opened this morn-
ing has taken on a world wide signifi-
cance.

TWELVE MILLIONS
FOR SALMON PACK

Puget Sound Canners Do Well
This Season—Lobster
Culture.

Bellingham, Wash., Oct. 19.—Accord-
ing to a statement made by George M.
Bowers, United States fish commis-
sioner, who is here to-day in connec-
tion with the selection of sites for
government hatcheries, the total sal-
mon pack on Puget Sound this season
will bring the cannerymen between
$12,000,000 and $13,000,000.

This is greater than the ‘receipts.for
any previous year in the history of
the packing industry here, and to the
big run of salmon and high prices is
attributed the immense total value of
the pack.

Lobster culture is to be taken up by
the government, Mr. Bowers stated, the
headquarters of the breeding to be on
Hood’s canal, The United States will
not, however, go into the experimental
culture, as has been rumored.

f the growth of the church, and the
pbuilding was filled to its utmost ca-
pacity by the laity.”

After referring to the early difficul-
ties in the church, the bishop said that
they had nothing of which they could
Yboast, for whilz the church may have
held her own it had not made the pro-
gress it might have, nor was its in-
fluence upon the genera]l morals of the
community what it might be.

The bishop regrettel that no definite
stebs had yet been taken towards the
building of a new cathedral. The resig-
ration of Canon Beanlands had de-
Jayed the matter. For the present he
had assumed the position of rector,
and had appointed Rev. John Grundy
and Rev, W. Barton to undertake the
work in Chrnist Church parish. “Mr.
Keith had drawn a new plan, modified
from the original design,” continued
the bishop, ‘“and if a sum of $75,000
can be collected, the nave can be com-
pleted, and the tower and chancel will
be added at some future time. It was
4n this way that nearly all the cathe-
drals in Europe were built, the differ-
ent styles of architecture employed
ghowing the long perftd occupied in
their construction.”

Referring to the new church building
required at Oak Bay, and to needed
extensions in other parts of the dio-
cese, the bishop said: “The laity of
Victoria and Nanaimo will have. to
respond more liberally to the appeals
for the diocesan mission fund, for un-
der existing circumstances it would
not be right to ask for any increase
of the grant made by the M. S. C. C. to
this diocese. And these parishes which
are now being helped by the dioeesan
mission fund under the Quebec sys-
tem must increase their assessments.
Two years ago this was done, and $500
a year was added to our fund, but it
is hoped that voluntarily these amounts
will be increased, without the neces-
gity of appointing a commission.
There is a danger of their being too
easily content. The fact that the
stipend of the clergyman is paid from
the central fund, and that they have
only been asked to contribute a cer-
tain amount, may easily make them
forget that thev are really living
upon the charity of their fellow
churchmen, and that unless constant
efforts are being made any ' progress
of the church will be impossible. I
trust that there is not a single parish
in which the rule passed at the last
synod is not carried out, and a house
to house collection made for diocesan
and other mission work. It is a clear
neglect of duty on the part of the
clergyman if it is not organized, and
of the laity if they do not respond.
There must be some parishes' now
under the mission board which have
received help for many years, and in
which there has been a considerable
increase of population, and which
ought by this time to be self-sup-
porting.

After referring to the success of the
Laymen’s Misisonary movement, Bis-
hop Perrin said: “Closely connected
with this is the question of the sup-
ply of men for the ministry. The gen-
erous grant of £5,000 from the Pan-
Anglican thank offering to the Theo-
logical College 10 »e established in
this province is a great help and
stimulus. The association in England
determined to make a definite effort
for the college as their jubilee memor-
ial, which included a meeting at the
Mansion House in London and a spe-
cial service at St. Peter’s, Eaton
square. A large committee, consisting of
men of all so-called views in the church
has consented to act, and the prospect
is most hopeful. The indecision of the
rovineial - government. to  select the
site for the university has prevented
any steps having been taken, as there
is now a sufficient sum in hand to be-
gin building. I have no hesitation in
saying that Victoria is the mnatural
blace for the university, but sectional
feeling has been roused, and the
claims of Vancouver have been press-
ed. For some years McGill university
has done an' excellent work in Van-
couver in the matter of higher learn-
ing, and before the idea of a propvin-
tial university was orginated, a site
hiad been offered.

C. K. The remaining $7,000° will have
to be collected in this diocese, and the
diocese of ‘New Westminster.

Antle has been altogether too great.
It would be enough if he only had the
work of superintendent. At times there
have been signs of his breaking dowh.
When we realize the size and import-
ance of the work we may well be
thankful that this has not happened,
but all help must be; given to Mr.
Antle. The loggers are won. Where
at first there was open hostility, now
the spirit is one of friendliness, and
the men have been drawn by this ex-
hibition of -practical Christianity, In-
cidentally the Columbia Coast mission
has helped forward every effort that is
being made by other Christian bodies,
and it is for the church to use far
more than is at present being done
the golden opportunity of spiritual
work, which would be cordially re-
ceived by the loggers and settlers on
this coast of the island.

“The work is well known through-
out Canada and I am thankful to re-
port that a telegram has been received
stating that the M. S. C. C. has made
a generous grant of $3,000 towards the
new boat. This ought to make us as
a diocese feel ashamed that we failed
to send to the M. S. C. S. the amount
we were asked to contribute last year.
It is the first time that we have thus
failed and I do earnestly hope that we
shall be able to collect more this year
than the $1,500 that has been appor-
tioned to us.”

Reference was made to the work of
the Brotherhood of St. Andrew and the
bishop. regretted that there was no re-
ligioug instruction in the schools and
that family prayer was almost wholly
neglected. Concluding, he said:

‘“We have had in the city of Victoria
lately a lamentable exhibition of the
evil effects of betting and gambling.
Our protests were in vain; horse rac-
ing for sixty days could not be stopped;
betting was legal. There is indeed now
a distinct feeling that such a condi-
tion of things will not be eated,
and the evils which have reSulted may
stir up public opinion to insist that
the law shall be altered.

“Again, the drink traffic is still do-
ing its deadly work. Lives are being
ruined; there are few families in
which there is not found to be one
victim; the miserable habit of treating
in saloons is still rife. Are we to ac-
cept it all as inevitable? Is the church
to be Pparalyzed by the power which
undoubtedly the liquor trade possesses?
Shall we not make a determined
stand and be prepared to face the
question?

‘“There is the still more awful ques-
tion of impurity. The havoc that is
being wrought physically and morally
amongst young and old through the
terrible effects of lust may not be seen
as clearly as the evil effects of strong
drink, but they are far more wide-
spread, and more terrible and far-
reaching in the family life. Any pub-
lic action, even where the law is
flagrantly broken, is beset with dan-
ger. The only remedy is to teach the
sinfulness of sin, and the power of God
to help us to keep under the carnal
desires of the flesh.

“May this gathering of our Synod
not only result in the improvement of
our organization, but seeing the need
that there is of a quickened zeal of a
more resolute determination, may. it be
a call to each one of us to be up and
doing in the Master’'s service and
realizing His Power and His Presence,
‘Go Forward.””

PRINCETON SOON TO

COUNCIL SEEKS
MORE POWER

PETITION TO GO TO
THE LEGISLATURE

Suggested Amendments to Act
to Meet the Needs of the
Corporation.

-

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

At last night’'s meeting of the city
council the report of the legislative
committee was submitted. This re-
commended a long list of suggested
amendments to the present act and
the same will be forwarded to the an-
nual meeting of the Union of Munici-
palities to be held in & short time for
approval.

‘When the clause dealing with the
desirability of obtaining legislation to
allow of the city going ahead with the
work of putting in laterals was reached,
Ald. Raymond remarked that such
legislation was imperative as Trutch
street, which had lately been macadam-
ized, was now being torn up from end
to end by the gas company.

Ald, Tvrner, in respect to the clause
dealicg with the business tax, said that
this lax was obviously unfair to the
small trader. It was at present in no
sense an equitable one, The proprietor
of a big store should pay on the basis
of what he carries.

Ald. Mable remarked that the city
has already power to adjust the scale
of taxation up to $20.

Mayor Hall remarked that it would
be a very difficult thing to adjust the
scale of taxation so as to mest the
wishes of everybody.

Ald. Fullerton said that the best
system to meet the case was that fol-
lowed in New Zealand, where the rent-
al valuation is the basis of the tax,

The report of the committee was as
follows:

Gentlemen,—We, your committee on
legislation, have given consideration
to the amendments to the Municipal
Clauses Act, which appear to your
committee to be -necessary in aid of
good city government,.

Your committe desire to repeat the
suggestion, annually made for several
years past, that the TUnion of Munici-
palities be invited to press upon the
government a revision and consolida-
tion of the Municipal Acts, grading
the powers to be conferred and exer-
cised by the local government com-
munities of the provinces, i.e., cities,
towns, villages and district municipal-
ities.

Your committee have, from time to
time, pointed out that the governing
power requirements of a growing city
are insufficiently understood, and as
Victoria is no# ‘ckedited with 45,000 in-
habitants, rapidly increasing, it should,
your committee think, be impressed
upon the Union to give due considera-
tion to the needs of cities, mqre par-
ticularly adding to the loca] improve-
ment machinery for the improvement
and embellishment of the city high-
ways and streets.

Your committee beg,
recommend the following:

. That the council be empowered, when
passing by-laws authorizing works of
loca] improvement on streets, involv-
ing the breaking up of the street for
road-making or any form of paving, to
assess and levy for the cost of branch
water mains from any existing main
to the line of the street, and where no
main is laid, to lay a water main of
sufficient size with the lateral con-
nections in anticipation of the erec-
tion of buildings and residences. Your
committee suggest that this may well
be done, more particularly in the case
of new streets, at the expense of the
owners. This would be optional with
the council, as is the case now with
regard to the taking to and improving
every new street. It should also be
optional with the council, as in all oth-
er local improvements, to make con-
tribution or not out of the public
funds towards the work in view of
owners being asked to make the
branch cornections and pay for them
in anticipation.
Water Connections.

Your committee are advised
sufficient power is contained in the
Act to deal with lateral sewer and
drain connections with the line of the
street, and there is no reason why
discretion to compel water connections
should not be vested in the council.
If the powers sought are used it will
tend to prevent the increase of the
city ‘debt. .

Your committee recommend that
power should be sought from the
Legislature, limited to new streets, to
control the -breaking up of the streets
for gas mains and water mains (as in
Victornia West) and connections with-
ir a specified time after new roadway
construction or paving. If the com-
panies having franchises, after suffi-
cient notification, neglect to lay pipes
or construct laterals during perma-
nent street improvements. The gas
company possesses privileges which
have heretofore been found to be ex-
ercised in -a manner inimical to the
proper maintenance of the city streets,
and some relief should be sought in
this respect.

of the companies to break wup the
streets at their pleasure.

Omr the question of the cost of local
improvement works, your committee
are advised that it is somlewhat doubt-
ful whether the expert supervision of
engineering  works, done as local im-
provements, can be charged against
local improvements. The-time of the
city -engineer, assistant enginer and
the staff is very largely taken up by
supervision of local improvement
works, and your committee recom-
mend that special provision be asked
to enahle a_ percentage of the cost of
each work to be charged to cover ex-
penditure under this heading.

Your committee consider that it
should be made quite clear that all
expenditure attending the passage of
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by-laws and printing work caused by
the local improvement work should be
charged on the local improvement to
the relief of the general taxpayer, the
city's contribution being intended to
meet the cost of the benefit to the
public.

Your committee reecommend that
amendments be sought of the,jocal
improvement clauses to meet the fore-
going.

Your committee have considered
whether any increase should be sug-
gested in respect of business license
taxes. The subject is one . which
should receive serious attention, with
a view of an equitable adjustment of
the burden of taxation for municipal
government, but, save in the follow-
ing, your committee do not at present
deem it desirable to ask for any in-
creased power,

Hotel Licenses,

The tax under section 175 for a hotel
licence should be differentiated from
the tax on saloons. The act does not
seem to have contemplated the carry-
ing on of a hotel business and a sa-
loon business under one licence, and
difficulties have been experienced in
the regulation of the conduct of sa-
loons in consequence of the practice
which has existed of combining the li-
cences. Your committee recommend
that, following the suggestions of the
special committee dealing with the
subject in the year 1906, separate li-
cences be made compulsory in the case
of a hotel conducting a~saloon bar.

The tax on loan companies under
section 26 is $50 for every six months.
while that of bankers under subsec-
tion 20 is not exceeding $400. Exist-
ing loan companies are doing the busi-
ness of bankers by accepting deposits
at interest, the issuance of cheques
and the cashing of cheques. The loan
companies are in certain cases branch
establishments of establishments in
other parts of the province and out-
side the province, and the funds of de-
positors are used in the general busi-
ness and not specially in the munici-
pality. There does not appear to be,
to your committee, any reason why a
loan company taking deposits and al-
lowing depositors’ funds to be drawn
upon by cheque, should be different-
iated from bankers, and your com-
mittee recommend that power be
sought by increasing the tax upon
such companies to equalize the same
with the bankers’ tax.

It was recommended by your legis-
lative committee of the years 1907 and
1908 to obtain power to make a small
administrative charge for licences
granted under section 175, particularly
an administrative fee for the issuance
of liquor licences, and an application
to the board of licencing commission-
ers; these fees to be settled by by-law.
Your committee recommend that this
be submitted to the Union of Munici-
palities for inclusion, 4

For several years an amendment
has been sought to give statutory sanc-
tion to the practice of including works
on numerous streets in one local im-
provement by-law. It is suggested to
your committee to again put this for-
ward. A copy of the section is attached
hereto. 4

An amendment was 4also put for-
‘ward making it clear that the city has
the right to enter upon property ex-
propriated immediately after the pass-
ing of the expropriation by-law, com-
pensation being afterwards ascertained
and paid.

It was also sought to improve the
powers vested in the council with re-
gard to inquirles concerning and or-
ders dealing with dangerous nuisances.
Your committee suggests that both
these amendments should be again put
forward. A copy of the sections is at-
tached hereto.

Encroachments on Streets,

An amendment was deemed essen-
tial from a legal point of view to pre-
vent persons encroaching on the
street from asserting title to street
encroachments as acquired by prescrip-
tion. It is recommended that this be
again put forward.

