The half yearly report of the Grand
Trunk railway was issued late yesterday
afternoon. The gross receipts are shown
to be £1,722,491; working expenses were
£1,162,568, which is at the rate of -67.9
per cent.,, compared with 71.34 per cent.
last year. The net traffic receipts were
£555;422; the net revenue £654,394.- Pas-
senger receipts decreased 0.92 per. cent.,
while mainland express réceipts increas-
ed £456. Freight on live stock decreas-
ed 12,047 tons, but receipts therefor show
an increase of 1.49 per cent. compared
with 1896, The directors express no
opinion ‘as to the past, present or future
of the company, neither do they: say
whether the ficcumulated deficits will be
funded or gradually liguidated from the
earnings of the road. An act lately ob-
tained from the Dominion parliament is
printed in full.

A resoliution giving additional borrow-
ing powers under the act referred to is
proposed : for the ‘consideration of the
directors at- their next meeting. The
directors are exceedingly hopeful.” They
expect a ‘surplus of £200,000 at the close
of the year, : The question is being seri-
ously .discussed as to whether it would
be adyisable to pay dividends or debts.
London financial journals commend the
present management, and assert that the
economy exercised accounts for the pre-
sent prosperous condition of the Grand
Trunk railway. j

Maintains Her Determination to Ex-
clude Russia and Japan from
Sealing Conference.

This Strong Attitude Assumed at the
> Request of the Dominion
of Canada.

“Tiondon, Oct. "B2The" offielals of 'thé
British foreign office have communicated
with the United States ambassador,
Col. John 'Hay, the final decision‘of the
government, to- the effect that Great
Britain must refuse to take part in any
sealing . conference with representatives
of Russia and AJapan.

The British government _asserts its
willingmess: to confer-with the United
States alone, but insists that  Russia
and Japan are not interested in. the
Behring Sea seals to a degree entitling
them to representation at the confer-
ence.

The British' government does not sug-
gest any date for the conference with
‘the United States, .and it is thought prob-
able in London that * Great Britain's
withdrawal will result in two meetings,
one ‘between thé United States, Russia
and Japan, and the other between the
Jnited States; Great Britain and' Can-
ada. :

It cannot be too strongly reiterated
that the withdrawal of Great Britain
from the Washington conference is due
to Candda’s- insistence, and until Can-
adian officials ‘informed the foreign of-
fice officials here of Canada’s objeetions

to the ‘meeting of representativesof Rus-
sia and Japan, Great Britain fully in-
tended to enter the conference.

HOT IN CHICAGO

VUnprecedentedly Warm Weather Being
Experienced—All October
Records Broken.

Dense Smoke From Forest Fires Add
to the Discomfort—Danger
to Navigation. \

Chieago, Ill., Oct. 5.—Extremely hot
weather for the month of October is
now prevailing in this section, During
the past 24 hours the thermometer in
this city went up to 86 degrees, and ac-
ebrding to thé signal service records this
is the highest point that has been regis-
tered for the month of October'in 27
vears, A dense smoke aggravated the
conditions. A

two months everything is dry as tinder,
and forest and prairie fires are numer-
ous.

*“As far as Manitoba is concerned, the
yield of wheat this year is disappointing
in the number of bushels per acre.
yield will not ameunt to more than
fourteen or. fifteen bushels to the acre
on the average, but the guality of the
wheat is of a. higher grade than ever be-
fore; and-with the high price it is gen-
erally ‘admitted that the farmers will
derive more from the present than from
any previous wheat crop.

“Manitoba has been paying its debts
very . satisfactorily during last years.
This is the third good crop the province
has had, and in consequence it now oc-
cupies a ‘very stropg position financial-
byeh 2 i* 2
‘“The improved condition of the farms
and farm buildings, and the improve-
ments pf all kinds in Manitoba compared
with ‘five years ago, when I last visited
the west, were such as to astonish me.

“Phe same signs of progress and pros.
perity ‘were to be noticed in the various
prair.e towns springing up in Manitoba.

