Benefits of
The War

It Has Dispelled the Mistaken
Ncotion That Britain's Star
Had Set.

Still One of the Most Formidable
Enemies That Might Be
Enccuutered.

(Associated Press.)

London, M J14Prime Minister Sal-
isbury, whe %'has Just returned from
France, made a speech in London last
night in which he reveiwed the benefits
which he believed had resulted from the
war in Africa, despite the lamentable
sacrifices England had been called upon
to make.

One of the greatest benefits, he said,
was thot the display of latent powers of
the empire had dissipated the notion
which had spread throughout the world
that Great Britain's star had set, that
she would never figkt again, and that
any adversary only needed to press hard
and boldly enough to compel her to yield.
Now :t was seen that she could copy
the brilliant examples of the past. The
empire was undoubtedly safer and the
cause of peace more secure. There was
now no power in the world but knew
that if it defied the might of Britain it
would defy one of the most formidable
enemies that might possibly be encoun-
tered.

Another benefit that the war had re-
| vealed was the existence for a long time
cf a conspiracy to oust the British from
Scuth Africa, which, if it had not been
encountered now, would have strength-
ened and grown more dangerous. The
British had thereby been taught a les-
son regarding Home Raule for Ireland.
When they had fought in the past
against Irish Home Rule, they had not
realized what sort of a fight could be
maintained by a hostile government
against its suzerain, no matter how over-
whelming the power of the suzerain. If
the Home Rule bill of 1893 had been
passed and an Irish government estab-
lished at Dublin, it was not very ex-
travagant to assuame, in view of the ex-
hibitions in the House of Commons and
elsewhere, that it wounld have been a
hostile government. What then would
have been ¥ v n'pusition it she
had not only*to meét*fhi€ South African
republics, but cencurrently a hostile Ire-
land? There were good reasons, there-
fore, for resisting Home Rule, but since
the South African experiences had
taught the power and capacity of mod-
ern instruments of war, his hearers
knew that if they allowed hostile Irish
leaders unlimited scope to make warlike
preparations they would have, if en-
gaged in war with other powers, to be-
gin again also the task of conquering
Ireland.

One of these said he had never ex-
pected the Chinese to agree to time de-
mands without arguing, even had the
total been only 10,000,000 taels. He con-
sidered the Chinese offer of 15,000,000
taels annunally for 30 years absurd and
ridiculous, and thought the request that
7,000,000 taels be given from the for-
eign customs bordered upon insolence.
The powers, he believed, would make a
mistake if they should not exact the
utmost centime.

Another said it would not matter what
China said, and that whatever the pow-
ers should decide upon would have to
be agreed to eventually.

A third expressed himself as satisfied
that a majority of the powers would
agree to the demands in accordance with
China’s ability to pay.

THE INDEMNITY CLAIMS.

Chinese Reques't_for a Reduction Will
Be Discussed by the Ministers.

i Berlin, May 15.—Officials here dis-
cussing the answer of the Chinese peace
commissioners, say the fact of prime
significance therein is that the com-
missioners agree to the indemnities as
demanded, and the withdrawal of the
troops can now proceed forthwith, but
not all the foreign forces will be with-
drawn at once. The Chinese proposi-
tion to raise the important export duties
will be accepted. Further international
control over the customs will be un-
necessary beyond Sir Robt. Hart. The
prolongation of the payment to 30 years
probably will be accepted. Germany

The request for a reduction of the in-
demnities will be discussed by the min-
, isters at Pekin, who must first get the
linstruc‘tions of their governments. t is
anticipated here that other nations will
make stronger objections to the reduec-
tion than Germany, which appears to be
willing to reduce the amounts if it shall
be seen China is unable to pay all.

Chamber Accepted M. Delcasse’s State-
ments and at Once Proceeded
With Other Business,

Paris, May 14.—M, Delcasse’s declara-
, tion of policy in the chamber of depu-
! ties was mnot expected to-day, but M.
i Castelin (Republiean), insisted on an in-
! terpellation on the subject of the
¢ Franco-Russian anlliance, and M. Del-
i asse made a statement of the Toulon
: events which were identical with the
| semi-pfficial explanation cabled to. the
' Associated Press at the time.

He said the visit of the Italian squad-
ron was an unequivocal demonstration
of the cordial relations established dur-
. ing the past few years between the two
; nations,; who by their origin and history
! were intended to be friends, whose legi-
i timate aspirations did not clash and who
had equal interest in their mutual pros-
| perity; while the salvos fired by the
| Russian ships in homor of the President
of France constituted a fresh and signi-
ficant attention on the part of the Czar,
who thus again affirmed the solidarity of
the alliance, which daily seals the per-
fect accord of the two policies of the two
| governments on all questions, and which,
| standing above polemics and ephemeral
incidents remains as immutable as the
great national interests of which they
constitute the best safeguard.

The foreign minister concluded with
calling on the chamber to support the
government in its foreign policy, the re-
lations of which were satisfactory.

M. Castelin considered that Delcasse’s
declarations were too vague, but the
chamber accepted them, and proceeded
with other business.

The chamber afterwards voted on
posting the declaration of ‘“‘the rights of
man” of 1793, as well as that of 1791,
which was voted on before the vaca-
tion. :

MURDER IN SECOND DEGREE.

Verdict of Guilty Against Wiynne,
Charged in Connection with Death
of Father Biegl.

Philadelphia, May 16.—The jury in the
ecase of Jacob Wynne, charged with the
murder of Rev. Father Charles P. Biegl,
brought in a verdict to-day of guilty of
murder in the second degree.

Father Biegl, who had charge of the
Roman Catholic church at Cheltenham,
Pa., near here, was found dead on a
door step in the tenderloin district on
January 6th. Death was due to
“knock out drops,” and Wynne and eight
others, who had been drinking with the
priest, were indicted. It was testified
that Wynne bought the poison and
placed it in Father Biegl’s glass of beer.
The trial of “Sailor” ‘Bob Bryan, the
second of the nine defendants, will be-
gin at once and other cases will be rap-
idly ‘disposed of.

THE TWENTY-FOURTH.

King Edward Has Decided to Celebrate
His Birthday on May 24th
Each Year,

London, May 16.—King Edward, who
was born on November 9th, 1841, has
decided that his birthday shall be cele-
brated on May 24th of each year, thus
continuing the holiday hitherto observed
by all the public departments—Queen
Victoria’s birthday—and giving an im-
petus to the colonial movements to ob-
serve the date as Empire Day.

AMERICAN ROYCOTT.

Many Swiss Manufacturers Will Join
Those of Germany and Austria.

Began to Sink Early This Morn-
ing—Unconscious Most of
the Time.

San Francisco, Cal, May 16.—An
anxious night was passed by many
watchers in angl about the temporary
home of President McKinley and Mrs.
McKinley on the western slope of Clay
street hill.

After 10 o'clock last mnight no official

information regarding -Mrs. McKinley's
condition was given out. The departure
of Dr. Hirschfelder at 10 o’clock brought
the cheering word that the patient was
slightly better,
At midnight the sufferer was sleeping
quietly, and her condition showed im-
provement. The digestive trouble which
had caused great uneasiness had suc-
cumbed in a measure to treatment, and
the hope was expressed that the crisis
had passed. The only word that could
be obtained at sunrise was that Mrs. Me-
Kinley had rested as well as could be
expected, thought it was stated that her
condition was very eritical.

The future movements of the Presi-
dent, of course, depend upon Mrs. Me-
Kinley’s condition, and they will be car-
ried out or revoked as the situation each
day shall allow or demand. All events
arranged for to-day have been abandon-
ed. On Saturday the President hopes
to be present at the launching of the
Ohio. Miss Barber, niece of Mrs. Mec-
Kinley, has been selected to launch the
battleship in place of her aunt.

It is probable that President McKinley
and his entire party will remain in Sam
Francisco considerably longer than they
intended, awaiting the recuperation of
Mrs. McKinley.

Cabinet meetings will be held at the
Scott residence during the stay of the
party.

Three Physicians in Attendance,

San Francisco, May 16.—10.10 a, m.

Rapidly Sinking,

night she began to sink rapidly at 5
o’clock this morning. Dr. Rixey, who
has been in attendance all night without
relief for several days, hurriedly summon-
ed Doctors Hirschfelder and Gibbons.
They arrived before 7 o'clock, and every-
thing their knowledgz and skill could do
was done to keep Mrs. McKinley alive.

