‘To the R. H Grand Lodge of Canada West, I. O. O. F.

Officers and RepresentATivEs.-t-This day brings us again together in 
various capacities, as Officers and Representatives, having in charge the general 
internets ol Odd'Fellowship in the Province, and when we, as Officers, have ac­
counted toyou for our past stewardship, you as Representatives, having ascertained 
the true position and wants of our good craft, are expected to put things “ to 
rights" 1 to make the necessary provision for the future ; and having put new 
Oncers in command, to bid them “ God speed” for another, and I hope many other

our

successful voyages.
When in taking a retrospect of the year past, and of the carnival of riot and 

war upon our borders, in the track of which we see hosts of disfigured, helpless be­
ings, and hear the wail of sorrow and anguish which arises from thousands of 
hearts and homes. When we consider all this in contrast with out peaceful, and 
prosperous condition as a people; and when, bringing the unhappy scene, still 
nearer the subject before us to day, we contrast the guilt that pervades our own 
Grand and Subordinate Lodge, with the troubles and burdens of the Lodges of our 
Order in the United Nates, it is almost an overpowering motion which prompts 
us to unite more fervently than ever before, as well in humble thanksgiving for 
blessings received, as in appropriate supplication for a continuance of Divine tavor 
towards us,

While it is meet that we should thus acknowledge the Great Author of all things, 
let as not forget to specially implore his mercy, guidance and blessing, for Odd 
Fellows and their Lodges everywhere ; to so preserve, strengthen and increase them, 
and render them blessings to mankind ; that, when peace and good will again re­
sume their sway, Odd Fellows shall be known only to be honored and loved, and 
our Order remain for all time^p come, as it has been for years past,—the most 
practical, the most munificent, and the grandest benevolent organization upon 
this Continent.

Soon after our last adjournment, I visited, in accordance with my instructions, 
the localities of Ontario and Industry Lodges, for the purpose of recovering their 
effects. I succeeded in obtaining their Charters, Books, Emblems and-Regalia, a 
list of which, together with the property itself I placed in charge of the Grand

Hamilton, for which a Charter was granted at our last Session. I was most 

®hlv assisted throughout the entire ceremonies of the session, by Grand Officers 
Wuodyaft and Smith, and by Past Grand Officers Bissell, Peel, Brown, Read 
Partridge and Wigmore; as also by a very creditable number of earnest and 
talented Brethern from Union, Eureka, Gore and Forest City Lodges. . •

On account of the size and importance of the City of Hamilton, the necessity for 
■ Lodge of our Order there; has long been felt ; and our meeting for the purpose 
named was an occasion le were all delighted to>onor,as in conclusion we were 
proud to acknowledge, the happiest reunion in our eipenence as Odd Fellows 
for the first Representative oi that Lodge, Past Grand Archibald Frew, I bespeak

from you all, the welcome to which, if you do not already, you will soon concede
he is really entitled.

During the year just ended, I have visited every Lodge ofxour Order in this 
Province. In mrst cases this has been done in connection with the execution 6f 
the special orders ofthi* Grand Lodge, or in the pursuit of my private business.
It would-be impracticable to give you the details of my visit to each Lodge, their 
Representatives here, to talk with and to. you, and their Semi-Annual Reports soon 
to be laid before you, will inform you of all that is most important concerning 
them The reception 1 met.was invariably gratifying to me and creditable to the 
Fraternity, and the Lod£e meetings were well attended, by Brethren who with 
scarcely an.exceplion were ready to renew with roe their pledges of zeal and fidelity 
to the principles of the Order. In each Lodge I endeavored to have a thorough 
rehearsal in the Secret Work, making such correction, imparting such advice as I 
deemed necessary, and conveying from one Lodge to the other, those items ot in­
formation with regard to Lodge rooms and appurtenances, Finances Membership 1 
efficiency and zeal, as I thought best calculated to increase fraternal interest and
incite laudable emulation. , ,

In this connection, 1 must particularly commend to your no ice the wtion oi 
Union Lodge in the erection ot a beautiful and spacious Odd Fellows Hall, ine 
Brethren ot St. Mary's Lodge, whose Hall we now occupy, are also the owners ot 
their Hall. These are examples, which can and should be followed by many 
other Lodges immediately, and in time by all.

