OCTOPBR 16, 1879. incumbent, but he could not say what
might be the result of that sad event. It 
was patent to all that the church alone 
was not able to raise funds to pay tho 
Coadjutor’s salary. He would not take 
any more time ; but would move that tho 
^anon be taken up section by section.
* Canon Brigstocke had much pleasure in 
seconding the motion to go into the 
sidération of the canon, section by section.

This motion was put, when Mr. G. R. 
Parkin took the point that this method 
would indefinitely prolong the discussion. 
The motion was carried without division.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis took exception to 
the punctuation of the first section, hold­
ing that the final—should be after the 
word “ request.”

Mr. Justice Allen agreed with Mr. 
Jarvis’ contention.

Mr. G. A. Schofield suggested putting 
in a comma after the word “ request ” 
instead ot the 

This was adopted.
Canon Bngstocke moved in amendment 

that the word “present” be added to the 
section, so that it would read :—

Whenever at the request of the present Bishop of 
the Diocese, Де.

He held that the confidence reposed in 
the present Bishop should not be extended 
to every successor. The Synod should 
reserve the power to say in future when 
and how Coadjutors shall be appointed.

Rev. E. W. Pentreath seconded the 
amendment.

Mr. Geo. A. Schofield objected to 
this amendment as unnecessary.

The Bishop asked how the synod was 
going to prevent any future Bishop making 
a request ? (Laughter.) He doubted their 
power to shut any man’s mouth.

Rev, F. H. Almon moved to strike out 
the words “either at the meeting of the 
Synod at which such resolution shall be 
passed,” on the ground that the importance 
of the subject required that full notice 
should be given of its consideration.

Mr. Jarvis thought only one amendment 
could be taken up at a time. He asked 
Mr. Almon to withdraw his amendment 
till Canon Brigstocke’s was disposed of.

Mr. G. A. Schofield denied this, hold­
ing that the amendment to the amend - 
mant was in order.

It was finally suggested that the use of 
It had the word “present,” as applied to the Bish­

op would mean the Bishop for the time be­
ing, and not as intended by the mover, 
the present incumbent.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong, in discussing

iu the Royal Gazette, a special meeting of 
the Diocesan Church of England Synod 
was called to order in the Odd Fellows’ 
Hall, York street, this morning by the 
Metropolitan.

After the form of prayer laid down had 
been read, the roll was called and the 
Secretary, Rev. Mr. Partridge, declared a 
quorum present. The number of delegates 
present was much larger than at the meet­
ing held on July 2nd. There were not as 
many lay delegates present on this occa­
sion, however.

After some discussion tho minutes of 
the last legal meeting were adopted with­
out being read.

Rev. Dr. Jarvis moved that the usual 
address be presented to Hie Lordship and 
the reply received. On Mr. T. W. 
Daniel’s suggestion both the addresses 
and reply read on July 2nd were ordered 
on the Synod Journal without further 
reading.

Rev. F. H. Almon questioned the con­
stitutionality of proceeding further with­
out electing the officers of the Board of 
Foreign Missions. A lengthy discussion 
followed, and the matter was set aside.

consideration of the Canon relating to the 
appointment of a Coadjutor Bishop, he 
still adhered to his proposal of July last. 
He hoped that the gentlemen present 
would discuss the question in a friendly 
and courteous way.

Mr. G.D.Street,in moviug the adoption 
of the Canon said he did so in the place of 
the gentleman who was expected to move 
it,and who was confined to hie home by ill­
ness. The Canon was one of importance. 
He thought, viewed in a plain, simple, 
common sense way, the Synod could have 
no difficulty in adopting it. 
emanated from His Lordship, who in view 
ot his increasing infirmities, wished an 
Assistant in the discharge of his onerous 
duties. All regretted the necessity which 
called for this step ; but all were willing 
to give each assistance as was necessary. 
But there was one great obstacle in the 
way—the difficulty of raising the fund 
necessary to support a Coadjutor Bishop. 
This, by His Lordship’s generous offer in 
July last, had been removed. Another 
point of importance was as to how this 
appointment would affect the right of suc­
cession ; but he did not see how they 
could expect any clergyman, qualified for 
the position of Coadjutor, to accept the 
office for the small salary the Diocese 
could pay, unless there was the prospect 
of being at some time raised to the Bis­
hopric of the Province. The Canon was

!-----OR----- About an hour was then taken up by 

various speakers on the grammatical con­
struction of this section, and the effect of 
the various amendments suggested.

Rev. Mr. Hoyt’s amendment, to add 
the word “ either ” as the second word of 
the section, was adopted.

Rev. Mr. Almon moved an amendment, 
that the election shall take place at a 
special session of the Synod. He nrged 
this on the ground that due notice should 
be given of this important event.

Mr. G. A. Schofield opposed this. It 
would cause delay and work up popular 
excitement on the question—something to 
be regretted.

Mr. G. R. Parkin held that the calmest 
way was the best, and he was opposed to 
getting up excitement throughout the 
parishes and holding special elections of 
delegates, etc., as if it was a political 
affair.

Mr. T. W. Daniel took opposite ground. 
He wanted publicity, and asked what 
other body would think of dealing with a 
grave and important subject without 
giving due notice to the members, and to 
all concerned ! The agitation of the past 
three months had done much good in dif­
fusing chnrch information in the parishes. 
For one, he now knew more about the 
question before the Synod, than he did 
not long ago.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis understood that not 
more than thirty days notice would be re­
quired to call a session to elect a Coadju­
tor; so the delay would not be long 
enough to work harm. He favored the 
amendment of the Rev. Mr. Almon.

Rev. Mr. Almon pressed his amend­
ment, that the words “ either at the 
meeting of the Synod, at which such reso­
lution shall be passed or ” be struck out.

To this Mr. E. B. Chandler, Jr., moved 
an addition ; that the election may be held 
at a special meeting.

