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Oburch of England Synod.

We transfer to our columns from the
St.John Globe, Sun and Telegraph a report
of the late meeting of the Church of Eng-
land Synod held at Fredericton.

WEDNESDAY 8TH.

In pursuance with the notice published
in the Royal Gazette, a special meeting of
the Diocesan Church of England Synod
was called to order in the Odd Fellows’
Hall, York street, this morning by the
Metropolitan.

After the form of prayer laid down had
been read, the roll was called and the
Secretary, Rev. Mr. Partridge, declared a
quorum present. The number of delegates
present was much larger than at the meet-
ing held on July 2nd. There were not as
many lay delegates presenton this occa-
sion, however.

After some discussion the minutes of
the last legal meeting were adopted with-
out being read.

Rev. Dr. Jarvis moved that the usunal
address be presented to His Lordship and
the reply received. On Mr. T. W.
Daniel’s suggestion both the addresses
and reply read on July 2n0d were ordered
on the Synod Journal without further
reading.

Rev. F. H. Almon questioned the con-
stitutionality of proceeding further with.
out electing the officers of the Board of
Foreign Missions. A lengthy discussion
followed, and the matter was set aside.

THE CANOY.

The Metropolitan then arose. He said
that he would not make a speech now.
He might make some remarks later,but he
would say that after a much more careful
consideration of the Canon relating to the
appointment of a Coadjutor Bishop, he
still adhered to his proposal of July last.
He hoped that the gentlemen present
would discuss the 'question in a friendly
and courteous way.

Mr. G.D.Street,in moving the adoption
of the Canon said he did so in the place of
the gentleman who was expected to move
it,and who was confined to his home by ill-
ness. The Canon was one of importance.
He thought, viewed in a plain, simple,
common sense way, the Synod could have
no difficulty in adopting it. It had
emaunated from His Lordship, who in view
ot his increasing infirmities, wished an
Assistant in the discharge of his onerous
duties. All regretted the necessity which
called for this step ; but all were willing
to give such assistance as was ry.
But there was one great obstacle in the
way—the difficulty of raising the fund
necessary to support a Coadjutor Bishop.
This, by His Lordship’s generous offer in
July last, had been removed. Another
point of importance was as to how this
appointment would affect the right of suc-
cession ; but he did not see how they
could expect any clergyman, qualified for
the position of Coadjutor, to accept the

gretted that such bitter words had aps
peared in communications on this sul jes
it looked as if the Bishop was about to
spring some sclieme dangerous to the
church.

The second point he touched on wnas
the subject of the succession, which h:
approved of highly for the reasons given -
at the opening of his address. Reviewir: ¢
the question of salary, he was not awar.
how the Synod could provide for the in-
come of a future Bishop ; he hoped there
would be no withdrawal of the salary from
this Bishopricat the decease of the present
incumbent, but he conld not say what
might be the result of that sad event. It
was patent to all that the .church alone
was not able to raise funds to pay the
Coadjutor’s salary. He would not take
any more time ; but would move that the
sCanon be taken up section by section.
# Canon Brigstocke had much pleasure in
seconding the motion to go into the con-
sideration of the canon, section by section.

This motion was put, when Mr. G. R.
Parkin took the point that this method
would indefinitely prolong the discussion.
The motion was carried without division.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis took exception to
the punctuation of the first section, hold-
ing that the final—should be after. the
word *‘ request.”

Mr. Justice Allen agreed with Mr.
Jarvis’ contention,
Mr. G. A. Schofield suggested putting
in a comma after the word *‘request”
instead of the——as proposed.
This was adopted.
Canon Brigstocke moved in amendment
that the word *‘ present” be added to the
section, so that it would read :—

Whenever at the request of the present Bishop of
the Diocese, &c.

He held that the confidence reposed in
the present Bishop should not be extended
to every successor. The Synod should
reserve the power to say in future when
and how Coadjutors shall be appointed.
Rev. E. W. Pentreath seconded the
amendment.

Mr. Geo. A. Schofield objected to
this amendment as unnecessary.

The Bishop asked how the synod was
going to prevent any future Bishop making
a request ? (Laughter.) He doubted their
power to shut any man’s mouth.

Rev, F. H. Almon moved to strike out
the words “‘either at the meeting of the
Synod at which such resolution shall be
passed,” on the ground that the importance
of the subject required that full notice
should be given of its consideration.

Mr. Jarvis thought only one amendment
could be taken up at a time. He asked
Mr. Almon to withdraw his amendment
till Canon Brigstocke’s was disposed of.
Mr. G. A. Schofield denied this, hold-
ing that the amendment to the amend-
mant was in order. -

It was finally suggested that the use of
the word *‘present,” as applied to theBish-
op would mean the Bishop for the time be-
ing, and not as intended by the mover,
the present incumbent.

Canon Brigstocke’s amendment was
voted down without division.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong, in discussing
the first section, said that although he
felt himself totally unfitted for the office
of Bishop, and would not presume to be
even Coadjutor, he felt that he knew who
would make a good Bishop, that is, what
kind of a man was needed for the office.
He was warmly in favor of granting the
present Bishop’s request for a Coadjutor,
but would limit the Canon by the follow-
ing qualification, which he moved as an

Canon.

FOR THFE. APPOINTMENT AND ELECTION OF A BISHOP
COADJUTOR.

