Ordinarily the last meal before the
hcliday consists of one course, after
which an egg dipped in ashes is eaten
and with the setting of the sun begins
the 24 hours of fast. But for three
weeks previous the approach of the
day of mourning has been observed in
the ghettos of the world. On the se-
venteenth day of the Jewish month of
Tammuz, which fell on July 12 this
year, there is a fast day and the three
weeks that follow give name to the
whole period, since the perlod is known
as “The Three Weeks.”

ENLAC.

Whieh is now Being Built by
David Lynch

Is a Fine Boat and will be_a Credit
to St. John, Something of
Her Siructure.

Work on the new boat which the
Thomson Company propose putting on
the South Shore route was begun on
the 1st of April and will be compfeted
in the course of six or eight weeks.
David Lynch 1s doing the work
and feels that this effort will be his
best.

The boat will measure 187 feet from
stem to stern, 170 feet on straight keel,
82 1-2 feet beam, and will have a 16 1-2
feet hold. Her frame is of Bay Shore
spruce, the best ship material avall-
able since the days of sturdy hackma-
tack, now forty years past. The deck
will be of hard pihe, and she is being
planked with birch and hard pine. Her
upper ports will be constructed of
spruce,

8ince the time when the work was
anrteg thirty men have been kept con-
stantly employed, and today a gang of
joiners will arrive to builld the houses
for her decks. It is of first import-
ance that the boat be as strong as she
can be made, for her route from St.
John to Halifax is, in winter especial-
ly, a hard one. Rough weather often
prevails, and rocks line her way. She
is to call at such points as Yarmouth,
Liverpool and others. The Messenger
ran on this route for a time, but she
was found to be too frail for the heavy
weather,

On the new steamer there will be two
decks, a main and a saloon deck. On
the main deck it e intended to have
44 staterooms. These are to be elabor-
ately finished and fitted with all mo-
dern improvements. On the saloon
deck the captain and officers will have
thelr cabins on the bow end, and aft
will be a splendid smoking room,

The steamer is to be a propellot boat
and nothing will be spared to arrange
long, unobstructed promenade decks.

The machinery is being furnished by
James Fleming. The engines will be
of the fore and aft compound surface
condensing type, having cylinders 20
inches and 40 inches diameter by 30
inches stroke. They will be of the very
latest model, fitted with all appliances
conducive to compact and armple run-
Steam will be supplied by two
Scotch type boilers 10 feet 6 inches
diameter, 12 feet 6 inches long, with
shell plates one inch thick. These are
about completed, the bolts are nearly
all riveted, and in the course of a few
weeks these bollers, which require half
a year to build, wil be, ready to be

jed ‘on heavy cradles to Hilyard's
shipyard.

Steam capstain windlasses, steam
capstains, and steam steering gear
will complete the new boat's fittings. It
is worthy of remark that the power of
the new boat's engines will be more
than eight times that required to run
2ll the machinery in Fleming's exten-
sive establishment.

The new boat will be a gem. Every
detail i8 commanding the strictest at-
tention of the builders to the end that
a first class steamer may ply between
the sister cities.

A direct line m:n Edmundston  to
Moncton would not pass through Chip-
man, but would go a long way east of
that point. But there is no possible
line from Edmundston to Monoton that
will be direct. There is a watershed
to cross before the Tobique is reached.
Another divides the Tobique valley
from that of the Southwest Mirima-
chi, There is still another between the
Mirimachi and Moncton or Chipman.
To get anything like easy grades for
an imporant freight road the line must
take long sweeps to avold hills and
lakes. For scores of miles between
the river valleys the direct road
would cross burned country and large
areas nearly barren of vegetation. The
country in this region {s not to be
cecmpared with the St. John valley, A
large part of it is utterly useless to
provide local traffle. There is no popu-
lation to be accommodated by the rail-
way and the country is not likely to
be settled while better land is avalla-
ble.

Mr. Emmerson makes the prepos-
tercus statement that the route from
Quebec to 8t. John by way of Chipman
would not be more than 378 miles, It
is doubtful if a working line with easy
grades can be built between Edmund-
sten and St. John by way of Chipman
which would be less than 240 miles. It
is 79 miles from Chipman to St. John,
and, certainly no good line can be got
between Kdmundston and Chipman less
than 160 miles long, since from Ed-
mundston to Fredericton by the Cana-
dian Pacific line is 166 miles.

OTTAWA, Aug. $.~In the commons
today the bill to Incorporate the Tor-
onto. and Hamilton ralway was re-
farred back to the rallway committee,
This is a measure which sought to ine
fringe on the municipal rights of two
terminal citles and raised a storm of
protest from all parts of Ontario,

The Grand Trunk Pacific bill was
then idered In tee and a
;aumber of amendments passed rapld-

M

Mr. MacLean opposéd’ passing the
bill. The west wanted rellef, but it
desired to secure'it through a govern-
ment owned line. The outside section
of the road which will lia through
Manitoba and the Northwest would be

to grain shi If the gov-
ernment would construct a line from
Port Arthur across the prairies it
would accomplish all that was neces-
sary, with the splendld water works
avallable. If the road was determined
upon the eastern portion of the Can-
adlan Pacific could be the national
cholce and made an extension of the
Intercolonial.

