LEFT HIS VICTIM TO 
DIE OF EXPOSURE

Bound and Bagged He Slowly 
Starved to Death.

Evidence Accumulating Against the 
Merderer of Milne Mae Who Dis- 

Last Fall.

LIVERMORE FALLS, Me., Aug. 17— 
The murder of James Scott, whose de­
composed body was found several 
weeks ago under an old shed on the 
Whittemore farm, four miles from this 
village, was the subject of a prelimin­
ary hearing in the municipal court to­
day, when Nicholas Mone, alias George, 
who has been held as a result of the 
Investigation of the cose, was formally 
charged with the crime. Scott was an 
apple buyer well known among An­
droscoggin farmers. He disappeared 
last fall, and nothing was known of 
his fate until the discovery of Ms body 
a few weeks ago. Cords were knotted 
firmly about hls wrists and ankles and 
a gag had been placed In his mouth, 
the appearances indicating that he 
had been overpowdered, bound and 
gagged and then thrown under the 
shed, where ha was left to die of hun­
ger and exposure.

When Judge R. G. Boothby opened 
court today, county attorney & G. 
Morey, of Lewiston, made the prelim­
inary argument, saying that beyond a 
doubt Scott had been murdered, and 
the evidence pointed , to Mone as his 
slayer. He said that Mené had bought 
a store from Scott and was not satis­
fied with the trade. Evidence would 
be put In, said the county attorney, as 
to a team which Mone hired from a 
liveryman named John Putnam about 
the time of Scott's disappearance, and 
testimony would be put in also to show 
that after the disappearance of Scott, 
the door of Scott’s room at a board­
ing-house was opened by Mone with a 
key fitting the Yale lock; that he took 
a woman into the room and told her to 
sell Scott’s clothes, that the missing 
man had left there, and that when the 
woman asked “What if Scott should 
come back?’’ Mone replied “Scott has 
gone to hell."

Mone was brought Into the court­
room, shackled to Tom Gurney, a far­
mer, who was held after the coroner's 
inquest for failure to get bonds. The 
evidence put in was practically the 
eame as that at the inquest, but Tom 
Gurney seemed to have some lapses of 
memory and it was pointed out that 
his testimony differed somewhat from 
that given at the inquest.

In Springfield Weakening

Engineer Davy Reports to Mayor Beiloek 
Success ef Work Done so Far— 

Location of Breakwaters

Several Men Placed Under Arrest by the 
Beards—Shot Hit Soldier's 

Sword.

Bead Receiving Many Applications—Twenty 
Mechanics Seel to MeAdaoi This

The strike situation is' looking at 
present decidedly favorable to the Can­
adian Pacific Railway. In. response to 
the want advertisements issued in the 
local .papers many applications have 
been received from skilled workmen.

A party of twenty men were sent up 
to McAdam this morning to work in 
the shops there. .The road has all the 
men It can use at St. John and Bay- 
Shore, and the shops at Brownvllle, 
which are the second largest works in 
this division, is now up to full strength.

The time limit set by the road in 
which the strikers must return to work 
or else lose their seniority ranking ex­
pired at noon today. So far as can 
be learned no move has been made by 
the strikers to go back to work, and 
under the terms of the manifest when 
they do go back they will have to take 
rank under those now’ employed. This 
is likely to be a difficult matter to ar­
range In a settlement of the strike.

A labor employment bureau has beçn 
opened in the office of Wm. Downie, 
the general superintendent, for employ­
ing mechanics to fill the vacant posi­
tions and this morning thp bureau had 
quite a rush of business.

A consultation was held in the 
mayor’s office this morning between 
Mayor Bullock, Harbor Master Flem­
ing, and Engineer Davy, who is in 
charge of the Courtney Bay borings.

Mr. Davy gave a summery of the 
work he has dene so far. Starting 
from opposite the Barrack Green and . 
continuing to the foot of Orange street 
he has made borings from fifty to four 
hundred feet from the shore. At the 
outer borings he has not found rock at 
a depth which would give a thirty-two 
foot channel at low tide if the bay 
was dredged. The work done to locate 1 
an entrance channel show that a 
channel can be made by running to 
the eastward of the foul grounds, 
which make the eastern boundary ot ' 
the harbor channel.

