APPEARANCE OF

PROVOKES

Annapolis, Md., Aug. 6.—The ap-
pearance on the witness stand today
of Mrs. James N. Sutton, the mother
of Lieutenant Sutton of the Marine
Corps, whose death is being re-inves-
tigated by the naval board of inquiry
here, was the occasion of a heated
controversy between the lawyeis on
all' sides which ended in a prolonged
conference of the members of the
board behind closed doors and brought
the day's proceedings to an abrupt
end.

Several witnesses had been dispos-
ed of during the day when Judge
Advocate Leonard called Mrs. Sutton
to the stand. Before proceeding w’hn
her examination, Major Leonard offer-
ed for identification and to be read
in evidence, several letters which, he
sald, Mrs. Sutton had written contain-
ing serious and delicate charges
against the young officers of the mar-
ine corps who appeared as defend-
ants.

Henry E. Davis, counsel for Mrs.
Sutton made strenuous objection on
the ground that Mrs, Sutton was not
present to make any accusations and
tuat the letters in question were ir-
rolevant to the inquiry and of a per-
sonal and incompetent nature as evi-
dence,

“It is inconceivable that the judoe
advoeate should attempt to fm:co M
Sutton into such a position before fnis
board o1 inquiry,” said Mr. Davis,
“These letters are not” offered to as-
gist the court in finding out how Lieut,

Upon returning from an adjoining
room, Comamnder Ifood announced
that the letters would be read in clos-
ed court tomorrow to the interested
parties and their counsel.

Lord Kitchener To Succeed
ToPost of Inspector General

PUBLIC DEBT INCREASED
FIVE AND A HALF MILLIONS

A Four Months’ Record of Frenzied Finance at Ot-
tawa -- Gross Debt of Dominion Now Stands
at $471,259,796 and Total Assets at $150,-
622,205 --Figures That Demand Serious Con-

Situation Left Vacant by
Duke of Connaught
To be Filled by Hero
of Khartuum.

Appointment in Line with
Policy lof Co-ordinat-
ion Recently Adopted--
Will Tour Empire.

London, August 6.—Lord Kitchener,
commander of the British forces in
India, has been appointed to succeed
the Duke of Connaught as inspector-
general of the Mediterranean forces,
which post the duke recently resign-
ed on the ground of “the ineffective
nature of the work and the useless ex-
pense to the nation imvolvwed therein,”

Lord Kitchener will take the rank
of fleld marshal, and also become a
member of the committee of Imperi-
al defence. The inspector-general has
command of the garrisons of Malta
and Gibraltar and all the British
troops in Egypt, the Soudan and Cy-
prus.

The appointment of Lord Kitchener
is coineldent with added importance
being attached to the post. The Duke
of Connaught in an official announce-
ment says:

“In view of new developments in
the organization, the Mediterranean
command assumes increased import-
ance, and will be taken up by Lord
Kitchener with the object of giving
it its proper place in the scheme of
imperial defence.”

It is understood that as a result of
the imperial defence conference
which is now sitting, it is intended
to co-ordinate all the militargy forces
of the Empire and place Lord Kitch-
ener at the head of an organization,
baving the imperial army for its
special care. As a preparation for
this work, for whiech he had gu.ned
valuable experience in India, on va-
cating Indian command in September,
L\d Kitchener will go to Japan to
represent Great Britain at the Japan-
ese grand manoevres in November,
and afterwards make a tour of Can-
ada, Australia and New Zealand to
study the military organizations and
consult with the colonial governments
concerning them.

Lord Kitchener is the youngest field
marshal in the history of Great Grit-
ain, Lord Roberts was sixty years
old when he was raised to the rank
and Lord Woleseley 62. Lord Kitch-
ener was 09 years old in June.

move in a snit originally brought two
years ago and is essentially a pro-
test against the majority maragement
of the company's affairs, which, it is
averred, has been dictated by the
packers ever since 1907, when they
bought a controlling interest and
seated their own directors.

