A. W. Shaw in Letter to J. 
Amick Admits that he Lost 
Firm’s Funds in Speculation 
and is Now Pennyless.

Halifax, Feb. 12.—The Commercial 
Cable steamer Mackay-Bennett. came 
In this evening with the captain and 
five of the crew of the Lunenburg 
schooner Caledonia, which was bound 
from Lunenburg for New York with 
a cargo of lumber, 
sprung a leak In a fierce storm last 
Thursday, two days after she left port. 
She became Iced, up and the forecas 
tie dipped so that in spite of all the 
crew could do at the pumps her decks 
were soon awash.

The schooner would have sunk long 
before the rescue, had It not been for 
her cargo. As It was she floated wat­
erlogged, but the crew were in dead­
ly peril. They bad to take to the rig­
ging and endure the biting frosts of 
zero weather.

Signals of distress were hoisted and 
at 4 o’clock Friday afternoon, the Mac­
kay-Bennett sighted the vessel and 
took them off and passing a line took 
the craft In tow. The cable ship kept 
her lu tow till this forenoon when 60 
miles off Halifax the schooner capsiz­
ed and went down.

Two or three of the men were bad­
ly frostbitten and all of them iost ev­
erything except the clothing in which 
they stood. The tug Scotsman left 
this port at 11 o'clock tonight in 
search of the derelict which could 
not sink, but Is nearly submerged 
bottom up.

Dolltleians were appointed to the 
bench and with rare exceptions they 
left their politics behind them. The 
commissioners might equally be trust -

Mr. White said that the opposition 
to the bill was not thoroughly sincere. 
The Liberals had made, not a real, 
but a sham fight in the second read­
ing. They had "been creating bogeys, 
they had been reading 
things which were not there, 
was there one syllable In the bill re­
garding protection or partisans? These 
commissioners would have quasi-judi­
cial and administrative functions and 
he wanted men capable of getting the 
facts and sifting them out. It ill be­
came men calling themselves Liberals: 
to stand in the way of light and infor­
mation.

“You are standing In the way of 
getting the facts when you oppose 
this,’’ he said. This was a sincere at­
tempt to get at the facts. Consumers 
and persons who called themselves 
free traders complained that some In­
dustries had an undue measure of pro­
tection. Hotf could they tell unless 
they got Information? The information 
was not available now.

“If the Liberals had had a tariff 
commission last year, which Would 
have supplied them with facts,” he 
said, “there would have been no elec­
tion on Sept. 21. The result of that ab­
sence of a tariff commission is that 
we are here and you are there.”

Mr. White went on to argue that 
the commissioners must be more than 
mere statisticians, instancing the need 
for an investigation into the cost ot 
production in all Its branches. He be­
lieved that the consuming public was 
greatly Interested In the eliciting of 
the facts.

The discussion continued through 
the afternoon. Just before 6 o’clock 
Mr. Henderson gave a telling speech 
showing how the Liberals while In 
power Increased the tariff under cov­
er of pretexts which the proposed 
tariff commission would hâve shown 
to be untenable.

He Instanced the following Increase;
Firearms—From 20 to 30 per cent.
Clocks—From 26 to 30 per cent.
Watches—From 25 to 30 per cent.
Linens—From 25 to 30 per cent.
Domestic Cottons—From 22 1-2 to 

25 per cent.
Colored Cottons—From 30 to 36 per 

cent.
In all these cases the pretext had 

been that the British preference would 
moderate the duty so as to result in 
no increase, whereas the articles In 
question came largely from non-Brit- 
Ish countries. Moreover the duty of­
ten bore more heavily upon the 
grades bought by the poorer people.

He hoped that the Tariff Commis­
sion would do away with such anoma 
lies. It would reveal the fact that 
there is unfairness In many clauses, 
“t am under the impression.” he said, 
“that the effect would be a lowering 
of tariff."

In conclusion he declared that Mr. 
Gurney, author of the statement that 
the tariff should be as high as Ha- 
man’s gallows was a Liberal when he 
uttered that remark. The Liberals 
denied this but Hr. Henderson stuck 
to It.

