London, April 25.—The German 
rushes In Flanders and the Woevre, 
where they claim to have had con­
siderable success, are believed to be 
the forerunners of another big effort 
to break through the allied lines In the 
west

For many days Belgium has been 
sealed from the observation of neu­
trals, while reinforcements from Ger­
many were being moved to the south 
to take part in the new 
which they hope Is to carry them to 
Calais and possibly break the resis­
tance ot the Allies.

The attack in Flanders, originally 
levelled at the French, has been trans­
ferred to the British lines held by £he 
Canadians, on the Immediate right of 
the French, and here, for two days, 
Vie men from the Dominion have been 
ehgaged In a deadly contest with the 
Germans. The latter state, in their 
official report that they have made 
further progress toward Ypres and 
that the British counter-attacks have 
been repulsed.

The French account on the other 
hand, declares that thb Allies’ coun­
ter-attacks continue with success and 
that the British hold all their positions 
and repeated the charge that the Ger­
mans are using bombs containing as­
phyxiating gases.

The German attack In the Woevre, 
or in the Meuse hills, was directed 
against the French positions to the 
southwest of Comhres, and according 
to the Berlin statement the French 
suffered a heavy defeat Paris, how­
ever, say that In a counter-attack the 
Germans were completely driven out 
of the French first line, which they 
had pushed back.

These offensive movements by the 
Germans have been made possible by 
the state of the ground on the eastern 
front where operations are virtually 
Impossible until the spring floods have

subsided. Taking advantage ot these 
conditions, the German general staff 
transferred a large number of troops 
to the west, to make another big ef­
fort, which shows that they are not 
amtent to rely on a passive policy.

It is believed that half a million new 
German troops have reached Fland­
ers and that more guns and material 
are to be used than were provided for 
in the original attempts to destroy the 
allied armies In the west—attempts 
which met with failure both In August 
and October.

In the meantime the eastern front 
Is enjoying a period of comparative 
calm, except In the mid-Carpathians, 
where the Russians continue to attack 
the Austrians in Uzsok Pass, and to 
the eastward, where the Austrians and 
Germans are trying to crush the Rus­
sian flank.

under Sir George Perley. In this way 
Col. Hodgetts has already transferred 
over 66,000 comforts of all kinds, 
which have gone to the fighting sol­
diers, including those in the trenches. 
The connection of the Red Cross So­
ciety with Sir George Penley’s Asso­
ciation is simply this. But -the Red 
Grose having warehouses and trans­
portation systems already organized, 
and being desirous of helping men at 
the front In every way has permitted 
field comforts to go through its ware­
houses at Toronto and Halifax, whence 
they are shipped to the Canadian War 
Contingent Association .for use among 
fighting men. Hence the Red Cross is 
simply a channel for help to all those, 
whether of its own branches or other 
societies, who will comply with its 
regulations and so avail themselves of 
Its help.

\ B«rlin, via Sayvllle, April 24.—The 
German general headquarter» today 
gave out the following official state­
ment:

New York, AprU 21.—With some in­
dustries already curtailing their out­
put and others facing an early paraly­
sis, the shortage of German aniline 
colors Is Just beginning to be acute­
ly felt in this country, according the 
concensus yesterday among dealers In 
dyestuffs.

■

J C. Manser, commercial represen­
tative of New Brunswick in Cuba, in 
a communication recently received 
points out the possibilities of the Cu­
ban market for potatoes from Cana- 
da. In his letter, he says:

Cuba imports yearly from 700,000 
to 80<X0O0 sacks and barrels of pota­
toes.

For many years past much of this 
quantity was imported from Europe. 
The present year no potatoes are im­
ported from Europe and the total Im­
portations are coming from the United 
States and Canada, but I am sorry to 
■ay Canada 
proportion c
ly due to our lack of shipping facili­
ties from Canada to Cuba, also be- 
cause Canadian potatoes have to pay 
a higher duty to enter Cuba than Am­
erican. A barrel of Canadian pota­
toes to enter Cuba pays a duty of 
about sixty oents, while a barrel of 
American* pays a duty of about forty- 
eight cents.

