Three Men Caught in Death
Trap on the Massa-
chusetts

HOT WATER DELUGE

Victims Were Repairing Boiler When
Fatality Occurred—Four Injured,
Including a Lieutenant Who
Was Terribly Burned
at Rescue Work,

Philadelphia, Dec. 15—Caught in a trap
and helpless to save themselves, three men
lost their lives and four others, including
Lieut. . Wm. Cole, were “terribly scalded
today by a rush of steam, and boiling
water in the fire room of the battleship
Mussechusetts, lying at the League Island
navy" yard.

The dead are:

Ydward Bub, married, boilermaker and
civilian,

Andrew Hamilton, married, a boiler-
maker and civilian.

Chanles Ritzle, boilermaker, helper and
civiliin,

Injured: Lieut. Wm. Cole, U. S. N, as-
sistant chief engineer of the Massachu-
getts, scalded about the head and body;
taken to the naval hospital.

Wm. Anderson, ship’s beilemmaker, bad-
ly- scalded; taken to the naval hospital.

James Wilson, boilermaker’s helper and
civilian employe, scalded; taken to Meth-
odist hoepital.

Joseph A. Duran, boilermaker’s helper
and civilian, scalded; taken to St. Agnes
hospital,

With the exception of Lieut. Cole, all
the killed and injured resided in Phila-
delphia.

Terribly Burned at Rescue Work.

The accident was caused by the giving
away of a gasket, or rubber washer, on a
hoiler on the starboard side of the ehip.

‘I'he boiler on which the accident oc-
curred had recenttly been cleaned and
thoroughly tedted, and the boi 3
were today at work on another boiler.
‘Without warning the gasket between the
boiler plate and the boiler head gave way
and a terrific rush of steam and hot water
occurred. - The doors of the fireroom wére
dlosed at the' time the accident oceurred
and the only avenue of escape was a safety
ladder. Only one man, Bramlet, a ship’s
fireman, thought of the ladder and he es-
caped without a scar. :

¥ew of those on the upper decks knew
what had happened until the steam came
rushing up from below. The work of res-
cue was prompt and bo this promptness
those who escaped deatth owe their thanks.
The first to enter the firehole was Lieut.
Oole. Without hesitating at becoming
scalded by the hot water and steam, he
entered quidkly and dragged the men to
the door where they weére taken in charge
by others. Bub and Hamilton were dead
when found and Ritzel died a few minutes
after being taken on deck.

GROANS MND CHEERS
FOR CHAMBERLA

London Meeting Greets Hon.
Joseph Warmly, But the
Crowd Outside Was
Hostile.

London, Dec. 15—Joseph Chamberlain
addressed a meeting of London East End-
ers tonight. (€. A. Pearson, the well
known newspaper proprietor, presided.
The hall was filled to overflowing and an
immense gathering of unemployed outside
showed a disposition to create a hostile
demonstration. ‘I'hey paraded in front of
the building and greeted Mr. Chamberlain
on his arrival with groans. This was off-
set by the reception of the audience in the
interior of the building.

(Mr. Chamberlain, who was greeted with
cheering iasting several minutes when he
rose, devoted his speech largely to a dis-
cussion of the fiscal question.

'He. spoke for two hours. While not ad-
vancing any new proposition regarding
the main issue, he adapted his utterances
more particularly to the working classes
than in any of his former speeches and
dwelt at considerable length upon condi-
tions existing in eastern Europe. He pre-
dicted that a tax upon imports would ma-
terially benefit the workingmen of Great
Britain and insisted that alien immigra-
tion must be checked.

He advocated founding some colony
under English rule to which aliens could
be diverted from overcrowded England and
pointed out the fact that even now a
deputation is leaving for East Africa,
where hundreds of thousands of fertile
acres are untilled and where unfortunatcs
could find refuge.

