Bussex, Sept. 7.—The formal opening of

the Sussex grammar school took place

\ to-day and was a grand success. All that

was planned Was carried out, except that

Lieut.-Governor Tweedie and - Premier
Hazen who, it had been hoped, would at-
tend, were not present. Notwithstanding
the rain which lasted until 12 o’clock,
large crowds visited the building which
was thrown open from 9 to 12 for inspec-
tion. The teachers were kept busy wsh-
ering the people through and explaining
the departments.

A large number of people Were present
from outside school districts. Among
the number were a good many old folks
W{(: probably went to school in a log
ibin with benches for seats, and it cer-

inly was interesting as well as amusing

hear the comments of these: old folks
they passed through.

The vizitors expressed themselves well
axd for theig.Holiday trip and were much
arprised in ;ﬁﬁﬁ'hﬂ""s‘ h an up-to-date’
school in Sussex. ‘I have visited a
number of the leading schools in New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Massachu-
setts,” said one, “and your school here
is the best I have been in yet.” He said
the ventilation and size of class rooms
were a marked feature, and the ward-
robes, washing vessels and drinking foun-
tains were of a later type than he had
seen.

The Opening Exercises,

At noon the weather cleared and the
afternoon . was bright and fine. At 2
o’clock the band played an excellent pro-
gramme on the lawn in front of the main
entrance. At 2.30 the large assembly
room was packed with people waiting to
hear the speakers. The auditorium has
a seating capacity of 600 people and the
aisles, stairways and halls were filled,
and it was impossible for a good many
to get within hearing  distance of .the
speakers.

Speaking of education, he said that
teaching should be made a profession like
any other profession, and he bhelieved
that, in teaching, the teacher should b~
able to find out from the pupi} what he
or she was adapted to and encourage and
train along those lines for the child to}
make a success in life. In conclusion, he |
aid that Sussex had done itself a great
onor in erecting such a building.

Hon. Robt. Maxwell, in a short address,
said he hoped that it would not be long
before the government would establish an
agricultural college in the province. '

In the evening the building was again
crowded and the exercises proved very
successful and enjoyable. An hour be-
fore the opening the auditorium was fill-
ed and hundreds were turned away. 'The

speakers were Chancellor Jones of the
U.N.B., George W. Fowler, M.P., dchool

Inspector Steeves and Dr. lInch. All

spoke along educational lines and their
remarks were well received.

A choice musical programme was a
feature of the evening. The first num-
ber was a selection by the orchestra.
This was followed by vocal selos by J.
D. McKenna, Miss Pearl Veysey and W.
H. Plummer, a violin ‘solo by William
Redpath, cormet solo by Albert Perkins
and e by €. P. Clarke. The ex-
cellence of ‘the programme was comment-
ed on by all. Each of the performers
came in for warm praise.

Interesting School History.

In connection with the opening exer-
cises of the new grammar school the
trustees published a very neat booklet
containing a description of the building
and a historical sketch of the Sussex
schools. The first school established in
Sussex was founded by the Society for
the Propagation of the Gospel in foreign
parts. The master of this school was
Oliver Arnold, who came with the Loyal-
ists to St. John in 1783. The building in
which he taught until he took orders in
1792, was erected in the fall of 1787. It
is interesting to note that Mr. Arnold
was the grandfather of Major C. R. Ar-
nold and a relative of General Benedict
Arnold.

In 1795 a second school was opened in
Sussex by the S. P. G. The primary ob-
ject of these institutions was the educa-
tion and conversion of the Indians. The
greater part of these aborigines departed
from the neighborhood, however, soon
after and the effects of their contact with
civilization and the Gospel soon disap-
peared.

The modern school history of Sussex
may be said to have begun in 1817, when
the Madras: system of education was in-
troduced into the province. The first
teachers in Sussex under this system were
Joseph R. Leggett and his wife, who in
1819, had in school at Sussex thirty boys
and thirty-three girls. On the best au-
thority available Mr. Leggett’s school was
on property now owned by Sylvester Ryan
‘tome three miles northeast of Sussex
town. It drew pupils from a very wide
area and was in operation as late as 1852.

As time passed—it would seem in about
1855—a school was opened at Sussex Cor-
ner and from 1851 to 1859 there is known
to have been a school in operation near
the present site of Trinity church. Grad-
ually, however, with Mr. Leggett’s school
cvidently closed, and Sussex Corner, the
chief centre of population, the Sussex
Corner school took pre-eminence—a place
which it continued to hold for many
years.

