—A young Norw egian, in Minnesota, 
fell heir to a baronetcy and fortune in 
Norway, and tho good news so elated 
him that lie proceeded to get drunk and 
was frozen to death in a barn.

—Carlyle W. Harris, of New York, 
the medical student who was convicted 
recently of murdering bis young wife by 
morphine poisoning, has been sentenced 
to £duath by Reôorder Smyth in the 
Court of General Sessions.

-Mrs. Blackwell, of Wolfetown, On­
tario, poisoned tea with intent on tho 
life of her family.

—A horse purchased recently by 
James II. Metcalf, M, P. P., for King­
ston, Ont., was afflicted with diptheria. 
Tho stable dog and cat caught tho dis­
ease and died. Mr. Metcalf’s children, 
six in number, were laid up with the 
disease, and two have died. The others 
are recovering.

—One of the greatest church meet­
ings of tho year is to be the convocation 
of tho Old Order German Baptists at 
Millbrook, Pa., commencing on June 5. 
Eight states will send 500 regular dele­
gates and from 10,600 to '"20,000 daily 
attendants to the convocation. Tho 
main tabernacle will be the Good barn, 
at Millbrook, with an extension of fifty 
foot, making 8,000 square feet of fitting 
room and accomodatiug from 2,000 to 
3,000 people. A ten acre field has been 
set apart for hitching, which will bo laid 
off in avenues and supplied with posts,
The eating tent will be 56x120 feet, and 
will Imre a capacity of seating 700 at one 
sitting. Tho scriptural injunction to 
feed tho multitude and tho meals will be 
*rpe to all who attend.

The Melody of ‘Home, Sweet Home.’

To set at rest all doubts ns to tho au­
thorship and nationality of tho ballad 
“Home, Sweet Home, some years ago 
Dr. Charles Mackay wrote as follows: 
In one of very many conversations with 
Sir Henry Bishop, on well known En­
glish melodics,^ I took occasion to ask 
him for information the subject of 
‘Hoirie, Sweet Home,’ the authorship of 
which was often attributed to him; and 
as oftjen denied by many, who claimed it 
ns a national Sicilian air which Sir Henry 
had discovered and rearranged. Ho 
therefore favored me with the whole 
history. He had been engaged in his 
early manhood by the once eminent firm 
of Golding, d’Almaine & Co., Musical 
Publishers of Soho Square, to edict a 
collection of national melodies of all 
countries. In the coprse of his labors 
he discovered that ho had no Sicilian 
melody that he thought worth produc­
tion, and ns a Sicilian Melody’had been 
announced in a prospectus which the 
publisher had issued to the trade, Sir 
Henry thought he would invent cue. 
The result wAr, the now well kiiown air 
of ‘Home, Sweet Home,’ which he com­
posed to the verses of the American 
author Mr. Howard Payne, then resi­
dent of England. XVlien tho collection 
was published the melody became so pop 
ular that, to use tho commun phrase,- it 
‘took the town by storm;’ and several 
musical publishers, believing it to be 
Sicilian, and non-copyright, re-issued it 
at a cheaper rate than that which it 
could bo procured from Messrs Goulding 
d’Alnviine A Co. The result was a 
series of actions for piracy and breach of 
copyright, against the publishers who 
were implicated. XV hen tho case came

a witness, and deposed on oath to the 
facts as above set forth,and as he stated 
them to me many years afterwards. 
This statement ought I think, to end all 
doubts and controversy on the subject, 
and divide the h mor of tho authorship 
of the touching song and beautiful meF- 
udy between the United States and Eng­
land, in both of which nations, it has be* 
come national in the most affectionate 
sense of the word.”

LITERARY NOTES.

Tho London Times unhesitatingly 
declares that Thomas Hardy’s latest 
novel, Tecs of the D' Urbervilles, "‘s his 
greatest.

Montreal, February 12.— At the 
annual general meeting of the Cum­
berland railway and coal company, 
Robert Cowans, vice-president, occu­
pied the chair. The annual report 
«nd financial statement were present­
ed, Both were found to be very sat­
isfactory and unanimously adopted. 
In spite of the disastrous explosion of 
February last the Cumberland railway 
and coal comjany has made great ad­
vances during ,ho year. The output 
increased from 417,000 tons in 1890 
' » 457 000 tons in 1891, an increa-e 
40,000 tons, and is about a sixth of 
ilie production cf Canada It is a 
little difficult o fully grasp the labor 
involved in such an output. An idea 
of tho amount of coal taken out of the 
ground may be had from this point of 
view; taking a cubic yard of coal as 
roughly equal to one ton, if we sup­
pose the coal taken out to be in the 
shape ?of a block measuring one yard 
» piare and one yard higTrits length 
would be over 250 miles. Ail the 
space left vacant has to be supported 
by timber, and every year millions of 
fee*, of timber are placed underground 
for tliis purpose. If the whole output 
were loaded into cats, say 18 tons per 
cer, it would fill over 25,000 of them 
or a thousand trains of 25 cars each 
Placed one behind the other they 
would form a train 150 mil<y long, To 
hoist aych a quantity of coaq and to 
pump water, and for other uses about 
the mine; the company requires thirty 
eight boilers to give them steam. The 
three seams of coal worked are sunk 
1900, 2609 and 3000 feet respectively 
so Hat part of the coal is hoisted 1000 
yards, o er half a mile, into the 
■arth on the slope of the seams The 
farther down it is followed the bette 
the coal becomes, and the thicker the 
seams get. The three seams aggre­
gate 36 feet in thickness. In and 
ab-'iit the mines, 1,500 men and boys 
are employed. Large sums have beei 
spent in the past year on improve­
ments at the mines, including a new 
bank head of the most improved type. 
Seven new boilers were added during 
the year.and a new pump from Jeans- 
ville, Pa., capable of raising a million 
gal ons of water daily through 1,450 
feet of 12 inch pipe, to a vertical 
height of 685 feet. The mine has 
also been placed in first class shape in 
every way. Locked safety lamps (mas* 
saut type) alone and ore used no ponder 
is permitted in the.in mine in order to 
insure as far as possible, its safety The 
railway .runs from Springhiil Junction 
to&arrshoro, and employes eight lo 
comotivet.

