CUSTOM HOUSE MEN ACTIVE

London never has seen an election in
which se much keen interest has been
evinced in the outcome as the one being
voted on today, and indications are that
the vote will be by far the' largest in
the political history of the city.

From early morning the Liberal and
Conservative headquarters were Scenes
of the greatest activity. The Liberals
had between fifty and sixty automobiles
and rigs carrying voters to the polls and
they were kept busy practically every
minute of the day. Between 11:30 and
1 o'clock, especially, it was found almost
impossible to keep pace with the in-
cessant demands of voters who wished
to record their votes against the con-
tinuance of the open bar.

The Conservative organizers also were

Carefully Planned

London, June 29.—Every dispatch
today from Sarayevo and Vienna
brings additional evidence that the
assassination of Archduke Francis
Ferdinand and the Duchess of Hohen-
berg, was one of the meost carefully
planned crimes ever attempted and
carried out against royal personages.

Indications from the scene of the
bloody tragedy show that it was en-
gineered by persons possessing more
mature organizing ability than that
of the youthful assassins. It is gen-
erally theught in Austria and Hun-
gary that the plotters had their head-
quarters in Belgrade, the Servian capi-
tal. Servian hatred of Austrians,
which has always been violent, has, it
is pointed out, recently been foment-

. Contrary Effect.

Yesterday’s crime seems to have
contrary effect to that desired by its
authors, for even before the bodies
of the murdered couple have been
interred, the Austrian authorities al-

res against the Serbs amon
inhabijtants of Austria and Bosnl;‘,, :r}:;
these are lkely further to embitter
the relations between the two coun-
tries as well as those between Ausiria
and Russla, the protector of all the
Serbs. Archduke Francis Ferdinand,
it is asserted today. was well aware
of the danger he was running during
his tour of Bosnia, which he under-
took as inspector-general of the forces
of the empire, a title which had been
conferred upon him last year by Em-
peror Francis Joseph. His chief task
was to inspect the Austrian army,
which has guarded the Servian frontier
during the recent Balkan wars and
prevent any encroachments by Ser-
vian troops.

Was Warned.

The Servian minister at Vienna told
Archduke Francis Ferdinand of the peril
of his visit to Sarayevo at the present
time, and implored him, even if he in-
gisted on going there himself, at ieast
to leave the duchess at home. When the
Duchess of Hohenbergen was informed,
however, of the dangerous nature of the
journey the archduke was about to take,
she sald her plaec was at her husband’s
side.

WORLD CRUSHED BY DRINK

In Morning He Tells Parishon-
ers of Necessity of Fore-
going Visionary Ideals.

Farewell sermons in Dundas - Centre
Methodist Church were preached yester-
day by Rev. A. J. Johnston, who is leav-

» ing London to accept a professorship in
Victoria College, Toronto.

-At the morning service, Rev. Mr. John-
Bton preached from the text, St. Matthew,
xvii, 4, “Let us make here thres taber-
nacles; one for thee, one for Moses, and
one for Elias.” Jesus had taken the three
disciples, Peter, James and John, up into
the mountain top, where he was trans-
figured, and Moses and Elias appeared
usto them. Peter had seen Jesus, the
lowly teacher, going about, humbly do-
ing good, the Christ of Galilee, the Christ
of Samaria, but he could hardly believe
that this was the Messiah. If the people,
however, could have seen the Saviour's
transfiguration and glory, if the disciples
could carry back with them the story
of it to the people, Peter thought that
many conversions would be made, that all
would be ready to acknowledge the Savi-
our. As a reminder of the glory of the
mountain top, he would build tabernacles
to Jesus and to Moses, and Elias, who ap-
peared with Him in the glory. But when
the bright cloud had passed away there
remained only Jesus, whom the volce
from heaven acclaimed as the Son of
God. This was the real Saviour, the Christ
who went about healing the sick and
helping the poor and suffering. This was
the mistake Peter had made, that he
would have liked to believe in the Christ
in the glory of the mountain top. And
this was the mistake that the Christian
church was making, said Rev. Mr. John-
ston. The world was being neglected,
while the church was idly enjoying the
glory and inspiration.

