Londan, April 13.—The cold procedure
of an English court applied to the ques-
tion of the fulfillment of the ancient
prophecy that the Jews shall be restored
to Zion, furnished last week one of the
most remarkable scenes in the history of
jurisprudence. It was made memorable
chiefly by the impassioned plea, hours in
length, addressed to the bench by Israel
Zangwill, who appeared without counsel
to oppose the restriction of the operations
of the Jewish cclonial trust to Palestine.

The case arose in this way: The efforts
of the trust to acquire colonization rights
in Palestine were made nugatory by the
opposition of the Sultan of Turkey. Find-
ing all operations in the Holy Land were
impossible, a project was initiated in 1903
for an extensive colonization in KEast
Africa.

The Zionist Congress in 1905 opposed this
and an amendment to the company’s
charter proposed the restricting of the
field to Palestine and Asia. Only 18,400
out of the 130,000 shareholders voted, and
16,000 favored the restriction.

The minority, represented by Zangwill
and others, applied to the court to refuse
sanction of the restriction, on the ground
that the vote was not representative of
the great body of shareholders. The argu-
ments occupied the chancery court two
days, and involved an extensive discus-
sion of the Old Testament prophecies and
the condition and fate of the unfortamnate
portions of the Jewish race in the various
parts of the globe.

Interest In Zangwill’s Spech.

The interest centered in Zangwill’'s great
speech on Thursday. For many years, he
explained, he had been an ardent advo-
cate of the Palestine movement. Then
he found himself up against a dead wall,
and realized it was necessary to seek
other ways to help his people.

He said colonization without a charter
is a dream, and that there can be no col-
onization in Palestine without the sanc-
tion of the Sultan. Though the policy of
peaceable penetration might do for Eng-
land, France or Germany, which owned'
warships, for the Jews it is only an idle
dream.

SLAVE NARKET
IN GERMANY

Children Rented To Farmers in
Century-Old Mart at Freid-
richshafen.

SRy SRR

Friedrichshafen, Germany, April 13.
—The annual recurrence of the cen-
tury-old labor market, in March 31—
which many local journals de-
seribe as only a slightly disguised
selling into temporary slavery—has
again aroused a storm of indignation
in the frontier provinces of Austria,
Switzerland and Germany.

In the marketplace of Friedrich-
shafen between three hundred and four
hundred boys and girls, from 11 to
14 years of age, whose homes
are in the outlying districts of the
Tyrol and the Voraralberg, are con-
tracted yearly for seven months, from
April 1 to the end of October, to farm-
ers from South Bavaria, Wurtemberg
and Baden.

Little conSideration is given to the
wishes of the children, most of them
being sent into service against their
will, and in_order to satisfy the avarice
of their parents.

The children, generally in the charge
of their parents, reach Friedrichshafen
on labor market day. Here they are
drawn upon the marketplace and
then brought forward for inspection by
a crowd of farmers, who look them
over, feel and poke their limbs, mean-
while discussing loudly their physical
merits and demerits,

Gradually all are disposed of, and
those in charge of the w<hildren then
sign with the farmers agreements for
the seven months’ bondage, and the
sums decided upon are handed over.
This generally amounts for the entire
period of seven months to $12 50, but
sometimes it means $20. The terms of
the contracts provide for all sorts of

| work about the farm, regardless of sex,

including cattle herding, housework,
and stable work.

According to a local mnewspaper,
which has conducted an inguiry, many
children return home partially crippled
or totally wrecked in health, owing to
the brutality of their masters. Heart-
rending scenes are witnessed when the
children part from their parents and
are handed over to their masters to
be taken away.

SHORTAGE OF BEEF
HALTS WAR DOGS

Military Expert Says Armies
Cannot Fight Witheut
American Meat.

London, April 13.—It has been predicted
by a British military expert that there
will not be a great war for a year or two
at least.

The reason he gives for this opinion is
that there is a shortage of American can-
ned beef. Armies, he says, cannot fight
unless they are fed, and in these days
they must be fed om American canned
bef:t. because there is no other foot ob-
tainable in sufficiently large quantities
and packed in such a way that it can
be easily transported and kept in eatable
condition for an indefinite period under
the varying conditions of warfare.

Within the last few weeks one Chicago
firm alone has shipped back to the Unit-
ed States more than 5,000,000 pounds of
canned beef, and it would have shipped
more had the supplies been available in
England.

A representative of this firm is now
plies.

“We are not looking for business now,”
he said. ‘“We have all we can do to sup-
ply our regular trade, and we must look
for that first.

“The British war office advertised the
other day for tenders for a large supply
of canned beef. I instructed our people
here mnot to bid, and I understand the
other Chicago houses have issued similar
instructions. I don't think the British
Government will get the beef.

American Fleet Needs Beef.

“The French war office and the Russian
Government are also in the market look-
ing for canned beef, and it cannot be
had. Even our own Government is in
difficulties. The Pacific fleet is looking
for canned beef at San Francisco, and
cannot find it.

“The fact is that the demand for beef
in America has outgrown the supply, and
it seems likely that it will continue to
do so.

