A citizen has just receied an inter­

esting letter from a well-known doctor 
who left for overseas some time ago, 
in which the latter writes that condi­
tions in England have assumed a more 
or less threatening aspect, as to create 
a certain amount of alarm among the 
advocates of monarchial government.

Ue states that the unrest among the 
workmen is becoming more ominous 
every day, and that democracy and so­
cialism are making rapid strides toward 
absolute materialization. He even hints 
that conditions in the old country are I 
somewhat similar to the state of Russia! 
a few months before the revolution.

Problems After the War.
He adds that the adjustment of na­

tional affairs after the war is a matter 
which in his opinion will be practically 
unsolveable. The prices of foodstuffs is 
not acute, although eggs sell at eight 
cents each, beef is 45 cents per pound, 
cheese 76 cents, and potatoes, sugar 
and other commodities are prohibited on : 
certain specified days. The unrest | 
among the workmen is due to the long: 
hours, the annoying food conditions, the ! 
high price of beer, and very poor beer ati 
that, and lastly the feeling that the war| 
is a conflict against German monarchism 
and all conditions pertaining to mon­
archy. The workmen therefore are bit- 
terly opposed to their own governing 
constitution.

I His sermon threw a number of in- 
’teresting sidelights on the assembly.

Dealing with foreign missions, he 
stated that the work had progressed 
well, although the war was affecting 
most fields. Its influence was being 
felt particularly in China, from whence 
thousands of the natives were being 
taken through Canada to work in the 
munition factories of France. He as­
serted that, he had seen between four­
teen and eighteen carloads of the! 
Oriental workmen near Montreal pre- 
paring to embark at one of the Atlan- 

: tic ports.
Many Missionaries.

Missionaries, he said, were going 
with each contingent of workers as it 

I was felt, that these men, far from their 
homes, would offer an excellent field I 

! in which to sow the seeds of the Chris­
tian doctrine. Fifteen workers had al­
ready been withdrawn from North 
Honan to carry on this work, leaving, 
only two male missionaries in that part ! 
of the country.

Home mission work had been pro­
moted with the greatest difficulty be­
cause of the scarcity of men. The 
majority of these in the. past year had 
come from colleges in the United 
States because the institutions here 
had been depleted of students to the 
number of 270. All these men were in

One of the problems presented by 

I i this field was the "trek" of the 
■ churches in the more populous cities 
= from the congested portions of the 
4 municipalities into the newer residen- 
.tial sections. This situation had been 
I counteracted in a few cities by the 
| establishment of settlement homes
