Sydney, NS., Dec. 23—Marconi's 
modest little office at bleak Table Head 
was flooded with congratulatory 
messages from all parts of the world, 
and the wireless wizard was in great 
spirits. • .

The first inkling that his experiments 
were crowned with success was obtained 
on Sunday morning, when one of Mar­
coni's staff asked the Cape Breton 
Yacht Club at Sydney for the loan of 
a number of flags, as Mr. Marconi evi­
dently intended to celebrate the sue- 
cess of his work by a display of bunt- 
ing at Table Head. The nerce gale and 
ram which is sweeping around the coast 
to-day prevented him from carrying out 
thia intention There is nothing at Ta­
ble Head to signalize his triumph.

When seen yesterday Mr. Mar­
coni at first stated that be had nothing 
more to give out than had been con­
tained in his messages. W ben asked for 
the text of some of the messages trans­
mitted, be said that as a matter of eti­
quette they would have to be given out 
tiret from England, and that the mes­
sages would probably be published in 
the English papers to-day. "I have no 
objections whatever,” he said, "to tell­
ing you between whom the messages 
were sent. In the first place, there was 
one from Lord Minto to King Edward; 
then there was one from myself to the 
King, to which I received a very nice 
reply, congratulating me on my success. 
I also sent a message to the King of 
Italy, and received an answer of con­
gratulation in reply. Commander Mar­
tini of the Italian cruiser Carlo Alberto 
sent a message to the Italian Govern­
ment, and received a reply. Other mes­
sages sent were from Dr. Parkin to The 
London Times and from Sir Richard 
Cartwright to The Times. All these 
messages were of a congratulatory na­
ture. The message from Commander 
Martini to the Italian Government was 
in Italian, and, despite the difficulty of 
working with English operators, both 
Frere successfully transmitted. I sent 
all these messages myself, and they 
►ere received by Mr. Woodward, chief 
of receiving staff at Poldhu.

“When did I first succeed in transmit­
ting messages from Table Head to Corn­
wall ? Well, it was about a month Er 
The first messages were, of course. 
in code, and were simply queries, snes 
as ‘How is this?‘ We would have been 
in a position to transmit messages much 
sooner but for delays in obtaining ma­
chinery of all kinds. We are, as you can 
see, somewhat out of the world here, 
and often we had to send as far as 
Montreal for parts of machinery. This, 
of course, delayed us greatly, even af­
ter the first message was sent. A slight 
defect was found in one of the instru­
ments, and it required two days to 
remedy this, and I cannot tell you de­
finitely when we will have our station 
ready for commercial purposes. All that 
is required here is a little organization, 
which is merely a matter of a little 
time. Some time ago. however, the Eng- 
lish Government, which controls the 
telegraph system of the United King- 
dom, refused to make connection with 
the Poldhu station, and this, of course, 
will have to be done before we can do 
a commercial business.

“It was rather amusing," said Mr. 
Marconi, "for us to read rumors of fail- 
are in the newspapers, just at the time 
when our experiments were being sue- 
cessful.

THE CROWN PRINCESS MISSING

SINCE DECEMBER 12.

Official Announcement Says that She 
Has Gone Abroad—Th ry of Sui- 
cide Not Confirmed.

Dresden, Saxony, Dec. 23.-The Crown 
Princess of Saxony fled from her home 
during the night of December 11-12. 
The Dresdener Journal says :- 
“The Princess, in a state of intense men­
tal excitement, suddenly deserted her 
family at Salzburg and went abroad. 
The Saxon Court functions for the win­
ter, including the New Year’s recep­
tion, have been cancelled.”

The foregoing paragraph in the 
official journal, which was inserted by 
order of the King and Crown Prince, 
has confirmed what tor several days 
past has been regarded as an incredible 
tale. The Crown Princess, surrounded 
by her ladies-in-waiting and numerous 
attendants and servants of the royal 
household, has vanished so utterly that 
the police of every kingdom of Europe 
have for ten days been unable to trace 
her. The official announcement was 
made in order to obtain the aid of the 
general public in finding the Princess, 
end because the Court fiction that she 
preferred to remain in retirement at 
Salzburg rather than to return to her 
husband and children at Dresden can­
not longer be maintained.

Accompanied by the Crown Prince, the 
Princess went to the castle of Emper- 
or Franeis Joseph, near Salzburg, -a 
month ago. A week after their arrival 
the Prince broke hie leg while hunting 
and was brought back to Dresden. The 
Princess, however, still remained at the 
castle. Why she did se the people of 
the Court did not know, except thst the 
Princess, with gloomy tenacity, usually 
does what she wants. For a utile 
while this explanation sufficed; then 
fragments of gossip began to reach 
Dresden. It was said that the Princess 
had surrendered herself to periods of 
nervous excitement, and that her accent- 
tricities of deportment caused much con- 
cern to lier suite and to some of her 
Austrian kinsfolk who were staying in 
the castle with her. It is now believed 
that she was under surveillance.

