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Blonde Bros. Receive Ceﬁtract
e Work At The Colleglate

Board Of Education Deeide Upon Several Improvements
To The City Schools-uattqr of Fh'e
Escapes Taken Up

A apecial mzeting of the Board of
Education was held last evening in
Harrison Hall, for the purpose of
considering  the recommendations
made in the reports of the Finance
and Internal Management commit-
tees. Those present at the meeting
were, Dr. Geo. T. MoKeough, chair-
man, and Messrs. Richards, Morley,
McLachlan, MecArthur, McCorvie,
Somerville, Brackin and BSecretary
Macnabb.

Mr .Morley read.the report of the
Finance ocommittee, which recom-
mendzd that the temder of the
Blonde Lumber Company for all the
work and material renovations to
be made at the Collegiate Institute,
be actepted. The price mentiovned in
the Blonde Company’s tender was
$1,889. The Blonde Company recom-
mended that for a finished and sat-
isfactory job the building should
receive two coats of paint instead
of one. The second coat of paint
would cost $75 extra.

Clause two of this report recom-
mended that the temder of Robert
Riddell & Son, for the placing of
fire escapes on the Central School
and the Collegiate be aceepted,  at
$537 for the Contral and $375 for
the Collegiate.

Mr. Morley stated that the Blonde
Company had recommended that two
extra blackboards be replaced at the
Collegiate. These were badly need-
ed, and the comipany had offered to
install them for $60. The rooms in
which these boards are required are

room 1 A band room 3 C.

It was moved by Mr. McCorviel
seiconded by Mr. Somerville, that the
Collegiate building be given a sec-
ond coat of paint, as recommended
in the Blonde tender, at a cost of
$75 extria.—Carried. -

Mr. Brackin mioved, s:conded by
Mr. Richards, that two extra black-
boards be replaced with new ones
at the Collegiate, as per the recom-
mendation of the Blonde tender, at
a cost of $60.—Carried.

Mr. Morley, szconded by Mr. Rich-
ards, recommehded thiat the report
as a whole bz adopted.—Carried.

Mr. Morley stated that omly one
tender for new desks at the Col-
legiate had been received. This was
from Coltart & Wilson, and the

prices were as follows,—desks num-.

ber one, $38.85; desks number two,
$2.95; desks number three, $3.60.

It was moved by Mr. Morley, sec-
onded by Mr. McArthur, thiat fifty
number ome desks, with as many
rear d:sks as may be required, be
ordered from Coltart & Wilson. —
Carried.

Contract Is Signed For
New Electric Light Plant

The Colonial Engineering Company Will Give Chatham
The Finest Plant In The Dominion—Good Bargain
For The City

The City Council held a special
meeting last evening for the purpose
of passing a by-law authorizing the
gsigning and executing of the con-
tract with the Colonial Engineering
Company of Montreal for the in-
stallation of a complete new! electric
light station. The by-law was given
its different readings and finally
passed, and all that remains now is
for the’ company to come on and
erect the plant.

The contract as read atf the meet-
ing, is one of the best contracts that
any municipality ever secured from
any concern for any kind of muni-
cipal work. The eity is indeed for-
tunate in securing this agreement,
for it is complefe in every detail.
Nothing has been overlooked, and in
fact the agreement is sq binding that
none but the most reliable kind of a
concern could dare to sign it. The
city’s interests have been guarded in
a most scrupulous manner, and in
fact to the average observer, it seems
that the Council has gone extremely
far to be on the safe side. This, it
will be agreed, however, is good
policy in any event, and, the citizens
can rest assured that they are get-
ting the very best that is securable.
One matter which should be made
mention of, is the thoroughly gen-
tlemanly manner in which Mr. Read,
the representative of the Colonial
Engineering Company, has acted ever
since he first started negotiations
with the city. Mr. Read is a true

type of a perfect and straightfor-
ward gentleman and business man.
He has gone much out of his way
to assist the aldermen.in solving the
electric light question, and has given
information of a very valuable char-
acter which he was by no means
obliged to supply. His tender was
very reasonable, and apart from this
he has since, in the negotiations in
connection with the drawing up of
the contract, made concessions in the
city’s favor which drc, to say the
least, very generous. In every point
brought up in dispute even! since his
tender was acecepted, he has not stop-
ped at going half way, but he has
gone the whole distance in meeting
the city, in arriving atf an amicable
settlement.

Alderman William Potter
Tells It To The Banner

In A Very Clever Speech, He Defends His Character
Against A Recent Scurrilous Attack—Banner
_Once Move Humiliated

men’s . icharacters, directly or indi-
rectly. As one of the aldermen said
after the meeting, it was too bad
that the editor of the Banner was
not there himself, to hear person-
ally what the aldermen thought of
such yellow journalism.

