CHAPTER I—ROME IN THE YEAR OF GRACE ¢1.

Tn the year 842 of its foundation — period
which corresponds with the year 91 of the Thris.
tian era—~Rome already groaged under the im-
placable and sanguinary fyranny of the Emperor
Domtian.

Doubtless, the Roman peonle, formerly so
happy and so jree, must have repented bitterly
that 1t bad given unto itself masters in the per-
son of its Cesars ; for, to the peaceful and mild
reign of Augustus, had succeeded, without inter
rupting, those of the stern and taciturn Tiberius,
of Caligula, the madmao, of the imbecile Clay.
divs, and of the infamous end cruel Nero; then
those of Galba, Othoovs and Vitellivs. 1n other
words; during ffty-five years, every possible
humiliation and servitude bad been inficted upon
the pride of the congerors of the world : they had
been made to suffer all sorts of musiortunes, of
sapguinary excesses, of unparalled disorders and

fearful seditions ; until terror and anguish had
become the hahitual daily cemditions of thewr

Iife.

It is true that the aeccession to the Imperial
throne, of Vespasian and his eldest son, Titus.
bad been a truce to these public desolations ; but
ibis blissful interregoum of twelve years bad
flowa.with the rapidity of hsppy dreams; and
clouds as threatening and gloomy as those which
bad overshadowed the worst days of suflering,

~were gathering oo "the horizon sioce Domitan

‘succeeding s brother, so justly surpamed * the
delight ot mankind,” had ascended to the throne.

At the time our story commences, many pub-
lic and private catastrosples, many seotences of
bapishment agamst the most illustrions ndivi
duals, many murders perpetrated openly or se-
crelly, had marked the ten years dlready elapsed
of Domitian’s rergn, ard filled Rome with a ter-
ror which prostrated the most manlv courage,

Nevertheless, 1o this year 842, Rome enjoyed,
apparently at least, a moment of quiet and some
little respite from ts suffermgs.

Nat that tbe Emperor Domitian bad modified
his usual instinctive eruelty, or that he bad eo-
deavored to conciliate some sympathy by putting
a stop to Ins series of crimes; but, since several
montbs be bad left Rome, to direct personally
the war which his “generals had waged without
success aganst Decebalus, King of the Dacians,
He intended also meizing this opportumty to take
revenge on the Quadi aod Marcomani, tribes of
Germany, and neighbors of the Daci, who, dur-
“fog this long war, commenced tn the year 847
(A.D 86), bad not shown themselves the faith
ful allies of the Ewperor, nor observed the con-
ditions of their old treaties with the Roman peo-
ple.

However, if temporarily, the weight of Domi-
tian's ron hand was not felt upon the immense
city, the situation was neither better mor more
encourapmg. The danger was lesy actual and
seeraed less pressing ; but it remained suspended
over the heads of the peaple ; and many, alarmed
at what they saw around them, beleved it still
more fearful because not immediate.

The Emperor bad left Rome filled with the
mimisters of hus tyranny, and the babitual agents
of bis fury. A crowd of informers vied mn skill -
fulness and audacity, to feed the equally wnsati-
able hate and cupidity of the master of the
world,

These shameful ageats of imperial tyranny,
full of that zeal which servile obsequiousness tor
the master awakens in vile natures, bad divided
~ the city between them, and prowled inressantly
1o the streets, huntmg up the slightest indications
upon which they might build their sinister ac-
cusalions, scrutimzing the most patural acts with
the actimity apd intelligence of those indefatig-
able hounds which are set upon the traces of
forest beasts,

; anxious invesligations ; no suspicion, bowever
faint and fleetimng, was treated with jndifference
by them ; the dwellings, the most completely

‘Suppress the - least aapiration to hberty, and, in

This structure was known as the ¢ Tabularium?®
of the people. It was the place of depout for
public acis and records.

