2. It shall not be lawful for the Mayor,or Recve of any locality to Security to be
grant such permission unless the person who is desirous of effecting such ledged.

10 sum of not less than five thousand dollars as seccurity for the execution
of the conditions of the engagement, and the observance of the provisions
of this Act ; such deposit to be increased by the amount of One hun-
dred dollars for cach person sought to be engaged. '

3. The person desirous of effecting such engagements shall, before Declaration of
15 obtaining such permission, bebound to deposit with the Mayor or Reeve °‘;J‘f:‘ °ft°“‘
a declarationsetting forth the object of such engagement, and the nature 8*8°™™"
of the works for which workmen are required, and the number of per-
sons or workmen required.

85 claimed by the party who shall have made the deposit until he shall have
