The final meeting of the George Brown Mom- ( 
oriel Committee was held in Mr. John Mac­
donald’s office on Wellington-street yesterday 
morning. The difficulty which Mr. David 
Slain, the Treasurer felt in paying over to the 
University authorities the $1000 voted for a 
scholarship, without a bond of indemnity, was 
the subject of discussion. There were present:
—Mr. John Macdonald, in the chair, Hon. 
Alex. Mackenzie, D. Edgar, M.P., Dr. Dan­
iel Wilson, Mr. Hugh Miller, Mr. Blakely, 
Mr. David Blain, and Mr. Wm. Henderson. 
The money for the George Brown Scholar­
ship was voted by the committee on February 
6, with the understanding that the University 
authorities should guarantee an income from 
it of 6 percent. Mr. Blain was not satisfied with 
these terms, on the ground that 8 per cent, 
was paid on the Blake and Mulock scholar­
ships, and he also held that tbe money was 
collected from the public for the purpose of 
erecting a statue alone. The other members 
of the committee held that the money was in­
tended for a memorial and not necessarily for 
a statue. Mr. Blain left the meeting to at­
tend to his personal affairs, and the commit­
tee decided to personally indemnifyAim and

Gen. Boulanger has been studying new pro­
jectiles of a most destructive kind. They are 
each tipped with a powerful steel ram, and 
contain a strong explosive recently discovered, 
which, after the ram has pierced its way into 
a wall, acts like dynamite in blowing it up. 
At a distance of three kilometers these pro­
jectiles, which are fired from a mortar of 
special construction, pierce steel plates twenty 
centimeters thick and knock down the strong­
est walls after » few shots. Their power of 
boring into solid* masses was illustrated last 
week at a cost of a couple of lives. The missile 
having been tired and having entered the 
ground, two sappers were ordered to dig it 
out and note the effects. Unfortunately, the 
shock had lessened a mass of earth, which 
fell upon the two men and completely buried 
them.
