The American Board Mission in Cey-

The mission press sent out last
year nearly two million pages of litera
ture,

The French Mission on the Zambesi
River in suntheast Africa reports progress
notwithstanding the serious loss by the
Coillard.

The British Congregational church-
es enjoyed an increase last year of
2,000 members in England, and 14,000
in Wales—very much of the latter be-
ing fruits of the great revival in the
Principality. In the Baptist churches
the increase in membership is pro-
nounced the largest In ten years, be-
ing 31, 752, of which more than 24,000
were added in Wales, The Congrega-

The Hugue-
not Boclety of Germany has taken up
the matter, and proposes that Calvin-
ists the world over should unite In
erecting a monument to Calvin in one
of the public places of Geneva,

It is a mistake to consider that resi-
dence in Parls goes against longevity,
The last census returns, says a Puarls
paper, show that there are 10,5609 octo-
genarians in the capital, and 620 non-
agenarians, 89 of whom are rapidly ap-
proaching their 100th year, Six in-
habitants of Parls are more than 102
years of age,

A Y. M. C. A, group in Sweden has
sent out fifty missionaries in twenty-
five years. One of the early presidents
of the Jonoknt 1 Swedish Assoclation

is now a missico v in China. The
members give yearl, a day's pay to
hig support. Thig society limits its
members to “converted” young men,
but its service is universal. From the
Stockholm membership four mission.
aries have been sent out.

voluntary service, This year among a
party of excursionists who have sailed
goes an expert teacher of handicraft
whose purpose is to spend her vaca-
tion this summer in forming classes
among the women of that coast, teach-
ing them varlous forms of useful hand-
work.

The highest prize given by an A .
university in a recent oratorical contest
was awarded to a young Zulu prince, His
oration was delivered in Knglish on “The
Regeneration of Africa.” This  young
Zulu first studied at the Amanzimtte
Mission School in Africa, afterward work-
ing his way to America, He now goes to
Oxiond to study law, and on the comple
tion of his course he will return to Natal
to assist his own people by practicing his
profession among them,

The executive committee of the Car-
negie foundation for the advancement of
teaching, has announced a list of forty-
six colleges which are to receive gifts for
the benefit of deserving professors, From
this list are omitted all institutions hav-
ing formal denominational connections, or
which require their trustees to belong to
a particular chureh, It omits also all in-
stitutions controlled and supported by a
state or municipality, and which fall be-
low the academic standard which the
trustees have adopted.

The American edition of “The Saint”
has a preface by Professor W. R, Thayer.
He sums up as follows: “Such a book,
sprung from ‘no vain or shallow thought,’
holding in solution the hopes of many
earnest souls, spreading before us the
mighty spiritual conflict between mediae-
valism still triumphant and the younz,
undoubted powers of light, showing ns
with wonderful lifelikeness the tragedy of
man's haffled endeavor to establish the
Kingdom of God on earth and of woman's
unquenchable love, is a great fact in the
world literature of our time."

A remarkable prophecy was uttered
by Rev, J. Hudson Taylor, of the China
Inland Mission, ten years ago: “I have
a conviction” he said, “that in the
next ten yearg there will be one of the
bloodiest wars In the world’s history,
In this war Russia will be the leader
on the one side. The sentiment of the
Christian nations  will generally be
against Russia, Contemporaneous

with this conflict there shall burst out
such a revival as wag never known in
the Christian Church, and which shall
spread throughout the world.”

The work of the child widows of
India, begun by Pundita Ramabai seve
enteen years ago, has grown from the
original home into a populous village,
where 1,500 child widows are sheltered
and trained. No effort is made to
gain  proselytes from Hinduism to
Christianity, some of the teachers even
still adhering to thelr Hindu faith,

The Governor of the State of Chi.
huahua, Mexico, has requested that the
International Young Men's Christian
Assoclation to establish an assoclation
in the city of Chihuahua. He made a
liberal personal pledge towards the
work and placed at the disposal of the
assoclation extensive rooms in the
Nalional Theatre buillding. The gov-
ernor did all this because he had been
Impressed by the success of the asso-
clation in Mexico City,

