Look
first into the Old Testament:

Kvidently the import here is the simple
thought of Separation and Dedication--separa.
tion from the other days and dedication to o
special use. The same simple idea is the word
in Exod. 13:  *‘And the Lord ssid nute Moses,
Sanctify unto me all the first-horn both of wan
and beast: it is mine.' 1t is in this seeuse thay
people are said 1o sanctify themsetves: *“Hear

-me, ye Levites, sanctily, now, yoarselves,” 2

. Chron. 29,

This oot idea, of separation awd "dication,
.Tunning through the Old Testament, §s atso the
basis of the New Testament meaning of the
word:

John 10:  “‘Say ye of Him whem the Father
hath sanctified and sent into the world, ete,*’

John 17:  “Sanctify them in the trath." Por
this cause I sanctify myself."’

Here is the Old Testament thought of setting
apart for a special service.  This is true both of
the master ‘and the disciples; for He says of
‘them: ' “*‘As the Father hath sent me so send I
them.” ' Ver, 18.

To 1 Thess. 4 the word is fonnd with the single
idea’ of separation. ““This is the will of God
even your sanctification that you abstain from
fornication.”  And Peter uses it with one
thou, ht of ‘‘sctting apart” when he exhorts the
suffering ‘brethren ‘'to sanctify Jesus as Lord in
their hearts.”

Sanctify is clearly marked off from washing,

cleansing, justification, purification, growth in
Christian character; . g., 1 Cor. 6: *‘Such were
some of you but ye were washed, ye were sanc-
tified,’ ye were justified.” So in Ephes. s,
speaking of the chnrch, the Holy Spirit says:
“ ":E_v:n 8s Christ loved the Church and gave
himself for it, that He might sanctify it, having
cleansed it by the washing of water and the
word.” Rev,, Ver,

The “‘cleansing’ precedes sanctification; then
the development, or character-building (growth)
follows. ‘‘That he might present to Himself a
glorious Church, not having spot, or wrinkle,
that it should be holy and without blemish.’
With the thought in mind that sanctification is
separation and dedication all this is plain.

Sanctification, then, is not a process in the
biblical meaning. It is an act of God, complete.
Purification and character buildiug are gradual;
sanctification is instantaneous, at the moment of
salvation. We grow in sanctifi itio; but not
fmlo it. Tt is for this reason tle Apostolic
writers upesk of all the saved as also sanctified—
even the corrupt Corinthians.

1 Cor. 1: *‘Unto the Church of God at Corinth,
to them that are sanctified in Christ Jesus."

8 Pet. 1: “‘Elect according to the foreknow-
ledge of God in sanctification.” Also in 2 Thess.
2013,

A QUESTION RE ENTIRE SANCTIFICATION.

The only text that would suggest such a
division of sanctification as entire and partial is
found in 1 Thess. 5:23.

*‘And the God of peace Himself sanctify you

our Lord Jesus Christ. The text as it stands in
our English translation seems to teach degrees of
sanctification.  But the Apostle’s prayer is vot
for degrees of sanctification for soul or body; but
that all parts of the individual, the whole of him,
body, soul und spirit, be consecrated to God

He desires that they may be kept from dissolu-
tion (entire) timil Christ comes; that they (the
three parts) might be blameless when He comes.
Paul recognizes only this division in sanctifica-
tion, viz., that one may be sanctified, that is, set
apart to God, in soul, but fail to realize that the
body too mnst be for God.  And the spirit, the
highest part of human nature is for God. When
all is dedicated to God and used for His service,
all 1s blameless. Each child of God stould be
thus wholly sanctified—body, soul and spirit
given up to God. *'I beseech you, brethren, hy
the mercies of God that ye presemt your bodies
living sacrifices,"” etc. Rom. 12: 1,

Chowor,  The chicfest of the Apustles, when he
wioie @ lettar to his Colos i friend, Phikomon,
i s'gned biwself, Paul, a prisoner of Jesus Christ. ™
| The old berois Christ's ambassador in Nero's
| tteen=-a pe'soner wk for evil-dong, but for

well-doing, his mena ks are hadges of honor;
i and while his scarred body is bound, Wis soul is

rejoicing as Christ s freedman from the yoke of
sinn, snd there is not a happier man i Rowe.
The esseuce of imprisonmetit is to be canfined ¢
in oue place without the permission or possibility -
of going whete one chooses.  In this sene there
ate a great many good puople who are Christ's

} are unable to get into God's house on Sabbath,
i though the Lord of the house comes to them.
Sowe have been confined within the walls of one
room for long weary years. During my pastor-
ate Juscd to visit, year afier year, a lovely and
cultured young lady who knew nothing of the
outdoor world, exce t the glimpses she got ftom
her bedroom window.  What ssrmons that brave
gitl used o preach jto me on the beauties of
Christiaa patience! 1 leasmed from her what a
sweet rest there 1s in the *‘Everlasting Arms.”’
She never uttered to e one syllable of discon-
tent during the whole fourteen or fifteen years
of her imprisonment in that sick chamber! Whin
I read to her some cheering passage from Goa's
Book, or gave her a sip of honey from that in-
exhaustable honey-comb, a joyous smile passed
over her face (which was sadly distorted by long
disease ). as if she were saying, ''Oh, how gond
that tastes!"' If thore was one room in Brooklyn
that the Master “‘ofttimes resorted 10,'" it was
that in which this bright, sunny-souled girl spent
all her youthful yeors as a ‘‘prisoner of Jesus
Christ **

Just why it ix that the all-wise and loving
Master permits some of His choicest servants to
ke laid aside from all active service, and to be
tortured often by sharp bhodily pains, [ cannot
onderstand.  When every voice is so needed to
teach and to preach His Gospel, why are so
many doomed to silence? When every hand is
needed in His service, why are so many of His
soldiers destined to lie helpless in the hospitals?
