It was suggested, he went on to sav.

While it might 
be possible to save from thirty to fifty 
uii’lion dollars by that method the re 
suit in the end would be the los- of ten 
t1 d«l that sum to this countrv in view of* 
its progress and development. It was 
apparent that the road could not remain 
uncompleted. It constituted a part of a 
great projected transcontinental sys 
tern and it- traffic over the lines in 
operation had developed wonderf ill I v 
iu the last half dozen years, especially 
in the western provinces. To leave the 
read uncompleted, Mr. Borden said, 
would retard the progress of the cotin 
try for at least a générât i on ; and so far 
as he could discern if the F.N.R. went 
into liquidation it could not be brought 
to completion unless the count rv should 
come to its assistance bv some such 
measure as that proposed. ‘ ‘ Therefore. ’ ’ 
he said, ‘‘it ms to u< that under 
proper stipulations and safeguards it 
was not only desirable, but nere-.su r v , 
for the country at this time to give such 
assistance as would insure the rumple 
tion of the road at. an early date.’’

Mr. Borden produced affidavits stat 
ing that Mackenzie and Mann had not 
diverted any of the money granted to 
t lie road from the purposes for which it 
was intended and also to show t h;t t no 
money was made by the two knights 
out of the operation, nf 111 ( y Nort hern 
Can' t i iu t ion Company.

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DEBATE ON C.N.K. DEAL
For the first tiin<• since tin* policy uf puur- 

ing the f>u 1 >]i<• morn-y into tfn- treasury ol 
the C.N.K. was inaugurated. Karliament is 
now giving nail serious attention to the sys­
tem of financing employed hy Mackenzie 
anil Mann. For the past ten years tliese 
gentlemen have gone to the provincial and 
Federal <iovernments alike, year hv year, 
and carried away millions of the people's 
monev. without ever saying “thank you. 
or even being asked for what purpose they 
intended to spend it. This reekless system 
of squandering the public money would 
undoubtedly have continued had not public 
opinion demanded a change. And now 
when the C.N.K. is practically bankrupt, and 
the country on the verge of a financial crash, 
the politicians have finally awakened to tin- 
fact that a part of their duty is to protect 
the interests of the people, and that there is 
a limit to.which they can go in pandering to 
the plutocrats. The C.N.K. deal is one 
which affects the pocket book of every 
farmer in the Prairie Provinces and should 
be studied carefully because it will not lie 
settled at the present time nor for several 
years to come. New light that- is being 
continually let into the Mackenzie and Mann 
financial methods indicate that, next to the 
protective tariff, the construction of the 
C.N.K. has been the most demoralizing and 
corrupting influence in Canadian political 
life since confederation. The prospects are 
that this corruption will still continue for 
some years to blacken the future pages ol 
Canadian history. It, is quite true that in 
the end Canada will have a third transcon­
tinental railway. But at what a cost, not only 
in public money and public credit, but also 
to public honor and public morals I lie Bor 
den (iovernment has made the first real at­
tempt to deal in a businesslike manner with 
Mackenzie and Mann, and yet the informa­
tion they have compelled these two railway 
promoters to give has contused the public 
mind and aroused such widespread itn-redii 
]itv that a great deal more light is needed 
before the statements provided by Mai-ken 
zie and Mann will be believed.

The feature of the last week’s debate in 
Parliament was the revolt, of K. B. Bennett. 
M.P. for Calgary, and W. F. Niekle, M.P. 
for Kingston, and their fearless analysis of 
the C.N.K financial situation, coupled with 
their seathing denunciations ol 1 Mackenzie 
and Mann. Tln-se two men are lifelong 
members of the Conservative party and are 
still remaining in the party, but they claim 
the right to criticize the ( .N.K. deal pro­
posed hv the (Jovornmont. which they be­
lieve to lie not in the best interests of Un­
people of I amnia. I here arc quite a number 
of otlu-r members of the Conservative party 
who are opposed to giving Mackenzie and 
Mann another $Fi,000,000, hut they have all 
been whipped into line by methods familiar 
to polit i t-a 1 parties, and, tho they have a 
great deal of sympathy with Bennett arid 
Nickb-. they have not the courage to follow 
them. Tln-se two nu-ri have performed a disf 
tirut and signal service to the people of 
Camnla by the course they have taken, as 
undoubtedly it was t heir- revolt and the fear 
of other Conservative members .following 
tliem that forced tin- (iovernment to extract 
the information >• -cured from Mackenzie 
and Mann as to tln-ir finarn ing methods. Mr. 
B- nri'-tt criti'-iz- d both parties very sharply 
for the reekb-'S manner in which they have 
given tin- publie money to Mackenzie and 
Mann. He • I■ 1.11--< 1 that both parties were 
guilty, as t!.- party in pow-r would make a 
proposal to aid Mackenzie and Mann arid 
the other party would readily support the

