GEORGE the THIRD, by the Grace of God, of the United King-
dom of Great Britain, and Ireland, King, Defender of the Faith, To
our beloved and faithful Subjed John Blackwood, Efquire, GREETING.:
Whereas by the advice and affent of our CoLincil for certain arduous
and urgent affairs, Us, the ftate and defence of ouir Province of Lower
Canada and the Church thereof concerning, our Legislature at our City
of Quebec, on the Twenty-fifth day of May next, we have ordained
ta be holden, and there with you and other great men and our Legis-
lative Council of our faid Province. to have conference and Treaty, you
on the faith and allegiance by which you are bound to Us, firinly en-
joining, we command that the difficulty and dangers of the affairs
aforefaid confidered, laying afide every excufe whatfoever, on the afore-
faid Twenty- fifth day of May, at the meeting of our faid Legislature
you be perfonally prefent with Us and the great men and the Legisla-
tive Council aforementioned, upon the faid aiffairs ta. confer, and your
advice ta afford, and this as Us, and ihe honor, fafety and defence of our
faid Province and the Church of the fame, and the difpatch of the affairs
aforementioned, you love, you are in nio wife to omit. Witnefs our
trufty and well beloved SIR GEORGE PREvoS'r, Baronet, our Captain
General and Governor in Chief, in and over our faid Province of Lower
Canada, &c. &c. &c. at our Caftle of Saint Lewis, in our City of ue-
bec, in our faid Province, the Ninth day of April in the year of our
Lord one thoufand eight hundred and thirteen, in the Fifty-third year
of our Reign.

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Then the Honorable Mr. Blackwood came to the Table and took the
Oath prefcribed by the Statute of the Thirty-firft of His present Ma.
jefty, which was adminiffered by David Monro, Efq. one of the Com-
miffioners, and took his Seat accordingly.

Then the Commiffioner withdrew.

His Excellency SIR GEORGE PREVOST, Baronet, Governorin Chief,
being' feated in the Chair, on the Throne, the Speaker conmanded the
Gentleman Ufher of the Black Rod, to let the Affembly kiow, it is His
Excellency's pleasure, they attend him, immediately, in this Houfe.

Who being come with their Speaker,

His Excellency was pleafed to deliver the following Speech:

Gentlemen of the Legilative Council,

Gentlemen of the Houfe of Afembly,

I have great fatisfation in again meeting you in Provincial Parlia.
ment, from an. affurance that your deliberations will be influenced by
the fame principles of loyalty and affedéion to your Sovereign, and of
a&ive zeal for the fecurity and welfare of this Province, which have
hitherto diftinguiffied the people of Lower Canada.

His Majesty flill fuffering, to the great regret of all his Subjects, un.
der the malady with which he has so long been afflicted, the Govern-
ment continues to be adminiflered by His Royal Highnefs the Prince
Regent, with a wifdom and energy which promife the moft lafting
benefits to the Britifh Empire.

Upon the Continent of Europe, a formidable confederation of Mili-
tary Talents and ftrength has been formed, by the union of Ruffia,
Pruffia, Aufiria and Sweden, for the purpofe of refifting the further at.
tempts of the Ruler of France to obtain Univerfal Dominion ; and the
brilliant fucceffes which have hitherto invariably attended the Arms of

the
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the Allies in this momentous conteft, afford the weIl grounded hope ofa reaoration of independence to the Nations fo long oppreffed, and ofa return of Peace to that part of the World.

In Spain, and in the Territory even of France herfelf, into whichHis Majetty's victorious Arms have been carried, the fplendid achieve-
ment ot the Marquis of Wellington, and of the united Britifh, Spanifhand Portuguefe forces, im the Victories of Vittoria, and of the Pyrenees,an d the fall of Saint Sebafnian, have rivalled thofe of any former period,
and are juft fubjects of congratulation.

la turning our eycs to our own fhores, we have abundant caufe forgratitude to the bupreme Giver of all good, for the termination of thelate Campaign in a manner fo glorious- to the Britifh Arms, and fo dif-afirous to thofe of the enemy.

