The dinner was served in
the Hotel Kootenay, and the catering was
in the capable hands of Miss Tower and
Jack Lucas. ‘T'he hall was prettily decor-

portrait of Lord Minto was surrounded
by a star-shaped frame of evergreens, the
whole draped by a magnificent Seottish
standard, which was loaned by Mr. T.
S. Gilmour, and which was eminently in
keeping’ with the traditions of the old
Border family of the Elliots well known
Scottish history. ‘T'he timely thought of
Mr. I'. 8. Gilmour in procuring this noble
old tlag, the only one of its size in the
city, called for much _approving com-
ment. ‘I'he. table, arranged in horse sho2
form, was set for 75 guests, who were a l
present.

Sutticient be it that 1 remind you of the
fisheries and timber and mines of the
far-east, of the agriemitural and mineral
wealth of Untario, of the wheat and
cattle grazing lands of Manitoba and
the territories, of the fisheries, timber
and mines of our own Province. Have
we not in these the foundation of a
great people, of a mighty empire in the
“north half of this continent the equal
of the great republic to the south? And
what progress have-we made towards
this end? We are now at the closing
of one century—on the threshold of an-
other—what is the story of the past?
What are the hopes for the future? Let
us make g’ slight comparison. At the
beginning of this century the population
of all these colonies now included within
the Dominion of Canada: did not exceed
300,000; now it is 6,000,000, an increase
of 1900 per cent. ‘The United States a
céntury ago had a population of 5,000,000;
now it is 75,000,000, an increase of 1,400
per cent—so that in the century just
closing -Canada’s population Las increas-
ed 500 per cent more than has that of
the United States. That is not bad, but
1 wish to tell you one thing more. 1
might make further detailed compari-
sons, but it would take too long, only
this one further fact: In the fiscal year
ending last June Canada’s foreign trade
amounted to $370,000,000, $50,000,000 more
than was done in the year ending June,
1899, and comparing it with the foreign
trade of the United States for the same
period in proportion to - population, Can-
ada did $2 per head for every $1 done
by the United States.

GLARING IRREGULARITIES.
In its issue of Thursday ' the Nelson
Miner, in pointing out the necessity.for
a redistribution of the provincial seats,
very concisely sums up the conditions a#
they at present exist. It says: “They (the
actual votes cast) show, as everybody
would expect, a rather shocking inequal-
ity in the distribution of seats as repre-
sented in, the legislature .

The total of used ballots was 27,172,
which would give the 33 members an
average of 715. 1f all the constituencies
were over 600 and under 900 there would
be no erying necessity for a redistribution.
"There are a few of that character—Delta
729, Dewdney 634, Revelstoke 899, Vie-
toria City (4) 3,062, Nanaimo City 872,
and Comox 643. These are near enough
to the average, which may be taken as
our. unit of representation, to escape the
aspersion of being scandalous. But
against these we have Alberni 202 and
Rossland 2,631. That is, one elector in
Alberni counts as much in the house as
13 in Rossland. That is too much of a
digscrepancy, and of course a redistribu-
tion is necessary. No one is in the least
disposed to question this, and as a mat-
ter of fact no one does question it. The
only subject of difference in connection
with the matter is in regard to the time
at which this should be done. As the
census in April next will give us addi-
tional information, and as there is no
present prospect of an early dissolution,
the legislature is in a position to take
its time and proceed leisurely.

LIGHTNING VS. TREES.

Inquiry was recently made by the Ger-
man goverament, says the Chicago Tri-
bune, into the effect of lightning upon
trees. Observations were made by over-
seers .of foresting stations,scathered over
an area of 50,000 acres in the district of
Lippe. The forests comprised 70 per cent
of beech trees, 13 per cent of pines, 11
per cent of oaks, and 6 per eent of firs.
Of 275 trees struck by lightning, 58 per
cent were oak, 21 per cent fir, 8 per geht
beech, and 7 per cent pine. These figures
show the extreme susceptibility of the
oak to lightning stroke, and the large
and disproportionate percentage of 'it‘s
attack upon the fir. The beech appears
to be almost immune from lightning
stroke. While 70 per cent of the forest
trees were beeches, they received only
8 per cent of the strokes, or about omne-
ninth of their proportionate share. :_;It
has often been asserted in England that
the beech was never struck by lightning.
While the -German observations disprove
this broad assertion, they amply Just;fy
‘the common belief in the rarity of the
occurrence.

HAVE ADDED GEOLOGISTS.

