IS NOT PROSECUTEDThe event of the week in connection 
with the mining Industry of the Ross­
land camp was the genuinely remarka­
ble results achieved in connection with 
deep level development at the Spit- 
zee mine. The work on the 200 level 
of the mine, which is the lowest depth 
yet secured, has opened up a magnifi­
cent body of ore. It is unofficially 
stated that the ore body is eight feet 
in width and carries average values of 
$20. This is in line with the recent dis­
covery of twenty-dollar ore in the 
north crosscut on the first level.

It is definitely announced that the 
ore on the second level of the Spitzee 
is greater in quantity, higher in gride 
and less subject to geological disturb­
ances than was the case on the first 
level, all of which strongly supports 
the theories advanced in connection 
with the mine, that its value would Im­
prove rapidly as depth was gained.

The management of the mine intends 
as soon as the second level is explor­
ed to descend to the 300 foot level, 
there to carry on a similar program of 
exploration and development. This will 
be the crucial test of the mine. If the 
results secured are equal to those on 
the 200 level, and there is nothing to 
indicate that they may not be even 
better, the Spitzee immediately as­
sumes a position among Rossland’s 
most valuable mines.

The Canadian Smelting Works’ lead 
refinery is in operation after several 
months’ delay for various reasons. It 
is confidently expected that the re- 
finejy will operate continuously in fu­
ture, and that at an early date the 
slimes plant will also commence oper­
ations in conjunction with the larger 
works. The event is a notable ad­
vance in the smelting branch of the 
mining industry, first because the 
plant is the first to run on -Canadian 
soil, and second because the adoption 
of the electrolytic system in practice 
promises to revolutionize the lead re­
fining industry.

The refinery is intended to tnm out 
sufficient pure pig lead to supply the 
Canadian market, and its commence­
ment places Canada in the position of 
producing its own metallic lead inde­
pendent of any other source of supply. 
The electrolytic process is practically 
certain to supersede the zinc desilver- 
ation system hitherto in practice at 
lead refineries. The works and process 
have for this reason attracted the at­
tention of lead smelters throughout 
the world.

After the refinery has been in opera­
tion for a time sufficient material will 
have been accumulated to justify the 
opening of the slimes plant. This is 
a secondary process to handle the resi­
due of the lead refinery after the pure 
lead has been extricated. The slimes 
carry gold and silver In conjunction 
with arsenic, antimony and other im­
purities collected In the refining pro­
cess. Within the slimes plant the pure 
gold is taken out to be marketed at 
the Seattle or San Francisco mints,

THE BORNEO ISLANDS.

Question of Ownership May Be Set­
tled by Treaty.

LONDON. 4 Feb. 2.—Ernest Birch, 
governor of British North Borneo, who 
has just arrived, says General Wood, 
while recently at Sandakon Cape, off 
North Borneo, informed him that the 
question of the ownership of the is­
lands off the coast of Borneo, over 
which United States warships had 
hoisted the American flag, would be 
amicably settled, as tliepe was no 
strong desire on the part of Americans 
to keep them.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—Investiga­
tion here shows that General Wood 
was fully authorized to 
statement attributed to him relative 
to an amicable settlement of the own­
ership of the islands off the coast of 
Borneo. The issue as to the ownership 
of these islands was made by the dis­
patch to those waters by Admiral Ev­
ans of the gunboat Quiros, which 
hoisted the flag of the United State® 
on some of the islands. They are said 
to be practically worthless, but fear­
ing that the sultan of Jolo might un­
dertake to bestow them on some other 
nation, the question of title was placed 
in the hands of General Wood, with 
the single understanding that the is­
lands are to be declared part of either 
the British or the American posses­
sions. It is presumable that General 
Wood will report to Washington in 
accordance with his statement to the 
governor of Borneo, and the question 
of title will be finally settled by a 
treaty or protocol between the United 
States and Great Britain.

