The Chief Johnston referred to in
the above letter was Chief G. H

Johnson, a well known member of

the Six Nations- Council who lived at!

Chiefswood, on the Grand River near
Middleport, the historical old place
now owned by the surviving daugl-
ter, Miss Eva Johnson. Chief John-
son was the father of the gifted In-
dian poetess and writer, Miss Pauline
Johnson, whose lamented death in
Vaucouver took place last year. He
was no relative whatever of Sir Wil-
liam Johnson, at one time Governor
of Upper Canada, although Sir Wil-
liam acted as godfather to Chizxf
“Smoke” Johnson, father of Chief G.
H. M. Johnson, and gave him tha
English name of Johnson.

The title of Chief conferred on Mr
Pettegrew by Chief Johnson was of
course purely a complimentary one.
The Six Nations guard jealously the
honor, and it is only conferred by
vote of the whole council. His Royai
Highness, the Duke of Connaught,
the present Governor-General of Can-
ada is one of the few whité men wha
is a full fledged Chief and entitled
to sit in the councils of the Six Na-
tions.
