REPUBLIC IN DANGER

Amsterdam, Aug. 15—British
wireless press—Soviet troops
have begun to evacuate Moscow
The gold reserves which had
been in the basement of the
Krémlin already have been re-
moved to an unknown place.

Dispatehes received in Lon-
don on Monday reporting that
Premier Lenine and War Min-
ister Trotsky had fled to the
naval base at Kronstadt adding
that the Government depart-
ments would be removed there.
Whether the Seviet troops were

forced ‘to depart from Meseow !

is, not clear, but the loss of the
city to the Soviet Government
undoubtedly would be a serious
blow to their cause.

Moscow, the ancient capital
of Russia, was made the Soviet
capital in March. The Lenine
Government fled there from
Petrograd, toward which the
German troops' were marching.
It has been reported within the
past few days that the Germans
had renewed .their mareh to-
ward Petrograd. Czecho-Slovak
troops have been reported in
force along the Volga about 500

miles east of Moscow.

The town of Ribecourt, on the
road leading to Noyon, has been cap-
tured by the French after a sharp
engagement.

Home of Albert Lark, 44
Lyons Avenue, Suffer,ed
St From Fire

OIL STOVE EXPLODED

Fire fanned by a,"south-west wind
wrought 'great havoc early 1last
evenmg/ in the home of a returned
soldier, Albert Lark, 44 Lyons ave-

nue. The back part of tha Xouse
was practically destroyed and the
front rooms, though not touched by
the devouring element, were- badly
damaged by heat, smoke and water.

The fire wais caused by the ex-
ploding of a coal il stove in a small
kitchen in the rear. ™ Near the ctove
was a two-gallon ¢éan of coal Wil
which as well as the fact that there
was clear draught right through the
centre of the house in the path of
the flames, assisted in giving them a
start that made it diffienlt for the
firewen to extinguish them. From the
back kitchen the fire spread through
the doorway linto the main kitchen.
Here an alarm clock found in the
debris showed the time that the fire
rcached it to be 5.40. From: the
kitchen the flames spread to the
attic and burned through the roof
in several places. Thé furniture was
recovered from the front part of the
house and only that in the kiirhen
was lost.

When the firemen arrived the fire.
had gaired a good start and it took
almost three-quarters of an hour to
get it under control. It was found
necessary to lay two streams of hose
and to use chemicals, The damage
inflieted is estimated at About $600,
covered by insurance. -

Parks Board Willing to
Make Improvements if
Citizens Wish .

EXPENDITURE HEAVY

If the citizens of Brantford are
ready. to bear the expense, Mohawk
Park can be improved in the man-
ner. that public opinion demands ac..
conding to Wm. Glover, secretary of
the 'Parks Board. Approached 'vy
Courier representative yesterday a
ternoon, Mr Glover expressed tho
view that it was up to the citizens

“I have read with eonsiderable in-
terest, "all The Courier has l\a.d to
say on this subject” he stated,” anda
regard it as a step in the right dir-
ection, inasmuch as it will serve (¢
impress on the public the fact that
expenditure is necessary to improve
the park. The Parks Board has heen
endeavoring to follow a policy of
consistent economy during the war,
but if it is the desire of the -rate
payers to see this work undertaken
it is up to them. Our appropriation
is fixed by law at one half mill on
the  dollar, however, and we have
heen trying hiarndi  to

Frightened Off the Danish
Fleet That Blockaded
Germarn Shores

CALLED “SEA DIVER”

Had Tnglorious Record —
Stayed at Bottom and
Blew Crew Up

Germany’s first undersea boat to
be used as a weapon of offence was
buflt in 1850, and by means.of it
the Germans drove off the Danish
fleet which then blockaded the. Ger-
man shores. This first submersible
was known as the Sea Diver, and
was planned and navigated by one
William Bauer, a Bavarian corporal
who had had no technical training
in boat construction or engineering
but who was an unusually good me-
~haniec.

