sufficient the mere word of the seller
that heahas a fine property which yields
ore uniiformly like the specimen he has
shown, [f the capitallst be interested
enough, he sends an expert to view the
“‘proposition’’-+not one of these ex-
perts with a cloth cap, corduroy coat
and leathér leggings but a real expert
who dresses plainly and does his work
quietly, & when he has gone the
camp does not ‘‘miss’’ him, The busi-
ness of the expert isto obtain for his
client as much information as he can
by examining the quality and fabulous
wealth of the mine to its lowest terms,
It is not within the provinee of him to
decide the validity of the title, but he
must examine location certificates at
the recorder’s office, where they should
have hesn duly recorded, for it must be
nnderstood that the informalities in the
recording of claims will not be toler-
ated.  He also must see to it that the
one hundred dollarg’ worth of assess-
ment work “required for the year has
been done on the claim. In accordance
with Iiberal mining laws of this coun.
try, by doing work to the amount of
five hundred dollars in five years on
the claim he has located, any citizen
may perfeét his title to a part of the
earth’s crust where he may dig out
wealth exceeding ' the tredsures of
Croesus. But sometimes the discoverer
is careless and neglects the work, and
if the- property is worth the trouble
another jumps the claim. In a land
so lax that a mran is content to pace
off his property instead of measuring it
with a tape line, it is well for the ex-
pert to observe details, and as well as
examining these points -he should also
make diligent inquirjes into the family
relations of the intending seller, Has
he a wife or wives?
