reat earthquake followed, the of

i-ming-chan fell ip and a lake more than
100 leagues in circumference was formed.
In 1336 irequent winter thunderstorms
alarmed the French, and Mount Etna burst
inwo eruption, theonly oneof the eentury. In
1337 about 4,000,000 Chinese perished by
famine in the Kiang district. Deluges,
earthquakes, droughts afflicted Europe. In
1343 Hong-tchang mountain fell in and
caused a deluge. In that year a three
monthe’ rain fell in Pien-tcheou and
Leang tcheou, destroying seven cities.
Earthquakes shook Egypt, Syria and
Turkey. On Jan, 25th, 1348, an unexampled
earthquake shook Greece,* Italy and sur-
rounding countriés, destroying cities and
villages and killing many thousands ;
mountains were moved from their positions,
the waters boiled, and great rents were
opened in the earth from which deadly
g::ea exhaled. For 26 years there had

n & succession of terrestrial disturbances ;
then came the

GRIP OF THE 14TH CENTURY,

to be succeeded by the plague which deso-
lated so many cities of the world. The
science of medicine was il a crude state at
that time, and, unfortunately, we have few
writings of medical men of the time to
refer to ; but such -as there are in-
oline us to ‘the belief that the
disease was due to atmospheric
conditions brought about by the solar and
terrestrial disturbances which preceded thé
outbreak. As in the case of the present
visitation, the influenza, which preceded
the Black' Death, and the plague itself,
made its way from easto west. It was
both epidemic and contagious; it affected
the pulmonally weak most seriously ; it was

plicated * with p! ia in a fatal
degree in many cases and its after-effects
were markedly debilitating.

The accounts which come down to us
regarding the plague itself are meagre, and
even those of medical men exhibit such an
admixture of superstition and ig as
disposes us not to wonder that they failed
to cope successfully with the ‘scourge.
Galeazzo di Santo goﬁn carefully distin-
uishes ‘between the plague proper, *‘ pesli-
ence,” and epidemy and endemy. He

ints out that the influenza or cough, had
n observed in all climates while the
pestil he d to come independ
of telluric changes, Guy de Chau-
liac held that the influence of
the conjunction of the planets had much to
do with vitiating the air and rendering it
poisonous. Gentilis, of Foligno, who him-
self fell a victim to the plague; ascribed it
to atmospheric poisons, and advised the
purification of the air by burning large fires
of odoriferous woods.

SUPERSTITION AND PERSECUTION.

Medical skill, however, was pitiably unfit
to cope with the great mortality of the
plague, and, sad to say, it was over
eh:gowedb superstition, and men, awed,
dis, of reason by the great pesti-
lence, failed to usé the means at their com-
mand, and instead resorted to religious
rites, processions, flaggellations and various
lorms of P a supposedly
inlurilte&v Deity ; and as a part of the
sacrifice t8 be offered, a bloody persecution
of the Jews (who are now bat,i:f persecuted
in Russia I) was inaugurated, thousends
being ‘put to torture and executed, while
mobs wreaked vengeance mpon them with
impunity in the most horrible manner. It
is to be feared that in Europe supersti-
tion made the plague results much
more serious than need have been the case,
as in Turkey, where reasonable methods of
medical treatment were followed, very many
attacked were saved.

Now, if we considér the phenomena noted
before the grip of the 14th century, and be-
fore the Great Plague we must concede that
the solar and terrestrial changes going on
were capable of produoing variations
in the atmospherical conditions upon
which health or divease depends. Of
course we have not the record, even
were the demonstration possible, u
which to reach the conclusion that they
and the diseass which followed werecause
and effect. But we have this data before
us : The grip or influenza is

Russia’s Platinum. Mines.

Although Russia possesses almost inex-
haustible mines of platinum, there are only
two laboratories in the country which pre-
pare the precious metal for commerce. g‘he
raw material is sent from the Parmian
overnment, where it iz found, to St.

etersburg, and thence, for the most part,
to England, where it is refined. During
1888 only 31 puds, or 1,085 pounds, were
refined in Russia. The price of platinum
went up between 1886 and 1890 from 3,000
to 12,000 roubles per pad, or from 84 to 3356
roubles per pound. In the sixties it was
believed to be worthless by the gold miners
in Siberia, who used it often as shot.—New
York Tribune.

A MORAL SPASM.

