Militin shall consist of all the male inhabatants of the
Island, of the age of sixtcen yoars and upwards, sbd
under sixty. This ferce is divided into two eclasses,
namely, Active Militia and Sedentary Militia; and the
Active Militia is again subdivided into two other
classes : Volunteer Militia and Regulay Mifitia,  The
Active or Regular Militia comprises all umles between
the ages of 16 and 45 years; and thd Scdentary Milisin
all malos between the agesof 45 and 60 years. . Those
who are exempt from service are Clergymen, Julges
of the Supreme Court, the Master of the Rolls and the
Professors of any College. The follawing persouns,
although enrolled, are also exempt from attending
nuster, except in case of war or finvasion: the
Sedentary Militia, Members of the Executive and
Legislative Councils, ‘and ot the House of Assembly ;
Colonial Secrotary and Assistant Secretary, all ciyll
ofticers appointed to any civil oflice in this Tsland und
the Great Beal, docwrs, - half-pay officers, school
masters, telegraph operators, Postmasters, mail
carriers, ferrymen, one miller for every run of stones
in every Grist Mill, all persous disabled by bodily
infirmity. In the Militia Laws of the neighboring
Provinces, all persons belonging to and ferming Fire
Engine Companics, aro exempted from military duty.
This is nothing but fair, and we think the samo ex-
emption ought to be extended to members of Fire
Engine Comptnies fu this Island. ‘The’ Licutenaut
Governor, who is also Commander-in-Chief, can
divide the Counties inte a8 many Regimental
Distriets, and ecach Reghunental District into as
many Company Districts as ho may think proper,
and each Regimental District is to furnish one Militia
Regiment, and each Company District to furnish
ono Regular and one Sedentary Company of Militia.
Elsewhere, in the organization of a Vouluateor snd
Militia force, the practice of allowing men so eldct
their own oflicers as high as the rank of Captain, hiss
been found to work well ; but the reversé of this aystem
is held in the Law under consideration, and unlimited
power 19 pldced in the hands of the Commanderin-
Chief. By Scction Eleven he is to grant alf commis-
sions of officers in tho Militla, and by Scction Twelve
he has the full power to appoint a staff of comunissioned,
and non-comimissioned dafficers of the Active Militia
during pleasure. 'This, although it may not bo abased
by the Commander-in-Chief, is;a most unlimited and
dangerous power to place in the hands of any ong man.
The appointment of all non-commissioned officers is
given to officers commanding their respective Battallons
or Regiments. No ofliger who has not, sin¢e the
pussing of this Act, undergone an examination a8 to
efficiency before a Board of three officers appoiuted by
the Commander-in-Chief, or who ‘shall not bé able to
obtain a certificate of competency from the commnands
ant of she Military School, shall be appointed or pro-
moted to the Active Force. Promotion s o go by
seniority, except in cages of capacity'and incApacity,
when the Commander-in-Chiel can use Lis owa dis-
cretion.

The success
of the plan, however, depends greatly on the condition
of tho soil in which they are growing. It it is’naturally
dry, having a gravelly or sandy subsoil, it is certain to
suceceed ; but, if wet and undratdod, they cannot be
saved by this or any other process. The operntion is
1o remove three or fonr inches of #oil from one side of
the plant close up to the roots, and of length and
width proportiotied to the siwe of the bush. The plant
is next bent down into the oxcavation, and held in
plsce by a few pegs. It is next covered entirely, root
and branches, by sods, placed grassy side upwards,
and prosents, when finished, 8 little billock in appear-
auee:

But a still
worse plan is, for amatéurs in gardening to lift their
Rose plants and pot them in fall, and attempt to keep
them in the house or cellar in winter; in nive esses out
of ten they never live to spring, and f they ‘do, only
linger out 8 mise and diseaged cxistence. Rqses
are often éxpensive, sutl alwhys valned pfahts) and we
can well imagine how mataral it is, on the 2pproach of
cold weather to lift and pot them, and place them in
the window of & warm sitting reom or parior; but this
kindness is killing to them, for they are not a kind of|
plant that desires lioat at this season, or in this con-
dition of their growth. It is still more delusive to
think that theyean be Iifted from the ground in fall and
potted so that they will bloom during winter ; perhaps
by such treatoaent as cam be given in a cool green-house
or frameé, they may be got to bloom by February or
March, but should never be forced into bloom
éarlier, unless they have been grown in pots daring
the summer previous.”
