MR. AND MRS. BOWSER.

The other morning we got a telegram 
from mother, saying she was ill, and ask­
ing me to come out for a day or two, and 
when Mr. Bowser had read it he said :

“ You can go just as well as not, and 
you needn’t hurry back on my account.”

“ But the cook left yesterday, and how 
will you get along?” I asked.

“ Oh, you never mind me. I can sleep 
here nights and lunch down town. You 
needn’t worry about me. Just take the 
baby and go and see your mother and stay 
as long as you wish.”

“ And you—you-“”
“ I shan’t elope of get drunk.” „
“ But you won’t try to make any changes 

in the house while I’m gone?”
“Changes? Do you supposeT’m going 

to put on new door and chimneys?”
“ Well, please don’t buy any new furni­

ture or carpets, or move things around.”
“ Don’t you worry about my buying any­

thing more this spring. Hurry up, now, 
and I’ll telephone for a coupe. I may 
lock up the house at noon and go up to 
the club house for a couple of days. I feel 
the need of a little rest”

Mr. Bowser caught at my going-.» cagtT- 
ly that I half suspected hi m of some design 
and the more I thought it. over after get­
ting away the more I was convinced that 
there was something in the wind. On 
the morning of the third day I telegraphed 
him that I was coming home, ahd when 
the train got in he was at the depot to 
meet me. His face fairly beamed with 
happiness, and as he beckoned to a carri­
age he said :

“ Here’s the keys, as I can’t be up for a 
couple of hours yet. I suppose it will take 
you a couple of hours to clean up the mess 
I have made.” •

I had a presentiment aud it was verified 
before I got into the house. Glancing at 
the front windows I saw that my lace cur­
tains had a queer, strange look, and I 
rushed in to find that they had been 
washed. They had been taken down, 
washed with bar soap, laid out on the grass 
to dry, and then ironed like a sheet. Any 
housewife can imagine the result. They 
showed soap stains in a dozen places, and 
hung as limp and lifeless as the tail of a 
kite on a telegraph wire. I sat down on 
the floor and had a good cry, and then 
started out to see what else had happened. 
There was a queer, oppressive odor in the 
room, and it did not take me long to dis­
cover that some one had varnished the 
furniture—gone over the natural oil finish 
with a coat of furniture varnish and left 
bristles from the brush at every foot. It 
could have been no one but Bowser. His 
work was further identified by six queer­
looking spots on the velvet carpet He 
had spilled varnish and then tried to scrub 
it out with soap, and in each instance he 
had run the colors sufficient to make a 
blotch.

After sweeping some more I went into 
the sitting room. There was the same 
smell here, and I soon found by the 
bristles sticking up all over it that Mr. 
Bowser had varnished the sewing machine. 
He had likewise repainted the radiator, 
making it a dark blue, and in decorating 
it with white and red stripes, his paint 
had crawled around like so many fish- 
worms. Baby at once wanted to tie a 
string to it and play horse. Mr. Bowser 
hatj upset the varnish pail in this room, 
and although he had tried soap and water 
a great spot three feet square remained as 
a sad witness of his carelessness. While 
I stood looking I heard a step behind me 
and Mr. Bowser called out :

“Surprise ! Surprise ! I knew I’d surprise 
you ! ”

“ Yes, you have,” I answered.
“ Why, w-what’s the matter ! ”
“ If you had only let things alone ! ” ,
“ Let things alone ! This house needed 

slicking up, and I’ve nearly broken my 
back in putting things in tidy shape, and 
now you complain of it ! ”

I saw the silver water-pitcher at that 
moment and uttered a howl.

“ What is it?”
“That pitcher!”
“ Yes, I know. It hadn’t been cleaned 

in a month.”
“ But you used sand-paper on it ! ”
“ Of course, and you ought to have seen 

the way the diit peeled off! Anything 
else to find fault with ? ”

“ A nd you — you sand-papered all the 
silver! ” I shouted as I looked into the 
dining-room and saw everything on the 
table.

“ Yes. What have you got your voice 
away up in ‘G’ for?”

“ You’ve ruined it ! See the scratches !” 
“ That’s it — Take on and find fault ! 

No one ever does anything right but you!”
“ And what ails the glass over the 

mantel ? ”
“It happens to be clean for once. I 

worked at it all of an hour.”
“ But you sandpapered it ! ”
“ No, I didn’t ! I used powered brick. I 

don’t know how the scratches came there 
unless the cat did it.”

“ And these curtains, too ! ”
“ What, are you crying about now ! I 

got a colored woman to come and wash 
them, and I know she put ’em through 
three tubs and then laid ’em on the grass 
to dry. I pinned and hung ’em up my­
self.” ‘

“ And they are ruined ! ”
“ Ruined yçur grandfather. Perhaps I 

didn’t pick all the grass off of them, but 
I’ll leave it to any artist in town if they 
don’t hang perfect. This is all the re­
ward I get for my hard work ?”

I entered the kitchen to find that he 
had sandpapered the bottoms of the flat- 
irons, scratched every tin dish in a 
hundred directions and giving the rolling- 
pin two coats of oil to prevent checking. 
In trying to dress up the hardwood floor 
he had thinned down some raw oil with 
kerosene, and the beauty of the finish was 
eclipsed only by the smclL 

“ You — didn’t touch anything up 
stairs ! ” I gasped.

“Why not? I varnished all the 
bureaus, bedsteads and stands, cleaned 
every glass, turned our bed around, paint­
ed the radiator in the hall a beautiful
drab and-----What are you howling
altout ! ”

“Oh, Mr. Bowser, how could you go 
and destroy our things in this way.”

“ Destroy ! Destroy ! ”
“ The house might as well have been 

burned down ! ”
“ And I wish it had ! The last thing 

you said when you went away was for me 
to go ahead and slick up, and now the 
first thing you do is to find fault. Mrs. 
Bowser, we are not mated. No man on
earth can understand your erratic tempera-'
ment. This is the last straw — the very 
last. To-morrow morning we will settle 
property matters ! ”

But next day came to find Mr. Bowser’s 
composure, fully restored, and when he 
came home and found a furniture wagon 
loaded with bedsteads and bureaus, going 
off to be scraped a»id redressed, he went 
in by the alley gate and spent half an 
hour in the bam so as not to see anything.

INOCULATION FOR CONSUMP­
TION.

Dr. Grancher, the most cherished of M. 
Pasteur’s pupils, read before the academy 
of sciences in Paris a report on experiments 
which, in conjunction with M. H. Martin, 
he hap been making with a view of dis­
covering a remedy for the fell disease 
which has hitherto completely baffled 
medical science — viz., tuberculosis. In an 
interview he said :

“ Yes ; we have reached in our experi­
ments such as a stage as justifies the hope 
that we shall sooner or later have at our 
disposal the means for effectively com­

bating consumption,” said Dr. Grancher 
modestly. “As yet, however, we are 
far from our ultimate goal ; so much so, in 
fact, that we should not have made our 
experiments had it not been for Professor 
Koch’s communication to the Berlin 
medical congress.

“ The German professor, it will be re­
membered, read a paper stating that he 
had found a chemical which rendered 
guinea pigs imprevious to tuberculosis.

“ Coming from an unknown physician 
this announcment would have probably 
passed unoticed, but made by professor 
Koch it was of capital importance. Mr. 
Koch stated he had been experimenting 
for a year past, We began our experi­
ments five years ago, though that does 
not, of course prove that we are any fur­
ther advanced than he.

“ Exactly what we have succeeded in 
doing is this: We have inoculated rabbits 
with bacilli tuberculosis in quantity suffi­
cient to make a fatal result, certainly. 
Then with our treatment—which of course 
we must keep secret until we are assured 
of its value — we have kept those rabbits 
alive from two hundred to three hundred 
days. On examining them after death 
we have found the spleen and liver 
healthy, without any trace of small tub­
ercular bacilli. Rabbits which we have 
inoculated with an exactly smiliar quantity 
of microbes and which we have not treat­
ed have died within a few days of the 
inoculation with all the symptoms of in­
jected disease.

