Ax.Ottawa despatch says:
“An Order in Council has been
passed patting into operation the
modus vivendi regarding the fisheries
which was arranged at Washington
in February last. The licences will
be placed in the hands of collectors
of customs at the various ports in
the Maritime Provinces, to whom a
circular has beeu issued, advising
them that the modus vivendi is in
force, and instructing them to issue
iicences to all American fishermen
who may apply, on the payment of
oue dollar and a balf per ton of the
vessel's tonnage., These licences
will be in triplicate, one copy to be
held by the applicant, and the others
to be filed in the fisheries depart-
ment here. The circular calls at
tention to two important points to
be remembered by American fisher-
men holding a licence to foreign
ports. First, the licence confers no
right to fish or prepare to fish in
Canadian waters, is issued subject to
a due observance of all customs and
other laws of Canada Second,
American fishing vessels holding
such licence, and entering the bays
and harbors on the Atlantic coast of
Canada, or of Newfoundland, for any
of the four purposos named in Ar
ticle 1 of the Counvention of 1818,
and pot remaining therein more
than twenty-four hours, shall not be
required w0 eonter or clear at the
Custom House provided they do not
communicate with the shore. Aun
arrangement has been made with
the Government of Newfoundland
by which Canadian licences will be
recognized in Newfoundland ports,
and vice versa, thus obviating the
necessity of securing licences from
both Governments. The Depart
ment of Fisheries are advised that
already & number of applications for
licences have been received, thus
indicating that American fishermen
are ready to give practical effect to
the modus vivendi.—Lieut. Gordon,
who succeeds Cupt. Scott, has left for
the Maritime Provinces In addi-
tion to the cruiser Dream, which has
been on service all winter, the
Vigilant and La Canadienne bave
been placed in commission, and
other cruisers will be brought into
service, as required.”

ATICKED BY CHINESE PIRATES

A San Francisco despatch of the 24th
inst. says: The steamer “City of Pekin,”
which arrived from Hong Kong and
Yokahama yesterday, brings additional
information in regard to the wrecking
of the steamer “San Pablo,” near Turn-
about Island in the chaunel of Formosa
a month ago. The captain’s statement
is as follows : On Monday evening the
vessel ran into a thick fog. He kept
the ship on her course, though precau-
tions were taken to keep continually
sounding.
the “San Pablo,” struck a sunken rock
ten miles north of Turnabout. It was
impossible to back the ship off as the
two holds and coal bunkers were filled
with water, and there was danger of the
vessel capsizing. It was decided that
itwasa loss attempt to save the
steamer or cargo. Consequently the
passengers and crew took to the boats
and made for Turnaboat lighthouse,
whence they were conveyed to Shanghai
Just as the lifeboats were ready to be
lowered, a swarm of piratical jonks
came from the neighboring mainland.
The queer-looking vessels sailed in line
of battle, and Captain Reed, realizing
the danger his cha were in, made
preparations to repel the attack. The
pirates, however, came in such over-
whelming nambers that before any de-
monstrations conld be made on board
the sinking  vessel, the pirates were
climbing up the ship's side. They were
lgd by & man nrma-f with a cutlass and
a very largs revolver. His shipmates
were also very heavily armed. ptain
Reed passed revolvers and guns among
the s and crew, and after a
furious fusilade the coolies were beaten
off.
