The Ottawa Krming Poet gives ns the 
details of a sliocking and unnatural reor­
der case in that neighborhood. Lest 
winter a young lady named A. M. Babin, 
went to reside for some time with her 
brother, Rev. Jeremiah Babin, at Buck­
ingham, near that place. Soon after she 
was missing, and no account could be had 
of her till about a month ago, when her 
body was found floating in the Ottawa, 
with plain indications of murder upon it, 
A Coroner s jury has ever since been 
bearing evidence in the case, and have 
at length found the following verdict :— 
That the deceased came to n violent death, 
malkiouslv and feloniously, by drowning 
in the Hiver Dc Leirre, near the Buck­
ingham Mills, between the two falls, on 
or about the I Oth or U!lh of April last ; 
that her broiher, the Her. Jeremiah 
Babin, was the cause of her death, and 
that a person called by him Moise Ledous 
wan an accessory before the fact.”

The ûdfon 
was responded to by all on board cor steamer 
as well ap by a hearty round of cheers.

Thé Novi's jrig then went along the Great 
Eastern and took on board Mr Field,who was 
irnmi diately towed to Heart's Content.

About 9 o'clock the Great Eastern came to 
a standstill in a hundred fathoms of watr>r, 
and preparations for connecting the main and 
shore end cobles were commenced. The big 
ship was at this time a" nn'.e and a quarter 
Irorn Heart's Content. . TheNi-er lay at one 
side and the steamer Medway on the other 
sidj 'ol the Great Eastern. A number ol 
rowhouts put out from the stern of the big 
ship, and after about half an hour's woi k a 
large hawser was attached to the cable. The 
cut was mudcj and the cabb and hawser were 
placed on board two large and the other small 
boats engaged in the operation, while three 
guns at the same moment thundered out a 
grand salute in honor of the event. All bands 
of the Great Eastern sent up a rousing cheer, 
and a B«*enc of enthusiasm followed. Hal» 
were thrown in the air, handkerchiefs were 
waved end deafening shouts rent the air.— 
Our little craft was not the least démontra- 
live in enthusiasm. Officers and crew respond­
ed to the cheers of the Great Eastern.

About 10 o’clork 1 was permitted to board 
the Great Eastern, and the fiist person that 
greeted me on stepping on deck was Mr C 
Lundy, Superintendent of Ibe Atlantic Tele­
graph at Heart’s Content. He says the voy­
age was a perfect success, not a single acci­
dent having occurred the whole way. The 
splice was made on the 13th, and ni twenty 
minutes past three- Greenwich time — the 
big ship started on her westward course.

The Great Eastern entered Heart's Content 
harbor about Imlf past 9 o’ clock. W bile she 
was steaming through the narrows the shores 
of the little village was lined with people, and 
scores of small boats dotted the surface of the 
water. The six colliers in pm t were decked 
with bunting, and every house displayed a 
flag in honor of the occosiou. From the flag­
staff of the Telegraph House the Stars and 
Stripes floated geyly. The big ship also car­
ried the American banner beside the Union 
Jack, and the Atlantic Telegraphic flag pre­
sented by Mr Field on the occasion of the 
first cable expedition.

The Great Eastern came to anchor precise 
ly at ten, a. m., and was boarded immediate 
If by a great crowd of visitors, male and fe­
male.

In the meantime the splicing fleet proceed­
ed slowly on with the work of connecting the 
shore and main cable. The end of the mam 
cable was taken on board tfce steamer Med­
way about a quarter to two, p. m., and the 
splicing began.

Mr Kerr, commander of the Margaretta 
Stevenson, looked on while the sailors joined 
the two ends bv which the two greatest con­
tinents are to be united in a.bond which it is 
hoped will never be severed.

HE IS ATTACKED AXU ESCAPES AFTER A SIX 
Hum»’ FIGHT, y.

lErom the Portland Argus, July *8.] 
For some ten days previous to Monday lost 

two whales have been sporting about the en 
trance of our harbor, much to thé timuee-jicnt 
of sojouriiere at Curie Cottage, They gener­
ally played around outside, bet at ohe time 
were observed as far mi as Diamond Cose.— 
Monday morning one of the thonslers accom­
panied a vessel1 so far in that he evidently got 
frightened and lost h s reckoning. He swum 
into the inner harboé, Straight up by all the 
wharves And through the Portland bridge and 
the P'fl. and P. railroad bridge. There the

rir' got So shoal that he quit the progres- 
-. - ' ftfid commenced to run from shore to 
shore, and to And forth between Vaughan's 
bridge and the railroad bridge, he being able 
to go in any direction more than half a mile.

