Three Men Perish
in a Blizzard.

Glace Bay. .fan. 20. — During the 
fierce gale and blinding snow storm 
which passed over this section last 
night, two ir^en lost their lives and 
two horses were drowned in Lingan 
Bay. One of the men. Alex. McDon­
ald, a teamster of Dominion, was 
driving across the beach from 
Waterford. There was another man 
in the sleigh with him. They lost the 
road in the blinding storm, to find 
themselves out on the ice about a mile 
out of their course. When endeavor­
ing to turn the horse broke through 
the ice, and McDonald, who was driv­
ing. went down with the horse and 
sleigh, the other man jumped and 
landed on the ice. but he perished, for 
when rescue parties arrived nothing 
could be seen of either of the men or 
the team.

At nearby the same place another 
man. named I. Starr, belonging to 
Glace Bay, was found about an hour 
later and was hurried to the nearest 
house, where he died from exhaustion 
before medical aid could be summon­
ed. ft is learned that this man was in 
a team being driven to Dominion with 
a man named O'Handley, when they 
lost their way on the beach. Starr, 
being benumbed with cold, could not 
walk any further, and seeing this, his 
companion started for the Dominion 
to bring assistance. When he arrived 
back to where he had left Starr, ac­
companied by some friends, the man 
was lying on the snow, almost cover­
ed. He xvas then burned in a team to 
Dominion, xvhere he died upon being 
taken in the house.

This Section of tlie country seems 
to have rectifvèd no special favors. 
Our consullters will shore in the gen­
eral retint floe't# prices because of the 
free admission of food- products. But,, 
while no -special Industry is largely 
helped, one is greatly hurt. TM* is 
the fiehteer interest of Gloucester, ami 
the serfoWhess of the situation there 
no one will deny. Free fish hss be.en 
demanded by the Canadian and New­
foundland interests -tor some time: 
this was provided in the treaty of 
1854, and at that time was ef n<r spe­
cial damage to our fishing interests. 
The situation has altered substantial­
ly slace then, however, largely be­
cause of the great growth of the 
manufacturing and wealth of New 
England as compared with the Mari­
time Provinces of Canada and New­
foundland. For example, the cost cf 
building a fishing schooner in Nova 
Scotia to-day is about $8,060, while a 
schooner of exactly the same model 
built In the United States would cost 
$15,000. That is the greatest element 
in the difference in the cost of fish­
ing in the two countries. The pres­
ent duty on salt fish does not nearly 
cover the difference in the cost of pro­
duction, but, as Congressman Gard­
ner say. is just sufficient to enable 
Gloucester to do business with profit.

It is argued at Gloucester that 
what will happen is this: The trade 
which at present occupies Gloucester 
will move over to Nova Scotia (prob­
ably Lunenburg) or to Newfoundland. 
Shipments of cured fish which have 
hitherto gone over American and New 
England railroads will be sent over 
the Canadian Pacific; especially as 
that road is allowed to rebate. The 
Porto Rican market will be supplied 
from Halifax. What salt fish is want­
ed for New England locally will still 
be brought into Massachusetts ports. 
This will not, however, be enough to 
maintain a town the size of Glouces­
ter. This agreement explains what 
Gloucester had been unable to under­
stand before—why Lunenburg should 
suddenly start to build thirty new 
schooners. It has practically been 
admitted by Lunenburg people that 
they had received intimations that it 
would pay them to build these ves­
sels. ’

On the other hand, there are a 
great many who do not sympathize 
with Gloucester, because of the un­
doubted existence of what appears to 
be a fish trust, either in Gloucester 
or in Boston. There is no doubt that 
the price of fish is less in New York 
than it is in Boston, and that the 
steamships that sail from New \Tork 
pay less for their fish than those that 
sail from Boston. Who is responsible 
for this agreement—which seems io 
be as complete a combiije as any the 
packers have inaugurated—we do not 
know, but there ought to be a thor­
ough examination of tills trust before 
too much sympathy is given to Glou­
cester on account of its plight. The 
fish consumers are, after all. the peo­
ple to be considered first. Yet the 
basic facts of the decline of Glouces­
ter made necessary by the passage of 
this measure seem to be conceded. If 
the New England Senators, because 
of the menace to the fish, dairy and 
vegetable interests of this section, 
unite ill opposition to the new meas­
ure, it will constitute an aggressive 
opposition which will be difficult to 

verride.—Boston Transcript.