Your committee has further con-
sidered a suggestion made to them to
simplify the mode of ascertaining com-
pensation for improvements upon the
resumption of land belonging to the
street. The present procedure involves
tender of actual compensation, the
amount and then payment of same be-
fore taking possessi by the city. It
is thought that this: procedure, where
the value of the whole lot did not ex-
ceed the sum of $5,000, might be left
to a cbunty court judge for summary
adjustment, and where land over the
value of $5,000 is affected, a Supreme
court judge might similarly deal with
the matter summarily. If it is the
wish of the council] an amendment can
be framed on this heading.

Your committee recommend to re-
peat the request made in previous
yvears to include power to compel.fenc-
ing of ‘unfenced lands in specified
sireets, and to regulate material and
height of fences or boardings; to com-
pel absent owners to drain or fill in
lots requiring same; to strengthen the
city’s power to deal with stable nuis-
ances. 4

Your committee recommend that a
copy of this report, if adopted by the
council, be forwarded to the secretary
of the Union of B. C. Municipalities,
accompanied by the amendments sug-
gested when settled by the city solici-
tors, with such explanatory matter as
they may think necessary, and that a
copy be also furnished the council’s
delegates to the union,

OPTIMISTIC
ON THE ISLAND

D. D. MANN TALKS :
OF RAILWAY PLANS

He Shows He Has Gone Very
Fully Into the Whole
Question.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

“I picked out the site for our station
in this city yesterday—but I'm not go-
ing to tell you where it is.”

The speaker was D. D. Mann, and
his remark was directed to a group of
Victoria business men comprising the
members of the railway committee of
the board of trade, who met him in
conference this morning. It was after
the committee had risen and a talk of
informal character had been indulged
in in which the big railway magnate
spoke freely of his project.

““See here,” he said, as he took a pen-
cil and traced the route of his road
from the Yellowhead to the coast. As
he talked he laid his finger on Cran-
berry Lake, about fifty miles inside
of the Yellowhead Pass.

“From Vancouver to here,” he said.
as his pencil paused on the little sheet
of water, ‘“there is not a mile of road
where the grade exceeds five-tenths of
1 per cent, We think the grade will be
no greater for the fifty or eighty miles
east from here through the pass. The
Grand Trunk Pacific has a grade of
1 per cent. over that same stretch of
country through which we parrallel it.
In other words we have only abouL
twenty-eight feet of a climb in the
mile, while they have about fifty-six.

“That route,” and the big road build-
er raised his hand impressively, ‘is
the best grade on the continent. There
never was a grade like it. There never
will be again. We will be hauling our
trains over a half per cent grade when
the other roads will be using all the
way from one to four. We can haul
forty cars, where the C. P. R. can pull
less than twenty. We cross one sum-
mit; they cross three.”

These remarks all followed
speeches delivered by Messrs,

short
Leiser,

Pauline, Paterson, Lugrin and Ker, all|

of whom spoke of the interest taken
by the people of Vancouver Island in
the work of Mackenzie & Mann, and of
their deep desire that those gentlemen
should extenq their railway system to
this island. Mr. Paterson pointed out
the great virgin territory which lay
ready for exploitation by some rail-
way and predicted that if one line did
not take it up another would. It was
inevitable that the resources of Van-
couver Island would ultimately be di-
verted east via the middle portion of
the province.

‘“Battleford is half way between the
Pacific and the .Great Lakes,” said Mr.
Mann when he came to deal with the
subject, “and the astonishing thing is
that the grades are better on the coast
than they are to the lakes.”

But it was when he came to discuss
the relation of his road to Vancouver
Island, and the part he hoped this part
of the province would play in its plans,
that his remarks excited the most in-
terest. He had been asked to state
what his plans were with relation to
Vancouver Island, and had replied that
that matter would come later if cer-
tain arrangements which were under
way with the premier materialized,

But having thus freed himself from
any responsibility for definite perform-
ance, he proceeded to point out the
strategic position of Victoria and the
district of which it is the centre.

“Look at your map” and the big
forefinger fell again. . on a suppositious
roadbed running southwesterly from
the Yellowhead along the north Thomp-
son, then over to the south branch of
the same river, and then again to the
Fraser, where it follows that side of
the river along which originally the
Caribco road was built.

When the forefinger reached the sea
it didn’t stop there. Instead the line
was continued across the straits until
it reached Victoria. Even then it didn’t
stop, but followed the coast up as far
as Barkley Sound.

‘“How far is it from Victoria to Al-
berni canal?” he asked. On being told
that it was about one hundred miles,
he said:

“Do you know that it is a shorter
distance from Edmonton te Barkley
Sound via Viectoria than it is from
Edmonton to Prince Rupert?”’ And
then he added, ‘“And the grade is only
a half per cent.”

“I have always felt,”” continued Mr.
Mann, “that our objective point should
be the northern end of Vancouver Isl-
and, possibly on Quatsino  Sound.
Think what it would mean if you had
a railroad running the whole length
of this island! Gentleman, that is
what you must work for. You could
have half a million people here in no
time. If you ran laterals across from
this main line you would soon have so
many people here that you wouldn’t
have to ask railway and steamboat
companies to come. You couldn’t keep
them out.”

Then he sat down and closey studied
the map of Victoria and environs, “I
only wish I had time tn go over the
ground myself,” he added, “but I will
have to get my engineers to go over
1§

Mr. Mann is no stranger to the isl-
and, for this morning he spoke of his
trip up the west coast a few years ago
on the tug Lorne, where he tested some
copper properties about Clayoquot.
“Scenery,” he said, as he told of it;
“why the scenery on the west coast
of this island has the Mediteranean
beaten a mile.”

At the conclusion of his talk this
morning Mr. Mann said his ambition
was to see a modern railway depot
of the C. N. R, in this city with trains
running out of it both east and west.

With Mr. Mann this morning was
Col. Davidson, land commissioner of
the C. N. R., who spoke of the pioneer
work the line had done on the prair-
ies. “During the last twelve years,”
he said, ‘“‘we have planted over three
hundred villages and towns  on the
prairies, where there was none before.
It has been a part of our policy to
bring in settlers just as fast as we
can, and in that way we have been a

great colonizing organization as well
as a railway system,

“If our operations are extended to
British Columbia and Vancouver Isl-
and,” he added, ‘“‘the same policy will
be pursued.”

This report begins the mpology which
the editor and publisher of the Japan
Chronicle has been forced to publish
in three issues of the Japan Mail, Jap~
an Advertiser, Japan Gazette and Jap-
an Herald, published at Yokohama; the
Japan Chronicle and Kobe Hprald,
published at Kobe; and the Japan
Times, Jiji Shimpo, Tokio Asahi Shim-
bun and Tokio Nichi Nichi Shimbun,
published at Tokio.

Besides publishing the apology the
defendant was ordered to pay Mr. Pres-
ton the sum of 2,000 yen, a yen being
of about the same value as a dollar.
The judgment was delivered in Kobe,
September 29th, by three judges of the
Supreme court, The cost of the pro-
ceedings are borne by the defendant.

Continuing the published apology is
as follows. “That article was to the
effect that Mr. Preston, pretending in
public that he had an official capacity
which he did not in fact have, acted
in a manner entirely in conflict with
the policy of the Canadian government
with regard to the question of the im-
migration of Japanese into Canada;
that he also expressed opinions in fa-
vor of Japanese immigration into Can-
ada, thus not only injuring the pur-
pose which Mr, Lemieux successfully
accomplished when despatched to Jap-
an but also damaging the credit of
Mr. Lemieux, the minister of commu-
nications in the Canadian government;
that Mr. Preston was endeavoring to
give the public the impression that the
agreement entered into between the
said minister and Japanese govern-
ment with regard to the immigration of
Japanese into Canada was a temporary
measure intended to last only until
after the general] election in Canada,
and was not a serious understanding as
declared by the two governments.
Again, I published in the Japan Chron-
icle of the 14th of November in the 4ist
year of Meiji an article entitled “Graft
in Canada and its Cause,” in which
after two or three facts had been men-
tioned as instances of political cor-
ruption in Canada, it was remarked
that it was not to be wondered at that
the commissioner of such a government
(Mr. Preston), without caring whether
the action was just or unjust, wished
to increase the exports from Canada
to Japan unmindful of the interests of
thé resident foreigner, who had made
prosperous the foreign trade of Japan.
I am sorry that I have thus damaged
the reputation of Mr, Preston, There-
fore, I hereby tender a sincere apology.

E..A. Haggen Acquitted at
Kamloops Assizes—Jury’s
Opinion. 3

Kamloops, B, C.,, Oct. 18.—At the as-
sizes here, presided over by Mr. Justice
Morrison, verdicts of not guilty were
the order. Two well-known loca] Chin-
ese, Ah Loure and Sing, were charged
with attempting to bribe Mayor Rob-
inson with*a $10 bill in a police court
case where he sat as magistrate. The
case was first tried before Mr, Justice
Clements at last assizes, After being
out ten minutes the jury returned a
verdict of not guilty.

The now famous Haggen case, from
the city of Revelstoke, which secured
a change of venue to Kamloops a few
months ago, was next taken up. There
was a little sparring between the coun-
se]l before the hearing proceeded.

The evidence of sevéra]l witnesses was
taken after which the counsel address-
ed the jury. D. B. Macdonnell, appear-
ing for the accused said that in al] his
experience at the bar he had never
seen a more atrocious case and - he
thought that it was time that men
were stopped from using the courts to
rromote private ends. W, A. Macdonald
K.C., for the crown said that there
was really no occasion to attach any
blame to the attorney-general in this
case as had been suggested.

The jury was out only a short time
when they returned a verdict of ‘“not
guilty’”” with a rider that in their opin-
ion the case should never have been or-
ganized against the accused.

A. E, Haggen, who is the publisher
of the Mail-Herald in Revelstoke and
well known in Kamloops, was there-
upon honorably discharged.

Constable Thompson, of Salmon
Arm, accused of allowing an Indian
prisoner to escape, was acquitted with-
out the case going to the jury, it be-
ing plain that.Magistrate Leonard had
blundered.

Johnny McLean, and Indian charg-
ed with horse-stealing, got off.

The crown prosecutor during these
assizes was W. A.-Macdonald, K.C., of
Nelson.

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A RAILWAY POLICY INDEED.

In accordance with the predictions of
the Times, Premier McBride has con-
ceived and brought forth a railway
policy, the Legislature has been dis-
solved, and the elections take
place on November 25th.

stitutional power of a Premier to ask
that the people shall be given the op-
portunity of pronouncing upon a mat-
ter of policy involving great and im-
portant issues, The opportunity sought
by Premier McBride could not have
been denied by the Lieut.-Governor un-
less he was prepared to call into his
councils a new set of advisers, Premier
MeBride would never have run any
such a risk. He would not have re-
quested a dissolution had he not known
it would be granted.

Without taking thought it is pos-
sible the railway policy, so-called, of
the government may appeal strongly to
the electors of British Columbia. Until
we have something more positive than
the general statements made public by
Mr. McBride as to the purport of that
policy, it will be impossible to pass an
intelligent opinion upon its merits as
affecting particular districts or upon
its possible cumulative value as an
enterprise for the development of Brit-
ish Columbia. We assume that the
public will be given something more
definite upon which to pass judgment
than the mere announcement that the
Canadian Northern Railway has under-
taken to complete its lines to tide-
water within a period of four years
and that in return for this undertak-
ing the province will guarafntee the
bonds of the company up to thirty-
five thousand dollars a mile for a dis-
tance of six hundred miles. There is
unquestionably a contract between the
company and the province, which will
immediately be laid before the people.

But the Premier has supplied suffi-
cient data in his very meagre an-
nouncement upon which to make & few
observations.

The liability of the province under
the contract or agreement, or what-
ever the character of the instrument
may be, with Mackenzie & Mann will
be approximately eight hundred and
fifty thousand dollars per annum. The
charge upon the revenue of British Co-
lumbia will be heavy. We- are tOI(i
that other provinces have guaranteed
interest upon the bonds of this com-
pany, but that in no case have these
guarantees had to be met. The road
has paid from the beginning. But the
conditions in this preovince are quite
different from the conditions in other
provinces. It is because of the dif-
ference in physical conditions that the
McBride government has insisted that
we are morally entitleq to better
terms from thé Dominion. Railways
cannot be built in a mountainous prov-
ince with such facility or so cheaply
as they can be constructed upon the
lovel prairies. And that is not the only
difference in circumstances. The
prairie roads bring settlers by the
thousand in their train. The land is
immediately brought under cultivation.
It is productive in the first year of
<ettlement, The railway begins to earn
aividends upon its-capital investment
a1 once. Of how many railways built
in British Columbia can that be said?
It is therefore not safe to assume
that the provincial treasury will not
be drawn upon for the full amount of
eight - hundred and fifty thousand dol-
lars ‘per annum. Nor will it be the
part of wisdom to limit the length of
time during which such -conditions
shall continue.

The Canadian Northern - Railway,
projected to rumn along the North
Thompson River and the Fraser River,
will be in a very limited sense a colon-
jgation road. For only about two hun-
dred miles will it open up new terri-
tory. It will parallel the C. P, .R. for
most of the distance it runs. It will
give shippers through the region it
traverses no advantages they do not at
present enjoy. over the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway. It will not give compe-
tition in rates, because it is a notorious
fact that there is no such thing as
competition in rates between railways.
There may be competition in service,
it is true; but we have never heard of
the Canadian Northern Railway in any
part of its-system offering real com-
petition with the C. P,'R.

Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann have al-
ways maintained that their ultimate
destination was the Pacific Coast, Any
practical :ailway man knows that they
were bound to reach the coast in order
to make their system complete and
make it pay. The prairie business is
remunerative while it lasts; but the
transportation of grain covers only a
few months in the year, The settlers
upon the fertile lands east of the moun-
tains require lumber, and large quan-
tities of it, in their business, Any

railway which cannot supply this de-
mand is incomplete and is severely |
handicapped in its relations with its
patrons. The Capadian Northern has
reached the stage where it-had to get
into the territory which produces lum-
berber as the natural complement of
the territory which produces grain.
Was it necessary fdl‘ the province of
British Columbia to incur such a heavy
liability in order to accomplish that
which was bound to come to pass 1n
any event?