“Ag to the future of that province, I
do not thing there is any kind of a doubt
about it.. I feel that Manitoba is on as
good a finaucial basis as any one of the
other provinces,

“The day has passed for a discussion
as to whether or not agriculture in that
province is.a success. Too many of the
Manitoba .agriculturists, however, are
still purely wheat farmers, just as g few
years ago in the south all were purely
cotton . growers. You do not yet see
around the houses in Manitoba veg.etable
gardens and ponltry and other accom-
paniments to farm life that are visible
in Ontario.”

To the Bditor: As you say that ref-
erences to my ‘‘position as an Ameri-
can citizen” are proper in your news-
paper, it is perhaps well that your

readers should know the truth. I am
pot an -American citizen, In:April, 1891,
I went to the State of ‘Washington in-
tending to reside there, and on applying
for admission to the bar of that state
declared my intention of becoming a:citi-
zen, In August, 1892, I abandoned my

" jntention of remaining in the United
States and devoted much of my leisure
to a study of British Columbia with the
intention of coming to this province at
the earliest opportunity.. When, there-
fore, the time came when I_might have
become a citizen of the United “States,
I dedined to do so, although I thereby

exposed myself to much adverse criti-
cism and to opposition which at one time
threatened to deprive me of my liveli-
hood. This was particularly acute at
the time the Venezuelan question was
to the front. When the fact that I plac-
ed certain old MSS. at the disposal of
the British government instead of Pres-
ident Cleveland’s commission called for
a great deal of furious denunciation. : §
may add that I received the thanks of
Her Majesty’s government.

If it will strengthen your posmon in
regard to me in the slightest particular I
will say that if I had determined to re-
main permanently in the United States
I would have become a citizen of that
country, for T believe that a man who
goes to reside in a country and receives
the benefit of its laws should aceept to
the fullest extent the privileges and re-
sponsibilities of citizenship.

Well, then,
we have our Mr. Lugrin nicely settled
in Washington in 1891, having under
oath declared his intention of renouncing
“forever Queen Victoria and all her Bri-
tannic works, and declared his boha fide
intention of standing by Uncle Sam. In
Angust, 1892, a mighty change comes
over the spirit of his dream; he aban-
dons his iutentiong and refuses to be-
come a citizen of These States, a course
svhich meets with the disapprobation of
the Americans in Seattle. So hot in-
deed did they make it for him that, goad-
ed to.action by a rather coarse and de-
«cidedly silly utterance of Governor Me-|
Graw, Mr. Lugrin published a card in |
the Seattle Times of April, 1896—be it ;
remembered he remained in the States
all that time after abandoning his inten-
tion of becoming a citizen, and although
he says in that card: 6 “I believe it to be
the duty of every man who enjoys the
protection of the laws of a country to ac-
cept the responsibilities of citizenship.”
We quote from the card: “I was born
in New Brunswick, where my father’s
family resided for four generations, the
‘first of the name to settle there being
Simeon Lugrin, of Romain Motiere,
Canton de Vaud, Switzerland.

TO ADVERTISE PHE PROVINCE.

In the letter which the British €olum-
bia & Yukon Lecturing, Publishing and
Information Company have just submi_t-
te to the . British Columbia Board of
Trade a plan for advertising the prov-
ince throughout the  TUnited Kingdom
and Kurope is upfolded. The company
propose to engage -the ‘services ‘of -Rev.
Robert R. Maitland, ' B.A.,. L.L.B.,
“who,” the letter says, ‘“is one of the
ablest and most fluent speakers who has
ever been in the province.” This gen-
tleman is to give a series of lectures in
the principal cities of Great Britain and
Burope, his subjects being . British Col-
umbia, the Yukon and the Clondyke.
Mr, Maitland will procee(‘ to Skagway
on the next U.S.S. Co.’s boat ito.obtain
the data for his lectures, and photo-
graphs for  ‘illustrating the same by
means of the stereopticon. The com-
pany state thatsthey have arranged for
over 200 views of the passes and other
points of interest, besides those to be
taken by Mr. ,Maitland. The  company
irtend to supplement the lecture course
by issuing a book containing all the in-
formation obtainable about the Yukon
and Clondyke, illusthated  with maps,
views and so on. The first edition will
run to 50,000 copies. It is the inten-
tion to distribute’a proportion of thgse
volumes at the lectures and to place oth-
ers on sale in the book stores and rail-
way stations im the cities to be visited.
The company. point -out that the main
object of the lectures and of the book
shall be:

“To show that the new gold fields are
situate in Canada; that the best route to
the Clondyke lies through the ports of
British Columbia; and that many ad-
vartages are to be gained by outfitting
in its cities.”