Later it was learned by the Associated
Press that Mrs. McKinley was barely
alive, and liable to expire at any moment.

The destressing news was spread rapid-
ly over the city and crowds gathered
about the newspaper bulletin boards
anxiously awaiting further information,
Everybody who left the house was eager-
ly questioned for information, but they
were referred to Secretary Cortelyou. As
that gentleman was invisible to those
who called, nothing definite could be
learned.

The Scott mansion is on the crest of
the high hill overlooking ILafayette
square, and there is very little traffic in
that neighborhood. When it became
known how dangerously ill Mrs, McKin-
ley was, even the few vehicles that pass
that way were stopped, and the streets
c¢n all sides of the house were kept free
from noise,

It is very probable that the local com-
mitbee, having in chaige the arrange-
ments for entertainments and banquets
for the President and the visitors from
Ohio, will abandon everything.

“The Chinese plenipotentiaries are
drafting a reply to the ministers of the
powers, expressing astonishment at the
amount of indemnity demanded, and urg-
izg a reduction on the ground of the em-
p're’s financial difficulties, but undertak-
ing if the full amount is exacted, to pay
in thirty annual installments of 15,000,-
CGO taels, from the salt tax and native
customs. Pending a revision of the tarifl
they also ask the powers to consult to an
increase of the maritime customs, and
the import and expert duties by one-
third.”

LAWS IN IRELAND.

Attorney-General Says They Require
Strengthening Rather Than g
‘Weakening,

TLondon, May 15.—The House of Com-
mons to-day by 226 to 102 votes rejected
the second reading of the bill amending
legal procedure in Ireland,

Timothy Healy and other Nationalists
denounced the system of packing juries
by which Catholics were placed outside
the pale of the law., They advocated
abolition of grand juries and the Coer-

FRENCH AND ENGLISH CONTRASTED.
Boston Post.

“For us, sons of France,” Sir Wilfrid
Laurier once said to his Galliec Canadians,
“political sentiment is a passion, while for
the Englishman politics is a question of
business.”

The distinguished statesman of the north,
with a frankness which always has charac-
terized h's relations with the people of his
own race, however diplomatic he may be
with the Anglo-Canadians, was contrasting
‘the aptness of the linglish with the inapt-
ness of the French in parliamentary gov-
ernment, and he made bold to say that
while the_ English know how to listen and
be tolerant it Is not in the ardent tempera-
ment of the French to respect the opinions
of others. What the Frenchman conceives
he counceives with so much intensity that
he cannot admit the possibility of others
thinking differently from him. While the
Frenchman wants you to have his opinions
the Englishman wants you to have opinions
of your own, and would cordially despize
you if you did not have them.

“If the French,” Sir Wilfrid added,
‘“were gifted with tolerance of opinion, the
courtesy of their discussions would be
marked. It is not so with the Emnglish;
their discussions are never vulgar, .but,
on the other hand, they are never gracious
and always lack that urbanity which ve-
spects your feelings as. your life, The

never thinks of your feelings.”

Sir Wilfrid’s conclusion was that the
b English were so much better adapted to
the parliamentary form of government
that the French in Canada should not go
into politics as French, but as British,
speaking.the English language and follow-
ing the precepts of the great statesmen of
English history.

TO PENALIZE ROUGH PLAY.

At a recent meeting of the W. C. L. A.
held in Winnipeg, President Baker brought
up the amendments to the rules governing
the penalizing for rough play, as suggested
by him at the annual meeting, and re-
ferred to the council. Foul play is speci-
fied under nineteen sectioms, but for only
four of these was the roferee empower:xd
to do more than warn the offender for the
first offence. After some discussion several
of the rules were slightly altered, and the
penalty for infringement of several made
more severe. They now read as follows:

A player shall not:

1. Grasp an opponent’s lacrosse with his
hand, hold it with srms c¢r between his
legs;

2. Hold an opponent’s lacrosse, nor held,
strike or trip him with his lacrosse; run
in front of him, or interfere in any way
to keep him from the ball until anotbher
vlayer reaches it;

3. Hold, strike or frip an opponent, ner
threaten, nor push him with the band;

4. Wrestle with legs entwined so us to
ihrow an opponent;

5. Touch the ball with his hands, save as
in rule X, sec. 9; or excepting goalkeeper,
as in rule X, sec. 8. &

6. Throw his lacrosse at a player, or at
the ball under any cireumstances;

7. Move from his position when “time” is
called, unti! the ball is again faced;

8. Stand within the goal crease; ncr shall
bhe check the goalkeeper, within the goal
crease, until the ball has passed witbhin the
hounds of ihe goal crease;

9. Use the check, commanly known as the
“gsquare,” or ‘‘crosse” check, which con-
sists of one player charging into another
with both lands on the lacrosse, so as to
make the stick meet the body of the op-
ponent;

10. Jump at, or shoulder, an opponent
from behind, while runuing for or after
| reaching the ball;

} 11. Interfere in any way

with another
player who is in pursuit of an opponent;

12. Forcibly body check an opponent into
a fence;

13. Charge into an opponent after he (op-
! ponent) has thrown the ball;
b Deliberately kneel, lie down, or drop
in front of an oppoment when both are in
pursuit of the ball;

15. Attempt to influence the decision of
the umpire;

16. Use profane launguage;

17. Wear spiked soles or boots:

18. Deliberately strike another with his
lacrosse, or otherwise.

19. Approach within five yards of the
centre man while “facing” until after the
referee calls ‘“‘play.”

The Penalty.

For ordinary fouls, which in no way af-
fect the result of the gume, the referec
shall caution the offender for the first of-
fence; if repeated, he shall suspend him
for the remainder of the game (not match)
in which such foul takes place. Sections 1.
2,3 4,5 6, 7, 8 11, 15, 16 and 19 shall be
considered ordinary fouls. For viclating
weetion ruies 9, 10 or 14 the player shall
either be ruled off for the game or warned,
the referee to use his discretion.

For Celiberate fouls, the referee shall
remove the ofending player and compel his
side to finish the mateh shorthanded. Sec-
tions 17 and 18 of rule 21 shall be consiler-
ed deliberate fouls. FKor deliherate fomls,
such as sections 12, 13 and alse 16, for the
first offence the player shall be ruled off
for the remainder of the game, and for a
second offence for the remainder of the
mateh.

These amendmwents will give the referee
power which has hitherto been found want-
ing, and will, no doubt, serve to make
cleaner and better lacrosse.

The secretary was Instructed to enforce
the rule for the payment of club fees before
players’ certificates are issued.

But we have
pointed out some facts which are likely
to impress people Jooking at the matter
from a disinterested distance. Relative
to his interests, possibly Mr. Dunsmuir
would not receive any more benefit from
the continuation of the E. & N. Railway
to its legitimate terminal point than the
average resident of Vancouver
but practically because ofghis immense

landed interests on the Islitid: he would
be ihe chief gainer. Then there is the
further fact, which has permeated the
understanding of all but those whose per-
ceptivity has been dulled by their environ-
ment, that there seems to be an under-
standing between the head -of the Brit-
ish Columbia government, the leader of
the opposition and a certain railway cor-
poration that as far as possible the pro-
vinee shall be maintained as a preserve
for their exploitation. The people are
saying these things, and it is just as well
that those immediately concerned should
know it. Tke protest that there is uo
such thing as railway competition are
taken to have prepared the way for sub-
stantinl evidence confirmatory of the
popular diagnosis of the case.

As our eosteemed contemporary
chosen to read a meaning into our re-
marks pointiug out the absurdity of some
of the proposals of the Dunsmuir govern-
ment that they cannot possibly be made
to convey, perhaps it is just as well that
it and its proprietor should know “what
the people are saying,” although in the
case of our contemporary it is hardly
necessary, as it knows all about it
ready.

No doubt the C. P. R. and the govern-
"ment are convinced tkat they are work-
Gng in the interests of. the people. The
Premier as much as intimated in the
House that it was necessary to save ‘the
proletariat from themselves. So much in
this world depends upon the point of
view. It is said that when man arrives
at an age when the lessons of experience
have fitted nim to live, he passes away.