On account of the distance and consequent draft "upon ouiflimited Funds, I had 
not thought a visit to Brock Lodge advisable ; but, business unexpectedly calling 
me to Montreal, afforded an opportunity which I gladly improved. Notwithstand­
ing the lateness of my arrival there, quite unexpectedly to them, a meeting was 
sneedilv improvised, at which I had the pleasure of exchanging congratulations 
with several former associates in Grand Lodge and of forming some new acquaint­
ances Our meeting was quite informal, but was improved to the best advantage, 
both in conveying and receiving information pertinent to the occasion, and proved,
I believe, mutually agreeable and satisfactory to all present. Most of you are 
aware that Brockville was the home of opr first Grand Master, the lamented Dr. 
Reynolds, the originator, and until his death, the master spirit of our present, 
organization as a Grand Lodge. Brock Lodge, of which he was a member, « the? 
oldest of our subordinate Lodges. Bearing these things m mmd, you will readily 
appreciate the strangely mingled feelings with which I apRJoached, and sought 
familiarity with the semes and associates of his life and labors—feelings of sorrow 
for his loss ; of respect almost amounting to devotion for his memory, and ot 
Iraternal sympathy and love for his co-laborers who still cluster around ihe altar 
consecrated by his words and conduct, to the works of Friendship, Love and

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For the first time in many years we" have complete returns Irum all onr existing 

Lodges, and none have ceasçd to work during the year. These Returns, and the 
Reports of the various Deputies arc really encouraging. Ol the Returns the 
Secretary’sÇeport will aflord yon an abstract, and the Reports will in due course 
be reviewed in Committee.

While I do not for a moment conclude, that our receipts towards the Wildey 
Monument Fund are ended, I believe that the amount already paid, in proportion 
to our numbers, will compare favorably with that of any of the Stale Jurisdic- 
Jions from which we have yet heard. This sum, small though it is, is our sihcere 
tribute to thff memory oi Father Wildey ; and addedTo similar sums to be 
gathered in from all parts of this Continent, will accomplish a work which will 
creditably perpetuate his memory, and be alike honorable to us all.

Experience and observation have taught me that the labors of Grand Secretary 
are, and bv no .means should be limited to the duties- enjoined upon him in the 
Constitution. So (ar as authority extends, that of course should be his guide and 
limit ; but there are innumerable other opportunities and ways of imparting in­
formation, and keeping up an interest throughout the Fraternity, both by tongue 
and pen, which, very appropriately falls within his sphere, and thus renders his 
p.isilibn, not only the most useful, but the most arduous one connected with our 
Grand Lodge. It is highly gratifying to me to acknowledge, Iront my own obser­
vation, the efficiency of our present Grand Secretary, Bro. James Wcodyatt, and 
to commend him to your highest consideration and thanks, as a faiihlul officer, 
and a true Odd' Fellow.

I am too well aware cflhe importance you attach lo our anniversary meetings) 
to think it necessary, to impress upon you, at length, how requisite it is, that we 
improve faithfully the short period allotted us. System, promptitude and harmony 
a re Requisite to the accomplishment of the work for which we have assembled. 
Let us illustrate all these principles.

If the result of our mutual endeavors has not been productive of all the goo<l we 
hoped for ; let us be lhankiul that so much of harmony has been maintained and 

decided improvement and progress made during the year ; and let us upon 
this occasion consecrate our talents and energies anew to Ihe object for which we 
are banded ; hoping and believing always that the success oFour principles will 
ever tend to “ peace on earth—good will to men.”

In conclusion, it is not merely a form of words, with which I thank you for the 
confidence with which you distinguished me one year ago, and for the courteous 

s co-operation which it has been my good fortune to receive in the discharge of my 
Jduties. I needed all these, the realization of which makes me more grateful.