About this time, (1 o’clock) there were 
cries of “ adjourn,” “adjourn,” but a mo­
tion to that effect was negatived by a large 
majority.

Rev. Mr. Almon’s amendment was 
voted down after a short debate, and the 
Synod adjourned till 2.30, p. m

Mr. Street said he would only deal with 
a few of the objections raised to the Canon. 
He took up the matter of the appointment 
of Bishops in England which did not give 
the people a voice in their election. Here 
in New Brunswick, the Bishop had been 
appointed without consulting the people, 
though at present the right is vested in 
the Diocesan Synod, the only mode pre­
scribed being by ballot. Nothing iu that 
Canon had been said about nomination or 
other procedure; nor did it touch the case 
in point, the appointment of a Bishop 
Coadjutor. He did not see, therefore, 
where" the Canon now proposed infringed 
on the rights of the Synod. It only pro­
vides that the Bishop should nominate to 
the Synod; though some writers contend 
that the Synod by this has only the right 
of veto, which it would be.too cowardly 
to assert He did not see the force of 
this; he, on the other hand, believed that 
placing the nomination in the hands of the 
Bishop would do away with the hard feel­
ings and excitement attendant upon the

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the case, holding that no one would ac­
cept the office of Bishop if he had to de­
pend on yearly subscriptions for his 
salary. The subscription scheme was not 
feasible. But toward the evening of his 
life the Bishop gives us one more proof of 
his love in his offer to surrender to us a 
part of his income. He has given us all 
that is in his power to give. You have 
come here, year after year,' and given ver­
bal utterance to the high estimate in 
which you hold him. Now will you go 
back on these utterances that cost nothing 
and refuse him probably the last request 
of his life ? (Great applause).

Rev. G. M. Armstrong congratulated 
his young friend on his fiery speech. He 
agreed with his eulogy of the Bishop, but 
felt that the subject before the Synod was 
not the Bishop, but a Canon. Mr. Par­
kin’s arguments might be used to show 
that they should delegate the election of a 
Bishop to his Lordship’s hands. Person­
ally, he had no connexion with any 
anonymous communications or pamphlets ; 
he always wrote over his own signâture. 
He would-sooner give the election to his 
Lordship as Metropolitan than the nomi­
nation to him as Bishop of Fredericton, 
though he would bow to the decision of 
the Synod, whatever it might be.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis could not give a 
silent vote. He said Mr. Parkin’s able 
speech put all the opponents of the Canon 
in a very painful position. The Canon 
was antagonistic to all usage. The case 
of Bishop Selwyn, of New Zealand, refer­
red to, was different from the case in 
hand. There the Synod voluntarily dele­
gated their power to the Bishop ; here the 
Bishop request*! the Synod to do this. 
He asked why this little diocese should 
set a precedent to the Christian church 
opposed to all previously recognized 
practice? He reviewed the remarks of 
all the speakers, and admitted that the 
majority of the Synod would support the 
Canon.

Canon Brigstocke agreed with those 
who expressed the wish that the literature 
referred to in the debate had not been 
written from a distinctly ecclesiastical 
point of view. He deemed this a vital 
question. It was not the election of a 
Bishop. They were not a diocese de­
prived of its head. To ask the Bishop to 
accept a joint nomination would be to re­
duce His Lordship by that especial episco­
pal act to the level of the clergy and laity. 
He (Brigstocke) believed in the section 
under debate, and denied that it was 
taking the election out of the hands of the 
Synod. The Synod would not elect a man 
a Coadjutor simply because the Bishop 
nominated him. The scenes in Toronto 
and elsewhere at the election of Bishops 
disgraced the church in Canada. (Ap­
plause.)

Mr. T. W. Daniel could not keep silent 
when the case of Toronto was referred to. 
He* had good authority for stating that 
the proceeding at that Synod, oh the 
Evangelical side, were not as stated in the 
public press on some parts of it. They 
were orderly.

Chief Justice Allen was prepared to 
vote in favor of the Bishop having the right 
of nomination. When he considered how 
the coadjutor was to be supported, he 
felt it was not right to vest the nomina­
tion in the clergy and laity. By this 
Canon no one could be appointed Coatiju- 
tor without the Bishop’s consent. But he 
was opposed to the Coadjutor being the 
Bishop’s successor, as it would take out 
of the bauds of the clergy and laity rights 
conferred in 1871-

Judge Fisher’s objection to the Coadju­
tor being the Bishop’s successor led him 
to vote against the whole Canon.

Mr. G. A. Schofield said the Canon did 
not propose to change the right of election 
from the laity, so he did not wonder that 
these pamphlets were anonymous.

Rev. Mr. Schofield objected to these 
pamphlets being flung at the head *f the 
Synod.

Bishop Medley : My friend feels bad 
that these pamphlets should be flung at 
the head of the Synod, but he does not 
feel bad that they should be flung at the 
head of the Bishop. (Great applause.)

Mr; G. A. Schofield, continuing, said 
he claimed the right to answer these pam­
phlets, else it would be said their argu­
ments were unanswerable. He reviewed
some of the documents and then turned 
to the "discussion of the arguments of Rev. 
Mr Almon and others against the Canon. 
As the Bishop only put one name before 
the Synod at a time there could be no 
party lines. The amendment, however, 
went further. Instead of curtailing the 
Bishop’s power, it gave him the right to 
veto every* election if hià own nominee 
was rejected. The very construction of 
the amendment tended to promote can­
vassing, as it required each candidate to 
be nominated by three persons. He agreed 
with Mr. Parkin’s principal arguments 
and ended by proclaiming himself in favor 
of the Canon.