1. Whenever at the request of the Bishop of the
Diocese, or—if the Bishop should be mentally in-
capacitated—then whenever without such request
the Synod shall by resolution declare it to be ad-
visable that a Bishop Coadjutor for the Diocese
should be appointed,the election of such Coadjutor
shall, either at the meeting of the Synod at which
such resolutivn shall be passed, or at a special
meeting to be called for that purpose, be proceeded
with in the manuer hereinafter provided.

2. The Bishop shall submit to the Synod the
name or names of one or more persons in Holy
Orders in the Church of England and Ireland in
Canada, or in some Church in full Communion
therewith, for election as such Bishop Coadjutor.

3. Upon such nomination being made by the
Bishop, the S8ynoud shall proceed to the election of
a Bishop l,oas‘ jutor.

4. Such election shall be by ballot, and the
votes of at least two-thirds of the Clergy, and two-
thirds of the lay delegates present, shall be requir-
ed to elect such Coadjutor.

5. Should the Synod fail to elect on such nomi-
nation, the Bishop may make & further inati

ded by Rev. Mr. Scho-
field : —

Mr. G. A. Schofield, amid great laugh-
ter, said this was providing to entertain a
request from some future bishop who
might be mentally incapacitated !

Mr. Justice Allen said the meaning of
this seemed to be that if the Bishop was
physically incapacitated he would ask for
a Coadjutor, but if he was mentally in-
capacitated, the Synod would appoint one
without a request. He suggested adding
the word *‘either ” after the opening word
of the section.

is about to vjsit this part of the try
for the purpose of inspecting the roads
and bridges. We have not had an op-
portunity of ‘driving over the Great
Roads vetween Chatham and Tracadie
and Chatham and Escuminac, but if
they are in as bad condition as the road
betweenChatham and Richibucto, which
we ‘know all about, we ought to be
thankful that we have been saved the
journey. Indeed, the Great Roads lead-
ing from Chatham in every direction
are showing all the signs of neglect. On
the Bath®rst Road, as far as we
have seen it, and on the others, as
reliable parties inform us, the attempts
at maintenance are of a very inade-
quate description. In almost all cases,
the material with which repairs are
made 18 such as can be picked up on
the spot. The roads are ‘‘skirted,”
which means that the trash washed
down into the water courses during tke
fall and spring is shovelled back
again each summer to be washed
down again, instead of being thrown
as far from the road as possible and
better material procured in its place.
There are many places where the
original foundation of the road-bed has
been: soft sdil, and there is a constant
giving way beneath, resulting in mud
holes just large and deep enough to
take in half an ovdinary waggon wheel.
Generally, the intelligent () road repair-
er shovels more mud into these and
imagines he has repaired the ‘‘Queen’s
Highway.”

The bridges show the effect of mis-
management in a greater degree than
even the roads. It would, perhaps,
be saying too much, to assert that
there is not a bridge on the roads in-
dicated that is in good repair, but we
know there is mnot a bridge be-
tween Chatham and Richibucto that is
not deficient in this respeet, ~while
several of the largest and most impor-
tant are positively unsafe even by day
and umfit for a stranger to cross at
night.

Under the circumstances, it is the
plain duty of the Chief Commissioner
to apply himself to the work of reform.
It is quite well known that he has not
sufficient money at his disposal to do
all the work necessary, but it is equally
well known that the system under
which what money there is isexpended is
very faully and that great abuses have
grown up under it. It is not creditable
to the gentlemen who have composed
the Government of New Brumswick
since Confederation, that this faulty
road system has not been dealt with.
Indeed, it is the habit of members of
the Assembly,as well as of the Govern-
ment, while admitting the fact that the
public road moneys are wasted,to attri-
bute it to the system. At the same
time they lack either the ability or the
courage to apply the remedy. We,
therefore, hope that Chief Commission-
er Landry’s special attention to the
great roads this season,will lead him to
solue practical conclusions on which he
will be enabled to take steps towards a
radical change. Itisin such matters
that our expensive legislative and go-
vernmental machinery ought to be of
service to us, and it will not be to the
credit of those who are responsible
if they let another session go by
with a practical confession that they
are unequal to the work required of
them in this particular.

How They Help Us.

Itis to be regretted that the Advocate,
which may possibly retain a small rem-
nant of the influence it gained at the
time it was edited by a gentleman,
seems disposed to' damage Chatham
and its interests in every way and
to lose no opportunity for having a
fling at the Chatham Railway. Last
week we referred to the unbusinesslike
and vindictive policy of the Intercolo-
nial Railway management in refusing
to assist the Chatham Road, even when
by doing so the I. C. R. might make
money and give additional employment
to workmen at the Moncton shops.
The Advocate, instead of endeavoring
to assist so important a County interest
as the Chathain Railway really is,
chooses to give its aid to its friends in
Montreal and elsewhere,who are never
80 pleased as when Chatham is made to
feel the little revenges they have con-
stantly threatened against it. When
the Advocate intimates that the Inter-
colonial Railway mansagement now re-
fuses to continue the policy which Mr.
Brydges pursned towards the Chatham
road, because of any difficulties in re-
gard to payment for services rendered
it does so either in ignorance or malice.
There has not been .a time since the
present Government came into power,
when the Intercolonial Railway was
not owing the Chatham Railway a
large amount, and it isnot long since
the Intercolonial had to pay the Chat-
ham road no less a sum than  $3,000.
While reference tv crooked modes of
paymentcomes with bad grace, therefore,
from such a quarter,Chatham,as well as
the rest of the County, will be glad to
know that the same enterprise which
has put our Railway in its present posi-
tion, in spite of all opposition, can still
maintain it, even under the treatment
accorded by the I. C. R.