Mr. Borden asked what would be the
length of the road from ‘Winnipeg to
the coast.

Mr. McCarthy replied that it would
be from 1,600 to 1,800 miles. This, with
the capitalization reduvced from $75,~
000,000 to $45,000,000 will give the com-
pany about $30,000 per mile.

Mr. Roche of Marquette protested
against capital being made so large.

Mr. Fowler of Kings, N. B., also ob-
Jected to this feature of the bill

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick, in answer to
Mr, Clarke, sald that the government
had no knowledge that negotiations
were being carried on with a view to
the amalgamation of the Grand Trunk
Pacific and the Canadlan Northern.

Mr. Borden agaln protested against
permitting the company to have such
extensive capitalization and bonding
privileges. He considered it a remark-
able thing that the government was
unable to give some information as to
the route over which the road was to
run,

Mr. Fowler could get no explanation
as to how the reduction of thirty mill-
fon dollars in capital was decided upon.
He complained of this absolute lack
of deliberation in such an important
matter. The government was simply
Jumping in the dark.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier explained that
the prairie section would cost $17,-
000,000 and the mountain section $25,-
000,000, which with $30,000,000 for roll-
ing stock would bring up the capital
necessary to $62,000,000, and lee way
would have to be given.

Mr, Borden joined issue with Laur-
fer as to the need of such liberality.
The road, including rolling stock, ac-
cording to the figures given, would
cost $63,900,000, while the capitalization
was $987,000,000, or $33,000,000 more than
was needed.

Mr, Barker charged that this was
being done in order to make a present
o $25,000,000 to the Grand Trunk. There
would be a dicker in the deal and some
methad would be devised to enrich the
prom8ters,

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick gave notice of
a resolution in connection with the
proposed rallway commission, fixing
the salaries of commissioners as fol-
lows: Chief commissioner, $10,000 per
annum; two other commissioners, $8,000
per annum, and a secretary to be paid
not more than $4,000 per annum, the
amount to be fixed by the governor in
council. Such other officials as may be
appointed will have salaries fixed by
the governor in council.

At the night session Mr. Fowler asked
if there was any provision made to put
a line into St. John,

Mr. McCarthy sald he was not in a
position to say,

Hon, Mr, Fitzpatrick asked if Chip-
man would not be the most advan-
tageous point to start from.

Mr. Fowler informed him that the
best route would be from Edmundston
to St. John by the St. John valley,
which was a splendid country and
well worth developing.

Mr. McCarthy offered to put in an
amendment providing for a branch line
from Chipman, but later he refused to
fulfil his promise, claiming that Mr.
Fowler was asking something impos-
sible.

The member for Kings stuck out for
8t. John's interests and insisted upon
its rights receiving fair treatment. He
rubbed it into McCarthy for changing
front so quickly. Mr. Fowler pointed
out that some higher power had called
McCarthy off.

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick promised that
the company would have power to con-
struct a line to St. John,

Mr. Emmerson opposed the building
of a road from Edmundston to St.
John, and moved an amendment call-
ing for a branch from Chipman to St.
John.

Mr. Kaulbach advocated a line
Wwhich would give Nova Scotia an op-
portunity to benefit from the scheme,
the expense of which will have to met
by the government. He objected to a
road paralleling the Intercolonial,

Mr. Fowler suggested that Mr. Em-
merson should amend his amendment
by naming Edmundston as the junc-
tion for the branch line to St. John,

but the member for Westmorland
would not consent,

Mr. Emmerson’'s amendment car-
rled.

Mr. Wilmot moved another, making
St. John the alternate terminus with
Moncton for the main line, which al-
80 passed

Mr. Fowler, of Kings, then moved
another amendment calling for an Ed-
mundston-St. John route,

Mr. Wilmot advocated a line from
Edmundston via Fredericton. In or-
der to do this the government could
acquire the Canadian Pacific.

Mr, Fowler introduced an amend-
ment providing that all freight orig-
inating along the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic and not speclally routed, should
pass through Canadian ports,

Hon. Mr, Fielding opposed it on the
ground that the government bill pro-
vided for this,

Tenight Rev. W. T, Gaynor, of Low-
er Cove parish, was to have celebrat-
ed the 26th anniversary of his ordi-
nation to the holy priesthood. Fathe
Gaynor was born in Chatham gaSept.
25, 1855, of Irish parents, Thom Gay-
nor, of County Meath, Ireland, and Ca-
therine Buckley, his wife, of County
Clare.

Father Gaynor was first educated at
a private school in Newcastle. His
arts course was taken at St. Michael's
Academy, Chatham, and his theologi-
cal course at St. Joseph's University,
where he taught at the same time.

He was ordained priest on the 4th of
August, 1878, by the late Bishop Swee-
ny. The first three years of his minis-
try were spent in Carleton. He then
went to Debec, but left there in 1887,
going to the United States. He was
professor of English literature for some
vears in the Vermont institution at
Burlington, leaving there in 1890 for
New Brunswick, where he again went
to St. Joseph's University, but left
there in 1893 for Sussex. In 1896 he
was transferred to St. John, as curate
to the late Mgr. Connoily, and since
the death of that venerable prelate has
had charge of the church of St. John
the Baptist. He has written many
works and has been prominently con-
nected with various socleties.