A ledge of rock running out from 
Barrack Point gives evidence of being' 
a gopd location for a breakwater to 
protect berths which could be made to 
the north east of it. Another break­
water running from Red Head to­
wards Fatridge Island would also be 
needed.

It Is likely that borings will be made 
on the eaftem side of the bay to de­
termine the dip of the rock there, and: 
ascertain exactly how mudh room will 
be available for dredging operations.

The result of the engineer's work goes 
to show that the plan ot dredging the 
bay and providing enormous facilities 
there is entirely feasible, as the room 
that is needed can be found without 
any blasting operations- The en­
gineer expressed the opinion that the 
rock Ledge on the shore would be an 
advantage as it would give a good 
foundation for the erection of wharves. -

It is expected that the cost of. mak­
ing the borings will come well below: 
the amount provided.

SPRINGFIELD, Ills., Aug. 18—That 
the mob spirit has not been entirely 
subdued in Springfield was evidenced 
last night and early today, when de­
spite the presence of thousands of mili­
tiamen there were sporadic outbursts 
of lawlessness In many sections of the 
city. None of them were serious, how­
ever, being confined to disturbances 
caused by the groups ot two or three 
men.

The centre- of the trouble was Har­
vard Park, a suburban which twice 
during the night patrols were fired up­
on from ambush. Troops were rushed 
to the scene. During the second hunt 
a shot fired from an alley struck the 
sword scabbard of Lieut. Ridgeway. 
The shooter escaped.

The first disturbance followed an at­
tack upon Tom Richardson, a brother 
of George Richardson, the negro ac­
cused of having assaulted Mrs. Mabel 
Hallam. Richardson, who was a driver 
for a packing firm, left hls wagon 
in the street and escaped to the Illinois 
Central Station, where he took a train 
for Mississippi. Later guards picked 
up James and Wm. Richardson, also 
brothers of Gorge Richardson, and 
locked them in the jail. It was stated 
that they had been inmates of the 
Jacksonville Asylum and that their ar­
rest was a measure taken for public 
safety. Five men were arrested at 
Eight and Ash streets.

Two hundred dollars reward for evi­
dence leading to conviction in any of 
the cases of violent death during the 
rioting In this city is offered by Gover­
nor Deneen. Plans for the prosecution 
of all who had anything to do with the 
riots have been completed by the city 
and state officials.
There will be no half way measures.

The task which the authorities face 
was increased yesterday by two more 
deaths and news that a third victim 
of the riot of last Friday night Is dy­
ing.

G. W. Scott, a white man, who was 
shot through the lungs ’ during the 
riots Friday-night, died last evening. 
The other death was tliat of the three 
week’s old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Lawrence P. Line, negro refugees at 
Pittsfield. The child died frem expos­
ure as the result of a night flight from 
Springfield.

W. H. Mowe, chief clerk of the Coun­
ty Treasurer's office, who was attacked 
and shot by negroes Saturday, while 
walking through the burned district, is 
reported dying at St. John’s Hospital. 
The states attorney has secured from 
him an ante-mortem statement for use 
before the evening.

came today, the time when the C. P. 
R. ultimatum went into force, there 
had been but three or four applica­
tions from old men of the company.

The C. P. R. today announces that, 
in engaging men the preference will 
be given to the Amalgamated Society 
of Engineers, of England and as 
against the International Union. They 
claim that they engaged quite a num­
ber today at various agencies. News 
from Toronto says that a number of 
men went back there.

JAMES E. PURDY, OF 
AMHERST, PASSES AWAY

Death Occurred at Advanced Age—Was 
Registrar of Deeds for Many

HON. WALTER SCOTT 
DENIES ABSURD STORIES

Years.