Ottawa, Ont., August 6.—The rev-
enue of the Dominion for the first four
months of the present fiscal year ex-
ceeds the revenue for the same per-
iod of 1908, by about four and a half
million dollars. The revenue up to
July 3ist this year was $30,030,311,
while last year it was $25,502 The
expenditure on consolidated fund dur-
ing the four months just ended was
$20,785,426, leaving an apparent bal-
ance of about nine and a quarter mil-
lions. 'But of course this balance de-
pends upon the date when hall yearly
interest and subsidy accounts fall
due,

The expenditure on capital account
to date is $6,429,221,

The July balance is adverse'y
affected by these conditions as the
first of the month is a time for the
semi-annual payments.

The ' total revenue for July was
$8,437,438, and the expenditure $11,
968,679, so that on the month the
country went behind three snd on:
half millions, and if the capital ex-
penditure of two and a half millions
is added there is a total deficit for
the month of six millions. Th2 rev-
enue for July of this year is rwo .uil
lions greater than for July last year,
but one millign more was sp2at, so
that the net betterment is only one
million.

As to the public debt it has increas-
ed over five and a half millions dar-
ing the month. The total gross acht
of the Dominion now stands at $471,
259,796, and the total asse:s at »150,

FOR CHINA

Tokio, Aug. 7.—Japan today official-
ly notified the powers of her inten-
tion to proceed immediately with the
reconstruction and improving of the
Antung-Mukden R. R., without the
consent of China, diplomatic negotia-
tion having failed to overcome Chinese
opposition.

Pekin, Aug. 6.—The negotiations be-
tween China and Japan for the recon-
struction by Japan of the Antung-
Mukden R. R., in accordance with the
convention signed several years ago,
have failed owing to disputes between
the contracting parties, arising from
the interpretation of clauses in the
convention, providing for the policing
of the line, ete.

Japan has formally intimated to
China  her intention to proceed with
the reconstruction of the line within
a time limit which Japan considers
reasonable, regardless of China’s ob-
jection.

The entire railroad question, there-
fore, will be transferred from Mukden
to Pekin and be made part of the
whole Chino-Japanese question con-

THAW'S LATEST

FIGHT FOR

FREEDOM NEARS ITS END

With Argument of Counsel Today the Famous Case
Will be Practically Concluded -- Decision Aug.
12 --The Several Possibilities That Confront
Prisoner --Mrs. Thaw on Stand Yesterday
Denounces Jerome and|Designates Matteawan
as a Vestibule of the Infernal Regions.

White Plains, N. Y. August 6—
Harry K. Thaw's latest struggle for
release from the Matteawan asylum
for the insane, will end tomorrow.
The submission of testimony in his
habeas corpus proceedings before Jus-
tice Isaac N. Mills closed this after-
noon. Justice Mills will file his de-
cision with the county clerk here on
the morning of Thursday, August 12.

Several possibilities confront Thaw.
The court may graat his plea and
may make him absolutely free. It may
decide that he has not established his
sanity and refuse to interfere, in
which case the state authorities will
probably send him straight back. to
Matteawan. But Justice Mills has
further discretionary powers. He may
feel that the young man s mental con-
dition is still in doubt and for that
reason delay a final order, meanwhile
paroling Thaw in custody of some of
ficer or possibly on his own recog-
nizance in the care of his family. Or
he may declare Thaw insane but mov-
ed by his mother's complaint regard-
ing his surroundings at Matteawan,
send him to some other state hospital
not peopled by criminals.

Confident Of Outcome.

Thaw left the court room this af-
ternoon with jaunty step. The strain
of the past four weeks, during which
he has submitted nally to 14
hours of cross examination, was not
apparent, either in his face or his
bearing. - At no time during the pro
ceedings has he expressed anything
but satisfaction with the results and
confidence in the success of his case,
This afternoon he was as hopeful as
ever. I am sure,” he said, “that I
shall be free.”

The evidence presented in behalf of
Thaw closed today with a dramatic
outburst by his mother, Mrs. Mary
Copley Thaw, who was the final wit-
ness. Her last words were a denun.
ciation of District Attorney Jerome.
Barlier in the day she had read a list
of names distinguished in New York
society. These were guests, she said,
at a dinner she gave in New York
which Harry attended before his mar-
riage. In concluding her testimony,
she referred to this list of names.