The debate lasted all evening, the 
Liberals reiterating their suspicions 
that the commission would be turned 
Into an engine for securing higher 
protection. Thé Hone© adjourned at 
11.86 after passing the first three 
clauses of the bill.

RAILWAY GROWTH AT ST. JOHN. VAn important announcement appears in the evening 
papers to the effect that the new freight warehouses and 
yards of the Canadian Pacific at St. John will be open for 
business at 7 a. m. on Thursday, February 15th. 
Canadian Pacific entered St. John ill 1889 and by an 
arrangement with the Intercolonial Railway Its freight 
service has been handled in the sheds of that, railway 
ever since.
that it was deemed advisable by the company to erect 
sheds of their own to handle their own business without 
other control.

In 1895 the Canadian Pacific Company began its ex­
port trade through St. John and has been largely respon­
sible for the growth of this trade in the intervening years. 
With one or two exceptions the trade has Increased in 
value every year since its Inauguration, until it amounts 
now to over $25*000,000 annually and Is still growing. 
St. John has done much to aid the Canadian Pacific to 
handle this trade, but on the other hand the Canadian 
Pacific has done much for St. John.

Since the construction and opening of the Intercol­
onial Railroad to River du Loup there has been an enor­
mous development In inter-provincial trade, 
first freight shed was built In this city after the opening 
of the Intercolonial as a through line, it was stated in one 
of the newspapers that its construction was a waste of 
public money as there would never be trade enough to pay 
the interest charges. In less than ten years the struc­
ture, which was deerped so extravagant was torn down 
and replaced by much larger buildings, which have been 
greatly added to in recent years, 
of the Intercolonial occupied a portion of the land where 
the train shed is now situated. Not only has the traffic 
of the Intercolonial been many times doubled, but now the 
Canadian Pacific, a competitor for inter-provincial trade, 
Is obliged to erect buildings of its own for the more con­
venient handling of its growing trade.

While St. John has not grown in population as much 
as was expected, it has greatly increased in importance 
as a trading centre. There is now ten times the rail­
road freight traffic there was thirty years ago. The 
coasting trade has more than doubled and the export 
trade to Great Britain and Europe has increased far be­
yond the expectations of the most optimistic of our citi­
zens of a generation ago. The situation of St. John in the 
very centre of the Maritime Provinces makes it the most 
convenient place for the interchange of commodities be­
tween the East and the West. If a trade arrangement 
is entered into between Canada and the West Indies, St. 
John ought to, and no doubt will, be the chief port of 
entry in Canada for this trade. While the St. Lawrence 
is open many of the steamers doing business between 
Canada and the West Indies will make the great port of 
Montreal their destination during the summer season, but 
in the winter this trade will flow through St. John, just as 
the Atlantic trade now does.

The great need of St. John at the present time is in­
dustrial concerns to give employment to our young men 
and women and those who are attracted here for employ­
ment in the great public works that will be under con­
struction next summer. There is room in the Maritime 
Provinces for products of factories in almost every line of 
industry and St. John is the best place to locate. The 
real estate boom is not to be despised, but an industrial 
boom would add to our population and add to the profits 
Of those who have invested in lands.

AN OBSERVER’S VIEW.

Mr. Alexander Laird, General Manager of the Candlan 
Bank of Commerce, who has been touring the Maritime 
Provinces with Sir William MacKenzie, has evidently car­
ried back to Toronto the conviction that there is good 
ground for thp optimistic sentiment now so notable in 
every section of the Maritime Provinces. Interviewed by 
a Toronto newsparer man, he is reported to have 
said: ‘There is a new, or perhaps, a revived spirit of 
optimism in the East which is the product of well founded 
belief that a substantail period of expansion is in store for 
the Maritime Provinces. The business men there feel 
that the time for that part of the country to attract more 
attention from the outside world has come and I believe 
that their hopes are well founded. In one industry alone, 
thdt of fruit growing there, development should be most 
marked during the next few years, and this is true of 
many other branches of their industrial activity.”