X I we had a direct line of steamers
gw ‘ I St John to Cuba at regular in­

tervals with rate of freight no higher 
than from Boston to Havana, the 
through rate from the potato sections 
of New Brunswick to Havana via St 
John would be much less than via 
Boston.

This difference in* freight would 
more than offset the differences in the 
duty anl put xfs on equal terms with 
our American competitors. I firmly 
believe with equal prices and regular 
deliveries that the dealers of Cuba 
will give Canadian potatoes the pref­
erence.

I have been in Cuba many times 
and examined carefully many impor­
tations of potatoes from different 
countries In Europe, the Canary Is­
lands, Mexico, and, the United States, 
but I have never yet seen a potato 
superior to the New 
"Green Mountain” for its good cook­
ing qualities and its good, clear, white 
color, its firm texture which enables 
this variety to be shipped to this warm 
climate as late as July.

I am enclosing copy of a letter from 
Messrs. Izqulerdo ft Co., who are the 
largest Importers of potatoes in Cuba, 
in reference to quality of Canadian 
potatoes:
"Mr. J. C. Manzer,

Dear Sir,—Complying with your re­
quest for our opinion regarding the 
quality of Canadian potatoes, we can 
say for some years we have handled 
Orcadian potatoes In limited quantl- 

,i tie and we find for eating qualities
t th^r are as good, If not superior, to

potatoes from any other country and 
for seed purposes we prefer them to 
potatoes from any other place.

Yours very truly,
IZQUIERDRO ft CO.”

Now under these conditions I be­
lieve Canada should make great effort 
to capture the bulk of the potato trade 
of Cuba. Cuba wants to buy three 
quarters of a million sacks of pota­
toes each year. New Brunswick has 
them to sell. Now all that remains 
Is for the shippers of tiew Brunswick 

5 to deliver these potatoes In Cuba at 
regular Intervals as the market re­
quires and I believe there is enter­
prise enough In Canada to supply the 
necessary steamship service for this 
purpose.

During the month of July Cuba 
buys her potatoes from Virginia, dur­
ing August from New Jersey, during 
September from Long Island. All 
these shipments are via New York. 
All the rest of the year Canada could 
supply Cuba with all the potatoes re­
quired, which would be about 70,000 
sacks or barrels a month. Is not this 
volume of business worth going after 
with enough energy to bring results?

The total stock now on hand in New 
York warehouses, it was said by an 
importer who is in close touch with 
the situation, would not be more than 
sufficient to supply the trade under 
normal conditions for twenty days and 
the outlook holds no hope for relief.

All of 
this was made ready for transit pre­
vious to the declaration of a blockade 
by Great Britain. Efforts will be made 
to obtain permission for these 
slgnmcnts to go forward, but hope of 
this is remote.

Recent advices received in Great 
Britain, where the shortage of dye mar 
terlals Is causing Just as much Incon­
venience as it Is In this country, was 
to the effect that Germany had plac­
ed a ban on all shipments of the pro- 
ments of the product and that none of 
It would be allowed to leave Germany 
under any circumstances, irrespective 
of whether Great Britain lifted the 
ban or not This In itself practically 
obliterates the last faint streak of 
hope.

It is not likely now that efforts on 
the part of American manufacturers, 
which are being made through the 
State Department, will bring the 
slightest relief. Great Britain already 
has taken steps to ameliorate condi­
tions as much as possible by conserv­
ing the supply of vegeable dyes.

His 
father was the late J. H. Parks, who 
at one time was manager of the cot­
ton mills here. His sister. Dr. Mar­
garet Parks, Is at the front as a nurse.

Capt. Paul Hanson of the 13th Bat­
talion, who is also reported wounded, 
lived In St John? for four years, and 
had a large circle of friends here. He 
came here with the Canadian Rubber 
Company and later was manager of 
the local office of the Dunlop Tire and 
Rubber Goode Company. He left here 
about four years ago, going to Mon­
treal as manager of the office there. 
While living here he took a course at 
the military school at Fredericton, 
and received a commission as captain 
in the 62nd Regiment. After going to 
Montreal he joined the Grenadiers 
there, and when the war broke out 
was one of the first to volunteer for 
active service. He Is a native of To­
ronto, his father being a prominent 
business man there. An official of the 
Dunlop Tire jand Rubber Company 
who was In the city the other day 
said Mrs. Hansom had recently receiv­
ed a letter from her husband, describ­
ing his experiences. At the time the 
letter was written Capt Hanson had 
already been taking hie turn in the 
trenches for about seven weeks.