Speaking of the effect of frec imports,
Mr, Chamberlain said Ireland was a con-
crete instance. That country was beg-
gated because its main industry, agricul-
ture, was ruined by free imports, while
no other indudtry was found to replace it.

sault will be United Statas Steel. As the
YPublic is now forewarned, his premedi-
thited attack ¢n valucs will doubtless prove

the United States, in all walks of life,
that the Lawsons are no unexpected re-
sult. If there were less crookedness in the
financial world, Lawson’s assault upon the

Miller” who robbed thousamds by
proanising them retirns which no honest
investor would dream of. He told them
he had discovered a eys.em to “beat” the
stock market. They did not stop to ask
why he should share a secret so valuable
with them. They werc looking for a short
cut to wealth, and they saved, stole or
berrowed money to give to Miller. Mrs.
Chadwick played upon the same human
weakness, selecting bankers and business
men, while Miller duped humbler victims.
In both cases the victims were in a sense
fellow ccnspiraters. The poor people felt
that Miller's operations could not be hon-
est, but they were willing to ask no ques-
tions. The bankers, in most cases, must
have suspected that there was something
crooked in the Chadwick scheme, but each
was content to believe that he would profit
largely and avoid trouble.

This spirit has grown in ‘the United
States, and it encourages both robbery and
financial hysteria. The country needs fre-
quent reminders that the gambler is sel-
dom either rich or happy, and that the
get-rich-quick plans are not invented by
philanthropists.

POISON, PISTOLS AND PRINT-
ERS" INK

Perhaps the best proof that Lawson has
puzzled and ecared the financial forces in
Wall street is found in the announcement
that/the New York newspapers yesterday
refused to print any of his advertisements,
although, our New York correspondent
 says, the prices offered for space and
printér’s ink overe amazing. Meantime,
though Lawson.cannot fulminate against
‘Amalgamated: through half-page “ads,”
there is little’ chance that finance ‘is to
become much less - frenzied.

It is @ cynical age, and the tendemcy i8
to mock at anyone who proposes o im-
prove tthe conditions of his neighbors, and
to intimate that he is either foolish or
inspired by selfish motives. In great cities
tenement house Teformers wt first were
gtubbornly resisted and gemerally abused
by almost all classes, yet the pioneers be-
gan a great work which hes already been
of incalculable bemefit wnd which continu.
ally widens in scope. The subject is sug-
gested at the moment by the project
of @ jointsebock company, organized on 3
commercial basis = “under philanthropic
auspices,” which proposes o build cheap
but comfortable homes in Toronto. Good
dwellings ‘in good districts command very
high rents. Decqgt, comfortable, seli-con-
tained ‘homes are mot to be had at reason-
able figures. The. company will build, in
the outlying districts, houses of five and.
six rooms, of brick, warm, light, ‘‘handy,”
and with modern conveniences. These
they, intend to vent for from $13 to $16
a month, yet they propose that the money
invested ehall earn five per cent. Ome
idea is, by establishing cheap model
homes, to encourage other people to build
such houses as en investment.

Under proper conditions—which may be
far distant—a man of moderate tincome
should be able to remt a compact, com:
fortable house, which, if modest, will yei
be a great dmprovement upon the apart-
ment for which he mow pays a comsider-
able proportion of his earmings. Such a
movement as has been outlined will not
please those  who own, and let to
others, poor dwellings from which
they derive more meturn ~then 8
justifiable. But &' very slight ameliora-
tion of living conditions would more than
compensate for the frowns of a class at
once small and unprogressive.

Coal oil is cheaper by
about from four to four and a half cents a
gallon. Manitoba flour is about $1.15 higher
a barrel, and Canadian high grades $1.40,
and medium patents $1.50 a barrel.

There is not much to report about. the mar-
kets today. All grades of kerosene have
dropped one cent a gallon. With this ex-
ception, however, there is no change to re-
port.

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Nathan London Fled from Distasteful Conditions When His
Corps Was About to Start for Manchuria---Wants
to Get to Northwest.

Nathan London is a pallid-faced, thick-]
lipped, scant-whiskered young man, who
used to wear the uniform of the Czar, but |
who is now a fugitive in this eity. '

He discarded his regimentals at the earl- |
jest opportunity, was willing to run the |
risk of capture, and cheerfully welcomed
a wvariety of privations if he could but
abandon fcrever the duties of a4 soldier in
the Russian army. And it now looks as
if he has succeeded. He arrived here from
England a few days ago and has since been
enjoying the hospitality of Hebrew sym-
pathizers in the North End. But it is
not his intention to remain in this prov-
ince. He has friends in the west and
knows that they are eager for him to join
them, but the present problem is—funds.

Hisg passage across drained him dry of

nyhatewr cash he had and he landed prac-
tically penniless. He is willing, even anx-
1us, however, to do anything in order to
meet the present emergency.
"I like the country,” he said last even-
ing through an interpreter, “and 1 like
the people, but I'd like both better could
I only get work.”