It was here that John Raymond was
master, and in this school that (. R.
Palmer, who was assisted by Misses Davis
and Humphrey, taught from 1864 to 1870.
Owing to its general excellence, Mr, Pal-
mer’s school made a wide appeal, and up
to at least 1865, many pupils from what
Is now the town were in attendance at
Sussex Corner. Therefore while the rail-
way was opened in 1859, and while school
classes eeem to have been held in various
buildings in what is now Sussex it was
not, as near as can be ascertained, until
1865 that a school building was erected
in the precincts of the town. This build-
ing stood almost opposite the new brick
structure on land now owned by Mis.
David Aiton.

Counting the two Indian Colleges and
the school im operation near Trinity

{ church in 1859 this building of 1865 was

evidently the fourth structure devoted
exclusively to school purposes. The
Misses  Raymond, John Toland, Eldon
Mullin and 8. . Wilbur are known to
have heen teachers there, and there many
competitive examinations were held. Pen-
obsquis, Millstream, Berwick and Sussex
Corner also had at this time excellent
teachers and schools and as to material,
it may be noted that in one or other of
these sehonls there were at one time as
boys, the Hon. G. E. Foster, tht Hon.
Wm. Pugsley, the Hon. Mr. Justice Me-
Leod and Dean R. €. Weldon of Halifax.

The pamphlet concludes by eketching
the inception- and carrying on of the
work on the new grammar school. In

CRANK WANTED
T0SEE ROOSEVELT

Held Up by Secret Service
Men Near President’s
House

CARRIED A REVOLVER

Described Himself as John Coughlin
of Boston, and Kis Mission Was to
Get 10,000 Troops to Catch Yegg-
men at the Hub, g

Oyster Bay, N. Y., Sept. A grank,
armed with an antiquated ,ffbulldog” re-
volver, was caught near the president’s
house at Sagamore Hill/ Lbyrthe secret
service guards this afternoon.’ The man
described himself as John Coughlin, a
detective, and when stopped by the sec-
ret service men, presented ‘&, card upon
which was inscribed his ‘name and the
word “Officer.” He said he had come to
ask the president to order out 10,000
troops to catch yeggmen. who had been
terrorizing Boston.

Coughlin is supposed 46 have reached
Oyster Bay on the 12.19~train. He walk-
ed the three miles to @gamore Hill, ap-
pearing in the grmmdsv‘v'vghorﬂy after two
oiclock. In response’ t# the secret ser-
vice man's demand asito his business,
Coughlin produced his eard and explained

in the most casual way that he had
come to confer with Peesident Roosevelt

men in Boston and tg.dead back such
troops as the president. thought fit to
order out. The secret service man tried
to explain that the president was not see-
ing visitors at the moment, hoping to get
him quietly out of the grounds. Cough-
lin hesitated a moment, glanced furtively
about and then slid his hand toward the
back pocket of his trousers. Adams took
the hint and grappled with his man
without further parley. Coughlin strug-
gled for a moment, but he is a slightly
built man and Adams had no difficulty
in holding him until James Sloan, Jr.,
the chief of the presidedt’s guard, came
to his assistance. Sloan géarched the pris-
oner and found in his thip pocket & 32-
calibre revolver of the ‘“bull-dog” type.
The weapon was wrapped in a woolen
bag, and according to the secret service
man, was not loaded, &

Coughlin wak takew to the’ Oyster Bay
town hall, where he was arraigned before
Justice of the Peace Franklin on the
charge of carrying concealed weapons.
Justice Franklin committed Coughlin to
the county jail at Mineola and he was
taken there at once in the government

county jail Coughlin will be examined as
to his sanity.

According to the secret service men,
Coughlin told them that he had been con-
fined for three. years in an asylum for the
insane at Walpole, Mass. He declared
that his enemies had place{l him in the
asylum because of his cleverness at detec-
tive work. He said that he had learned
detective work by graduating from a law
school. In a hand satchel which Cough-
lin carried were found a bundle of Boston
papers, in all of which the principal news
item was the recent chase of a determin-
ed gang of yeggmen in which 500 police
Wwere engaged at one time. Coughlin talk-
ed about the articles in a rambling way
and declared over and over again that he
must see the president and enlist his aid
In suppressing crime in Boston. Cough-
lin told the secret service men that he
had first gone to Washington seeking
the president. He said that his funds
gave out in Washington and finding that
the president was not there, he walked
to York, Pa., and had then taken a train
from the “first station from Vermont.”