Unfair Discrimination Against Local 
Beef Raisers,

A mass meeting of the farmer’s of 
Sackville and vicinity was held here 
on Tuesday evening last, at which a 
large number of represent!live men 
attended.

The 
Questions were the present freight 
tariff on the I. C. R as applied partic­
ularly to beef shipped to maritime 
centers, and the subject of the tech­
nical and reclamation of marsh lands 
Owing to tne breadth of the discuss­
ion entailed by the ^notion on the 
first subject nothing was done on the 
subjects bearing on marsh treatment. 
This was a dissapointment, for many 
attended simply to hear this discus-ed. 
Letters iff regret at not being able to 
attend were read from Josia'.i Wood, 
M. P , A. R Dickey, Amherst and 

j- -Rupert Coates of Nappan.
Mr. J, L. Black took the chair: He 

said he took a great interest in \ Agrecul- 
ture, and thought that everything 
shpuld be done that would help them to 
retain thpir home markets. The vast 
extent of easily cultivated lands in the 
Northwest, and the increased facility in 
transportation were making it hard for 
the farmers in the maritime provinces, 
who were forced to work on a limited 
scale. That while the freight rates of 
the I. C. R. as a whole compared with 
Hie rates of other roads, were reasonable, 
yet as regards some of the products of 
the farms in this section of the country, 
the rates were such that they worked tu 
the detriment qDour farmers in shipping 
to their home markets. The wholesale 
dealer in cattle in Ontario, could put cat­
tle into the St. John market- cheaper 
than the farmers of this lucidity, who 
wished to ship in small quantities, and 
claimed that the fanners were right m 
presenting this view of the matter to the 
govern mont.

Whereas, the changes made some two 
years ago in the local freight tariff of 
the I. C. It., bears unfairly on the pro­
ducts of the farms at tho head of the 
Bay of Fiindy, especially on cite trans 
portation of cattle, (the rate on the same 

_in lots less than carloads being prohibit­
ory) and the freight on hay to St. John 
and Halifax and intermediate stations 
being out of all reasonable proportion tu 
the rate on hay front Quebec and other 
places;

Therefore resolved, that we, the farm 
era and others interested in the hay and 
cattle trade at the head of the Bay of 
Fundy, hereby request the Honorable 
Minister of Railways, through our rep­
resentatives in parliament in Westmor­
land ana uumDcrianci, to readjust the 
local freight tariff so ns to remove the 
grievance complained of.

Mr Fawcett said in referai'ce to the 
first part of the resolution that if the In. 
tercoloninl was being run at a loss for 
the benefit of tho people, the rates 
should be adjusted that all might have 
an equal 'sh ; re of the benefits of such re 
duction; that while the encouragement 
of inter-provincial trahie might be all 
right it was not fair to build up one part 
of tho country at the expense of another 
part. lie had devoted most of his life 
to dealing in cattle, and as regards the 
trade in cattle, lie thought the changes 
made in the tariff of the I. C. R. about, 
two y eats ago lnd a detrimental effect 
on the farmers of this part of the coun­
try. Before the change of tariff cattle 
could be shipped to Halifax at the fol­
lowing rates: per head, $1.90; per car 
load, §23; (rates to other local markets 
correspond, Taking twenty head of cat­
tle as an average carload, a man could 
ship in small numbers at the rato of 
§38.00 per carload. The shipment in 
small numbers was advantageous to both 
buyer and seller. About one half of the 
cattle shipped were sent at single rate. 
Now price per head to Halifax is §3.30, 
per car §25, making an average carload 
when shipped per head cost $66. making 
a difference in favor of the wholesale 
dealer as against a small buyer of §41 
per carload. This difference was driv­
ing the small dealer out of the market. 
He claimed that the railway had not 
gained by increasQ and that farmers had 
to suffer. The lk»w, inter-provincial rates 
put meat in Halifax from Ontario cheap­
er than the small dealers in Westmorland 
could send jt. He stated that freight on 
car-tie and hay was 6.J tijnos rato on coal 
and 9 times rate on pram, and on cattle 
pur head, 17 times more than coal and 24 
times more than grain.

Mr. Amos Trueman said the effect 
had been to drive small dealers out of 
the market, and that large dealers would 
not buy at any shipping point unless 
they could get a carload. Tha: he did 
not want to complain but ho felt some* 
tiling should be done to effect a change.

foreign »ul>MKnnuc* to every
hundred weight of rye flour, including 
woody fibre and husks, leafy matter and 
seeds, and containing silica and sand to 
the extent of more then two percent. 
This makes the flour heavier and also iii- 
creases its bulk. The bread is described 
as of a dirty brown color, looking-'Mike 
coarso beat. Many persons to whom 
tho sample was shown failed to recognize 
that it was bread at all. A Russian, 
writing from Nizlmi«Novgorod, says: “1 
found in many eases that this so-called, 
bread contained no rye flour whatever