‘“The world is crushed under the power
of drink, under the power of sin, and the
power of the devil, while we are away
off somewhere saying our prayers and
getting into a high estacy and a high
emotion,”” said Mr. Johnston.

“l do not condemn the mountain top
experience. The man who has known it
can best pe the servant of mankind, but
he must not stay up there. The mountain
top is to Christlan service as the dynamo
is to the motor, or the gasoline tank is to
the automobile, and as Pentecost was to
the healing of the sick, and the saving ef
the people that followed the Pentecostal
experience. ;

“lf a yvear has gone by, and I have, in
the hands of God, been the means of
bringing new visions to you to the moun-
tain top, where you have caught new
visions and new glimpses of the life of
God, I have done you worse than good,
it you eonsider that is’ the end of my
work, and I have not ‘stimulated you to
new zeal in your Christian .service and
Your work for the betterment of human-
ity. The surest way to petrify the human
heart is to stir up its emotions and then
give it nothing to do.””

Rev. Mr. Johnston expressed regret at
leaving London after a brief pastorate.
He would have liked to have had the
call to coilegiate service come at the close
of three or four years of pastoral work
at Dundas Centre. But he had not sought
his new appointment, and he thought he
should obey the call. He was grateful to
zhe members and soloists of the choir for

heir co-operation and loyal assistance
in the work of the past vear.

Hamilton-London Organization
Has Demanded Reform That
is “as Certain as That
God Lives.”'

The Advertiser interviewed Rev. Dr. D.
L. McCrae, the moderator of the Synod
of Hamilton and London of the Pres-
byterlan Church in Canada, in regard tc
the aetion of that body at #s recent
meeting on the question of abolishing
the bar. Dr. McCrae has been for some
time under the care of his physician, and
is taking a rest and vacation.

In answer to gquestions, the Moderator
sald: “The Synod has for many years
passed the strongest resolutions in faver
of abolishing the bar.” “This year,” said
Dr. McCrae, ‘“‘the Synod passed unani-
mously and enthusiastically the follow-
Ing resolutions: ‘That we reaffirm our
position In relation to the abolsh the bar
policy, as most truly reflecting the senti-
ments of our people.’

“That we regard it as a religious duty,
incumbent upon every minister, to glve
clear and emphatic teaching, both in the
pulpit and Sunday school, on the great
moral issues before our church and coun-
try, which is presented by the present
situation with regard to temperance.”’

“That,” sald Dr. McCrae, “is what onr
great Presbyterian Church in Synod as-
sembled tell its people on the temper-
ance question, and its ministers as to
their pulpit duty.

“And the Synod in line with all the
churches, religious ané temperance or-
ganizations, has been doing the same
thing for the past ten years.

“As a minister of God, with the sanc-
tlon and approval of the church with
which I am connected, I have been plead-
ing from the pulpit for the abolition of
the open bar room for 35 years. We are
all agreed, as ministers of every church,
that the ‘Abolish the Bar' policy is the
best present pelicy for the betterment of
the social, moral and spiritual wellbeing
of our people.

“Now, all kinds of abuse is heaped upon

us, and we are told we must step all
this work in which we have been en-
gaged for years.”
“Well,” said Dr. McCrae, “the bar is
going to be abolished. Make no mistake
about that. It is is certain, as it is that
God Hves. And the time is not far off
either.”

Paris, June 29.—Undiscouraged by his,

defeat on points Saturday night in a
twenty-round bout for the heavyweight
championship of the world by Jack John-

son, Frank Moran, of Pittsburg, rested
Sunday at his camp at Meriel on the
Oise. Johnson also remained at his
training quarters, nursing a badly swollen
hand and receiving a number of visitors.
Johnson attributed his injured fist to the
fact he wore four-ounce gloves instead
of gloves weighing five ounces. Johnson
has agreed to fight Sam Langford the
middle of October. For this battle he
will receive $30,000, win, lose or draw,
and in addition will be given 50 per cent
of the moving picture receipts. The ar-
ticles for the fight with Langford will be
signed in London July 1.