“We can get so much better prices for
fresh meat now that it does not pay to
can it. The population of America is in-
creasing faster than any population ever
increased before, and the supply of cattle
is not increasing.

“In fact, there may have been a slight
decrease, but that factor alone would not
account for the shortage of canned beef.
We are selling as much beef as ever, but
we are selling it at high prices as fresh
beef.

“It pays us now to ship our canned beef
back to America, because we can get so
much better prices for it there. We can
get at least B0 per cent more than in
England today, and the tendéncy is for
prices to rise.

Army Contracts No Temptation.

I would not take the largest govern-
men contract that could be offered today
for less than 2 cents a pound, and we
have been selling beef on such contracts
until now at 3 cents a pound. In fact, I
would. prefer not to have the contracts
at all

SWIFT RELIEF
FOR REFUGEES

Yictims of Chelsea Fire Promptly
Cared For By Surround-
ing Cities,

Boston, April 13.—A careful esti«
mate by the insurance adjusters to-
day places the property loss at ap~
proximately $5,000,000, of which there
was insurance to the amount of $3,«
500,000,

Throughout the burned
loss is practically absolute.

This forencon the entire distrieg
was given up to the insurance adjust-
ers, businessmen, state and city offi-
cials, and the militia guard. The in-
surance adjusters, who were early on
the scene, were not long in ascertain-
ing that there was no chance for salv-
age. Some walis were standing, but
the inflammable parts of practically
every building of any size or impor-
tance had been consumed.

So quickly did the relief committeq
perform their work during the night
that this forenoon there seemed to be
scarcely anyone in a destitute condi-
tion in or about the burned district.

McCoig (West Kent), aged 33, the three
youngest representativés in the House,
will not seek re-election to the Legisla-
ture. Mr. Dunlop is retiring, and Messrs.
McMillan and McCoig are both probable
candidates for the House of Commons in
their respective ridings.

The two veteran members of the Legis-
lature are also retiring. Mr. John Smith
(Peel), aged 77 years, the oldest repre-
sentative in the House, will not ssek re-
election, while Hon. Dr. Willoughby (East
Northumberland), who is  nearing the
threescore and ten, Is mnot expected to
again contest his riding.

This will leave the prime minister, ¥on.
Mr. Whitney, the oldest member in the
House. Despite the fact that Mr. Whit-
ney has not yet a white hair in his head,
he is the senior of all the members, all
of whom are adorned by snowy white-
ness.

The prime minlster is 65 vears of age.
only one year separating him from the
former head of the Province, Hon. George
W. Ross.

Next to Mr. Whitney in senlority of age
comes Hon. A. J. Matheson, the provin-
cial treasurer; then Mr. J. R. Dargaven
(Ieeds), and Col. J. 8. Munro (North
Oxford , another vear behind; Hon. J. J.
Foy and Hon. Thomas Crawford are an-
other twelvemonths in the rear, followed
again by a year later by Hon. Richard
Harcourt and Dr. T. S. Smellie (Lake of
the Woods).

Hon. Mr. Harcourt is the oldest in the
mentbership of the House. He has been
in the Legislature for 30 years. Hon. Mr.
Whitney is second, having
Dundas for twenty years.

Of the members who will not seek re-
election, the majority are Liberals. Some
30 per cent of the little Opposition is
dropping out. Of a total of 26 members,
eight have definitely announced their re-
tirement—Messrs.. Arch. Hislop (East
Huron)., A. B. McCoig (West Kent), and
J. A. McMillan (Glengarry), will be can-
didates for the Federal House; Messrs.
7. H. Preston (South Brant), John Smith
(Peel), J. S. Munro (North Oxford), M.
G. Cameron (West Huron), and William
Anderson (East Peterboro), are reported
to be retiring.

Frederick Shields Devotes Fourteen
Years To Decorating Walls.
L.ondon, April 13.—In the heart of this
city, not far qGistance from the Marble
Arch, there stands one of the sirangest
temples of worship in the whole world.
It is called the Chapel of the Ascension,
and it contains no pulpit, no altar, no
font, no band of choristers. No services
are held in it, and no priest or minister
crosses its threshold except as a visitor.
The chapel is a place not of Christian
routine and service, but simply where a
man or woman may ‘‘rest awhile and
commune with his own soul amid pic-
tured walls,” as the notice which hangs

over the door says.

The chapel is the idea of Mrs. Russell
Gurney, who, during her lifetime, was a
member of one ofthe best-known families
in London.

But while the purpose of the chapel it-
self is unique, more remarkable still are
the religious paintings that cover its
walls from floor to ceiling. For fourteen
vears Frederic Shields, the famous Eng-
lish painter, and friend and contemporary
of Ruskin, Dante Rossetti and TFord
Madox Brown, has devoted his whole
time nad thought to their execution. Al-
though the task is not yet complete, there
are but few vacant spaces on the walls of
the little building. Nearly 200 paintings,
illustrating the Scriptures, have emanat-
ed frem the fertile brain of this artist.