The narrative of the events at 
Salzburg during the night of December 
11 and 12 aa told in Dresden is that 
the Princess, who appeared to be in an 
unusually tranquil mood, retired before 
12 o’clock, and after the music in the 
saloon. Three hours later, when a maid 
looked in the royal bed chamber, some­
thing in the appearance of the bed 
prompted her to go closer and examine 
it. Instead of the Princess the maid 
perceived a dummy figure. She awak­
ened the lady in waiting and the lat- 
ter, with other members of the Prin- 
cess’ suite, searched all the neighboring 
apartments, then the entire castle, and 
finally the grounds of the castle, but no 
trace of the Princess was found. At 
dawn the police of Salzburg were in­
formed of the disappearance, and in- 
quiries were made throughout the whole 
countryside, bit with no tangible result. 
The inquiry by the end of that day had 
extended to all parts of the Kingdom 
of Saxony, and on authority from Bree­
den on the end of the second day to 
all of Europe The theory of suicide 
was suggested, and a fruitless search 
for the Princess has been made. AU 
the ponds and other pieces of water in 
the vicinity of the castle have been 
dragged without result

The disappearance of the Princess will 
doubtless cause the circulation of many 
stories. It is already related that she 
eloped, but inquiries made here have 
brought out nothing to substantiate or 
support this supposition.

BANK NOTE FORGERS.

Remaining Prisoners Sentenced to 
Terms of Penal Servitude.

London, Dee. 23.—The five of the re­
maining prisoners on trial here in con­
nection with the bank note forgeries 
were sentenced to terme of penal 
servitude ranging from a year to 18 
months. The sixth man got off with 
one month in prison.

OSPITAL 80 D AND STAFF 
OR TO MISS JOHNSTODU

Handsome Presentations and Hearty Eulogies Last Evening- 
Ex-Mayor Malcolmson, Chairman of the Board, Pays 

High Tribute to the Lady's Work and Abilities 
—A Very Inspiring Address.

Miss Bella Johnston, formerly su- 
perintendent at the Public General 
Hospital, now occupying a similar po- 
sition at the Mineral Baths, was last 
evening presented with a handsome 
gold watch and chain, suitably en- 
graved, a ladies’ companion and sev- 
eral eulogistic addresses, at the Hos- 
pital. I

The Hospital Board, comprising 
Chairman Hugh Malcolmson, Judge 
Houston, Manson Campbell and Sec­
retary McKeand, were present, to­
gether with the 14 nurses. The occa- 
sion was taken advantage of to ex- 
press in some degree the great appre­
ciation which the Board felt for the 
splendid work Miss Johnston had 
done for the hospital. t

Secretary McKeand read the fol­
lowing extract front the minutes of 
the regular Hospital Board meeting 
held on December 5th:— 1-

“After all business had been trans- 
acted, Mr. Malcolmson requested Mr. 
a. F. Gardiner to take the chair, as 
he (Mr. Malcolmson) wished to make 
a resolution. He referred briefly to 
the great loss which the Public Gen­
eral Hospital had sustained in losing 
the valuable services of Miss Johns- 
ton. Since the opening of the hospi­
tal this lady had devoted both her 
time and talents as a superior train­
ed nurse and likewise had given the 
institution the full benefit of her ex­
cellent executive ability as a super- 
intentent. In this way Miss Johns- 
ton's efforts had largely been the 
means of building up the Hospital 
and placing that institution in its 
present creditable position.

“Few knew belter than the speaker 
the sacricices of personal comfort and 
finances that Miss Johnston had 
made. She had even given up ber own 
room to patients, nor bad she ever re­
ceived more than one-half the salary 
which was paid in similar institu­
tional. (

“Mr. Malcolmson then moved that 
a room in the hospital be granted to 
Miss Johnston for her own personal 
use whenever she desired it, sick or 
well, free of charge.

'All the other members of the 
Board concurred and the motion oar- 
ried unanimously.”

After Mr. McKeand had conclud- 
ed, Mr. Malool meson presented Miss 
Johnston with a handsome , gold 
watch and chain in a beautiful case. 
Mir. Malcolmson, on behalf of the 
Board, paid a high tribute to the 
ex-superintendent and the heroic 
manner in which she had toiled for 
the good of the hospital. The Board 
were sorry to lose her, but felt that 
the young lieutenant, on whose 
shoulders Mias Johnston’s mantle had

fallen, would continue the good work 
of her predecessor, since under Miss 
Johnston she had received her train- 
ing. He trusted and felt that the 
nurses would all be loyal to Miss 
Kennedy.