Ald. Potter—Now thiat the whole
businegs is through, the aldermen
have every reason to feel very satis-
fied. It has bezen a long and tedious
struggle, but as we have proceeded
I have lajid bafore you every detail
of every step taken. We have been
most successful and I think you will
all agree with me that we are in
good hands: We are with a gom-
pany that will give us one of the
best plants in the Dominion. I wish
to refer to @ matter which I would
not notice were I not so sensitive
and thin-skinned, probably. I want
to take exoeptinn to what wag said
by the News in reiference to the
Couneil. One of our nswspapers—in-
dicating the desk where the Banner
reporter was sitting—has taken up-
on itself to publish some flying ru-
mors, when they probably juset heard
them from a very few people. They
seem to want to publish stuff with-
out considering a man's reputation.

I hiave even mac-
rificed my own interests to serve the
city, and in this matter I did the

SAW THE MAN
ON THE TRACK

Walter Young Was Talking
to man Killed Near
Dresden

Water—Was Lying
On The Trgck

Dresden, July 22.—According to the
story told by a young man giving
his name as O, Young, and his home
at Port Huron, the man found dead
beside the Pere Marquette tracks on
Sunday is Ed. Heffernan, and he was
formerly employed in  the. Wallace-
burg sugar works.

According to Young’s story, he
found the man lying beside the track
and calling for = water. Young
searched for a long time to try to
find some water, but was unable to
do so. Then he went into Dresden
and informed some citizens.

Young' swore to the following
stautement in "this city this morning:

Walter Young, age 19, address 2307
Seventh street, Port Huron, says as
follows: . Last Saturday night abont
12,06 as I was walking the track
from Port Lambton to Dresden, and
when within about two miles of Dres-
den I came across a man lying in
the centre of the P. M. track. He
was on his stomach with his feet

toward Tupperville. He was alive.
First I said to him, ‘‘Are you
drunk " and he said "No.” I asked

him what was the matter, and he
said 'his toes were cut off and he
was hurt in several places. I iasked
him to let me help him get off the
track as a train might come along.
He told me to leave him lay right
beteen the rails, but asked me to
get him a drink of water. I could
not get any water imy the ditch as
it was all dried up.; Then he told
me. to 8o to. Pat Gilroy, an old man
living in Deesden, gnd tell him to
come down to him and to bring some
water or beer. I then left him in
middle of track and went| on to Dres-
den. The wman said just before I left
that he was *all in,” and that he
was badly hurt. I went to Dresden
and got there about 4.30 Sunday
morning. In the meantime I went
to sleep myself alongside the track.
I was so tuckered out I could hardly
move, that is the reason I did not
hurry to Dresden to get help for
the man. Although he said ha was
“all in,” I made no attempt to go
to any farm house for help as I was
scared of the dogs. ~When I got to
Dresden I did not go to any person
land inform them of thel man being
on traeck. I did not go to Pat Gil-
roy as asked all Sunday, and only
saw him for a few seconds this
morning,

A mighty boom is being assidu-
ously worked up by the Liberal
press and the party bosses to give
Premier Laurier a big welcome on
his return from his trip across the
Atlantic. Ostensibly it is bzing pro-
claimed a8 a nou-partisan public af-
fair, but in reality it is b:ing ar-
ranged to turn public attention
from the rank ecandals of eccrtain
of the Laurier Cabinet Ministers. It
may be said in reply that that is
only a Tory view of it, but let the
thinking reader peruse these editor-
ial comments from the Montreal
Witness, a Liberal newspaper which,
after making obzisance to Sir Wil-
frid, says:

“Bir Wilfrid Laurier upon his re-
turn finds himself confrontzd with a
task heavy enough to frighten a
man less brave and less noble. There
were reasons for his having been
unwilling to forsake his place at
the helm at home. No one can deny
that the Canadian Liberal party has
fallen upon evil days. No doubt it
is largely responsible for our pres-
ent condition of prosperity, but na-
tions end parties as well as men

sometimes in gaining the whole
world lose their own gouls. Once
the Liberal party was the foe of

privilege, the enemy of corruption,
the friend of all the sturdy virtues
that go to the upbuilding of a na-
tion’s character. It came into pow-
er in support of these ideals. He
ia a bold man who would deny that
of late there have been many de-
partures from them and, a general
lowering of tone which acts as dry
rot.”

This i a frank comfession by a
powerfully independent Grit paper,
points out the Brockville Times,
that the Liberal Government of
Canada is in rotten shape, and that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier is expected to
clean it up.

@ago, veivre wheat-
growing in the Grzat West had
reached angthing like its present
proportions, Ontario farmers cart.d
their own whzat to the nearest mill,
and during the grinding talk_d pol-
itics with their 'n:ighbors till the
time bto return comtentedly with
fe:d or flour for home  use. If at
that time som: soothsayer had pre-
dicted that in som: sections of the
provinge wheat growing would be
abandoned on agcount of Western
competition, and that farmers would
refus: to accept flour made from
their own wheat when Manitoba
flour was available, they would have
smiled pityingly on the poor deluded
pessimist.

But this decline in the miarket is
exactly what has happzned to the
Ontario farmer. Millers are now
able to run only eight or ten hours
a day, with the result that feed
costs nearly - double what it did
in the days bafore the Western com-
petition had cut into the market.