¢ But,’ exclumed Palfurius, ©there bas been
little mortality in Rome, of fate, and consequently
bot a small nureber of wills bave been read.—
Armilatus, with whom ] was conversing recently
on this subject, thinks that the mildness of the
weather is the principal cause of this healthy
coodition ; but the hot spell s commencing ; 1t
will briog diseases wmch will enable us to show
aur devotion to the prioce.’

* You and Armilatus are a pair of fools,” eried
the snknown, who seemed to care little Low Pal-
farius, evidently a man of rank, would Jike the
epithet ; ¢ T repeat that this amocat is wsigoifi-
caut, and it 19 siogular that you should fiad an
excuse in the condition of the weather and the
scarcity of disease. Reftect that the friends of
the emperor Augustus bequeathed fo him a mil
liard of sestertii; that the sestertis was then
worth much more than it 13 now, and that, con-
sequeatly, you will never sttain the fourth part
of that sum, if you consider fifteen paltry mllioos
of sestertii an important result for six months!

bundred millions sesterti, and ber Jewels were
valued at forty milhions sestertu.

But Aurelia was an orphao.

Toe Years of childhood flow sadly when they
are not embellisied by a father’s care or the
love of a motber. This bad been the young
Aurelia’s bitter experience.

However, ber youthful sosrow had been sooth-
ed by the tender affection of a young girl near
whom she passed her early years in the sanctuary
of Vesta. This youog girl, connected with the
most illustrious family of Rome, the family of
the Scipios, the Syllas, the Cinnas, etc., was the
Vestal Cornelia, with whose touching and movro-
ful history we shall acquaint the reader.

No sooper then was the order of the noble
patrician transmitted, than her five hundred slaves
were 1o ccunmotion, aud Cicero’s aocient house
was made nowsy with their preparation for so
great an eveat.

But 1t is time we should say sometbing of thie
Aurelia, whom Marcus Regulus never faled to

" designate as the ¢ divine Aurelia, a title that
may appear perhaps too honorific for a simple
mortale :

‘We shall take the occasion to explain why the
Grand Vestal—the illustrious Coraelia, as Regu-
lus styled ber—happened to be in Aurelia’s house
instead of inbabiting the ©atrium regi:m,’ the
sacred asylum of the Virgins of Vesta,

Aureuia Fravia-Domirinra—for she bore
these surnames in common with all the female
members of the Flavia race, was the grand mece
of the emperar Vespasian. Her father was
Flavius Sabinug, son of Sabicus Major, Ves-
pasian’s elder brother ; and her mother, Jula,
the daughter of Titus, so much beloved by the
Romans.

Sbe was, therefore, the grand-niece of Domi-
tian, and also the niece of Flavius Clemens, her
father’s brother. 'We must also mention—for
all these names belong to our narrative—that
her cousin, Flavia Domitilla, bad bYecome her
auot, having married Flavius Clemens, whose
supposed conversion (o the religion of Christ
gave Regulusso mnch anxiety. Another cousin,
bearing also the name of Fiavia Domitilia, was
:'!kemse guspected of being a Jewess or Chris-

Nuwmerous as
they already are, our instituticns for the support of
the young, of the sick, of the outgast rnd for the
conversion of oriminals, must be still l.rgely io-
creagec both io number and efficiency.

NOW FOR THE LAND.

From the Dundall: Democral.

The grievous wrong of tle Church Tstabliehment
having been disposed of, men natarally tarn to the
land auestion. [t is for Ireland the question of quea-
tions, becanse misrale haa lett us nothing but egri-
colture te live by. England bas vast manufactures,
and if men ttere cannot obtain farme, they will not
be compelled to leave the conntry, as they can find
many other methoda besides that of furmiog to live
by. Scotlapd. too, bas industrial rmployment for
her paople. and her factories and workshope can em-
ploy most of those who may be unable to live by till-
ing the sail.