The Island of Hainan, about fifteen
miles from the southeast coast of China,
is about 160 miles long and 90 miles wide,
and has a population of about 2,000,000
souls. The people are very superstitions,
and their religion consists largely in the
worship of demons,  The  Preshyterians
have missions at four umportant points
and are working successfully.  In Hoi-
how, the largest city, is a splendid hos-
pital, where medical work and preaching
are carried on daily, and nearly 1,000
patients a month are treated,

The second general conference of
missionaries to Moslem lands has re-
cently been held at Cairo, Egypt. The
session extended over five days, Some
of the brethren in attendance have
been preaching to Mohammedans for
forty-five years. Between sixty and
seventy missionarieg were present, re-
presenting (wenty-seven socletles, The
meetings were held in a private house
in order to create as little opposition
as posgsible. In the addresses which
were delivered it was acknowledged
that Mohammedanism was a revolt
against the distorted conceptions of the
Christian religion which prevalled In
the day of its founder. The conversion
of the Mohammedan world can only be
accomplished by presenting to it a mo-
notheism as pure as its own, and a
morality infinitely higher,

Holiness is power. It utilizes ability,
fertilizes the soul and energizes the whole
man, It is the fire and water in the en-
gine, bringing out to their fullest capacity
the strength of all the parts of the ma-
chinery, so that the greatest amount of
spiritual power may be expended in rolling
back a revolted world to God., Holiness
is God's power to man, and man's power
with God. Thus they become co-workers.
Every man who dwelleth in God, and God
in him, in an accommodated sense is
God's man, which makes him a positive
power against all evil and for all goo®—
to pluck careless souls from the incoming
tlood and storm of wrath, lifting them up
into the sweet serenity and protection of
the Rock of Ages. Without holiness, we
are weaker than a bruised reed; with it,
we are like an impregnable and well-gar-
risoned fort, which will stand unharmed
the hottest siege; at the same time, rain-
ing like a hail®orm red-hot balls from
the magazine of the Gospel on an armed
world against Christ.—Rev, W, H, Wil-
son.

1t will he worth while for anvone who
has heen misled by this so-called argu-
ment, to read earefully Dr. Camphell's
treatment of it,

But T fear. Mr. Editor, that T have al-
ready trespassed upon vour space.

TREATMENT OF KOREA BY JAPAN

In “The New Far East,” by Thomas
F. Millard, and recently published by the
Scribners, Japan, according to a reviewer
on the New York Times, receives rather
harsh judgment. We quote the portion
dealing with the treatment of the Her-
mit nation by Japan:

The author makes a very definite ef-
fort to show changes in the attitude of
Japan toward Korea within a few years,
especial y that  her performances have
not harmonized with her protessions. lle
inserts in his text the entire protocol
between Japan and Korea of Feb, 23,
1004, but omits another illuminating one,
that between Baron Hyashi, representing
Japan, and Lord Lansdowne, represent
ing sat Britain, of Jan. 30, 1902, which
recites, inter ala, that the two Govern
ments are “specially interested in main-
taining the independent territorial integ-
rity of the Empire of China and the Em-
pire of Korea, and in securing equal op-
portunities in those countries for the
commerce and industry of all nations.”
e cites Japan's note to Russia opening
negotiations for the professed purpose of
adjusting issues between the two Gov-
ernments, and avoiding a resort to hos
tilities, that note declaring that “Korea
is an important outpost m Japan’s line
of defense, and Japan consequently con-
siders her (Korea's) independence abso-
lutely indispensable to her repose and
safety.” In the protocol of Feb. 23, 1904,
the author detects a serious inconsist-
o the words, in Article 111, “The
Imperial Government of Japan firmly
guarantees the independence and terri-
torial integrity of the Korean Empire,”
being completely out of harmony with an-
other stipulation that the government of
Korea shall adopt the advice of the Gov-
ernment  of Japan regarding improve-
ments in administration, as well as be-
ing at variance with the provisions of
a later protocol, dated Aug. 22, 1004,
obligating the Korean Government to em-
ploy a Japanese recommended by the
Japanese Government as adviser in the
Finance Department, and another, sim
larly recommended, as adviser in  the
Foreign A#airs Department, these stipu-
lations in eflect constituting a surrender
by Korea of her independence and Gov-
ernmental autonomy., As indicating that
. resisted  and  Japan msisted on
these concessions, and the former in her

weak.ess yielded, Mr. Millard asserts
that vhile negotiations were pending
over that of Aug. 22, 194, the Korean

Emperor sought to induce some of the
fore'gn Ministers av  Seoul to protest
against the imposing of those objection-
able conditions, that they declined to n-
terfere, and thereupon the Emperor made
a virtue of necessity, and vcaused the
requisite signature to be affixed. e also
recites another protocol of February,
1905, turning over full control of the
Post Office and the telegraph, making
legally effective what he says was al-
ready practically so.