proposition in order that both of them plight 
get a good subscription to the party cam­
paign fund. This statement, which has not 
been challenged, was made in Karliament. 
It is iti reality a charge that the Members 
of Karliament have betrayed the people who 
elected them and sold themselves to Mae 
kenzie and Mann in return for contributions 
to tln-ir campaign funds, which they hoped 
would enable them to go out to the country 
and fool the people "again. Mr. Bennett has 
been in political life for many years and has 
also been intimately connected with the 
largest corporation in Canada, so lie should 
know whereof he speaks, lias corruption 
become so widespread in Canada that weal­
thy men can buy up our members of Kar­
liament in this wholesale mannerÏ This is 
a matter which should be sifted to the hot 
tom in tin- interests of the people, hut if 
both parties at involved, as Mr. Bennett 
declares, it is very likely that they will unite 
to suppress any attempt to expose tln-ir bar 
gainings with the C.N.K. promoters.

The examination to which the C.N.K. deal 
was subjected by Mr. Bennett and Mr. 
Niekle establishes pretty clearly that the 
•i-4H,()()0,00(1 of common stock which Hie Uov- 
eminent will take is of no value and affords 
consequently no security. It is also pretty 
eh-arly established that tin- whole (’.N.K. 
system is now mortgaged to its full value 
and tin- additional mortgage which tin- Cm 
ernim-nt will take will lie practically worth 
less. Tile (iovorilllll-lll lilts issued a state 
ment declaring that a thorough investigation 
of the C.N.K. system shows that Mackenzie 
and Mann have never made anything out of 
the < ..N.K. personally, either thru tln-ir eon 
si ruction company or thru a-ny of lln-ir 
subsidiary companies This statement will 
not he believed and no one could reasonably 
lie expected to believe it until it is accom­
panied by a compb-te explanation of tin- 
huge personal fortunes which Mackenzie and 
Mann have accumulated. Mr. Bennett has 
demanded a Koval Commission to investi 
gate tin- whole C.N.K. system and undouht 
i dly such a commission would render spb-n 
did service, but at the same time it would 
probably uncover facts decidedly unfavor 
able to both political parties ami will proh 
ably not be granted. Mr. Bennett also do 
monst rati-d pretty conclusively that the eapi 
tal stock of the C.N.K. was water, as well as 
the stock of the twenty subsidiary coin 
panics, lie also maintained that the Oovcin 
mint’s plan to amalgamate these companies 
into one was unworkable, because of tin- 
bonds outstanding against each company. 
It is impossible for any ordinary individual 
tii understand the network of companies 
which Mackenzie and Mann have built up. 
and it is doubtful if there are a half dozen 
members of tin- House of Commons who have 
tin- slightest idea of this great national 
tangle. It seems clear,, however, that Mae 
kenzii- and Mann have performed the great 
est feat of financial jugglery ever seen in 
this country or any other, and the result has 
been to make themselves wealthy and tin- 
C.N.K. bankrupt The last few months have 
seen swarms of lobbyists in Ottawa working 
v. itJi the members ori both sides of tin- House 
in an endeavor to have tin- C.N.K deal put 
thru. These lobbyists have included Mac­
kenzie and Mann arid tln-ir associates in the 
C.N.K.. together with contractors and cor 
poralion magnates who are creditors of the 
C.N.K The rights arid the interests of the 
common people have mighty little chance in 
the face of such pressure, and such met Inals 
do not terni to purify our political life. No 
doubf tin- present scheme to provide another 
$45,000,000 will prevail and will keep Mac­

kenzie and Mann quiet until another election 
is held. Two or three years hence there will 
be another swarm of lobbyists around 
1 Ittavva and another demand for moço money 
for the C.N.K. There will lie little likeli-
h.....I for any 'democratic legislation for the
benefit o| the people so long as both political 
parlies are controlled by a handful of Cana­
da's wealthy men.