The defeat fultained by him on the Chateauguay, where a hand-
fui or brave Canadians repelled a powerful divifion of his Army, andthe brilliant Victory obtained by a fmall corps of obfervation,
on the banks of the Saint Lawrence, over the formidable Armament
commanded by General Wilkinfon, have at the fame time nobly upheldthe honor of His Majesty's Arms, and effectually difconcerted ail theplans of the enemy for the Invafion of this Province.

it is alfo matter of further and fincere congratulation, that, notwith-ftanding the various events of the laif fummer, by which a footing wasgained by the enemy in the Upper Province, they have fince been con-
pelled to abandon the greater part of it, and that the Theatre of Warhas been transferred into their own Territory, where Niagara, the"rftrongefl Fortrefs, and the important Pofs of Black-Rock and Buffalo,have lately been wrefied from them by Britifh Valor and Enterprize.

In reviewing thefe events, I cannot but contemplate with pride andfat:sfaction, the zeailous difcharge of duty which I have witneffed as wellin the mîlitia, as in al] claffes of His Majefty's Subjects in this Province,and whch I conC'der the fureti indication of their loyalty to their Sove-reign, and of their determination to defend, to the laft extremity, thisvaluablk portion of his Dominions.

I fhall direct to be laid before you, a ftatement of the Provincial Re-
venue of the Crown, and of the expenditure for the laft twelve months.

One of th-e meafures adopted by you during the laif Seffion, for fup-
plying the exigencies of the Public Service has only lately corne into ope-
ration, and as it prornifes to becone a highly productive fource of Re.-
venue, I confidently rely upon your liberality for fuch appropriations
for the defence of the Province, as the nature of the conteft in which
we are engaged, and the circumifances of the times, may require. -

Gentlemen of the Legi/lative Council,
Gentlemen of the Houfe -of Ajemby,

Notwithffanding the prefent favourable afpectof our affairs, and the
fecurity in which the Province is now placed, from the difcornfiture of
the enemy's late atternpts to invade it, we muft 1till be prepared to meet
with firmnnefs, and to repel with vigour, whatever meafures his
prefumption may again dictate for the accomplifhment of his avowed
object.

I truft, therefore, to your wifdom and vigilance to fuggeft whatevr
may be neceffary for this purpofe, and to your loyalty and patriotifrn
to fubmit to whatever further facrifices the war may require;-Affu-ring
you, that His Majefty's Government, not unmindfulI of the exertions
the Province has hitherto made in its defence, is ufing every poffible
effort, confiftent with the important demands upon it for other fervices, to
ftrengthen and increafe the Military Eftablfflhment under my Command.

Deeply fenfible, that the fituation in which I am placed, is as ardu-
ous and difficult as it is important-I am, notwithftanding, cheered and
animated in the difcharge of its duties, by the conviction that I fhall
always meet with your fupport, in maintaining the honor, and promo-
ting the Service of my Sovereign. To forward the profperity, and to
preferve the integrity of this Province, are objedts of which 1 fhall ne-
ver .lofe fight; and confidently relying on -your cordial affiffance for
their attainment, it will be my great ambition to be able-faithfully to
reprefent to His Royal Highnefs the Prince Regent, the loyalty, zeal

and
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unanimity of His Maiefty's Canadian Subje&s,.,and to carry with me,
whenever I fhall retum into the Royal Prefence, the good opinion and
the affedion of the People of this Province.

Which beiing ended. His Excellency was pleafed to retire, and the
Houfe of Affembly withdrew.

The Speaker then informed the Houfe that he had received a letter
from Major General Sheaffe, dated, York, Upper-Canada; 23d March
laift, in anfwer to that which he had tranfmitted to him, conveying the
thanks of this Houfe-He then read the letter, the purport of which
was, that he had received the notification of the diftinction conferred
by the vote of thanks of this Houfe, on him, the officers, non-com-
miffioned officers and privates of the regular and militia forces, whom he
had the lionor to command, on the 13th of October, in the battle of
Queenstown-That he would not fail, to make known to the troops,
the honor that had been conferred on them-That as feveral of the Six
Nation Indians, were then affembling at Fort George, he would con-
vey to thCm, alfo, the thanks of this Houfe in a folemn manner befit-
ting the dignity of this Houfe. He returns the Speaker his warmeff
thanks for the very flattering and polite manner, in which he had been
phafed to communicate to him the Refolution of this Houfe. The
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The Speaker alfoinformed the Houfe, that he had received a letter-from
Brigadier Geperal Proctor, dated, Sandwich, ,3 th Aprillaf, in anfwer to
that which ie had tranimittéd to him, conveyimg the- thanks of this
Houfe. . He then read the letter, the purport of which was,ethat he had
received the Retolution, conveying the thankf of this. Houfe, for the
fignal Victory obtained by the -foce under his Command, on the 22d
January laft, at the battle of Frenchtown-That he had communicated
the thanks to thofe, to whom it had reference, land requeftedthe S.peak-
er to acquaint the Houfe how fènfible he was of the honor conferred on
liim: and thofe under!his command-That he. would commnunicate the
vote of thanks. to the Indian Chiefs and. Warriors who. fought at the
battle of Frenchtown, on the firft proper occafion. He then ,returns
the Speaker his warmeft. Thanks for the very polite manneriin which he
had been pleafed to communicate to. him the Refolution of the Houfe.