The time when distances were measur-
ed by stepping them off and of ruuning
levels with an alleged straightedge  and
the eye of guessing at the geology and of
dispensing with the use of a staff assayer
in mining where it is carried on on any-
thing like an extensive scale, ia rapidly
passing away. It is not to be denied that
some very good work has been done by
practical miners, where the conditions
were not complicated, without calling to
their aid scientists like the chemist, the
metallurgist and the consulting engineer.
On the other hand some egregious and
costly blunders have beén made by prae-
tical miners of ability wherg the condi-
tions were out of the ordinary, and where
there existed an-inordinate opinion as to
capabilities which they thought them-
selves to be possessed of, by mnot calling
for the aid of men of science. It is the
wedding of practical experience to scief-
cific knowledge under nearly all coundi
tions which prdduce the best results in
mining. Mining is a science in which it
is difficult for any one man to thoroughly
master all its branches, and it has its
specialists just the same as medicine and
the law have. Of late the larger mines
of thc continent, in addition to their
chemists, metallurgist and engineer, have
felt that it was profitable to also include
a geologist on their staff. Among the
mines employing geologists are the Ana-
conda Uompany of Butte, Mont., and the
Calumet and Hecla of Michigan. It is
said that they find geologists most use-
ful persouages in the economy of their
operation *

THERE 1S ROOM AT THE TOP.

1t is gravely mentioned in a London
paper as something out of the ordinary
that there were working on a Surrey
farm the other day as common laborers &
couple of clerks, a compositor, a solicitor,
who could not raise sufficient money to
take out his certificate, a medical man
out of luck, a pawnbrokers’ assistant and
a journalist. The journalist explained in
an apologetic manner that he was there
for the purpose of obtaining material for
an atticle which he was to write entitled,
‘Haymaking by Eminent Hands.” It is
nore than probable that the fact of the
natter was that he was hard up and
vent to haymaking so that he could get
his meals regularly. There is nothing re-

nothing much out of the ordinary to find
that clerks, printers, young lawyers, un-
fortunate doctors, newspaper men out of
Juck and pawnbrokers’ assistants should
take up haymaking when nothing in their
own line was offered.
In this camp there have been seen
even stranger sights than this. For in-
stance, the descendant of a proud old
English family, whose father was an ad-
miral, was glad to get an opportunity to
cook for a mining crew. The sun of an-
other distinguished family, between whom
and a title there stands only ome life, 18
lmuckerinoneofthcmimAnoﬂlel‘
mucker in the camp is the descendant of
the founder of one of the oldest schools
in Kngland, and he has relatives who are
eminent soldiers and churchmen. There
are one or two ex-secretaries of mining
companies and a journalist or two who
are mucking in the mines, and there are
mining engineers and assayers. The army
and navy have furnished a quota. Among
these were two ex-captains of the regular
army, an ex-lieutenant of marines, and ex-
lieutenant of artillery, a half scoTe
of Sandhurst graduates and an ex-com-
mander of H. B. M. mavy..The sons of
lords, to the number of abuut half a
dozen, have labored with pick and shovel
in the mines here, and one is at present
a laborer in the Le Roi. There have been
barristers to the niumber of half a dozen,
college graduates by the dozen, several
physicians, and men of almost every
known trade, profession and \degree in
life have been compelled to get down to
first principles, viz., pick and shovel, in
jer to obtain a living, and they were
rerally very glad of the opportunity.
{n this section men do mot lose caste
doing this, for the reason that they
s admired for their pluck in taking the
tirst thing that came along that gave
them bread and butter, rather than liv-
ing on their friends until the opportunity
came for them to secure the sort of em-
ployment which their talents, their en-
ergy or their training best fitted them
for. It would be different in the old
Country, for there a man would lose the
respect of the community in which he

resided if he engaged in a lower clasa
of employment than that which he was

trained for and followed. In a new
country, like this, there is little chance fov
the professional man or the skilled me-
chanic. What is wanted most are men of
brawn and muscle, who can handle a
shovel, hammer or pick. Here this sors
of labor is paid fairly well. Men of all
sorts of professions and occupations and
of all classes come here hoping to make
their fortunes. It is often the-case that
thcy_areumhleboucurethesortofem-
ployment which they would like, and
when their money Tuns ot they are com-
pelled to take whatever they can get.

They fall into the ranks of the muck-
ers as naturally as ducks take to water.

GRAND FOREKS NEWS.