The Chicago Tribune makes the sui­
cide of Whitaker Wright the subject 
of a comparison of the course of Brit­
ish and American justice.

If the state su­
preme court refused to reverse the 
trial court, Wright’s Chicago lawyers 
would have pretended that a federal 
question was Involved In the case and 
tried to get a United States Judge to 
assume jurisdiction. If that proved a 
failure a local or imported judge would 
have been importuned to free the crim­
inal In habeas corpus proceedings. All 
efforts might have failed, although 
this Is unlikely, but Wright would 
have been kept out of the penitentiary 
for several years, and meanwhile would 
have gone at large on ball. Had he 
been sent to the penitentiary, the 
sheriff would have kept him in the 
county jail for a while and he would 
have lived like a fighting cock. Then 
Influential friends would have peti­
tioned the governor for a pardon and 
probably would have obtained one 
with little delay.

HUDSON’S BAY.

It has been argued against the Can­
adian claim to exclusive possession of 
Hudson’s Bay that there is no fixed 
rule in international law for deter­
mining what constitutes a closed sea. 
Furthermore, it is urged that various 
nations have made extensive claims 
at times to exclusive maritime juris­
diction, which had to be abandoned. 
Thus Britain at one time claimed the 
whole of the North sea and the At­
lantic ocean north of Scotland. Ven­
ice, In her days of power, held the 
Adriatic as a clotted sea, while Den­
mark and Sweden asserted the same 
claim over the Baltic. Spain, most 
grasping of all, and supported by the 
Pope, assumed sovereignty over the 
entire Pacific ocean and the western 
half of the Atlantic, Including the 
Gulf of Mexico. Russia, down to the 
sale of Alaska to the United States, 
maintained Behring sea as within her 
exclusive jurisdiction.
States set up the same claim 
Behring sea, but had to abandon It, 
as all the claims mentioned had to 
be abandoned. While admitting the 
force of this argument, as applied In 
each case, none of these claims were 
based on geographical and territorial 
facts analogous to those existing in 
relation to Hudson’s Bay. Although 
it has the dimensions of a sea, having 
an area estimated at (pur hundred 
thousand miles, and is connected with 
the Atlantic ocean by straits of vary­
ing width, at most a hundred miles, 
the entire bay and straits are within 
the territory of the Dominion of Can­
ada. Broadly speaking, there could be 
no objection to the mariners of the 
United States or of any other nation 
navigating Huison’s Bay and trading 
with Its ports. But assuming the bay 
to be Canadian territory, foreigners 
cannot be allowed to set up claims to 
fishing rights within Canadian terri­
tory. Apart from territorial claims, 
the obvious Interest to jurisdiction 
over it as the claim of the claim of 
the United States to tm exclusive sea 
area arou-nd the Prybiloff islands, not 
on account of territorial rights, but 
because of the value of the sealeries 
on the shores. On the other hand,. It 
might become an arduous and expen­
sive task for Canada to police Hud­
son’s Bay, protect its fisheries and 
vindicate her sovereignty. Article X 
of the treaty of Utrecht certainly pro­
vides that France shall "restore to 
Great Britain the Bay and Straits of 
Hudson, with all lands, seas, sea- 
coasts and rivers situated on the said 
Bay and Straits.”

Every cent taken 
from the cost of a1 bushel of grain from 
a Canadian farm to the British mark­
et Is equal to a reduction of one cent 
per bushel in the cost of production or 
the addition of one cent per bushel to 
the price by a British preference. The 
great Increase that would be affected 
in Canada’s wheat production by a 
British preferential tariff ha» been fre­
quently discussed. Results equally Im­
portant can be achieved by propor­
tionate reductions in the cost of reach­
ing the British market. Every reduc 
tion in this charge brings new areas 
within the limits of productive culti­
vation. Many farms, abandoned under 
existing conditions could be profitably 
worked if a slight reduction were made 
in the cost of reaching markets. The 
custom» tariff imposed at the gateways 
of the Dominion has rightly received 
mut* attention, but It is secondary in 
importance to the railway tariffs im­
posed on the highways. Discrimina­
tions in the latter have often neutral­
ized the former, and the problem of 
the immediate future is to minimize the 
cost of reaching markets and distrib­
uting supplies.