The place of construction was
Kiel, then the eradle of Prussia’s
infant navy, and the vessel was so
speedily put together that it was
ready for sea in a few weeks' time.
It was built of sheet-iron, was 26
feet in length, and had a displace-
ment of 3834 tons. In appearance it

was almost lemon shaped, and light.

was supplied to its crew by means
of. .small plate-glass windows let
into the hull. The torpedoes were
carried outside and could by a simple
but ingenious arrangement be at-
tached to the hull of a ship and ex-
ploded by @n eleetric. charge.

Eutrance to the vessel was by
hatches with water-tight 1lids, and
submersion was accomplished by
admitting water into a double bot-
tom, whence it would be pumped
out when it became necessary to
rise. The air supply contalined in
the Sea Diver was not calculated,
however, to serve her crew of three
for longer than four hoiirs, as no
artificial methods of ventilation
were employed to permit of any
prolonged submérsion. To cnable
the craft to sink speedily a heavy
weight was sent to the stem, go that
it dived nose downward, instead of
merely settling—a device of doubt-
ful value. The means of navigation
were entirely manual.

Frightened Enemy Off,

Bzuer took command himself with
all the confidengce in his machine of
the born tinventor, and his opera-
tions during the latter days of Jan-
uary, -1850, aroused such panie of
Tis novel craft in the commandere of
the Danish fleet that they withdrew
several miles from the German
coast. This retreat, however, was
dictated more by fear for an invis-
ible enemy whose destructive capac-
ity was an unknown quantity than
by any real strategic value on the
part of Bauer’s undersea boat.

Nor was the inventor able to re-
peat his success. - In the first' place,
ithe manual apparatus by which his
vessel was navigated rendered its
submarine .progress extremely slow,
and all its operators could hope for
was to reach and destroy single
enemy craft, as it was obvious that
no other hostile ship would remain
in the meighborhood after a dis-
aster, but would take advantage of
its steam power ito outstrip the
slow-moving submersible.

To the horror of Bauer and his
men, these were dashed again and
again on the ,glass windows, which
were all but shivered by the econ-
tact. Such, a fracture would, ‘of
course, have meant-death by "Slow
dxownmg, and the wretched " trio
imprisoned fathoms down shuddered
each time 'one of the grappling irohs
struck the ports,

But the hour of their deliverance
was near. The air pressure inside
the submarine suddenly burst the
hatches and Bauer and his men
were shot from their craft to the
surface as from the cannon’s mouth;
none the worse for their two hourS‘
imprisonment.

The Sea Diver was uesﬁned to re-
main at the bottom for médny a yeésr,
and it was not until. 1887 that it was

raised and plated in the naval mu-
seum at Keil. Some years later when
the propaganda of the Navy league
stirred Germany to her depths, it
was8 deemed advisable to aid it bv
the exhibition of the fifst siibmérsible
in the capital city, and the Sea Diver
was accordingly conveyed to Berlin,
where it still rests in the Oceano-
graphical Muséum.

Although Bauer’s career as an fin-
ventor of submarines was at an end
so far as the Prugsian government
was conicerned, he determined’ to
push his.fdeas elsewhere in the con-
fidence that they would. meet with
ultimate sueccess, and with this object
he came to England where he sub-
mitted his plans té certain Mersey
shipbuilders, = who, after ‘earefully
docketing them, sent him about his
business. Strange indeed would it
have been had Great Briitain  com-
menced its career in submarine con-
struction under German auspices.

But Bauer, nothing daumted, be-
took himself to Russia; where hig
ideas met with a greater meéasure of
sympathy fon.he constructed a suh-
marine in which at the coronation of
Czar. Nicholas . .he took a small
orchestra ben th ‘the waters of the
Neva, where they discotrsed music
which ctould be hedrd- by the won-
dering crowds on shore.

This vessel, However, was never
employed for other than gala pur
poses, and lter Baler retired to
Switzerland, where ‘he  die@l' disillu-
sioned and indigent. ‘The" fine me-
morial erected@ to him‘in Iis néitive