A German Mcasure for Suppression of
Immorality on Trial. "

A Berlin cable says : The Bundesrath has
finally approved of the Suppression of Im-
morality Bill, with its sweeping clauses
dealing 'with souteneurs, prostitutes, pro-
cureurs, and. dealers in immoral works.
Procureurs are liable to a month’s imprison-
ment and to fines ranging from 150 to 5,000
marks. Those found guilty of aggravated
spffences are subject to terms of imprison-

ent of from one year to five years. The
heaviest punishment that can be inflicted
upon married souteneurs is the minimum
prescribed for persons of that class, one
year’s imprisonment.

e measure provides that all offenders
embraced by the Act shall be placed in soli-
tary confinement, and shall be supplied with
only a plank bed and bread and water.
Already the police are taking the law from
the Emperor to enforce the provisions of the
Berlin, Hamburg and other cities
are being eleared of the social evil. Many
hundreds of immoral women and men have
already been imprisoned. These drastic
measures, applied under the ignorant dicta-
tion of a reforming despot;, are held by
thinking men_ as being of small avail in
effecting a radical cure for the evils attacked
In a number of cases gross injustice has been
done through the arrest by the police of
workmen out of employment as souteneurs.
Beveral hundred suspected persons are now
confined in prison awaiting trial under the
Act on charges made by the police and other
informers.

A WOMAN DECAPITATED.

The Emperor's Views on the Rapid ,De-
spatch of Criminals,

A Berlin cable says: A woman named
Badmewski was beheaded on Friday by the
Berlin executioner for having killed her
husband by admunistering poison. She will,
however, in all probability be the last
criminal despatched in this manner, as the
Emperor is turning hisattention to methods
of capital punishment. His Majesty has
decided against the present barbarous
system. As executions are now conducted
in Germany, the condemmed criminal is
placed upon a stool, an assistant of the
executioner hold the head, while the ex-
ecutibner uses a sword ground to a razor-
like sharpness, and severes the head from
the body. One blow is supposed to be suffi-
cient to effect this purpose, but it sometimes
happens that several strokes have to be
madebeforethehead and body are separated.
The Einperor hesitatates between death by
hanging and electrocution. It is understood
that he prefers the former method. The
use of ‘the guillotine as practiced in France
he rejects entirely.

Great
stress is laid upon the need of warm,woollen
clothing, wholesome and easily assimilated
food, avoidance of exposure, abstinence
from alcoholic drinks, and a general care for
the torle of the system. An important piece
of advice is, never to attempt to fight the
disease, but to give up -and go to nursing
immediately.

Strange Tale of; Piracy and_Abduction in
the South Seas.

. A Ban Francisco despatch says: James
White, a stowaway from Honolulu on the
steamer Australia, tells a remarkable story
of his adventures in the South seas. Last
May he deserted from an American ship in
Sydney, and shipped on a schooner for a
trading v%yoxe amang the islands of the
Pacific. aftér leaving the Australian
coast guns were brought up from the hold,
and White was told they were to be sold to
islanders. The-vessel carried a crew of
fifteen men, commanded by Captain Colton,
a Southerner. At the first place the vessel
touched five young girls were forcibly ab-
ducted. The natives pursued in a canoe,
and when near the ghip were fired upon, six
or eight being killed.

Editor Reporter :

Sir,—On the morning of Dccember
2nd, we were all up brizht and™ early
packing up our baggare and- gettin.
ready to leave the steamer as we were
withm a fow miles’ of Yokoharha,
The coast as far as we could see was
dotted with the sails of small fishing
boats. The first sight that aroused
our curiosity ag we steamed into the
harbor was to see about fifty sam-
pun (native boats) coming towards
the steamer, each anxious to get a
passenger. A friend was awaiting us
s0, after arranging our’ baggage, we
were transferred to a beautiful steam
yacht nand taken ashore. . Our bag-
xage was taken by coolies (Japanese
Iaborers) to the customs house and
examined. __Our attention was at
once drawn to. the jinrikshos (small
two-wheeled carriages drawn by men)
which were gtanding—about twenty
in number—fear the depot, the own-
ers of which were very anxious to be
engaged. | Phssenger after passcnger
got into one of thesc jinrikshas' and
were trotted off at the same rate that
a horse would travel. They run
about six miles an hour and can travel
forty or fifty miles a day. It ecemed

about the city by a man but we soon
‘got accustomed to it. We started for
the capita], Tokio, which is about
eighteen miles ffom Yokohawma, as
soon as we could get & train. The
cars are quite comfortable and run
about eighteen miles an hour. _Thore
are three clusses, the fare in the 2nd
being twice as much as the 8rd, and
the 1st three times as much as the
8rd.

The door was mads from slats about
an inch in width and an inch and a
balf apart.  This was also covered
with paper. On gliding back the
door we passed {hrough into the
entry.or hall. - Here we were told to
remove our shoes. This being doney
we entered the house proper, the floor
of which was covered with straw
matting. The owner of the honse and
his wife got down on their knees and
made two bows, their foreheads
almost tonching the floor. We re-
turned the salute in a similar manner.
We were then invited vp & narrow
ladder leading to a room where a
/number of native christians were met.
The salutes were repeated: as below.
There.were.no ¢haivs or turniture of
any kinds in the room as the Japan-
ese git, eat-and sleep vpon the floor,
We wore handed a small mat about
twenty inches square for a seat.