•“ Two hundred days in the life of a 
rabbit would represent several years in the 
existence of a man, as you suggest, but 
we are not content with analogies ; we 
want facts scientifically demonstrated be­
yond all possibility of controversion. 
On that account we have taken the pre­
caution of injecting the maxium amount 
of bacilli, injecting it, futhermore, into the 
veins of the ear, whence it is certain to 
at once enter into the whole system.

“ I lay particular stress upon this fact, 
each of our inoculations in this series of 
experiments was sufficient to kill — not 
one, but a half a dozen animals. Having 
succeeded in keeping those rabbits which 
we treated after inoculation, alive for 
periods ranging from 126 to 230 days, while 
rabbits not treated died 23 days after 
inoculation, we have proved the value 
of our treatment in so far as rabbits are 
concerned. We shall shortly experiment 
with monkeys, and if those tests succeed 
then, we shall feel justified in experiment­
ing on human beings.

“ Our experiments have had yet another 
object — that of determining whether vac­
cination can be used as a preventive 
against tuberculosis ; other words, if by 
vaccination we can render a subject re­
fractory to the disease. That this can be 
done we have also proved, always in re­
spect to rabbits. Thus you see we have 
at least advanced a stage toward both pre­
vention and cure of tuberculosis. ”

Gower,the famous songstress,is now engag­
ed in a law suit for the recovery of prop­
erty claimed by her under her marriage.

Gower was a remarkable man, of sin­
gularly marked individuality. He was 
eloquent and argumentative, and, though 
of severe demeanour, was a great lover of 
boating and athletics, besides being pos­
sessed of a strong love of music, poetry and 
art. He proved a splended journalist, but 
was of too inflexible a mould to become a 
successful politician.

THROUGH A MÈRE ACCIDENT

of fortune, Gower made the acquaintance 
of Prof. Bell, of telephone fame, and went 
to Europe with the invention, which he 
there introduced, enjoying audience with 
all the crowned heads on the continent. 
Fortune, social position and a charming 
wife were anon his, and when he returned 
to this country he was accredited with 
being worth half a million at least.

On his return to Paris a mania for bal­
looning took the place of his old love for 
boating. The last that was ever seen of 
Frederick A. Gower he was ascending in 
a balloon on the coast of France, and at 
nightfall a little speck was observed by 
some sailors moving towards the English 
Channel. If “riches take unto themselves 
wings and fly away,” here

WAS A SINGULAR ILLUSTRATION, 

for, after his balloon ascension for some 
traces of his reputed fortune, not a dollar 
could be found. He is said to have been 
subsequently seen at Bombay, and this 
report increased the romance of his dis­
appearance.

In all its strange and fascinating details 
the career pf Gower is certainly one of the 
most striking romances of real life ever 
recorded. And it is by no means certain 
that its last or strangest chapter has been 
written. Gower may yet turn up in the 
land of the living and announce that his 
thrilling tale is “to be continued.”

GILBERT SUES SULLIVAN-

Interest in the Gilbert and Sullivan 
quarrel is again revived in London. Mr 
Fischer, the counsel for Mr. Gilbert, ap­
plied to-day fora postponement for a week 
of the hearing in the dispute between 
him aud Mr. D’Oyly Carte for the account­
ing of his share pf the net profits derived 
from the comic operas, the texts of which 
were written by him and which were 
produced at the Savory Theatre, and 
also for the appointment of a receiver for 
the takings of the “ Gondoliers, ” now 
running there. Mr. Fischer said that he 
desired to file further evidence, and to 
add Sir Arthur Sullivan’s name as a de­
fendant to that of Mr. Carte. The ap­
plication was granted and the case was 
adjourned till next week,

Duloep Singh 
nouncos All

Is Pardoned 
Claim to His

and Re- 
Throne.

Duleep Singh, who when a child was 
Maharajah of Lahore and owner of the 
famous Koh-i-noor, the chief of English 
crown jewels, has renounced all claim to 
his ancestral throne, and will be permitted 
to return to India. Duleep Singh was 
brought to England after his downfall and 
educated at the expense of the govern­
ment. He was given an income of $125, 
000 a year, and a magnificent estate was 
purchased for him when he reached man­
hood.

He became noted for his extravagance 
and entertained lavishly. He supported 
a shooting box and a large stable, and the 
magnificence of his diamonds was the talk 
of the country. He was a favourite 
among the aristocracy and at times was 
a guest at the palace. While there one 
day he expressed a desire te give the 
Koh-i-noor again to the Queen, saying that 
he was only a child when the first pre­
sentation was made. His desire was 
gratified and the next day he made the 
presentation. He began soon afterward 
to be displeased with his income and de­
manded a larger one. This the govern­
ment refused and Duleep Singh said that 
if he could not have enough to support 
himself with dignity he would not take a 
penny.

He left England for France. The En­
glish government, fearing his return to 
India, offered him all he asked if he 
would return to England. He refused and 
since then has spent his life on the con­
tinent, where he has been the guest of 
each nation in turn. Two years ago he 
issued a proclamation to the people of 
India, signing himself : “ Sovereign of the 
Sikh nation and implacable foe of the 
British goverment. ” Last year he wrote 
to Queen Victoria telling her it was time 
she returned the Koh-i-noor to its right­
ful owner. Now he has accepted his par­
don and expects to have a part of the do­
minion he lost in childhood restored to 
him. He will remain in Europe with his 
family.

A RAT MADE USEFUL

The main telegragh wires in London 
run through the subways in which the 
gas pipes and sewers are placed. The 
principal arteries are so large that it is 
easy enough for men to work in thèm, 
but the pipes through which the side wires 
branch off are much smaller, and great 
care has to be taken to preserve the 
connection between the main and the 
lateral wires. Some time ago men were 
repairing one of these latter and carelessly 
omitted to attach it to a leading line by 
which it could be drawn to its place when 
mended. The blunder seemed likely to 
have serious consequences, for it was 
that the whole of the lateral pipe 
thought would have to be dug 
up in order to get at the broken wire. 
But one of the men came to the rescue 
with a happy thought, suggesting that a 
rat should be procured, and with a fine 
piece of wire attached to it, sent through 
the pipe. This was done, but, to the dis­
may of the workmen, the new hand came 
to a stop after it had gone a few yards. 
The inventor of this idea was not ÿét-, 
however, at the end of his resources, and 
by his advice a ferret was procured and 
started on the dilatory rat’s track. There 
was a moment of suspence before it was 
settled whether the rat would show fight 
or run away ; but this was soon ended by 
the playing out of the wire, and in a short 
time the latest edition to the staff of the 
Post Office appeared at the other end of 
the pipe. It was caught, the wire de­
tached, and then it was set free in 
recognition of the_ service it had rendered. 
By means of the wire the telegraph line 
was secured, and a long and laborious 
piece of work saved.

For the relief of Emin Pasha we traveled 
during 087 days over 6000 miles in length ; 
500 days were passed in the great forest, 
the rest in the grasslands.

The forest of Central Africa is 621 miles 
long and 517 broad. The trees are from 
20 to 200 feet high ; their boughs and 
leaves form a roof impenetrable by the 
sunlight. On clear days twilight reigns 
throughout the wood, on rainy days (150 
in a year) it is as dark as pitch. The rain 
pours down in torrents, the storm roars 
like a hurricane and the thunder makes 
the noise of a general explosion and col­
lapse.

The trees reminded one of human life ; 
the same struggle for light, for food. Some 
were old, others still young. That palm 
took root some time before the Plague of 
London ; yonder ironwood was a babe 
when the tower of Babel was being built. 
What is the office of those old giants? Is 
it that of guardians of a king.