Meantime the veteran pilot and 'Cffpitifor of 
big fish. Capt Benj J Willard, was notified of 
the presence of our distinguished guest, and a 
warm reception. With his harpoons,whaling 
gun, Ac., Capt Ben wte soon in his boa^with 
six stout fellows itt the ca-s. They pulled to 
the. scene where the affrighted whale was 
vainly seeking on outlet, and the fun com­
menced. A crowd of some fifteen hundred 
people were soon gathered on the bridges — 
Occasionally the whale would rush to the 
surface with such terrific speed that nearly 
his entire body would appear above the sur­
face. and ho would fail with a splash that 
would send columns of water high in the air. 
The boat in chas» was propelled with great 
speed, but the whale avoided it for a long 
time. Men appeared with their rifles and 
took a pop at the giant of the deep when he 
came near. A number of rifle bulls weretpui 
into him without effect, save in a single in­
stance, where one atruck him at short range 
near the eye. This shot seemed to stun him 
for a moment only, for he was off again more 
frisky than ever, closely followed by Capt 
Ben in bis boat. Back and forth they fled, 
pursuer and pursued. The excitement be­
came intense. Finally the whale broke water 
within some thirty five feet of the boat, i nd 
the next instant a harpoon was seen circling 
through the air, sent by the sturdy arm of 
Capt Ben Willard Notwithstanding the 
great distance the iron took effect, ana boat 
and whhle were rushing.along at a speed of 
nigh twenty miles an hour.

It baa been well-known for y—ra that 
the —bool ay stem of Lower Canada w— 
in th% hands of the Catholic element en­
tirely, little or (nothiog having been done 
at any time to give the Protestant minori 
ty privilege approaching ia liberality 
tho— enjoyed by the Catholic minority 
of Upper Canada. Aa a matter of com­
mon justice, a measure b— been introduc­
ed during the present ——ion of Parlia­
ment with a view to giving the Protec­
tants of Lower Canada a degree of ** fair 
play,” in the matter. This b— been the 
pretext far the introduction of a Bill by 
Mr. Bell for modifications in the school 
law of Upper Canada which will outrage 
the feelings of a vast majority of our peo­
ple, and which ii being sternly opposed 
by the Prove, irrespective of party polities. 
We have always advocated tbe moeUibe- 
ral dealing towards our catholic foil 
subjects, but this last demand is too mi 
for the patience of tbe best-oat ured, a^d, 
if oar rulers wish to secure the permanent 
welfare of tbe people-they will certainly 
discard the ill-judged BUI, which is admi­
rably calculated to create religious aoi 
moetttes cf » moot unpleasant character 
Of Mr. Bell's bill, the Globe of Saturday 
■ay»:—

<• Braid— asking new concessions — re­
gards the collet tion of their taxes—besides 
claiming tbnl the municipal officers of Upper 
Canada shall be made tbe —rvant* of Roman 
Catholic School Boards—braid— demanding 
that tbe Separate Schools shall hays a share 
of tbe taxes paid by incorporated companies, 
no mutter what the wishes of the stockhold­
ers—the new Bill provides that the hierarchy 
shall have absolute control of the Separate 
School* of Upper Canada, They demand at 
once a Roman Catholic Pepnty-Superinten 
dent of Education and three members of the 
Board of Pablic Instruction. Tbe Deputy 
Superintendent is lo"be paid ont of the public 
funds, and to have supervision of the Separate 
Schools. In order to make sure that the 
three Roman Catholics on the Bo trd of Pub 
lie Ioetrectiou shall be good —rvaots of the 
hierarchy, the Governor-tn-Council is to be 
compelled to choo— either Roman Catholic 
bishops or professors in the Roman Catholic 
colleges. If the appointments of Roman 
Catholic laymen were permitted, the crafty 
hierarchy fears that independent men might 
be chosen. In case this arrangement d«*es 
not work to the —iish»ctior. of the Bishops, 
they ere to be permitted whenever they plea— 
10 secede from the Education Office and set 
up an independent establishment. The three 
Roman Catholic members of tbs Council ol 
Public Instruction have only lo give orders to 
tbe Government, and the Government must 
O’-ey within three months, and —t apart the 
Roman Catholic —bools under the Deputy 
Superintendent afore—id. To provide against 
the contingency of the Deputy proving an in­
dependent man. — he asight. were the choice 
of the Government not limited, it is provided 
that the office must be given to one of three 
men named by the Roman Catholic member* 
of the’ Council ot Public Instruction. T he De­
puty thus appointed is to have the powers 
now vested in the Chief Superintendent. It 
is socured, therefore, that throughout the 
whole maii tgement shall be under the control 
of the hierarchy. The laymen of the llcmish 
Church are completely shut out, and left to

disappointment when informed by the 
proprietor that he cannot possibly lud 
room for one more, k very great indeed. 
At present Mr. Hoekcr, by great effort, 
finds seMminodation for «roe fifty fire 
guests—the majority of them ladies from 
Saginaw, Ciucinnati. Ao. He has filled 
up Mis. Hand's houw opposite with bed­
rooms, and a lady from New Orleans is 
installed in the little lug hou» in his 
grounds which was filled up for her use. 
And still there is urgent demand fur 
inure room, numbers of families wish to 
emne, and although they declare that 
money ie 00 object, they cannot obtain the 
accommodation they wish. Under the» 
circumstances, and in new of Ihe great 
importance of making Goderich a water­
ing place to the greatest poe-iblo extent, 
wmo of our most interpriei g citizens have 
conceived the idea of forming some Lind 
of a joint stock Company for tbe purpose 
of erecting a mammoth hotel somewhere 
co the bank of the lake. The capital re­
quired fir purchase of grounds and erec­
tion aod furnishing ot the hotel would be, 
about $100,000, and unit would be im- 
possible to raise such a sum in town,they 
believe that 1 large amount of the slock 
could be raised in Canadian and Ameri­
can ctticx The plan ia a feasible one, 
and il it Mold be carried. out, the luge 
hotel,together with tho* now in distance 
would give ample accommodation for four 
or five hundred people every summer.— 
The advantage to tho town from sueh a 
periodical influx of visitors would be very 
great indeed, aqd we trust the matter will 
not be loet eight of.