MANY PEOPLE ILL.—Hundreds of 

people of the city are now on the sick 
list suffering from colds.

MR. P. KENNEDY ILL—Mr. Patrick 
Kennedy, jr., tailor, is very ill to-day 
and his recovery is extremely doubt­
ful.

Ottawa, Jan. 31.—That G. F. Cald­
well, the Ottawa explorer, who start­
ed from here on a mission_for the Ca­
nadian Government in 1906, and who 
has been missing three years, is held 
a captive by the semi-savages of the 
Far North, is the belief of the Eski­
mos of the Hudson Bay region, ac­
cording to a statement made here to­
day by Harry Ford, who is employed 
as Government interpreter among the 
Eskimos.

Mr. Ford arrived here a few days 
ago with a party of Government em­
ployees who had been on the north­
west shore of Hudson Bay, where he 
has been acting as interpreter for 
them and the Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police.

He probably knows more about the 
Eskimos and Indians of the Far North 
than any other white man. He says 
that before leaving for civilization be 
talked with some wandering Eskimo 
hunters who told him a weird tale of 
a ‘Canadian white man. They said 
that far to the north there was a tribe 
of Eskimos who lived by themselves 
and who, unlike the ordinary Eski­
mos, were of a savage disposition 
Members of this tribe told them that 
they had taken this white man. whom 
they regarded as dangerous, and his 
two Eskimo companions into capti­
vity.

This is the first heard of Mr. Cald­
well, even indirectly, for three years. 
He had made a previous visit to Hud­
son Bay on the Neptune in 1903. He 
was wrecked near Fullerton and had 
to walk 800 miles to get back to civili­
zation. When last heard of, in 1907. 
he was well equipped. The natives 
say that they saw him mending a 
canoe in the fall of 1907, and from 
that time until to-day not a word has 
been heard of him.

TWO CASES
Of SMALLPOX.

Two cases of smallpox have been 
reported the LAst 24 hours in Con­
ception Bay. ■ One is a man who came 
along from Spriughill, N.S., by the 
train Saturday and became ill in the 
cars while travelling from Port aux 
Basques to his home at Flatrock, Car­
bonear. Another man. who also came 
from that section of Nova Scotia, :s 
stricken with the disease at Northern 
Bay. and .both houses are quarantined 
with those who reside in them. The 
Health Department here has been ad­
vised of this outbreak and it is not 
known whether the type is virulent or 
otherwise, though it is thought to be 
of a character similar to that whlcn 
prevailed here some few years ago. 
The car in which the men came has 
been fumigated and disinfected.

Rumor 
had it too that Mr. John Clare, who 
was guarding the infected houses on 
Pope Street, was ill of the disease ; but 
we find this is not so and that the 
man is only suffering from a slight 
cold.

Gloucester buyers load their pur- 
choses on board railway cars and 
ship them to Port at x Basque's, wiier 
th'ev have American vessels awiltihi 
to ponvey them to Boston. New Yore 
and other, ports as the product of thf, 
fisheries of the United States. Oui 
local firms ship their purchases It 
various placés including Chicago 
Philadelphia, St. Louis, Nova Scotia 
New Brunswick, Montreal, South 
Coast, and St, John's.

Forty cents per hundred on the 
ice is the price paid to the fishermen 
for the herring. Then teamsters an 
paid ten cents per hundred for haul 
ing them to the premises or railway 
station : while laborers are paid 2’ 
cents ]ier hour for packing and load 
iiig them on board cars.—Westeri 
Star.