PREMIER CAREFULLY
" GUARDS THAT CONTRAGT

Correspondence Between Hon. Richard McBride
and John Oliver Shows That First Minister
Is Not Anxious to Disclose Terms.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

On another page there is an article
under the caption “Oliver Can’t See
Contract.” Just before going to press
the Times was placed in possession of
correspondence bearing on the matter

{ referred to therein which has passed

between the two leaders to-day. The
correspondence shows that the premier
has reluctance about showing that
contract. TUntil the public is in pos-
session of it it is impossible to pro-
perly appreciate all its features. The
fact that it is shown that on the Van-
couver Island end of the scheme there
has been no acquisition of rights over
the route proposed to be taken will
make the public very skeptical re-
specting the remainder of it,

Mr. Oliver’'s letter to the premier was
as follows:

“Victoria, B. C., Oct. 21, 1909.
‘“Hon. Richardg McBride, Premier of
British Columbia.,

“Honorable Sir: Yesterday I re-
quested in an informal manner to be
allowed to examine the contract en-
tered into between your government
and the Canadian
Company, and also between your gov-
ernment and the Kettle Valley Rail-
way Company, providing for provin-
cial aid to their respective under-

takings. You kindly offered me the in-
formation required, but under a pledge
¢f secrecy which I could not accept.
I now formally request to be allowed
to examine these contracts or to be fur-
nished with a copy, and without -any
pledge of secrecy attached. As I in-
formed you this morning, I leave on
the boat at 2 p, m., and an early reply
would oblige,

The premier’s reply is as follows:

“Victoria, B. C., Oct. 21, 1909.

“Dear Sir: With respect to your
favor of this morning, In regard to the
agreement between the government
and the Canadian Northern Railway
and the Kettle Valley Railway Com-
pany, I beg to state that I must ad-
here to the position I took on the mat-
ter yesterday, and to reserve to my-
self the making public of all the de-
tails when I open my campaign.

“In the meantime I consider that the
statement I have already made pub-
lic, through the press, is sufficiently
definite to serve the purpose for gen-
eral information.

Hon. Mr. MecBride says
that the contract which he has en-
tered into with the Canadian
Northern Railway Company calls
for connection with Victoria via
English Bluff. On the authority
of the government organ, the Col-
onist, this implies utilizing the Vie-
toria & Sidney Railway line to this
city. The Colonist said in this con-
nection yesterday morning:

“From. this point (English Bluff)
communication will be made with
Victoria. We assume the Victoria
& Sidney Railroad will be utilized
for this purpose, although it is pos-
sible that in addition to a thor-
oughly modern and speedy car ferry
connection, high-class passenger
steamers may run to Victoria.
From YVictoria the railway will be
extended to Barkley Sound.”

In an interview with the Colonist
yvesterday morning, D, D. Mann,
who i presumed to have signed
the contract with the government,
said:

“Work will be commenced within
three months and‘completed within
four years, including an Island con-
nection between the point where
the car ferry lands and Barkley
Sound via Victoria.”

The facts being as above stated
it is 'pertinent for the people of
Victorla and Vancouver Island
generally to inquire:

Has the Canadian Northern ac-
quired the Victoria & Sidney Rail-
way or running rights over that
line?

F. W. Van Sant, replying to ques-
tions 'by the Times this morning,
said that the Canadian Northern
had not acquired the WVictoria &
Sidney Railway, of whiéh: he is
local manager. He thought he
would have heard something about
it if such a deal had ‘been made.
He thought that the Great North-
ern Railway Company, which con-
trolled the line, would be indisposed
to let the road g6 to any other
company. i

Has - the Canadian Northern ac-
quired the charter of the Victoria
& Barkley Sound Railway Com-
pany?

W. A. Laird, who was one of
those who promoted the Victoria &
Barkley Sound Railway Company,
and who is to-day in the forefront
of the project, said to the Times
this morning that the Canadian
Northern had not acquired the
charter of that company, and that
any statement that it had was un-
true.

M. Carlin, one of the prineipals
in the Victoria & Barkley Sound
Railway Company, is reported to
have said yesterday that if the Mc-
Bride government would only aid
his company to the extent it has
promised Mackenzie & Mann for

the same line, he would raise all
the money he wanted “in no time,”
start work immediately and have
the road in operation within two
years. Mr. Carlin is also reported
to have said that his company has
not disposed of the charter to Mac-
kenzie & Mann, nor has it given
any option on the road. Mr, Car-
lin is out of town this afternoon
and the Times was therefore un-
able to get a confirmation of these
views that are attributed to him,

W. K. Houston, one of the origi-
nal promoters and a strong share-
holder, also denied that Mackenzie
& Mann had acquired any rights in
the Victoria & Barkley Sound Rail-
way along the route of which the
announcement is made that the
Canadian Northern wil] be built.

If the Canadian Norabern has not
acquired the charter Of the West
Coast nor the Victoria & Sidney
Railway, is it reasonable to suppose
that D. D. Mann has affixed his
signature to a contract eompelling
him to run trains over routes held
by the companies mentioned with-
in a period of four years? The
people of Vancouver Island are
from Missouri.

The Socialists of Victoria intend mak-
ing an exceedingly strong effort * to
elect their candidate, and with a strong
mar. in the field, as Oliver is, they ex-
pect to poll a large vote.

WITH SAFETY LAMPS
USED, NO EXPLOSION

Ladysmith, B. C.,, Oct. 21.—At this
morning’s inquiry into the cause of
the explosion at Extension mine the
principal witness, .Andrew Bryden,
mine manager, stated that he consid-
ered the mine in a safe condition prio:
to the explosion.

Asked what was the cause of the ex-
plosion he replied that he did not know.
His personal opinion was that a big
cave-in in two and a half level, west,
hag wafted gas and coal dust on to
the naked lights of the men and the
gas exploded.

The explosion would probably nevir
have occurred had the men all used
safety lamps. Witness stated the com-
pany had taken every precaution
against possible accidents of any kind.
The caved level was well timbered and
it was impossible to foresee the big
cave, which, in his opinion, was the
cause of the explosion.

OLIVER CAN'T
SEE CONTRACT

PREMIER McBRIDE
REFUSES HIS REQUEST

Offered, However, to Let Lib-
eral Leader See “In
Confidence.”

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The contract between the gove
ment of British Columbia and the Ca
adian Northern, which is to bring
effect Premier McBride's great ‘“ra
way policy,” which organs of the g
ernment herald as the climax of state
manship as practiced by those w!
hold office at James Bay, is
available for the scrutinizing gaze
the public.

John Oliver, provincial Liberal lead
er, yesterday morning called upo
Premier McBride and asked him to let
him see the contract, assuming that
he would not hesitate to do so,
much as it was imperative, as the cam
paign is to be a very short one, that
he (Mr. Oliver) should be in a position
to discuss that document intelligently
when addressing the electors.

Mr. McBride refused his request, hut
Mr. Oliver argued that it was obvious-
ly unfair to keep from the public this
agreement on which the government
appealed for an endorsation of its
policy a single day longer thayp
sary. Very little time was to be giver
the electorate in forming an opinio
on the issues which would be placed
before them; and Mr. Oliver felt he ha
a right to ask, as the leader of the op-
position party, that the agreement be
laid before him,

Premier McBride then said that he
would let Mr. Oliver see it “in con-
fidence.” To this stipulation Mr, Oli-
ver refused to consent, pointing out
that he wanted no privileges that
would not be accorded to any elector
who had a right to know what the gov-
ernment proposed doing with the pub-
lic funds of the country.

Hon., Mr. McBride flatly refused to
make the agreement public, and Mr.
Oliver therefore withdrew.

Mr. Oliver points out in this connec-
tion that during his speech in the In-
stitute hall on Tuesday evening he
made reference to the likelihood of
some move being made by the govern-
ment to delude the electors again with
a ‘‘contract,” and his remarks on that
point are worthy of reproduction just
here. Mr. Oliver said:

“In 1898 the Turner government en-
tered into a contract for a line of rail-
way to cross the province, Who signed
it? D. D. Mann. ‘Where is the rafls
way?

“Again, a contract was signed for 'a
railway from Victoria, up Bute Inlet
and out by Yellowhead Pass., The same
D. D. Mann signed it, and where is the
railway?,

“To-day we have D. D. Mann telling
the people his company has a grade
right through to Yellowhead Pass of
less than half of one per cent. Where
bhas the C.P.R. and its engineers been
all these years that they have failed
to find it? If Mr. Mann has this grade
why are his surveyors working all
through this winter to find a route?

“Mr. Mann has signed two contracts
which came to nothing. That is a good
ground for looking upon a contract
signed on the eve of an election with
suspicion.”

The following letter from the Liberal
leader appeared in the Colonist this
morning: *

“Sir:—In your issue of this morning,
and also in the Evening Post, I am re-
ported to have used certain words
which you construe as an endorsation
of the policy of the McBride govern-
ment. I d not use the words at-
tributed to me, neither do I endorse
the contract made by the government
if as described by the Colonist this
morning.

“I will be prepared to say whether I
approve or oppose the contract when 1
have had an opportunity to consider it.

WOULD NOT LEAVE
GOLD AND LOST LIFE

Edward Birch Died in Ballard
Fire Going Back for .
Dust.

Seattle, Oct .20.—The lure of the gold
he had worked so hard in Alaska to
win, brought Edward Birch to his
death in the fire that wiped out the
Denver Hotel at Ballard yesterday.

The fire, following an explosion of a
kerosene lamp, sent the startled and
half dressed lodgers groping blindly
through dense clouds of smoke, seeking
the outside air.

Birch, who had been warned in time,
failed to find safety. With his partner,
Charles F. Swanson, he had arrived
from Alaska the day before. The two
had been awakened by Capt. Roberts

of the fire department, and reached the

outer window of the building.

Swanson threw open the window.
“I'm going to jump, Ed.,” he cried.
“You follow me.”

Then Birch remembered. “But my
gold,” he said. “I'm going back to
get it. Its in my grip.”

“Never mind that. Come on right
away,” 'Swanson shouted after him.
But it -was too- late. Great driving
clouds of smoke enveloped Birch and
the next minute a solid sheet of flame
made Swanson leap to the ground for

safety. Swanson was unhurt, The body |

of Birch was recovered from the ruins
later in the day by firemen, The gold-
26 ounces and a large nugget chain
have not yet been found.

TAKING COALS TO SYDNEY.

Halifax, Oct. 21.—The steamer Stig-
stad arrived at North Sydney from
Montreal, and after taking bunker coal
at the Dominion Coal Company’s pier
vroceeded to Philadelphia to load coal
for the Dominion Iron & Stee] Com-
pany.

DOING THINGS
FOR VICTORIA

McBRIDE’S PROMISES
AND PERFORMANCES

Scandalous Fashion in Which
Victoria Has Been
Neglected.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

With the dissolution of the legisla-
ture yesterday afternoon by His Honor
Lieutenant-Governor ~Dunsmuir, Brit-
ish Columbia is again plunged into the
throes of an election campaign; and
from now until November 25th, polling
day, the business of the country will
be disturbed and the whole commun-
ity wrought up with the excitement al-
ways attendant upon such an event.

That the Liberals of Victoria are de-
termined to make it warm for the
senior representative for this city in the
legislature and that they are seized
with a profound conviction that the
man who boasted he ‘“would do some-
thing for Viectoria” will be exposed as
one who has grossly deceived the elec-
torate of this constituency, is the out-
standing feature of the local situation
at this, the opening stage of the bat-
tle.

In yesterday’s Times the Premier’s
attempt to “gold-brick” the people of
Vancouver Island with his “railway
policy” was exposed to the full glare
of day, but though this audacious at-
tempt to pull the wool over the eyes
of the people of this section of the
province would be sufficient in itself
to encompass the defeat of himself
and his supporters who represent the
island in the legislature, Victoria has a
long list of purely local complaints
against the premier in answering which
he will experience an ‘uneasy quarter
of an hour.” :

When Hon. Richard McBride received
the nomination at the hands of the
Conservative party of this city and
came before the people and asked them
for théir suffrages he proclaimed that
it would be his first aim as their re-
presentative-in the legislature to ‘“do
something for Victoria.” It would ap-
pear that the premier suffered a lapsus
lingua, as he has taken the greatest
pains to see that all the plums have
fallen elsewhere. Costly court houses
have been erected at various points on
the mainland, with the evident inten-
tion of centralizing the legal business
away from this city, the claims of
Victoria to the Norma] school have
been ignored, and there seems likeli-
hood that Victoria’s pre-eminent right to
the university may also be overlooked.

Hon, Richard McBride’s indisposition
to act fairly with Victoria has become
so notorious that it has attracted at-
tention in the highest places, Bishop
Perrin, in his annual charge to:the
Anglican Synod on Monday evening
last, said:

“The indecision of the provincial
government to select the site
for the university has prevented
any steps having been taken, as
there is now a sufficient sum in
hand to begin building. I have no
hesitation in saying that Victoria
is the natural place for the univers-
ity, but sectional feeling has been
aroused, and the claims of Van-
couver have been pressed. For
some years McGill university has
done an excellent work in Vancou-
ver in the matter of higher learn-
ing, and before the idea of a pro-
vincial university was originated,
a site had been offered. .The au-
thorities of McGill (I am given to
understand) have definitely stated
that they are ready at any time
to withdraw as soon as the pro-
vincial university is organized.
The government has promised that
they will appoint a commission of
experts from the east of Canada to
consider and report at the next
session of the legislature, and will
involve delay in the starting of the
theological college, as it is evi-
dently essential to wait until the
question is decided definitely. Mean-
while, it has been decided to start
a small training school at Vancou-
ver for theological students, who
will eventually be drafted into the
theological college.”

It will be recalled also that some
months ago there was a unanimous
request from the leading people of Vic-
toria, regardless of party affiliations,
that the government should take steps
to beautify the capital of the province
of British Columbia along the lines
which are followed elsewhere in the
Dominion, notably at Ottawa, where
large sums are annually spent in mak-
ing the city attractive to the host of
people who are constantly called upon
to visit the seat of government. Pre-
mier McBride, in his effort to “do
something for Victoria” turned this
proposition down cold. *

Then take the matter of the crea-
tion of the Appellate court. Lawyers
and laymen are all agreed that Viec-
toria ouglit to have been named as
the place for this court to sit, but Pre-
mier McBride, who was going to “do
something for Victoria,” juggled with
the act so that it contained a stipula-
tion that the sittings of the court shail
be held in each city for six months
alternately. And in his' further
anxjety to ‘“do something” the Hon.
Richard McBride arranged that the
first sittings should be held, not at
Victoria, which city the honorable gen-
tleman represents in the legislature,
but, in Vancouver.