After enumerating the benefits which
are likely to accrue to the province by
this scheme of advertising, the Iletter
says:

“We have met with good financial sup-
port, in the shape of advetrtisements in
the book, from the merchants  of Van-
couver, but find that the merchants of
vour city feel, that as they are contribut-
ing heavy sums to the advertising fund,
which is under the control of your hon-
orable bgdy, that it is from that source
we should look for support in Viectoria.
Therefore, gentlemen, if you wish us to
include Victoria in our lectures and book
we look to you for a liberal grant from
this fand.”

The company further state that they
“have arranged with a gentleman who

for all persons bound for the Clondyke
to outfit, are brought to the notice of
the British and European public by the
+agent of-a;private company or by a spec-
ially appointed' representative - of the
city,” acting under the authority and .bY
the dircction of a special committee of
the city council. The principal advan-
tage that would be reaped by the city
from the appointment of such-a gpecial
reptosentutive would be'that whereas the
company's. | lecturer, swonld. naturally |
enoug\h ‘endeavor - to the best of his
ability to ‘give eguval notice to all the
cities and towns on his list, theé city’s
agent would devote all his energies, abil-
ities and working hours to . Viectoria
solely. The question for the Board of

Vancouver, Oct. 4.—A case of a man
reported to be dead and yet turning up
again very much alive occarred here yes-
terday. Some time last spring Captain

with the famous steamer Coquitlam,
was reported-to have been drowned in
Seattle harbor® while attempting to
board a sealing schooner, Even the éx-
act number of his master’s certificate’
was given Yesterday Captain Beale ar-
rived in town, having been on tke Car-
lotta G. Cox for the season. = As to how
the report regardmg his death originat-
ed he is completely ignorant. He - was
not in Behring Sea and thus cannot con-
firm the' reports that the branding of
the seals causes their migration.

Mr. Richardson, the telegraph expert,
who was commissioned by the Canadiag
government to study telegraphic pos-
sibilities in Northern British ‘Columbia
and the Yukon, hag returnéd to Van
couver after going over the Skagwd?
Pass four times and Dyea pass twice:
Mr. Richardson says a telegraph line is
feasible over either'route, but a strict
patrol will be needed to keep' it proper-
ly maintained. Mr. Richardson brought
down further particulars of Mr. Cope’s
death, and he has a photograph of a
spot close to where the fatal accident
oceurred. He claims to have located
the winter quarters for the Mounted
Police and the Canadian customs post.
He has with him 50 photographs of
mémorable scenes from Skagway to
Lake Bennett, the Choynski grave, the
scene of the glacier burst, ete. Mr.
Richardson missed Mr. Sifton by twen-
ty minutes, thus losing a commission
back to Skagway as guide and counsel-
lor.

At 5 o’clock this morning the east
bound freight, while descending the
Noteh Hill grade, 50 miles east of Kam-
toops, met with an accident. 'The train
became detached in three sections. The
ariddle section overtook the forward sec-
tion  and -caused the . derailment and
wreckage of two ecars of lumber and
provisions. A brakesman was injured
about the head. - The damage will be
about $1,000. The accident delayed the
east bound express six hours.

Vancouver, Oct. 5.—The following
statement has been received by the late
Mr. Cope’s friends: “Statement on oath |
of? Mr. Ambrose Blaney re drowning of |
Mr. Frederick Cope, ex-mayor of Van-
couver city, B. C.: At the ford between
Shallow and ‘Middle lakes, on “Sunday,
19th of September, 1897. I was crossing
the ford with. Mr. Cope and the pack
train, when the horse Mr. Cope was lead-
ing fell down. Mr. Cope tried to pull the
horse out, but was taken off his feet by
the current, and carried away into. deep
water. I saw him sink and, rise once
or twice, and then saw him no mare. I
was ‘about 200 féet from him, when hel
fell, and
enough to assist him. There were no
boats near. His body had not been re-
covered when I had ‘left the lakes.
(Signed) A. Blaney; Fred. Bevan, chief
constable; W. J. Hunt, special con-
stable.”