We do not profit sufficiently from the
lessons of history. No doubt the C. P.
R. and its friends think they are in the
country for the country’s good. But the
unreasonable rabble has got the idea into
its obstinate head that an eye must be
kept upon them, and a check also where
possible, The experience of other pro-
vinces should be our guide and mentor
in times like these. In Ontario, where it
has active cempetition from the G. T. R.
and American lines, the great Canadian
railway is a popular institution., In
Manitoba and the Northwest Territories,
where it started off with unjust privi-
leges and has striven to stick to them,
the reverse is the case. It has tried to
cover that country with charters of its
own from centre to circumference
with a blanket, as it is endeavoring to do
in British Columbia at present, and the
people resent its action. In a recent
debate in Parliament the members from
1he Northwest expressed their sentiments
very emphatically, and as it is possible
that their case may be ours unless the
government mends its ways, they are
worthy the most sericus consideration of
the pegple of British Columbia:

Upon the motion for the third reading
of the bill respecting the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway Company, Mr. Walter Scott,
in accordance with previous notice,
moved the six months’ hoist. He said
that a very much larger question was in-
volved than appeared upon the surface,
and one which was closely related to the
wkcle question of providing railway
communication in the newer parts of
Canada. The question was whether rail-
way corporations which had assumed
obligations ind responsibilities towards
ihe community should be allowed to as-
sume mnew obligations before they had
proved themselves capable of fulfilling
obligations already entered into. The
C. P. R. had for four years past been
und=>r obligation to give railway com-
munication to the large district north of
the Qu’Apnelle Valley, but so far had
failed to discharge it. He denied that
Le had any ®ther object than to obtain
on the part of railway corporations the
observation of their pledges, The com-
pany were continually coming before
Parliament asking for extensions of
time., The company had come before
Parliamant at this session and ac-
knowledged their inability to discharge
their obligations to Parliament and to
the people in regard to building the road
in the Qu'Appelle district, which they
had some years ago agreed to construet,
and had effected a compromise, by which
they were granted an extension of time.
Having succeeded in making the com-
promise, the company now come before
Parliament and ask for a charter to build
160 miles of railway from Teulon to
Sx.ftor}‘s Landing, thrcugh another dis-
trict in which there is no settlement at
all, thuu} showing that financially they
were quite able to build the short section
of railway needed in the Qu’Appelle dis-
trict, The company were continually ob-

the Dauphin country, which was already
served by the Mackenzie & Mann Rail-
way. Mr. Scott complained that the bill
had been pushed through the railway
committee in the absence of the members
trom the Northwest, who attended at the
usual hour, in ignorance of the fact that
the committee had been called half an
hour earlier.

Mr. T. O. Davis said the people of the
West had been forced to come to the
conclusion that the C. P. R. asked for
charters in the Northwest not to buill
the roads, but to keep other railways
out, He quoted from the statutes. to
show that many years ago the C. P. R.
obtained a charter to construct a railway
to the Icelandic settlements at Gimli and
Arnes, but had never done so. They pro-
posed now to turn aside from Teulon and
branch off in another direction through
a country where there is no person living,
and he contended it was quite reasonable
to say: “No, we cannot give you a char-
ter for a new railway until you carry out
your obligations to construet railways in
the Qu'Appelle Valley.” The Minister
of Railways has offered an amendmeat
in the railway committee asking that the
comnany <hould construct the railway
to ke Icelandic settlement, but Mr,
Davis urged that the company should be
compelled also to build 60 miles in the
Qu’Appelle Valley before they obtained
this charter.

ies out. , The land grant of 25,000,000
acres given to the C. P. R. was taken
from the Northwest Territories; the cost
of the prairie section of the C. P. R. was
certainly not $20,000 per mile; therefore
the Dominion, he argued was indebted
to the Northwest Territories to the ex-
tent of $8,000,000 for the land which it
took from the people of the Northwest
Territories to pay for the sections of the
C. P. R, in British Columbia and On-
tario. If the C. P. R. had been con-
structed for the benefit of Manitoba and
the Northwest Territcries, why was it,
he asked, that the people of Manitoba
were mortgaging their province for $17,-
000,000 in order to get cheap rates? Tt
was right that the people should know
that from 1886 up to 1900 some 700,000
acres of land were tied up as a land
grant to the Northwestern Central Rail-
way Company for the road which the
members from the Northwest Territories
deManded should be constructed before
the C. P. R. got another charter. It was
to the credit of the government, how-
ever, that the grant for the section which
had actually been constructed was hand-
ed over to the company last year, and the,
remainder of the grant cancelled as hav-
ing lapsed.

PETTER TERMS.

The Colonists is in a somewhat acerbic
mood these days.

The result was serious injury to
business and a depression which had a
very detrimen*al effect upon the pros-
pects of the island and caused an exodus
of the population. If the facts are as
represented—and they must be or
the government would not have enter-
tained the case at all—then surely there
is cause for compensation. Our econ-
temporary is right in ¢hinking there
must be some other explanation for the
grant than the number of renresentatives
the province sends to the House, It has
it above, and we must confess our
astonishment that a paper which is
usually so well informed on the affairs
of the Dominion is not conversant with
thess facts.

Story of
Cannibalism

The Terrible Doings of Sailors on
British Bark When Driven
to Desperation.

Part of Crew of the Vessel Reach
Singapoure, Where Enquiry
Is Held.

/A horrible story of shipwreck, suffer-
ing, murder and cannibalism on the high
seas has been brought to Singapore by
two derelict sailors who arrived there in
a junk from the island of Soubi, in the®
south Natuna group, off the northeast
coast of Sarawak. The story 1s repub-
lished in the Kobe Herald, a of
which paper was received by R. M. S.
Empress of India yesterday.

The wretched men—Johansen, a
Swede, and a Spaniard named Marti-
corena—are, so far as is known, the sole
survivors of the British bark Angola,
which left Cavite in the Philippines for
Singapore in October last, with a ship’s
company of nineteen hands all told. They
were wrecked on a reef one night about
a week later, and, as the boats were

known. The two survivors and mnine
other men, whose experiences are
given below, were on the larger one. The
unfortunate mariners were for forty-two
days exposed to every torture of the ship-
wrecked, and the natural results follow-
ed. A Frenchman was the first of the
poor wretches to go mad, and he slew
the first mate with a hatchet, drank his
blood and ate his brains. 'The other
men then killed the Frenchman and
drank his blood and ate his flesh. Then
after
day, and under the glaring equatorial
sun, the wretched survivors died off one
by one, and were cast out to the sharks

and they drifted ashore on Soubi Island,

fish by the natives, and were
thus kept alive until they were picked
up by the native junk which brought
them back to civilization mnow. Their
story needs no embellishments to render
it as terrible a narrative as ever was
told of the sea.

The men were barefooted and had
each only a flannel shirt and a pair of
Chinese trousers given them by the men
on the junk.

A marine court of enquiry into the
circumstances attending the wreck was
held at the marine office, Singapore, on
the 13th inst.

The two survivors of the wreck were
examined on oath. Both practically con-
firmed all that has been written about
the wreck. Marticorona, the Spaniard,
admitted that although he was a sailor
on board the ill-fated Angola, he did not
know the points of the compass, but he
had never taken the wheel. Asked what
had become of the other five men, who
were said to have started off from the
scene of the wreck in a smaller raft
than that on which the witnesses were,
the men said they did not know; they
!md never seen them again after start-
ing.

Tan Boo Foo, the captain of the Chi-
nese junk which brought the two sur-
vivors to Singapore, said that he arrived
with his Junk in Singapore on the 3rd
of April. He brought the two ship-
wrecked Europeans from Soubi to Singa-
pore. He had seen the raft on which
the two sailors wera washed ashore.
There were conly two white men on the
island of Soubi when he arrived there
with his junk, and he was told that they
had been wrecked in a storm, and ar-
rived there on a raft. He could not
question them, as he could not speak
their language.

The full names of the two survivors
are Hjalmar Johansen and Miguel Mnr-}
ticorena respectively. Johansen 1s the
younger of .the two, and is a tall well
built young fellow, who speaks Englishl
very well. Marticorena also speaks Eng-
lish and is a short, thick-set man.

Their adventures, as told by Johansen,
show that they left Cavite, Manila, for
Singapore on the the 12th of Oceober
last in the sailing bark Angola, official
number 97,176, of Windsor, New Bruns-
wick. The vessel was commanded by
Capt. Crocker, and carried a crew of
nineteen men., The first mate was Mr.
Campbell, the second mate Mr. Brown,
and the carpenter was a Norwegian nam-
ed Bjanson. The cook was a Madras
native Christian named Alexander, and
the cabin boy was named Euleys, and
came from Mauritius. The A. B.'s were
as follows: Myself, Johansen (a Swede),
Miguel (a Spaniard), Vhile and Brown
(Germans), Bil and Tom (English),
Peider (Russian,) Augustus (Irench),
Antonio (Italian), Iloyd (American),
Emanuel (Chilian), Emil (Russian Finn)
and Hjalmar (Norwegian).