The books and records also obtained should be carefully presirved lor future 
reference. The value of the charge books and property^ obtained is considerably
greater than the expense incurred in their recovery. *

The Correspondence had between the M.W. Grand Master and myself is here-

W1The"semi Annua! Reports for both terms from all the Lodget have been received 
giving evidence of life and activity in the benevolent work ol the Order. Who 

tell the amount of suffering prevented, the amount of comfort «Horded to the 
Widow and Orphan, by the sum devoted to that purpose, small though it be, while 
the amounts to the credit of the Lodges indicate the ability, if need be, to do yet 
more for the alleviation df sickness and distress. It will be well for the proper 
committee to carefully examine the Reports with a view to the correction el some 
small discrepancies which, notwithstanding all the care exercised in getting up the 
blank forms still occur.

The Reports of Erie Lodge still show an adherence to their custom lor years 
past of requiring only One Dollar for quarter’s dues : and there seems to be a great 
disinclination on the part of the Lodge to comply with the repeated requirements ol 
the Grand Lodge to amend their Laws in conformity with the Constitution loi Sub- 
•ordinates. As an equivalent to the grand Lodge in the matter oh percentage they 
have paid this year fifteen per cent instead of ten, as requited from all other 
Lodges, and seem willing to continue the same. The Lodge appears to be work- 
in* prosperously and in explanation of their course you are referred to the Report 
of D D Grand Master Glover, for December 1862. Evidently the Constitution 
ordained for their guidance should be#mended to meet iheirwishesor.they should 
be required to adhere to our well established usage and law.

Host Worthy Grand Master, Officers and Members of the R. IT. Grand Lodge 

of Canada West, I. 0. of 0. f '.
Sir and Brothers.—It is with much pleasure that I again meet with you as- 

vour Representative to the Grand Lodge of the United States, and render unto 
you such of the Proceedings of that Grand body as is essential to the. interests ot 
our Order in Canada West.

The Grand Lodge of the United States met according to adjournment in the 
City of Baltimore, on Monday 15th August, when on report of the Committee on 
Credentials, twenty-four Grand Lodges and eleven Encampments were represented.

The Most Worthy Grand Sire, R. B. Boylston, of South Carolina was again 
not present to preside over the deliberations of Grand Lodge, in consequence, 1 
presume, of the unsettled state of affairs in that country ; that duty however, was 
ably performed by the R. W. Deputy Grand Sire, Milton Herndon of Indiana, 
whose Annual Report can be seen by referring to the printed proceedings ot the 
Grand Lodgev

There has been no material changes to the Constitution, and in fact very little 
business of importance was done at this Session, owing to there being no Repre­
sentation from any of the Southern States, a disposition prevailed among Repre­
sentatives to do as little business as possible; hoping that soon the political discords 
which now distract both North and South would be settled, and a full Representation 
once more meet and with renewed energy conduct the important matters ol Legis­
lation connected with Odd Fellowship. Our Order being a progressive Institution, 
it necessarily follows that there must be amendments introduced from time to 
time, having a tendency to raise the standard of Odd Fellowship nearer and 
nearer to perfection.

The following answers to questions propounded to thè Deputy Grand Sire, 
acting as Grand Sire, were confirmed by Grand Lodge : ) "1

Answer to Question 1st. :
A Grand Master has entire supervision of his Subordinates during vacation, 

and the right to interfere oh all violations of law ; and incase of persisted diso­
bedience, may suspend the privileges of the refractory Lodge, until the case is tried 
and determined by the Grand Lodge.

Answer to Question 2d. :
No appeal to the Grand Lodge lies upon the' decision of incidental questions 

during a trial, they may form exceptions and be the basis of an appeal, but an 
appeal to the Grand Lodge can only be taken after the decision of the entire case 
by the Lodge, which is binding until reversed by the Grand Lodge.

Answer to Question 3d. :