THE BISHOP
then stated the way in* which the Canon 
suggested itself to his mind. He had, in 
view of approaching feebleness, wished an 
assistant. It had been stated that he 
yielded his judgment to a clique. This 
he wished to publicly state, was wholly 
and malignantly untrue. After framing 
the Canon,he had consulted a few friends, 
but the .Canon/waa his own and he accept­
ed the responsibility for it. He had con­
sidered every difficulty,, and the conclu­
sion he came to was the Canon as placed 
before them. The Coadjutor occupied a 
peculiar position. When the Bishop died, 
he could not go as a priest into the parish 
to work, nor could he go home, else they 
would say in England, “Here comes 
another returned empty.” He had pro­
vided for the salary and left no burthen 
on thr. diocese. Refuse the succession and 
yon might as well refuse the nomination. 
The amendment proposed was calculated 
to stir up strife by putting the Bishop’s 
man against the Synod’s, &c. He did not 
want to see any such strife introduced 
here as lately prevailed in Canada. Ho 
thanked the speakers for the uniform 
courtesy with which they had treatad him 
during this debate, though he thought 
Mr, Parkin had used too flattering lan­
guage

On motion, the vote on the amendment 
was taken by orders. Mr. W. M. Jarvis 
and G. A. Schofield were appointed tellers.

On 
the Bathtfrst Road, as far as we 
have seen it, and on the others, as 
reliable parties inform us, the attempts 
at maintenance are of a very inade­
quate description. In almost all cases, 
the material with which repairs are 
made is such as can be picked up on 
the spot. The roads are K skirted,” 
which means that the trash washed 
down into the water courses during the 
fall and spring is shovelled back 
again each summer to be washed 
down again, instead of being thrown 
as far from the road as possible and 
better material procured in its place. 
There are many places where the 
original foundation of the road-bed has 
been soft soil, and there is a constant 
giving way beneath, resulting in mud 
holes just large and deep enough to 
take in half an ordinary waggon wheel. 
Generally,the intelligent (?) road repair­
er shovels more mud into these and 
imagines he has repaired the “Queen’s 
Highway.”

The bridges show the effect of mis­
management in a greater degree than 
even the roads. It would, perhaps, 
be saying too much, to assert that 
there is not a bridge on the roads in­
dicated that is in good repair, but we 
know there is not a bridge be­
tween Chatham and Richibucto that is 
not deficient in this respect, while 
several of the largest and most impor­
tant are positively unsafe even by day 
and unfit for a stranger to cross at 
night.

Under the circumstances, it is the 
plain duty of the Chief Commissioner 
to apply himself to the work of reform.

is quite well known that he has not 
sufficient money at his disposal to do 
all the work necessary, but it is equally 
well known that the system under 
which what money there is is expended is 
very faulty and that great abuses have 
grown up under it. It is not creditable 
to the gentlemen who have composed 
the Government of New Brunswick 
since Confederation, that this faulty 
road system has not been dealt with. 
Indeed, it is the habit of members of 
the Assembly,as well as of the Govern­
ment, while admitting the fact that the 
public road moneys are wasted,to attri­
bute it to the system. At the same 
time they lack either the ability or the 
courage to apply the remedy. We, 
therefore, hope that Chief Commission­
er Landry’s special attention to the 
great roads this season, will lead him to 
solue practical conclusions on which he 
will be enabled to take steps towards a 
radical change. It is in such matters 
that our expensive legislative and go­
vernmental machinery ought to be of 
service to us, and it will not be to the 
credit of those who are responsible 
if they let another session go by 
with a practical confession that they 
are unequal to the work required of 
them in this particular.

The following account of Dead wood fire 
is sent to the Advance, by Hugh Johnston, 
formerly of Miramiuhi, N. B.
Black Hills Deadwood Sep. 26th 79.

Mr. Editor:—It is impossible to give 
an idea of the magnitude of the teui^îe 
disaster that has befallen Deadwood. All 
is confusion rush and bustle. Nearly the 
whole city is now only smoking ruins and 
great ragged walls that still stand, pictures 
of desolation. The streets are full of 
women weeping over their ruined homes; 
children searching for their parents; and 
parents for their children. While waggons 
are moving the few articles of household 
goods, and scattered in the wildest 
fusion, are all kinds of property that 
been rescued from the devouring element.

The terrible disaster may be summed up 
in a few words. Deadwood is gone. Of 
course there are residences left, and a few 
buildings on the outskirts, but the heart 
of the city is swept away clean, it is wiped

Rev. Mr. Almon brought in a resolution 
relative to the establishment of a Diocesan 
Church of England Temperance Society ; 
but, on a point of order being raised, with­
drew it.

Rev. G. 3. Roberts, from the Divinity 
School committee, submitted the report, 
which showed that the sum of eleven 
hundred dollars a year, for five years, had 
been subscribed, and that the committee 
had good reason to expect more.

It was moved that the report be made 
the order of the day for the afternoon.

Canon Brigstocke thought that the com­
mittee were proceeding too fast ; he wish­
ed to move an amendment, but it was 
ruled out of order.

The motion to make the report the order 
of the day was carried.

Canon Medley presented a report on 
missionary work in the diocese (for report 
see report of July meeting in Telegraph). 
which was laid over until next session.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis renewed notice of 
motion.

Mr. G. W. Schofield gave notice of mo­
tion to amend section 14 of the constitu-

Jndge Fisher gave notice of motion in 
relation to parish delegates, one of whom 
must be a resident

Rev. Mr. Almon moved that a Diocesan 
Church of England Temperance Society 
be formed. The Rev. gentlemen, in the 
course of his remarks on this subject, re­
ferred to the history of Church of Eng­
land temperance societies in the past, 
showing that at one time the Synod was 
unanimously of opinion that a Diocesan 
Society should be formed. Clergy at 
work in the diocese must feel that they 
are hampered because no such society 
exists, and it is necessary that Church of 
England temperance societies should have 
the sanction of the Synod. We do not 
wish to force any one to join us; we only 
ask them to aid us in a great and noble 
work. Why cannot we establish guilds 
for the promotion of general church work 
as is done in England. Diocesan temper­
ance societies are established in many 
Colonial dioceses. We arc all desirous of 
checking such an evil, and a line of action 
that has so suggested itself to the Bench 
of Bishops in England ought tft commend 
itself to UK

This motion was seconded by Mr. Wm. 
Jarvis.