The work of Railway construction is
proceeding gnite rapidly, the fine and
dry weather of the past few weeks be-
ing much in favor of the contractors
and Company. The grading is nearly
all completed with exception of about
six miles, a part of which is in the vi-
cinity of Kingston, and the remainder
on the upper end of the line a few
miles from the Intercolonial. None of
the masonry is yet done, the hauling
of stone for the two open culverts— the
only work on which any masonry of con-
sequence will be needed—Dbeing deferved
until the winter, which will be an eco-
nomical and advantageous arrangement

We understand that the location of
the portion of the line still ungraded
near Kingston has not been determined
upon. Pending the location there is
no little discussion and speculation in
reference to the matter. By following
a route which will be the most direct
to Richibucto, the line will not run as
near Kingston as is desirable, the dis-
tance being variously stated at between
half a mile and a mile. There is
nothing to prevent the road passing
through Kingston, however,if the ques-
tion of land damages can be satisfac-
torily arranged, and those who take an
unbiased view of the subject cannot
see any practical difficulty, or one
which ought to prevent the wishes
of people frcm being carried out,
in this. Of course, there are some
of the Richibucto people who advo-
cate the road being made as di-
rect as possible, but they will realise
that this feeling ought to give way
sufficiently to adwmit of Kingston
Station being placed in the village.
One of the objeetions urged is that the
Government demur on the ground that
it will involve a few hundred dollars
more of subsidy, but such objections

only go to show that better and more
sensible reasons are wanting.

Notwithstanding the general business
depression all over the country, Kent
appears ta, be quite as well off as her
sister counties. She is strong in her
agricultural capabilities, as recent local
fairs at different points have abundantly
shown, while her fishing and Jumbering
business have been prosecuted to as
full an extent as ‘‘the times” would
justify. Richibucto and Kingston, as
centres of the general trade of the
County, vie with each other in a legiti-
timate business competition, which,
while it promotes the local interests of
both places, is an advantage to the
country around, in keeping prices on a
fair basis. Kingston seems to be quite
as busy as her more pretentious neigh-
bor just at the present time. New
buildings in both places are neither few
nor of the cheap class, although if a
number of old and ricketty ones were
pulled down and some others painted
or whitewashed, the appearance of both
towns would more correctly represent
the taste and enterprise which have
kept them on the march of progress in
the face of many actual discourage-
ments.

The interests of the County, general-
ly, would doubtless have been promoted
had its Railway men been able to se_
cure the construction of the Kent
Sonthern, instead of the railway now
being built, because that line would
have passed through and tapped the
important villages and settlements
along the shore between Richibucto
and Shediac, but as the Government
could not see its way clear to give aid
to the Southern line, those interested
must take ‘‘half a lcaf” as being “better
than no bread.” It is to be hoped they
will all scon do, as we are glad some of
them are doing,—forget the disap-
pointnients which they could not pre-
vent and loyally assist in making the
road now secured to them
success. The same sentiment in
regard * to the differences  of
opinion and interests which have ex-
isted in respect of the point of junction
with the Intercolonial should prevail.
If all the influenzes which should be
brought to bear in securing success in
the operation of the road, ‘when it is
opened,are harmonised to that end,the
result will be more beneficial to the
County than many dare to hope and a
still greater number are, at present,
willing to admit. With returning
prosperity, which is now beginning to
be felt in countries abroad, and must
soon extend to New Brunswick, Kent,
as well as other northern counties will
find themselves in a better position
than ever before to contribute their
share towards the development of the

It was opposad to the principle of Synod-
ical government, as, instead of the nomi-
nation being open to the three branches,
it is limited to the Bishop alone, &
ly, it is opposed to ancicnt usage, whenno
Bishop was permitted to rominate his
successor. It was opposéd to the practice
of the great Amnierican church, and in
support of this coutention he read a letter
from the Bishop of Ohio. He eulogizied
the American church, for its purity and
zeal, and deemed it dangerons to depart
from the line of their usage, e looked
on the €anon 2s abard thing on the Bishop,
in that it deprived him, in selecting an
associate, of the advice of the clergy and
laity. Daughters might say, “ Father, we
will marry none bnt the men you will
name,” but he doubted if they would go
so far as to say ** We will let no man pro-
pose to us without our father’s consent.”
No one wanted to force any obnoxious
man on the Bishop, as, though differing
from him on some points, they respected
him too highly to offer any such insul‘t-i.
In brief, he objected to this Canon because
it was opposed to the priuciples of Synod-
ical action, the principle of Synodical
government, to ancient usage; it deprives
the Bishop of the support of the clergy
and laity; and because it would not elimi,_
nate party feeling from the election.