AMHERST, N. S., Aug. 18—The death’ 
occured here last night after a, lengthy 
Illness of James E. Purdy, registrar of 
deeds, In the 78th year of hls age. De­
ceased had been in falling health for 
the past year but had been at hls office 
up to ten days ago. By Mr. Purdy’s 
death Amherst loses onie of her best 
known and most highly respected citi­
zens. In his official capacity as regis­
trar ho had during the many years he 
had occupied the position given satis­
faction to all classes and proved him­
self an obliging and trustworthy offic­
ial. He was a man thoroughly posted 
In all that pertained to the county, 
perhqps one of the best informed men 
on current events in the county. He 
was a son of the late Gilbert Purdy, 
whom he succeeded lq office, father 
and son having occupied the position 
of registrar for upwards of 75 years, 
except for a brief period when the late 
Angus McLeod filled the office, Mr. 
Purdy going Into mercantile business 
in the old Amherst Warehouse Co.

His wife who survives him was Miss 
Lydia Burns. Two sons and two daugh­
ters arc left, Charles of the Robb En­
gineering Co., H. A., of the legal firm 
of Rogers, Jencks and Purdy, are the 
sons. The Misses Margaret and Ella 
are the daughters, all living in Am­
herst. Mrs. George Christie, Mrs. John 
Lusby and Mrs. Joshua Black are sis­
ters of the deceased.

The early portion of Mr. Purdy’s life 
was spent with the late W. W. Bent, 
father of C. H. Bent, of the Govern­
ment Savings Department, although 
takipg no active part in politics, Mr. 
Purdy was a life long Conservative.

Speaks at Mass Meeting In 
Celebration of Hls Victory,♦

BIG RACING AUTO
CRASHES INTO CARRIAGE REGINA, Aug. 18—Hon.Walter Scott 

addressed a mass meeting of citizens 
here in celebration of victory said in 
part:

“As It was pointed out at Saturday's 
night’s meeting It will scarcely be pos­
sible after the exposures and confes­
sions of this campaign for Mr. Haul- 
tain any longer to wear a non-partisan 
cloak, but for the desperate use made 
of the forces sent hurriedly to his aid 
in response to the appeal he sent to 
Mr. Borden the first moment he learn­
ed of dissolution Mr. Haultain would 
have carried only five or six seats. 
They made it really a federal party 
contest and their organization centre 
was not Regina but Winnipeg.

“On our side the Liberals at Ottawa 
left us entirely to our own resources. 
They did not raise a finger to assist 
us In fact I did not ask them to do 
so. When I was, at Ottawa in July I 
gave them the hint of my intention as 
to the elections. I required no aid and 
they offered none. It was too late in 
the campaign before I became aware 
of the forces Mr. Borden and Mr. Rog­
ers of Manitoba, were throwing into 
Saskatchewan against us to allow time 
for our federal friends to do Anything 
to offset them, did not-.bother there­
fore to ask for aid It was an unequal 
contest in that respect but the out­
come is all the more satisfactory to 
me.

“The story of Sir Wilfrid Laurier In­
structing me when I visited Ottawa 111 
July to come home and bring on the 
election at once is too absurd to need 
any answer.”

Two Horses Killed it Long Branch and 
Turfman Goes to Hospital—Now 

He Faces Arrest.

LONG BRANCH, N. J., Aug. 17—Run­
ning his 120-horsepower auto at a 
speed alleged-to be more than seventy 
miles an hour, E. K. Thomas, the well- 
known New York clubman, stock bro­
ker and turfman, crashed into a car­
riage containing Mrs. Hyman Cohen 
and Miss Blanche Cohen, her daughter, 
at this place, smashing the vehicle and 
injuring the driver of the carriage.

Mr. Thomas' right leg was dislocated 
and he was taken to the Long Branch 
hospital.

A bit of dust which blew into Mr. 
Thomas' eye was the direct cause of 
the accident. The machine, travelling at 
terrific speed, was nearing a vehicle 
at Cedar street and Ocean drive, when 
the chauffeur, Horace Johnson, said to 
Mr. Thomas, who was driving:

“Look out, there’s a wagon in front 
of us.""

Mr. Thomas was rubbing his eye at 
the time, and although he perceptibly 
slowed doxvin the machinp, which Eliot 
F. Shepard drove in the Grand Prix in
1906 and in the Vanderbilt cup race In
1907 where it killed a man, he couldn’t 
avoid the carriage.

Both horses were killed, and the driv­
er, Daniel Connolly, was thrown over a 
hedge fence and broke hls collar bone. 
Neither Mrs. Cohen or her daughter 
were injured, although bodly shaken up 
by the force of the collision. Mr. Thom­
as’s right knee was dislocated by the 
shaft of the carriage, which struck him, 
and his face was cut.