“I brought in the names of those
who attended that dinner to my son,”
she said, “because of the statements
of Mr, Jerome regarding the company
Harry was accustomed to keep. I do
not have any special enmity toward
Mr. Jerome but he certainly has not
behaved in this matter in a gentleman-
ly way nor in a Christian way. Mr.
Jerome always talked about Harry
being a frequenter of the tenderloin
when he knows as well as any one
that my boy never went to the tender-
loin until he met a certain person who
dropped him down.”

Interrupted By Sobbing.

On the stand today, Mrs. Thaw’s tes-
timony was again frequently inter-

rupted by sobbimg as she described
Harry's surroundings at Matteawan.

The principal new wit-
ness today was Roger O’Mara, form-

y chief of police in Pittsburg, and
employed by the Thaws as a detec-
tive in Harry’'s case. He testified the
corroboration of the stories about
Stanford White. The greater part of
the day was devoted to a re-examina-
tion of Thaw's alienists. Jerome at-
tacked these experts with every de-
vice of the skilled cross-examiner.

He roused the ire of Dr. Evans, by
asking if he was the object of the
denunciation. of medical expert wit-
nesses delivered vesterday by Gov-
ernor Franklin Fort, of New Jersey.
Dr. Evs is superintendent of the
New Jer: State Insane Hospital at
Morris Plains. The expert replied that
he declined to go into personalities.

Both the alienists stuck to theim
assertions that whatever Thaw’s men-
tal condition was when he shot White
he was now sane,

about Stanford White. What did you
think of his condition. Was it sane or
normal?”

“I think his condition throughout
the entire proceedings has been one
of embarrassment,” replied Dr. Har-
ris.

Harris declared that the exaggerat-
ed ego was not am essential sign of
paronoi It often characterized sane
persons, said. Under cross-examina-
tion Dr. Harris said Thaw might be
“peculiar” but his mind was unusual-
ly bright. He thought his manner on
the stand showed only “embarrass-
ment.”

Mrs. Mary Copley Thaw, testified
that during the.first week of the hear-
ing Judge Joseph Morschauser, who
refused to release Thaw three months
after his ecommitment, told her son in
the conrt Yoom “this time I hope you
will go out.”

She explained one of Thaw's notes
found at Matteawan as referring to
one of his attorneys. This note said:
“Drunk—drunk at Ilunch. Drunk with
his father and brothers.”

Allegations Untrue.

The demand
for men’s wear for spring continues
to be large, and there is still a good
call for fall fabrics. The largest mills
are fully supplied with business.
The market for hides and leather is
still unsettled owing to price read-
justments to the new tariff bill ad-
mitting hides free of duty. Foreign
hides have advanced 10 per cent. or
more and domestic hides have declined
less than 6 per cent. The leather mar-
ket continues very dull and buyers
claim that values are easier, the ex-
treme rates asked on leather a while
ago not being maintained. Trade in
shoes continues moderate. Failures
this week numberd 238 in the United
States against 262 last year and 17 in
Canada against 25 a year ago.

:AVENGER AND ELMINA THE

Feature Yacht Race of the New York Yacht Club’s
Annual Cruise Won by Cochrane’s Fast Sloop
and Brewster’s Speedy Elmina.

Newport, R. I., Aug.. 6.—The schoon-
er Elmina, owned by F. Brewster, of
New Haven, Conn., and the sloop Av-
enger, owned by A. DeWitt Cochrane,
of New York, were the winners in the
races for the Astor Cup, sailed today
under the auspices of ‘the New York
Yacht Club. The Avenger had a lead
of only 1 minute and 19 seconds, cor-
rected time, over the Islalena, which
in actual elapsed time, was over 18
minutes in the lead of the Avenger
at the finish.

Charges—Change in Imct May 1.