Mr. Laird is a keen observer end the head of the sec­
ond In point of capital, of Canadian financial institutions, 
and his views will do much to attract attention to the 
magnificent opportunities afforded for successful fruit 
growing in different sections of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick. There is no department of agricultural de­
velopment that offers a better outlook for a young man 
with agricultural training and a fair amount of industry, 
and capital than a fruit farm in the St. John river^valley. 
It is a better investment than is offered in Florida or 
Cuba and will ensure him a permanent home and good 
annual profits.

The Times last evening tried to be funny over the 
good roads policy of the Dominion Government. The 
humor of the Times is generally painful and difficult to 
understand. Premier Borden’s proposal is to assist the 
Provincial Government» in the construction of important 
highways within their territory, lie made it during the 
election campaign and is going to carry it out To any­
one with common sense this policy is good. The cost of 
constructing a really good highway is very large, and in a 
eparsely settled Province, like New Brunswick, impossible 
for the Provincial Government to undertake, as it must 
be borne in mind that we now have in this Province 
14,000 miles of highway to look after and almost a hun­
dred miles of bridges. The Province is now expending to 
the limit of its ability to maintain the highways and 
bridges already constructed, besides adding a considerable 
sum to Its bonded debt every year for the construction of 
permanent bridges. In such a condition of affairs the 
public will recognize the inability of the Provincial Gov­
ernment, without levying a special tax, to do much in the 
construction of permanent highways or even highways of 
the better class. The proposal of Premier Borden to 
undertake a portion of the expense of constructing such 
highways is a long stride In advance of the policy of his 
predecessors or the policy of any other Government that 
lias ever existed in Canada.

Government aid, both Provincial and Federal, has 
been ffreely extended to railways. No Province has been 
more liberal in Its assistance to railways than New Bruns­
wick. Taking into consideration the cost of the railway 
from St. John to Shedlac, which was nearly $5,000,000, 
New Brunswick has contributed a subsidy to other rail­
ways^ another $5,000,000 in which la Included the cost of 
the New Brunswick Coal and Railway Investment 
amounting to $1,064,312. In addition to the cash paid, 
the value of land contributed to the New Brunswick and 
Canada Railway Co., and to the new Brunswick' Railway 
Company at $3 an acre would amount to nearly five and a 
half millions more. At the end of 1910 the total contribu­
tion to railways in cash and land, by the Province of New 
Brunswick, had reached a total of $15,904,670. This does

In the 
absence of W. H. Thorne, who, owing 
to illness, was unable to attend, the 
chair was occupied by W. F. Hathe 
way, M. P. P., In addition to whom 
two other representatives of the 
provincial legislature were present.

The chief business taken up at the 
meeting was the question of throwing
open the South Oromocto Lake to the 
public. The lake at the present is 
under lease to private parties. Some 
time ago the Fish, Forest and Game 
society asked the provincial govern­
ment to turn the lake over to the so­
ciety they agreeing to protect it, 
keep It In good condition, and allow 
the public to use It. Recently, how­
ever, obstacles arose preventing t'.i? 
compliance with the request. The 
object of the meeting last evening was 
to consider ways and means of sur­
mounting these obstacles. A com­
mittee of five was accordingly appoint 
ed to Interview, the provincial gov­
ernment when they next meet In this 
city, and to submit a proposition lor 
their consideration. The committee 
was also empowered, In the event of 
the failure of other measures, to pe­
tition for an act empowering the 
Fish, Forest and Game society to as­
sume control of other lakes in the 
province to protect them in the Inter­
ests of the public. The committee 
named to look after the matter is J. 
Fraser Gregory, W. W. Geraw, Dr. 
H. B. Nase, R. J. Cochrane and J. C. 
Chesley.

The matter of communicating with 
Hon. J. D. Hazen, minister of mar1 ne 
and fisheries relative to liavlng a ship­
ment of trout fry placed . In some of 
the lakes which have become deplet­
ed was alao taken up... It was also 
decided to take steps to see if the 
minister of marine and fisheries would 
establish departments In the three 
salmon hatcheries in the province for 
the propagation of game fish. This, 
the meeting thought, could be done at- 
small expense: the men now operat­
ing the hatcheries could undertake the 
work Inasmuch as It, Is very similar 
to that of propagating the salmon.