Captai» H. H. Smith, who is also on 
the list of wounded, lived In St John 
for some years, and while here acted 
for some time as quarter-master of 
the 62nd Regiment. He was a veteran 
of the South African war, and was 
popular with all who knew him. For 
a time he worked in the office of J. C. 
Macintosh & Co. and later organized 
the British American Construction 
Company. When war broke out he 
was living in Montreal and there he 
joined the 13th Battalion.

had been received, Mr. McKell and his 
family were indeed spending a sor­
rowful Sunday.

To a Standard reporter Mr. McKeil 
spoke in feeling terms about his brave 
brother and said: “Rudolph was twen­
ty-nine years of age. He had always, 
from his younger days, had a great 
desire to become a soldier, and when 
I was a member of the Carleton bat­
tery in the 3rd Regiment Canadian 
Artillery Rudolph requested that he 
be allowed to become a gunner, but he 
was then too young to be taken Into 
the company. As he was so anxious I 
went with him to the city and he en­
listed as a member of a company in 
the 62nd Regiment and he attended 
the drills faithfully. Later having the 
full ambition of a soldier, and wishing 
to put in a drill at Camp Sussex he 
enlisted with the 71st Regiment of 
York County, and being well up in the 
drill he was soon promoted from pri­
vate to staff sergeant

"He loved the life under canvas 
and never tired talking about the times 
he had drilling at Sussex during the 
summer months.”

“Then came the time last summer 
when war was declared and there was 
a call for men to fight for Kin 
country. Rudolph did not hesitate a 
minute but Immediately answered the 
call not only as a duty that all strong 
young Canadians should adhere to, 
but looked on being given the chance 
to don the uniform of the King and 
go forth to fight his battles as a plea­
sure.”

Rudolph McKell was the first young 
man to enlist from Fairville. He was 
one of the large number of brave 
young men to march through the 
streets of St. John to the I. C. R. depot 
under the command of Major Sturdee 
and receive the cheers of the thou­
sands of fellow citizens who massed 
along the streets apd crowded about 
the troop train which carried them to 
t^e mobilization camp at Valcartter. 
Rudolph McKell was not the only one 
of the McKell family to enlist and of­
fer service to Britain’s cause. His sis­
ter, Miss T. A. McKell, a trained nurse, 
had offered her services too, was ac­
cepted, given the uniform and was one 
of the brave baud of Canadians who 
sailed from the St Lawrence for Eng­
land’s shores.

For some months Private McKell 
experienced all the difficulties in train­
ing at Salisbury Plain, while his sis­
ter, the nurse, was on duty under the 
command of Dr. Murray MaoLgren In 
the hospital In England.

Private Rudolph McKell was a mem­
ber of the 12th Battalion. He worked 
hard and proved one of the efficient 
soldiers In the battalion. So good was 
his drill, and so excellent was hie 
shooting on the ranges that early In 
February last he was one of those 
who were picked from the 12th Bat­
talion and with 149 of a picked draft 
were transfered to the Princess Par 
trtcla Regiment Bidding farewell to 
his other comrades from St. John on 
February 16th, he sailed from Eng­
land’s shores for France.

Many letters and picture 
postal cards were also received from 
Miss T. A. McKell, the nurse who had 
been transfered from the hospital In 
Englahd to France, and like her broth­
er she was also at the front, but the 
letters from her were like those from 
her brother. They did not tell what 
part of France she was in.

She told, however, many interesting 
stories regarding the beautiful coun­
try, of the great damage that had been 
done to cathedrals and beautiful build­
ings by the German shells. She also 
spoke frequently of being in communi­
cation with hèr brother, who was at 
the front.