His memories of the ranks are vivid
and bitter. TRespecting enlistment, his
wishes were not consulted. He was noti-
fied that he must serve and .the notice
wag followved by measures of the most
practical character. Protests were without
avail. e was an ablebodied young man,
quite old enough, quite comely enough to
do battle for the glorw of the empire. So
ultimately, in ccmpany with a score or so
of complaining associates, he was marched
before an officer to be informed that thé
land meeded warriors. - |

Subsequently he was given a bewitchin;;'l
pair of long boots, a pair of trousers, a

stunning white blouse, a simply irresistible
long grey overcoat and an altogether ex-
quisite hat. He was also supplied with
sundry accoutrements, and for his meals

| received warm water, black bread and

cabbage.
He Escaped.

But his inborn hatred of conflict was
powerful enough to prevent him from suc-
cumbing to the divers charms of his new
life. As the days went on he became ripe
for revolt. He learned that his corps
would not be long playing at war. There
was the expectation that it would eoon
proceed to Manchuria.

He had been about a month with the
colors when the Russian colonel ascer-
tained one day that his force was about
twenty men short. (He scented desertion.
Nathan was one of the deserters. With
companions of kindred minds he had made
a bold stroke for liberty.

The men gained the co-operation of peo-
ple still in civilian life and were successful
in rcrossing the border. They were smug-
gled across in large canvas covered freight
teams but, even over the line, they were
still within the zome of Russian influence.
They shed their uniforms as fast as plain
clothes ‘were brought, then scattered. SBome
were content to remain in Eirope, but
Nathan had too great a horror of the
length of Russia’s arm. He wanted to
have nothing less than the ocean, and
then half a continent, between himself and
the military authorities. He managed to
reach London (Eng.), where he lived for
three weeks and from that city sailed for
Canada.

“What would happen if your colonel
caught you?”’ he was asked.

Nathan just shrugged his shoulders.

Careful attention should then be given
her, for it is at this time that her future
usefulness, to quite an extent, is fixed. The
man who is developing a cow dfor himself
should not be discouraged by a light flow s
towards the close of the period, but should
continue milking the heifer as long as poss-
ible in order to establish in her a protract-
ed milking period. She must not be permit-
te to go back in her flow of milk, and to
this end supply of food must be abundant,
rich in milk-making qualities, succulent and
appetizing, and she must be managed so as
to . consume as largely as possible without
taking on fat from it.

The fact that the Russian gunmers fired
on their own shirs, as well as on Dogger
Bamk fishermen, goes to confirm the opin-
jon of British naval officers that the ad-
miral in command did mot keep his ieet
well in hand, and that the officers who
directed the firing avere either drunk or
in a condition of ‘blue funk.” To the su-
perstitions Russian sailors, the killing of
a chaplain, as the only fatal casualty re-
sulting from the firing, will appear an
omen of coming disaster. This outdoes
even the wrebched imcapacity showm in
the handling of the Port Arthur and Viad-
ivostock equadroms, of which but wrecks
remain. 1f the Russians are ever to sail
and fight babtles at sea, they ought sto be
able to do so by tthis time. The Russian
navy has been in existence for over 200
years. The cost of creating and maintain-
ing it has been stupemdous, for it has been
the hope of successive generations of Rus:
sian statesmen eventually to have a fleet
ito cope with that of Great Britain. Yet,
when it was put to the practical test of
actual war, againgt an enemy whose ships
were certainly mot superior in speed, arm-
ament or number, it went to pieces as if
it had been built of paper and manmed by
people who knew meither how to steer the
ahips mor lay the guns. The ouly engage-
ment ‘the Russian maxy ever took part in
was ithe battle of Navarimo, in 1827, when
a combined squadrem of British, French
and Russian ships destroyed the Tureo-
Egyptian fleet of seventy sail. The Brut-
ish admiral, Codrington, commnanded the
allies in this battle, which put an end to
the sea power of Turkey. The massacre
at Sinope at the breaking out of the Cri-
meam nvar cannot be called a maval en-
gagement, must less a victory. At Sebas-
topol the Russians sank their ships at
the mouth of the harbor rather than go
out and fight. Such is the inglorious his-
tory of the Russian mavy, which is man-