Coughlin appeared so wandering in his
mind that the secret service men were
not inclined to regard him as at all dan-
gerous,

President Roosevelt had returned from
a horseback ride only a short time be-
fore Coughlin appeared at Sagamore Hill,
He did not witness the arrest of the
crank and had not been informed of
the occurrence this evening.

Wild Time at New York
Unemployed Meet-

ing

DRAGGED FROM HALL

Alexander Berkman in the Toils Again

for Preaching Anarchy -- Young|

Woman Supporter Also Nabbed--
Emma Goldman Didn't Wait for
Like Treatment,

New York, Sept. 7—An attempt was
made today to turn a meeting of unem-
ployed workmen into an anarchistic de-
monstration and for half an hour the big
wmeeting hall in Cooper Union, where the
meeting took place, was the scene of wild

excitement, during which red tlags were !

raised, the police denounced and incend-
iary speeches made. Alexander Berk-
man, the anarchist who some years ago
shot Henry C. Frick, a steel .company
official, during the Homestead strike in
Pennsylvania, was dragged from the hall
by the police and locked up. A young
woman who gave her name as “"Mary
Smith” and who stood by Berkman, was
also arrested, and Emma Goldman, re-

cognized leader of the ‘‘Reds” in this|

country, was made to leave the hall.
Only the stern measures adopted by the
police prevented the meeting irom becom-
ing an out-and-out anarchistic affair.
When the parade formed today there
were less than 1,000 in\line. 'Lhe police
say they recognized many anarchists in

the parade. As the parade drew up in|
front of Cooper Union, a well dressed |

man stepped to the side of Mr. How and
asked him to have the band play the
Marsellaise.

Mr. How referred the man to the
leader of the band. It was the playing
of this air, identified in past times with
so much bloodshed, that started the trou-
ble. As soon as the erowd had gathered
in the hall, the band began to play the
Marsellaise and in an instant mnearly
everyone present jumped to - his feet,
cheering and stamping on the floor. Red
flags appeared in many parts of the hall,
but the police quickly made the holders
of these put them away.

Fiery Talk.

Dr. -Ben Reitnaws~wio<calis*- imsoli-
“King of the Hohoes,” and who “was one
of the first speukers, announced that his
speech had been written by Emma Gold-
man. This brought forth great applause
and cheering. A man who spoke just be-
fore Reitman, upheld the attitude organ-
ized labor had taken toward the unem-
ployed but Dr. Reitman urged the unem-
ployed to cease submitting to labor. He
denounced public institutions, and then
said:

Listen—this is anarchy, but I tell you
there should be fewer thousands expend-
ed in the maintenance of churches and
the police and the money should be ex-
pended in caring for such unemployed
as you and not spent in keeping up such
superstitions. /

At this point, Charles Oberwager, a
former president of the Central Keder-
ated Union and now chairman of its child
labor committee, was introduced. He de-
nounced the preceding speakers, declar-
ing Dr. Reitman had preached the doc-
trines of anarchy. This brought forth a
strong chorus of hisses and in' the midst
of the excitement Berkman sprang to his
feet and demanded to be allowed to take
the platform to defend the anarchistic
doctrines in which he believes.

Several bluecoats surrounded Berkman.
Emma’ Goldman tried to reach his side
but she was stopped and the police told
rer to leave the hall or she would be

rrested. She obeyed. Then the young
woman who said her name was ‘Mafy
Smith” fought her way to Berkman's
side and urged him to take the plat-
form. Berkman tried to do this and
was arrested. The crowd closed in about
the squad of policemen and it looked as
though a rescue might be attempted, but
Berkman kept calm and said nothing to
urge his - followers on.

FOUR PERSONS
‘BURNED TO DEATH
INNEW YORK FIRE

New York, Sept. 7—Four persons,
believed to have been members of a
group of employes working overtime,
were burned to death tonight in a fire,
supposedly. of incendiary origin which
destroyed a seven story factory build-
ing on Water street. The bodies, burn:
ed beyvond recognition, were found on
thesixth floor of the building, some time
after the fire had been extinguished.
Three of the victims were men and the
fourth a woman. Up to a late hour none
had been identified. Search is being
made for other bodies,

8500,000 Chicago Fire.