Bevond a bruised nose, received by a
punch from Johnson in the tenth round,
and a cut over ‘his eyebrow, Moran
showed no effects of the punishment ad-
ministered to him by Johnson. “I don’t
look like a man who has been killed,” said
the Pittsburg man, as he was partaking
heartily of a chicken dinner. ‘I figured I
could whip Johnson in view of his age,
but I now believe him to be as strong as
he ever was. 1 hope to secure a match
with Sam Langford, as I want to meet
the toughest man I can get.

Champion’s Terrific Uppercuts Were Too Much for the Pittsburg
White-Hope and Former Was Awarded the Decision After
Twenty Rounds of Fighting---“‘I Should Have Re-
ceived a Draw” Says Moran

PARIS, June 27.—“Jack’- Johnson stili throush space,

holds the heavyweight championship of
the world. In a hard-fought battle at
the Velodrome d’Hiver here tonight, he
defeated Frank Moran, of Pittshurg, eas-
fly on points in the 20-round
Moran was game..and -stubborn, and
8tood up to the negro. He did most of
th’e‘ leading and made many. friends.

The black man’s superior skill and his
effective uppercutting wore down his op-
ponent and won the match, which at
times seemed rather amateurish,

Champion’s Uppercuts Won Him Battle.

Terrif_ln, uppercuts;on""wWhich Johnson
had relied in many of his previous bat-
tlgs, were ' again brought Into play on
his young adversary, who was unable ef-
fectively to block them. They were re-
neatedly sent to Moran’'s jaw when L4
le::xst expected them, and several times
with such force that the. Pittsburger was
pent wobbling, but there was not a single
knockdown, or anytbing that-looked like
a finishing blow. At the close Moran's
face was bleeding from cuts on the nose
and under the left eye; Johnson showed
no-marks.

Towards the middle of the contest it
appeared as if Moran- wounld not go the
20 rounds, but he showed courage, and
kept dnvmg. Although he landed a
number ‘of times on the negro, his blows
lacked foree, and were comparatively in-
effective. He tried to land hard on his
adversary, ‘and’ in“%6 doing swung wide

contest.

Johnson being several
feet away.

Moran took his punishment well, and
during parts of rounds the negro toyed
with him when he saw that he could
do so without danger.

Moran Helpless Near Finish,

Towards the end Johnson had the Pitts-
burger absolutely at his mercy. Moran
apparently feared that he would be fin-
ished, and clung to Johnson’s body for
support, trying at the same time to land,
but without success. His manner of fight-
ing and holding in the latter part of the
contest was the cause of unfavorable
comment, as were the tactics of Johnson
on several occasions, which brought a
caution from the referee, as well as a
storm of jeers from the crowd. :

Large Crowd Witnessed Fight.

The great amphitheatre presented a
wonderful sight, for although there were
some empty seats, the tiers were crowd-
ed with representatives of every element.
The singular spectacle wasg presented of
several hundred women, In h_andsomo
gowns, applauding the two pugilists as
they struggled up and down the ring,
feinting and dodging and hammering
each other. Among ithe women were those
that bore such grest names in Frenen
society as Baroness Henry de k'{o'ths-
child,  the youngest Duchess d'Uzes,
Countess Mathieu de Noaless, the poetess
Princess de Laucinge, the Duchess de
Rehan, Princess Morouzieff and Countess
de Proumdiers.

Round Two.

Johnson had the bpest of the second
round. Moran led and Johnson clinched.

Johnson caught Moran with several
uppercuts. Moran showed a tendency
to mix it rather than keeping away and
Johnson got the best of the round.

Round Three.

Moran went after Johnson hard. He
landed on the negro’s ribs, and then
rushed in Jeffries’ style. The blows
were ineffective, however, and John-
son drove him back into a corner.

Market Was Very Small This
Morning, Only Three Loads
of Hay Being Offered.

The polls evidently kept the farmers
away from the market today. Three
loads of hay composed the entire of-
fering. They sold slowly for from
$12 to $14 per ton.