Judge Houston, A F. Gardiner and 
Manson Campbell in brief speeches 
endorsed what President Malcolmson 
had said.

The nurses presented Miss Johnst on 
with a sterling silver mounted mir­
ror. brush and combs. The articles 
were engraved with Miss Johnston’s 
initials. The following address ac- 
companied the presentation:

Dear Miss Johnston.— The staff of 
the Public General Hospital on the 
occasion of your resigning the of­
fice of superintendent, desire to ex- 
press the feeling of friendship and 
good will they entertain towards you, 
and to assure you of their warm 
appreciation of the deep and kindly 
interest you have always taken in 
their welfare. The difficult and re- 
sponsible position you have occupied 
for so many years has been filled in 
a way to gain the respect and ad­
miration of those who have known 
you, but probably none live had the 
opportunity df knowing those sterling 
qualities of character you have dis­
played as those who have received 
their course of training and inst rue- 
tion under your guidance and super- 
vision, the deep and unselfish interest 
you have manifested in the sick who 
have come to this Hospital has been 
an inspiration to us all, and we feel 
that whatever good we may accom- 
plish in our chosen profession may 
be attributed, in a large measure, 
to your teaching and example.

We shall miss your aid and counsel 
more than we own express, and we 
are sure the public have reason to 
neg ret your severance from an in- 
stitution you have done so much to 
bring into popular flavor.

As a mark of our high regard 
and a slight token of our friendship, 
we ask you to accept this gift. and 
we wish you the happiness and satis- 
faction that come from a sense of 
duties well and faithfully performed.

Miss Johnston thanked the Board 
and the nurses for their kindness. 
Mice Johnston was quite overcome.
Mm. Powell, the matron, also made 
a pretty little speech.

Coffee and cake was then served
and the happy gathering was brought 
to • close.

MILS JOHNSTON’S THANKS
Mr. Malcolmson and Gentlemen of 

the Boord,—In thanking you for your 
kind address and beautiful present, 
I also desire to thank you for the 
uniform kindness and consideration 
always shown me throughout the ten 
years I have been in the Hospital. 
Your kindness about the room will 
never be forgotten, and believe me, 
1 can always look with pleasure on 
the Hospital as a home.

DIES.PRO
PAYMENT ON THE BASIS OF THE 

LAST CENSUS.

The Proposal of ths Provincial Pre­
miers’ Conf rence—A Difference 
on the Fisheries Award Division.

Quebec. Dec. 23 — There is pretty rea- 
liable suthority for the statement that 
what the Provincial Premiers ask by 
the resolutions adopted at the final 
meeting of the conference on Saturday is 
the readjustment of the Federal subsidy 
of 80 cents per head of the population 
of the Provinces, so that hereafter it 
may be always calculated upon the 
basis of the last decennial census, in­
stead of upon that of 1861, as arrang- 
ed st confederation. This means, of 
course, a considerable increase in the 
sum of the actual subsidies paid to the 
Provinces. but a limit to this increase 
is provided. When the population of 
any Province has so augmented that 
the subsidy at the rate of 80 cents per 
head would exceed the sum of $2,500,- 
000 per annum, the resolutions propose 
that the subsidy shall be reduced to 60 
cent* per bead.

On the subsidy question the delegates 
were practically unanimous, but it is 
understood that Attorney-General Long- 
ley, on behalf of Nova Scotia, dissent- 
ed from the other* on the question of 
the fisheries award of $5,500,000, the 
division of which between Quebec. New 
Brunswick, Novs Scotia and Prince Ed 
ward Island is now demanded. It would 
appear that Nova Scotia considers itself 
better off without this division, and 
hence it* dissent from the resolution of 
the conference on the subject.

Speaking at the Board of Trade ben 
quet on Saturday evening. Premier 
Tweedie of New Brunswick told hie 
hearers that when the Provincial Pre 
miers went to Ottawa he expected t 
hear it yelled out that they had gon 
there to make another raid on the 
treasury. In the past they had no 
been in the habit of making such raids, 
and they did not intend in the futur 
to make any illicit demanda upon it 
They would simply ask for their right*

The Provincial Premiers and their col­
league* who were still in town on Sun­
day attended by invitation Divine ser 
vice at the Anglican cathedral, and were 
accommodated with seats in the Gov 
ernor-General’s pew The coronation 
choir sang the service.

During their flying visit to Quebec or 
Saturday Messrs. Mackenzie & Mana 
saw Premier Parent, and. it is under 
stood, discussed with him the chance 
of obtaining a Provincial subsidy for th 
extension through this Province of the 
Canadian Northern to the port of Que 
bee as it* eastern terminus.