It is safe to assert that during the
last twenty years farmers of On-
tario have lost millions through the
decline in the demland for Ontario
flour in this province.

While here in Ontario, Western
flour has gained an enviable ascen-
dancy, enterprising Ontario millers
have bzen able to compete success-
fully with Westerm - flour in  the
Maritime Provinces, where Ontario
blended flours hiave captured the
market. Enough Western wheat is
added to the finely flavored, nour-
ishing Ontario wheat to bring up
the percentage of gluten to the pro-
per strength, and now, even in On-
tario the mpst popular loaf sold by
the largest firm of bakers is made
of Ontario blended flour, and the
public have bezen quick to respond
wherever the new bread is put upom
the market, as it is now shipped
daily to a mnomber of towna
thronghout Onitario.

Whiat has won the unprejudiced
approval of the Eastern Provingces
ought to be well worth the atten-
tion of the Ontario farmers, whose
interests are best served by doing
all in their power to enourage the

le of Ontario.wheat. As the new
flours find their whay into general
use
the wheat market will improve, and
stockmen may expeot to ecure bram
and shorts at a more reasonable
tigure.

And this is
patural enough when we consider what
wit is and what is the nature of pure
humor,

Wit is swift and sharp. It leaps
forth suddenly like the rapler of &
ready duelist. It glitters a moment
and. then sends its thrust straight
home. It depends upon surprise. Its
essence is ingenuity; its appeal is whol-
ly to the mind.

Humer, on the other hand, in its
highest form, is almost a sixth sense
and is therefore very hard to analyze.
It consists wholly in a peculiar point
of view, and it makes its way into
raind far more slowly than wit.
enjoys it deliberately, as though
were pleasurably savoring some
and sunny vintage, some rare old wine
which must be sipped with delibera-
tion so that not an atom of its fine
bouquet shall be lost.

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THE BLIND OF CAIRO.

To Be Found Everywhere In the Shops

and on the Streets.

x i, .| The first thing that impresses the
interest; libera'| qooroer in Cairo is the number of
blind—men, women and children—to be
found everywhere in the shops and on
the streets. Ophthalmia is very preva-
lent fhroughout Egypt. Because of su-
perstition concerning “the evil eye”
the native mothers of the middle or
the lower class do not wash the eyes
of their babies at all Watching the
flies buzzing umheeded around and
upon these blind children, a stranger
hastens to buy a fly whisk. These are
for sale everywhere and are quite at-
tractive with their ornaments of fancy
beads and palm leaf fiber. Blind beg-
gars greet one at every corner. Even
in the high class Egyptian families
there are many blind. The lower
classes of Bgyptians are given much
to hasheesh—that is, the lower classes
in the large cities—and, although it is
agﬂmltthelawtosell it, one will have
the hasheesh places pointed out, and
the men who smoke the drug are seen

distinguished
by the peculiar appearance of their
eyes, which become red, swollen and
baggy underneath, and by the peculiar
color of the skin, which resembles
somewhat the skin of a Chinese oplum
smoker.—Harrlet Quimby in Leslie's

M. A. P. gives us some interesting
sartorial particulars of King Edward.
He has never been guilty of eccentri-
cities in the matter of dress nor does
he ever wear anything that would
markedly distinguish him from other
well-dressed men; jewelry, as an arti-
ele of male adornment, he abhors.
His beard is well trimmed, his hat,
coat, trousers, and boots fit him to

ection. All is unobtrusive and

proachable. And yet, despite this
subdued note, King Edward is, with-
out doubt, the best dressed man in
Europe

There is a general but quite mis-
taken impression that the ﬁ wears
s suit upon one oecasion only. As
he wears three suits a day this would
mean about a thousand suits a year.
M. A. P. continues:

‘““The idea has arisen probably from
the fact that he is never seen in the
same suit twice in succession, an ar-
rangement made ible by the en-
ormous gize of his wardrobe, which
is being continually angmented at the
rate of about thirty suits a year. At
his various residences he has stored
away some 300 suits, in addition to
numerous uniforms all ready for in-
stant service. 3

“The King’s knowledge of tailorin
technique is considerable.

checks. He does not pay such ex:

| travegant prices for his clothes as

may be supposed. For a pair of
trousers he gives from $10 to $12.50,
for a lounge suit §$50, and for an even-
ing suit $75. These are high prices
for the average rich man, but plenty
of society men pay as much.

“Altogether 'the King’s yearly
clothes bill amounts to about $6,000.
His uniforms are the most expensive
considerations. He is honorary col-
onel of over thirty regiments and he
must have a uniform for each. He
has at least 100 uniforms all ready
for use at any moment.” é 3

eral in the number of suits that he
keeps on hand, no one can accuse
him of extravagance in the prices
that he pays. Of course the low cost
of clothing in England must be taken
into comsideration.

BISHOP IS |
DISMISSED

Details Of His Alleged
Attack On Conductor
Bechard

Prisoner May Come Up On
Charge of Using Bad
Language