Bat care wag taken—the greatest possible care—
to destroy the manufactures of [reland — not alone at
the period of the digsstrous Union—bat fora ceniary
aad a half before it. It would not euit English in
teresta to have Ireland a wanefactoriog vation, or to
give her free trade, and it wes not :il Grattan and
the Irisb Volunteers demounced this policy a8 a
tyranay, that free trade was yielded and the brp
againgt the wanufactures wiped away. But Eapiand
w8 then wenk sfter her lefeat in America. When
she recraited herself, howaver, in 1800, she took care
to abolish the Insh psrlinment, and then she left ns
so little 1rade that she might as well have closad all
foreige ports Bgainst us.

We were driven ultimately to live by the land, and
lest we abould make any wealth ourt of that, the Rog-
lish partiament enacted a code of iaws 1o lenve uad at
tbe merey of the landlords. The result was that
the rents were raised ; the population were driven to
live on the potato; snd when the blight csme, the
people starved in hoodreda of thousande, although
there was sufficient corn 10 the country to sustsin
them. Buat it waas carried off to Eogland, whilst
men dropprd dead on they wry side. Never wag
such'a pight witoessed before in m civilizad country
a people atarviog io the midst of plenty |

- Bince that disastroas time nothing bas heen done
to relieve the Irish farmers. Almost every otber
class has bad its wants attended to; but since fa-
mive gwept the country nothiog has heen done to re-
lieva the oppressed tillers of our goil! And who are
they ? The wealth of the country; the bone and
sinew of the nation; the men who make the Jaod
productive, and who consume €0 little of its choica
fruits, They have been eft at the mercy of every
one who ownd an estats. Some of these owners, no
donbt, treated them withont barshness, bnt the
grester part of the iandlords have acourged them as
if they had power to torture both their souls and
bodies.

In no otker natign in the world have smch sights
been witneased as io Treland for the paet twenty-five
yeara. Farmera goiog to wreck from the effects of
rackrents } evictions in wiater; turaing out the gick
the lame and the blind, in the midet of frost and
soow ; and the levelling cf cottages and farm houses,
till the land became depopulated of mil'ions, Surely
& people who bave suffered such tortures as thess,
must be & very patient community. They were
driven from their hcldings, however, and although
the land resounded with deounciations of their op
pressors, and teaant right bills were framegd by geve.
ral governments to redresy their wronge, anil aoth-
ing wss done to give them protectior, There they
sro 8till in the samo old position, subjzct to the whim
of ths lendlord, and dreadicg the menace of his
frown,

Mr. Gladstous has freqoently declared (hat after
the Ohureh question was gettled, the land shonld
bave his earnest attention. He is now free to deal
with it, and it is to be hoped that he will regolve to
give the Irish farmers all the jistice they require,
Shonld  he fail to do 8o, in vain may be
expect peace to prevail amongst wus.  Let
him look to Prussia, and see how the tillers
of the geil kave been deslt with there and strive to
follow the example. But it must be borna in mind
that this will be a more difficult tagk than that which
he hag just completed. The Qhurch question, pro-
petly speaking, was not a landlozd question, Tenant
right is altogther diffarent, and wiil experience a
large amount ol landlord hostility ; for the owners
of the goil desire to preserve their present powaer, and
they will meke a desperate effort, but we hope a
fruitleas one, lo retain it.

The goveroment, under theae circnmstances, will
require a Iarge amount of eapport from Ireland to
enable them to succeed. That support they must
bave, and the farmers, shonld give every nesziatance
in thoir pawer to Mr. Gladstone and kis friends.
During the coming autumn meetings and contersnces
shon!d be held, that the desires of the people may be
made known, aud that the government may learn
their wishes. Without such “n expression of national
teeling M+ G'adstone will bein the datk in letter
which we have recently received from Lopdop, it is
stated that the bill to be proposed will not be es
liberal &8 some people imagine; but we hardly
think that M~ Gladstone wonld attempt to propoas
a meagnre that would fail to give the farmers jostice.
Let them. however, take care to make their wishes
kuown, and let the natiun demand pothicg else than
what will secure the farmers every right to which
ibey are entitled.