Referring to the part of the document
of Aug. 22, 194, requiriag that the Ko-
rean Government, in conducting any dip-
lomatic intercourse, making any treaty,
or negotiating any franchise with a for-
eigner, must consult the Japanese Gov-
ernment in advance, he states as a fact
that diplomatic representatives of Korea
in foreign countries are being recalled,
and her diplomatie interests turned over
to the Japanese Legations in those places;
and appends a letter from our State De-
partment, saying that as a result of an
agreement bhetween Japan and Korea,
(evidently the one quoted,) the interests
of Korea in foreign countries are intrust-
ed to Japan’s representatives, and all
correspondence concerning the relations of
the United States and Korea will be car-
ried on between our Government and that
of Japan. Tt will he remembered that in
Article 11, of the Treaty of Portsmouth,
Russia  acknowledges that “Japan pos-
sesses paramount politieal, military, and
economical interests in Kores,” and en-
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gages “neither to obstruct mnor interfere
with measures for guidance, protection,
and control.” which Japan may deem
necessary there. e thus traces the steps
by which he claims Japan has become the
n power in the Hermit Kingdom-—
aracterizing her professions as out of
harmony with her actual proceedings, He
also energetically ecriticizes Japan's dis
claiimer of a desire to make conquest of
foreign territory, through her victories;
claiming that while she had encouraged
emigration so that an unhampered op-
portunity for industrial expansion might
be enjoyed by her people, she had mani-
fested a hesitancy in relingaishing control
of them, and a desire to extend her sov-
ereignty over the lands to which they had
gone. This obviously harmonizes with his
belief that she has no intention of ever
relinquishing her hold on Korea, whither
many Japanese have gone, and he is not
surprised that in the treaty she should
have obtained recognition from Russia
of her paramountcy there.

He is unable to comprehend that &ie
should be content with acquiring no new
territory as the result of her victories;
thinks that, failing to do this, she must
have founght her battles to no practical
purpose. It is not conceivable that wany
who watched Eastern history in the last
two years of its making will concur with
him in this. The story is so trite that
it should need no repetition—that Japan
saw her very existence in peril as she
observed the reler advance of the
Muscovite from point to point; promises,
conventions, understandings thrown 1o
the wind; Korea invaded, the prospect
imminent that within a few years, if that
advance were not checked, only the nar-
row streteh of water between Fusan
and Kiusiu, or the lower point of Hondo,
would separate her from the power that
had annexed such immense al and
was still influenced by an insatiable hun-
ger for new territory, and that in vindi-
cating her right to exist, and to exercise
«way over the lands she had previously
ruled, she achieved what, considering the
peril that seemed imminent, was quite
commensurate with her sacrifices, not to
speak of other results of the war. In
failing to appreciate this the author
seems not to have comprehended the situ
ation that confronted Japan when she be-
gan active hostilities.

And when
you consider that the custom prevails
mostly among the higher classes, you
will realize the enormous proportion, to
total women population, of girl-wives and
girlwidows,  Multiply this figure by the
number of provinces in India and you
get a rough idea of this crying evil of the
Kali-yuga, and the number of its victims,
Limagine babes and sucklings in a state
of what William Hunter describes as
‘perpetual penitential widowhood,” How
many of our girls of five and seven and
upward, to say nothing of these babes of
twewve months, must have been ‘married’
to men old enough to be their fathers,
and grandfathers, with the moral certainty
of becoming widows long before reaching
their teens. Nowlrere are words ‘mar-
riage' and ‘religion’ so badly abused as
in India,”