THE FARMER AND MILITARISM
Me would call the special attention of our 

readers to an article on page- seven of this 
issue, in whjeh is reproduced a speech on 
“Fa rm its and Militarism.” delivered by 
Krotessor Mack Kastman, of Calgary I’niver 
xit.v. helore the annual convention of Kural 
Municipalities and Local Improvement Assn 
'■iations of Alberta. Krotessor Kastman has 
made a wide study of the question of militar­
ism. not only thru general and contemporary 
history but also thru residence in some of 
the militarist eounlrh-s of Kurope. lie finds 
that tho the nations of Kurope are impover 
ishing themselves by the enormous burdens 
of lln-ir armies and navies, the great mass of 
Hu- people have absolutely no desire for war 
I hey leel no ill will against their fellow 
workers m tin- adjoining countries and no 
di-sire to fight with them. The chief causes 
ol big armaments are the periodic war scares 
deliberately engineered by armament firms 
whose profits depend on making each nation 
believe that some other nation is planning 
an attack upon it.

Krolessor Kastman pointed with alarm to 
Canada's growing expenditures on military 
and naval armaments, and predicted that if 
the present tendency was not checked the 
country would before long be saddled with 
the expense of maintaining a standing army 
which would only be an irritation to our 
neighbors. Krotessor Kastman is strongly 
against' the establishment of a Canadian 
navy, and regards the proposed gift of 
$•».».<100,000 to the British Admiralty only as 
a b-sser evil, lb- maintains that such a gift 
would not be any lu-lp to tirent Britain, and 
lor this and all other statements which he 
makes In- gives very good reasons The 
article throws new light on several aspects 
ol tin- question and will repay careful per 
usai.

The farmers of Saskatchewan w ill welcome 
the appointment by the Government- of the 
commission to investigate the sale .of farm 
machinery. It is .juife evident from the ap­
point rm-nt of'this commission that the Gov­
ernment intends to enact legislation which 
will protect the farmers of the province from 
any unscrupulous implement company. Those 
companies that want to do business on an 
equitable basis, and do not wish to impose 
upon the farmer* unjustly.-will not resent a 
thorough investigation and reasonable legis­
lation. Other companies, who may wish to 
exploit the farmers, should be regulated 
wlx-ther thev like it or not.

It. is a most remarkable coincidence that 
the judgment of the Railway Commission 
should he handed down on the day following 
the budget speech by the finance minister. 
The Hud get speech announced that no tariff 
concessions, except on binders and mowers, 
would he made to the western farmers, 
and naturally aroused resentment in the

The public life of Canada lias lost one of 
its most striking personalities hy the death, 
which occurred on Friday last, of Hon. F. 1). 
Monk, K G It I'I.., ex M I*, for Jacques 
('artier, (^uel.ec, and for a short time Minis­
ter of Hui.lx- Works in the Horden Govern­
ment. Mr Monk was one of the leading 
figures in the political life of the province of 
toucher for many years, and had the distinc­
tion of being one of the very few Canadian 
statesmen who have, resigned their places in 
the Government, rather than sacrifice a prin­
ciple. Mr. Monk, together with the other 
Conservative leaders in (Quebec, promised the 
people of that province at the last general 
election, that if Mr. Horden was placed in 
power his naval policy would be submit ted 
to the people before action whs taken, apd 
when Mr. Horded asked Parliament to sane 
tion a grant of ÇIÛ.immhhmi to the Hritish Ad­
miralty without tlie consent of the people, 
Mr. Monk at once gave up his position as 
Minister of Publie Works, and the salary of 
#7,000 a year which went with that office. 
Mr. Monk was at that time in poor health, 
and a few months ago resigned his seat in
Parliament I....anse of his sickness The de
cased 'Was a man of high intellectual attain­
ments ♦md was Professor of ( .institutional