tacks ot its Enemies.

However inviolable the attachment of His Majefty's Canadian Sub.
je&s to His Government, we fihould deem ourfelves waning in the
Allegiance due to our well beloved Sovereign, as well as in our dury to-

lation of the Province, and may moreover expofe to fubjugation, by
an abhorred Enemy, this portion of His Majefty's dominions.

Within a fhort period after the Declaration of War on the part of the
United States of dmerica againft Great Britain, the Commo is of Low.
er Canada, upon a Communication from the Gove-rnor in Chief, on the
want of the Monies neceffary for the Service of Government, zealoufly
concurred in paffing a Law for facilitating the circulation of Army
Bills. Notwithftanding the repugnance of the Inhabitants of the Coun.
try to Paper Money, a repugnance arifing from a former circulation of
that kind, the law in quefiion had a rfirif all the effed that could be expect.
ed, but the depyeciation which thefe Bills foon experienced has made the
fame articles dearer when purchased with Paper than when purchafed
with Specie It has alfo created a difficulty amounting nearly to im-
poffibility, of obtaining Specie for Paper. With pain we behold this
Paper threaten to diminifh in utility to Government, notwithfandiig
the earneft intention of the Houfe of Affembly to communicate to it,
the higheft degree of Credit.
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A lhort time before the Declaration of War, the Commons of Low.

er Canada concurred in paffing an Ad declaring every Man between
the ages of fixteen and fixty, a Militia-man. By this law the Gover-
nor of the Province is empowered, in certain cafes, to call out the
whole or fuch part of the Militia as he may deemexpedient; and there
are now embodied under this law about Six thoufand Men. By taking
into conficration the Carpeiters and others employed by Government
in Public Works, alfo thofe employed in Corvées for tranfporting effeas
belongingto the Army, we afcertain. the number of perfons confnantly
employed in Services relating to the War, to be at leaft Ten Thoufand,
add to these, the feveral Corps which, within a few years, have been
raifed in the Province, as the io 4th, the Canadian Fencibles, the Glen-
gary Regiment, chiefly raifed within the Province, the Canadian Vol-
tigeur Corps, alfo the Men annually employed in the Fifheries, and in
the Fur Trade, and it will be found, that Agriculture is at this moment
deprived of more than Fifteen Thoufand Men, being one third of the
whole Militia, and being the moft effecive portion of the Male Popula-
tion. In a Country as yet covered with Forefts, it is palpable, that
fuch levies do confiderably impede the cultivation* of the Soil; and the
failure of our Harvefts may in part be reafonably attributed to a want
of hands for Tillage. The accumulation of fo many evils, well may
produce uneafinefs among the Inhabitants of the Country, notwith-
ftanding their zeal, their courage and their loyalty.

May we alfo be permitted to reprefent to Your Royal Highnefs, that
the failure of feveral fucceffive Harveas in this- Province, has occafioned
a confiderable rife in the price of Grain and other articles of confumpti-
on. The /evy en ma/e of the Militia, which the approach of the Ene-
my laft Autunu rendered neceffary, in one of our moft fertile and po-
pulous Diftri&s, has prevented the complete Tilling of the Soil; and
as the prefent pofition of the Enemy on our Frontiers, indicates his in-
tention of making an attempt early next Spring, to penetrate into the
Province, it is to be apprehended, t hat a /evy en ma/è of the Militia in
the fame Diffri& (fhould a recourfe to that meafure be again unhappily
compelled) may prevent the fowing of the greateft part of the Grain in
that Diftri&, whence a Famine will inevitably enfue.