Arrival of Sir G. M. Dawson, of the Geo-
logical Survey.

grand Forks, B. C., Sept. 5—Sir G. M.
Dawson, director of the Dominion Geolog-
jcal survey of (Canada, arrived here last
peen engaged in field work in East Koot-

enay. The eminent geologist after whom
Pawson City was named inspected the
gmelter today and expressed the opinion
that the plant was the most complete he
pad ever seen. He warmly congratulat-
ed Superintendent Hodges upon the suc-
cess achieved thus far, and said he was
greatly impressed with the magnificent
water power developed on the north fork
of Kettle river. Sir George also made an
inspection of the electrical plant at the
smelter power house. He left tonight for

Greenwood and will inspect various Boun-
dary mines before proceeding west as far
as Camp McKinney and Penticton. In all
likelihood he will visit Vernon, a point he
has not seen for 17 years. Sir George was
greatly captivated with the scenery in
the Kettle river valley. He predicted
that Grand Forks was destined to become
a great mining and smelting centre. Sir
George said the geological map of the
Kootenays had been extended as far as
Christina lake. Next year, he hoped, the
work would be resumed and extended to
the Boundary country. He added that
his department is constantly receiving en-
quiries. especially from abroad in regard
to the resources of this district. He
regretted that time did not permijt him
to make a longer stay as he was desir-
ous of visiting the north fork as well as
the other campe. ‘af

The geological survey has one party en-
gaged in field work in the Boundary this
geason. Operations, however, have been
confined to the north fork, and the region
lying between Christina lake and the Co-
lumbia river. :

The Winnipeg mine has made a con-
tract with the Granby smelter for the
treatment of 1,000 tons of ore.

The Snowshoe mine will shortly begin
ghipments to the smelter here.

The Humming Bird mine, north fork
of Kettle river, is shipping to the smel-
ter here. The quantity on the dump ex-
ceeds 600 tons. Superintendent Liljegran
tecently resumed development work on
the rroperty.

Survey of the Route to be Begun To-
day—1rack Laying at Once.

Grand FKorks, B. C., Sept. 10.—(Spe-
cial.)—1. W. Holland of Grand Forks,
who was recently successful in securing
the passage by the provincial legislature
of a measure incorpoerating the Grand
Korks and Kettle River Railway com-
pany, has organized his engineering par-
ties. The survey of the route between
Grand Forks and Carson, B. C., a point
on the international boundary, will fbe
commenced tomorrow morning. As S00n
as this work is completed the survey will
be etxended south through the Colville
reservation to HRepublic. ‘Track laying,
it is expected, will be started within
two months.

GRAND FORKS NEWS.
‘The Kverett Case Again Before the
Public.

Grand Korks, B. C., Sept. 7.—(Special.)
—Colonel Dudley, United States consul
at Vancouver, visited here yesterday for
the purpose of obtaining a record of the
proceedings in the preliminary hearing of
the case of Kverett, an American citizen,
for highway robbery. ilverett is mow
serving a 14 years’ term at Kamloops. He
is renewing his efforts to obtain his re-
lease on the ground i tne alleged il-
legality of his surrender by an American
officer to the Canadian authorities. Ev-
erett, it will be remembered, fled across
the line to Republic, where he was ar-
rested for an alleged offence committed
in the United States. He was never
brought to trial on this charge but in-
stead was hustled across the Boundary
into Canada without tne formality of ex-
tradition : proceedings. - The incident- has
been the subject of communications be-
tween the Dominion and United States
governments.

Grand Korks, B. C., Sept. 6.—(Special.)
—The Yankee Girl and #he Yankee Boy
group, situated on Hardy mountain near
Grand Korks, has closed down for a few
weeks.

Hon. R. McBride, minister of mines,
has sent Mayor Lloyd A. Manly a felici-
tous communication in connection with
the “blowing in” of the Granby smelter.

I'he Lone Star and Washington group
on the Colville reservation will resume
shipments to the Granby smelter at an
early date.

Andrew Kellam, a veteran prospector,
has returned from Franklin camp on the
east fork of the morth fork of Kettle
river, about 50 miles north of Grand
#orks. He succeeded in making three lo-
eations near Gloucester creek, the River-
side. Mountain Top and Basin; which are
all gold-copper propositions. The ore he
brought is rich looking. Mr. Kellam pre-
dicts a great future for fhis compara-
tively new mining district. He says the
country for miles in the vicinity of Frank-
lin camp has been prospected, and the
discovery posts are to be met with every-
where. Large areas of bottom lands ere
being pre-empted. Mr. Kellam learned
that several parties purpose continuing
development work on their . respective
claims throughout the winter months.
He anticipates a rush to the district next
season as there is a large section lying
between INranklin and the Arrow lakes
that offers a profitable field for the pros-
pector. The only means of access is by
a trail as the wagon road ends 15 miles
north of Grand Forks. The government,
thowever, have made an appropriation for
an extension of the road. It is expected
that the work will be undertaken this
fall.