Fetch, the McDonald-Robinson forces 
are irretrievably shattered, and the 
city is saved from the blighting dis­
grace of ring rule and machine poli­
tics. It is a foregone conclusion that 
Alderman Rolt will be re-elected and 
that some respected citizen, opposed 
to the Robinson-McDonald spoils sys­
tem, will come forward and be elected 
to succeed Mr. Fetch by acclamation.

Alderman McDonald was not to be 
seen yesterday. It was reported that 
he left town on the early morning 
train, but he is expected to return 
today.

Mayor Clute h|as called a special 
meeting of the city council to consider 
the resignation of Mr. Fetch.

Lest children going to or coming 
from the Central school should be run 
down by Canadian Pacific trains the 
school trustees have directed a com-, 
munication to the city council urging 
the removal of the snow from St. Paul 
street immediately north of the rail­
road tracks. At this point the snow 
is banked high, and the railroad snow 
plows have further increased the 
banks, so that children are unable to 
see trains approaching. The spot Is 
so dangerous that the trustees have 
taken the question up seriously and 
will insist on some measure of pre­
caution by the city fathers, who are 
responsible for the streets. Daily 
several hundred children require to 
pass the point complained of, and the 
danger from passing trains is consid­
erable.

The matter of unpaid teachers* sal­
aries fbr January was discussed at 
yesterday's session of school trustees. 
The members of the board declined to 
go into the question as to why the 
pay checks were not forthcoming, but 
passed a resolution for presentation 
to the council requiring the payment 
of January salaries forthwith. A sec­
ond resolution was passed requiring 
all salaries accruing to members of 
the school staff to be paid on the first 
of each month. *.

The chairman of the board report­
ed that during the month he had 
made an inspection of the school build­
ings, especially the Cook avenue struc­
ture. He recommended a small ex­
penditure at one point where a joist 
is required for bracing a weak spot, 
but declared that otherwise the prem­
ises were In excellent shape, showing 
not the slightest weakness. It had 
been thought that the second story of 
the school, not being finished within 
and lacking the heavy partitions ex­
isting on the first floor, might have 
felt the weight of recent snowfalls, 
but this is not the case, 
caution, however, the snow will be 
removed from the roof of the build­
ing.

Some discussion ensued as to the 
school library, which has been 
plemented by the addition of the cou­
ple of hundred volumes from the old 
city library.

Moreover the White Bear feet were 
shares are held almost exclusively in work wat 
Ontario among a class of investors 
that has not as yet reaped any reward 
from previous mining investments, 
and a distribution of profits by the 
White Bear company would go far to­
ward encouraging further and larger 
Investments in British Columbia min­
ing ventures. Ontario has large capi­
tal awaiting profitable investment, 
and the instance of the White Bear 
company may be a starter in the di­
rection of bringing this capital to the 
Pacific province. Under the condi­
tions existing at the White Bear it 
would seem as if the management’s 
hopes in the matter of dividends at no 
late date could be realized readily. Ore 
shipments as yet are on a small scale, 
hut it is expected that within a few 
weeks the mine will be producing at 
least a car of ore daily, and that when 
the concentrator is completed this, pro­
duction will be doubled, exclusive of 
ore milled.

In other respects the week passed 
more or less uneventfully. At all the 
mines the usual operations were main­
tained steadily up to Friday, when a 
universal holiday was adopted to en­
able the men to take advantage of the 
Carnival sports.