In a part of a forest we found the pigmy 
tribes, where they had been located by 
tradition.

That people had lived there for over 50 
centuries. One day we met a couple ; the 
man was four feet high, the woman some­
thing less ; his weight 85 pounds ; their 
color brownish. The pigmies live near the 
settlements of a taller people. Though 
useful to the owners of those plantations, 
warning them in case of danger, they are 
regarded by them as parasites.

The pasture land in Central Africa be­
gins at an altitude of 4000 feet ; the forest 
ends at 3500. On those large grasslands 
other tribes live,some are herdsmen,others 
formers, while a third tribe is both agri­
culturist and herdsman.

What differences in form and in color 
are noticeable among the Africans. First, 
we have the pigmies of the big forest, who 
are of negro race ; then the well know 
type of the negro of West and Southeast 
Africa with his woolly hair; in the third 
place the Zulus and Kattrs—negroids ; 
then the Mhuma, looking like the tradi­
tional New Englander darkened with 
charcoal, originally from Abyssinia ; and 
lastly the Semitic Africans, chiefly among 
the Mahdists.

We conclude that the pigmies and the 
negroes are the primitive races of the dark 
continent ; that immigrants of the Aryan 
type produced the composite race.

Interesting was the discovery of the 
connection between Lake Albert Edward 
and that of Albert, also the mountains of 
the Moon and the southwest extension of 
LakeVictorio.

I hesitated to mention the discovery of 
the many mountains of the Moon,because, 
though already know in the classical times 
of Homer, later cartographers omitted 
them or placed them on the wrong place. 
One of those peaks, the Ruwenzori (the 
Cloun King) is at least 18,000 feet high ; 
tremendous avalanches roll down its 
scopes, formidable glaciers move on and 
give birth to the sacred Nile.

Some people have asked, what is the use 
of our late expedition. I answer that it 
has furthered the cause of humanity, that 
as a Christian people it is a subject of 
congratulation that a few thousand pounds 
have rescued 400 men from slavery ; that 
the late governor (Emin) was rescued with 

His followers. Bësides, our geographical 
knowledge is extended. The forest land, 
the source of the classic Nile, the mountains 
of the Moon are all discovered or re-dis­
covered. The most interesting part of 
Africa has been traversed and thrown open 
to British and the world’s commerce. — 
H. M. Stanley.

The Grand Ceremonial at the Burial of 
the Marquess Tseng.

THE PHENOMENAL FEMALE.
One of the biggest women on record has 

died in Paris. She was known as the 
“ Phenomenal Female, ” her real name 
being Victoire Tautin, and her age only 
19. Mdlle. Tautin was not a giantess in 
height, but her girth was enormous, and 
it took eight strong men to lift her out of 
her chair when she used to be conveyed 
for exhibition to the music hall. The in­
dividual who engaged her found that she 
did not pay her expenses owing to the 
cost entailed by her transit to and from 
the cafe concert, so Victoire retired from 
public life and lived quietly with her 
parents. Lately she had an attack of 
erysipelas, to which she succumbed. Her 
funeral was the event of the day in the 
suburban locality wherein she resided, 
and great interest was manifested by the 
neighbours in watching the burial of the 
poor “ Phenomenon, ” whose remains 
were carried to the hearse, and afterwards 
to the grave, on the shoulders of ten of 
the most robust men in the employ of the 
company of metropolitan undertakers.

The funeral of the late Marquess Tseng, 
which is at present in Shanghai, furnishes 
typical example of high class Chinese 
obsequies. The coffin containing the re­
mains of the deceased arrived from Pe­
king. The funeral retinue, which travel­
led down by steamer from Tientsin, num­
bers many hundred persons, relatives, 
mandarins of various ranks, soldiers, 
servants, “joss men,” hired mourners and 
servants. As the steamer passed the forts 
at Taku, and again at Woosung, the 
soldiers kept up a fusilade for half an hour, 
and the gunboats and tnen-of-war took up 
the salvos on the water.

The procession formed on arrival was a 
remarkable one, and must have numbered 
5,000 persons. First came a number of 
Yamen runners, hangers-on of the officials, 
all in brilliant uniforms, bearing thous­
ands of banners and scrolls of silk and 
satin, each with an inscription suitable to 
the occasion, and enlarging upon the 
virtues of the deceased in characters three 
feet long ; then a detachment of braves, 
numbering over a couple of thousand, and 
in blue and red, violet and red, green and 
white loosely made uniforms, some carry­
ing antiquated matchlocks, others murder­
ous and cumbrous-looking tridents and 
spears, with pennons at the top, and still 
others with modern rifles. It was rain­
ing at the time. Appearances are always 
subservant to utility in China, even in 
military matters, and each soldier carried 
a huge umbrella as well as his arms. It 
was a comical sight to see the martial 
procession halt here ahd there till some 
hero hoisted his gingham while trying to 
hold on to his gun, or got the assistance of 
his comrade on the march. A number of 
sailors from the Chinese gunboats in the 
river presented a much smarter appear­
ance than their military fellows. The 
Taotai and the director of the Kiangnan 
Arsenal (both kinsmen of the deceased) 
followed, after whom came a number of 
mandarins, civil and military, including 
an official detailed by the Emperor to pay 
his last respects to the memory of the 
dead minister. Some rode on rough- 
coated ponies, with bright trappings, but 
most travelled in chairs.

About 100 trumpeters and priests in gor­
geously-embroidered robes immediately 
preceded the coffin, which was enclosed in 
a magnificent funeral car, only seen on 
very rare occasions. It was in the shape 
of an enormous dragon with distended red 
jaws and saw-toothed back, borne by 32 
coolies in uniform. The mourners, whose 
numbers were too great to count, followed 
in white-covered sedan chairs, after which 
came more tablets and other emblems of 
the importance and virtues of the deceas­
ed, while the whole cortege was brought 
up with a military band armed with 
foreign brass instruments, from which the 
most blood-curdling and demoniacal 
sounds were emitted at intervals, when­
ever each individual member of the band 
thought he had an opportunity to do some­
thing on his own account.

From a Chinese point of view nothing 
like the funeral has ever been seen here, 
and it is estimated that it must have xosfr" 
over £20,000 in English money. The cof­
fin was conveyed to the arsenal, where it 
will remain some days in state, and the 
marchioness and family are here to pay 
the last rites to the deceased, before whose 
remains all the officials for miles around 
prostrate themselves and bring respectful 
offerings. It will then be conveyed by 
boat and overland to the resting place of 
the ancestors of the family in distant 
Hunan.

A FEMALE JUSTICE IN WYOWING.

The admission of Wyoming to state­
hood recalls the pioneer days of woman 
office-holding in that unique civilization. 
Hester Morris was the first woman ap­
pointed a justice of the peace in the 
United States. In those rough pioneer 
times the bowie knife and pistol oftener 
settled disputes than did a court of jus­
tice. Mrs Morris was a tall, Elizabethan 
type of woman, with as rugged features 
and as brusque a method of expression as 
had been ascribed to the English queen. 
Her first case in a Wyoming court con­
cerned a quarrel between two young men, 
who were brought before her armed with 
bowie knives and pistols. She had known 
them since their boyhood, and in spite 
of the fact that a scene had been expected 
on her first appearance, a few words of 
motherly advice to those who had known 
her kindness and a little native mother 
wit carried the day. After that there was 
no more trouble. She was particular 
“ terror ” to a certain class of evil-doers. 
Men who had been arrested for beating 
their wifes or for general drunken dis­
turbances of the peace invariably pleaded 
not to be brought up before “ Old judge 
Morris. ” They wanted to be tried by 
men. — Spokane Spokesman.

PENNY POST TO ENGLAND.