on the 18th of April. When I sent you that 
head of Wheat I hud specimens in roy posses­
sion takeu from tieids in Stanley, Hay and 
Tockersmith, all that were sown in April of 
the same variety were as badly infected.— 
Since I wrote to yoe the conviction deepens 
•hat the Spring Wheat is badly injured.— 
Every day I hear farmers saying that they 
have fields that have straw enough tor 30 
bushels to Ihe acre which will not yield 10. 
From ail that I see and hear I have come to 
the conclusion that the later the wheat was 
in being sown the lees will it be hurt by the 
midge. Fife Wheat sown alter the 16th of 
May will almost entirely escape, and has the 
appearance of being a good crop, end this 
will pa-ily account for the experience of year 
London Road correspondent. His section of 
country ie very flat, a heavy clev soil, they 
are not eatly sowers and generally sow Fife 
wheat.

We object to take ac 
lion in continental quarrels ; hut we object 
also to see oar moral influence lost or greatly 
lessened. Ho v to satisfy these apparent! v 
conflicting claims is the problem we have to 
solve. That advice, or. if need be, media­
tion, should nut be refust d when asked for 
and likely to succeed, and yet that it should 
never lie offensively obtiudid ; that neutral­
ity should be maintained without a cynical 
affection of Indiff rence ; mrising peace at 
home oar first object, we should seek the 
peace of Europe ; these are easy rules ; the 
difficulty is to apply them to practice.

ie.tr.) To "that end my efforts shall 
be applied. I/;m than that J cannot promise : 
mere than that those who ran appreciate the 
difficulties will say I ought not to promise. 
(Hear, bear ) It is the wish of England to 
live in harmony with all her neighbors. 
(Hear, hear.) But there are two powers 
which, by their greatness and position, 
affect us more peculiarly than tbe rest. One 
ol these powers is France, our nearest neigh 
bor, formerly cur rival in arms, now oui 
friendly competitor for the first place in the 
civilisation of the world. When we speak 
of France with relation to public affaire we 
necessarily speak of the government of 
France, and whatever judgement any indiv­
idual may be disposed to pass on the internal 
or general policy of the Kmperor of tbe 
French, a question with which we have noth­
ing to do, and which (ystory alone can decide 
in a satisfactory manner, no man can reason­
ably deny that to England he has been a 
firm and a faithful ally. (Hear.) I am not 
aware that in sixteen agitated years we have 
ever had occasion to reproach him for a single 
hostile word, or for a single unfriendly act. 
(Cheers.) The respective lines of policy of 
tbe two countries has not always been the 
same. Fiance is continental ; we are insular. 
But I say for the future as I say for th* past, 
the least apprehension which ought to dûturb 
the mind of a reasonable man is that of a 
quarrel with France. (Hear, hear.) The 
other country is the United Stales, which, by 
its extent, by its population, Ly its rapid 
increase, by the energy and intelligence of 
its people, and lastly, by its display of mili­
tary and naval strength, has come to rank 
among the foremott powers in the world.
I look on proper and friendly understanding 
with the United Sûtes as almost the first re 
qoisite ot English diplomacy, (Hear, hear.) 
No one power, except France is so closely 
bound to us by ties of public interest. (Hear, 
bear.) It would be idle to deny, after tbe 
late war. that there was some portion, per 
haps there is still a portion, ol the American 
people that bears so good trill to this country. 
But I believe that portion to be utterly in­
considerable—inconsiderable in point of 
members, inconsiderable in point of power. 
(Hear, hear.) No doubt during the war 
there may have beea some unpleasant feeling, 
in our hasty sad positive way of judging our 
neighbors’ affair^ I am not surprised at that 
ill feeling. (Hear, hear.) But there has 
been time for that feeling to have subsided.
I believe it has subsided ; and it we look to 
the last action of the United States Execu­
tive in the Fenian attack on Canada. I think 
we must acknowledge that he has acted,
I will not say a friendly part towards England, 
bat that he has acted oe, a law-abiding aud 
law-respecting principle, (dear, hear.) 
We have just witnessed a new spectable ot a 
war being decided, if it be decided. In a ten 
day's campaign, I do not know what the 
seulement may be; but this we know, that 
out whole interest lies in the return of peace; 
not of mere truce, but establishment of peace 
on a lasting basis sod tbe Comparative dis­
armament of Europe.