LONDON, This Morning.

It is understood that King'George's 
Speech opening Parliament will lie 
brief. It will refer( to the Coronation, 
the Imperial Conference, the Duk/ of 
Connaught's inauguration of the Par­
liament of the Union of South Africa. 
In outlining the Legislature pro­
gramme, Premier Asquith will ask 
that the whole of the time of the 
House of Commons until Easter ne 
given to Government business. A 
notable absentee from the House will 
be Lloyd-George, who is now recup­
erating at Naples, his throat trouble 
having proved obstinate. The Union­
ist leaders’ attitude towards the Veto 
Bill is still unknown. It is believed 
that the House of Lords may accept

this bill, as it is admitted, that should 
the Premier advise the creation of 
new peers, the King cannot consti­
tutionally withhold his sanction. The 
Opposition doesn't intend to move an 
amendment to the address on ques­
tions of legislature, but Mr. Austin 
Chamberlain will move a Tariff Re­
form amendment, having special re­
ference to the Reciprocity Agreement.

BELLE ISLE REPORT.—To-day's re­
port from Belle Isle is, light west 
winds and cloudy.’ Slob ice is packed 
everywhere; but' there are no sign of 
seals.

After the formalities of opening 
proceedings were concluded, 
began his case by demanding the re­
turn of his private letters, which he 
"asserted had been seized in violation 
ot his legal rights. He then said :

"1 wish to ask whether the King 
is present. I demand his presence 
because every accused person has the 
right to be confronted by his accus­
er and secondly because in a libel 
action the prosecutor must be in 
court in order that the defendant may 
see him and thirdly, because there is 
no proof that the prosecutor is at 
present alive.”

Chief Justice Alverstone replied : 
“That has already been the subject 

of an application before me and you 
know perfectly well that the King 
cannot be here.”

Crown Opens.
Sir Rufus then opened the prosecu­

tion. He said that the alleged libel 
was an attack oil the King’s honour 
and was intended to lower him in 
the esteem of right-minded ctizens. 
The libel he said, was of the grossest 
character and charged His Majesty 
with having contracted a shameful 
marriage at Malta in 1890 with the 
daughter of Admiral Sir Michael Sey­
mour by which there had been an off­
spring. That His Majesty had “foul­
ly abandoned" this lady in order that 
he might marry the Princess. The 

- charge had been repeated by Bryce. 
Raising his voice and with a dramatic 
gesture the Attorney-General ex­
claimed: "T'tell you at once that there 
is not the faintest vestige of truth ill 
these -slanders.”

He regretted that it was impossible 
for the King to appear in court and 
concluded by stating that the suit 
against Mylius had not been brought 
to protect the monarchy, but that the 
protection of the court had been 
sought for the King as a man, a hus­
band and a father.

Admiral Seymour.

Admiral Seymour said, the King 
never was at Malta while he and his 
daughters were there. The second 
daughter had never spoken to his 
Majesty and in fact had never seen 
aim except possibly at a Garden 
: 'afty at Marlborough House after 
his marriage with Queen Mary.

As to his eldest daughter, Sir Mie- 
tael said, that she might have seen 
Prince George when he.- was a Cadet 
in the training ship Britannia in 1879. 
It was possible that she had seen him 
at Court, but certainly she had never 
spoken to him until 1898 when the 
witness was . Commander-in-chief at 
Portsmouth and was vjsited by Prince 
George.

Admiral Seymour ' was followed in 
the witness box by his daughter, Mrs. 
Napier. She testified that she married 
Captain Napier in 1899 and had never 
been married previously. She had 
seen the King when he was a cadet 
on the training ship Britannia in 
1876 when she was seven years old. 
She had seen him again at Ports­
mouth in 1898 and also saw him at a 
garden party in 1903, but did not 
speak to him. Her first visit to Mal­
ta was five months after King George, 
and Queen Mary were married.