Some few weeks ago Hon, Richard
McBride let another contract for the
construction of the Mill Bay road, and
it was announced with a great flourish
of trumpets that it will “now be
rushed to completion.” Government
crgans omltted to explain that the
work on this rogd—which is a trunk
road, be it remembered, and not pri-
marily for the accommodation of tour-
ists—has dragged along for several
years with no studied attempt being
apparently made towards its comple-
tion. They forget to mention also that
while work on this road was delayed,
thousands and thousands of dollars

was being expended upon the construc-
tion of scenic roads elsewhere in the
province—on roads which open up no
large section of country or give ac-
commodation to settlers,

But as Premier McBride said from
his seat in the legislature in January,
1908, it’s not so easy to get into of-
fice, “but the thing is to get in, and
when you are in to stay in.”

Dominion Trade Commissioner
Talks of Openings for
Business.

Montreal, Oct, 20.—A, W, Donly, Can-
adian trade commissioner for Mexico,
who is here on a vacation trip of 'a
few weeks, said in an interview with
e Herald representative to-day that
while . gratifying progress has been
made in the development of trade re-
lations between Canada and Mexico
during the past few years, there were
openings for expansion on both sides.

‘“Notwithstanding that during the
past eighteen months, as the result of
the 1907 financial panic of crisis, the
foreign trade of Mexico fell off about
thirty per cent.,” said Mr. Donly, “dur-
ing that time Canada was the only
country doing, business of more than
$100,000 per annum whose trade with
Mexico showed any increase, and it is
a significant fact that during the time
the depression lasted’ the Canadian
trade continued to increase.”

“Five years ago, when the appoint-
ment of a Canadian representative was
made, the export and import trade be-
tween that country and Canada
amounted to $125,000 per annum, where-
as the trade for the present calendar
year shows a total of between $3,000,000
and $4,000,000.

is only a question of Canada’s study-
ing this market earnestly and intelli-
gently to learn how it can be in-
creased.”

“Would you kindly point to some spe-
cific lines of trade that have already
been developed, as well as some in
which you think there is an opportun-
ity for development?”’ Mr. Donly was
asked.

“For the last few years Mexico has
had a short wheat crop so that it has
been necessary for her to import for-
eign wheat. When the local wheat is
short the government tax on import-
ed wheat, which is sixty-seven cents
per hundred pounds, is reduced or re-
moved in order to permit the importa-
tion of foreign wheat.

‘““The crop for this past harvest has
been short—as short as any in the past
few years—and there is at present a
reduction of sixty-six and two-thirds
per cent.,, which brings the duty down
to twenty-two cents per hundred
pounds, or about thirteen cents per
bhushel. It is a practical certainty that
the reduction will remain in force until
the next harvest is reaped in Mexico
which will not be until June. Canada
should be again in the position to sup-
ply a considerable proportion of the
shortage. Last year 300,000 bushels of
Canadian wheat were sent into Mexico
and there is no reason why there
should not be three times that quantity
sent in this year, both from Alberta
and Ontario, as thete are shipping fa-
cilitiess both by the Atlantic and Pa-
cific coast. In fact it may be doubted
whether Mexico will ever again grow
the whole of her own wheat.

“Then it seems to me that there is
a possibility for Candaian sugar con-
sumers following up this market for
their supply of raw sugar for their re-
fineries. The trade between the two
countries in natural products might
also be greatly increased.”

STRONG FAITH
IN DR. F. A. C0OK

DANISH SCIENTIST
BELIEVES STATEMENTS

He Has Interviewed Eskimos
and Believes Statement
of Explorer.

London, Oct. 21.—Dr. Frederick A.
Cook, the Brooklyn explorer, reached
the North Pole over a year in advance
of Commander Robert E. Peary, ac-
cording to the statement of Knude
Rasmussen, the famous Danish scien-
tist, who is now in Greenland, having
been sent by the Danish authorities to
investigate Cook’s ‘statements. = Ras-
mussen’s declaration was made pub-
lic here this evening. Rasmussen was
instructed to make a special canvass
cf all the Eskimos along the route con-
cerning Dr. Cook’s exploit and to seek
verification or refutation of his claims,

In a cable message received yester-
day, the scientist coOmmunicated his
observations to the University of
Copenhagen, and for this reason, the
faculty declined to allow any one else
to pass first upon the claims of Dr.
Cook.

Rasmussen claims to have conversed
with all the Cape York Eskimos and
to have confirmed Dr. Cook’s story in
every particular. The Eskimo explained
that they did not tell Commander
FPeary that Dr. Cook had preceded him
because they feared Peary’s temper.

Rasmussen will remain in Greenland
until Dr. Cook’s two Eskimos return
from a hunting trip on which they are
now engaged. The scientist then will
take them to Copenhagen with him.

In his dispatch the statements of
Rasmussen are fully as positive as the
original statements of Dr. Cook.

The scientist insists that Denmark’s
confidence in Cook was not misplaced.

ATTEMPT TO FREE
ARRESTED ANARCHIST

De Lara May Be Shown to Be
an American
Citizen.

Los Angeles, Oct. 20.—Friends of L.
Guiterrez de Lara, the Mexican So-
cialist organizer arrested here Mon-
day as an alien anarchist to-day,
launched a campaign to raise $5,000
necessary to secure De Lara’s release
on bail.

De Lara is practically without funds
and his attorneys have advanced
money necessary to defray necessary
expenses that followed his arrgst.

While no specific amount has been
named as bail for the imprisoned
Mexican, it is thought that $5,000 will
cover any demand made by the United
States authorities and efforts will be
made to raise that amount,

Another plan, which is  said to
he backed by local Socialists, in-
cludes a mass meeting, which will be
scheduled for late this week. The ob-
ject of this meeting will be to enter
protest against the deportation of the
prisoner.

According to Immigration Inspector
Ridgway, if De Lara .can establish a
residence in the United States of more
than three years, or if he can. bring
to " refute the anarchistie
charge against him, he cannot be de-
rorted. Attorneys Meily and Holston,
who have been retained by De Lara,
stated to-day that they have received
information from El Paso to the effect
that their client registered an entry
into the United States at that border
point September 20th, 1906. Holston
also stated that he had sent to Wash-
ington for documents bearing on the
case, and that the three years’ resi-
dence qualification can be met,

Since his arrival in El Paso more
than three years ago, according to
Holston, De Lara left the country but
once, that time to tour Mexico with
Turner. This, Holsten contends, must
be viewed in the light of a trip such
as any resident of the United States
might take, and can in no manner im-
pair his legal residemce in this coun-
try.

Ridgway states that the orders of
the immigration department at -Wash-
ington for De' Lara’s arrest followed
the receipt there of presentations
which he forwarded. These presenta-
tions, he said, were based on infor-
mation furnished him by the Los An-
geles police.

Comparing the De Lara case to that
of Prof. Francisco Ferrer, whose legal
murder in Barcelona has thrown Eu-
rope into a clamor, Carpenters’ Union,
No. 158, of L.os Angeles, last night
passed resolutions protesting against
the “Russian methods used by the en-
emies of De Lara,” and offering the
services of the union in opposition to
“the methods that would shame a Czar
and disgrace any civilized community.”

STRANGE TALE
ABOUT IDOL’S EYE

A Story Which May Explain
the Luard Murder
Mystery.

London, Eng., Oct. 20.—The Ameri-
can public may still remember the
mysterious murder last year of the
wife of the aged Genera] Luard in the
grounds of their country home in Kent,
and the subsequent suicide of the hus-
band. It is believed that rumors hint-
ing at the general’s guilt were largely
responsible for his act.

The case is as much a mystery as
ever. But an extraordinary story has |
reached London from an English offi-
cer serving in the Far East which sug-
gests a solution of the affair.

Mrs. Luard’s body was found strip-
ped of-its valuables, which included,
according to the official account, a net
purse, two ordinary rings, and “an
antique diamond ring, said to be over
100 years old, with a very large dia-
mond in the centre and encircled with
other diamonds.” No trace of this stol-
en property could be found in al] Eng-
land. But now comes the story that in |
a Chinese temple an idol which for |
many years has been short of an eye,
is now once more perfect,

General Luard on his wedding day
presented to his bride an antique ring
in which was set the precious stone
that had been carried off long ago from
a Buddhist temple. All through her |
happy married life; Mrs. Luard wore !
that ring. Through all these years death
was ever near her, if the story be true
that the worshippers of the ‘despoiled
god were sworn to restore the jewel to
their divinity, cost what it might,

On the fata] day, a hand stretched
out from nowhere ~was upon Mrs.
Luard and she died, it may be, because
of the violation long years ago of a
Buddhist temple, the name of which
she did not know, hidden away in a
corner of China’ of which she had never
heard. With something of Oriental
magic the murderer vanished. Through
the cordons of police he slipped, car-
rying the relic which for decades men
of his race had sought and the acqui-
sition of which would make him a hero
or saint among his people.

“There are first call triangulation sta-
tions on Mt. Douglas, Gonzales Hill,
Conspicuous peak, Mt. Boro-Brenton
and Mt. Whymper, the last a fine rocky
peak about north of the middle of
Cowichan lake and 5,100 feet above the
sea.

“The work will be in good condition
to be resmed in the early spring at the
discretion of the department.”

Emmeline Gould Pankhurst, leader of
the militant suffragettes of Great

His theatrical career also
started in Cincinnati, where at the age
of 17 he made his first appearance be-
fore the limelight with James O’Neil.

SPAIN’S CABINET
HAS RESIGNED

KING INSISTED ON
MAURA STEPPING OUT

On Choice of a Successor Fu-
ture of Country
Depends.

London, Oct. 21.—A dispatch received
here to-day by the Exchange Tele-
graph from Madrid says the Spanish
cabinet has resignéd, and that King
Alfonso has a.écepted their resigna-

tion.

The resignation of the cabinet came
about to-day on the express demand
of King Alfonso. Immediately following
the acceptance of their resignation the
King entered into a conference with
his advisors with the view of selecting
a new premier, who will be able to
assemble another cabinet.

Upon the choice to be made depends
the future of the Spanish throne. The
appointment of a Conservative would
be the signal for the Liberals and
Radicalists to continue the anti-cleri-
cal and anti-military demonstrations
which have nearly caused an open
revolution already.

It is a known fact that Alfonso does
not want to appoint a Liberal to the
premiership. If he should decide to do
so, however, “Butcher” Weyler, who
has been extremely active in the Lib-
eral ranks, probably will be the man.
The country is in a state bordering on
chaos, and the sudden resignations of
the cabinet members, nothwithstand-
ing that the actions were expected,
has merely intensified the situation.

It is openly acknowledged that Spain
now faces a crisis brought on by the
execution of Prof, Francisco Ferrer at
Barcelona. Prominent diplomatists ex-
press the opinion that the appointment
of the premier to succeed Maura will
indicate whether Alfonso was really
enraged because he was not told the
truth regarding Ferrer’s case, or
simply took the action he did against
Maura. and the cabinet for the reason
that he feared his subjects would hold
him personally responsible for the
death of the economist,

JAPAN LOSES ONE OF,
ITS GREAT SOLDIERS

-General Ogawa Dies as Result

of Wound Received in
Late War.

—

Tokio, Oct. 21.—Viscount General
Ogawa, one of the best known mili-
tary figures in Japan and famed for
his knowledge of strategy, died at his
home here yesterday, following a long
illness, as a result of a woung he re-
ceived in _the battle of Lio Yang dur-
ing the Japanese-Russian war.

He was sixty-one years old. During
the war with China Ogawa was chief
of stafrf of the Japanese army.

Marquis Saga, the oldest attendant
in the service of the Emperor, died here
vesterday, aged 94 years. Marquis
Saga has served continuously in the
Japanese court for 88 years, during
which time three Emperors have
reigned.

‘When seen this morning Mr. Palmer
said that his resignation had been
pending for some time past, but had
been finally accepted yesterday. He
was leaving the government employ
for the purpose of taking a position as
managing director of the British Co-
lumbia Fruitlands Company, operat-
ing in the neighborhood of Kamloops.
The company has 7,000 acres of irri-
gated lands on the North Thompson
river, in the neighborhood of the city
of Kamloops. There is at present an
irrigation system, but that is wholly
inadequate for the purpose, and will
have to be remodelled. During the next
two years a large amount of money
will be spent there in extet}ding the
irrigation system and developing the
property.

Mr. Palmer said he left. the depart-
ment with regret, after having been
connected with it for sixteen years.
He was appointed fruit inspector in
1894, and had held the positlons of
freight rate commissioner, secretary of
the bureau of information and super-
intendent of horticulture. A littls over
a year ago he succeeded J.' A, Ander-
son in the position of deputy minister
of agriculture. Much of his time had
been spent in advertising the climate
and resources of British Columbia, and
for four successive years had visited
the Old Country with the British Co-
lumbia exhibits of fryit and other pro-
ducts. i

The position of deputy minister will
be vacated the last day of this month,
but he will still, in the absence of Mr.
Scott, aid the government with his ad-
vice. He will not break his connection
with this district altogether, for he
will divide his time between Victoria
and Kamloops. The orchard in the
neighborhood of the Pumping station
has been managed by his son Walter
for some time past, and this will be
continued,

W. E. Scott, the new deputy minis-
ter, will not return from England until
the end of December. He accompanied
Mr, Palmer on the round of the shows
last season, and has been a member
of the board of horticulture for some
time past. He is a successful fruit
grower at Salt Spring Island, and is
generally looked upon as a capable
man. .

WAS GORGEOUS

ALL NATIONS TOOK
PART IN PAGEANT

San Francisco, Celebrating Its
Rebuilding, is
Jubilant.