This statement tells exactly how the
fatality took place. After the aecident
Mr. Blayney went for assistance to help
recover the body, but up to the time of
Mr. Richardson’s departure no word had
been received as to whether .this had

i been accomplished.

All who knew the ex-mayor will feel
deeply his loss. While in office, and in-
deed always, he was ever willing to aid
and support any movement that was
promoted for the public benefit. He is
cut off in the prime of his manhood, be-
ing just 47 years of age.

Mr. Cope, who was a native of St:
Williams County, Norfolk, Ont., arriv:
ed in this city in 1888, and with his
partner, Mr. Young, opened a store en
Hastings street, and they have continued
in business ap till the time of the acci-
dent that has lost to Vancouver one of
her most- respected - and mest popular
citizens. - It was on Sunday, the 8th of
August, that the Coquitlam left for the
north, having on board Mr. and Mrs.
Cope, both happy and looking forward to
the future with pleasant expectations.
Mrs. Cope went as far as Skagway, and
returned with the boat on her home-
ward trip. To-day the happy hopes-and
expectations of,that voyage are blighted
by a fatal accident and Mrs. Cope is
mourning for the loss of a valued and
dearly loved friend, for who of those
that knew “Fred” did. not love to see
his cheery face amongst them. Many are
the expressions of sorrow and deep are
the feelings of all Vancouver’s citizens
for the bereft wife of their latmented
friend, ex-Mayor Cope.

Great Bush and Prairie Fires Work
Terrible Havoc in Bast-
ern Manitgba.

Immense Damage in All Sections—
" The Beausejour Settlement
: Suffered Severely.

.Wiunipcg, Oct. 4 —The reports wired
Jast night of death and destruction by
brush and prairie fires in Eastern Mani-
toba during the heavy gales of Satur-
day are by no means exaggerated. There
is destruction in all sections. Fort_uu-
ately the fires are confined to districts
where there is but a sparse settlement.or
“the loss of life would have been much
greater. No fatalities are reported from
prairie fires; it was in the wooded settle-
ments where loss of lives occurred. The
district east of Winnipeg, between Dar-|
win and Whitemouth stations, is heavily |
wooded and almost entirely swept. The
most serious loss occurred in Beause-
jour settlement, where seven German
women and children lost their lives.
There is great distress. The families of
the foilowing lost everything and are
destitute: Thomas Dimlap, T. T. Mys-
skosky, A. Scry-r, John Pfifer, E. Jones,
W. Wyckens, D. Brown, W. Saunders,
J. Huggins D. Rocksedler, E. Huffman
and three other German families whose
names ane not known. The families of
the following lost everything but their
homes: W. Buchanan, A, Beatti; J.
Garland, R. McPherson and John Bush.
8. Turner lost 200 touns of -hay and J. D.
Campbell 200 tons of hay and a hay
press; Johr  Sinnott, 1,200 cords of
wocd. The fires are now somewhat abat-
ed.

The Canadian is known as the
Vietoria jubilee issue; the Newfoundland
is"commonly called the Cabot issue, be-
ing designed to commemorate the dis-
covery of the island by John Cabot four
hundred years ago; though one of the
series—the one cent stamp—is a portrait
of Queen Victoria. Hence it is some-
times called the Jubilee-Cabot * issac,
While Newfoundland has got a design
for each value Canada has the same
design for the sixteen values.

DEATH IN THE FLAMES.

A Number of Lives Lest in the Cassel-
3 man Fire.