On the 28th of November the two sur-
vivors drifted ashore on Soubi Island. in
the south Natuna group. By that time
their bodies were covered with large boils,
and they were so weak that they could
not walk, but had to crawl on their
hands and knees. There were about two
hundred natives on this island—Malays
probably. The men went up to the
chief’s house and lived there for about
two months. They had only cocoanuts
and mangoes and a little fish to eat.
They talked Malay to the natives, who
were very kind. After living there about
twe months, a Chinese junk arrived from
Singapore with a cargo of rice and the
two men went on board her. They stop-
ped on the junk for two months, and
then went on in her to Pulo Mahi and
thence to Singapore.

The interviewer enquired of Johansen
whether he did not feel horrified at eat-
ing human flesh, Johansen replied:

“I would not eat a small piece of hu-
man flesh again for $1,000; but we had
to do it then. We would gladly have
eaten anything”’

The ease, he
said, was so clearly against the city th.at
he was never called upon to speak while
in London. As treasurer, the witness
said she had paid Macdonnell- $150, and
had receipts for that amount. She also
had been ordered by Mr. Fullerton to
pay $50. She had entertained the
highest opinion of Macdonnell up to that
time. She had since had reason to
change her opinion.

Mr. Mills asked for the production of
the books of the defendant. He asked
for leave to inspect the books.

Mr. Duff objected to the books not
being put in evidence if they were to be
examined. He -was willing that they
should go in in evidence, but until so
put in court could not consent to Mr.
Mills examining them. x

Mr. Mills objected to putting them in
unless he had an opportunity to first ex-
amine them, and objected to the delay
in producing the books, which had been
supoenaed on Friday.

D. C. Macdonnell upon examination by
Mr. Duff said that he was a member of
the Ontario bar since 1874, and of the
British Columbia bar since 1896. He
Lad been a member of parliament. He
first met Cox early in 1897. Cox came
to his office with a letter from a member
of the committee, He refused previously
to see him, as he understood Cox wished
a money consigeration for. giving evi-
dence.

Witness held out no inducement to him
in any shape as to remuneration for any
evidence he might give. Cox told him
distinetly that he bored the beams and
not, as he stated the other night, that
he did not bore them. Cox in all the
trials always distinctly stated that he
| himself bored the. holes. Cox gave evi-

dence in the Patterson trial; he was
i not cross-examined.

Up to that time he gave no fees to Cox
as he was suspicious of him. Witness
informed him after this trial that le
wished him to stay here as other trials
might come on. Cox said he was going
to the Kootenay. Witness gave him a
cheque in May, 1897, after the Patter-
son trial, in order that he might remain
here until the witness saw some of the
committee about the matter.

Cox was paid $114 as witness in the
Patterson case. He was paid in wit-
ness’s office in cash. The $25 was paid
afterwards as fees to keep him in the
province for any other case which might
come on. It was not then decided which
case was to go on. After the 28th of
May, when the Patterson case was de-
cided, the witness, after seeing the com-
mittee, sent a letter to Cox in which he
said he was enclosing $100, and which
was given as witness fees for the next
j case, promising to become responsible
]for any further charges necessary. The
| letter was registered on June 1st. Ther2
was no slip enclosed as referred to by
Mr. Cox. On July 12th a letter was re-
ceived from Cox by witness in which he
asked for money as he was in need of
it. Witness replicd sn July 13th, saying
.that he imtended visiting Victoria and
would see Cox. He visited Victoria
shortly after. He came down to ex-
amine Mr. Cox, de bene esse, who was go-
ing to the Yukon. Previous to going to
Victoria Mr. Fullerton had been. in-
structed to pay $50 to Cox.

Examined upon that occasion, Mr, Cox
said that the beams were perfectly rot-
ten. Owing to a part of his evidence
needing explanstion, witness urged thaf
Cox should stay and give evidence in the
Lang case. Cox said he needed money.
Witness said he bad ordered Fullerton
to pay him $50. Cox =aid he did not
get any. Witness pald him $50. He
was paid also $2 on the day of the ex-
amination,

The Lang trial took place on the 12th
of October, 1897. On November 15th,
upon Cox saying that he believed he was
entitled to more remuneration, and that
Hatherly had borrowed $3 from him,
witness gave him a cheque for $28, three
dollars being in lieu of Hatherly’s loan.

When in London he got a letter from
Cox from the Yukon, stating that "he
was sick and was in need of money.
Upon returning he wrote, under date of
June 31st, 1899, and referred him to Dr.
Grant, a personal friend of witness’s,
who would give him any attendance.
On ths 8th of August, 1899, ie met Cox
in Vancouver. Cox complained of being
sick and wanted help. Witness gave
him a cheque for $50, which Cox re-
quested.

The receipt in Lang v. Victoria,
in  which Cox aeknowledged the
receipt of $240, at $60 a month, for re
maining in British Columbia, and not
going to the Yukon, was produced. It
was obtained under circumstances as
follows: Mrs. Lang asked for a state-
ment of costs. Passing Cox’s place, he
consulted him in the matter, with the
object of getting a voucher for the
amount. They reckoned the amount
received, which came to about $240, as
well as they could recollect, and a re-
ceipt was accordingly given. Since the
trial commenced he had found that $269
would have been more correct. Cox was
paid small sums of which he kept no
account. About the 1st of October, just
before the Lang trial, he paid Cox $50
upon Cox representing that he was in-
sufficiently paid. This was to have been
divided with Hatherly for their trouble
in inspeeting the bridge at the time.

Upon the question of remuneration be-
ing granted him, witness said that inas-
much as he had suffered the loss of his
position in the city and had incurred the
displeasure of the citizens of Victoria
so that he could not obtain work, he
offered to do what he could to induce
claimants to deal generously with him.

On the 5th of August, 1899, witness
come over to arrange with Mrs. Lang,
The committee contributed towards the
expenses involved in an appeal to the
Privy Council only in the Patterson
case, not consenting to do so in the Lang
case. Mrs. Lang entered the combine
after the Patterson trial. Mr. Mills
asked to be retgined, but witness re-
fused to take him. Mrs. Lang did not
press her desire to have Mr. Mills. A
letter of 11th June was received from
Mr. Mills asking~ that Mrs. Lang be
guaranteed indemnity for costs in case
of the trial going against her, which wit-

Le s1id, in answer to Mr. Mills,

ness refused to consider. The matter
culminated in Mrs. Lang agreeing to be-
come responsible for any costs arising
out of any action, provided these costs
did not exceed 50 per cent, of the
amount recovered.

i After returning from London, Mrs.
' Lang on the 5th of August authorized
' him to deduét'$10,000 out of the $20,000
recovered for expemses, On the 20th of
August he consulted with Mrs. Lang
and consented to her getting $12,500 out
of it. He agreed also to retain $2,600
of the $7,500 coming to him as security
against any new suit which might be
undertaken, which was .in conformity
with the agreement entered into with
the combine. Should no other litigation
be involved, she was assured that this
might be added to her share, making
$15,000 for her in all

Action was initiated some time after,
when Mr, Mills, acting for Mrs. Lang,
entered into megotiations with the wit-
ness for a settlement. At that time they
zot $3,500 for expenses. Within a week .
after that Mr. Mills came to his office °
and said that the interest amounts to a
considerable sum of money. Witness
said he would destroy the agreement on
the $3,500 being paid back. Mr. Mills
threatened criminal proceedings, and
left the office. He brought an action to |
set aside a part of the agreement in |
November, 1900. That action is still |
pending, and not yet brought to trial. |

It being half past eleven it was de- |
cided at this juncture to adjourn the
hearing until to-night at 8 o’clock, |

When the case pending against D. G.
Macdonnell was recalled in court last
night there was another interested as-
sembly gathewed to listen to the proceed- !
ings, and when at 1115 o’clock an ad-
journment was taken until to-night this
assembly hfd not diminished by prob-
ably a dozen people.

Before the case was called last even-
ing both counsel took exception tc a
communication appearing in yesterday’s
Times, which Mr, Mills did not think
pointed so much to the geatlemen on the
bench as it did to Police Magistrate Hall. ;
He felt responsible for the two justices |
of the. peace presiding, and had to thank ;
them for accepting it.