Tragic Ba4 of Aeronauts.
San Francisco, Oct. 4.—This afternoon, 

as Mr. Colegrave, aeronaut, and Williams, 
manager of Woodward’s Garden, attempt­
ed a balloon ascension from the Garden, 
the wind blowing heavily, the balloon seem­
ed insufficiently inflated and rose heavi­
ly above the buildings of the Garden.. 
Soon afterwards it dropped and scudded 
along at a low elevation, tearing away 
telegraph wires in its flight, In a moment 
the bag was ripped and the gas escaped 
xrith a roar heard for blocks, Both occu­
pants were thrown out, falling on Folsom 
street, between 14th and 15th streets, 
while the balloon came down a few rods 
beyond. Williams was fearfully crushed 
about the face and head and died instantly. 
Colegrave’s injuries were mostly internal. 
He is insensible and unlikely to recover.

Later—Prof. Colegrave, since the last 
despatch, has died from his injuries. The 
men fell about 200 feet. The balloon re­
bounded after striking the telegraph wires, 
then striking a chimney it again rebound­
ed, at which moment the æronauts were 
thrown out.

Chief Justice Allen styled the last sec­
tion the most objectionable of alt It 
would be a blemish for all time to come 
on the Chnrch here. He was sure every 
one present who voted for the Canon, did 
so on good grounds and not as an act of 
personal courtesy. He was in a small min­
ority iu opposing the Canon, but it was 
now law and he would cheerfully accept
it.

Rev. Mr. Almon thought they were 
making a precedent that wonld work in­
jury to other dioceses in future years. 
He held that his previous arguments had 
been unshaken.

Mr. EL L. Wetmore wanted this section 
to remain. The Canon was experimental 
and the same power should not be con- 
tip ued in perpetuity.

Mr. W. Gilbert would support Mr. 
Chandler’s motion.

Canon Bigstocke said he gave his vote 
on principle only iu favor of endowing 
the Bishop with the right of nomination. 
He hoped this last section would be taken 
off, else it would be said the Canou waa 
passed on personal grounds only.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong would vote for 
the retention ot this section.

Revs. Canon Medley, Pentreath, Han­
ford, and Mr. Blaii^ Wm. Jarvis and 
others continued the debate till after 10 
o’clock.

Mr. Blair’s motion to strike out the 15th 
section was seconded by Rev. Mr. Hanford, 
and Mr. Chandler’s motion, that the sec­
tion stand, was adopted by a vote of 67 
to 50.

The Canon as a whole waa then adopted, 
and the Synod adjourned until Thursday.

Fredericton, Oct. 9.
The Synod met at 10 o’clock. The at­

tendance of clergy and laity waa not so 
large as on the first day, owing no doubt 
bo the fact that the vexed question of the 
canon had been disposed of.

After routine, on motion of Mr. EL B. 
Chandler, the secretary was instructed to 
enter in the minutes the notice of the 
special meeting which appeared in the 
Royal Gazette.

The Rev. Mr. Campbell suggested that His 
Lordship be called the Bishop Diocesan of 
Fredericton, and not Metropolitan during 
the discussion. His Lordship favored 
this idea, and the secretary was instruct­
ed to substitute the words Diocesan of 
Fredericton for Metropolitan in the min­
utes.

Rex-. F. H. Almon asked if it was pos­
sible to record hie objection to the order 
of proceeding yesterday in the minutes. 
He held that the standing committee» 
should have been appointed before discus­
sing the canon.

In answer to Mr. Almon, His Lordship 
stated that this being a special and not an 
annual meeting, the business for which it 
was called together took precedence. 
The meeting, according to the notice, was 
called t»r the purpose of considering the 
canon. On motion the minutes were con­
firmed.

His Lordship the Bishop, in accordance 
with the first section of the canon made 
the following request :—

“ Being of the opinion that it is for the 
best interests of the Diocese that I should 
have assistance iu the discharge of the 
onerous duties of the Episcopal office, I 
hereby request the Synod and declare it 
to be advisable that a Bishop Coadjutor 
for this diocese should be appointed.”

On motion of Mr. W. J. Wilkinson, 
seconded by Mr. G. D. Street, a resolution 
in accordance with this reqneet was passed.

His Lordship said he waa unable at 
present to name any persons to the Synod 
for the office ot Coadjutor. He did not 
know before yesterday how the Canon 
wonld be received by the Synod. If the 
Synod, by a large majority, would name 
any one, he would accept their nomina­
tion. He was unable during the short 
time he had had at his command to con­
sult with any one aa to the peraon to be 
chosen. If the Coadjutor ahonhTbe chosen 
outside of the diocese, it would probably 
be in Canada or England, and it would be 
impossible to obtain a man from either 
place without a great deal of correspond­
ence. He thought it consistent with hi»

Canon Medley moved the following 
amendment, seconded by Rev. L. A. 
Hoyt :—
“That the Synod

form a Diocesan Temperance Society, and is 
willing to commit itself to any measures of a more 
stringent measure in this nature than that of re­
cognizing the establishment of Parochial temper­
ance organizations."

Mr. Schofield would support the amend­
ment. Every baptized member of the 
Church of England was a member of a 
Temperance Society. He objected to 
clergymen of the Church of England bring­
ing into their school houses ministers of 
other denominations to instruct members 
of the C. of EL in regard to their duty as 
far as temperance is concerned. He 
thought this was a work of parochial, not 
synodical supervision. Only 14 temper­
ance societies are at work in the diocese. 
The epeaker in reply to Mr. T. \V. Daniel 
•aid he did not refer to St. Mark’s T. S.

Mr. G. M. Armstrong thought this 
matter deserved great consideration. He 
said it would be a most melancholy fact 
that efforts should be so condemned as 
they were by the last epeaker. We ought 
to be cautioue how we introduce speakers 
of othor denominations to our meetings. 
He thought the least the Synod can do 
is to give a committee to look after the ’ 
societies.