Mr. G. R. Parkin replied : The basis of
every argument against the Canon is that
it takes away from the clergy and laity
the rights secured to them by the Canon
of 1871. But the 4th section of that
Canon provides that the clergy and laity
may delegate to the Bishop the right of
nomination. (Applause.) This showed
that the framers foresaw the time would
come when such a case would arise. This
demand is called a bold invasion of the
rights of the Synod, yet that Canon shows
the framers anticipated the present case.
The right of delegating that power must
not be lost sight of. It was no case of ex-
clusive right. He criticized the pamphlet
freely circulated here and in St. John-
‘“ Remarks on a Canen proposed by thé
Bishop of Fredericton ”— printed at Me-
Millan’s. Our Bishop had exiled himself
and came to this country 35 years
ago, and administcred this diocese in a
way that has won the admiration of the
world.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong congratulated
his young friend on his fiery speech. He
agreed with his eulogy of the Bishop, but
felt that the subject before the Synod was
not the Bishop, but a Canon. Mr. Par-
kin’s arguments might be used to show
that they should delegate the election of a
Bishop to his Lordship’s hands. Person-
ally, he had no connexion with any
anonymous communications or pamphlets;
he always wrote over his own signature.
He would-sooner give the election to his
Lordship as Metropolitan than the nomi-
nation to him as Bishop of Fredericton,
though he would bow to the decision of
the Synod, whatever it might be.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis could not give a
silent vote. He said Mr. Parkin’s able
speech put all the opponents of the Canon
in a very painful position. The Canon
was antagonistic to all usage. The case
of Bishop Selwyn, of New Zealand, refer-
red to, was different from the case in
hand. There the Synod voluntarily dele-
gated their power to the Bishop ; here the
Bichop requestd' the Synod to do'this.
He asked why this little diocese should
set a precedent to the Christian’' church
opposed to all previously recognized
practice? He reviewed the remarks of
all the speakers, and admitted that the
majority of the Synod would support the
Canon.

Canon Brigstocke agreed with those
who expressed the wish that the literature
referred to in the debate had not been
written from a distinctly ecclesiastical
point of view. He deemed this a vital
question. It was not the election of a
Bishop. They were not a diocese de-
prived of its head. To ask the Bishop to
accept a joint nomination would be to re-
duce His Lordship by that especial episco-
pal act to thelevel of the clergy and laity.
He (Brigstocke) believed in the section
under debate, and denied that it was
taking the election out of the hands of the
Synod. The Synod wonld not elect & man
a Coadjutor sumply because the Bishop
nominated him. The scenes in Toronto
and elsewhere at the election of Bishops
disgraced the church ‘in Canada. (Ap-

lause. ) <
Mr, T. W. Daniel could not keep silent
when the case of Toronto was referred to.
He'had good authority for stating that
the proceeding at that Synod, on the
Evangelical side, were not as stated in the
public press on some parts of it. They
were orderly.

Chief Justice Allen was prepared to
vote in favor ofthe Bishop haviug the right
of nomination. When he considered how
the coadjutor was to be supported, he
felt it was not right to vest the nomina-
tion in the clergy and laity. By this
Canon no one could be appointed Coadju-
tor without the Bishop’s consent. But he
was opposed to the Coadjutor being the
Bishop’ssuccessor, as it would take out
of the hands of the clergy and laity rights
conferrelin 1871.

Judge Fisher’s objection to the Coadju-
tor béing the Bishop’s successor led him
to vote against the whole Canon.

Mr. G. A. Schotield said the Canon did
not propose to change the right of election
from the laity, so he did not wonder that
these pamphlets were anonymous.

Rev. Mr. Schofield objected to these
pamphlets being flung at the head «f the
Synod.

Bishop Meudley : My friend fcels bad
that these pamphlets should be flung at
the head of the Synod, but he does not
feel bad that they should be flung at the
bead of the Bishop. (Great applause.)

Mr. G. A. Schofield, continuing, said
he claimed the right to answer these pam-
phlets, else it would be said their argu-
ments were unanswerable. He reviewed
some of the documents and then turned
to the discussion of the arguments of Rev.
Mr Almon and others against the Canon.
As the Bishop only put one name before
the Synod at a time there could be no
party lines. The amendment, however,
went further. Instead of curtailing the
Bishop’s power, it gave him the right to
veto every® election if his own nominee
was rejected. The very construction of
the amendment tended to promote can-
vassing, as it required each candidate to
benominated by three persons. He agreed
with Mr. Parkin’s principal argpments
and ended by proclaiming himself in favor

of the Canon.
THE BISHOP

then stated the way in' which the Canon
suggested itself to his mind. He had, in
view of approaching feebleness, wished an
assistant. It had been stated that he
yielded his judgment to a clique. This
he wished to publicly state, was wholly
and malignantly untrue.

general buzz of excitement, and a roar of
laughter broke forth as Mr. G. A. Blair,
who moved its adoption, facitiously said
he did not anticipate any opposition to it.
Rev. Mr. Campbell, in seconding the
adoption of the section, said there would
be no objection levelled against it from
the records of the four General Councils,
as at that time the right of succession was
frecly acknowledged.

Mr. Parkin moved certain additions to
the section to meet certain objections, the
section reading :—

The Bishop Coadjutor, when duly consecrated,
shall have the right of suceession to the See of
Fredericton ahd shall succeed to the rame immedi-
ately upon its becoming vacant, and shall be in-
stalled as Bishop of zaid See according to the
Canons of the Province of Canada, provided that
previous to his installation he made the declarati
required of a Bishop as chosen by the Canon of
871, of this diocese.