He faces arrest when he loaves the 
hospital on 'he charge of speeding. The 
speed laws ot Long Branch make the 
maximum twelve miles art htiur.

Mr. Thomas and hls chauffeur had 
been to Farmlngdnle, near Lakewood, 
and was returning to Holmdel, Mon­
mouth county, N. J., where Mr. Thomas 
has a stock farm.

Passing through Elberon, on the out­
skirts of Long Brunch, the machine 
was going so fast that a motor police­
man. who says that it was going sev­
enty-five miles .an hour, was complqte- 
ly lost in the dust of the flying ma­
chine. The motor-cycle is capable of 
making forty miles an hour, but could 
not compare in speed to the 120-horse- 
power automobile.

The funeral service of the late James 
de Wolfe Spurr was held at hls resi­
dence, Germain street, last evening and 
a large number of friends were pres­
ent. The remains were taken to Annap­
olis this morning for interment.

GRAIN DEALERS ARE 
MORE THAN PLEASED

Crop Will Be larger Thai 
They Nad Expected

Culling Is New вееегаї so That le Any 
Case Frests Can de Little 

Damage.

REGINA', Aug. 18.—The grain, deal­
ers special train which left Winnipeg 
on Saturday morning remained here 
over night, as the dealers are only tra­
velling by daylight. From Winnipeg 
they went along the Glenlboro branch 
to Sôuris, from there to Estaven where 
they remained over night, proceeding 
thence to Moosejaw over the Soo line 
and from there to Indian Head and 
then to Regina.

The dealers are unanimous in their 
expressions of satisfaction at the for­
ward condition and possible yield,many 
stating that the indicated yield is 
much greater than they had expected. 
From Winnipeg to Mooseaw the yield 
promises nineteen bushels. Cutting may 
be said to be general. The amount cut 
varies from 10 to 50 per cent. From 
Moosejaw to Indian Head it should 
average twenty-five bushels north. 
Southwest of Moosejaw fully 50 per 
cent, is cut and all ripe. That also ap­
plies. to the east as far as Regina. East 
of Regina end Indian Head the crop 
is very heavy and consequently later. 
Here and there some cutting has been 
done, but It will be towards the end 
of the week before It can be called 
general.

At Indian Head a visit was made to 
the experimental farm over which they 
were shown by the superintendant, Mr. 
Mackay. Here the bulk of the grain 
has been cut and most excellent sam­
ples of all varieties of grains found.

The party was all delighted with 
what they sax# and united in congrat­
ulating Mr. Mackay on the splendid 
condition of the farm and the forward­
ness and excellence of everything 
found on It.

ANOTHER SIDE TO
ANNIS SHOOTING CASE

Doctor’s Alleged Statemeit That Victim 
Acknowledged He Had Doae 

Wrong.

NEW YORK, Aug. 18,-New light is 
expected at the inquest tomorrow 
night into the death of WlIHam E. An­
nie, who was shot at the Bayside 
Yacht Club .Saturday by Captain Peter 
C. Haines, of the U. iS. Army. Dr. 
Henry Houghton, the physician who 
was at the side of Annia when he lost 
consciousness was quoted today as in­
timating that Annis made a statement 
before hls death in which he acknow­
ledged that he was paying xvith his 
life for a xvrong he had. committed.

"He told certain things to me," Dr. 
Houghton Is quoted as saying, "which 
no one else heard and which I have 
told to no one. When I am called on 
to testify before the coroner’s jury, I 
will probably make it public.”

The physician is further quoted as 
asserting that taking into consideration 
what Annis told him, he hardly 
thought it possible that an officer in 
the U. S. Army would shoot him down 
In cold blood and in the presence of 
his wife and children.

It was learned today that Frederick 
L. Norton, of Boston, Mrsi Hains’ 
counsel In the divorce action brought 
by her husband, would visit this city 
today in reference to his client’s af­
fairs.. It was understood that Mrs. 
Hains intends to take some action to­
ward compelling the return of her 
children to her.