Messrs. B, Tifin and F. P. Brady,
of the I. C. R. Board of Management,
made a trip to St. John yesterday for
the .purpose of conferring with the
Water and Sewerage -Board with re-
gard to the increased water rates,
charged against the I. C. R. since
October last. After being given a
hearing a resolution was passed rec-
ommending that - the old rate of 10
cents per 1,000 gallons be restored
for the year beginning May 1, last.
This will leave the L C. R. liable for
the extra rate from October 1 last
until April 30.

Mr. Brady stated he had checks
with him for upwards of $2,600 for
two past quarters, made up on the
old basis, and he was ready to hand
these over to the city. He was re-
ferred’ to the Chamberlain to make
arrangements..

Mr. Tiffin said the city was pena:
lizing the I. C. R. because it was a
large consumer of water. He sald
the plan the city proposed was to
double the rate after the consumption
exceeded 26,000,000 gallons, whereas
they thought the rate should be re-
duced. At present they paid 10 cents
per 1,000 gallons up to 25,000,000. Mr,
Tiffin further complained that the
rallway had not been given any notice
of the proposed increase, and first
learned of it through their bill, The
railway, he said, was paying more for
water in St. John than in any city
along the line, excepting Moncton,
where the rate was 10 cents per
1,000 gallons, In Halifax it is 7 1-2 cts.

He asked if there was not a danger
that the high rates would force such a
large user as the I. C. R. to seek for
water supply elsewhere, and so defeat
the end the city has in view. The
I. C. R. used from 40,000,000 to 45,000,
000 gallons annually, and he feared
the Water Board had not given the
matter their usual careful attention.
Probably they never thought the road
would use 25,000,000 gallons, and so
would not have to pay the increase.

Ald. Frink and others discugged the
matter, and when the I. C. R. delega-
tion had retired, the resolution referr-
ed to was carried.

An extra vote of $100 was ordered
to complete the Cedar street sewer,
and the Engineer was authorized to
purchase two metres for ock.

The Board then adjourned.

Interest—A Gem in English Compos-

It was suggested by one "facetious
alderman that the presence of a com-
ma in the first line migat be the art-
ist’s contraction for “common people”
but any explanation regarding the
liberal sprinkling of periods entirely
failed him. Much speculation was in-
dulged in as to the authorities which
the officials consulted in framing the
expression ‘“deposited into” but no
solution was arrived at.

The impression seemed to prevail
that this literary effort might possi-
bly give visitors an erroneous idea of
English “as she is wrote” in St. John,
New Brunswick, but that it was cer-
tainly a gem in its way.

MRS. DIAMOND FOUND
DEAD ON BEDROOM FLOOR

C. 0. Foss, Chief Engineer

A of the National Transcontinental
Raflway oomstruction, show that the
work done during the month of July
was by far the largest yet accomplish-
ed. The total amount expended dur-
ing the month reached the surh of
$646,970.87.

Mr. Foss, in speaking of the matter
yesterday said this was a high water
mark which exceeded any previous
month’s work and would probably not
be equalled again. If the same rate
of expenditure was kept up the work
of construction would be completed
inside of four months, as there was
about $2,000,000 available for the sec-
tion.

The largest sum expended by any
one contractor in New Brunswick was
on the section under the supervision
of the Willard Kitchen Company who
are doing much of the heaviest work.
Their estimate alone is $193,075.88.

it Tells, Without Apology, of a Sus-
sex Marys Great Presence of Mind
in Trying Circumstances.

Thomas and some friemds, is spending
a vacation on the banks of the Mata-
pedia, had been fishing with little suc-
cess for some hours and had become
more or less careless in making his
casts. Suddenly the line tightened
with such force that the canoce was
upset and the fisherman found himself
in water which just took him up level
with the eyes.

The water was deeper on all sides,
so that it appeared for a time that
Mr. Thomas would have to let the
salmon go and swim for shore. It is
said that the measure of a man’s
ability is shown by his conduct in a
crisis. The hero of this tale measured
up to the best of them, for in this
supreme moment there flashed
through his mind the idea of raising
the played-out salmon above the wat
er and thus lowering the level of the
river. Action followed on the heels
of the thought and both lives were
saved.