Chicago, I1l., Sept. 7.—The waool house
and fertilizer plant. of Armour and Com-
pany, in the Union Stock Yards, were
destroyed by fire last night. The build-
ings were five story_brick structures, cov-
ering an entire block. The fire was the
fiercest experienced in the stock yards in
seven years and attracted an immense
crowd of spectators. The damage is $300,-
000.

It was stated at the C. P. R. offices
that nearly two-thirds of the strikers have
been permanently replaced, and that when
the men now on their way from England
arrive, the company will have a staff al-
most equal in numbers to that it had be-
fore the strike, so that when the union
declare the strike over there will not be
many openings for them.

BURGLARY SATURDAY IN
T, H ESTABROOKS' OFFICE

On the arrival of the employes in the
office of T. H. Estabrooks, tea dealer, at
the firm’s place of business in Mill street’
on Saturday morning the vault was found
to have been unlocked and on investiga-
tion, it was discovered that the cash box
had - been forced open and its contents,
amounting to $530, had been stolen. A
window in the office was found to have
been lowered at the top. The police are
working on the case but up to last even-
ing no arrests had been made.

The robbery, which was committed be-
tween the time the employes left on _

Friday evening and their return on Sat-
urday morning, bears evidence of having
been carefully planned. It is not the
custom of the office to leave any large
sum over night in the wvault but the
money was placed there last Friday in
readiness for the payment of wages on
Saturday morning. The thief, it is argued,
must have been well acquainted with the
practice of the office and chose his time
when securing the cash box would prove
remunerative.

At least two employes in the office are
certain that the vault was securely locked
on Saturday evening. The police say that

was securely fastened at 4.45° o’clock -on
Saturday morning. One of the patrolmen
in paesing flashed his light on it and
found everything safe.

The vault is opened by a combination
lock and the combination had evidently
been made use of as there were no signs
of any violence having been used. The
cash box, which had’ been removed by
the thief to an adjoining table, had been
neatly forced open to get at the contents.
None of the office doors had been opened
and, except for the open window, there
was nothing unusual about the office.
Four or five of the head clerks in the
office “are in possession of the combina-
tion to open the vault.

Chief Clark has put Deputy Chief Jen-
kins and Detective Killen in charge of the

case and they were engaged on Saturday
and again-yesterday in investigating the °
circumstances. It is reported that they
have a clew which may lead to further
developments,

Mr. Estabrooks was out of town Sun-
day and could not be interviewed.
Employes of the firm who were seen .said
they ‘did not wish to discuss the matter.

Notwithstanding the intense heat the
open-air life of the march was healthy,
and, in many -respects, agreeable. He took
good care that his secret intelligence -of
occurrences at Delhi and other stations
should remain hidden from Mayne, and,
while his ambitions mounted each hour,
be cast many a veiled glance at the grace-
ful beauty of the fair English girl who
moved like a sylph among the brown-
skinned satyrs surrounding her.

Once the party had reached Bithoor the
Nana’s tone changed. Jnstead of sending
his Kuropean guests “into Cawnpore,
whence -safe transit to Calcutta was still
practicable, he kept them in his palace,
on the pretext that the roads were dis-
turbed. He contrived, at first, to hood-
wink' Mr. Mayne by giving him genuine
news of the wholesale outbreak in the
North-West, . and by adding wholly false
tidings of  massacres at Allahabad, Ben-
ares, and towns in Upper Bengal. At
last, when Mayne insisted on going into
Cawnpore, the native threw aside pre-
tense, said he could not “allow” him to
depart, and virtually made uncle and
niece prisoners.

But he treated them well. A clear-
headed Brahmin, to whom intrigue was the
breath of life, was not likely to make the
mistake of being too precipitate in his
actions. The wave of religious fanaticism
sweeping over the’ land might recede as
rapidly as it had risen. Muslim and Hin-
du, Pathan and Brahmin,
foes who fraternized today, might be at
each other’s throats. tomorrow. So the
Nana was a courteous jailer. Beyond the
loss of their liberty the captives had noth-
ing to complain
vehement reproaches with unmoved goo
humor, protesting all the while that he
was acting for the best.