Potatoes have advanced with a jump
and sold on Saturday afternoon, for
$1.25 wholesale. This is an increase
of 35 cents per bag, in the wholesale
price. Retail, they sold for as high
as $1.30 and $1.35 per bag. Dealers
are unable to give any definite reason
for the sudden Increase, except that on
Saturday the supply was small andt he
demand good.

Strawberries were again searce on
Saturday, although the supply should
have been the biggest of the season.
Cherries were plentiful, for the first
offering in quantity, on the market.
The price was as low as 10 cents a
box, and will be lower this week, ac-
cording to the farmers.

Small vegetables will probably re-
main at quoted prices for some time.
Butter and eggs were firm on Satur-
day. Eggs were a little dearer than
before, selling for 23 cents a dozen,
retail. Butter continues rather scarce,
but unchanged in price.

Inexperienced Prince Will In-
herit Austrian Throne Before
“Long, Most Likely.

MORE QUIETUDE IS LIKELY

“I Am Spared Nothing,” Cries
Aged Emperor, in His
QGrief.

- [Canadian Press.]

Vienna, June 29.—The tragedy at
Sarayevo yesterday is bound to have.
a momentous political effect on the
dual monarchy. The situation pro-
duced by the tragic death of Arch-
duke Rudolph repeats itself teday.

Archduke Francis Ferdinand, when
he became heir presumptive, was com-
paratively unknown, as is Archduke
Karl today, but with this important
difference, that Emperor Francis Jos-
eph- then had prospects of many years
still to reign. Now In the nature of

things the empire must in a compar-
atively short time be governed by an
inexperienced prince instead of a ruler
with twenty years close acquaintance
with state affairs, and second only
in influence to the Emperor himself.
Archdukea Francis Ferdinand, on be-
coming heir to the throne, formally
renounced all title to the throne on
behalf of his children. This was ne-
c because Austrian laws debar
the offspring of morganic marriages
becoming rulers of the country. Ne
such disqualification exists under the
Hungarian laws, and in the event of
a division of the monarchy without
such voluntary renunciation, the son
of Francis Ferdinand might succeed
to the Hungarian throne.
Future Uncertain.

The death of Francis Ferdinand
will throw all burdens of govern-
ment upon the aged emperor, and at
the moment it is next to impossible
to predict what political results will
follow yesterday's tragic events. The
late archduke had a tremendously
strong personality, and wielded an
enormous influence in every depart-
ment of political, military and naval
affairs. :

He possessed a temperament of fiery
energy and had strong clerical sym-
pathies. He was bitterly opposed to
Hungary and all Separatist move-
ments. He was in favor of the re-
storation of temporal power of the
Pope, which made him unpopular with
Italy, endangering Italian alliance, and
is believed to have looked to an
alliance with southern Slav races
to ocounteract Hungarian Influence.
Whether this was true or not he cer-
tainly was anxious to increase Austri-
an influence in the Balkans and
worked energetically with that aim in
view, which is held as explaining Ser-
vian antagonism toward him.

Little is known of Archduke Karl
Francis Joseph’s political learnings,
but it is supposed that, with the dis-
appearance of such a strong personali-
ty, Austria may soon enter upon a
period of greater quietude than she
would have experienced under Arch-
duke Francis Ferdinand.

Is Spared Nothing.

When the news of the assassination
of Archduke Francis Ferdinand was
imparted to the aged Emperor, he ex-
claimed: “Terrible! Terrible! I am
spared nothing!”

Austrian opinion sees in the tragedy
the resut of a well-planned conspira-
cy. It is asserted that when it be-
came known at the Servian Legation
here that the archduke intended to
go to Bosnia, he was advised not, to

vian desperadoes were planning an
attempt against his life. The arch-
duke disregarded the warning and pro-
ceeded to Sarayevo last Wednesday.
He took up his residence at a watering
place near the Bosnian capital and at-
tended the various fetes as well as
the army manoeuvres which were con-
ocluded Saturday.

It is reported here that several Bos-
nians and Serbs have been arrested
at Sarayevo for complicity in the plot,
which is said to have wide ramifica-
tions. The newspapers have issued
speclal editions with black borders,
expressing abhorrence at the crime.