ALL FRANCE INTER J.

RETURN OF THE HUMBERTS II 
EAGERLY AWAITED.

Trial is Expected to Lead to Sansa- 
tional Developments—Renewal of 
Anti-Semite Discussion.

Paris, Dee. 23.— The public awaits 
with intense interest the return to 
Paris of the Humberts, the famous 
swindlers, and their accomplices, who 
were arrested in Madrid Not since 
France was shaken by the Dreyfus af­
fair has the country been so profound 
ly moved as It is by the developments 
In this case. The French newspapers 
are devoting all their energies to elab­
orate presentations of the celebrated 
case. Some papers assert that the ar- 
rest of the Humberts is only a prelude 
to even more sensational developments, 
which involve personages, in the fore- 
most ranks of the political, judicial and 
social world.

Veiled allusions have 
been made to, some of the men most 
prominent in public life, some news- 
papers even going so far a* to -name 
those alleged to figure, directly or indi­
rectly, in the affair, and public opinion 
is intensely wrought up over the ex­
pected developments.

JUDGMENT AGAINST BRUNET 

ST. JAMES.

WILFUL BLINDNE EQUIVA-
LENT TO QUILT.

MONEY PAID FOR THE COMMIS.
SION OF CRIME.

Montreal, Dec. 23.—Mr. Joseph Bru- 
net. Liberal M.P. for St. James’ Divis- 
ion, was unseated and disquali­
fied. In giving judgment, acting Chief 
Justice Tait referred a. a few words 
to the frauds in poll 37, to the payment 

"of money by the respondent to Brault, 
an elector; Melancon, another elector, 
and the payment ay these people of 
personators. No money had been paid 
by Mr. Honore Gervais, the legally 
authorized agent, who was the only one 
who had a right to pay out any money 
for the legal expenses, according to law. 
What inference was to be drawn from 
the action of Brunet as revealed by 
the evidence 1 This was expressed by 
the acting Chief Justice as follows:- 
"I think the inference we should draw 
is that the money was paid to Brault 
with the intention that it should be 
used in the manner it was used, and that 
defendant must stand responsible for 
the use Brault made of it As has been 
said, willful and intentional ignorance is 
the same as actual knowledge. As the 
money was used for corrupt practices, 
as, for instance, in the payment of per- 
senators, defendant must be held guilty 
of corrupt practices, and we consider it, 
therefore, our duty to annul the ejec­
tion and report accordingly.”

Mr Justice Loranger recited the eir- 
cumstances of the case at length. The 
particulars upon which the annulment 
of the election was asked for included 
the frauds at poll 37, the tearing up of 
good ballots to be replaced by forgeries, 
the forging of ballots for people who 
bad never voted, and the reception of 
votes from unauthorized persons, as 

, well as a general system of corruption 
and personation throughout the con- 
stituency. The defendant contends that 
the frauds were committed by agents 
outside of bi* knowledge and control. 
Even if this were true, there is enough 
proved to annul the electron. The fact 
of bringing together at the central 
committee rooms the night before poll­
ing of the crowd of miserable black- 
guards who had been hired to “tele- 
graph” or personate, and the assembling 
of the same crowd in a cellar before 
polling, to get drinks and money to 
start on their nefarious work, was suf- 
ficient evidence of sn organized plan of 
corruption and ballot-stealing. The 
Judge maintained that the question of 
agency was established, and. coming to 
the question of personal disqualifica- 
tion, his Lordship said the court had 
deeply pondered on the subject, end 
carefully considered their responsibility 
in the matter of depth ing a citizen of 
bin right*. The learned Judge then 
went into the evidence, showing whose 
money had been paid out to secure the 
services of telegraphers, and to keep peo­
ple away from the country. The pay­
ments made to Brault and Melancon, 
two electors, were in contravention of 
the law. They might not be sufficient 
to bring about disqualification, if it had 
been shown that the money had been 
used for legal purposes. Here it had 
been used, according to the evidence, to
pay a lot of blackguards to personate 
and commit crime*. Some of it had 
even been paid to the poll clerk of poll 
•7 for participation in the crimes com­
mitted at that place against law and 
public order. Brunet must have known 
of these payments when he sent money 
up during the payments, and had to 
call the police to protect the peyer. He 
who closes his eyes in order not to see 
corrupt acts is fully as guilty as if he 
had actually participated in them. The 
court, therefore, came to the conclusion 
that the respondent Brunet knew of 
the corset., acts end countenanced 
them.

The 
bridge of the nose, paraUel on both 
sides, should be a little wider in the 
center. The tip should be neither too 
thin nor too fleshy, and its lower out­
line neither narrow nor too wide.

Seen sideways, the 
lower part of the nose will have but a 
third of its total length.