He can scll hisservices to the paity
actually in power, and obtamn a large share of
Government patronsge, m recompense of his
gervility ; or, as an organ of the Outs, or expectant
office holders, be can establish what, io the usual
cant of the day, is termed a @ claim ** upon them,
to be asserted and acknowledged when their turo
for fingermg the public montes comes round.
These and a thousand other means of support are
open fo the secular jourpalist ; but all these are
closed to the Catholic, unless indeed he betray
the sacred cause which he professes to defend,
and degrade his Church oy bolding her up to the
world as the docile bandmaid of a pohitical
party.

This the honest Catholic journalist cannot do.
He must be independent of all parties, acceptiog
favors from sone, and scorping the wages of the
mercenary and the hiceling, He cannot go forth
to do battle, whether for the Zns or for the Outs,
under the sacred baoner of the Cross; and for
him, therefore, all those sources of emolument
which are open to his less scrupulous bretbren of
the secular press, are closed. No man can rerve
two masters ; or take wages in any shape from
any political party, if he be true i bis allegiance
to his Chureh.

But, as every one connected with journalism

well koows, the indirect sources of emolument
above alluded to,—the * casual advantages”’
as our Government defaulters eupbuistically term
their frauds vpon the public purse,—are more

We bave
pever sought, never intend to seek, to make the
True Wirness an Eoglish organ, an lrish
organ, or a Scotch organ; and our highest,
our sole ambition is that it should be a
Romish organ, in the sense of being exclusively
devoted to the cause of truth, as held and taught
by the Roman Catbolic Church, whose children
we are, ard to whom we all, no matter of what
race, owe our first allegiance.
These—our consistency and our independence
of all secular imfluence—are our sole elaims to
the favorable consideration of the Catholic pubhe.

Wonens’ Risurs.— The Bill for altermng
the legal relations of busband and wite, giviog to
the latter the full coatrol over her own property
and earnings, and placing these beyond the reuch
of the druoken, dissipated hushand, is now in the
Houvse of Peers, but will not pass without some
opposition from the law-lords, Perhaps their
-opposition to the measure, lhough coatrary to po-
pular opwion, is not altogether destitute of reason.

Simple as the measure seems, and just as at
first sight 1t undoubtedly appears, it proposes to
effect a radical revolution in the relations of
busband and wife. Hitherto these have been
looked upon as one, even 1n spite of the ahomic=
able divorce laws which uafortunately the Liegis-
lature of the British Empire has sanctioged.—
As a direct consequence of this view of the mar-
riage state, the husband had control, as bead of
the family, over the earpings of the wife ; and
oo the other band he was legally responsible for
any debts that ihe wife mrght contract. But if a6
now it 1s praposed shall be the case, the bushaod
is benceforward to bave no power of touching his
wife’s property, no control over her earnings, it is
but just that benceforward be should be entirely
absolved from all respopsibihty for debts con:
tracted by his wife without his authorisation, and
that be be no longer obliged to contribute out of
his property, or out of s earnings, to ber sup
port. It would be monstrous to compel him to
pay the wife’s debts, if at the same time he be
allowed no control over her property. This
would be making matters worse than they are
now ; for it brutal husbands be by no meaas un-
common, extrasagaot dissipated wives who
squander their husbaod’s substance in dress, and
often in something woree than ap extravagant
tosdet, are equally common. Womens’ Rights
are to be upheld no doubt j but they must not
be converted into ¢ Hushands®> Wrongs.”

Give the wile absolute control aver all her own
property, over her own earnings, so that without
ber consent the busband shall not be able o
touch one penoy of these ; but make the balance
equal by giviog in like measure to the hushand
absolute control over all his own property zod
earnings, 8o that peither dwectly nor indireetly,
shall the wife have it in her power to touch them.
Release hum from all obligation of supporting the
wife : and so, but so only, shall you deal equal
justice to both parties. But this done in obe-
dience to the popular cry for % Womens’ Rights”
what will have become of the old Cbristian
theory that man and wife were one: the former
owiog to the other support and protection: the
wife owing to the husband, as the head, luving
obediezce.