JERICHO - Was one of the few cites
that ever flourished in the valley of the
Jordan, It was about fifteen miies irom
Jerusalem, and six miles vorth of the
Dead Sea,  Large springs and streams
from the mountains supplied plenty of
water, and artificial irvigation produced,
as it does still, a wealth of vegetation,
Notwithstanding — many  conquests, the
“City of Palms™ continued o flourish un
til the time of Christ and later; bt after
the Crusades it fell into decay. The
modern village of Eriha, near the old
site, contains about 300 dark and stunted
inhabitants, who are probably descend-
ants of the ancient Canaanites, It has
now hecome a stopping place for visitors
to the Dead Sea, and contains two good
hotels, The ruins of the old city are un-
der a large mound, about a mile and a
hali west of the village.

SYCAMORE—The English sycamore is
a species of maple or plane tree: but the
syeamore of the Bible is a kind of bastard
fig tree. 1t is often planted by the roud
side for the sake of the shade, as its
branches cover a circle of from sixty to
eighty feet in diameler. It grows to a
wreat thickness, but never very high, and
the fruit appears, thick together, on leaf-
less twigs on the trunk, and large, wide-
spreading branches, and is not very pala-
table.

PROTESTANT SCHOOLS IN
QUEBEC,

Those who have been watching, as we
have been, the current of events in con-
nection wit.. the school administration
of the Province of Quebec, must stand
aghast at the presentations lately made
by the Montreal Witness of the status of
many of the rural districts in that prov-
ince, and of the influences which are
gradually depopulating them of Protes-
tant settlers. When the Autonomy Bills
were up for discussion 1 Parliament we
all had to gnize the divers
entertained of the Quebec school system,
We remember how the Protestant adu-
cational authorities of that province were
hostilely piqued at the strictures put
upon the system, they have now been
proven to have been mal-administeri.g
or not administering at all. Dr. Harper,
who is well known throughout the Do-
minion as an educationist of wide experi-
ence, has been taken to task, more than
once, for urging certain school reforms
in Quebec, The Hon, Mr. Weir, Speaker
of the Legislative Assembly, was alsd
openly attacked by four of the gentlemen
who have been running things to suit
themselves for years back; while the
fume and fury with which Mr, Mackenzie,
of Richmond, and his associate members
in the Legislative Assembly were attack-
ed in the newspapers last winter, direct-
ly and indirectly by the same gentlemen,
for daring to discuss on the floor of Par-
liament the doings of the Council of Edu-
cation, is not likely soon to be forgotten.

Not long ago Dr. Harper sent a com-
munication te the Montreal Witness,
dealing pertinently with the urgency of
the situation, which that paper followed
up by an editorial confession that the
doctor was right in every point he had
mised, though it claimed that, for cer-
tain partizan reasons, nis arguments and
suggestions, in behalf of Protestant edu-
cation, should not be entertained, more
particularly those which referred to {he
re-organization of the Normal School.

BARS NOT REQUIRED.

According tw the Looner  both  the
hotel-keepers and the public are discover-
ing that better hotel accommodation can
be turmshed without than with the bar-
room,  Kormeriy, it says, the hotel-
keeper depended so largely on the prouts
of his bar trade that be came to look on
the bar-room as the essential part of
the business. The result was that the
bar-room monopolized too much atten-
tion, and the rest ot the business was
neglected,

Hence, in too many cases, hotels came
to be regarded primarily as places for
selling hquor, whereas the real and or-
iginal purpose of the hotel was to supply
food and lodging. Under the influence of

to the people. For if any point has been
emphasized in one of the gatherings more
than another, it has been the necessity

A certain trade blamed the
members of other crafts for all prevailing
evils, People listened to the arguments
of a minister and remarked after the ser-
mon, how the discourses must have ap-
pealed to certain individuals in the con-
gregation. There was a regrettable ab-
sence of examination of self. More of the
“Is it I" spirit of Christ’s disciples was
required, ach was subject to sin by
reason of his natural selfishness. The de-
velopment of sin was dependent on the
general conditions and environments of
the individual, and it was the primary
duty of each and everyone to guard
against its growth,
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DR, SOMERVILLE LEAVES OWEN
SOUN

On Sunday evening, the 19th inst, Rev,
Dr. Somerville delivered his farewell ad-
dress in the Division Street Church. A
large and deeply interested congregation
listened to the reverend gentleman'e re-
marks.  Communion was observed at the
morning service and in the evening hig
farewell address was given, a fitting close
to thirty-one vears' devotional work in the
canse of the Gospel.