Growers’ Grain Company sent a check for 
*1,000 to each of these associations, making 
a total of over ,$2;">,000 in direct -grants to 
these three associations in the past five years. 
This financial assistance to the associations 
has enabled them to prosecute their work 
more vigorously and to bring an ever- 
increasing number of farmers into their 
ranks. In forwarding the cheeks to the as­
sociations T. A. Crerar, president of The 
Grain Growers’ Grain Company, wrote as 
follows :

Prairie Provinces. The findings of the Rail­
way Commission undoubtedly brought a cer­
tain amount of gratification to the Prairie 
Provinces and would, of course, tend to 
lessen the disappointment over the failure to 
secure tariff reduction. This coincidence in 
the announcement will tend to create an im­
pression that there has been political inllu- 
enee exerted hy the Government at least in 
timing the announcement of the Railway 
Commission’s judgment. Needless to remark 
such an impression will add neither to the 
prestige df the Government nor of the Rail- 
wav Commission.

Thus it will he seen that the Western 
farmers Imihled better than they knew when 
they decided to go into the grain business on 
their own account, and hy so doing-have laid 
permanent and stable foundations for a 
structure, which, working hand in hand with 
the gr.-at organizations in the three prov­
inces, will lie a mighty factor in developing 
m the Prairie Provinces a rural civilization 
which should, in tlie course of time, surpass 
that of any other country. Inspired by the 
successful work of The < irain ( I rowers’ < I rain 
( ompany, the Saskatchewan Co-operative 
Kiev at or Gompanv was brought into exist - 
eiiee, and out of iis accumulated profits re­
cently donated $2.0(111 to the Saskatchewan 
Grain Growers Association. The Alberta 
banners Go-operative Kiev at or (’ompany 
has not yet been in operation a year, but in 
the course of time will undoubtedly he able 
to assist in the educational work in that 
province. The Grain Growers' Grain Com­
pany. however, operates in all three prov­
ince. having more shareholder in Saskatche­
wan than in either Alberta or Manitoba, and 
it is only reasonable that the company should 
devote its durational grants to each of the 
three associations. 1 lie western farmers

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Farmers and Militarism
An Address delivered by Professor Lastman, of Calgary University, before the Convention of 

Alberta Rural Municipalities and Local Improvement Associations

I am by temperament a militarist. In 
early childhood the glamor of war ex­
cited my imagination, and in mv boy 
hood I was busy organizing military so 
ci et in s. I was credulous enough to 
believe that war was a biological neces­
sity, that ii*t ernatinnal struggle was 
essential to the development of physical 
courage and moral fibre, and that other 
similar sophistries were eternal verities. 
At times reason and fact made me 
pau^e, but it needed a period of study 
and observation in militarized Europe 
to convince me that I must right about 
face. Since then I have realized that 
a war between two of the nations that 
are in the van of progress would be an 
unmitigated curse hi mankind; that to 
day the real foes of every people are 
within and not beyond the frontier; 
that limit less moral fibre may be de 
\ eloped in combating these domestic 
enemies; and that, as for physical cour 
age, we could tru>t to football and 
lacrosse. _______

The Cost of War
As far back as 1803, Greg, in his 

11 Essays on Political and Social 
Science,” said : ‘‘Judging from the 
past history of our race, in ninety nine 
cases out of one hundred war is a folly 
and a crime. Where it P <o, it is the 
saddest and wildest of all follies, and
the most heinous of all-crimes.” Greg 
had especially in mind the Napoleonic 
era. The battles between England and 
France alone cost these nations the 
blood of 1,000,000 of their sturdiest 
manhood. As for {Tance, according to 
Lerby Beaulieu, her wars between 17!>3 
and 176J robbed her of 1,000,000 lives. 
Such wholesale slaughter has a fright­

fully dernouili ing influence upon the 
physical stamina and ultimately upon 
the moral strength of u people. The 
very year after ( • reg wr<-t «•. Europe 
saw the commencement of the Grin ean 
War. truly a wild folly, parent of the 
heinous crimes of the recent Bal .an 
imbroglio, for- ns Von Moltke once de­
clared. ‘ ‘ E\ erv war is the father of 
otlier wars.”