We therefore approach Your Royal Highnefs with confidence, for

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the purpofe of rnoft humbly befeeching Your Royal Highnefs to take
into Your moft gracious confideration fhe prefent fituation of His Ma-
jefty's faithful and loyal Subje&s in this Province, and to provide there-
for fuch Remedy and Relief as Your Royal Highnefs in your wifdom
may deem adequate.

That on the 17th of April, 1793, the Committee made their Report
thereon, in confequence whereof, it was ORDERED, " That the Hono-
" rable Mr. De Lanaudiere do go down to the Affembly, and inform
" that Hoiîfe, that the Legiflative Council have refolved to exprefs
" their defires on the Subjea of promoting the means of Education, in
" a feparate Addres."

The Committee fuirther report, that in following up the Proceedings
of the two Houfes, on this fubjed, they find, that although feparate
Addreffes were made, ·the objeEt of them both was the fame, viz. the
obtaining from the Crown, the means of eftablifhing Seminaries
throughout the Province, for the Education of Youth; the only differ-
ence being, that the Addrefs from the Affembly fpecifically point-
cd to l t'e reverfion of the Jesuits' Eflates, as a means of contribu-

" ting
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ting to fo defirable an end," whilft that from the Legiflative Council
fupplicated only in general terms, " for aid" to form fuch Eftablifh-
ments as might be required.

It further appears, that the faid Addrefses were not tranfmitted to His
Majefly by a fpecial Meffenger, but in the ordinary courfe, through the
medium of the then Lieutenant Governor of the Province.

Another cafe, applicable to the prefent queftion, will be found. on
the Journals of the Affembly, in the Seffion of 18io, in the Address
of that Houfe, prefented to the Governor in Chief, on the 2 3d Febru-
ary of that year, praying him to tranfmit certain Addreffes therein re-
ferred to, and in His Excellency's Anfwer.

The Committee alfo report, as applicable to this Cafe, the Reafons
offered by the Commons, in a Conference with the Lords, as ftated in
the Journals of the Houfe of Lords, on the 12th January, 1666, the
Lords having gone by a Petition to the King, for a Commiffion for ta-
king the Public Accounts, there being a Bill fent up from the Houfe of
Commons, and depending before' the Lords, for taking the faid Ac-
counts in another way, the Commons vote that- this proceeding " is
" unparliamentary, and of dangerous confequence."

Laaly, the Committee report, as applicable to the prefent cafe, the
Report agreed to in the Houfe of Lords, on the 2d January, 1691, as
Heads for a Conference with the Houfe of Commons, concerning
Votes of theirs for incorporating the Eaft India Company.

And that the Committee had alfo come to feveral Refolutions, which
they offered to the confideration of the Houfe.

And in point ofprinciple, it is at ahltimes dangerous »to leave such an arbitrary powerin tie hands of individuals, who, 'however refpedable their fituationin i.ociety, and however-impartial they may be in the exercise of theiroficiaIl duty, will be generally or partially fufpeded of the contrary.
Secodiy, -Becaufe, experience has fhown, that in this Province, fewpersons under eigh.teen.years of age have acquired fufficient ftrength toundergo the fatigues attendant on Military Life, and great numbers of

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fixteen .and feventeen years of age were, in confequence thereof, laa
year; fént back to the Divifions whnce they had beei ordered to join
the Embodied Battalions, and men of forty-fivé vears of age. aid up.
wards, have much lefs.facility of acquiring a knowledge of the ufe of
arms,. and the other duties of an Embodied Militia-man. Moreover,
becaufe Bach:lors make a lefler facrifice in quitting their homes, than
men having. families to bring up and support, and are also lefs burthea-
fome to the Country.

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ral appropriations you had made for the defence of the Province, andfor ameliorating the fit:uation of the Militia; and I regret, that in fa.crificing thefe defirable objeas, you fhould have been fwayed by anyconfiderations which 'feemed to you.of higher importance than the im.
mediate fecurity of the Country, or the comfort of thofe engaged in irs
protedion.

It is therefore my earneil recomnendation to you, to en-
deavor in your leveral flations, to give to the lnhabitants of this Pro-.vince, a true idea of the nature;and value.of the Conifitution whichthey poflfes;-that i the choice of their Reprefentatives, their atten-
tion inaybe diredéed to thofe, who, duly eftimating its advantages, will
endeavor faithfully to uphold it, and thereby effetually to-promote the
fafety, welf are and prosperity ot the Province.