K. Marpole, superintendent of the C.
P. R., and party inspected the smelter to-
day.

According to the terms of a contract
with the Granby smelter, the Snowshoe
mine will ship 1,000 tons of ore to Grand
¥orks for treatment.

The Pathfinder, north fork of Kettle
river, will soon be a steady shipper to
the Grapby smelter.

The B. C. mine, Summit .camp, is at
present shipping an average of eight car
loads of ore daily to'the Trail smelter.

Work on the Maple Leaf, of the Rath-
mullen group, Summit camp, will be re-
sumed shortly.

Molson’s Labor Day Celebration Was a
Big Success.

Molson, Wash., Sept. 5.—(Special.)—

town in the north half of the Colville
reservation is Molson. For the past
three days there has been horse racing
galore.  Starting on Monday with the
Labor Day celebration, a big crowd has
been in town, and characteristic of a
new place, the programme has been strung
out to accommodate the desires of all.
On the opening day citizens and visitors
were awakened by the firing of a salute
of 21 powder explosions. The morn-
ing’s attraction consisted of horse racing.
The town boasts of a good half-mile cir-
cular track, the only one on the north
half of the reservation, hither the crowd
gathered and not until long after dusk
did it disperse. Kven up to 9 o’clock in
the evening, when ‘horses could hardly
be distinguished, races were . going. oON.
"The. early part of the afternoon had a
baseball match as the star attraction.
The stalwart miners of Camg McKinney,
across the line, came down i force and
rooted enthusiastically for their nine; the
result being in their favor by a score
of 7 to 5 against the Moleon aggregation.
Just before sundown the drilling contest
was pulled off, the winners being Ross
and McLeod. of Greenwood. In the
evening the Hotel Tonasket was the scene
of a merry dance which continued until
past five o’clock ‘I'nesday morning. Yes-
terday and today match races have oc-
cupied the time continuously, the race
track presenting a picturesque appear-
ance, with its groups of cow punchers
in all the glory of their regalia, Indians
and squaws in fantastic garb and color-
ing, interspersed with the merchants and
miners of the district. Moison’s inaug-
ural celebration was typical of a Western
mining camp.

lhe Kast Thinks the West Can Play
Lacrosse.

Mr. Thomas P. Galt, barrister, is in
Ihe city from Toronto in connection with
the lron Mask-Centre Star suit. In speak-
ing of the mining stock market in the
east Mr. Galt stated that the feeling
among the brokers before he left was
more hopeful, and they seemed to think
that there was going to be a better mar-
ket.

ago the name of Molson was unknown
in the north half of the Colville reserva-
tion. ‘l'oday the name signifies the ex
istence of one of the most progressive
towns in the district. The traveling
correspondent of the Miper has been
spending a few days here, going "ver
the district, which on wue 10th of Octo-
per is to be thrown'open fo homestead
settlement. While the rush will not
equal the famous Uklahoma, the distl.'ict
itself, rich in agricultural and grazing
land, is said to be more attractive than
the much-boomed - territory that attract-
»d thousands in 1892. Molson is situated
less than two miles sousn of the intema-
tional boundary line, on the main stage
road between Chesaw and Oro. 1t can
be best reached by the Canadian Pacific
railroad at either Greenwood or Midway
then by taking the Camp MecKinney
wagon road as far as the crossing _at
Rock ~creek, thence by the Anarchist
mountain wagon road as far as Gillispie’s
ranch, Where a new wagon road turns off
south following Baker creek to the towu.
Hrom Greénwood to Madison is about 25
miles. Another wagon road connects it
with Camp MecKinney, a distance of 12
miles.

Other
openings that would prove profitable as
the country becomes settled are general
mercantile, hardware and - implement
stores. After the reservation is thrown
open in October other business would
find a profitable location here.

THE POLAND CHINA.

Montreal Capital Is Interested—Notes of
the Development.

Wash., Sept. 8.—(Special.)—
Pending instructions from Montreal re-
garding the resumption of sinking of the
new shaft, work on the Poland China
has been confined to the 'shrface. The
Poland China Gold Mining comrany
owns a group of six claims on Mary Ann
creek, about three miles from town. The
Poland China was located at the time
of the throwing open to mineral location
of’ the north half of the Colville Indian
reservation.