In the Le Rol mine the development 
of deep level ore discoveries is pro­
gressing steadily and satisfactorily.
Report has it that recent work in the 
1350 level of the Le Roi tends to con­
firm finally the belief that the ore 
body at that level is of a surprising 
magnitude and richness. The prelim­
inaries in connection with the open­
ing of the big Black Bear stope on the 
900 level are well advanced, and at a 
comparatively early date this big ore 
body will be contributing its quota to 
the output of the mine.

At the Le Roi Two concentrator the 
February mill test has been continu­
ed, and no interruptions are expect­
ed. The increased motor power fo;* the 
Trent mills has been Installed, and 
this will have the effect of Increasing 
the crushing capacity of the works 
without a corresponding increase in 
labor costs, the effect being to add to 
the output of the mill and thereby 
whittle down per ton milling costs. It 
Is now probable that a further mill 
test will be made In March, at the end 
of which month the data available will 
be as complete as It Is possible to ob­
tain in the present works. The figures 
adduced will be of widespread interest, 
especially els they can be utilized ns a 
basis from which to figure the reduc­
tions probable in a mill of greater ca­
pacity.

At the Rossland Power company s 
big milling works the week has been 
devoted to the Installation of machin­
ery, and good progress has been made 
along these lines. Every effort Is being 
made to handle the constantly arriv­
ing consignments of machinery with 
the utmost expedition, and marked 
success has been attained to date.

The Kootenay mine is among .he 
Rossland properties that are practical­
ly off the shipping list for the past 
week. Early in the period the mine 
sent Its last consignment for the 
present to the Northport smelter, and 
It was intended to start shipments im­
mediately to the Greenwood smelter.
As is generally known, however, the 
heavy snowfall interfered with traf- UNIONS 
flc on the Canadian Pacific to such 
an extent that the Kootenay could 
not secure cars for the shipment of 
its ore.

THE GREAT NEED.

In opening the meeting, which was 
attended by sixty or seventy persons, 
Mayor (Mute expressed satisfaction at 
the success of the association's work 
and paid a tribute to the energy and 
Ability of its president.

A. C. Galt, first vice-president of the 
association, spoke briefly, opening with 
the remark that the concrete results 
accomplished in the past year, al­
though only a small portion of the as­
sociation's wiork, had in themselves 
demonstrated that the organization of 
the association had not been in vain. 
Discussing the two per cent tax as the 
principal burden on mining from the 
local point of view, Mr. Galt said the 
government’s main expressed objec­
tion to the abolition of the tax was 
that the loss of $78,000, the revenue of 
last year, would be sustained, but it 
had been impossible to show the gov­
ernment that the expansion of the min­
ing industry was hopelessly retarded 
by a tax that took fifteen to twenty 
per cent of the gross profits on low 
grade ores and thereby prevented man­
agers and owenrs of mines from ex­
tending their operations to this class 
of product. The association was or­
ganized for the purpose of pressing 
this and other reforms and would con­
tinue to do so. He then drew various 
parallels to demonstrate how seriously 
the application of the two per cent tax 
to other lines of business would injure 
trade and commerce.

A. H. MacNeill, K. C., followed in 
bis capacity as president of the bohrd 
of trade. His address was regarded 
by many as a defence of the present 
administration, inasmuch as he dwelt it 
great length on the necessity of some 
measure being advanced which would 
erytble the government to recoup itself 
for the revenue lost were the mineral 
tax removed. Mr. MacNeill remarked 
that he was pleased to learn the pres­
ent government had remedied some 
matters of complaint and expressed 
the hope that the meeting would indi­
cate its appreciation of this action by 
passing a cordial hearty resolution of 
thanks.

Harry Seaman andrBritton Duke al­
so spoke. Mr. Duke expressed the hope 
that something would be accomplished 
in the direction of mitigating the op­
eration of the two per cent tax on low 
grade mines. He expressed disbelief In 
the statement emanating at times to 
the effect that mineowners desired to 
avoid taxation altogether.

WAGON ROAD WANTED.