John Wanamaker doesn’t realize, pro­
bably, how nearly he has escaped hav­
ing a genuine British Lord come over to 
confer with him about penny postage. J. 
Henniker Heaton, M. P., who arrived on 
the Majestic will be at no distant date a 
peer of the realm with the title of Lord 
Warrane. That Mr. Heaton is a very 
energetic and whole-hearted man no one 
in his company can doubt. He is broad- 
shouldered, vigorous in movement,heavily 
built and bearded as a typical Australian 
rancher should be, and his two terms it^ 
parliament for Canterbury hcJfr- g^v’en 
him an easy flow of ideas and a good com­
mand of speech. There is nothing of the 
effete aristocrat in J. Henniker Heaton, 
M. P., and if Australia is to furnish En­
gland with a peer, and the cause of cheap 
postage is to receive the truly British 
recogntion of a title, this big-boned and 
broad-headed self-made son of Australia 
strikes a casual observer as being quite 
worthy of the honor.

A GHOST IN THE SCHOOL

A panic occurred in Berlin, in a large 
public school in the Friedenstrasse. It 
seems that the children were possessed by 
the idea that the school house was haunt­
ed by the spirit of a former teacher who 
had committed suicide many years ago. 
At noon a girl of the first class became 
hysterical and ran into the main hall cry­
ing out that the ghost was choking her. 
All the pupils caught the nervous crisis 
and rushed from all the class-rooms, catch­
ing frantically at their throats and yelling 
out that the ghost was attacking them.

The teachers were powerless to restrain 
the terrified children and the staircases 
were soon strewn with them, toppling over 
each other. Fortunately the exits were 
ample and all gained the street with slight 
injuries. The school building is being 
watched by the police in order to find 
out the cause of the fright.
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A SORRY EXHIBITION.

The people of New Brunswick are being 
treated to a very sorry exhibition by the 
press, which voices the sentiments of the 
local opposition. As a matter of fact it 
does not voice their sentiments in the 
particulars of which we propose to speak, 
but it suits the purposes of the office-seek­
ing faction that a campaign of slander 
should be kept up, and they lend it ap­
proval and sanction. Messrs. Hanington, 
Stockton, Alward, Powell, Stevens and 
the rest do not think that Mr. Blair is a 
corrupt man and a dishonorable trickster. 
They know better. Some of them know 
better, because they have been associated 
with him in party work and have learned 
that while in the administration of his 
powers, as leader of the government, he 
is a good party man, he is nevertheless 
guided by what he conceives to be the 
public interest. In the notable question 
of patronage, which was the occasion of 
the breach between the attorney general 
and the St. John representatives, it will 
not be claimed that the public interest 
was not well served by the appointment 
of Mr. Ritchie, as well as that gentleman’s 
just claims upon his party recognized. 
Messrs. Stockton and Alward found no 
difficulty in endorsing every political act 
of Mr. Blair up to that time, and it is well 
know'n that they were not unwilling, upon 
certain conditions, to endorse this one. 
Mr. Blair can scarcely have been the 
dangerous and unprincipled man that the 
newspaper organs of these gentlemen now 
say he is, or they would hardly have 
given him so loyal a support, unless indeed 
they are themselves of the same unsavory 
quality. As for Messrs. Hanington, 
Powell and some others that can be named, 
they have given abundant proof, the very 
assaults they make upon him arc proof, 
that they regard the attorney general as 
a man in whose sense of honor and fair- 
play they can place the utmost reliance. 
II they read this paragraph they will know 
what we mean.

And why is all this avalanche of abuse 
launched upon' the head of Mr. Blair? 
Simply and almost avowedly for the pur­
pose of getting the patronage out of the 
hands of those who now control it. Not 
one question of public policy can be named 
upon which the scandal-mongers offer 
anything that may be assumed to be an 
improvement upon the intentions of the 
party in power. In fact, not a suggestion 
of any kind of policy has been made, since 
the famous one put forward just before 
the house met, to reduce the stumpage to 
80 cents a thousand in consideration of re­
ceiving the support of the North Shore 
members. It is all abuse, the repetition 
of exploded charges, the calling of harsh 
names, the making of mean insinuations. 
This is the warfare in which the opposi­
tion delight. Is there any one who be­
lieves that if they had any better material 
they would not use it ? Or if they had any 
policy they would not have ere this have 
disclosed it?

But the spectacle presented by the op- 
-‘w^wjgition in their attacks upon the leader 

of the- government is not more pitiable 
than the picture afforded by the make-up 
of their party. When the Globe and Mr. 
Hanington join hands, when the Sun and 
Mr. Stockton come on the floor as partners, 
and the quartette bow a welcome to Mr. 
Stevens, and then join in worshipping at 
the shrine of Mr. Gregory, the combina­
tion becomes infinitely grotesque. If there 
was one thing upon which Mr. Hanington 
was more certain than anything else, 
it was that the Globe was all that was 

. abominable ; if the Sun despised any 
body in the world, it was Mr. Stockton ; 
if there was anyone whom these four 
agreed in objecting to, it was Mr. 
Stevens ; if the five were agreed upon 
nothing else they were upon the fact that 
Mr. Gregory was an ignominious failure 
as a politician and a dangerous guide for a 
party. If we were to cull a boquet of the 
charming things that these opposition 
lights have said about each other, even 
the Gleaner would find its “ineffectual 
glories” of abuse of Mr. Blair pale into in­
significance in comparison with it. The 
oppositionists will have to go a good deal 
further in their abuse of the attorney 
general before they equal what they have 
said about each other.

In the interests of fairplay, we ought to 
add that though we have associated the 
Globe With the combination, it has not 
been à partner in the work of slander and 
abuse. What leanings our contemporary 
has shown to the opposition are to be at­
tributed apparently to some mysterious 
effect a change of base in regard to its local 
alliances may have upon dominion poli­
ties. At heart the Globe rather likes the 
attorney general and would enjoy seeing 
him floor the combination which it has 
been lately patting on the back with mild 
encouragement. And Mr. Hanington — 
well, if he likes the way in which he is 
ignored by his subordinates, it is no busi­
ness of ours.

NOT THE BRITISH WAY.

THE PROGRESS OF RECIPROCITY.

General Barundia, of San Salvador, was 
granted a free permit by the Guatemalan 
government to return home from a point 
up nc..r the Mexican frontier, where he 
had been doing some good fighting against 
the Guatemalan forces. In order to reach 
home, he had to hike a U. S. mail steamer, 
which stopped at several Guatemalan 

. ports. On his arrival at the first, the gov- 
♦ftrWjjqn^jlisregarding its promise of safe 
conduct demanded his surrender, but the 
steamer’s captain refused to give him up. 
At the next port the U. S. minister backed 
by a U. S. man-of-war compelled the cap­
tain to hand him over to the Guatemalan 
authorities. As he entered the governor’s 
presence one of the guard shot him. Sub­
sequently one of lijs daughters tried to 
shoot the U. S. minister, and we regret to 
say did not succeed. Our neighbors have 
something yet to learn. If general 
Bantndia had been aboard a British mail 
steamer, and his surrender had been de­
manded, it would have been firmly re­
fused. If a forcible capture had been at­
tempted, and a British man-of-war had 
been in port, force would have been met 
with force. Then when it had been 
clearly demonstrated that being on a Brit­
ish deck was equivalent (j being in 
Britain itself, the legality of the demand 
would have been enquired into. But first 
of all it would have been once more demon­
strated that to be upon a British deck in 
a foreign port is the same as to be ujion 
British soil. And this is what makes 
every mother’s son of us proud of the 
meteor flag.

It is officially denied that the Czar and 
the-Kaiser had a disagreement. What an 
extraordinary state of things it is that 
makes the fate of Europe depend upon 
the personal likes and dislikes of a half- 
crazed man and a restless youngster.

Largely through the instrumentality of 
Erastus Wiman, Senator Sherman has 
given notice of the following additional 
section to the McKinley tariff bill.