The admiral’s three sons were also 
called and all swore that neither of 
vheir sisters had been at Malta pre­
viously to 1893.

Books of the Admiralty were placed 
in evidence to prove that the Prince 
of Wales had not held an appoint­
ment on any ship which went to 
Malta between October 1888 and July 
1893.

The marriage registers of Malta 
were produced and they showed that 
“a >ne by the name of Seym*, or had 
been married there between 1886 and 
1903. This closed the case for the 
prosecution. Uylius did not examine 
any of th, « finesses.

After sentence had been parsed. Sir 
Rufus read a letter signed by King 
George and authorizing the attorney 
general to state publicly that the 
writer had never been married except 
to Queen Mary ; had never gone 
through a ceremony of Marriage,' ex­
cept with the Queen; and that he 
would have attended the proceedings 
to give evidence to this effect, except 
for the advice of the law officers of 
the Crown that it would be uncon 
stitutional for him to do so.

Vent Into the 
Quarantined House.

The house of Joseph McManus, on 
Pope ; Street, has been quarantined 
since* Airs. McManus went to Hospi­
tal with typhus fever, and the child­
ren are ill the domicile. Their warns 
are attended to by the Health Depart­
ment, which had a special officer in 
charge. McManus is a fireman on the 
Portia, and Saturday afternoon, hav­
ing taken some drink, he proceeded :o 
his home, atta’cked the "special” in 
charge there and then entered the 
house. He then tried to leave it and 
go about the city, when the special 
informed the police of what had oc­
curred and officer E. Furlong went to 
the place and threatened McManus 
with arrest if he attempted again m 
leave the house. Supt. Grimes was 
then informed of the affair and yes­
terday two officers guarded the place. 
McManus is now reconciled to remain 
in the house.

Herring $1.30 Per 100*
When fifty and sixty cents were of­

fered by Americans for herring in F<r - 
tune Bay it was considered a big price 
but the limit has been reached in Pla­
centia Bay where last week American 
skippers made purchases at as high 
as $1.30 the hundred. This was give n 
for fish prepared in the Soiling meth­
od.

Is Councillor Myrtck 
not aware that the landlord pays now 
on the assessed rental of the tenant? 
Suppose the tenant pays no rent. he. 
the landlord, still has to pay on the 
rental the tenant promised to pay. 
That tenant might have paid one part 
of a month’s rent going in or nothing. 
He has nothing to take even if you.dis­
train on him. The law allows him to 
stay in the house six months. Then 
you take legal steps to get him out 
which means another month or more, 
and then the house is left in an un­
sanitary condition, nuisance every­
where. no wonder we have typhus 
fever, when by the report in one of 
the newspapers 16 loads was carted | 
out of one home or hovel.

Ileeij Cavalry Was the Favorite Body 
ol Both Generals.

Alexander the Great won all his bat­
tles by charges of heavy cavalry, 
while the phalanx formed merely the 
defensive wing of his line. He was 
even breaking up the phalan* into 
lighter order at the time of his death. 
So it came that the nobles and most 
esteemed of his companions were 
cavalry officers, and from this time 
onward no general thought of fight­
ing. like Epaminondas. a battle on 
foot. Eastern warfare also brought 
in the use of elephants, but thin was 
against the practise of Alexander, who 
did not use them in battle so far as 
we know.

A writer of our own day has called 
attention to the curious analogies be­
tween the tactics of Alexander and 
those of Cromwell. Each lived in an 
age when heavy cavalry were found 
to be superior to infantry, it it kept 
in control, and used with skill. Hence 
each of them fought most of his bat­
tles by charging with his cavalry on 
his right wing, overthrowing the ene­
my’s horse, and then avoiding the 

j temptation to pursue, charging the 
| enemy's infantry in flank, and so de­
ciding the issue. Meanwhile they 
both felt strong enough to disregard 
a defeat on their left wing by the ene­
my's horse, which was not under pro­
per discipline, and went far away out 
of their battle in pursuit. So similar