San Francisco, -Cal.,, Oct, 21.—With
almost every nation of the world rep-
resented, in costumes varying from
the modern frock coat and silk hat to
the Indian blanket, from the flowing
plumes of Spanish grandee to the gor-
geous gowns of the Chinese mandarin,
from the Kkilts of Bonnie Scotland to
the silken robes of Nippon, embracing
in two hundred floats here this morn-
ing men on foot, practically every
branch of the industrial, fraternal and
commercial life, the Portola parade
passed up Market street between the
solid walls of spectators who have
come from all parts of the coast to
participate in the three remaining days
of the celebration of San Francisco's
rebuilding.

It was the greatest and most bril-
liant street parade ever seen in the
West. Don Gaspar de Portola and
Queen Vjrgila occupled’ magnificent
floats, * and. each was guarded by the
gorgeous Portola Dragoons, in their
brilliant colors and glistening armor.
The parade did not include the offi-
cial floats, which have been withheld
for the illuminated parade which will
mark the close on Saturday night of
the five days’ festival.

The pageant to-day, however, could
hardly have been more brilliant, It

was composed of fourteen divisions,

each elaborate and arranged after
weeks of careful preparation.

RAILWAY FOR
LIBERAL RIDINGS

PREMIER’S HAND SEEN
IN PROPOSED LINE

Opposition Ridings Are Well
Looked After in McBride’s
Election Road.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

A study of the route which the Can-
adian Northern railway is announced
to be ready to build under -agreement
with Premier McBride reveals the
fact that the line as it exists on paper
is located quite as much from the
political complexion of certain districts
of the province as from the opportuni-
ties for trade.

Entering the province at the Yellow-
head Pass the projected line is thrown
directly through the Cariboo district
that is represented by two Liberal
members in the legislature and which
has been notoriously neglected in the
past by the McBride government with
respect to its roads and means of com-
munication. The project lands into
Kamloops where Hon. F. J, Fulton,
chief commissionér of lands, is expect-
ed to have a hard fight to retain his
seat. The Yale constituency, represent-
ed by Stuart Henderson, a Liberal,
who has a firm hold on his riding, is
next to be influenced by the line. It
then swings into Chilliwack, another
Libera] riding, which has always re-
turned Charles Munro,

Having done its work in Chilliwack
the line {is directed towards John
Oliver’s constituency, where it circles
about, giving connection with New
Westminster and Vancouver, but keep-
ing tho elections ever in view lands
out at English Bluff, between the
Fraser River and the international
boundary line at a place which it is
ccnceded no transportation company
would ever think of establishing a
port,

The Vancouver Island end of the
scheme is very similar .in character.
After strengthening the premier and
the other Conservative candidates in
the city the line is thrown into John
Jardine’s constituency of Esquimalt,
where the Conservatives recognize they
have but the weakest chance. In order
to leave nothing undone it is plunged
into Alberni district in' the hope of
defeating- H. C. Brewster, the other
Liberal member on the Island.

On its route help is handed out to
Hon, F. Carter Cotton in Richmond,
the Conservative members in Vancou-
ver; Thomas Gifford In New West-
minster, and by the suggestion that
the V. & S. wili be used the candidates
in the Islands and in Saanich are also
given a helping hand.

The line proposed bears more 6 the
impress of Hon. Richard Mc¢Bride than
it does that of Dan Mann. It is
undoubtedly designed more as a road
to get into power on than one to do
business.

Electors of the province should take
a lesson from McBride's railway pol-
icy. It.is to return Liberal members
it they hope for any recognition from
Mr. McBride in the framing of a rail-

way policy.

JUDGE LOVETT IN
HARRIMAN’S SHOES

As Generally Expected, He Be-
comes Head of Union
Pacific.

New York, Oct. 21.—Judge Robert S.
Lovett was to-day elected president of
the Union Pacific railroad. This va-
cancy wag caused by the death of E.
H. Harriman. The other officers all

were ‘re-elected.

Immediately following the death of
the railroad wizard, when the lines
over which he dominated were being
reorganized, Lovitt was elected as the
head of the executive committee of the
Union Pacific, which took charge of
the railroad’s affairs temporarily,

At that time it was announced un-
officially that Lovett would succeed
his dead chiéf as the head of the sys-
tem, and that under him the Harriman
policies would be continued. He was
general counsel for the Harriman lines
and was Harriman’s right hand legally.

GROSS MISREPRESENTATION
OF MR. OLIVER’S POSITION

McBride Press’ Ineffectual Ef-
fort to Get Endorsation of
Railway Policy.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

The Colonist yesterday morning and
its evening edition last night contained
the following, described as “John
Oliver’s declaration at the Liberal rally
in Institute hall on Tuesday evening’:

‘“If the premier announces a policy
of railway development in the province,
it is entitled to support, and I believe
that. it should be supported. The Can-
adian Northern is rumored to hawe
mapped out its route through the Yel-
lowhead Pass, along the North Thomp-
son river and thence through the can-
yons of the Fraser, 1 believe that a
rajilway passing over this route is
worthy of the support of the province
if we can get it on good terms.”

Mr. Cliver characterizes the above
as a gross misrepresentation of what
he did say bearing upon the guestion
of the premier’s railway policy. He
says the Times reported him correctly
as follows:

“l want to say right here that the
position should be taken that if
Premier McBride brings forth a policy
which is to the benefit of the province
it should be supported, because I be-
lieve in putting the interests of the
province ahead of party. (Cheers.) But
we have had 80 many promises not im-
plemented by performance that we
have a right to demand some definite
proof of the bona fldes of any contract
the government may present to the
peopie in the 'matter of railway de-
velopment.”

“I never,” sai@ Mr, Oliver, “even so
much as mentioned the possibility of
the railway going through the canyoé6n
of the Fraser—for as a matter of fact
I had never thought of it going there.
Such wilfu] misrepresentation of my
réemarks is simply outrageous—but I
supposé we may expect such tactics
from that quarter.”

DISCOUNT RATE UP.

London, Oc¢t. 21.—The Bank of Eng-
land announced an increase\m its dis-
count rate from four to five per cent,
as predicted yesterday by the United
Press. This is the third increase since
Oc¢tober T7th, the rate having been
doubled within a fortnight.

The banks of Germany and Belgium
have also increased their discount
rates, It is intimated that there is an
understanding among thes foreign
bankers to keep up the rate in order to
check a wave of speculation which is
sweeping the world, and to prevent un-
due inflation of values,

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ELECTRIC COMPANY
SHORT OF POWER

AN EXPLANATION OF
PRESENT SITUATION

Owing to Inadequate Supply
of Water Steam Plants
Operated.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

Some inquiries having been made as
to the reason for the reduced service
on the lines of the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company, the Times ascertained
this morning that it was necessitated
by an inadequate supply of water for
power purposes, One steam plant has
been operated by the company since
August, it having been anticipated
that a shortage of water might occur,
and the supply at Goldstream has been
conserved as carefully as possible since

that date.

The rainfall having been small, how-
ever, and a further decrease in the
volume of water being likely, it was
considered advisable a few days ago
to reduce to a small extent the num-
ber of cars being operated, the idea
being to reduce the load. In a few
days, however, within a week at the
outside, the additional steam plant at
the company’s power house at the gas
works will be ready for service, and
then it may be possible to resume the
full car service.

At present the company is using
about seven million gallong of water
per day from Goldstream, and when
the two steam plants have been placed
in operation the amount of water
which will have to be utilized to main-
tain the services in Victoria will be
about 215 million gallons.

It is pointed out in this connection
that had the city council at the time
that body was first approached in the
matter passed the by-law for the
power plant project at Jordon river,
the company would no doubt now be
getting power from Jordan river, As it
is the company have been delayed un-
necessarily fifteen months, with the
consequence that they have had to go
to the expense of putting in an ad-
ditional steam plant. This plant has
cost the company about $30,000, and
when the Jordan river system has been
placed in operation it will be rendered
absolutely valueless to the company.

ON DOUGLAS ST.

COMMITTEE HAS MADE
ALL ARRANGEMENTS

Building to Cost $75,000 Will
Be Commenced at
Once.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

That Vietoria is to have a new
theatre building is now an assured
fact. The new building, which will be
erected as quickly as possible, will seat
1,500 people, and will be one of the
finest so far as general conveniences
are concerned, on this coast. It will
be the same size as the one in Van-
couver, and will stand alone in a
prominent position in the centre of the
city. 2

The arrangements are being made by
the theatre committee of the Board of
Trade, who were yesterday in consul-
tation with Architect Houghton, one
of the best known theatre architects
on the coast, the designer of the big
Moore theatre at Seattle, and of large
opera houses at Salt Lake City and
many other points.

The committee went carefully into
the matter with the architect, and
visited a number of sites. The ques-
tion of taking over the Victoria Trans-
fer Company’s building, renovating it,
and converting it into a large theatre
building was considered, but Mr.
Houghton reported adversely upon  it.
The plan to renovate the present the-
atre was also turned down. Several
sites were examined, and finally it was
decided to acquire a new site and to
erect a building thereon rather than
to patch up any -existing building.

The site chosen was the southeast
corner of Broughton and Douglas
streets, opposite the residence of
Dr. Fraser, and the $St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian church. This lot is held
by Al, Lindsay and wil] be sold by him,
it is understood, for $42,000. The terms
are made easy, only $7,000 cash being
required, the balance being allowed to
remain at a reasonable rate of inter-
est. It is also understood that Mr.
Lindsay will take stock In the venture
to the extent of $10,000.

The estimate of the architect is that
the new building will cost $75,000. This
will seat 1,500 people,.\qnd the rental
from it will pay a fair interest on the
cost. Manager Ricketts, who had for
some time past controlled the Victoria
theatre, has been sent for, and if pos-
sible arrangements will be made to
lease the building to him. By doing
this the best list of plays will be se-
cured for this city. ?

The matter of raising the necessary
money is net expected to be a diffi-
cult matter. Sir Thomas Shaughnessy
has already promised to take stock in
it; D. D. Mann has been approached
and may consider it favorably; A. C.
Flumerfelt has also promised to take
stock in the venture to:the amount of
the value of the lot which it was at
first proposed to build upon; and at a
recent meeting of the Board of Trade
a number of the members promised
financial aid. A subscription list will
Ye opened at once, and the probability
seems to be that the stock will be over-
subscribed.

The need of a new theatre has been
felt in this city for some time past.
The owners of the present building
have recently decided to divert it to
other purposes, so that had no action
been taken to provide a new building
Victoria would have been without a
playhouse, which would have been a
lasting disgrace to the city. The com-
mittee of the Board of Trade are to
be commended for their prompt action
in the matter, and the city even more
so in the prospect of having a first-
class opera house in the near future.

RATE WAR ON COAST
BELIEVED AT END

Los Angeles Has Purchased
St. Croix.

{INQUIRY INTO

MINE EXPLOSION

WITNESSES FOUND
WORKINGS ALL RIGHT

Evidence Taken at Inguest Held
at Ladysmith
To-day.

20.—The jury em-
panelled by Coroner Davis, of Na-
naimo, to inquire into the circum-
stances touching the death of Thos.
O’Connell ardg James Molyneux, and in-
auire into the cause of the explosion
on October 5th, met in Ladysmith this
morning. The jury consisted of W, G.
Fraser (foreman), R, Gear, K. Mc-
Caskill, Jas. Burns, P, Winch, F. For-
rest, R. Freethy. The investigation is
being held in the council chambers,
city hall. A large attendance of citi-
zens of Ladysmith, including relatives
of the victims of the disaster and those
present in their official capacity, Cor-
oner Davis, Chief Inspector of Mings
Shepherd, Inspector Dick, Mine Expert
Ashworth, and W. Fleet Robertson,
provincial government mineralogist,
the counse]l representing the mines
department, A, P. Luxton, attorney for
the Wellington Colliery Company, and
J. H. Hawthornthwaite, M. P. P., re-
presenting the relatives of Isbister and
McLellan, two explosion victims.
William Cosier, fireman at Extension
mine, stated he examined the work-
ings of number two at the mine on the
morning of the explosion and found
everything safe. .As to the cause of
the explosion he had no idea, He had
no knowledge of any cave in the mine
which might have caused the explo-
sion.

There had been no gas reported in
number two mine for some time prior
to the explosion. Witness gave a de-
tailed account of his trip of inspection
on the morning of the explosion, find-
ing everything safe, and reporting such
when he came off shift. He made a
report daily to the management and
left his chalk mark in every place in=
spected.

Hugh Fulton also gave ' evidence
stating he was fire boss at Extension,
and every other week inspected the sec-
tion of the mine where the explosion
occurred. He never found any quan-
tity of gas. He had visited the work-
ings since the explosion and helped
to repair the stoppings and clean up
the caves. He considered the timbers
under the cave had been knocked out
by the force of the explosion because
there was not sufficient weight of rock
to break the timbers down.

After hearing the evidence of Mr.
Fulton the court adjourned to 2 o’clock.

*  BEND ARE PROMISING

New York Capitalists Said to
Be Interesting Them-
selves.

Reveéstoke, B. C., Oct. 20.—W. O.
Young, the New York mining engineer,
who has spent three weeks looking
over the mica deposits in the Big Bend,
says these mica fields in his opinion
have undoubtedly an important future.
The deposits are extraordinarily large,
the mica crystals impregnating the
schists in large numbers and the cry-

posits occur in numerous parallel
strikes, They are easily worked, the on-
ly difficulty being the transportation
problem, and in connection with that

having taken steps to have the govern-
ment build a wagon road from the
head of nayigation, If that is done he
says it will solve the problem suffi-
ciently to enable the development td&
be carried on and a limited amount of
the mineral shipped out.

The bands of mica schists contain
segregations of quartz of from four
feet to 100 feet in width, and these car-
ry mica crystals, the size of which
makes them of high commercial value,
while the quality is unsurpassed. The
crystals will give sheets of mica two
feet in length. Many of the crystals
are fractured by the excessive brec-
ciation of the enclosing rocks. In one
strike of mica crystals he found them
extend for the extraordinary length of
two and a half miles and in places
where there was deep erosion the pres-
ence of the crystals indicated their evi-
dent extension to congsiderable depth.

Mr. Young has advices from a New
York firm whose representative is con-
sidered to be one of the five leading
mica experts in the world, that from
the samples sent and information sup-
plied as to quantities of the mineral
available the Big Bend is bound to be-
come one of the leading mica fields of
the world, and they are organising a
company with large capitalization to
acquire and operate these claims on
a large scale by the most up-to-date
methods.