Ottawa, Oct. 6.—The villages of Cas-
selman, South Indiam and Cheney,. all
on the Fine of the Canadia Atlantic rail-
way, aBout thirty miles from Ottawa,
have been burned down with bush fires.
The train which left Montreal yesterday
morning reached Casselman at noon and
could get neither forward nor backwand,
being Bemmed in with fire, and kept, run-
ning up and down tke track for twenty-
four lours to dodge the fire. Humdreds
are hemeless. Casselman was a willage
of about 100 houses, lumber milf, grist
mill, furniture factery, and several buasi~
ness places of some importance,

and a couple of general stores, while
Cheney was a village of about thirty
houses and a gemeral store.

At the time
that I p.aid the money I knew that I
was paying for the land and mineral.
At ‘the time I paid the money- I never
heard till then that the minerals were
reserved. I did not inquire about it of
the Government agent. I inquired from
gentlemen that I met occasionally and
talked with. I paid the money to Mr.
Sh.aw. He was then in the E. & N.
rzlulwlay office in Nanaimo. I did not ask
him if it included the mineral right. I
expected that I was geting the land
'“"xt_h the minerals—all belonging to it.
The reason why I expected it was that
my wife and her-family had the mineral
right to adjoining land, and I thought
that I had a mineral right to mine. The
name of the party who had the mineral
right was Ferguson—my wife’s former
husband—and I' expected that I would
get the same rights upon the payment
of the money. I first heard that I
would not get it when the Clements bill
was around. I think ‘I paid the money
long after the Clements bill. I did not
Pay my money until I got out my certi-
ficate of improvements. I did not wait
long after I paid the money till I got
the deed. I asked Mr. Shaw to get the
deed sent up. Before I got the deed
and after I paid the money I heard that
We were not getting the mineral rights,
but I did not believe it. T read a little
of the deed. when I got it. I knew what
t;xe deed contained when I read it. The
little I read gave me to understand
what I expected. My complaint was
tl;at I did not get the mineral right, I
did not make any protest . about the
degd. I did not protest to the E. & N.
Railway Company, the provineial gov-
ernment, or the Dominion government,
except by the petition, and to our mem-
ber, Mr. Gordon. I talked to him and
others. ‘He said that he would do all
he could for me, Nothing else was done
at that time. Our present member, Mr.
W. W. B. Mclnnes, said that he would
do something for me if it lay in his
power. I have been protesting against
the deed off and on ever sinece I got the
geled, and I am protesting against it to-
ay.

By Mr. Pooley—When I applied to Mr.
Prior it ‘was verbal. - He said: “Jack, I
can do nothing for you with regard to’
the land; it is locked up.” I heard that
it was reserved, but did not‘believe it at
that time. The next I heard was that
the minerals were reserved. ' It was
when ‘the Clements bill was being hawk-
ed about in 1882, T applied to Mr. Bray
for a pre-emption record in 1884, I' think.
I did not mention to him about the min-
eral in the'land. . I paid the money to
Mr. Shaw in 1889.

Bray." I knew it was in, for I got the
same application baek -from “Mr. Bray
torday.  The application was produced
and identified by the witness, and reads:
Notice—I, the undersigned, make ap-
plication for the purchase -of the follow-
ing land in Cranberry district, known
as section 8-range VIII., and the west
end of sections 8 and 9, range*l.; Cedar
district. (Signed.) I. EMBLEM.
Dated Nanaimo, January 14th, 18&3.
We went on the land in 1883, and sub-
sequently thé work was reported to Mr.
Bray. I did not know at the time that
the minerals undetr the land were reserv-
ed. + We had improved the land a little,
but we were not ‘sure of the lime till it
was surveyed. I continued to improve
it. I got a letter from Mr. Bray in June,
1884, telling me to come and pre-empt
the land that'I had my application in for.
I have not got the letter. I was burned
out and everything was -lost, including
the letter. I came right in at the dinner
hour. I was working in No. 1 shaft. I
left $2 and got my pre-emption record.
It was at the beginning or middle of
June. I spon ot a certificate of improve-
York and Beck signed the
declaration; they were neighbors. 1
don’t remember how long it was after I
got my certificate of record that I got
the certificate of improvement. It might
have been two years afterwards. I paid
for the land, I think, in 1887. I paid the
money to Marshall Bray. Fiddick was
told to pay for the land as quick as we
could, as they were ‘issuing deeds from
Ottawa. The money was paid to Mr.
Bray by the man from whom I borrowed
it At the time the money was paid I

“thought I was paying for the settlers’

rights—the top and bottom of the land.
The first that I knew that I would not
get the minerals was when I saw a deed
that camfe from Ottawa. That was after
my deed was on the way. I did not
recognize the deed for over two years.
The party from whom I got the money
held the deed.