Mr. Justice Pearson said they had
themselves felt quite competent in deal- '
ing with the case, otherwise they would
pot have taken it. They had.sat on !
cases off and on for the last thirty
vears. Special scope had been allowed
in this trial in order that all the facts
bearing on the case might be brought |
out. They had come night after night !
with no thanks, no pay, not as muck as
car fare.

To this Mr. Mills replied that they had
the thanks of the public.

Mr. Macdonnell, continuing his evi-
dence, said that the agreement was en-
tered into on the morning of the 13th of
October. The reason he knew it to be
in the morning was that he had a letter
written a week afterwards in proof of |
his contention, from which he read. In
the Lang agreement there was no men-:
tion of interest. Mr., Mills had said |
something in reference to the cost, and
had remarked he did not care what Mr.
Macdonnell had received, whether it was
two thousand or three thousand dollars. |
The matter of Cox’s receipt had gone
out of his recollection. He had never
discussed it with any ome. His bill of
costs was $13,000, and he was to re-
tain $5,000, so that the matter of - a
receipt for $240 from Cox was a trival
thing.

He had to raise the whole of Mr.
Blake's fee in advance, Mrs. Lang hav-
ing no security to offer. The only ar-
rangement he could effect was one where-
in he was not responsible for the pay-
ment of money, no matter which way
the case went. At the time of the Cox
receipt he had paid to Mrs. Lang $12,-
300 out of the $20,000 recovered. Subse-
quently he paid to her two or three
thousand doHars,

As to the charge that he had received
$240 from Mrs. Lang with the direction
to pay it over to Cox, he said there
could have been no direction, as the
money had been already paid over. He
received the $27,000 from the defend-
ants in the action in August, and he
never recaived any money from Mrs,
Lang thereafter. The allegation in the
information that he had received any
money was therefore incorreet.

Just before concluding his cross-ex-
amination, Mr. Duff demanded all let-
ters written by Mr. Macdonnell and in
the possession of the court.

To Mr. Mills—Witness first spoke to
Mr. Mills about Mrs. Lang’s case coming
over on the steamer. Cox had given
him a statement. His stenographer had
taken it down, but he did, not remember
whether it had been transcribed or not.
Cox had given him the impression that
he was a material witness, but had
fenced quite a bit when spoken to.

Mr. Mills then read a letter dated
January 2nd, wherein witness had invit-
ed Mr. Cox to his office, stating that he
did not want him to obtain a statement
from him. He wanted to talk to him
only in a friendly way. Prior to that
interview he did not know that Cox was
a material witness.

In regard to the interview witness did
not remember asking Cox whether he
was a city carpenter. He could not re-
member the questions he had put to him.
He did not consider he had violated his
promise in the letter. He had simply
taken his statement. He had not taken
what he regarded as evidence.

Mr. Mills read from the evidence given
by Mr. Macdonnell on Monday evening
wherein it was stated Cox had given the
whole of the evidence given in the Pat-
terson trial. Witness declared he made
no promise to (‘ox that he would re-
ceive $2,000 or $3,000 over and above
expenses,

Mr. Mills—Are yov lying how or were
you lying then? Witness—Neither times.

Mr. Mills—Was it a friendly interview
or was it a professional interview? Wit-
ness—Cox would give no evidence, he
understood, until compensated for it. He
had no confidence in Cox until his evi-
dence given at the trial.

Further questioned, witness said he
had no confidence up till the time of the
Patterson case,

Mr. Mills—Did you ever pay to Cox
$38 received from the city to pay to
him? To this, after explanation, witness
said no.

Mr. Mills—Did you pay $25 to Cox in
the Lang cage? Witness—No, not till
the next caseé, which was the Lang case,
Cox had also received $100 on account
of the next case. This, as it turned out
to be, was the Lang case.

The first resolution- in the above is
techuical, being required by the Com-
panies’ Winding Up Aect, and is in
harmony, though in seéming contradic-
tion to the fourth, as the two are design-
ed to suspend withdrawals in order to
prevent a run on the society.

It was found that the liabilfties were
merely nominal as to ordinary creditors,
and the shareholders present were prac-
tically unanimous in refraining from any
withdrawals.

! staughter, which wWas expected to be
| commenced in the Speedy Trials this
morning, was adjourned until Monday
| next, upon the request of coumsel for
i the defence, Geo. E, Powell and J. S.

| Yates.

When the case was called this morn-
{ing in the Assize court room there was
{a large assembly ‘of spectators. The
accused occupied “the prisoners’ dock.
and it was observikdd that each wor: a
narcissus, which a member of Zion's
flock afterwards interpreted to a curious
scribe as being the symbol of a “blame-
less life.” Just before the indictment
was read a large number of members of
the Zion church filed into the court, tak-
ing seats along the'side. The majority
were Jadies.

The Deputy Attorney-General, Mr.
MeclLean, representing the crown, then
read- the indictment, which includes no
less than eleven charges, all of which are
virtually incorporated in the first,

They are as follows: (1) Willie W.
Maltby and Eugene Brooks are jointly
charged with unlawfully killing and slay-
ing Claude W. Maltby, the child of the
former; (2) Maltby is charged with neg-
lecting to fulfill his legal obligations, to
provide the necessaries of life to the one
under his charge; (3) and (4) Eugene
Brooks is charged with being a principal
in this and counselling the commission
of the crime; (5) Maltby is charged with
neglecting, as a father, to provide neces-
saries of life for his child; (€) and (7).
Brooks. for assisting in and counselling
this erime; (8), Maltby, with neglecting
to provide under the common law; (9
and (10), Brooks, with assisting in and
counselling. On the eleventh they are
charged with joint' conspiracy in com-
passing the death of the child.

These charges being read to both ac-
cused they were then given the oppor-
tunity of . re-electing. As before, they
decided to come up: for speed trial. The
indictment was read again and both ac-
cused pleaded not guilty.

An adjournment was then applied for
by both counsel, and the date of the trial
was set for Monday pext. It is the
general opinion that the proceedings will
not last longer than a couple of days.
The defence has admitted Maltby’s abil-
ity to provide the necessaries of life at
the time, a point which would have been
cleared up, however, by the city assess-
or's testimony.

The same bail in which accused were
criginally entered stands. The rather
iengthy list of charges preferred by the
crown counsel came scmewhat in the na-
ture of a surprise to all with the excep-
tion of those not immediately concerned.
and was probably responsible for the ap-
plication for an adjournment by the de-
fence.

A number of the spectators this morn-
ing evidently ecame with the intention
of spending the day or remaining as long
as the proceedings would last, and the
number in attendance showed that de-
spite the fact that' some months have
rassed since the matter first attracted
attention, a great amcunt of interest is
manifested in the affair.

Harrowing
Details

Eye-Witness Gives Particulars of
Awful Massacre at
Taiyuan-Fu.

Merciless Ruffians Spared Neither
Women Nor Children—Whole-
sale Slaughter.

The following harrowing account of the
massacre of missionaries at Taiyuan-Fu
last year is given by an eye witness to
the North China Daily News, according
to an exchange received by the Glenogle
yvesterday. The narrator is & Christian
named Yung Cheng, a member of the
Baptist church, who barely managed to
escape, and the authority of whese story
is vouched for by Dr., Creasey Smith.
The narrator states that in July last
he saw a party of missionaries, including
the Rev. Mr. Piggot, wife, and son, Mr.
Robinson, Miss Duval and two girls, be-
ing escortad into Taiyvan-Fu by a num-
ber of Chinese soldiers, The two men
were handcuffed, and on arrival in town
the whole party of seven were thrown
into the district prison, The narrator
proceeds:

“The next day I was on the street near
the Governor’s yamen; I saw a big
crowd, and went to see what it was they
were following. I found it , -was the
foreign pastors and their wives and chil-
dren, and the Roman Cathelic priests
ard nuns, and some Christians., I heard
people say they were going to be Kkilled.
I tried to get out of the crowd, but could
not, so stayed and witnessed with my
own eyes the killing of the foreigners.
The first to be led forth was Pastor
Farthing. His wife clung to him, but he
gently put her aside, and going in front
of the soldiers himself knelt down with-
out saying a word, and his head was
struck off by one blow of the execution-
er's knife,

“He was quickly followed by Pastors
Hoodle and Beynon, Drs. Loritt and
Wilson, all of whom were beheaded with
one blow by the executioner. Then the
Gcovernor, Yu (Hsien, grew impatient, and
told his bodyguard, all of whom carried
big beheading knives with long handles,
1o help to kill the others. Pastors Stokes,
Simpson, and Whitehouse: were next
killed, the last one by one blow only,
the ofher two by several. When the
men were finished, the ladies weére taken,

“Mrs. Farthing had hold of the hands
of her children, who clung to her, but
the soldiers parted them, and with one
blow beheaded all the children, and did
it skilfully, needing only one blow, but
the soldiers were clumsy, and some of
the ladies suffered several cuts before
death, Mrs. Loritt was wearing her
spectacles, and held the hand of her little
boy even when she was killed, A soldier
took off har spectacles before beheading
her, which needed two blows.