Mr. T. W. Daniel would like all of the 
Synod who used liquor to abstain for 
a year and give the money saved to the 
Diocesan Church Society. (Applause.)

Mr. Wilkinson thought a Diocesan 
organization was net necessary, because in 
the Chnrch of England the broad principles 
of temperance were taught If we got up a 
Diocesan society there would be a number 
of itinerants going over the Province 
trying to imbue societies with their 
ideas. There is no Scriptural ground for 
a man’s abstaining entirely, it is left to a 
man’s own judgment.

from the New Testament to show that in 
the election of Judas’successor and the 
first seven deacons, the nomination rested 
with the Church and not in the Apostles 
alone. The proposition of the Bishop was, 
therefore, opposed to the ancient usage of 
the church.

Mr. Geo. S. Grimmer held that the 
amendment would cousei ve the harmony 
of the diocese and greatly pbass the mass 
of the laity.

Rex*. J. Kushtou combatted Rev. Mr. 
Schotield’s illustrations, and criticised the 
interpretation he put upon them. After 
instituting a comparison between Bishop 
Medley and Bishop Уеіхх-yn, of New Zea­
land, who, after building up a glorious 
diocese,resigned to accept the Bishopric of 
Litchfield, his Synod by a unanimous vote 
placed in his bands the right to nominate 
his successor, <.f which act Bishop Patterson 
says “ it was clearly the right thing to do.” 
He asked the Synod of this Proviuce to 
treat their beL ved Bishop with the same 
courtesy.

Mr. G. R. Parkin held that the amend­
ment was only darkening the situation. 
The plain question was. wonld they give 
the Bishop the right to nominate or not? 
The whole Synod would have the right to 
nominate if they rejected the Bishop’s re­
quest. Why then did the amendment 
propose to limit the nomination to groups 
of threes, either Laity or Clergy?

Rev. L. G. Stex'ens moved, in amend­
ment, that the nomination be also made 
by groups of three laity and three clergy.

Rev. F. II. Almon, who spoke for about 
fifteen minutes in clear, forcible and telling 
language, attacked thoarguments advanced 
in support of the Canon. He warned 
them that the Canon, if passed, could 
nex'er be repealed except by the vote of 
the three branches of the Synod. The 
Canon struck at the root of all that is just, 
all that is right, and r.ii that is equitable. 
It was opposed to the principle of Synod­
ical government, as, instead of the nomi­
nation being open to the three branches, 
it is limited to the Kithop alone. Svvnd- 
ly, it is opposed to ancient usage, when no 
Bishop was permitted to nominate his 
successor. It xvas opposed to the practice 
of the great American church, and in 
support of this contention he read a letter 
from the Bishop of Ohio. He eulogizied 
the American church, for its purity and 
zeal, and deemed it dangerous to depart 
from the line of their usage. He looked 
on the Canon «as a hard thing on the Bishop, 
in that it deprived him, in selecting an 
associate, of the advice of the clergy and 
laity. Daughters might say, “ Father, we 
will marry none hut the men yon will 
name,” but he doubted if they would go 
so far as to say “ We will let no man pro­
pose to us without our father’s consent” 
No one wanted to force any obnoxious 
man on the Bishop, «as, though differing 
from him on some points, they respected 
him too highly to offer any such insult. 
In brief, he objected to this Canon because 
it was opposed to the principles of Synod­
ical action, the principle of Synodical 
government, to ancient usage; it deprives 
the Bishop of the support of the clergy 
and laity; and because it would not elimi. 
nate party feeling from the election.

Mr. G. R. Parkin replied : The basis of 
every argument against the Canon is that 
it takes away from the clergy and laity 
the rights secured to them by the Canon 
of 1871. But the 4th section of that 
Canon provides that the clergy and laity 
may delegate to the Bishop the right of 
nomination. (Applause.) This showed 
that the framers foresaw the time would 
come when sucli a case would arise. This 
demand is called a bold inx'asion of the 
rights of the Synod, yet that Canon shows 
the framers anticipated the present case. 
The right of delegating that power must 
not be lost sight of. It was no case of ex­
clusive right. He criticized the pamphlet 
freely circulated here and in St. Johii-^- 
“ Remarks on a Canon proposed by the 
Bishop of Fredericton ’’—printed at Mc­
Millan’s. Our Bishop had exiled himself 
and came to this country 35 years 
ago, and administered this diocese in a 
way that has won the admiration of the 
world. At the close of a life consecrated 
by labors of lox'e.our Bishop asks to nomi­
nate his successor. His very life might 
have saved him from the vein of insinua­
tion running through every attack on his 
plan. The question xvas, How could they 
get the best qualified successor for the 
Bishop ? There was no man standing out 
on the horizon of the clergy of the Province 
distinguished enough to claim one’s eye 
as the coming man. He believed they 
would have to g«> abroad for a man, and 
in that case the clergy are at sea, while 
the Bishop has .:t his command 
of information nut <•) en to many men. 
From his (Parkin’s) personal contact in 
England with representative churchmen, 
ho was in .a position to confidently . .ate 
the Bishop’s word could induce many nn 
enthusiastic and strong man to follow' his 
footsteps to this land. Thu Bishop has 
left us a lasting шопшш nt, the Cathedral, 
but more than that in the young cleigy- 
men whom he has trained up and assisted. 
It had been charged that it was the clergy 
who would carry this Canon. He be­
lieved the laity would not let all the bur­
den fall on their shouldirs in this instance. 
They would cheer the Bishop’s declining 
years. What answer x\ ill yon gix'e the 
Bishop if you do not grant bis request ?

Mr. G. R. Parkin claimed that the 

church should not be too far beyond pub­
lic opinion, and that temperance workers 
had a right to our sympathy and a right 
to be heard.