This section was carried without divi-
sion or further debate.

Section 14 was passed without debate.

Mr. G. A. Blair moved tbat section 15
be struck out.

Dr. Javis supported the motion in a set
speech which lasted half an hour. It was
eminently historical, showing the manner
in which Coadjutors had been elected
from the earliest ages. From this course
he did not deem it prudent to depart,and,
therefore, was opposed to this section of
the Canon.

Mr. E. B.Chaundler,Jr.,moved the adcp-
tion of the section, which was seconded
by Rey. Talbot, who thought many dele-
gates would want the whole Canon re-con-
sidered if this section was struck out.

Mr. G. A. Schofield showed that the
power of the nomination should be given
to the present Bishop because of his long
experience in the Diocese, but he would
not give the power to his saccessors.

Rev. Mr.” Pentreath considered this a
most damaging admission. It showed
that the supporters of the Canon had vot-
ed on personal considerations, while its
opponents had acted on principle.

Mr. Wilkinson of Chatham, was prepur-
éd to vote for rejecting this section,

Mr. Parkin repudiated Mr. Pentreath’s
statement that they had supported the
Canon_on personal grounds only. He
held there was no giving up of righta.
He would vote for Mr. Chandler’s motion
as a matter of good faith.

Rev. Mr. Pentreath said no one was
able to dispute the correctness of Dr.
Jarvis’ historical address that this Synod
was acting contrary to all church prece-
dent.

The Bishop said he entirely dissented
from Dr. Jarvis’ sketch of conclusions in
the seven cases alluded to by Bingam.
He states that the Bishops themselves ap-
pointed their Coadjutors, but there was
no record of these Synods, and we had
only to take partial accounts, as primitive
history is very defective. He dealt at
length with some other of Dr. Jarvis’
statements. He repudiated Rev. Mr.
Pentreath’s charge that the Canon had
been passed as an act of personal regard.
He had received testimony of the Church’s
affection, but wished this Canon to be
considered on'its merits. In this way, he
thought, they had discussed it. It was
for the Synod to say whether they would
extend the privilege to his successor or
not.

Chief Justice Allen styled the last sec-
tion the most objectionable of all. It
would be a blemish for all time to come
on the Church here. He was sure every
one present who voted for the Caunon, did
80 on good grounds and not as an act of
personal courtesy. He was in a small min-
ority in opposing the Canon, but it was
now law and he would cheerfully accept
it. ;

Rev. Mr. Almon thought they were
making a precedent that would work in-
jury to other dioceses in future years.
He held that his previons arguments had
been unshaken.

Mr. E. L. Wet ted this secti

duties to do this great work of nominating
a Coadjutor, so that it would be accepted.
He wished the Synod to act as free men,
and if they thought fit, reject his nomina-
tion. He knew that those who voted
yesterday, whether for or against the
Canon, did so from principle. We all
must feel a satisfaction in considering that
our deliberations have been conducted
on high principles. He would do his
best to find a man who would meet with
their approval, and he trusted it would be
an answer to those who said this was a
contrivance of the Bishop to bring in some
person whom be had in his pocket.

Mr. John Sears said the Synod were
proud of his Lordship’s action in this
matter. One omission has been made,
viz: with regard to the salary of the Coad-
jutor.

The Bishop said that he had written to
the Hon. W. E. Gladstone on the subject
and had received a letter saying that his
communication would be laid before the
Colonial Bishop Board, and he would pro-
bably soon know if he could give his own
salary to the Coadjutor.

The Dsadwood Firs.

The following account of Deadwood fire
is sent to the ApvaNCE, by Hugh Johnston,
formerly of Miramichi, N. B.

Brack HiLrs DEapwoop Sep. 26th 79.
Mz. Eprror:—It is impossible to give
an idea of the magnitude of the tersiple
disaster that has befallen Deadwood. All
is confnsion rush and bustle. Nearly the
whole city is now only smoking ruins and
great ragged walls that still stand, pictures
of desolation. The streets are full of
women weeping over their ruined homes;
children searching for their parents; and
parents for their children. While waggons
are moving the few articles of household
goods, and scattered in the wildest con-
fusion, are all kinds of property that ¥
been rescued from the devouring element.
The #errible disaster may be sufimed up
in afew words. Deadwood is gone. Of
course there are residences left, and a few
buildings on the outskirts, but the heart
of the city is swept away clean, it is wiped
out.

The cry of fire was heard on Sherman
street about two o’clock this morning and
in half an hour the whole street was on
fire burning like so much tinder. The
five originated iu the Star Bakery, opposite
the Langrishe theatre. Before the fierce
heat every thing went down, and the fire-
proofs on which so much dependence was
placed, have proved to be of no account
whatever. One of the great causes of so
much property being destroyed was that
the fire-proofs proved to be of no account- -
As generally is the case in a mining town,
a large quanity of bla.stifxg powder was
keptin the stores or in the fire-proofs here,
and during the fire these exploded, sending
up sheets of flame and burning timber,
that looked really grand as well as terrible
for hundred of yards high, tearing the
fire-proofs to pieces, and destroying
thousands- of dollars worth of property.

The number of lives lost is not yet ascer-
tained, bu’ a good many were seriously
injured by jumping from upper stories of
hotels.