EjClPEO PRISONER
ELUDES SEARCHERS

AMESBURY, Mass., Aug. 17, — For 
several hours this afternoon, officers 

N. H„ withCounty,Rockingham 
policemen from Amesbury, Salisbury 
and Newburyport, searched the woods 
at Monday Hill, looking for Benjamin 
Whitney, one of the six men who es­
caped last Saturday from the Rocking­
ham County jail In Portsmouth. The 
search was unsuccessful, no trace of 
Whitney being found.

Whitney formerly lived in Amesbury 
and worked here for a contractor about 
two years ago. He is known to many 
people here, and when -word was re­
ceived that a man answering hls de­
scription had been seen lurking In the 
woods at Monday Hill, which is on the 
line between Salisbury and Amesbury, 

Rockingham County authorities 
thought the clue looked promising. 
Sheriff Collls and a posse of deputies 
hurried to the scene in automobiles and 
squads of officers from Salisbury, 
Amesbury and Newburyport were also 
on hand for the man hunt. Sheriff Col­
lie divided the men into small squads, 

going into the woods to beat up 
the quarry, while others guarded tho 
roads. A thorough search of the en­
tire hill failed to reveal the presence 
of any suspicious character, however.

Says Jenkins Hains is as Guilty as

When the Hains brothers were taken 
to a police station at Long Island this 
morning they had to wait until a num­
ber of petty cases had been disposed 
of before their case was called. They 
were locked in the prison pen 
when arraigned stood or. the bridge, 
handcuffed together. Their father was 
in the court room, but had no chance td 
speak to his sons.
•Their counsel, William C. Percy, ask­
ed for an adjournment of a week, and 
it was granted. Then the brothers, 
handcuffed to detectives, were taken 
through the streets to a trolley line 
five blocks away, followed by a big 
crowd. Photographers took several 
pictures of them.

Later the prisoners were taken to a 
Brooklyn police" headquarters, a trip 
of fifteen miles, in a patrol wagon and 
photographed and measured for the 
Bertilllon records. The y showed great 
Interest in the Bertliiion system.

District Attorney Darrin in the af-* 
ternoon anonunced that he would con­
vene a special grand jury in an effort 
to get an, early indictment against the 
brothers, and he says he expects to 
have them on trial by the middle of 
September. Only two witnesses will be 
called1 at the. coroner's: inquest, which 
has been set for Wednesday evening, 
Says the district attorney, as it will 
only be necessary to establish that 
Captain Hains shift Mr. Annis and that 
his brother stood guard while he did it.

— Two persons 
were killed, one a girl, when the big 
balloon of Captain Thomas T. Love­
lace, formerly connected with the Un­
ited States Signal Corps, exploded to­
day before it left the ground.
Twenty persons were injured and the 
hundreds awaiting the flight were 
thrown into panic.

Miss Hill, of New7 York, stenograph­
er to Captain Lovelace, the navigator, 
w as burned to death when the big bag 
burst into flames. The accident occur­
red on the ground of the Franco-Brit- 
ish Exposition.

Every adjacent building was shaken 
if by an earthquake. Flying glass cut 
some of the visitors and added to the 
panic.

Every one of the others at 
work about the gas bag was more or 
less seriously injured by the flames.

A number of spectators were caught. 
They tried to run to safety, but their 
clothing was set afire. Cool-headed 
ones and the police seized them and 
extinguished the flames, but not before 
they had suffered some injury.

In the panic many spectators were 
knocked down and trampled cn. The 
balloon shed caught fire, and that ad­
ded to the excitement. Women and 
children were caught in the exits and 
crushed.

Miss Hill, who was killed, was 
stitching material on the balloon at 
the time of the explosion, and was 
flung through the shed. Every shred 
of her clothing, with the exception of 
her edrsets, was torn from her body, 
which was fearfully burned and man­
gled.

Three men were hurled a considerable 
distance. Their faces were blackened, 
their clothing was burred to rags and 
strips of flesh were torn from their 
arms and legs.

The second victim, George Waits, 
showed graat heroism in attempts he 
made to rescue Miss Hill. He did his 
utmost and in his efferts to lift the 
blazing canvas in order to reach her he 
added to the burns he had already re­
ceived and which caused his death.

The explosion shook up the exposition 
grounds like a violent earthquake.