Winifred took fright, however. Her
woman’s intuition looked beneath  the
mask. For her uncle’s sake she kept her
to herself, but she suffered
much in secret, and her distress might
well have moved a man of finer character
to sympathy. Each time she met the
Nana he treated her with more apparent
{riendliness. She recoiled from his ad-
as she might shrink from a veno-
mous &nake.

Fortunately there were others in Bith-
oor- who understood the Brahmin's mo-
tives, and saw therein the germ of failure
for their own plans. Nana Sahib  was
an exceedingly important factor in the
success of the scheme that meditated the
re-establishment  of the Megul dynasty.

Hence, Malcolm’s arrival gave the Beg-
um a chance that her quick wit eeized up-
on.

! Englishwoman’s escape, and let it become
| known that she had fled back to Meerut?
i When the Nana returned from Cawn-
pore, flushed with wine and conquest,
this should be the first news that
greeted him, and his amorous rage would
i go hand in hand with the other considera-
!tions that urged his immediate departure
! for the Mogul capital. That was not the
device of a woman who loved—it savored
rather of the cool state-craft of a Lucre-
zia Borgia.

No more curious mixture of plot and
counterplot than this minor chapter of
the Bithoor romance came to light during
that disastrous upheaval in India. Never
did events of the utmost magnitude hinge
on incidents so trivial to the community
at large. A truculent thief like Abdul
Huq was able to defeat the intent of 2
king’s daughter, and a couple of alert
troopers, riding to a bluff overlooking the
river, could report that they saw the
budgerow on ‘which the sahib-log escaped
drifting down stream towards Cawnpore!
Thus the intrigue miscarried twice. Wini-
fred was free; the clear inference to be
drawn from the boat’s course was that
her uncle and Malecolm would bring her
straight to the protection of their friends
in the cantonment.

There was a scene of violence, nearly
culminating in murder, when Nana Sahib
came to Bithoor at dawn. He met the
scorn of Roshinara with a furious inso-
lence that stopped short of bloodshed only
on account of “the prudence still govern-
ing most of his actions. Not yet was he
drunk with power. That madness was
coon to obsess him. But he lent a wil-
ling ear to the counsels of Rao Sahib and
Azim-ullah. Soon after daybreak he 1-
loped to Kulianpur, on the road to Delhi,
whither some thousands of sepoys had
already gone, and harangued them elo-
quently on the glory, not to speak of the
loot, they would acquire by attacking the
accursed English at Cawnpore. ;

They were easily swayed. Acclaiming
the Nana.as a prince worthy of obedience
they marched after him, and thus sealed
the doom. of many hundreds of unhappy
beings who thought until that moment
they would be spared the dreadful fate
that had befallen other stations.

Qddly enough, the high-born Brahmin
who now ‘saw his hopes of regal power in
a fair way towards realization placed one
act of soldierly courtesy po his credit be-
fore he made his name a synonym for all
that is base and despicable in the con-
duct of warfare. He wrote a letter to
Sir Hugh Wheeler warning the gallant old
general that he might expect to be at-
tacked forthwith. Perhaps it is straining
a point to credit him with |any sense of
fair- play. The letter may have been &
last flicker of respect for the power of
Britain, and inspired by a haunting fear
of the consequences if the Mutiny failed.
It is probable he wished to provide writ-
ten proof of a plea that he was an un-
willing agent ‘in the clutch-of a mutinous
army. However that may be, he wrote,
and never did letter .carry more bitter
disappointment to a Christian community.

Sir Hugh Wheeler having decided,
| most  uhfortunately as it happened,
against  occupying . the strongly-built
magazine on the river bank as a ref-
uge, had constructed a flimsy entrench-
ment on a level plain close to the na-
tive lines. He was sure the 6epoys
.would revolt, but he believed -they would
hurry off to Delhi, and he refused to give
them an excuse for rebellion by geizing
the magazine. Towards the end of May
he wrote to Henry Lawrence at Lucknow
for help, and Lawrence
him fifty men of the 32nd and half a bat-
tery of guns, though even this emall force
could ill be spared. from the capital of
Oudh. Sir Hugh made the further mistake
of creawing Nana Sahib’s professions of
loyalty. He actually entrusted the Trea-
sury to the protection of the Nana’s re-
tainers, in spite of Lawrence’s plainly
worded warning that the Brahmin's re-
cent movéments placed him under grave
suspicion.