There are evils under the sun, sore and many,
which 1t is not ia the power of human legislation
to alleviate, with which it can hardly iterfere
even, without making bad, worse. It is & sad
and grievous thiog that a good tor nothing brute
of a husband should be able to take possession of
his wife’s earnings, and squander them upon his
own filtby appetitess It is equally to be de-
plored that an extravagant wife, by ber bad
courses,should have it 10 her power to involve her
honest prudent husband w debts beyond s
means to pay. But how can these evils be miti-
gated by Luman law ?

The law lords 1n the Upper House no doubt
see this difficully : and perceive the impossibility
of bolding the husband responsible for his wife’s
debts, or for ber support, if they assert the prin-
ciple that he shall bave po control over the wife’s
property. If be is to have no control over the
wife’s earnings,neither must she bave any control
over the busband’s earnings,no pecuniary claims of
any kiod over him, which the law can justly ea
force. But to legislate 1 this spirit would be to
renounce altogether the 1dea of marriage asit
sice the days of St. Paul, subsisted amongst
Christians.

LAYING THE FOUNDANION STONE OF A
CATOLIC OHURCH, IN NORWOOD VILLAGE,
IN THE MISSION OF HASTINGS.

The laying of the corner stone of a Chuareh
may claim to be an event of no ordwary mpor-
tance, markicg as i1t does the immense progress
of our Holy Fanh. And when an event of this
kind occurs 1t shouid not pass unnoticed, but
should be published, so as to induce others who
might be in need of a suilable place of worship,
to believe that a united and determined will is
all that is necessary to commence and to carry
to a successful issue, an uodertaking so accept-
able to Ged, and so beneficial to man.

Oouly tour years ago, a poor congregation in the
Mission of Hastinggs, uader the guidaace of therr
worthy Pastor, the Rev. Joha Quirk, undertook
the erection of a stone Church, at a ccst of ten
thousand dollars, tts dimensions being 80 feet in
length by 50 n width, surmounted by a tower
raising to the bheight of 150 feet, the doors, the
windows aod corners of which, being of cut stope,
give the building a tone of eoldity and finish
which never fails to attract the attention of the
passer hy. And now agamn, under the direction
of the same bead, the Catholics of Aspbodel,
forming a portion of the same Mission of Hast-
ings, bave undertaken the erection of a stone
Church, in the village of Norwood, siwilar to
that of Hastings.

Our good Bishop, Dr. Horan, on this as on
former occasions when his presence was caleu-
lated to benefi: this portion of Iis diocess, kindly
conuented to visit us,and for this purpose left
Kingston on Friday, 30th ult., accompanied by
Rev. Mr. Nash, S.J,, and the Rev, Mr. Me~
William, who proceeded by rail’ to T'renton,
were met at the station by the Rev. Mr. Go
thier, who placed at ther disposal the carriage
end pair of the Rev. B. Brettargb, P.P,, by
which tbey socn arrived at the residence of that
gentleman, where they remamed until;Saturday
morning, when they were joined by ‘the Rev.
Jobn Quirk, whbo came accompanied by
Messrs. Craig and Burns witb carriages suitable
to convey the party to Hastings.

Oa Sunday, according to previous announce-
ment, his Lordship sang High Maass, assisted by
the Treaton choir, who or this, as on former oc-
casions, eviaced their readivess to add to the
ceremony, by their superior talents—talents such
ags few possess, and such &s elicited from his
Lordstp the most praiseworthy remarks,