Dr. Somerville began his address by say-
ing that he had ten or twelve outlines
of the address for the evening, but had to
abandon one by one bhecause he could not
trust his feelings to say what he would
like to sav. He told of his resolve to
study for the ministry, and how his father
had given him the text for his first ser-
mon: “Behold the Tamb of God which tak
eth away the sin of the world.” and told
him in all his ministry never to get away
from that centre. That was the text of
his first sermon, when he came as a pro-
hationer to Owen Sound in Februarv. 1875,
The congreeation invited him to return
which he did in the end of April. and was
called and ordained as minister of Division
Street Church on Aungnst 25th, 1875, His
first sermon was on the text of tonight.
Frek, 337: “So thou. O son of man, |
have set thee a watchman to the house
of Terael: therefore thon shalt hear the
word at my mouth and give them warning
from me.”  Dr. Somerville read the chan-
ter from which the text is taken. the sub-
ject being the responsibility of the “‘il‘i"
tot. ™~

We said he had never nrenared a sermon
sinee that day withont listenine with ear
and heart for the voice of God sneakine
ont of Tie Word. He mav have failed
to erasn the meaning. to cateh the tone,
bt he had alwavs tried to Tearn CGod’s
will and had heen loval to God’s Word
to the verv ntmost of his ahility.

Tle had come to Owen Sound with elear
ent convietions. and with vears of exneri-
enoe and faithful setndv of the Word it
self and whatever might throw light unon
it. these convictions had become clearer
and deener,

of all—4he God and Father of our Tord
Josne Chrigt and one Father in TTim. Anv
theary of evolntion which ruled God out
was fo him unthinkable,

2 Tle helieved that man was made in
Cod’'s moral and sniritual imace and anv-

3. TTe helieved that God had enoken to
men in the OI1 and New Testaments,
and where Cod has snoken it was man's
hueinees to listen and learn in silence.

4. We had an intenze eonvietion of the
eveceding  sinfulness of sin, ite infinite
demerit, annd its infinite nossibility of
destroving the imare of God in man.

8. Thia concention of the infinite evil
of sin led ta hic concention of the unsneak-
alle lave of God in redeeming man—of the
awful cost of the scrifice of Christ for
man and his ealvation.

6. Me helieved that acceptance of
Christ onened un a future for the be-
Tiever with Cod: but that the reiection of
Christ, versisted in, led inevitable to cter-
na! hanishment from God.

That kind of preaching conld not he
varmlar in ths ordinary sense, but his
first and last thonght was not what will
fake with men, but what will God an-
vrove, and what s in accord with Wis
trmth.  The congregation grew steadily,
eolidly, We hegan with seventy-three
families, now 265; with 131 members, now
650—a five-fold inerease.  Tn 1875 876 were
wiven for schemes Wf the church: Jast
venr 81.461--a twenty-fold increase.  The
ealary of the minister had risen from
21000 10 #1.600—a sixty per cent. increase.

e heean in a small rongh-cast chureh,
ta which an addition had to be put, then
in the nresent stone church, with its com-
nlete schoolraom, a eredit to the con-
gremition and the town, ,

When he eame, the congremation had
the evetem of rew rente, and monthlv
oollastore tramnine north. sonth, east and
woet ta mather money for romnine ev.
penses.  In  the beginning of 1876 the

weekly offering system was introduced, and
has developed until all moneys for all pur-
poses is aid upon the plate as an offer-
ing to God.

When he came the managers were the
important body in the congregation—the
session had little influence, It took time
and care to yut spiritual things and spirit-
ual officers first, but it was accomplished
without friction.

Bible class work was a prominent fea
ture, and for twenty-nine years he had gen-
arally conducted the class,  What an
army of men and women wonld the former
scholars of that class make were they
gathered together!  Men would come
from the ends of the Dominion, from the
highest and most honorable positions in
the land.