Twenty years later came the Franco 
Prussian War. which struck such a stag­
gering blow at human progress, smoth­
ered all liberal thought and movements 
and turned Western Europe into an 
armed ramp. This catastrophe would 
have been a voided but f"r one man’s 
aggressjvp f"by and another man’s un 
scrupulous cunning, seconded on both 
sides of the frontier bv t lie official 
press. And this pre^s. then a - always, 
talked of France and Germany, as if 
they were t.wo persons, one of which 
had insulted the other Yet all this 
time the peasants and citizens of hoth 
countries were patiently toiling at the 
world's wort. quite unaware that the v 
were insulting nr 1 eing insulted. Xever 
theless the blunder d est r*» v ed their 
wealth to the ex'ent of over *J.ôbn,ü(i0f- 

inaiigur.it e<l the baneful reign of 
Armed peace arid rolled national debts 
into the billions. Today the military 
budget of France stands at $460,000.000, 
TvTiTle 111e impoverished jmaal budget
amounts to bandy pdfi 000 000. ‘‘Fife 
is languishing, and death alone absorbs 
our living resources, ” cried Jaurès, last 
December.

Civilization Stagnates
And so it seemed to me even before 

the wild militarist reaction of the last

two years. Every work of industrial 
improvement, of education or artistic 
advance was delayed or crippled thru 
lack of funds. I remember once point­
ing out to the librarian of the Biblio­
thèque Nationale that certain volumes 
were indispensable for the history of 
French colonization lie shook his head 
and said: ”1 know it, but they would 
cost * .‘to. a ml we have to count every 
sou. Everything goes to organize de 
struct ion. And so it is, more or less, 
in all the miltari/cl nations; civiliza­
tion stagnates; tlie forces of progress 
are atrophied; the militarist snowball 
grows into an avalanche and threatens 
to sweep us back into savagery. Even 
in the ITiited States of America, in 
EGO, the total war cost was 67 LÎ ft per 
rent. of the national expenditures.

In Gan a da the monster is trying to 
raise its head. I n 1 *!M the entire cost of 
our militia was approximately .fl,U.X.r>,- 
M00; the estimates for l!*ll demand 
nearly $ 19,()()(),0(H), which is more than 
double the sum expended five years ago. 
Someone has lately mentioned a navy, 
and a few months ago the minister of 
militia laid pompous plans for t lie mili 
tari/at ion of our universities. All this 
eoliies most oppoi timely at a time when 
the financial stringency has arrested 
educational progress ihruout Canada. 
By tin* way, do you know that one «lis 
charge of a big gun costs as much as 
a four years’ university course!

Waste of Intelligence
Thus far we have been discussing 

t h«* waste of human life in war and of 
social wealth in militarism, but we must 
not forget the waste of intelligence ill 
both Try to imagine what our civili­

zation might be already if - during jhe 
last century scores of thousands of in­
ventive brains and generous hearts had 
been concentrât ing t In ir energies direct­
ly upon productive industry and social 
amelioration instead of upon destruc­
tion and oppression. True, from de­
structive inventions the world has some-» 
times wrested constructive machine», 
but how indirect and how uncertain has 
been the process! And how great our 
hiss by the w ay !

Modern War An Industrial Game
Of what nature, then, is war! Ob 

v uqislv it pfHtakcs of the character of 
the civilization to which it belongs. 
The kings of agricultural peoples make 
wars of territorial conquest; their 
dream is to round out their domains, to 
seize their m i :hbors ' fields Tito gov­
ernments of industrial countries make 
commercial wars with a view to the ex 
P hot at ion of new regions and new mar 
Kits. In l.v.iô the Japanese fought the 
Ghinese for the exploit at ion of Corea; 
in IMhS the Americans fought t he Span­
iards for the exploitation of Cuba; in 
1 X'.iq wo gloriously triumphed over tho 
Boers ( oh, those palpitating memories! ) 
for the exploitation of the Transvaal'» 
gold mines; in 1600 the Europeans in­
vaded 1 ‘el- in and imposed their railways 
upon China, in EMM the Japs and Bus 
si a ns massacred oaclt other for the ex 
ploitat ion of Manchuria. Five wars in 
ten years!- The triumph of pacifism! 
Whatever the pretext or t lie war cry, 
tin* basic cause was commercial. Our 
modern financial oligarchies seek not 
Hubjeets but customers; business men 
make business wars