William Thompson, manager of the 
Rossland-Kootenay company, invoked 
the assistance of the association In 
securing an appropriation for the con­
struction of the Rossland-Sophie 
Mountain wagon road. This city, he 
said, had contributed largely in the 
past to the revenue of the province 
and had received little in return. Now 
that the need of this road was so ap­
parent he hoped the association would 
lend its aid. The district between the 
Jumbo mine and the Velvet contained 
enormous riches stored up in the hills, 
and only the construction of the road 
would enable these riches to be real­
ized npon.

Mr. Thompson also recommended 
continued action by /the ajssocia/tion 
with a lew to securing amendments m 
the operation of the Boiler Inspection 
act. His idea was that the govern­
ment should satisfy itself as to the 
qualifications of the insurance com­
panies’ inspectors and then accept the 
quarterly reports of the latter in lieu 
of the annual governmental Inspec­
tions. In other respects he was ap­
parently satisfied with the present act.

At the close of the meeting Smith 
Curtis and W. B. Townsend proposed 
a vote of thanks to President Keen, 
which was warmly carried. Mr. Curtis 
was most cordial fax his references to 
the personal qualities of Mr. Keen.

PRESIDENT KEEN TALKS OF

AMENDMENTS FOR MIN­

ERAL TAX.

INTERESTING SESSION TO DIS­

CUSS PROVINCIAL. MINING 

ASSOCIATION.

From Friday's Daily.
Captain Townsend, meteorological ob­

server for Rossland, states that during 
the present winter up to yesterday 
morning the aggregate snowfall here 
has totalled 92 1-4 inches. From Sunday’s Daily.

While in Spokane this week Edwin 
Durant performed valuable mission­
ary work in connection with the Win­
ter Carnival. As a result of his ef­
forts and those of others on a similar 
mission a large number of ex-Ross- 
landers now resident in Spokane ex­
pect to take in the Golden City’s cele­
bration. President Goodall, of the 
Chamber of Commerce, Mr. Ware, of 
the Athletic club, and Dr. Luhn of the 
Elks are also expected among the 
Spokane visitors.

"The citizen of British Columbia with
a small income is taxed on a lower 
basis than the rich man. What we 
want instead 'of the two per cent tax 
on mine products generally is a tax 
based on a sliding scale that wiB bear 
less heavily on the poor mine—the pro­
perty producing low grade ore—than 
on the mine that ships rich ore. Above 
all the mines of the Kootenays must 
be released from paying two per cent 
upon their monthly payrolls, which 
they are doing today.” (Applause.)

The foregoing is from the address 
last night by John Keen, president of 
the Provincial Mining association • f 
British Columbia. It seemed to strike 
the keynote of the situation, judging 
from the generous applause evoked. 
Mr. Keen in his address was logical, 
concise and clear. He eschewed the 
oratorical flight and adhered to the 
commonsense; his address was well 
calculated to bring home to his aud­
ience the usefulness and necessity of 
the association under his direction, and 
to stimulate Interest in its reorganiza­
tion and maintenance. That some such 
stimulus wlas necessary in Rossland 
cannot be gainsaid in view of the 
en all attendance at last night’s meet­
ing. Were Mr. Keen to speak again 
in Rossland at an early date he could 
be assured of a wide hearing.

On being introduced by Mayor Clute, 
the chairman of the evening, Pres­
ident Keen was accorded a hearty re­
ception. He opened by asserting the 
real reason for the organization of the 
association to be the coke shortage of 
last year. When the convention met the 
nature of the gathering and interest 
taken was so impressive that it was 
unanimously agreed to form a perma­
nent organization. He then referred 
to the results accomplished, pointing 
out that it was impossible to accom­
plish everything In a short time aad 
that the association and the people -*f 
the province had reason to be grate­
ful for what had been done.

The matter of the two per cent tax 
having been referred to at length, Mr. 
Keen gave his views on the subject, 
the gist of which are quoted above.