“ That whenever it shall be certified to 
the president of the United States that the 
government of the dominion of Canada 
shall, by law or regulation, admit free of 
duty into all its ports coal mined in the 
United States, he shall make proclamation 
of the fact, and thereafter, while such law 
or regulation is in force coal mined in the 
dominion of Canada shall be admitted 
free of duty into all parts of the United 
States ; and whenever it shall be duly 
certified to the president of the United 
States that the government of the domin­
ion of Canada has declared its desire to 
enter into such commercial arrangements 
with the United States as will result in a 
complete or partial removal of duties upon 
the trade between Canada and the United 
States, he shall appoint three commis­
sioners to meet those who may be designat­
ed to represent the government of Canada, 
to consider the best method of extending 
trade relations between Canada and, the 
United States, and to ascertain on what 
terms a greater freedom of intercourse be­
tween the two countries can best be secur­
ed ; and said commissioners shall report 
to the president, who shall lay the report 
before congress.”

It is with a somewhat intimate know; 
ledge of the facts that wre refer to this step 
as having been taken largely through the 
exertions of Mr. Wiman. Few persons 
can have an idea of the efforts that have 
been put forward by this gentleman to 
advance what he conceives to be Canadian 
interests at Washington. He has spared 
neither expense nor labor to catch the 
ear of the leaders of thought in the United 
States and is meeting with a gratifying de­
gree of success. He is a faithful champion 
of Canada’s greatness, and has done more 
than any other one man to make the dom­
inion favorably known across the border.

The indications are that the senate will 
adopt the proposed section. The growth 
of reciprocity among the public men of the 
United States during the last few months 
has been something surprising. Since Mr. 
Blaine showed the way, many who were 
too timid to venture alone, have gone for­
ward, and some of them, emboldened by 
the republican leader’s attitude, have taken 
even much more advanced ground 
then he did. The boards of trade of 
Chicago and Buffalo, as well as commercial 
organizations in other important cities, 
have lifted up their voices for reciprocity. 
There may, of course, be a temporary set 
back but the result is inevitable. The 
day of commercial restriction is drawing 
to its close.

WHY NOT ONCE A YEAR?

Why can’t this town have a first-class 
holiday every year? The time to select 
for it would be just before the schools 
open, and the features should be various. 
There is no place in the world where 
prettier water effects could be produced at 
night. Suppose the two bridges were 
illuminated with a row of electric lights. 
It would notreost much to put them up, 
and the company probably would make 
the charge for lighting as low as possible. 
Then, between the bridges, boats could be 
anchored at suitable points and a boat 
procession formed to wind around in 
great curves. In the centre a floating 
platform could be erected for fireworks. 
The residents on both sides would illumin­
ate their houses, and the whole scene 
would be something to remember. For 
the day an endless lot of land and water 
sports could be provided. It would be 
possible, by beginning far enough ahead, 
to get up a programme, which would at­
tract people from all parts of the province, 
and the town would get back five -dollars 
for one the performance would cost. The 
fact is the people of this town have got to 
wake up and “ boom ” it. Get people 
talking about the place — that is the first 
thing to do. It is well enough to have 
the town admired as a sort of sleepy hol­
low ; but it is time it was known abroad 
as a live, wide awake place. And a good, 
rattling, annual holiday is just one of the 
best advertisements that can be suggested.

It is not exactly a square deal that 
while delegates from England, brought 
out by the Canadian government, go out 
into the Northwest and spend some time 
in Ontario they rarely, if ever come to the 
maritime provinces. This is a part of 
Canada, but no one seems to think so in 
this connection. What is more to the 
point, this is a part of Canada which 
would suit a certain class of -English 
formers better than any other. The local 
government has no money to spend in 
bringing out delegates ; whatever it might 
feel warranted in doing towards enabling 
those brought out by the federal authori­
ties to see the province to advantage. 
But it is given no opportunity to do this. 
The delegates are taken to Quebec by 
steamer and rushed west as though it 
were desirable to prevent them from 
finding out anything about this part of 
the dominion. When they write their 
reports for publication in England, they 
put in a sentence near the end to the ef­
fect that it is said there is good land in 
the maritime provinces. The reader 
naturally concludes that if this part of the 
country was not worth showing to the 
visitors, it is not worth coming to. So 
between being ignored by those who came 
at public expense to see the country and 
being misrepresented, or, we will say, 
unrepresented by those who are paid to 
give information to inquirers, the mari­
time provinces fore very badly. They 
pay their share of the expense all the 
same.

IT MAY BE A GOOD MOVE.

It is difficult to conceive of the poverty 
of patriotism which leads a Halifax 
paper to derive pleasure from the wreck 
of the Ulunda in the Bay of Fundy. Surely 
it ought to be possible for a generous riv­
alry to exist between two seaports in the 
same country. In regard to this wreck, it 
is of course an unfortunate accident ; but 
if every port were closed off which there 
had been no greater proportion of wrecks 
than there has been off St. John, very few 
important harbors would be left open. As 
a matter of fact the approach to New York 
is more dangerous than that to St. John. 
The Ulunda had no business to be where 
she was. She was for out of her course. 
An investigation will probably show why 
this was so ; or possibly it may be one of 
those things that never are explained. It is 
worth adding that when serious wrecks, 
involving great loss of life have occurred 
off Halifax, no St. John paper raised its 
voice to condemn that harbor as an ocean 
port. The Vancouver, the other day, on 
her way to Quebec ran upon an iceberg and 
had a very narrow escape from destruction 
but we do not hear any one cry out that 
steamships must avoid Quebec. The truth 
is that the sea has its perils, and no part 
of the coast is free from them.

The suggestion is occasionally made in 
the United States press that Canada 
should buy Alaska. The dominion has 
already quite a quantity of unprofitable 
territory on its hands ; but when we buy 
it, as we will, and absorb Newfoundland, 
then we can say very truthfully: that the 
sun never sets on our country, for when it 
is going down in for Alaska it will be 
rising in Newfoundland.

A Paris despatch says that England has 
suggested a confederation of the Balkan 
states, and has offered to interfere in 
Armenia until order is restored. This 
may be another of the shrewd strokes of 
foreign policy that Lord Salisbury has 
made lately. When England interferes 
to restore order in a country, her ideal of 
order is set so high that it takes forever 
and a day to reach it. She interfered for 
that purpose in Egypt, and it is dawning 
upon the mind of the world that she i$ 
there to stay. Somehow Englishmen 
seem to possess the faculty of handling 
semi-civilized people, and they would, 
no doubt make a success of restoring 
order in Armenia. This would mean the 
establishment of a settled community on 
the border of Russia, which would be 
very useful in keeping the way to India 
open, and ultimately mean the extension 
of English influence over the whole of 
Turkey in Asia.

One state in the union gained more 
than ^ million in population during the 
last decade, namely Pennsylvania. New 
York gained a little over 900,000: The 
greatest increase over the country as a 
whole was in the tier of states beginning 
at New York and ending at Nebraska. 
New England and the new states of 
Washington have about the same area. 
There has been a great boom in the latter 
and every one will be disposed to say that 
the increase in population there was for 
greater than in New England ; but it was 
not. On the contrary the increase in 
New England was more than double what 
it was in Washington. A little less than 
one third of the total increase was in the. 
states west of the Mississippi. The 
southern group contributed twenty-eight 
per cent, of the increase. The Southern 
and trans-Mississippi states contributed a 
small fraction over one half the total in­
crease, so that the comparatively small area 
of the northern .states east of the Missis­
sippi shows nearly as great an increase as 
the whole south and west.