A local syndicate is being organized
to hold and develop the property in
the meantime, till negotiations "are
completed for its being taken over by
the proposed New York company,

LAYMEN’S MOVEMENT
NOT WELL SUPPORTED

Treasurer of the Anglican
Synod Delivers
Report.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Although great efforts have been
made to launch the Laymen’s Mission-
ary movement, it is, as far as: the
Anglican church is concerned, almost
a failure, according to the address given
yesterday at the meeting of the Angli-
can synod by the treasurer, P. Wol-
laston, who said that although a cer-
tain sum had been obtained and more
was to come in, the amount collected
and pledged was not a tenth of what
it ought to be. There are fut few of
the city parishes that have been active
in the movement, and of the country
parishes only one has responded.

The treasurer said that the stipends
through the year, although larger than
heretofore, had been . paid promptly
through arrears of assessments being
collected and increases of special offer-
tories. The expenditure, however, said
the treasurer, was greater than the
assured income, and unless steps are
taken to augment the mission fund in-
come some portion of the work must
be discontinued. _

In the discussion which followed a
plea was made on behalf of the clergy
of the parishes who in some instances
were kept waiting for their salaries and
lived practically a hand to mouth ex-
istence. One speaker asked if it was not
possible, as' the mission fund was sol-
vent, to pay the salaries promptly,
even if a temporary overdraft was ob-
tained. The treasurer said the fund had
weathered the year with three cents to
the good, and was therefore solvent.

Bishop Perrin said that the endeavor
was to have the couniry parishes self-
supporting, but unless matters changed
for the better very radically such a
happy state of things could not-be at-
tained for some time. He wished it to
be understood that every clergyman
had received what was his due with
two exceptions during the past year
once a month, This could have been
obtained by an overdraft on what was
due and coming in. He thought that
the majority of business institutions
at some time needed financia] aid. Still
those responsible did not care to
sanction an overdraft, thus it was that
there was a delay in two cases.

The section would have
been completed sooner only for the heavy
grades in the Cameron Lake district.

King George, who has been
living in retirement at Taoi since the
recent military movement, on being in-
formed of the possibility of another
revolution, drove in an automobile to
the capital, and instructed his three
sons formally to resign their army
commissions:. This done, King George
summoned Premier Mavromiachilis to
the palace, and informed him that he
had persuaded his sons to resign, be-
cause he was reluctant to permit the
chamber of deputies to suffer at the
hands of the military revolutionists
for its loyalty to the Crown.

A painful scene followed the prem-
ier’s announcement of the decision of
the Princes, and some 30 loyalist mem-
bers rose and quitted the house, The
chamber then voted the bills.

King George’s unexpected act of self-
renunciation, and the fact that the
chamber is now €ompletely dominated
by the officérs’ league, is regarded in
many quarters as being incompatible
with His Majesty’s dignity and his re-
tention of the throne.

Crown Prince Constantinos held the
position of commander-in-chief of the
Grecian army; Prince Andros was a
captain of the Grecian cavalry, and
Prince Christoferos as sub-lieutenant
in the infantry,

CZAR NICHOLAS GOES
A LONG WAY AROUND

On Coming Visit to Italy He
Will Avoid Traversing
. Bavaria.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 19.—An import-
ant. and unexpected change of itiner-
ary has been made on the eve of Em-
peror Nicholas’ departure for Italy, It
is understood the change was due in
part to recent criticism of the Emperor
in the Bavarian Landtag, but as well
to other and deeper reasons, which, ac-
cording to the best information ob-
tainable here, resulted in the Emper-
or’s decision to avoid Bavaria and
make a long circuit through Eastern
France to reach his destination.

The new route chosen is by way of
Odessa, Posen, Frankfort and Beson-
con, France, and involves a railroad
journey of nearly 2,000 miles. A meet-
ing between the Emperor and the
President of France during the trip
is possible.

£90K CLOSES HIS
LECTURE TOUR

Will Return to New York to
Work Upon His Doc-
uments.

Toledo, Ohio, Oct, 19.—Dr. Frederick
A. Cook, who lectured last night, said
that officers of the Danish government
ship Godhaab, which has just.arrived
off Copenhagen, after a northern voy-
age, might be able to give informa-
tion which would throw light on the
polar controversy. He referred espe-
cially to Captain Scourby and Engi-
peer 8. Truik. “These men passed two
weeks among the Eskimos from whom I
recruited my men for my expedition,”
caid Dr. Cook. “They can speak Es-
kimo perfectly, and several scientists
are aboard the ship.” Dr. Cook will
conclude his lecture tour this week,
closing at Minneapolis, and will return
to New York to work upon his docu-
ments.

COL. A. D. DAVIDSON

MOVE TOWARDS
CLEANER STREETS

CHIEF LANGLEY MAKES
SUGGESTION TO COUNCIL

Asks That By-Law Be Amend-
ed in One Important
Particular.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Chief of Police John Langley for-
warded a letter to the council last
evening suggesting certain amend-
ments to the streets’ by-ilaw whereby
it will be possible, in cases where re-
fuse matter is thrown upon the streets
or sidewalks, for the police to hold the
landlords or the agents of the prem-
ises liable. As the by-law reads at
present only the person who deposited
the refuse on the streets can be sum-
moned and in the majority of cases it
is practically impossible to discover the
offender’s indentity.

Ald. Turner called attention to the
desirability of instructing the police to
pick up things which have been
dropped on the street. He knew of
instances where slabs of wood had
been dropped on the street from carts
and the police failed to pick them up.
This ought not to be.

Ald. Ross was of the opinion that
the street superintendent ought to get
busy. He was the man in his opinion
that was primarily responsible for the
condition of the streets.

Ald., Stewart said that while on this
subject he wished to point out the de-
sirability of issuing instructions to
prevent carts employed in carrying
away material from excavations, drop-
ping quantities of this material all
along the route. The carts should be
“trimmed’”’ before starting. This was
always done in up-to-date cities.

Ald., Bishop favored closer attention
being given to the supervision of the
operation of scavengers’ carts, F

The letter was referred to the legis-
lative committee.

The city engineer- reported on the
cost of putting down a permanent
pavement on Broad street from John-
son to Cormorant, and on Pandora
avenue from Douglas to Government.
He said he would like to see wood
blocks on Broad street. The owners
on Pandora avenue had petitioned in
favor of granitoid and he submitted
figures for the same. Some of the al-
dermen thought that the city engineer
should have expressed a definite opin-
ion as to which kind of pavement was
in his judgment the best and then the
council should back him up regardless
of the wishes of the property owners.
This view did not meet with the ap-
proval of tire mfajority of the board, ahd
the section mentioned will be done
with granitoid as requested by the
property owners.

The city engineer and the water com-
missioner reported that in the case of
by-law 25, providing for Ilocal im-
provements on Catherine street and
McPherson and Fullerton streets, the
estimate ran $7,000 short, due to the
fact that pavement on Catherine
street had been widened and extra
rock surfacing work done. The re-
port was adopted and the extra amount
will be paid.

On the suggestion of Ald. Mable the
council at an early date will give con-
sideration to the question of appoint-
ing an independent assessor. It is be-
lieved that such a plan will save much
time, and the work in the assessor’'s
office be expedited.

The contract for the supply of steel
tubes was awarded to J. H. B. Rick-
aby for the sum of $40,928.45. This
contract calls for the Mannesmann’s
seamless spigot and faucet tubes—a
specially coated pipe which is in high
favor with all
such material.

The following works of loca]l im-
provement will be taken in hang at
once, no adverse petitions having been
received:

To grade, tar, macadamize and drain
Craigflower road, from Arm street to
Russell street, and on Russell street,
from Skinner street to Langford street;
permanent sidewalk on the west side
of Douglas street, from Garbally road
to Francis street; grade and tar mac-
adamize Quadra street, from Blanchard
street to Hillside street, and construct
permanent sidewalks on the east side
of Quadra street, from Pandora ave-
nue to Hillside avenue, and on the
west side of Quadra, from Caledonia
avenue to Hillside avenue; permanent
sidewalk on the north side of Michi-
gan street, from Beacon Hill park to
Government street and boulevards,
curbs and gutters on the south side of
Michigan street, from Government
street to Menzies street, and on the
north side from Beacon Hill park to
Menzies street, and grade, drain and
rock-surface said street, from Beacon
Hill park to Menzies street; boule-
vards on both. sides of Government
street, from Michigan street to To-
ronto street, and on the south side of
Belleville street, from Menzies street to
St. John street.

The city engineer reported on
cost of the following works:

Grading, macadamizing and draining
Prince’s avenue, from the city park
easterly to Chambers street with per-
manent sidewalks and boulevards,
curbs and gutters. Total cost, $14,321;
city’s share, $4,636. Permanent walk
on the north side of Pembroke street,
from Cook street westerly to the North
Ward park. Total cost, $1,027; city's
share, $205. Wood block pavement on
Fort street, from Douglas street to
Blancharg street. Total cost, $11,970;
city’s share, $3,990.

R. B. McMicking, local manager of
the B, C. Telephone Company, has
asked the city to prepare plans for the
carrying of the city electric wires in
the subway across the causeway, for
transmission to the head office at Van-
couver. Should the plans be approved
the city will be allowed to use the sub-
way, but not otherwise.

On the suggestion of Ald, Mable, the
city electrician has been instructed to
go ahead and place the necessary con-
duits in the man-holes and connect up
with the wires, the council feeling that

the

engineers requiring |

the city has every right to the use of
the conduit.

It was decided to purchase a water
meter at a cost of $1,278 to register the
amount of water supplied to the munic-
ipality of Oak Bay.

Permission for the use by the local
chess club of one of the rooms in the
Carnegie library was granted on re-
quest by W, Marchant.

The B. C. Electric Railway Com-
pany is willing to erect a waiting room
at its Beacon Hill terminus, and.is de-
sirous that the- city council should se-
lect the site. The company would
prefer to have it on the edge of the
park property. The city engineer will
give the matter attention. The parks
committee will give tfie matter imme-
diate attention.

The honorary president of the Can-
adian Club, of Halifax, wrote asking
for a donation towards the cost of a
national memorial which is to be erect-
ed at Halifax. The matter was left in
the hands of the mayor.

NARROW ESCAPE
OF SIX HUNDRED

SPECIAL TRAIN RAN
INTO HERD OF CATTLE

C. P. R. Express Nearly
Wrecked at Ramsey—
Three Injured.

Winnipeg, Oct. 19.—Hair-breadth es-
capes from death were experienced by
those on the special train ecarrying
passengers from the Empress of Ire-
land in an accident that occurred at
9.45 a.m. Saturday morning at Ramsey,
a few miles east of Chapeau, on the
C.P.R. The train dashed at thirty
miles an hour into a herd of cattle be-
ing driven along the line. The engineer
first saw the animals when within a
hundred yards of them. He clapped on
the air-brakes and yelled to the fire-
man to save himself, and they both
leaped for their lives. The small wheels
of the engine mounted the animals, de-
railing the train, which travelled for
some distance over the ties, the six
hundred passengers being shaken up
like peas in a box.

One baggage car was sent hurtling
off the track to the left, where it was
embedded in the soft earth op its end.
The next car, a colonist, packed with
second-class passengers, ;. wds dashed
dewn the bank, and the scene in its
interior, passengers say, beggared de-
scription. Women angd.children were
thrown from one end of the car to the
other. Every window was smashed,
seats were torn yp, while top bunks
came crashing down.

‘When the crew of the train and many
willing helpers succeeded in rescuing
the inmates of the carriage, contrary
to their expectations, it was found that
but three were seriously irijured:

J. R. Stanners, of London, England,
was severely cut about the face; T.
Eady, of Wicksworth, Derbyshire, had
his face terribly cut; Miss I.. Woolley,
Liverpool, was suffering from serious
injury to the back. Eighteen others
were hurt more or less.

The report of the executive commit-
tee was presented.Ah& committee re-
ported that“they had met six times
during the year, and gave a general
outline of the work done.

The committee offered a resolution
of appreciation of the past work of
Canon Beanlands, who recently re-
signed his charge to proceed to a
similar charge in England. The report
also stated that Architect J. C. M.
Keith had been requested to look over
the plans for the new cathedral with
2 view of bringing the cost within
$150,000.

The missions board reported a num-
ber of resignations and appointments
made, and announced that the South
Saanich and Cedar Hill distriets had
now made up the arrears which had
been standing for some time.

“Notice,—On receipt of $1 we will
send, securely sealed, a beautifully
bound book of over 400 pages of good
things, Every sport should read it;
the most wonderful book ever writ-
tén; prohibited in wmany countries;
French and English translations. Send
at once. J. D.,, 8 East Side postoffice,
Vancouver, B, C.”

Among those who sent for the vol-
ume was William Black, He did not
know what to expect in return for his
dollar. Least of all he expected to re-
ceive a Bible. Yet when it did come
he saw at a glance that he had been
“stung,” notwithstanding that the
book is the most wonderful ever writ-
ten. So Mr. Black made complaint to
Mr. Greenfield of the postoffice depart-
ment, and an officer went out and took
the ingenious advertiser to jail.

In the police court yesterday the case
was remanded till to-day. A careful
reading of the advertisement shows
that Lambert without doubt “made
good” everything in the ad.

Just how extensive a business Lam-
bert has done is unknown to the post-
office department, but it is presumed
that he quite flooded the city with the
good book, and probably placed it
where it never would have been placed
except for the wording of the adver-
tisement,

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GERMAN SPIES AT
WORK IN FRANCE

ARRESTS MADE OF
MEMBERS OF GANG

— e

Military Secrets Supposed to
Be Sought for Kaiser’s
Government.

Paris, Oct. 20.—The police of this city
are watching the Paris headquarters
of a set of men believed to be at the
head of a gigantic spying organization
in the pay of the German war office.
The recent arrest at Rheims of seven
men and three women, thought to be
a part of this gang, practically clinched
the government case against the
bureau in question, according to auth-
orities,

Troussier, one of the Rheim’s ar-
rests, admitted that he was in the em-
ploy of a man named Koch, living in
Strasburg. He had been asked to sup-
ply parts of a recoil back of a certain
sort of gun, and was at the time look-
ing for a suitable deserter from the
artillery branch of the service in order
to hire him to assist in the work.