Isaac Emblem resumed—Mr. C. C.
MecKenzie paid the money for me. He
was acting for Mr. Beck, the man I bor-

Yowed. the money from to pay for this

"f)ro'perty. I’'did not get the deed . from
Mr. McKenzie. Another person, a Mr.
Hughes, holds the deed. I got it from
him. That was two days ago. M:. C.
C. McKenzie received the deed for me
from the E. & N.. Railyway Company.
I told him that I did not want to receive
the deed. Mr. McKenzie was acting for
Mr, Beck, the mortgagee of the prop-
erty, and Mr. McKenzie received the
deed to be held by the mortgagee. I
did not want to receive the deed because
as I had seen other deeds I knew what it
was composed of, and it was not what I
agreed for. When I saw Mr. Bray and
took -out my- pre-emption record he did
not tell me what I would receive, and
when I caused the money to be paid I
expected to receive everything in the
land thereon, therein and thereunder. I
had a deed similar to mine and believ-
ed that it would contain’ what mine
would contain. That was after I paid
the. money, The objection that I had
to the deed was that it conveyed from
me all my rights. I can’t say that it
gave me the surface right. I object to
the reservation in the deed reserving the
coal and other miferals and a certain
portion of the surface for railway pur-
poses. I first learnt that it was reserved
when the railway company got it. The
railway company got the land in*1884,
and I heard nothing before that about
the reserve. _ It was not till 1884 that I
heard of the feserve. There was a
school reserve near my place. That was
all the reserve that I knew about. When
I caused the money to be paid I heard of
the reserve. . The line was under cou-
struction. I did not know at the time I
paid the money that minerals were re-
served. I had hot seen tine deed then. I
would not have paid $160 if I'had known
that I was not to get the coal and other
minerals, because if I had a clearing the
railway company might take it for rail-
way purpose without recompense. That
is the only reason that I would not have
paid $160 for the surface right only,
and I consider that by the company get-
ting the minerals under my land I was
losing all.- I sent C. Fiddick to see Mr.

Bray it was to settle on the land. When
I made application to Mr. Bray to pur-
chase the land that was not my mean-
ing. I wanted to go there as a settler. |
The date of the application is 16th June, |
1883, . At the time I sent in the appli- |
‘cation I did not receive any answer from |
Mr. Bray. Subsequently I made .an-
other application to Mr. Bray in 1884 !
for a pre-emption record. At that time |
I had not heard that the minerals were
reserved. I had nothing to do with the:
petition to the Marquis of Lorne. I}
never heard about a disturbance among
the settlers about the surface rights, I
was living at Fiddick’s, in Cranberry
distriet, and I never heard it mentioned
that ther> was trouble among the set-
tlers about the mineral rights.. Subse-
quently the land was paid for by Mr.
McKenzie. He was my agent to get the
deed. I borrowed the money from Mr.
Beck. -Afterwards I saw Mr. McKen-
zie and told him not to get the deed
and he told me not to take it. ‘This was
some time before the dted came. I did
not think anything of it at the time. I
did pot write the company to stop the
deed. Mr. Beck did not want his money
paid off. I got the money from Mr.
Hughes to pay Mr. Beck. I could not
exactly say what improvements I made.
A log house 16x20 feet, and cleared 8
or 10 acres, about ‘20 acres slashed.
Many of the stumps are in the ground,
20 acres are fenced. I have not lived
there for four or five years. Somebody
has “been there nearly all the time till
now. There is nobody on it now. Im-
provements had been put on it until last
month, . Since 1887 I, have slashed five
or six acres. I have been working all
over the land in the last ten years and
cannot say how muach has been cleared.
In the last ten years there has been at
lease five acres “cleared. About .three
yvears ago I borrowed $1,000 from Mr.
Hughes. He is now the holder of the
deed. I instructed Mr. Planta to get
the money from Mr. Hughes. Mr, Mec-
Kenzie had the deed. Hughes saw the
clearing and was satisfied. I never spoke
of the decd to Mr. Hughes. I did not
see Hughes about the matter at all. Mr.
Planta attended to it for me. I never
saw Mr. ‘Hughes until the morning the
money was paid. I heard about the
Island Railway 'Act in 1884. I never
applied to Mr. Bray personally until I
appiied for. the pre-emption record. I
did not mention to: him' about the min-
erals on the land. I éxpected to receive
everything in the land thereon and
thereunder. The words are in the deed,
I think. I did not read it myself. I
have heard deeds read. (An E. & N.
deed was handed the witness to read).
No, the words I used are not in the
deed. I never had my deed to read. I
don’t know where I heard it. It must
be from hearsay. Other witnesses use
the words “thereon or thereunder” that
I used then.