‘“When the Protestants were killed, the
Roman Catholics were brought forward,
The bishop, un old man, with a long
white b2ard, asked Governor Yu Hsien
why he was doing this wicked deed. I
did not hear the Governor give him any
answer, but he drew his sword and eut
the bishop across the face ome heavy
stroke; blood poured down his white
beard, and he was beheaded. The priests
ard nuns quickly followed him in death.
Then Pastor Pigott and his party were
led from the district jail which is close
by. He was still handcuffed, and so was
Mr. Robinson, He preached to the peo-
ple till the very last, when he was be-
headed with one blow. Mr. Robinson
cuffered death very calmly. Mrs, Pigott
held the hand of her son, even when she
was beheaded, and he was killed immedi-
ately after her. The lady and two girls
were killed also, quickly. In all on that
day forty-five foreign people were be-
headed, thirty-three Protestants and
twelve Roman Catholics. A number of
native Christians were also killed; I did
not see them all, but I was told there
were thirteen, The bodies of all were left
where they fell till next morning, as it
was evening before the work was finish-
ed. During the night they were stripped
of the clothing and other things, such as
rings and watches. Next day they were
removed to a place inside the great
South Gate, except scme of the heads,
which were placed in cages on the gate
of the city wall.”

The Trustees Discuss Question of
Qualifications Required For
Principals of Schools.

Revision of the Regulations of the
Board Being Cousidered
By Them.

The school trustees met last night and
took up the question of amending the
reculations. The section of these regu-
lations which ealls for the greatest dis-
cussion is that dealing with teachers’
gualitications and their salaries Super-
intendent Eaton submitted to the tmlc_h—
ers some days ago suggested changes in
the regulations which form a ground-
work for discussion by the members of
the board. -

The subject which occupied their at-
tention particularly last ni_;:ht was Flu{t
dealing with the qualification of princi-
pals. The trustees showed a disposi-
tion to raise the academic stan@ard _of
the principals, but at the same time c.hd
not propose to interfere if possible with
the present principals.

The communication from R. Jamieson,
of the Victoria theatre, stated that Mr.
Seton-Thompson would not arrive until
3 o'cdlock in the afternoon, so that the
necessity for closing the schools early
would be avoided. The letter was re-
ceived and filed.

The board then took up the considera-
tion of the regulations as affected by the
clauses of the new School act. The act
provides that the board of school trus-
tees may from time to time make such
by-laws as they see fit upon submitting
them to the council 6f public instruction.

The board went into committee of the
whole to consider the regulations, with
Trustee Jay in the chair.

In section 2, regulating meetings, it
was decided to make it possible  for a
meeting to be called upon the requisition
»f two members of the board, instead of
four, as in the regulations.

It was decided to adjourn the discus-
sion for the present of section 3, rules
of order:; section 4, duties of secretary;
section 5, duties of the city superin-
tendent; section 6, duties of principals;
section 7, duties of arsistant teachers,
and section 8, organization and conduct
of schools.

The superintendent submitted the fol-
lowing dealing with teachers’ salaries, as
a substitution for section 9 of the old
regulations.

1. No one shall be appointed a teacher in
the Victoria schools who does not hold
either an academic certificate, a first class
certificate or a second class certificate with
Normal school diploma. 2

2. No one shall be appointed principal of
a three-grade scheol who does not hold an
seademic certificate; but principals under
appeintment at the time of the adoption of
these regulations, not holding acadewic cer-
tificated, may be continued in office at the
digeretion of the board. 'The salaries of
such principals. shall not be governed by
the provisions which follow.

3. The salaries of teachers under rezmlar
appointment as assistants in the graded'!
schoc hall be determined within the fol- l
lowing limits: \

Teachers holding second class certificates :
shall receive not less than $480, nor more
than $600 a year.

Teachers holding first class certificates
shall recelve not less than $6G0, nor more
than $S00 a year.

Trustee Mrs. Grant was opposed to
the change as contained in the suggested
regulation, and also to the amendment.
The ability of a teacher did not depend
upon his attainments in' languages. In
preparing to take an scademic cemﬁczm:
the schools would suffer, as the teavherrv
attention would be taken up with their
study.

Trustee Hall also differed from the
provisions of the suggested change, and
slso the amendment, and moved the fol-
lowing amendment to the amendment:

That sub-section 2 of the amendment be
struck out, and all the werds after “Certli-
ficate’” in third line, and clause 2 be substi-
tuted therefor.

Trustee Huggett thought that it was
not essential that because a tea(*he_ar had
scholastic training that necessarily he
had the ability to impart such knowl-
edge to the pupils under him. He wm_ﬂd
not discriminate in favor of those with.
scholastic training, but would fav.or the
board showing discrimination in the
selection of teachers. :

Trustee Hall thought the adoption of
the principle contained in his amend-
ment would canse the present teachers
to qualify themselves still further 'schol-
asticaliy. He did not wish to militate
against the present principals, but to
guard the interests of the schools with
regard to future appointments.

Trustee Brown thought that wh.jle
high scholarship and teaching ability
were very essential, there was also ne-
cessity for good character in the teach-
ers chosen.

Trustee Drury thought that a Normal
training was far more essential than
academic scholarships. While he did
not wish to see academic standing r-iew
preciated, yet he did wish to see special
stress thrown upon Normal training.

Superintendent Eaton said that at the
present time there were not enough
teachers in the province having Normal
training to warrant a provision being
inserted that they should have a Normal
traininz. The schools might fall short
of teachers should such a regulation be
made. ‘

Trustee Belyea said that in the near
future higher scholarship was going to
be demanded of’our principals particu-
larly. The matter will have to be right-
ed before long. They wanted the best
scholarship and the best training they
could get in the teachers if they expect-
ed the schools to hold their own. He
did not favor making exceptions for the
sake of a few principals whose grade
was low. He would give them time to
come up to the standard, and insist upon
their doing so. He had no personal feel-
ing against these principals. No teacher
had any vested right in the schools of
this city. His amendment provided for
experience as an essential point. There
was also a sufficient iime given for the
present principals to come up to the
standard. It was not a question of dis-
missing them, but giving them a chance
tc come up to the standard of their
assistant teachers.

The amendments were both lost.

Trustce Drury said he wished to pro-

rese an amendment to clause 2, which
he would have prepared before the next
sitting of the board, and therefore moved
that the committee rise and report pro-
gress.

Trustees Brown, Mrs. Grant and Jay
were appointed a committee to suggest
changes in the sections of the regulations
which were laid over last night,

The board then adjourned.

Counsel in the Macdonnell Case
Will Put on Finishing
Touches.

Last Evening’s Session Produc-
tive of Several Verbal
Conflicts.

It is altogether probable that the pre-
liminary hearing of the Maedonnell case

will be concluded to-night with addresses
by counsel. Both the latter had a loose
rein last might, which was responsible
for a prolongation of the proeeedings
until 11.15 p.m. Om several occasions
Mr. Justice of the Peace Pearson stern-
ly reprimanded them, but the Jull was
only temporary, and at times the pro-
ceedings degenerated into an inquisition
and counter inquisition between counsel
with an oral examination on legal techni-
calities thrown in.

RATEPAYERS IGNORED.