If 
this resolution is voted down, people will 
say that Churchmen will not support tem­
perance, and it will be an injury to the 
church. Intemperance is the greatest 
evil in the world, and should be grappled 
with by the Synod. Let ue show that we 
are temperance men.

Rev. Mr. Stephens was sorry that Canon 
Medley referred to the meeting in the City 
Hall in such slighting terms. If tempei * 
an ce was wrong he was sorry that two 
Archbishops and 14,000 clergymen through­
out the world were engaged in the cause. 
If Canon Medley knew the feeling of the 
people at the City Hall meeting, he would 
not liave spoken as he did.

Rev. EL A. Pentreath spoke in favor of 
the resolution. It was unfair to hold the 
C. of EL Temperance Society responsible 
for the actions of individuals. He watit- 
ed the Synod to liave a check upon 
parochial societies. He was sorry to say 
that this diocese, as far аз temperance 
work was concerned, is behind every 
diocese in the colonies and in England.

Rev. Mr. Campbell said he would vote 
for Canon Medley’s amendment, and he 
did so, although he had in his parish a 
Church of England temperance society. 
He formed it for self defence against other 
societies. Nothing can be more unfortu­
nate than the use of ridicule in the dis­
cussion of such a question. He most 
heartily sympathised with Mr. Stevens 
and Mr. Almoti.

Rev. G. G. Roberts wished to repudiate 
the idea that the clergy who advocated the 
C. of E. Temperance societies did not 
take pains to teach the catechism to the 
young of their congregations.

Mr. Schofield w ished to protest against 
the,idea that if the Synod did not pass this 
resolution they were opposed to temper- 
a ice. He also repudiated the idea that the 
Diocese of Fredericton was far behind 
other dioceses in temperance work.

Rev. Mr. Talbot explained that he did 
not mean to ridicule temperance work.

Rev. F. H. Almon was sure that the 
majority of the churchmen in the diocese 
were in favor of the Church of England 
Temperance orgauizatioa. A diocesan C. 
of E. Temperance Society in Nova Scotia 
is, according to Rev. Dr. Nicolls, doing a 
very good work. What we want is an 
expression of this diocese that that which 
has been found good in England and other 
countries should be done in this province. 
If the vote this evening was against him 
he would not suppi-se that the Synod is 
unfavorable to temperance. Their object 
is to advance the cause of Christ, and they 
believe they did it in one way by these 
societies. In regard to the meeting last 
night, he said he believed it was his duty 
to assist at any temperance meeting when 
asked to do so. He felt it due to the 
Christian women of Fredericton to cheer 
them in their noble work. The meeting 
was opened by prayer by the agent of 
another denomination, and was one of the 
most enthusiastic he ever attended. He 
had asked members and mimters of other 
denominations to assist him in this cause 
and would continue to do so. If not car­
ried now he believed this matter will yet 
be carried.

The question was then taken on Canon 
Brigstocke’s amendment to the amend­
ment, which was carried by a vote of 51 
to 32.

The Synod adjourned till to-morrow 
morning at 9.20 o’clock.

[We hold over report of the last day’s 
proceedings until next week.]

ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS.
The fire commenced, it is supposed, 

from a spark on the roof of thé Fits- 
patrick house and must have been in 
progress some time before it was dis­
covered, as the first intimation the in­
mates had was the fire makiug itself ap­
parent through the ceiling, while they 
were at tea.

Mr. Kerr was worth about $600 and was 
insured fur $400. The house belonging to 
the widow Fitzpatrick was worth about 
$300, but whether there was any insurance 
cduiibuot be ascertairiéd. • The house own­
ed by the Walsh estate was worth about 
$1000 and wis insured for $800. The 
stock of Thomas McLaughlin" Esq., was 
insured for $400. *•

It was moved by Mr. Parkin that the 
Synod proceed to the election - of a gov­
erning body as provided for by the re­
gulations.

Rev. Mr. Talbot moved the following 
amendment :

That tbfr regulations embodied la this report 
shall not be put In force unless an adequate en­
dowment has first been raised.

Rev. Mr. Talbot Said that if a divinity 
school should start in this, or any other 
community and fall through, it would do 
great harm and then there would be the 
serious loss of money. If a man appoint­
ed principal of the school, did not suit a 
certain efique or portion ot the e hm ch 
they would not subscribe at all. The 
Synod ia composed chiefly of men who 
live near Fredericton and who think this 
would he a good thing for the town.

Canon Brigstocke felt that on the views 
of the Principal the success of the school 
depends to a great extent. Some would 
not subscribe to the Diocesan ÎChurch 
Society because they could not approve 
of some clergy paid by the society.

Rev. T. E. Dowling asked where the 
candidates for holy orders could be sent' 
in a Diocese like ours. We need not 
fear for the success of the institution. It 
is important to have a diocesan institution 
in connexion with the Synod.

Mr. G. R. Parkin was exceedingly 
astonished when the mover of the amend­
ment said there waa not sufficient discus­
sion on the matter, because it had been 
considered at previous meetings. He had 
understood that those who formerly op­
posed the school would now support it. 
The committee took pains to secure a 
guarantee. They have put the School on 
a safe basis for five years. They felt 
sure that they will have $1,500 a year 
daring that time to pay a man, and the 
committee are going on the basis of run­
ning it for five years and then depending 
on its results. The committee having 
made the efforts that they had, and ex­
pecting a large subscription, think that 
they have a right to feel hopeful in this 
matter,

The question was then taken on the 
amendment, which was lost, and the origi­
nal motion was carried, there being only 
one nay.

On motion the Synod proceeded to the 
election of font clergy and four laymen to 
act as a governing body for the school. 
The following were selected Rev. Mr. 
Roberts, Rev. F. Alexander, Rev. Francis 
Partridge, Rev. Thoe. Neales, the Chief 
Justice, G. R. Parkin, Wm. Carman, 
Judge Fisher.