Four hours after the fire some parties
had commenced rebuilding. The prices o
lumber have advanced from $30.00 pe’
m. and to $60.00. Common laborers are
in demand for §4 00 per day and carpenters
$7.00 per day. This is the present state
of affairs, but how long it will last it is
4 hard to say. The number of buildings
destroyed is estimated at over one thous-
and, and the loss of property iz eatimated
at between two and three million of dollars,

Some old placer miners have panned out
of the ashes to day over one hundred
dollars of gold that had been melted by
the fire.

Tragic End of Aeronauts.

Sax Fraxcisco, Oct. 4.—Thisafternoon,
as Mr. Colegrave, wmronaut, and Williams,
manager of Woodward’s Garden, attempt-
ed a balloon ascension from the Garden,
the wind blowing heavily, the balloonseem-
ed insufficiently inflated and rose heavi-
ly above the buildings of the Garden.
Soon afterwards it dropped and scudded
along at a low elevation, tearing away
telegraph wires in its flight, Inamoment:
the bag was ripped and the gas escaped
with a roar heard for blocks, Both occu-
pants were thrown out, falling on Folsom
street, between 14th and 15th streets,
while the balloon came down a few rods
beyond. Williams was fearfully crushed
about the face and head and died instantly.
Colegrave’s injuries were mostly internal,
He is insensible and unlikely to recover.

Later—DProf. Coulegrave, since the last
despatch, has died from his injuries. The
men fell about 200 fect. The balloon re-
bounded after striking the telegraph wires.
then striking a chimney it again rebound-
ed, at which moment the =mronauts were
thrown out.

Mr. G. R. Parkin was exceedingly
astonished when the mover of the amend-
ment said there was not sufficient discus.

The committee took pains to secure a
guarantee. - They have put the School on
s safe basis for five years. They felt
sure that they will have $1,500 a year
during that time to pay a man, and the
committee are going on the basis of run-
ning it for five years and then depending
on its results.

He
Wwas as good a temperance man as any one,
but he did not believe in binding every
one to a particular course.

Rev. F. H. Almon said all he wanted
was a fair square opinion whether the
Synod wanted a Diocesan Temperance So-
ciety or not.

Rev. Mr. Brigstocke said the amend-
ment was not a colorless one. The Synod
passed resolutions previously and have
committed themselves to the idea that the
formation of a Diocesan Society is a special
evil, requiring special remedy. ., The rev.
gentleman’s speech was delivered ia s very
forcible way and made great impression.
Rev. - Mr. Talbot said this matter had
been' shelved frgge Synod to Synod, and
he bad been told that drunkenness of the
ngregation was fearful (great laughter)
in some parishes. In his parish there was
no society, and yet there was nodranken-
ness in it, but in Portland, where there is
a society, drunkenness is great.

Rev. Canon Medley had seen the death
of threp temperance organizations in his
own parish, and he didnot wish a Djocesan
Society to have the same end. He hads
through bis own instrumentality, shut up
three grogshops in Sussex, while the heads
of the temperance society often went back
to their old vices after a three months
pledge. He read an account of a temper-
ance meeting in Fredericton last night,
and said the Synod would be
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important question. He was quite sure
that everyone present was opposed to in-
temperance. We take a vow when we
are baptized, as has been said; but «ud-
ditional vows are necessary in this case.
He had made additional vows when he was
ordained.

Mr. G. R. Parkin claimed that the
church should not be too far beyonil pub-
lic opinion, and that temperance workers
had a right to our sympathy and a right
to be heard. The temperance problem
must be solved, and even if the question
has to be brought up year after year the
promoters have a right to be heard. He
would vote for the amendment.

Mr. Dibblee (W oodstock)would vote for
Canon Brigstocke’s amendment. He be-
lieved that the members of the church of
England should be temperance men. If
this resolution is voted down, people will
say that Churchmen will not support tem-
perance, and it will be an injury to the
church. Intemperance is the greatest
evil in the world, and should be grappled
with by the Synod. Let us show that we
are temperance men.

Rev. Mr. Stephens was sorry that Canon
Medley 1eferred to the meeting in the City
Hall in such slighting terms. If tempei-
ance was wrong he was sorry that two
Archbishopsand 14,000 clergymen through-
out the world were engaged in the cause.
If Canon Medley knew the feeling of the
pecple at the City Hall meeting, he would
not have spoken as he did.

Rev. E. A. Pentreath spoke in favor of
the resolution. It was uunfair to hold the
C. of E. Temperance Society responsible
for the actions of individuals, He want-
ed the Synod to lave a check upon
parochial societies. He was sorry to say
that this diocese, as far as temperance
work was concerned, is behind every
diocese in the colonies and in England.

Rev. Mr. Campbell said he would vote
for Canon Medley’s amendment, and he
did so, although he had in his parish a
Church of England temperance society.
He formed it for self defence against other
societies. Nothing can be more unfortu-
nate than the use of ridicule in the dis-
cussion of such a question. He most
heartily sympathised with Mr. Stevens
and Mr. Almon.

Rev. G. G. Roberts wished to repudiate
the idea that the clergy who advocated the
C. of E. Temperance societies did not
take pains to teach the catechism to the
young of their congregations.

Mr. Schofield wished to protest against

| the idea that if the Synod did not pass this

resolution they were opposed to temper-
a:ce. Healso repudiated the idea that the
Diocese of Fredericton was far behind
other dioceses in temperance work.