Nevertheless, Wheeler acted with met-
hod. His judgment was clear, if occas-
ionally mistaken, and he had every reason
to believe that the only attacks he would
be. called on to repel would be made by
the bazaar mob. . . ;

On- the night of June 4th, the thousand
| men, women and children who had gath-
i ored behind the four-foot mud wall that

formed the entrenchment were left un-
'molested by the mutineers. During the
5th they watched the destruction of
! their bungalows, and knew that the rebels
! were plundering the city, robbing rich
native merchants quite as readily as they
killed any Europeans who were pot under
| \Wheeler’s charge. Late that day came
Nana Sahib’s letter. It was a bitter dis-
{ appointment, but “the valiant never tastes
ldea\th but onvce,”: and the Britons in
; Cawnpore resolved to teach the mutineers
| that the men who had conquered them
many times in the field could repeat’ the
{ lesson again and again.

About ten o’clock on the morning of the
| 6th, flames rising from houses near at
lhand gave evidence of the "approach of
| the rebels. Irregular spurts of musketry
| heralded the appearance of confused

masses of armed men. A cannon-ball

| every element of heroism @nd tragedy.
Four hundred -.nglish soldiers, seventy of
[ whom were invalids, with a few dozens
of civilians and faithful sepoys—standing
! behind  a breast-high fortification that
i would not stop a bullet—exposed to the
| fierce rays of an Indian sun—illfed, al-
| most waterless, and driven to numb des-
| pair by the sufferings of their loved ones
| —these men, enduring all and daring all,
| held at bay four thousand well-armed,
! well-housed, and well-fed troops for. twen-
ty-one days.
| Not for a moment was the . strain
!r«*luxvd. Day and night the rebels poured
into the entrenchment a ceaseless hail of

generously sent’

Here is an extract from Holmes's his-l
tory: {

“A private was walking with his wife |
when a single bullet killed him, broke
both her arms, and wounded an infant
she was carrying. An officer was calking
with a comrade at the main guard when
a musket-ball struck him; and, as he was
limping’ painfully to the barracks to have
his wound dressed, Lieutenant Mowbray-
Thomeon of the 56th, who was gupporting .
him, was struck also, and both fell help-
lessly to the ground. Presently as Thom-
son lay wotully sick of his wound, another
officer came to condole with him, and he
too received a wound from which he died
before the end of the siege. Young God-
frey Wheeler, a son of the (eneral, was
lying wounded in one of the barracks
when a round shot crashed through the
walls of the room and carried off his
head in the sight of his mother and sis-
ters. Little children, straggling outside
the wall, were deliberately shot down.”

On the night of June the 1ith a red-hot
cannon-ball set fire to one of the barracks
which was used as a hospital. The
flames inspired the enemy’s gunners to
fresh efforts and provided them with an
excellent target, yet the garrison dared
all perils of gun-fire and falling rafters
and masonry, while they rescued the-in-
mates. It is on record that tbe gallant
men of the 32d, when the flames had sub- |
sided, though a heavy fusillade was still
kept up by the rebels, were seen raking
the ashes in order to find their lost
medals, the medals they had won in the
deadly fighting that preceded the fall of
Sevastopol.

On the next day the sepoy army, though
so boastful and vainglorious, dared to
make their first attempt to carry the en-
trenchment by assault. By one bold
charge they must have crushed the de-
fenders, if by sheer weight of numbers
alone. They advanced, with fiendish yells
and much seeming confidence. But they
could not face those stern warriors who
lined the shattered wall. After a short
but fierce struggle they fled, leaving the
plain littered with corpses.

So the safer bombardment was renew-
ed, its fury envenomed by the conscious
disparity of the besiegens when they tried |
to press home the attack. Each day the !
garrison dwindled; each, day the rebels|
received fresh accessions of strength. Of
the few guns mounted in the British
position, one had lost its muzzle, another
was thrown from its carriage and two
were 60 battered by the enemy’s artillery
that they could not be used. The hos-
pital fire had destroyed all the surgical ®
instruments and medical stores, &0 the
wounded had to lie waiting for death,
whilg those who still bore arms eked oub
existence on a daily dole of a handful of
flour and a few ounces of split peas.