Hare were congregated millions of Irigh-
men formiog vearly a qoarter of the population, and
mingling with men of all grades in the walks of life
He adverted to the causs of the Irish prople exiling
themselvesfeom the island they love so fondly, which
he attributed to the blighted and miseratle condition
brought oo by mismavagrmeat and unfair laws He
eaid it wae his belief that if home policy balf a ceo-
tary agn had adopted ita present enlightened natare
of gouciliation towards [reland, Americy woanld not
be blessed with a gaarter ~f ite Irish populatioo,
which add so much to her position among eartb's
proud nations. He aaid avother caunse of the Irish
emigration wag the terrible visitation of gannt fam-
ine with its dire attendants to that once fair and fer-
tile isle which forced toem in thousands upon nur
shores. Although the Irisk on coming to America
had to encounter to a degres, that ill feeling which
meets them everywhere, atill America received them
with open arme And welcomed them to their new
bomes. The Irish found their ideas of America's
greatness ex'ggerated but they alao found that labour
was honoured and the vnoor man respected ~not a
tkicg to be legislated againzt and pat down—and so
they resolved with the characteristic pride of their
race to raige themselves ia the social scale.

The Mimsters can
be.deputies, as well as the under Secretary of
State, the Magistrates of tte Court of Cassa-
tion, and of the Imperial Courts, The right of
amendment will be complete: a return will be
made to the usages of the constitutional monarchy
and of the second republic. The sawe will be
the case with the right of oterpellation. It
does not appear that there ought to be any
change at present with regard to the division of
France nto electoral districts: the opinion ol
the Mnister would be that 1t should have the
opportunity of retursing to division wto arzon-
dissements.

ToE FrencH MivisTeRs.—Several Parns
papers’ deny with some warmth the statement
that Prince de Ja Tour d’Auvergne,before zccept-
ing the Secretaryship of State for Foreign Af-
fairs,,made stipulations as to the maintenance of
the temporal power and as fo the final dismissal
of M. Duruy. TFortunately there can be po
doubt that- M. Duruy, whetler of his own free
will or in comphance with the requirement of
M. de la Tour &Auvergne, has retired nto pri-
vate -life with the lucrative digmty of senator ;
and we believe it to be also perfectly certam that
the French troops are to remain at Rome. The
future conduct of DI Rouber is a subject of
more doubt, aod it is thought m maoy quarters
that the strong prejudice against his impartiahity
10 the matter of the proposed changes will not
suffice to prevent his presiding over the Sepate
during the discussion of the Senatus Cousultum.
If this should prave to be true, it will display an
astomshing want of sagacity on the part of one
who bas the reputation of being the most saga-
cious of French statesmen.