Before the Christian Endeavor Society
was organized there was a voung peo-
ple’s society pretty much on the lines of
the Preshyterian Guild of today.

The women were organized in the be-
ginning as a Tadies* Aid to furnish the
new church in contemplation.  The Wo-
men's Foreign Missionary Society has heen
a spiritual blessing to the congregation
ever since its organization. Time wonld
fail to speak of the loval help received
from every department of the church
For these thirty-one vears work has gone
on, with changes all alongz the line, and
yet the harmony has never once heen
broken hetween minister and people. The
two-fold concention of the church tad
heen kept in view (1) as a field for evan-
gelistic work, and (2) as an evangelical
force of workers, with minister as leader.
He honed his successor would magnify the
sccond and Jead the congregation as a
united armv of aggression to win the com-
munity and the world for Christ.

Dr. Somerville said that a good deal of
ontside work had heen laid upon him, both
as regarded the work of the Preshvtery
and the church at large. As Preshvtery
(Merk and Convener of the TTome Mission
Committee for many years, as was natural-
Iv to he exnected, his house was the dis-
tributing point for students and nrobation-
ers to all parts of the Preshytery. It
was a privilege indeed to meet so many
noble men doing the work of the church,
Then beside the Preshytery work, in the
wider field of the church at large, he
had ever been called upon for his full
share of work.  When Dr. Cochrane’s
death left the convenorshin of the Assem-
bly’s Home Mission Committee vacant, the
committee unanimously asked him to take
the position. Tt was declined, and Dr.
Warden appointed, but he accented the
position only on condition that his rlace as
secretary of the committee be fi'led by
Dr. Somerville.  When Dr. Warden
taken, then, a reorganization of the office
in Toronto was necessary. and the va-
cancy in the Assembly clerkshin, the con-
venorship of the Home Mission Commit-
tee, and other duties had been laid wnon
him which necessitated his  removal to
Toronto. The new position required the
very best that was in him, and that
hest would be given to the church, as he
had given it to Division Street congregn-
tion. He thanked the congregation for
all their loyalty and many acts of kind-
ness to him and his during past years,
He spoke wf the wcordial relations he-
tween himself and the other ministers al-
wavs, and the good feeling between the
different denominations.  Dr. Somerville
closed his address by paying a well-earned
tribute to his wife, who had been his
faithful ally in all his years of work, who
had borne her full share of the congrega-
tional work with the women of the church,
and had done far more than people knew
in dispelling the clouds when they threat-
ened, and had been a source of heln to her
hushand in his work beyond all telling.

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MIDSUMMER DAINTIES.

Swansdown—Beit the whites of nine
large eggs or ten &#mall ones until they
are a thick foam, then add one level tea-
spoonful cream of tartar and pinch of
«alt, then continue beating until when
dropped  from  beater the mixture will
keep its shape: now fold in alternately
one and onefourth cups of granulated
sugar, level one-half pint flour, the latter
sifted four times; add one teaspoonful
vanilla,  one-fourth teaspoonful lemon:
pour into shallow, oblong pan and put
into cool oven and bake slowly uutil
browned. It should take at least thirty
minutes to bake this. Remove from oven
and turn pan upside down on two other
pans to hecome cool. When cool spread
top with finely minced blanched almonds,
or minced candied cherries, then covee
with an inch layer of applewhip. When
ready to serve cut into squares,

Apple Whip.—Pare and grate into a
mixing bow! a medium-sized tart apple.
add the white of one egg. one cupful
granulated sugar and pinch of salt; beat
all together thoroughly until it is white
and light as down. Tt will take from
thirty to fortyfive minutes to get this
to the right consistency.

Cocon.—Allow one rounding teaspoonful
of cocon and one cupful of milk for each
Put milk into a double boiler with
-inch stick of cinnamon, and when
scalding hot add the cocoa mixed into a
paste with a little of the milk, stir until
thoroughly incorporated: then let hoil for
five minutes; remove the cinnamon and
add five drops of vanilla for each cup.
Pour into a hot chocolate pot and beat
with a whip until frothy anil serve with
a teaspoonful of whipped cream on top
of each cup if desired.

Alaska.—Toast disks of sta'e sponge
cake and place three candied cherries in