They are looked upon perhaps 
as a necessary evil, lu eked every time 
they are not nimble enough to get out 
of the way. but tolerated been use they 
are recognized as a valuable asset when 
the inroads upon the pork barrel have 
made it necessary to east around for 
fresh supplies.

Attention to Detail
Expediency is the word which most 

fittingly expresses, in tIre majority of 
cases, the methods which have been 
and still are being employed by the 
farmers thruout tlie West. That there 
is much justification for such methods 
is in a large measure true, due tsi 
weather conditions, the short season and 
the natural advantages directly at the

the ' w and young pigs. With the 
necessity for increased flow of milk re­
quired to feed the youngsters, the sow 
should lie fed largely concentrated 
foods. It is important at this time that 
there is no stinting of the food, because 
the subsequent development and gains 
of tiie young pigs «ill in a large mens 
lire depend upon the manner in which 
they grow during the first few weeks 
sue king the mother. If skim mii.i is 
available this will form a very valuable 
addition to the ground oats which will 
prot ide the berger portion of the ration. 
A little linseed meal, barley meal and 
bran mixed with the ont chop will add 
to the nitrogenous and carbohydrate 
portions of the ration, and some good 
hay, preferably alfalfa, or, better still, 
some soiling crop, will give, the neces­
sary bul kin css to the ration.

Sheaf Oats Good
The writer lias found that green sheaf 

oats give good results fed to brood sows, 
the pig< eating a portion of the sheaf 
and the remainder being useful in form 
ing good dry bedding for the sow and 
litters. One sheaf a day is in no way 
expensive and will lie found to be very 
much appreciated bv the sow. All con 
centrâtes should be fed in the form f 
a thin slop, and it is important that 
the sow obtains sufficient water, t'arrv 
ing waiter is one of tin* objections of­
fered by the hired man when discussing 
hog feeding, and it is very often the 
ease that the pigs generally, and sows 
in particular, do not get sufficient

And so, while 
the two installées described above may 
perhaps be somewhat exaggerated when 
applied to the average farm, yet it 
inust be admitted t at too little att < n 
tion is being paid to ‘ ‘ stopping the 
wastes” by the majority of farmers. 
Jt stands to reason that an animal 
which has been provided with legs pre­
sumably as a means of locomotion can 
not be expected to develop to the best 
advantage cooped up in a atari or p1.co­
in which it lias not any more than 
enough room to turn round. It. is also 
equally true that the best results will 
not be obtained from an animal which,

The Brood Sow
At this time of the year most of the 

sow- have farrowed, and the question 
arises as to the best way to care for

evident that if the flow of milk, which 
is so necessary to the development of 
the young pigs, is to be as full as pos­
sible, the sow must have as much water 
as she will readily consume. Usually 
in spite of all a careful feeder can do 
the sows lose flesh when nursing the 
litter, but the amount of loss will de 
pend to some extent upon the care 
which is given in the selection and 
choice of foods and the manner in which 
the young pigs are handled. If a pas 
t ure is available the sow should be 
turned out away from the young ones 
for an hour er so during the first couple 
of weeks. This will give her exercise 
and the green stuff will aid the milk 
flow and keep the sow in a good healthy 
state.

Weaning Time
At weaning time, usually when the 

pigs are about ten weeks old the best 
plan to follow is to keep feed away 
from t lie sow on the day that weaning 
is to tu- e place, allow the youngsters 
to suckle I he sow dry in the morning 
and turn her out into a dry lot or field 
some distance from the pig pen where 
t . young pigs are.