The editor of the Toronto Empire must 
have thought he had picked up the 
Globe, when his eyes fell upon the fol­
lowing in his paper of Tuesday ,last :

Washington, Sept. 1.—Attorney general 
Longlcy, of Nova Scotia, and Erastus 
Wiman, of. New York, are in the city, the 
guests of Mr. Hitt, chairman of the house 
committee on foreign relations. They have 
impressed upon leading senators and repre­
sentatives their views in favor of reciprocity 
with Canada, and were fortunate to find 
senator Sherman so heartily in sympathy 
with them that he this morning introduced 
in the senate resolutions looking toward 
reciprocity with Canada, and, by attaching 
them to the reciprocal amendments of the 
tariff, make almost certain their adoption. 
There is a general sentiment now favorable 
to a fair measure of reciprocity with the 
British possessions in North America.

For at least twelve months, straight 
ahead, Mr. AViinan has been pommelled 
by the Empire for his mischief-making, 
disloyalty and so on. Only on Monday 
last it slashed at him through a whole 
column.

The Shupson Island copper mine has 
been sold to a company formed by Boston 
parties for $250,000. stock, it is said.

Mrs. Nancy Studman was committed for 
trial at Toronto on Thursday on a charge of 
attempting to poison her three grandchil­
dren by spreading Paris green on their 
bread and butter.

Aaron- Buckler, who came from Bow- 
manville to Montreal, the other day, blew 
out the gas, went to bed in the Albion 
hotel, and was found suffocated in bed 
the next morning.

During one week lately thirteen steam­
ers landed live stock and fresh meat at 
Liverpool from American and Canadian 
ports, with a collective supply of 5671 
cattle, 2540 sheep and 15,168 quarters of 
beef.

A five year old son of James Graham of 
Richibucto fell from H. O’Leary’s long 
wharf on Monday last and was drowned 
before help arrived. His body was rescued 
by Whillie Jardine,who dove to the bottoiff’ 
of the channel for it. Much sympathy is- 
felt for the bereaved father.

It was feared for some time that the St. 
Croix Cotton mill would be shut down for 
several weeks this fell, but now it is stated 
on good authority that it jvill not be ; on 
the contrary it is thought more hands 
will be employed this winter than have 
been for several months past.

The dismissal of the protest against the 
return of Dr. Montagne, M. P. for Haldi- 
mand, is due to an arrangement by mutual 
consent to let the fight stand over till the 
next general election. Ilaldimand since 
1887 has had two recounts, three election 
trials, and two appeals to the supreme 
court.

The sale of tickets at the St. Andrews 
railway station during the month of 
August amounted to $15000. This is for in 
excess of any previous month. There is 
not a Montreal ticket included in. the 
above amount, all the Montreal people 
who came here during August having had 
return tickets.

At the sale of general Middleton’s 
household effects there was a large gather­
ing of interested spectators, huit bidding 
was only slow. The general is .evidently, 
determined to rid himself pf everything 
that will rem ind .him of his stay in Canada 
as even the cocked iiat and plumes which 
have been seen on many a field in the 
dominion are to lie sold:

Gilbert Parker, who has been making 
the rounds of the colonies in the interest 
of some British magazines, says that it is 
hopeless for Canada to think of competing 
with the United States in the markets of 
Australia in supplying barley, machinery 
and manufactured building material. If 
this is the sort of information that Mr. 
Parker has accumulated he had better 
take the trip over again. If Canadians 
can produce barley and building material 
so cheaply that the United States has to 
keep them out of the country by a high- 
tariff, one would suppose that she could 
deliver them at least as cheaply in Aus­
tralia as their neighbours can.

THE MOST UNKINDEST CUT OF ALL

The Gleaner says: “The defection of 
the Globe from the government has seri­
ously alarmed their friends in St. John. 
The Globe has become disgusted at the con 
duct of Mr. Blair just as the Gleaner be­
came disgusted at his conduct years ago. 
We congratulate the Globe on having 
come round to the right side.”

This is the roughest thing on the Globe 
that we have seen yet. We extend to 
our contemporary an assurance of our 
profound commiseration.

The whole able population between the, 
ages of eighteen and fifteen ordered to 
report for military duty, a forced loan of a 
million dollars for war purposes—such are 
the principal features of the latest news 
from Guatemala. Minor features are 
great Increase on taxation, and the 
evacuation of the country by all foreigners 
who can get away. The era of peace, 
international comity and arbitration, 
supposed to have bêen inaugurated at 
Blaine’s pan-American circus, does not 
materialize with any remarkable celerity.

No doubt it would be a fine thing to 
run a line of steamers to Labrador and 
thence carry passengers west by rail ; but 
it is a scheme of very doubtful practic 
ablity. On the other hand a line of 
steamers to Chatham to connect with the 
Canada Eastern would save almost as 
much time and is perfectly feasible during 
the summer, for a longer period than the 
Labrador route would be open. Here is a 
scheme that is really, worth somebody 
with a lot of money, taking hold of.

The Toronto Empire in its leading edi­
torial seriously contends that the enhanced 
prosperity in Canada in the years 1854 64 
was not- due to reciprocity but to the 
Crimean war. It ought to be an easy 
matter for the Ontario advocates of reel 
procity to answer this claim. It would be 
easy enough to answer it so for as the 
maritime provinces are concerned. Their 
enhanced prosperity was directly due to 
increased trade with the United States. 
The Crimean war was over in 1856, any 
way.

There is a good deal of speculation in 
British Columbia as to the business of the 
U. S. warship Charleston in British waters. 
Some persons suggest that she is to be on 
hand to capture Canadian sealers ; but a 
as there are three British war vessels at 
land, either of which could blow the 
Charleston out of the water, it is not 
probable that she is on any troublesome 
mission. The idea that she may simply 
be making a friendly call does not seem 
to have occurred to the sensation mongers

Lord Salisbury has informed the Porte 
that he does not consider the time yet 
ripe for the evacuation of Egypt. The 
real meaning of the statement made by 
the prime minister is that Great Britian 
has no intention of withdrawing her troops 
from the land of the Pharaohs.

Henry F. Moore of the London Times 
has been telling a reporter that he came 
to Canada to inquire into the school 
system and that Ontario has the 'best in 
the world. Before Mr. Moore makes up 
his mind finally, he ought to visit New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

Quebec has gone wild over Prince 
George of Wales. There is probably 
more flunkeyism to the square inch in 
Quebec than anywhere else in the world.

A St. Stephen gentleman discovered a 
small green snake crawling along the floor 
of one of the rooms of his house the other 
day and apparently making itself very 
much at home.

Joseph Pope, Sir John Macdonald’s 
private secretary, has wired here regarding 
a despatch alleged to emanate from Wheel­
ing W. Va., that Sir John Macdonald, Sir 
Charles Tapper, Sir Hector Langevin Sir 
Alexander Murlean and other Canadian, 
English and Scotch capitalists have pur­
chased four hundred thousand acres of 
land in Mercer, Boone and Wyoming 
counties, W. Va, as follows : “It is a lie 
from beginning to end.”

Says the Toronto World-: “ The annual 
business revival after the holiday season 
has begun and is of a more prosperous 
character than the ordinary autumnal 
awakening. Business men app^ir ifp go 
to work after vacations with a nerve that 
speaks unmistakably of confidence in th^u. 
future. They feel, evidently a surer foot­
ing than they have at the close of an; 
summer season in some years. Conserva­
tive opinion in business circles leans de­
cidedly toward the expectation of a highly 
prosperous foil and winter trade in every 
direction.

A fire broke out at 1a.m. on Wednes­
day in the town of Levis, Quebec, which 
threatened to destroy the whole town.

Major Wilson, see­
ing the extent of the conflagration order­
ed a strong detachment of B battery to 
cross over. They filed down from the 
citaded at a double, and rendered very 
effective service. At 2 o’clock five houses 
besides the large tannery were in flames, 
and the fire Was rapidly gaining ground 
at 3.30. Ten houses were burnt. The fire 
was then checked. The loss is estimatec 
at $30,000.

A Moncton despatch of September 2nd 
says : The girl Eda Simpson is still asleep.