The correspondence seized at the
houses of the seven men contained the
most conclusive evidence, however.
From the documents feund there it ap-
pears that a well organized band is
working in France delivering over to
the Germans every military secret
worth knowing. Arrests are expected.

OBJECT TO LEAK.
Court of Inquiry to Find Out Who Gave
Away Secrets.

Honolulu, Oct. 20.—A court of naval in-
quiry is being held at the U. 8. naval
station to ascertain who among the oper-
ators of the federal wireless system al-
lowed certain figures regarding the
speed tests of the Pacific fleet cruisers to
“leak,” with the result that the speed
made by the different vessels fell into
the hands of one of the local papers and
was published. In the eyes of the govern-
ment this is a serious offence. A number
of witnesses have been examined, includ-
ing Manager Balch, of the wireless com-
pany. .

NOTICE TO MARINERS.

Change in Fog Alarm,

On October 1st, 1909, the steam fog
horn heretofore maintained at Car-
manah station, west coast of Vancouver
Island, will be replaced ‘by ‘a diaphone,
operated with air, compressed by an
oil engine.

The diaphone will, during thick or
fogey weather, give three blasts of
two seconds each, with intervals of
two seconds between them, in each
minute, as follows: EBlast, 2 seconds;
silent, 2 seconds; blast, 2 seconds; si-
lent, 2 seconds; blast, 2 seconds; sil-
lent interval, 50 seconds.

The fog alarm building is a square
wooden struoture, painted white, It
stands where the old fog horn building
stood, in front of and below the light-
house. The diaphone is elevated 127
feet above high water mark.

Uncharted Rock.

Maurice McMicken, Esq., owner and
master of the yacht Lotus, reports the
existence of an uncharted rock in ¥an-
guard bay, Jervis inlet, which dries
three feet and is not marked by kelp.

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TERRIBLE TYPHOON
ON CHINESE COAST

Much Loss of Life and Ship-‘
ping Destroyed—Commu-
nication Cut Off.

London, Oct. 20.—Hundreds of per-
sons have been killed and much ship-
ping destroyed by a typhoon which
swept the Chinese coast, according to
dispatches received here to-day from
Macao, a Portuguese port near Hong-
kong.

All commuynication is out of commis-
sion and the damage done in the in-
terior cannot be learned. Several small
coast towns are reported to have been
t tally destroyed.

The tale of destruction by typhoons
on the Chinesg coast is almost an an-
nual affair. Already this year news
has been received by mail of ‘a good!
deal of destruction - from the same/
cause. The shipping was interfered
with, small craft were destroyed and
there was considerable loss of life. No
particulars of the latest disaster will
be received until communication is
once more established on the Chinese
coast.

TO LINK ISLANDS
BY WIRELESS STATIONS

Big International Scheme Pro-
posed for South
Seas.

On the arrival of the steamer Aoran-
gi a month ago the Times reported that
there was a scheme on hand to link
the islands of the Pacific by means of
a wireless telegraphy system. This
news was confirmed yesterday by ad-
vices received from Melbourne by the
steamer Marama. A dispatch from that
city to the Sydney Morning Hepald
gives the proposal in detail as follows:

“Various suggestions have been made
from time to time for the establish-
ment of a system of wireless telegraphy
among the islands of the Pacific. The
aid of the Commonwealth, as well as
that of other governments, has been
sought in each case. The latest pro-
posal, which is on an ambitious and
comprehensive scale, is likely to share
the fate of its predecessors in failing
to obtain permanent support from the
nations interested—Germany, France,
and the British Empire, All have pos-
sessions within the area which it is
proposed to serve, and which impinges
upon the north-eastern coast of Aus-
tralia. !

“When the secretary for external af-
fairs. (Mr. Atlee Hunt) was in Fiji he
had a consultation, wjth the  British
commissioner for the Western Pacific
(Sir Everard Im Thurm) on the matter.
The British commissioner was not dis-
posed to look favorably upon control
by subsidised private enterprise of a
system whose uses would be se large-
ly national, but rather inclined to re-
commend the British government to
take up the proposals as a state con-
cern: After going fully into the mat-
ter, Mr. Hunt concurred in' the view
which is now understobd to be shared
by the Commhonwealth ministers, Sug-
gestions for an international control
have been considered, their chief re-
commendation being that a system in-
cluding the possessions of other na-
tions in the Pacific was financially a
better proposal than a purely British
series of wireless stations.

“These proposals, however, have come
to nothing, as it is considered desirable
to keep the control of any system in the
hands of Great Britain and her domin-
ions.

“A system which has now been work-
ed out has rendered it possible to es-
tablish communication between the
various islands under British and Brit-
ish-Colonial control without assistance
from stations on foreign soil. The sta-
tions under this proposa] would be- at
Southport, (Queensland), Port Moresby
(Papua), the Solomon Islands, Ocean
Tonga, Raratonga, and Doubtless Bay
(New Zealand), each station being
within communicable distance of one
another, Other schemes  which = have
been previously put forward have been
rejected because this necessary con-
dition was not fulfilled. It is fairly
certain the inevitable system of wire-
less telegraphy in the Western Pacific
will be under British eontrol. Joint
action by Great Britain, Australia, and
New Zealand, being part of the scheme.
Australian action for the immediate
future, however, is likely to be restrict-
ed to the establishment of “wireless”
stations on our own coast, The sum of
£20,000 which has been provided on the
estimates for this purpose will be
wholly absorbed by the two stations,
which it is proposed to erect, one -at
Fremantle and one at Sydney.

“There is still a good deal of con-
troversy as to the merits of the dif-
ferent types of ‘wireless’” apparatus,
and the Federal government desires
to inform itself more fully on the point
before launching any extensive pro-
jects. When it is armed with knowledge
which will be born of practica]l experi-
ence, the Commonwealth will take steps
to inaugurate “the wider system of
linking up Australia with those por-
tions of the Pacific in which she has
a great and growing interest.”

After lying becalmed for four days
at the entrance to the Straits, sealing
schooner Pescawha, Captain Bert Bal-
com, arrived in port last night with
440 sealskins and two otter pelts which
with the 438 sealskins before landed
makes a total catch for the season for
the vessel of 878 seal and two otter. Her
officers ‘'say that she would have taken
from forty to fifty more ottér had she
not been prevented from hunting by
the American revenue cutter Bear,
which sealed her guns in the neighbor-
hood of Chirakoff island.

The Pescawha brought reports from
the other sSealers which she spoke
shortly before leaving Behring Sea,
from which the following table of
catches is compiled:

Seals—Pescawha, 878; Eva Marie, 408;
Thomas F. Bayard, 771; Vera (about),
730; Jessie (arrived), 542. Total, 3,329.

Sea otter—Pescawha, 2; Thomas F.
Bayard, 6; Eva Marie, 2; Jessie, 8.
Total, 18.

The sociely also has asked Dr. Cook
for his data, but the Brooklyn ex-
plorer already has promised to let the
faculty of the University of Copen-
hagen make the first examination.

Y.M.C.A. Wil Use New System in Al
Classes This Season,

W. G. Findlay, physical instructor of

the Y.M.C.A., has introduced a new
system into athletics in ' Victoria
known as the “athletic indoor  test.”
This is being used- in  all - of the
classes of the- association, the business
men’s, young men’s, employed boys,
students. intermediates and juniors.
The test consists of three standing
broad jumps, rope climbing, 12-pound
shot putting and the high jump.
’ The first test of the. three standing
broad pumps in the young men’s class
was held last evening. The distance
which must be jumped in this event in
order to qualify is 21 ft. 2 in. Follow-
ing is a list of those who were suc-
cessful last night, and their distances:
E. Harrison, 26 ft. 8 in.; F. Carne, 26
ft. 61 in.; E. Crompton, 23 ft. 10% in.;

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DR. SAMSON ON
ANNUITIES

ADDRESSED GATHERING
AT INSTITUTE HALL

Federal Government Lecturer
Will Likely Speak Here
Again.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Dr. Samson, who has been engaged
by the federal government to tour the
Dominion of Canada and explain the
old-age annuity question, spoke on this
subject in Institute hall last evening.
Dr. Samson said that he thought the
bad weather had kept a large number
away, and that he hoped to lecture in
this city again, and then there would
probably be a much larger audience.
He hoped that his words would convey
some message to those present. Alex.
Wilson acted as chairman throughout
the evening.

Dr. Sampson claims that ne country
in the world has come so
solving the great problem of provid-
ing for the old age of its inhabitants
as Canada has done in the Annuity
act fathered by Sir Richard Cartwright.
He explained that it 18 no pension

scheme, That Canadians needed no old |

age pensions, he said, had been agreed
to without discussion by both parties
when. the bill was-introduced, and no
discussion on this score had been nec-
essary. Both sides of the house had
agreed that every man in Canada can
provide for himself and his  family,
and that every man can provide for his
old age.

He addressed himse} in the first
place to the wage earner who can save
a small amount weekly, from one dol-
1ar to two dollars. In a number of hum-
orous illustrations he showed what
might be done with this small saving.
It could be carried in the pocket or
stowed away in the house, it might
be put in the bank but it might be
withdrawn. It might even be put in
the post office savings bank, an in-
stitution which he eulogized highly but
it might be withdrawn from there with
a month’s noticé. Many a man, he
said, had saved $300 or $400 and placed
it in the bank as a fund for his old
age, only to take it out for unfore-
seen expenses or for speculation, Rare-
ly, if ever, was it replaced, The gov-
ernment, he said had simply made one
more place for the savings, a place
where it had to remain until the de-
positor had in mxind when putting it
away. Nowhere “else oh earth, he de-
clared can an annuity be bought on
the terms now offered under the sys-
tem of the Canadian government,

An annuity he explained, is an ar-
rangement made. with a company or
a country (never with a private indi-
vidual) to pay in a certain sum of
moneyv .in any matter Jecided upon,
with the understanding that at a cer-
tain time a man ceases paying and be-
gins to draw out his money, If he then
lives as many years as he has a right
to expect to live, according to the
death .rate of the country, when he
dies he wil] have drawn out all the
money he ever had in and all the in-
terest on-it, barring expenses. In the
Canadian Annuities system, the inter-
est is four per cent. compounded every
year and there are no expenses. The
entire expense down to the smallest
item, is paid out of the general funds
of the whole country as a bonus of
encouragement from the whole people
of Canada "to those who may choose
to make “provision for old age. Once
a man reaches the period of his an-
nuity, he continues to draw every
ninety days as long as he lives, and if
he dies, the government returns to his
family, and to no one else, all -the
money he has paid in with interest
compounded at three per cent, from the
day his account was opened. The an-
nuity is inalienable and has the whole
resources of the country as a guaran-
tee. No execution, or judgment, or tax
collector can touch a dollar of it. No
man loses his investment by neglecting
his payments, His annuity only be-
comes smaller through his neglect. No
deposit once made can be withdrawn
until the date of maturity, the idea
being that in a serious moment the
man has set this money aside for a
holy and specific purpose and the gov-
ernment wilj carry out his plan as far
as possible.

Anyone can buy an annuity, from the
age of five to seventy-five, No annuity
is payable until the age of fifty-five is
reached, but any later -age can be
named, and the later the larger the
annuity will be. No annuity, under
the system adopted, can be less than
$50 per year, nor more than $600.. The
payments can be made in any way
monthly, quarterly or yearly, and they
need not be kept up. In any event the
full amount paid in, with interest, will
be returned. If on reaching the age of
55, the annuity would amount to less
than $50 no annuity will be paid but
the whole amount with interest will
be returned. Anyone living in Canada
may purchase an annuity, and so per-
fect is the system that no known eir-
cumstance can arise that is not pro-
vided for.

Dr. Sampson quoted a number of
figures showing the results of certain
payments, commenced at different
ages. He explained that pamphlets
and tables containing all the needed
information may be had from any
postmaster in the Dominion. He stated
that the scheme has already met with
great success, Over a quarter of a
million dollars has already been de-
posited, but he believes that the great-
est good of the system will be in the
building up of the people in habits of
saving and in steering the young men
of Canada in a path that will make
men and real citizens of them.

Comparing the Canadian Annuities
system with the English pension sys-
tem, Dr. Sampson drew a vivid pic-
ture. In England the man who desires
to go on the pension roll must go he-
fore a court committee and prove that
he is seventy years old, that he is a
British subject, that he has been in
the country for the past twenty years
except when absent on his regular em-
ployment, that he has never heen a
loafer, that he has never excepted char-
ity, that he has never committed any
offence against the law and that all
bis income from any source is less
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than $109 a year. He then becomes en~
titled to $1.25. It his income is a little
more he is éntitled to only one-fifth of
that sum. If a boy of fifteen in Canada
will save ten cents a day for one single
year and deposit it in the government
annuities, he will receive an annual
payment while he lives beyond seventy
years, $35 a year more than any man in
Britain will ever receive under the
famous English pension fund,

Dr. Sampson concluded his address
with a series of inimitably entertaining
anecdotes illustrating the uncertain-
ties of life, even in a rich country like
Canada, and the absolute necessity of
every man providing for his eld age,
As a story teller he has few equals
among the most noted lecturers and
he swayed his hearers from tears to
laughter for an hour, He made an
urgent plea for the young men of Can-
ada, voicing his conviction that the
annuities system will inculcate habits
of thrift and saving that will make
men of loafers and good citizens of
carelass, pleasure-seeking youths.

PINK SALMON IS
FINDING FAVOR

Jobbers Holding This Year’s
Sockeye for Higher
Prices.