By the Commissioner—I am working
now -at the diamond drill for the New
Vancouver Coal Company. Yes, it is
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something to do ‘with the mines. I first
worked in the mines in 1873. This was
after I had commenced to improve my
land. The reason that I applied for the
land was not that it contained coal. I
wanted to farm it. I examined the land
before I took it up. At that time I had
not heard anything about minerals on
that land. When I took it up I expect-
ed to get the surface and everything in
it. I feared that I was not going to

|get anything but the surface when I

heard a deed read. I don’t know wheth-
er it was an Ottawa or an E. & N.
deed I heard read. That was the first
time I heard the words thereon and
thereunder. I have always had some
conversation with my neighbors about
the matter. T cannot say that I heard
James Patterson use the words. Mr.
MeKenzie received my deed. I did not
go to the railway company about it. I
did not protest to the railway people
that it was not the kind of a deed that
I expected. I told Mr. MecKenzie not
to take the deed. I:thought that the
papers that I had were good enough at
that time. I mean the receipt from Mr.
Bray. I never wrote to the Dominion
government complaining about the deed.
The only protest to the Dominion  gov-
ernment was made through Mr. Patter-
son. I assisted him to go there. I
never made any protest to any member
of the provincial government at Victeria
or when I applied to Mr. Bray. I ex-
pected to get the same rights as the
old settlers. I did no# think there would
be any distinction. I did not know of
the\- reserve for railway purposes at that
time.

C.C. McKenzie (witness in 1. Emblel}
case) sworn.—I know the last witness,
Mr. Emblem. I reside in Nanaimo. My
business is real estate, insurance and
general broker., I am agent for the
Mr. Beck referred to by the last witness,
who was loaning money to pay for the
land referred to in his evidence. I re-
ceived the money from Mr. Beck, and
drew the papers of security between the
parties. I have been looking at my books
and found that it was in February or
March, 1887, when the money was ad-
vanced by Mr. Beck to Mr. Emblem. I
know that I must have paid it to the
E. & N. Railway Company, but I can-
not recollect. I know I paid it to some
one. I did not have communication
with Mr, Bray about the matter. I
heard Mr. Emblem say that I advised
him not to take the deed. 'That was
before the money was borrowed. It was
in 1886 when I gave the advice to Mr.
Emblem and Mr. Fiddick, but my ad-
vice was thrown away. They put them-
selves in such a position that they had
to take the deed. When they came to
borrow money I had to get the deed for
the mortgagee. I advised them not te
receive the deed, for if they did acecept
it in that form, they surrendered all
their rights to the claims they had ‘been
making. I based my advice on the Do~
minion patent—that would show me
what. kind“of a deed was coming from
the E. &'N. Railway Company. I think
it was correct that the ‘deed was mot
received until two years after the mon-
ey was-paid, becagse it was not regis-
tered for two years after it was issued.
I got the pre-emiption papers, as all the
papers had to be handed over to me by
the government agent whem the land
was paid for, and the deed would come
when it wgs executed. I cannot say if
it was-while the deed. was on its way
after I paid the money that I gave the
advice to Emblem and Fiddick not to
take the deed.