To the Editor:—TI ‘observed in looking
over -your paper last evening that the
amendments preparéd by the municipal
council of this city, which were intended
to be added to the Municipal Clauses
Act, have been, fortiunately for the rate-
payers, laid over uhtil the next session
of the House., I sincerely hope that the
ratepayers will not allow themselves to
be any longer ignored by the council, but
will rise in their might, and, by a numer-
ously signed petition to the legislature,
put a stop to this usurpation of power
which belongs to them, and not to their
servants—the members of the ecouncil,
It is well know that for several years
past, amendments have been made to the
municipal act without the knowledge or
consent of the ratepayers, which is no
doubt wrong, as they should have been
consulted and their comsent given before
the améndments wepre handed to the leg-
islature, Some of the amendments made
in the past were objectionable to the
ratepayers, and some of those recently
laid over, particularly the -election of a
member for three years, would, I have
no doubt, be strongly opposed by the rate-
payers of this city. -If a member of the
council is elected for cne year, and dur-
ing that term, the ratepayers are satis-
fied with him, they would doubtless elect
him for another year. On the other
hand, if a member is elected for three
years and his actions are not such as to
satisfy the ratepayers, they would be
obliged to grin and bear with him during
his term in office, ‘which would not be
right. Tn order to prevent any friction
in this matter of amendments +to the
Municipal Clauses Act, I would suggest
that any amendments the council wish
to make should be put clearly before the
ratepayers at the time of election, so that
they could vote either yea or may, which
would be only just to those who have to
bear the burden of taxation, S.

Wreck on Coast of Graham Island
Discovered to Be 0ld
Colasa.

D. G. 8. Quadra Returns Froum g
Trip of Investigation—Louise
Repaired at Vancouver.

D. G. 8. Quadra, Capt. Walbran, re-
turned this morning from the North,
whether she had gone to investigate the
reported wreck on the west coast of
Graham Island, Queen Charlotte group.
News of this vessel it w.ill be remember-
ed was brought to Skidegate by & num-
ber of Indians, who related the story of
the finding of the wreck to the officers of
the steamer Tees. They spoke of a
stench arising from the held of the ves-
sel, indicating that dead bodies were
to be found below., They did not in-
vestigate further because of superstitious
fear, but told of a blanket being found
ashore. Thig was taken to mean that
some members of the crew had escaped
and had used this article of - clothing
probably as a kind of tent for .a night's
shelter, These stories were reported to
Captain Gaudin, local agent of marine
and fisheries, on the arrival of the Tees,
and that official at once took steps to
send the Quadra to the scene:of the
wreck in order to offer any assistance
necessary in case of any survivers being
in the immediate neighborhood.
The steamer leaving here proceeded di-
rect to Skidegate, and- there learned full
particulars regarding the wreck, late ar-
rivals from the west coast of Graham
Island, who left to investigate the report,
discovering the vessel to be an old wreck.
The vessel was found to be the old

disaster on the Alaskan coast some two

to sea, finally run on the rocks off the
Greham [sland ceast, thce going to
pieces. She has broken up into three dif-
ferent parts, according to information
supplied to Capt. Walbran at Skidegate,
but there are no signs of life on board.
After learning the character of the wreck
the steamer immdiately left for Victoria,
cailing only at Nanaimo on the trip
south. She will now take up her regular
departmental work, of which there is ivis
to do.

Lost Some
Amt_egﬂment§

Municipal Suggestions Given In-
considerate Reception by the
Local Legislature.

The Bill Reported and That Was
All—S8helved For Indefin-
ite Period.

It is unfortunate that the legislature-
was unable last session to find time to
take up “An Act to amend the Muni-
cipal Clauses Act.” Possibly were they
aware of the importance of some of the
amendments suggested by the various
municipalities they would have accorded
the matter more consideration than
merely receiving the report of the com-
mittee and then losing it in an almost
interminable discussion on other ques-
tions. Some of the latter were by ne
means 80 important or urgent, and the
Jegislative committee of the Vietoria
council have certainly every cause to
feel dissatisfied that all their efforts and
enterprise during the past several months
have proven futile.

Last year nearly all the amendments
asked by this city were granted. This
year there was every prospect of the
same compliance, the municipal commit-
tee of the legislature, under the chair-
manship of Mr. Garden, inclining favor-
ably toward all the advocated amend-
ments.

On May 1st, Mr. Garden reported on
the amendments and recommended them
to the favorable consideration of the
House. The report was received and
that is just where the matter stands.
Several legislators when approached om
the subject threw out the rather vague
promise that the act will be taken up in
the special session, if one is held, in
August, but as several members of the
city council point out, this means a
waste of time, all the more flagrant
when there was nd reason why the act
should rnot have been dealt with at the
last sitting.

As far as Victoria is concerned the
several amendments were advocated
which in the opinion of the legislative
committee of the council should be em-
acted. All through the session this com-
mittee, consisting of Ald. Yates (chair-
man), Cameron and Beckwith, have
spared no effort in making clear the ob-
Ject of each suggestion, and in placing
them in proper form for consideratiom.
There were scveral conferences with the
municipal committee of the House which
were of the most amicable character.
and there was every reason to expect
that the same generosity which charae-
terized the action of the legislature last
year woula be evident this year.

The bill stood in the name of Mr.
Helmcken, who has been most consider-
ate in apprising the council of the vari-
ous ~opportunitics open to' them, and
comprises a large number of amend-
ments. 'These were suggested by the
various municipalities of the province,
Victorin’s requisition being a consider-
able proportion.

Among these is an amendment regu-
lating aldermanic terms. It provides
that the council of every municipality
may by a by-law provide for the cemn-
tinuance in office for more than one year
of a certain number of aldermen and
for the election in each year thereafter
fo one-half or one-third, as nearly as
possible, of the total number of alder-
men constituting the council of that city.

Gentlemen:—Your special committee hav-
ing considered the undermentioned subject,
beg to report and recommend as follows:

Re James Bay Mud Flats—Your commit-
tee would eall attention to the concluding
recommendation contained in their report
of the 4th April, 1901, which reads as fol-
lows, namely:

That there is at present in operation in
Seattle a large pumping plant (the use of
which might possibly be obtained for the
purpose), but it would be advisable to ob-
fain more information as to its mode and
cost of operation, and your committee
think that a visit to Seattle of your com-
mittee, accompanied by the city engineer,
would prove most advantageous to the
eity’s interests.””

Your committee not finding it convenient
to carry out the recommendation before,
visited Seattle on Saturday last, accom-
panied by His Worship the Mayor, and Al-
dermen ilall, Cooley, Williams and Stewart,
and Messrs. C. H. Topp, R. Hutcheson, W,
Northcott and W. J. Dowler, and were af-
forded every facility for looking minutely
¢ into the method adopted there of reclaiming
an area of tidal lands comsisting of several
liundred acres.

The contract will take a number of years
to complete, and not much more than a
good beginning has, as yet, been made. A
reclaileed section of 55 acres, which was
pointed out to your comittee as having
been a few weeks ago covered with 18 feet
of water, iIs now two feet above tidal flow,
and so solid that buildings can be erected
thereon at omce; in fact, buildings are al-
ready going up there.

The machinery by means of which this
is done looks like an ordinary dredging
voat. It combines the features of dredge
and pump. A revolving shaft, with a
cylindrically shaped cutting surface at the
end runs from the boat diagonally to the
bottom. The knives or teeth of the cylinder
as the eylinder revolves cuts the bottom
up, and at the same instant the disturbed
bottom surface is drawn by the suction
rower of the pump into a 20-inch iron pipe
or main, looking like a large stove pipe,
through which it is forced by the same
pumping power to the point of discharge,
which may be hundreds or thousands of
feet (according to the length of the pipe)
from the point of suction. The discharge

1s mud, In other words, water and silt; the
water flowws off and the sHt remnins.

Your committee are fully convinced of the
complete feasibility of the proposal to fill
in James Bay mud flats by this method to
any required level, and that the ecost of
the work would be well within the eity
engineer’'s estimate, and the operatien
would have the additional benefit of
deepening at the same time the harbor pro
portionately to the west of the proposed
1.v1'm;\nunt causeway.

Your committee were also afforded an op-
portunity of visiting the splendid reservoir
system of waterworks the city hag, at great
expense, established. The supply is drawn
from a mountain stream 28 miles diatant,
conveyed to the city by a 42-inch main and
delivered to a high level reserveir, thence
to a lower reservoir, from which, by a triple
pump machinery operated automatically by
the pressure at this point, It Is raised to a
stand pipe on Queen Aune's Hill, many
feet higher, thereby affording ample water
supply for a city twice the size of the
present one, and a gravity pressure of great
value as a protection against fire.