Rev. Mr, Almon again took up the 
question of a Diocesan Church Society, 
and said he accepted Mr. Brigstocke’s 
amendment

Rev. T. E. Dowling wanted to' know if 
unfermented wine ought to be used in the 
Communion service. He sympathized 
with Mr. Stevens in his efforts to pnt 
down drunkenness in Portland.

Rev. Mr. Hoyt could not believe in the 
Church of England temperance societies. 
He said we are banded together not 
againat one sin, but against all sins. He 
was as good a temperance man as any one, 
hot he did not believe in binding every 
one to a particular course.

Rev. F. H. Almon said all he wanted 
was a fair square opinion whether the 
Synod wanted a Diocesan Temperance So­
ciety or not

Rev. Mr. Rrigstocke said the amend­
ment was not a colorless one. The Synod 
passed resolutions previously and have 
committed themselves to the idea that the 
formation of a Diocesan Society is a special 
evil, requiring special remedy. The rev. 
gentleman’s speech was delivered in a very 
forcible way and made great impression.

Rev. Mr. Talbot said this matter had 
been shelved fi-ф Synod to Synod, and 
he had been told that drunkenness of the 
congregation was fearful (great laughter) 
in some parishes. In his parieh there was 
no society, and yet there was no drunken­
ness in it, but in Portland, where there is 
a society, drunkenness is great.

Rev. Canon Medley had seen the death 
of three temperance organizations in his 
own parieh, and he did not wish a Diocesan 
Society to have the same end. He had» 
through>ia own instrumentality, shut up 
three grogshops in Sussex, while the heads 
of the temperance society often went back 
to their old vices after a three months» 
pledge. He read an account of a temper­
ance meeting in Fredericton last night, 
and said the Synod would be committing 
themselves to a like course. [There was 
great confusion, cries of ** question,” after 
Mr. Medley sat down, and as Hia Lordship 
had to leave, it was moved that the meet­
ing adjourn, but it aas lost on division, 
m the temperance men were hound to be 
heard.

Qn motion the Chief Justice took the 
chair during the absence of his Lordship, 
and said that any one who wished to speak 
would be heard.

Lnmbtr Dütroym- two of species of insects which are 
known to devour the leaves of the pines, 
damaging them in some instances very 
much.

From the facts enumerated, it is evi­
dent that we are suffering serious loss 
in all our lumbering districts from the 
silent workings of these insidious foes, 
and since, in some measure, to be fore­
warned is to be forearmed. I desire to 
call the special attention of those im­
mediately concerned |n the prosperity, 
present and future, of the lumbering 
interests of our country to this import­
ant subject. Unfortunately, it does 
not as yet seem to be within the power 
of man to do much directly towards 
restricting the operations of these 
enemies to our forests ; yet this should 
not deter us from studying their habits 
and history, since an intimate acquaint­
ance with these may result much more 
to our advantage than we now antici­
pate. A few trees, such as a belt or a 
group planted for shelter or ornament, 
may be protected from the leaf and 
twig destroyers by syringing with a 
mixture of Paris Green and water in 
the proportion of a teaspoonful to the 
pail of water, and the bark lice may be 
killed by the use of alkaline washes ap„ 
plied with a brush or broom, and a 
timely application of the same will pre­
vent the operations of the borers, but it 
is scarcely possible that such remedies 
can ever J>e applied over extended 
areas of forest.

It is, however, gratifying to know 
that in addition to the numbers devour­
ed by our insectivorous birds, almost 
every injurious species is in turn at­
tacked to a greater or less extent by in­
sect parasites of the most active habits, 
who seek out and destroy these pests 
with ceaseless diligence. Were it not 
for these friendly insects, the destruc­
tive species would be far more numer­
ous individually than they now are. 
The question as to how best to 
CHECK THE INCREASE OF DESTRUCTIVE 

INSECTS

is of the greatest practical importance, 
and probably no insecticide has of late 
played so important a part in this con­
nection as Paris Green, which is a 
compound of arsenic and copper, 
comparatively insoluble, and a sub­
stance which seems admirably qualified 
for the destruction of insect life. Be­
sides its special use as a potato beetle 
killer, it can bo successfully used to de­
stroy any and every insect which eats 
the leaves of plants, shrubs, or trees. 
So poisonous an agent should be 
handled with caution if accidents are 
to be prevented, and it is a matter of 
great regret that in consequence of 
carelessness in its use the lives of many 
valuable animals have been sacrificed, 
and occasionally even human lives have 
been imperilled or lost. From the ease 
with which it can be procured it has 
also been resorted to in several in­
stances by persons determined on sui­
cide. These unfortunate occurrences 
are greatly to be deplored, and every 
possible precaution should be taken to 
avoid accidents. It is quite a common 
occurrence for painters, hardware deal­
ers, and general merchants to sell Paris 
Green, and to send it out without label 
of any sort, and sometimes the pârcel 
is very insecurely put up and packed 
with groceries and other articles for 
home use in the most indifferent man­
ner. Such recklessness should not be 
permitted, and no one should be allow­
ed to sell any substance so dangerous 
unless it is properly labelled with the 
name of the article, and the word 
“poison” prominently attached. With 
such precautions generally adopted, 
many accidents which now occur would 
be prevented. It has been urged by 
some that so many evils have attended 
the use of Paris Green that it does 
more harm than good, and that its use 
should be discontinued ; but in this I 
am not prepared to concur, as I am 
satisfied that without it, unless 
substitute were found, the potato crop 
in many localities could not be pre­
served from destruction. If reasonable 
care is exercised, and the powder be 
used mixed with water, there is no 
danger attending it, and its use in this 
manner, in the proportion already 
mentioned—of a teaspoonful to a pail 
of water—and applied with a whisk, is 
not only safe but most economical.