Rev. Mr. Talbot explained that he did
not mean to ridicule temperance work.

Rev. F. H. Almon was sure that the
majority of the churchmen in the diocese
were in favor of the Church of England
Temperance organization. A diocesan C.
of E. Temperance Society in Nova Scotia
is, according to Rev. Dr. Nicolls, doing a
very good work. What we want is an
expression of this diocese that that which
has been found good in England and other
countries should be dove in this province.
If the vote this evening was against him
he would not suppuse that the Synod is
unfavorable to temperance. Their object
is to advance the cause of Christ, and they
believe they did it in one way by these
societies. In regard to the meeting last
night, he said he believed it was his duty
to assist at any temperance meeting when
asked to do so. He felt it due to the
Christian women of Fredericton to cheer
them in their noble work. The meeting
was opened by prayer by the agent of
another denominatios, and was one of the
most enthusiastic he ever attended. He
bad asked members and minsters of other
denominations to assist him in this cause
and would continue to do so. If not car-
ried now he believed this matter will yet
be carried.

The question was then taken on Canon
Brigstocke’s amendment to the amend-
ment, which was carried by a vote of 51
to 32.

The Synod adjourned till to-morrow
morning at 9.20 o’clock.

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Wo take the following from the ad-
dress of the President of the Ontario
Entomologieal Society st the Annual
Meeting on 25th ulé.

INJURIOUS INSECTS.

The city of Ottawa bnn&one of the
great centres of our lumbering interests,
it seems fitting that I should on this
nocasion eall your particular attention to
some : of those insects most irijurious to
our pine forests. The losses occasioned
by the destructive work of borers in
pine trees, both before and after they
are cut, are unfortunstely too well
known to those interested in the lumber
trade, althongh the sufferers may not
be familiar with the life histories of
their enemies, 80 as to be able to re-
cognize them in the various stages of
. theirexistence. ' Thelumberman suffers
from the work of & number of destruc-
tive species, nearly all of which inflict
their greatest injuries during the larval
stage ‘of their existence. There are
three families of beetles in which are
included the greater number of our
enemies* in this department. I allude
to the longicorns, or long-horned
beetles—Cerambyecidee; “the serricorn,
or saw-horn beetles—Busprestids; and
the cylindrical bark beetle—Seolytidee.
To go over this Jong series in detail
would weary you. A brief ‘gketch of
the life-history of a single example in
each family will serve as a representative

‘One of the most destructive of the
species w.d in the Cerambyeides is
a large grey beetle with very long horns,
known to entomologists under the same
of Monohammus confusor, ahll popularly
in this district as the ““Oftawa cow.”
‘When trees have become diseased from
any cause, or where a fire has ravaged
a pine forest and scorched and partially
destroyed the timber, or where logs
after being cut have been allowed to
remain a season in the woods ‘or the
millyard, there these insects gather and
soon.'maultiply to a prodigious extent.
The matuare insect is an inch in Jength.
The antennsm of the male reaches the
extriopdinary length of from two to
three inches, while those of the female
are shorter. - The female lays her eygs
in the crevices of the bark, whence the
larvee when hatched eat their way into
the wood, burrowing extensive galleries
throughthe solid timber. When matare
they are large, white, almost cylindrical

« footless grubs. They pass their chrysa-
lis stage within these burrows, and the
perfect insect on its escape eats its way
ont through the bark. There areabout
a dosen species in this family kuown to
be destructive to pine.

Most of the insects belonging to the
family Buprestidee may be recognized
by their brilliant metallic colours.
They have very short antennss, which
are notched on one side like the teeth
of a saw,and are often lidden from view
by being bent under the thorax.

Chalecophora liberta is one of the
most destructive o pine trees, and its
history is very similar to that of the
longhorned. beetle: just described, but
the larva is of a different form, and has
the auterior segments or rings of the
body very large, reminding one of the
appearance of the tadpole. The per-
fect insect is about three-quarters of an
inch long, of a brassy or coppery hue,
with the thorax and wing covers deep-
ly furrowed by irregular longitudinal
depressions. Dr. Fitch enumerates
twelve species belonging to this family
which are known to be injurious to
pine. Additional information in refer-
ence to these beetles may be found in
an article contained in the last annual
report of our Society by Mr. J. Fletch-

er, of Ottawa.
The cylindrical bark beetles (Scoly-

tide) are also a numerous family, eight
‘species of which are known to attack
pine. The boring Hylurgus torbrans
is prubably oue of the commonest.
This beetle is about a quarter of an
in¢h long, of a chestnut red golour,
thinly clothed with yellowish hairs and
is found during the month of May.
The larva, which is a_ small, yellowish
white, footless grub, bores winding
passages in every direction in the’inner
layers of the bark of the tree, and also
through the outer surface of the wood.