Yet the men of Cawnpore fought on,
while their wives and sisters and daugh-
ters helped uncomplainingly, making up
packets of ammunition, loading rifles for
the men to fire, and even giving their |
stockings to the gunners to provide cases !
for grape-shot. |

Theres was only one well inside. the en-|
trenchment. Knowing its paramount im-
portance, the rebels® mounted guns in
such wise that a constant fire could be
kept up throughout the night on that
special point. Yet there never was lack-
ing a volunteer, either man or woman,
to go to that well and obtain the prec-
jous water. It remains to this day a
mournful relic of the siege, with its brok-
en gear and shattered circular wall, while
the indentations made by such of the can-
non-balls as failed to dislodge the mason-
ry are plain to be seen.

The sepoys spared none. Tiny * chil-
dren, tottering to the well in broad day-
light, were pelted with mueketry. Con-
ceivably that might be war. When be-
leagured people will . not yield humanity
must stand aside and weep. There was
a deed to come that was not war, but
the black horror of ‘abomination, worthy
of the excesses of ‘a man-eating tiger,
though shorn of the tiger's excuse that he
kills in order that he may live. Thel
well in the entrenchment was the Well
of Life. There was another well in Cawn-
pore destined to be the Well of Death.

If proof were needed of the extraor-
dinary condition of India during the early
period of the Mutiny, it was given by an
incident that occurred soon after the
first assault was beaten off. In broad
daylight, while the garrison were main-
taining the unceasing duel of cannon and
small arms, they were astounded by the
spectacle of a British officer galloping
across the plain. He was fired at by the
sepoys, of course, but horse and man es-
caped untouched and the low barrier was
leaped without effort. The newcomer was
Lieutenant Bolton, of the T7th Cavalry.
Sent out from Lucknow on district duty
he was suddenly deserted by his men, and
he .rode alone towards (Cawnpore, the
nearest British station. Unhappily the
story of that adventurous ride is lost for
ever. Poor Bolton supplied Cawdipore's
Jast re-inforcement.

Sir Hugh Wheeler, ably seconded in the
defense by Captain Moore, of the 32d,
sent out emissaries, Eurasians and na-
tives, to seek aid from Lucknow and
Allahabad, the one about thirty-five, the
other a hundred miles distant. Lawrence
wrote “with a breaking heart” that he
gould spare no troops from Lucknow. The
messengers never- even reached Allana-
bad.

On June -23 the Nana’s hosts again
nerved themselves for a desperate attack,
and again were they flung off from that
tumble-down wall. “Then, all their valor
fled, they fell tack on a foul device. A
white woman, Mrs. Henry Jacobi, who
had been taken prisoner early in the
month, crossed the plain holding a white
flag. She carried a letter from Nana
Sahib, offering safe conduct to Allahabad
for all the garrison ‘“‘except those who
were connected with the acts of Lord Dal-
housie.” .

Now Dalhousie resigned the vice-roy-
alty in February, 1856. It was he who |
had refused to continue to Nana Sahib |
the Peishwa’s pension; assuredly there !
was none in Cawnpore responsible for the |
acts of a former viceroy. At any rate, |

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PLAY BY MOONSHINERS

Rehearsals in Jail Where Performers
Are Prisoners.

A jail for a theatre, the cells for dress-
ing rooms and the corridor for the stage
form the equipment that the federal pris-
oners in the county jail at Frankfort,
Ky., practically all of them moonshiners,
are using in rehearsing a play that will be
staged when they are out of confinement
again.

The play is called “The Moonshiners,”
and was written by Sam Sheppard, who
is accused of selling liquor without a li-
cense from the federal government.

The actors have met with such success
in their rehearsals that they have deter-
mined to put the play on the stage as
coon as they are released from jail. They
are to meet in Corbin on December 1
to have their last rehecarsal before the
opening of the season in the mountain
towns. The courthouses will be used as
theatres and the members of the troupe
will not be far from home if they get
stranded.

The plot of the play is laid among the
hills of Harlan County. The first act
opens with a lot of moonshiners sitting
around a still drinking the white whisky
and playing cards. During this act every
detail in making moonshine whisky will
be exhibited.

A wpy discloses the still to the revenue
men, who raid the place, and the curtain
falls amid revolver fire.

The second act deals with the burial
of mountaineers who were killed in the
moonshine raid. While the ox cart
hearse is absent in the rehearsals there
ix a place for it in the play. The moun-
tain preacher, who never condemns the
making of moonshine, because the moon-
<hiners contribute to his' living, has -his
part in this act, and sings the funeral
dirge. while the men dressed as women
gather around the casket to mourn.

The third act deals with the chase of
the revenue mén after the moonshiners.