Tae Frency OrrosiTioN.—M. Keller, the
Catbelic deputy for the Haut Rhbin, has 1ssued an
address to Lis constitueots explainiag his view of
tbe situation, and giving s reasons for baving
taken part in the interpellation, He coosiders
that the Emperor has not suficiently disavowed
his past pehey, or dissociated bimself from the
Mimsters who were at the bottom of Italiag umty,
the commercial treaty, the Mexican expedition,
and {he great blow which Freuch prepoaderance
upan -the Coatigent received at Sadowa. e
does hot appear to admit the temporary character
of the present administration, or to see the force
of the reasons for its beiog supposed a transitory
one, and concludes with these words: ¢ The re—
spectiul expression of the wishes of our electors,
pat forward with much reserve, must pow be
succeeded by the firm and resolute acts of a
constitutional Opposition, thoroughly determined
to exact a change of policy, and demanding every-
thing necessary to secure the free and fair exer
cise of unmversal saffrage, that-is to say, the
election of mayors by the communes, the respoo-
sibility of all functionaries, and a Mmstry in
whom the couatry can have confidence. It will
not be our fanlt 1f eriticism attaches itself even
to the Chief of the State.. For it is be himselt
who persists in assuming alone the respoosibility
of all the acts of his Government, and who vo-
luatanily exposes himself to all the incooveniences
of this formidable concentration. TIn the state
10 which matters now are, it would bea real
danger for him to ndulge in self deception as to
the state of public opwmice. Our first duty is
accordingly to make bhim understand that the
country oo longer desires to abdicate ils rights,
and is determined to be consulted not only on
treaties of commerce, but on all those actswhich,
whetber in France, Germany, or Italy, may com
promise the maintecance of peace or the progress
of liberty,. The Government has held itself aloof
from this public feeling. It wust. place wself in
barmony with it at apy price. This. 13 in two
words the meaniog of our inlerpellations, as I
understand them,” We do not believe that a
statesman like the Emperor of the French, far-
seeing as he is beheved by his friends to be, and
experienced as he certainly 1s, will so complete
ly overlook the signs of the times as to neglect
the opportugity of estabhishing bis dypasty oo a
broader basis. But moderation and patience are
necessary quahties 1o reformers, and (hey are
the great lessons which the French Opposition
will bave tolearn. Ifits demands are too ab
rupt and violent, they will have no durable re-
sult, and we may look cut for the fulfiiment of
the prediction which M. Thiers—when asked his
opwion of the present crisis—1s said 1o bave
writtep upon 2 card: ¢ Tran express pour la
Revolution—vingt mnutes d’arret—DBuffet.”
‘We regret, theretore, M. Keller’s letter as tend-
g to play mto the hands of the party whose in
terést 1t is to spoil the game, The Opposition,
unfortunately, seems always to lake for granted
that'the phantem of M. Rouber remains to in-
spire this and all future Ministries ander the pre-
sent 7egime. We cannot, bowever, see why,
when the new system is once faurly started, the
parliamentary-majority should not gradually obtain
a-tacst control over Ministerial appointments as
well as over public pohcy. Aod if the parha-
mextary majority do not act in the sense which
the Opposition desires, the latter must learn
enough of constitutional principles to seek a
remedy. from the constituencies and not from the

However. a8
regards the scolesinatioa] affaira of the State, as well
aa thoge matters which, in'combliaation with religion,
affact civil rights, it is difficc]t to form to day a judg-
mant n8 to whether there is danger to be apprenend-
ed that the differeaces whizh have bscome menifest
in this respect will be wideoed by the reeolutions of
the connoil, and raised to such a pitch g to’iacrease
the dauger of Statea We ¢an neither deny nor con-

made it herself. John Stokes csme one day to my
desk, held out his arm, compared bis cont with miae,
and icgnired ironically where I got snchb a fine coat.
I proudly told him ‘* my mother made iL”

He feigned great surprise and sareastically ob-

gerved be bad mistaken it for imported goods; he
wished ha conld get such fine clothes, and wondered
if mother would not get him up a fine cost. A short
time afterwards, while in a tailor's shop cue morn
ing with a fellow-stndent, John Stokes's fine coat
was brooght in by 8 lad, with inetractions to scour
and preas it, . He was notin his elags that day ; he
bad beec seen the preeious night on Water atreet,
rolliag in the mud, drusk ag Bacchas, He left school
in disgrace. 'He now lien in 8 drunkard’s grave,
1 boarded myaelf while I at'eaded school here. !
walked nice miles bome at the close of each week,
acd returned on Monday morning with my loaf of
bread under my arm. It would become stale by
Friday evening, but I always relished it when I re-
collected that ' motber made it.”

I am now so far advatced in life that my friends

begin to call me old, ButI bave pot lived loog
enoongh to learn whby Ishould not atill respect my
motter and regard her sMactionately. Bhe js quite
Advancad in years, and has nesrly lost her sight
She sitg within a few feet of me, sawing up arent in
my linen coat while I write thia. She knows not
what [ am writlog., She bas been a widow eight
years and i@ still toiling for the welfare of her chil-
dren. She has never studied grammar, vor philo-
gsophy, nor music.. These things were saldom tanght
in her young days ; bat she known their valne and
has toiled many a bard day to purchase books for
ber children 8ud pupport them at echool. And shall
I pow curl the lip in seorn or blush in company. to
bear her substitute 8 vorb of nunity for one of plaral-
ity or pronounce & word twenty years behind the
Websteriaa era?