Problem Governments Fear
“ Now, while it is true that these ma­
lign influences represent but a small 
fraction of general capital, yet in their 
union lies their surprising strength. 
They are organized, financed and 
generally ready to buy whatever 
is for sale in their home (parlia­
ments or in foreign governments. 
Thru fair and foul play these special 
industries have grown to enormous [pro 
portions in all the great military na­
tions, and their suppression would 
cause social distress and political com­
motion. Fast February 9, Admiral Von 
Tirpitz confessed that his refusal to 
entertain Churchill*8 holiday proposal 
was mainly due to ‘‘an industrial rea­
son” \ iz.: that during a naval holiday 
the German _x ards would be compelled 
to close and throw- thousands of skilled 
mechanics out of employment.

Have you put on the screen doors yet 
in the house f Ft only takes a few 
minutes and vastly adds to the comfort 
of those indoors.

Wet weather is the time to fix up per 
manentlv the machinery which you have 
just cobbled up for the time being; to 
get your racks in shape after last fall’s 
knocking about at threshing time so as 
to be ready for haying; to clean up the 
door-yard and barn-yard ; fix up the old 
stalls in the stable, and to-mend the 
bags which are wasting quite a lot of 
grain if you only kept track of it all

Do you keep a note book in which to 
jot down the jobs w hi h need doing on 
a wet day?

Feed Young Pigs

The German Bogey
Rut, you say. tho wpe nip our own mili 

tarism in the bud, may we not make a 
harmless, contribution of $35,000,000 tu 
the navy of the motherland f Well, eer 
tainly that i-s the lesser of the two 
evils, and if our gift would really help 
England or help tue world, vve ought to 
give it. Rut you know for a certainty 
that our contribution would stimulate 
Herman effort directly and to a eorres 
ponding degree, and not only German 
effort, but the efforts of the Triple Al 
lianee and ultimately of the other na­
tions. The final result of our sacrifice 
would be to leave the powers in the 
same relative position as they now 
stand, all of them in appearance a little 
stronger and in reality a little nearer 
exhaustion. In spite of this, some of 
the more naive imperialists will persist 
in descanting upon the German menace. 
They arc too innocent to grasp the idea 
that there are ijuite as many people in 
Germany who honestly believe in the 
English danger as there are in England 
who believe in the German danger. Al 
ready I have pointed out the multiplie 
ity anil complexity of the forces which 
keep all the great nations trembling on 
the brink of catastrophe. The situation 
is so complicated that it i- vain to place 
the blame upon Germany more than 
upon England or vice versa. Rut sup 
pose a German were to make out a case 
against Rritain, he could advance some 
interesting fuels. After the Franco 
I’russian war HismuTrWotifentrated bis 
attention upon industrial development. 
The result- were so remarkable that an 
English consul in Syria wrote to his 
government, “Formerly all the Euro­
pean products used here wa re bought in 
England. Today I write you upon a 
table madï in Germany, with a German 
pen, on German paper. Soon there will 
be nothing English here but myself.1’

Meanwhile t-.e English press was 
growling and scowling. The English 
parliament passed the famous law 
''Made in Germany'' which proved a 
boomerang. Chamberlain began his agi 
‘at,on for tariff reform The admiralty

He 
knows that in the militarized countries 
hundreds of thousands of men arc hop­
ing and preparing for this revolution 
as the only way of deliverance from 
economic oj.| r. s-ion. If our t'anndian 
farmers j.refer this method of social 
j.rugress, let them militarize Canada. 
Military rej.ression breeds revolutionary 
\ iolence.

Indeed, in the oj.inion of many emin­
ent men, an important factor in the 
growth of armies today is the fear of 
tIn- rising democracy. This time I quote 
Ijoin the greatest living French man of 
letters. Aiitoii France, who recently de 
e la red that at this hour, “in all Europe

LENGTH OF THE WORKDAY
There is no reason why the farmer 

cannot work in accordance with a cer 
tain definite plan, keeping in mind that 
with the right kind of head work, as 
much can be accomplished in a nine 
or ten hour day in the field as is ordin 
arily brought about where the day is 
trailed out twelve or fourteen hours. It 
is all a matter of knowing how.