In ap­
pearance she looks like a person in peace­
ful repose, except at times, when her face 
moves like one in pain or a bad dream 
No one is allowed to see her, as strange 
noises seem to irritate her.

The belief is expressed in Washington 
that some amendment providing for a 
practical plan of reciprocity between the 
United States and Canada will be attached 
to the tariff bill in the senate before it 
is returned to the House.

The French army manœuvres opened 
in the north of France. Smokeless powder 
was used in the firing. The smoke was 
nearly invisible. The detonation was as 
loud as that made by the old kind of 
powder, and was sharper and harsher.

At Berlin à post office assistant, who 
has occupied a responsible position for 
twenty-three years, killed himself with a 
revolver at his rooms on Reichenberger 
Strasse. Before killing himself he blew 
out the brains of his intended bride, 
Helene Richter. A letter written by the 
suicide gave as the. reason the debt of 33 
marks, for which he was being pressed, 
ayd being paid a very low salary.
-' Mrs: Adam Wachler, the celebrated 
festing woman of Whitehall, Pa., is still 
alive. This is the 155th day since she 
has tasted food in any form and the 100th 
day since she has taken a drop of water. 
Physicians regard her case as one of the 
most marvellous on record and her condi­
tion appears-to be but little worse than it 
has been at any time in the past fortnight. 
She. cannot move hand or foot or talk. 
Her fast is compulsory from cancer of the 
larynx.

There is much bad feeling among the 
English Wesleyan ministers over the man­
ner in which the delegates to the forth­
coming Methodist ecumenical council in 
America were elected. The charge is open­
ly made that a number of successful candi­
dates used the politcal influence and per­
sonal canvassing to a scandalous extent, 
with the result that really eminent men 
who scorned to employ such methods, were 
crowded out of the delegation, and that 
the visiting body will be for less represent­
ative than could have been desired.

Another military revolt is a cause of 
trouble to the authorities. Twenty 
privates of the Seventh Hussars have been 
sentenced to cells and pack drills. The 
mutinous conduct occurred at Canterbury, 
when the troops to which these men be­
longed were ordered to prepare for foreign 
service. This order was a signal for open 
insubordination, the men refusing to 
parade for stable duty. They were placed 
in arrest, but breaking away from the 
guardhouse, they smashed windows and 
indulged in loud and blasphemous langu­
age.

The death of George Gilbert, of Youngs­
town, Ohio, reveals many acts of a con­
firmed miser. During the last 50 years 
he had lived alone, devoting his time to 
saving money, which he deposited in 
banks. It was his boast that his living 
the year round did not cost him over 
three cents a day. In 1865 he sold a 
neighbour a load of hay for $27. Gilbert 
punctually collected the interest each 
year, and last year he accepted the 
principal, it having earned him over $100. 
Gilbert leaves an estate valued at $125- 
000 to $150,000, and has no relatives ih this 
part of the country.

The Princess of Wales was the cynosure 
of all feminine eyes during the meeting of 
the Royal yacht squadron at cowes. She 
is said to have looked remarkably well. 
One of the dresses she wore was a neat 
blue and white striped flannel gown which 
suited her to perfection.

TheNorthCanadian and Atlantic railway 
and steamship syndicate has been incor­
porated with a capital of £50,000. The 
chairman is the Lord Mayor of London 

^Tand the directors are : Sir Robert Fowler 
M. P., Mr. Wood, chairman of the Milford 
Docks Co.; Mott, director of the Great 
Western railway Wm. Ralston Balcli. 
The intention is to form a company with 
a capital of £4,000,000 to work the Milford 
route and construct a railway from the 
extreme eastern part of Labrador, prob­
ably St. Charles Bay, to Quebec, the Great 
Western joining the Milford and London. 
Canadian charters and concessions have 
fWready been secured and surveyors are 
laying out a route.

The steamship Orinoco from New York 
arrived at Bermuda, twenty- four hours 
late, badly shaken. She encountered a 
hurricane at 2 a. m. while she was 100 
miles northwest of this port. The wind 
was then southeast. The barometer had 
been falling since Friday evening. The 
hurricane struck the Orinoco with full 
force and threw the ship from side to side 
in a dangerous manner. During the height 
of the gale her steam steering gear broke 
down, her starboard boat was smashed to 
atoms and the deck load of shooks was 
washed overboard.

A Serious Charge.

Currie at Fredericton, and it had since been 
sent to a .chemist at St. John for analysis.

On the conclusion of Gallagher's evidence 
the case was adjourned uyjil Monday in 
order to get the report of the chemist. J. 
H. Barry appeared for the croAvn and J. A. 
Vainvart for the defence.

The Sun this morning copies from the. 
Gleaner an article charging that $3000 was 
to be paid out of the Tobique Valley rail­
way subsidy for the purpose of purchasing 
support in the house.

A Gazette reporter to-day interviewed 
James Straton on the subject, when he made 
the following statement:1' "I read the article 
in the Sun this morning, and I say that the 
statement contained therein, that there is or 
ever was any agreement or document agree­
ing to give Mr. Baird the sum of $3000 or 
any other sum for the purpose of purchasing 
support, or for any gain to Mr. Baird, or for 
any illegitimate object whatever in connec­
tion with said subsidy, is absolutely false in 
every particular. I never heard the name 
of any members of the house named or sug­
gested as being bought or buyable. The 
whole article is false. This denial ought to 
be sufficiently broad but if it can be put 
more broadly please consider that I—have 
done it. It seems incredible that the Glean­
er could publish such a libel on the author­
ity of Mr. Gregory, who, if he gave the in­
formation, knew when he Avas doing it that 
what he said was absolutely false.

“ With regard to the further statement that 
I offered Mr. Porter $1000 to withdraw, I say 
it is also absolutely false. The story was 
circulated in the county during the camp­
aign, and was then denied. It arose in this 
way. I discussed the question of Mr. 
Porter’s withdrawing openly at a meeting 
with Mr. Porter and his strongest support­
ers and admirers, A. J. Beveridge, A. E. 
Kupkey, F. Tweeddale, G. E. Baxter, F. 
Hutchinson, and O. Stewart. The question 
of money was never named or mooted by 
any one, but this story arose out of it and 
was denied, and will be denied by any one- 
of these gentlemen, each one of whom was 
present. These stories are only part of 
many which Mr. Gregory circulated in Vic­
toria, but as they affect other persons be­
side myself it is right I should deny them. I 
found in the county that no one put any 
faith in them. They simply characterized 
all these statements as Gregory lies.”—St. 
John Gazette.

Aeotdent on the C. P. R.

The Methodist Conference.

The ensuing meeting of the Methodist 
general conference at Montreal promises to 
be of very great interest. These general 
conferences are held every five years, and 
are attended by clerical and lay delegates 
appointed by the provincial conferences. 
Among the questions to be discussed is that 
of university federation, which is Avhetlier 
the Methodist Victoria university at Coburg 
shall be closed and the institution removed 
to Toronto and become affiliated with the 
provincial university. The provincial con­
ferences favor the change, and it will prob­
ably be made.

Another subject Of" interest will be the 
composition of the stationery committee. 
At present this consists of clergymen only, 
and it is suggested that the lay element 
should be represented upon it; but more 
important still is the suggestion that there 
should be one general committee for the 
Avhole church.

It is also proposed to repeal the provision 
requiring the appointment of two general 
superintendents. Many claim, that the 
necessity for two superintendents has not 
been demonstrated in practice, and that the 
death of Rev. Dr. Williams, who was Dr. 
Carman’s colleague in the superintending, 
having established the sufficiency of one 
presiding head, no successor to the deceased 
gentleman will be appointed, even if the 
rule providing for two shall be allowed to
stand. Rev. Dr. Douglass proposes to bring
up the question of appointing deaconesses, 
and also to ask the conference to make a 
deliverance upon the prominence given to 
Church of England and. Roman Catholic 
clergymen in the state table of precedence- 
A number of changes m matters of detail 
will be up for consideration, one of the most 
striking being a projosal to allow lay mem­
bers of the church to assist in the com­
munion service.