The conditions in the salmon market
this season are unusual, says Deeming
& Gould of Chicago. Packers of
Alaska red salmon are practically out

of the 1909 pack and there is no sock-
eye to be had from first hands. We
have tried to buy Alaska reds on the
basis of present market quotations, but
have been unsuccessful. Stocks of red
salmon of all kinds may be said to be
in the hands of jobbers, and in my
opinion it is only a question of time
when the market will work up to a
point which will be the highest touch~
ed in the history of the business,

The pack of pink salmon on Puget
Sound I estimate at not over: 350,000
cases, and at a rough guess I should
say that the tota] pack of pink and
other low grades for the season of
1909 did not exceed 650,000 cases. Out
of this a considerable part has been
sold already. From now on buyers of
salmon will do well to keep in mind
the fact that the low grades furnish
the only available supply. We wil] re-
quire a considerably larger stock than
we how have to meet the wants of the
trade before-any of the 1910 pack will
be ready for distribution. A feature
of the pink salmon situation is to be
found in the fact that there has been a
larger consumption of that grade in
all sections of the country than ever
before. We have been selling pink
salmon in the north as well as in the
south and southwest. This in itself is
evidence that the buyers are in need
of salmon, and while it is true that
there have been no large sales the fact
that we are having a demand ' at all
for pink salmon is prima facie evidernce
that people are eating the fish., We
have withdrawn from the market as
zellers of pink salmon at 68c., New
York. Our supplies in Norfolk ' Phil-
adelphia and Boston have been cleaned
up. We will bring the market stock to
Norfolk. At present the market for
pink salmon on the Coast in 60c. f.o.b.
Coast, equivalent to 75c. laid down at
New York by sailing vessel.

FOURTH LECTURE
BY VICTORIAN

MISS CAMERON SHOWS
HER POPULARITY

Drew Good Crowd at Congre-
gational Church Last
Night.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Agnes Deans ‘Cameron gave her
fourth lecture in Victoria last night in
the Congregational church, Pandora
avenue, the meeting being presided
over. by Rev. Herman A. Carson. The
subject of the lecture was “Wheat, the
Wizard of the North,” and the lec-
turer began her address with the
statement that whoever causes two
grains of wheat to grow where one
grew before deserves better of man-
kind than the whole race of politicians
put together.

Miss Cameron gave some new and
striking information regarding the ex-
tent of the wheat-growing area in Cen-
tral Canada, dwelling at some length
upon the present and potential modes
of egress from this great prairie plain,
which she designated “the bursting
granary of Canada,” It was shown
that the St. Lawrence and Great Lakes
exit is inadequate as a leading funnel
through which to pour Canada's prai-
rie wheat.

Some very illuminating facts were
given regarding Hudson Bay—its size,
the richness of its shores, and its
splendid adaptability as a channe] for
sending the wheat of Canada to the
hungry centres of the Old World. It
was shown that every province in Can-
ada benefits by the wheat crop, Brit-
ish Columbia perhaps more than al] of
them, as the money made in wheat is
used by the prairie people as a me-
dium of exchange for the natural] pro-
ducts' of our province, our timber, fish
and fruit. Attention was drawn to the
fact that already Calgary is sending
her wheat to the Orient by way of
British Columbia, and it is a well-
known fact that the people who make
their money in the wheat fields look
forward to spending it on the sunny
slopes of Vancouver Island, a favorite
expression of Winnipegers being that
they hope some day to go to heaven,
but they are going to Victoria.

Miss Cameron’s oft-reiterated truth
of the unity and solidarity of the prov-
inces .of .Canada was again forced
home, “We are all members of one
body corporate, and must rise or fall
together.” The whole lecture was large
and broad in its. scope, rather than
provincigl, _and left the hearers bet-
ter Canadians for having listened to it.

Striking statistics were given show-
ing the wonderful development of Win-
nipeg during the Jast decade, and an
appeal was made for generous support
of the world’s /fair to be held in that
buckle of the wheat-belt in the year
1912.

A gpecial trrbute was paid to the
much-malighed railway kings, whom
thke Jecturer presented as pathfinders
and makers of empire. The great
trans-continental lines of the C.P.R,
Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian
Northern are steel spines leading the
Canadian-in-the-rough to a land of op-
portunity, where he can make inde-
pendence for himself and affluence for
his children.

Coming nearer home, Miss Cameron
showed views exemplifying the won-
derful productiveness of the soil of our
proyince, ending a most interesting
evening’s discourse with views of
Queen Charlotte Islands, which she
characterized as British Columbia’s
unknown outpost, “the Island Empire
of to-morrow.” Rich in anthracite coal,
superb timber, rich ore and fertile
lands, and set in a sea literally swarm-
ing* with lucrative food fishes, the
Queen Charlottes will in the year 1910
be much-in-the eyes of astute ones who
to-day are centering their attention on
the rich outpost of empire.

At the close of the lecture, amid the
applause of the audience, the Rev.
Herman A. Carson introduced an in-
novation by presenting Miss Cameron
with a fine cock pheasant, a token of
appreciation from some unnamed ad-
mirer. The' substitution of fauna for
flora, pheasant instead of chrysanthe-
mums, brought a pleased smile to the
face of the recipient.

STATES POLICY

was to be heard stories of would-be
settlers going in to districts like the
Nechaco and Bulkeley valleys, only to
be disappointed in their desire to se-
cure lands. This policy of the provin-
cial government did more to retard
the province and give it a black eye
than anything else could.

Senator Bostock pointed out . the
value the Crow’s Nest Pass railway
had been in the opening up ' of tpe
Boundary country, a railway Dbuilt
through the energy and foresight of
the Dominion government and opposed
by the Conservative party. The con-
struction of telephone lines in the in-
terior, aids to navigation and many
other works, showed the aggressive
policy of the Laurier government in
developing this province.

In introducing the leader of the op-
position the chairman paid a grace-
ful tribute to his predecessor, J. A.
Macdonald, K. C. The country could
not have too many men of the highest
qualifications, Mr. Jackson said. The
policies of Mr. Macdonald would vin-
dicate themselves in due time and
show to the people what their true loss
had been. But although Mr, Macdon-
ald had retired he was succeeded by
an equally promising and good and
staunch and faithful leader. (Ap-
plause.) He -had the experience of
middle-age with the energy and en-
thusiasm of youth, a man of the peo-
ple and a worker, from his youth up
connected with the foundation indus-
try of all lands, a man whose sheer
merit had raised him from the ranks
to the leadership of a great party, a
man whom all could trust and who
was already a terror to his opponents.

The Leader Cheered.

Mr. Oliver was greeted with a storm
of cheers and applauge, which lasted
for a couple of minutes. There was
no mistaking the great popularity of
the member for Delta.

The leader began by saying that no
one but those who had had the pleas-
ure of working with Mr, Macdonald
could appreciate his sterling worth and
integrity as leader “0of a great party,
now in opposition, it was true, but a
party standing for policies so popular
that the government had adopted sev-
eral of them—even after voting them
down in the House. While the public
life of British Columbia had lost a great
deal there was every reason to believe
that Mr. Macdonald would be trans-
ferred to a sphere of usefulness where
he would be an honor not only to Brit-
ish Columbia, but the Dominjon. (Ap-
plause,)

‘“We have come to what is probably
a critical time in the history of Brit-
ish Columbia,” continued Mr, Oliver.
“Prosperity has been held baek for a
generation owing to mal-administra-
tion ‘'on one hand and inefficiency of
the public men of the province on the
other. The natural wealth of ‘the prov-
ince has been parcelled out to individ-
uals and corporations without corres-
ponding benefit to the province. I am
accused of finding fault all the time.
There has been so much to find fault
with that there has been little time to
devote to the discussion of a policy of
progress. For six years past the Lib-
eral representatives have been urging
on the McBride governmént popular
measures but that government did not
rise to superior policies, did not have
enough faith to pursue an aggressive
and progressive policy, They have spent
their time in collecting revenue and
satisfying their friends, As collectors
of revenue they have been successful

‘in that the growing up of the west

has created a large demand, especially
for timber and fish, and this has fur-
nished employment to many and inci-
dentally brought in a large revenue to
the provincial exchequer. The extent
to which the prosperity of the middle
west affects ours was shown two years
ago, when a poor crop led to stagna-
tion of trade and the shutting dewn of
mills here. The prosperity of to-day is
due to the actions of the Dominion
government in getting the prairies set-
tled.
How Not to Settle Country.

“What is our provincial government
doing to get British Columbia settled
or developed? We have a province im-
mensely rich in timber, minerals and
fish and we have thousands of acres
of fine agricultural land. What is the
government doing? We had surveys
in 1907, again in 1908 and this year
they have been continued but :where
is the information gathered on these
surveys? I went to the Bureau of In-
formation the other day and from that
to the department of lands and finally
to the surveyor general;, only to.be told
that the surveyors’ reports of the sur-
veys: made in 1907 and 1908 were not
available up to this date, nor the maps
nor any reliable information. Is it any
wonder we do not get settlers into the
prouince?

“That is not the way to do it. Hun-
dreds of miles along the line of the
Grand Trunk Pacific the land has been
sold to speculators, who hold it for an
advance in price, and before the
actual settler gets on there to make
use of that land he has to satisfy the
rapacious demands of these men.

“It is not possible to secure settlers
while this is so. British Columbia land
does not appeal to many, there being
so much-land on the prairies where all
a man has to do is run his plough
along and get a crop. We must offer
some inducements to get settlers here
and we cénnot expect to get them
while the MecBride government treats
them as it does.

Lang for Actual Settler.

“I have always stood for giving the
man who will use the lang free access
to the soil. (Cheers.)

“I noticed in the Colonist an article
pointing out ‘that the land given in
consideration of railway building was
equal in value to $120,000 per mile for
every mile built, If you go back .several
years you will find that same news-
paper advocating the giving of 20,000
acres of the lands of this province, as
well: as $5,000, for each mile to another
railway. It 'is said that consistency
is a jewel; evidently the Colonist has
no jewels in its office. (Hear, hear.)
This province has abandoned the Do-
minion policy of giving the settler not
~uly the land but the timber to help
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him pay for clearing “it. If the Do-
minion government is giving land free
to people who will use it they are
more generous than our government,
which makes the settler pay a dollar
an acre for the land and then he can-
not make a move in connection with
it but they charge him for.

“If the Liberal party is placed in
power we will offer every inducement
to men to go onh the soil. We will say
to them: ‘Here is the land; you can
have it on condition you go on it, live
on it and cultivate it. g

Hindering Industries,

“The policy of the McBride govern-
ment in regard to our natural resources
is as bad. We have raw materials to
build up one of the greatest manufac-
turing countries in the world, and that
raw material is being shipped to the
American side for treatment instead
of being treated at home. Why? Be-
cause our coal operators are allowed
to sell their product for foreign con-
sumption at less than home consump-
tion, to the stifling of manufacturing
here and the building up of indus-
tries outside. 5

“A’government that realized its re-
sponsibilities would very quickly put
legislation on the statute-books which |
would enable our people to purchase
that on as favorable terms as for-
eigners can in our own markets.” (Ap-
plause.)

Mr, Oliver went on to deal with the
need of municipalities for larger rev-
enue and the Liberal proposal that
they be given power to collect the per-
sonal taxes now taken by the provin-
cial government, and which the Mec-
Bride government declines to give up.

Right Kind of “Better Terms.”

Speaking of better terms he com-
pared the financial statement prepared
by the government and that prepared
by the auditor-general of Canada,,
pointing out that the former under-
stated the expenditure of the Dominion
government in this province in 32 years
by twenty-five and a half million dol-
lars. This might not be much for the
McBride government but it was quite
a lot for the.people of British Co-
lumbia. In other words the premier
had mis-stated the financial account of
the province with the Dominion by that !
large sum. Was a government making
such a mistake in a simple sum in
arithmetic capable of handling the af-
fairs of a province? The Prior govern- |
ment had taken a statesmanlike atti-|
tude in 1903, the view that we had re- |
sources which would give us all the
money we needed if we could only de-
velop them.

The Domin-
ion government, in providing sub-
sidies, showed it was willing to give
better terr'ns.

“The policy of the provincial Lib-
erals is to co-operate with,the Do-
minion in securing all the railway con-
struction necessary for the develop-
ment of the province. Is the Domin-
ion going to take a slap in the face
from the McBride government—for
this is what our friends over the Bay
will propose. They will propose the
building of the Canadian Northern.
Now the Canadian Northern has no
Dominion- subsidy. If Mr. McBride's
government declines to assist roads
subsidized by the Dominion because
the Dominion has subsidized them, is he
geing to be able to dictate to the gov-
ernment at Ottawa and get 4 subsidy
fcr Mackenzie & Mann for a line his
government is assisting?

Money Well Spent,

“As to assistance to railways, I hon-
esi'y believe if we gave half of what
the Dominion does we would be giving
araterial aid, but suppose we give $5,000
a mile, that would be five millions for
ore thousand miles of railway, and we
would have all these roads now sub-
sidized by the Dominion under con-
struction in a very short time. The
interest and sinking fund charge on
that at 5 per cent. would be $250,000 a
year, and the adoption of that policy
would mean the bringing to the prov-
ince of some fifty or sixty millions in
expediture on - construction, besides
nearly as much more in capital for new
industries.

‘““We propose to co-operate with the

He showed how
the sagaciocus and statesmanlike policy
of Hon. -Cifford Sifton was not only
building up the middle west, but was
giving to British Columbia a home
market, illimitable in extent, The land
policy. of Mr. Sifton was what had
made British Columbia prosperous,
and enabled the provincial govern-
ment to secure a handsome revenue.
This was a policy which the Conser-
vative party had opposed bitterly. Mr.
Oliver showed his sagacity in desiring
here to carry out a strong land policy
and secure the settling up of the pro-
vince. .

It had been shown by Mr. Oliver that
the McBride government had done
nothing to assist in railway develop-
ment, whereas on the other hand the
Dominion Liberal government had
subsicized lines which would open up
and develop large sections of the pro-
vince.

To the railway policy of the Domin~
ion the Conservatives offered the same

'steady opposition as to the land policy,

His Wife Alleges that South-
ern Republic Will Take
His Life.

De Lara, according to his wife, act-
ed as Turner’s guide through the coun-
try of President Diaz, and assisted
him in gathering data for his magazine
articles. As a . result of this, she states,
the Mexican government is determined
upon revenge,

De Lara is confined to-day in the Los
Angeles county jail as a federal pris-
oner, A representative of the United
Press was denied permission to inter-
view the prisoner on the ground that
such 'permission would have to be se-
cured through the channels of the im-
migration department in Washington,
from which the orders for the arrest of
De Lara came. A request for his per-
mission was denied:by the immigra-
tion officials on the ground of ‘pos-
sible international complications.”

According to Mrs. de Lara, her hus-
band accompanied Turner on a long
tour through Mexico, pointing out to
him the wrongs for which he held the
Diaz administration responsible. De
Lara completed the trip in disguise and
was not recognized in the Mexican re-
public. .