Your committee could not but be struck
by the courageous public spiritedness manl-
fested by the citizens in regard to this un-
dertaking, and ift building the immense five-
story cut stone High school building now
in course of erection, sail to cost $300,000,
also in making the esxpenditure necessary
for further extensive improvements in the
way of permanent sidewalks and  street
paving now under consfruction, as being
works of magnitude and greet cost, and
your committee think it would repay thos.
interested in this class of civie improve-
ments to visit the city and see them foo
themselves.

Ho gave some additional interesting in-
formation regarding the operation of the
great dredger. He mentioned that this
was a money making device, and the
completion of the present work next year
would add $2,000,000 to the city assess-
ment roll. He also described the water
works system, which has resulted in a
saving of $40,000 annually to the city,
the entire system costing $1,125,000, and
giving Seattle water supply through a
process of gravitation. He referred to
the work of Moran Bros., and expressed
the hope that Vietorians would become
more familinr with the features in the
cities surrounding them. He eulogized
the splendid tramway system in the
Sound City, as well as the institution of
the ferry boat system on Lake Washing-
ton, which enabled the farmers to send
their produce to Seattle, ™ where they
could compete with outsiders.

Continuing, Ald. Yates spoke most
favorably of the Seattle streets, and in
conclusion emphasized the benefit to be
derived by citizens of Victoria from a
trip to the Sound City, and advoeated
that such excursions be often held, if
necessary under the auspices of the
council,

Ald. Kinsman, while endorsing all that
the previous speaker had said, contend-
ed that the streets of Victoria were bet-
ter paved, and in the main as creditable
as those 0f Seattle.

The report was finally received
filed.

The finance committee recommended
the appropriation of $1,196.47 for the
usual purpose. Adopted.

Ald. Stewart’s motion that the Court
of Revision sit here on June 18th at 10
a.m, was then taken up and adopted.

Great Britain's Preparedness
Checks Russia’s Advance in
Province of Manchuria.

The Engineer of Chinese Imperial
Railway Gives Interesting Talk
on Eastern Subjects.

There was a passenger onr the steam-
ship Glenogle, arriving here on Sunday,
whose position in Oriental lite should
give to what he says regarding the great
problems agitating the Far East a more
than ordinary import. This passenger
was J. Pagat Dease, briefly referred to
in last evening's Times,- who . belongs
to the East Indian public works depart-
ment, but who has of late been serving
in the more important position of cou-
sulting engineer for the Chinese Imperial
railway, under Sir J. Wolfe Barry. He
has seen the bombardment of Tien Tsin,
has taken an active interest in all the
railway difficulties which, as will be

rememberad, became so acute a short

battleship for |

would mention as a further indication of |

time ago that the international crisis
reached seemed to portend but one thing
—war; has travelled through Corea and
Japan, and is now heading for London
to put in the remaining part of his leave
of absence. '

Relative to Russia’s actions in the Far
| East and her obvious desire of getting
an open port the year round for her
!ﬂwt on the PPacific, he discloses no re-
! ticence, but converses willingly and en-
| tertainingly on the subject. In conversa-
| tion on the ship yesterday, he said that
there was little doubt but that the alert-
ness and determination with which Great
| Britain grappled with the Manchurian
situation was a most effective check to
the Bear's manoeuvres. Russia, he says,
pre-supposed that England’s hands had
been tied in the Transvaal, and not cal-
culdting on the facility and rapidity with
which she could and did land troops
from India, was beginning to exert an
altogether uncalled Influsnce over Man-
churia. Japan’s sympathy and ready co-
operation with England was another
set back to the arms of the Czar,

Mr. Dease speaks highly of the Japan-
ese, whom he describes as being as artful
and polished in their diplomatic relation-
ships as tha ‘French. There could be
but one result in a conflict between this
nation and Russia, he states, dnd that
disaster to the latter along the Pacific.
Russian gentlemen whom' he has met
concede this. France, however, is back-
ing up Russia, and, according to Mr.
Dease, is doing so without much dis-
guise in Cora. Here Ru:sia appears
to be making all preparations for the
acquiring of Masampo to make this her
{ headquarters for the Pacific fleet. While
1thi.~: is the case Japan is wasting no
time in preparing for a contingency liable
at any time to arise. France and Rus-
sia on the one hand are building a rail-
way from the Yellow river with all
celerity, which, whe« completed, will
give Russia a key to the sitnation of
affairs in Corea that will not be easily
counteracted. On the other hand Japan
is hastening the construction of the Seoul
railway to the coast, and just recently
1eceived some important concessions
from Corea for the carrying out of the
project.

Paverting to the Chinese Imperial rail-
way; Mr. Dease states that China has
paid off all Russian obligations, and the
latter has now mo other alternative but
to withdraw, As to the flag incident,
upon which a court of arbitration is now
making investigation, the arbitrators
were being retarded in their work by mnot
having up to the time he had left been
able to locate certain titles to the pro-
perty involved. The histcry of this
trouble, which has been meagrely re-
ferred to in the press dispatches, is quite
an interesting one, and is one which Mr.
Dease has personal knowledge of.

The Japanese press, received by the
Glenogle, also has considerable about it.
One correspondent writing from Tien
Tsin says: “The Imperial Chinese rail-
ways before the outbreak of hostilities
last summer had made arrangements to
add largely to their accommodation in
Tien Tsin and to provide sidings down
to the river bank to certain properties
which the great steamer companies had
there acquired. The ground for these
properties. had been purchased, and in
some places the work had been begun.
In October along came the Russian miki-
tary officers, and inspired by acute and
far-seeing advicers, they, through their
-acting coitsul, proelaimed that the whole
tract of land between the railway and
the river was to be appropriated for a
Russian settlement. St, Petersburg was
probably innocent of this move, but, as
usual in Russian policy, it would be up-
held on the Neva if successful, and could
easily be repudiated if a failure; but in
any case the military would score heavi-
1y, as would their advisers, for many of
the Chines2 landholders had in the mean-
time sold to them at prairie value, and
the new purchasers could easily part
with their holdings if the scheme for a
Russian settlement be not approved at

NATURAL HISTORY STUDIBS,

A Special Prize to Be Offered for Col-
lections of Wild Flowers at
Exhibition.

At the meeting of the Natural History
Society last night a good number. of the
teachers of the public schools were pre-
sent. Their attendance arose out of the
following letter, which had been sent by
the sécretary of the society to the vari
ous principals in the schools:

At the last meeting of the Natural His-
tory Society, the subject of encouraging the
study of natural history among the schocl
children was discussed. The great import-
ance and desirability of this was unani-
mously conceded, but as it was agreed that
the matter was one largely within the prov-
ince of the teachers themselves, and that
any steps taken should be ‘wlth their con-
currence and co-operation, it was decided to
invite the principals of the various pullic
schools, and as many other of the teachers
as would care to attend the regular meet-
ing of the Natural History Society, on Mon-
day evening, May 13th, at 8:30 o’clock for
the purpose of considering any suggestions
that may be offered. You are therefore re-
quested to be present, and to invite the
moembers of your staff as well. In taking
this step the members of the Natnural His-
tory Seciety are simply desirous of ascer-
taining the views of the teachers, ard of
affording an opportunity to all concerned of
finding out to what extent co-operation is
practicable. I am desired to assure the
teachers that the society is in hearty sym-
pathy with the movement in favor of irtro-
ducing nature studies into the schools, and
that so far as possible they will aid in de-
veloping a systemy of Instruction.

Discussion followed upon the subject
mentioned in the letter, and it was final-
ly decided to appoint a joint committee
of six representing the Natural History
Society and the teachers., The commit-
tee will report later upon a scheme after
getting it in practical shape.

J. R. Anderson submitted some speci-
mens of fungi which were taken from
birch trees.

In order to lend an interest to the
study of natural histcry the society have
decided to present a prize of $10 for the
best collection of native wild flowers at
the fail exhibition.

Building Wharves.

H. H. Swaney, who returned the other
day from Texada Island, where he went
for the purpose of inspecting the Planta
claims adjoining the Van Anda property,
has made arrangements with the man-

It is reported that Mr. Swaney
will send a complement of men up in
a few days to help the work along.

Yesterday a visit was made to Sooke
by Mr. Swaney for the purpose of in-
specting the operations there, and he
hopes to have all his properties in full
working order, shipping ore to the Iron-
dale smelter, before the expiration of
a great deal of time.

Besides the acquiring of theSerita min-
ing properties, Mr. Swaney bonded the
Anderson and Copper Island properties
some time ago, on which extensive de-
velopment work will be expended.