For some years past experiments 
have been made with various other sub­
stances with the view of finding a sub­
stitute for Paris Green which would be 
less dangerous in the hands of the 
less, and among them I believe 
have been used with greater 
than common blue vitriol, or sulphate 
of copper, in solution,in the proportion 
of about an ounce to a pail of water, 
and applied in the same manner as the 
Paris Green mixture. This article is 
worthy of and will doubtless receive a 
more extended trial, as its use under 
any circumstances would be attended 
with but little danger.

The city of Ottawa being one of the 

greet eenitee of our lumbering interests, 
fitting that I should on this 

occasion call your particular attention to 
some of those insects moat injurious to 
our pine forests. The losses' occasioned 
by the destructive work of borers in 
pine trees, both before and after they 
ara eat, ага unfortunately too well 
known to those interested in the lumber 
trade, although the sufferers may not 
be familiar with the life histories of 
their enemies, so aa to be able to re­
cognise them in the various stages of 
their existence. The lumberman suffers 
from the work of a number of destruc­
tive species, nearly all of which inflict 
their greatest injuries during the larval 
stage Of their existence. There are 
three famihea of beetles in which are 
included the greater number of our 
enemia* in this department I allude 
to the longicoms, or long-homed 
beetles—Ceramhyeidœ; the serricom, 
or saw-horn beetles—Busprestidæ; and 
the cylindrical baric beetle—Scolytidæ. 
To go over this Tong series in detail 
would weary you. A brief sketch of 
the life-history of a single example in 
each family will serve as a representative 
of the whole.

One of the meet destructive of the 
species included in the Cerambymdee is 
a large grey beetle with very long horns, 
known to entomologists under the same 
of Monohammns confusor, ah8 popularly 
in this district as the ** Ottawa cow.” 
When trees have become diseased from 
any cause, or where a fire has ravaged 
a pine forest and scorched and partially 
destroyed the timber, or where logs 
after being cut have been allowed to 
remain a season in the woods or the 
millyard, there these insects gather and 
soon multiply to a prodigious extent. 
The mature insect is an inch in length. 
The antennae of the male reaches the 
extraordinary length of from two to 
three inches, while those of the female 
are shorter. The female lays her eggs 
in the crevices of the bark, whence the 
larvae when hatched eat their way into 
the wood, borrowing extensive galleries 
through tile solid timber. When mature 
they are large, white, Tslmost cylindrical 

, footless grubs. They pass their chrysa­
lis stage within those burrows, and the 
perfect insect on its escape eats its way 
ont through the bark. There are about 
a dozen species in this family known to 
be destructive to pine.

Most ef the insects belonging to the 
family Bnprestides may be recognized 
by their brilliant metallic colours. 
They have very short antennae, which 
are notched on one side like the teeth 
of a saw,and are often hidden from view 
by being bent under the thorax.

Ohaloophora liberta is one of the 
most destructive to pine trees, and its 
history is very similar to that of the 
longhomed.beetle just described, but 
the larva is of a different form, and has 
the anterior segments or rings of the 
body very large, reminding one of the 
appearance of the tadpole. The per­
fect insect is about three-quarters of an 
inch long, of a brassy or coppery hue, 
with the thorax and wing covers deep­
ly furrowed by irregular longitudinal 
depressions. Dr. Fitch enumerates 
twelve species belonging to this family 
which are known to be injurious to 
pine. Additional information in refer­
ence to these beetles may be found in 
an article contained in the last annual 
report of our Society by Mr. J. Fletch­
er, of Ottawa.

The cylindrical bark beetles (Scoly­
tidæ) are also a numerous family, eight 
species of which are known to attack 
pine. The boring Hylurgns torbrans 
is probably one of the commonest. 
This beetle is about a quarter of an 
inch long, of a chestnut red çolour, 
thinly clothed with yellowish hairs and 
is found during the month of May. 
The larva, which is a email, yellowish 
white, footless grab, bores winding 
passages in every direction in the'inner 
layers of the bark of the tree, and also 
through the outer surface of the wood.

In some parts of our Province pines 
are greatly injured and sometimes 
killed by the attacks of a woolly bark 
louse which covers parts of the trunk 
and branches with a white cottony sec­
tion, under the protection of which 
myriade of tiny lice live, puncturing 
the bark with their sharp beaks and 
exhausting the trees by feeding on the

During my residence in Cornwall I 
had a most intelligent and faithful dog 
for fifteen years. I had him when a 
month old. His mother was a beau­
tiful liver coloured spaniel, rather large ; 
his father a black Newfoundland ; my 
dog took after him in colour and shape. 
In 1843, a young and self-taught artist 
asked me to allow him to paint my 
likeness in oil colours and I consented.

The artist 
was so grateful for my attention that he 
presented me with the painting and 1 
still have it. When it was brought to 
my house, my old dog was present with 
the family at the “unveiling nothing 
was said to him nor invitation given him 
to notice it. We saw that his gaze was 
steadily fixed on it, and he soon be­
came excited, and whined, and tried to 
lick and scratch it, and was so much 
taken up with it that all—although so 
well knowing his intelligence—were 
quite surprised ; in fact, could scarcely 
believe that he should know it was my 
likeness. We, however, had sufficient 
proof after it was hung up in our par­
lour ; the room was rather low, and 
under the picture stood a chair ; the 
door was left open without any thought 
about the dog ; he, however, soon 
found it out, when a low whining and 
scratching was heard by the family, 
and on search being made, he was on 
the chair trying to get at the picture. 
After this 1 put it up higher, so as to 
prevent it being injured by him. This 
did not prevent him from paying at­
tention to it, for whenever I was away 
from home, whether for a short or long 
time—sometimes for several days—he 
spent most of his time gazing on it, and 
as it appeared to give him comfort, the 
door was always left open for him. 
When I was long away, he made a low 
whining, as if to draw attention to it. 
This lasted for years, in fact as long as 
he lived, and was able to see it. I 
have never kept a dog since he died, I 
dare not—his loss so much affected me. 
I might tell of many of his wonderful 
actions ; he could do most of such things 
as are related of other dogs.