In some parts of our Province pines
are greatly injured and sometimes
killed by the attacks of a woolly bark
louse which covers parts of the trunk
and branches with a white cottony sec-
tion, under the protection of which
myriads of tiny lice live, puncturing
the bark with their sharp beaks and
exhausting the trees by feeding on the

sap.

thﬂe we are mainly interested in
the preservation of our native forests,
the future of our country demands that
we shall not overlook the young growth,
on which the lumber supply fifty ora
hundted years heuce must largely de-
pend, and which it should be the policy
of our rulers to protect as far as possible.
Most of the Governments of Europe
are now fully alive to the importance
of this matter, and are annually spend-
ing large sums of money in establishing
young forests. Two years ago I called
your attention to an insect then recent-
ly discovered by Prof. A. R. Grote, of
Buffalo, which was greatly injuring the
terminal ‘shoots of both the white
and;red pines in western New York.
It was the larva of a small moth,
Nephopteryx Zimmermani, which fed
under the bark, causing a free exuda-
tion of resinous matter from the wounds
it made, followed usually by the death
of the twigs infested. Since then it
has been found over a much wider area
than was at first anticipated, and I
have no doubt but that it is to-day
materially retarding the growth of
young pine trees in many portions of
our Province. g

At the recent meeting of the Entomo-
logical Club of the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science,
‘where our Society was represented by
your President and Vice-President,
Mr. 8. H. Scudder, of Boston, submit-
ted some observations on another
lepidopterous insect which is injuring
the young pines growing on the Island
of Nantucket. 1t is a species of
Retinia, closely allied to the Retinia
Dapmana of Europe. The moth lays
her eggs near the tips of the twigs,
down which the young larva burrow,
killing them outright, and thus stunt-
ing and almost destroying the trees.
Prof. Comstock, of Washington, also
referred to two other species of Retinia
which he had observed injuring the
pine trees in that city.

In addition to all these are a score or

two of species of insects which are
known to devour the leaves of the pines,
damaging them in some instances very
much.

From the facts enumerated, it is evi-
dent that we are suffering serions loss
in all our lumbering districts from the
silent workings of these insidious foes,
and since, in some measure, to be fore-
warned is to be forearmed. I desire to
call the special attention of those im-
mediately concerned in the prosperity,
present and future, of the lumbering
interests of our country to this import-
ant subject. Unfortunately, it does
not as yet seem to be within the power
of man todo much directly towards
restricting the operations of these
enemies to our forests ; yet this should
not deter us from studying their habits
and history, since an intimate acquaint-
ance with these may result much more
to our advantage than we now antici-
pate. A few trees, such as a belt ora
group planted for shelter or ornament,
may be protected from the leaf and
twig destroyers by syringing with a
mixture of Paris Green and water in
the proportion of a teaspoonful to the
pail of water, and the bark lice may be
killed by the use of alkaline washes ap.
plied with a brush or broom, and a
timely application of the same will pre-
vent the operations of the borers, but it
is scarcely possible that such remedies
can ever be applied over extended
areas of forest.

It is, however, gratifying to know
that in addition to the numbers devour-
ed by our insectivorous birds, almost
every injurious species is in turn at-
tacked to a greater or less extent by in-
sect parasites of the most active habits,
who seek outand destroy these pests
with ceaseless diligence. Were it not
for these friendly insects, the destruc-
tive species would be far more numer-
ous individually than they now are.
The question as to how best to
CHECK THE INCREASE OF DESTRUCTIVE

INSECTS

is of the greatest practical importance,
and probably no insecticide has of late
played so important a part 1n this con-
nection as Paris Green, which iz a
compound of arsenic and copper,
comparatively insoluble, and a sub-
stance which seems admirably qualified
for the destruction of insect life. Be-
sides its special use as a potato beetle
killer, it can be successfully used to de-
stroy any and every insect which eats
the leaves of plants, shrubs, or trees.
So poisonous an agent should be
handled with caution if accidents are
to be prevented, and it is a matter of
great regret that in consequence of
carelessness in its use the lives of many
valuable animals have been sacrificed,
and occasionally even human lives have
been imperilled or lost. From the ease
with which it can be procured it has
also been resorted to in several in-
stances by persons determined on sui-
cide. These unfortunate occurrences
are greatly to be deplored, and every
possible precaution should be taken to
avoid accidents. It is quite a common
occurrence for painters, hardrare deal-
ers, and general merchants to sell Paris
Green, and to send it out without label
of any sort, and sometimes the parcel
is very insecurely put up and packed
with groceries and other articles for
home use in the most indifferent man-
ner. Such recklessness should not be
permitted, and no one should be allow-
ed to sell any snbstance so dangerous
unless it is properly labelled with the
name of the article, and the word
“‘poison” prominently atlached. With
such precautions generally adopted,
many accidents which now occur would
be prevented. 1t has been urged by
some that so many evils have attended
the use of Paris Green that it does
more harm than good, and that its use
should be discontinued ; but in this I
am not prepared to concur, as I am
satisfied that without it, unless some
substitute were found, the potato crop
in many localities could not be pre-
served from destruction. If reasonable
care is exercised, and the powder be
used mixed with water, there is no
danger attending it, and its uge in this
manner, in the proportion already
mentioned—of a teaspoonful to a pail
of water—and applied with a whisk, is
not only safe but most economical.
 For some years past experiments
have been made with various other sub-
stances with the view of finding a sub-
stitute for Paris Green which would be
less dangerous in the hands of the care-
less, and among them I believe none
have been used with greater success
than common blue vitriol, or sulphate
of copper, in solution,in the proportion
of about an ounce to a pail of water,
and applied in the same manner as the
Paris Green mixture. This article is
worthy of and will doubtless receive a
more extended trial, as its use under
any circumstances would be attended
with but little danger.