What might have been a very serious ac­
cident occurred on the evening accommoda­
tion train from Presquisle on the C. P. R. 
on Tuesday last. There is a sharp curve on 
the line just after it enters the town of 
Woodstock, the track following the river 
bank closely. The train always stows up ep 
it rounds this curve so as to make the Stop 
»t the Queen street platform, and'if it liad 
not been for this one of the most serious ac­
cidents ofthe year jvould probably have 
been redwded. The train consisted of nine 
freight cars, a postal car and two passenger 
cars. George Gables was driver and John 
Kempt, fireman. Just as the train was ap­
proaching a high culvert, a cow jumped 
upon the track. The locomotive struck and 
killed it and at once left the rails. It crossed 
the culvert on the sleepers and guard sill, 
and then went off, plunging down the high 
river bank and turned almost completely 
over in its course. The fireman was not 
hurt ; the engineer was scalded quite seri­
ously by escaping steam ; but as befell into 
the water his injuries were not nearly as bad 
as they might have been. A car of sheep 
was next the engine and was badly smashed, 
as was the freight car following it. Some of 
the sheep were killed outright and others so 
badly injured that they had to be butchered 
at once. In all about thirty sheep were 
killed. One freight car remained about 
halfway down the bank; the rest of the 
train kept to the irons. In the cars were 
about forty passengers. The only spectator 
was Charles English, who was standing by 
a telegraph pole, between the track and the 
river. The pole was smashed into kindling 
wood when the engine struck it and Mr. 
English either was thrown some distance or 
jumped and fell. He was tolerably Avell 
shaken ;up and thoroughly frightened.*- \s 
hatless qnd shoeless he walked down the 
track aflerwards, he had hardly sufficiently 
recovered from the effects of his escape and 
could ;not give a very clear account of 
what had happened. The running of trains 
wasjiot interrupted.

G. R. Parkin’s many friends will be glad 
to read the following extract from an inter­
view with Gilbert Parker — published in 
Monday’s New York Press. In connection 
with some remarks upon impend federa­
tion. iMr. Parker said :

“ These far off aspirations of colonial poli- 
cians and patriots have been revived in these 
late years, and in the last five years have 
taken active form. Again the colonies have 
brought forth the agitation. It began in 
Canada, it was carried to Australia under 
the name of ‘national unity’ first, and under 
that of ‘imperial federation’ next, by my 
honored friends, principal Grant and George 
R. Parkin. M. A. .Two abler, more consistent 
and Worthier advocates of a cause could 
scarce! be found than they. Both dealt in 
patriotic and acknowledged generalities; 
both roused enthusiasm in the region of 
sentin»ent ; both did work serving to draw 
closerithe bonds of understanding between 
the scattered portions of the empire, as we 
term jt. This ground must of course, be 
laid before large practical schemes can be 
constructed. Tlie trouble appears to be, 
tiowefet, fllfet tlie advocates of imperial 
federdttoh have nothing in the 'shape of a 
scheme to offer after several years’ work. 
Lord Rosebery, Earl Carnarvon, Lord Brassy 
and Sir Henry Holland have given their 
moral support to the cause, but the cause 
stands where it did. It does not occupy the 
attention of British statesmen as perhaps it 
may some day. It came from tlie colonies 
—from Canada—so far it has only a hold in 
Canada in a political way. Mr. Parkin is 
doing a powerful work in England, but it 
would appear to be his personality and force 
that have won from England the premier’s 
consideration and hearty respect for the 
knowledge and information Avitli whicli he 
has surrounded the subject.

The Chicago Mail, whose principal editor 
is a South Park Commissioner and intim­
ately acquainted with World’s Fair mat­
ters, in an article says : “ The financial 
affairs of the World’s Columbian Exposi­
tion company have assumed an exciting 
phase duringthe last two weeks. For this 
reason it is said by persons who knew, 
more than for any others, have the many 
recent changes been made in the plans of 
the directors in regard to a site. To this 
cause also is largely due the uncertainty 
that prevails at present. The clouds are 
daily becoming more ominous,and to such 
a pass have World’s Fair matters come 
that a few men of good judgment are 
speculating on the total collapse of the 
exposition scheme.

“The fact is,” said a man well informed 
in World’s Fair matters, “that the popular 
subscription is not the glorious success pre­
dicted. There was subscribed about $5000,- 
000 by upward of 28,000 persons. The 
subscriptions were made by the residents 
of Chicago when worked up to a high pitch 
of enthusiasm. Now the people have 
cooled off and it is difficult to collect. All 
the causes of dissatisfaction taken together 
have caused at least 50 per cent, of the 
shareholders to neglect to pay their asess- 
ments. Now what effect will all the 
juggling with sites and the knowledge of 
the true condition of the finances have on 
the people when they come to vote on the 
constitutional amenement, which enables 
Chicago to raise the additional $5,000,000. 
t is easy to forecast it. The people will 

be disgusted by November next,and al­
ready many of the directors are beginning 
to tremble lest the proposed amendment 
should not receive the required number of 
votes.”

A CHINESE TELEPHONE.

A despatch from San Francisco to the 
New York Sun says; The Bell telephone 
company is likely to have a persistent 
rival in a party of Chinese in this city 
whose ingenuity has enabled them to 
perfect an instrument which works re­
markably well, and, it is asserted, is not 
an infringement on the Bell patents. The 
new instrument was brought to light 
through an investigation of the telephone 
company, which became suspicious of the 
increasing number of orders for the re­
moval of instruments from Chinese shops.

For many months Wong Ching Wah, 
otherwise known as W. C. Yong, a highly- 
educated and intelligent Chinese, has 
been engaged in electrical experiments 
with a view of perfecting his smattering 
knowledge of the science obtained in an 
eastern collede. Wah is employed as a 
teacher in a Protestiant Episcopal mission 
at 915 Clay street, and has been able to 
prosecute his experiments only at odd 
hours when his services were hot required 
at school. About a year ago he conceived 
the idea of attempting the construction of 
a telephone. From the electrical supply 
house on Mission street he purchased the 
necessary parts of instruments, and a 
wood engraver on Kearney Street, under 
his Chinese customer’s instructions, 
knocked together a box for the reception 
of the completed telephone. Wah 
screwed the parte together, and the result 
was so satisfactory that he straightway 
constructed a second similar instrument. 
This he set up in a neighboring meat 
shop, the first instrument having already 
been placed in position in Mission. Wah 
and his meat shop friend strung a wire 
between the two points, and then each 
rushed home to his telephone for first test. 
It worked like a charm, and within the 
week the proud electrician had received 
from his friends and acquaintances dozens 
of orders for similar telephones. He filled 
orders as rapidly as possible, and bs fast as 
new instruments were completed and put 
in position those of the Bell company 
were removed.

Who would recognize in the- shattered 
hull which now lies at low tide high and 
dry on the new ferry shore of the Mersey, 
London, the “Great Eastern, ” which in 
1858 was the wonder of the world?

For 70 or 80 feet forward the bulwarks and 
sides have disappeared nearly to the kel- 
sen, and all that connects this part of the 
vessel with her amidships section is the 
keel, and, above it the enormous shaft 
which, with its casing removed, lies ex­
posed to view. Her bows have also dis­
appeared completely. Of course her mast, 
her funnels, and her paddle wheels have 
all gone long ago. Viewed closely by 
means of a boat, a vivid realization of her 
immense strength can be formed. Every­
thing is massive and solid, and we are 
informed that the plates forming both her 
inner and outer skin — for the “Great 
Eastern ” was built with a complete outer 
casing — are as good as when they were 
originally put in. It is this obvious 
strength and throughness of workman­
ship and material that makes her demoli­
tion all the more pitiful.
