March on “Reading in Australia," 
Katharine S. Prichard says it is eas- * 
ier to get a classic of English liter- * 
attire in the backwoods of Australia :1 
than in many a rural district of Eng­
land. Almost every township in Aus- - 
tralia. we are told, has its free lib» '! 
vary, mechanics' institute, or book *| 
exchange of some sort. The capital of'j 
each State has its public library, andj 
the State Parliaments make annual 
grants to trustees who manage these 
libraries. A reference library is the- 
main feature, and it is open to all 
comers, while lending libraries hav?[ 

been established as adjuncts, permit-: 
ting readers to take away books. The 
travelling library is said to have 
originated in Australia, the trustees 
of the Melbourne Public Library be­
ing the authors of it. Cases of books 
containing 300 volumes are sent to 
remote townships, and are changed at 
the end of each year. Notwithstand­
ing the difficulties of distance, which 
make frequent access to books al­
most impossible, it is seldom .that a 
hut in the bush or in the most deso­
late part of the back-country is with­
out its store of books and means of 
exchanging them. Tim school houses 
run rural libraries to which fhe 
country folk subscribe, and these are 
helped by loans from the cities and 
near townships. In addition to the 
State, municipal and co-operati'e 
libraries, there are all manner of 
smaller circulating libraries and book 
clubs, and the appetite tor books, thus 
fostered, is in the end appeased b> the, 
bookshops.

In "refer­
ence to this matter, we would suggest 
that while such material would',Jo 
well for the foundation of the street 
prvements, it is worthy of considera­
tion. whether the surface layejcHSuld 
not be of material that would tender 
the traffic practically noiseless. •

The experience with the hard stone 
si ts of Water Street, with the almost 
intplerable noise of the traffic pas­
sing over It. should act as a warning 
to the City Fathers.

As to the financial aspects of such 
civic improvements, Mr. Bennett con­
tends that the present sanitary stall 
would be sufficient to look after the 
sanitation and the general clean-up. 
But he appreciates that It will be ne­
cessary to have additional money for 
these Improvements.

His remarks were not made in the 
spirit of petty fault-finding. He paid 
a tribute to the advances made in civic 
administration since the passing of 
the present Municipal Act, and points 
to the fact that the City now pays 
regularly the interest on the civic 
délit and has done a great work In 
establishing the new water service. 
Yet he holds there is room for reform.. 
Here are his words; —
. “With the revenue the Council have 
at their disposal I have no doubt they 
are doing the best they can, but, sir. 
that revenue is yearly increasing, and 
1 question very much whether the 
general condition of affairs is im­
proving proportionately with the rev­

fered, then in the name of all that is 
fair and reasonable, In the name of 
common, British fair play, in the name 
of humanity, and in the name of wo­
manhood itself, we ask that from this 
date the wrong be righted and the pay 
he doubled.

What of our railways, and our ex­
pansion, and our future, if we cannot 
do better for our children? A coun­
try’s best asset is its people, and its 
real wealth its peasantry. We have 
lost too many of our people: hence 
we ask for them a better chance at 
home. Newfoundland is as good as 
the average country to which many 
of our people go, and •should long ere 
this date have passed the million mile 
post in her population.

Where is this wave of emigration

to end, and why so much of it? Are 
we doing our best for our sons and 
daughters? Are we really consider­
ing these things, or are we simply 
overlooking them, and letting matters 
drift along irrespective of our coun­
try or its welfare? Every young man 
that leaves our shores is a direct loss 
to, us, and every young woman, that 
goes leaves us so much the poorer.

There is room for improvement. 
There is something wrong. What is 
it? Can it be remedied ? We answer 
yes.

He testified that ,he told the captain 
of the Californian that the vessel was 
a passenger steamer, but the captain 
thought otherwise. He also said that 
at 11.40 on the fatal night, almost at 
the moment when the Titanic struck 
the Iceberg, lights of a steamer which 
he was watching from the bridge of 
the California was shut out. He be­
lieved the altering of the steamer’s 
course two points to port would ac­
count for this. It will be remember­
ed that some members of the crew 
of the Titanic, in their evidence, said 
that when the vessel struck her helm 
was put hard to starboard, and that 
the Titanic immediately answered, 
swinging two points to port. Grove 
also said the steamer he saw had two 
masthead lights, which gives further 
evidence that it was a passenger 
steamer. When first sighted by the 
California, Grove reported to the cap­
tain, who came on the bridge. He 
tried to_ signal her with the Morse 
lamp but failed, and the captain said 
she did not look like a passenger 
steamer. Grove replied : “It is, sir; 
but she has put out her lights.” The 
captain then said the only passenger 
steamer in the vicinity was the Ti­
tanic. Grove further testified that he 
also told second officer Herbert Stone, 
who relieved him, that the vessel was 
a passenger steamer, and that she 
had shut off her lights at 11.40. At 
the time It was bis impression that 
the lights had been put out, which is 
generally done about that time, but 
after reflection he concluded that the 
lights had been shut off by the steam­
er changing her course. When called 
next morning and told the Titanic 
had gone down, he went to Stone’s 
room, who told him he had seen rock­
ets sent up during his watch. Lord 
Mersey: "My impression is that 
when Stone said that he believed the 
rockets were from the Titanic. Do 
you believe the steamer you saw was 
the Titanic?" Grove : “After what I 
have heard since, I am decidedly of 
that opinion."

i The Collective ownership of all in­
dustries which are organized on a 
National scale and in which competi­
tion has virtually ceased to exist

As Carlyle says, when two millions 
of one’s brother men sit in work- 
houses.(in England). and.five millions 
a; insolently said "rejoice in pota­
toes" there are various things that 
must be begun, let them end where 
they can.

That the business world itself has 
been preparing the way for national 
control in many industries is quite 
easy to see.

Mr. Smith, say. starts making pens; 
his neighbour. Mr. Brown, in a short 
while also starts a pen factory.

Mr. S. sees that competition might 
injure his profits, so he and Mr. 
Brown form a firm. Other firms 
spring up and Messrs. Smith and 
Brown call in Jones and Robinson and 
form a joint stock company. But still 
competitors grow and Mr. Smith 
makes his final coup and forms a 
Trust, and then woe betide any com­
pany that dares to compete with it. 
You must either be led by the Trust 
or Bust!1' And Rockefeller. Morgan, 
Carnegie and all the brains of the 
Trusts realize the advantage of co­
operation over competition. They 
know that when there were many 
companies, each pushing their own 
goods against their rivals' goods that 
the cost of getting the market’ in the 
shape of advertisiing and salesmen 
was enormous and as a matter of face 
In a fe% Industries In the States in 
which competition has been diminish­
ed an economy of $159.000.000 was 
estimated to have been effected in the 
employment of salesmen alope. The 
amount of money which is s tient in 
these devices to ‘get tile market’ was 
up into the billions, and the consumer 
has to |my it. The Trusts realize this 
and to a great extent save advertising 
and highly-paid travellers.

Now if this economy were devoted 
to the welfare of its employees and 
the reduction of the cost of the com­
modity to the consumer, well and 
good, but it Is not so. Read the sworn 
testimony of H. O. Havemeyer, Presi­
dent of Sugar Trust, before ti^ Indus­
trial Commission. U. S. A.: —

Question.—Was it your policy to 
make! as much profit out of the con­
sumer as you'possibly could?

Answer.—Consistent with business 
methods.

Question.—Your idea is that your j 
organization, the American Sugar Re­
fining Co., will if it can get the maxi­

mum profit out of its business from 
the consumer. Is it your policy to 
crush out all competition if possible?

Answer.—The policy of the Com­
pany is to maintain and protect its 
trade, and if it resulted in crushing a 
competitor it is no concern of the 
Company; if he gets in the press, that 
is his affair, not ours. We would do 
it by lowering profits.

Question.—And if the Sugar Re­
fining Company should suppress all 
competition, all opposition, you would 
then seek to get out of the, public and 
consumer the largest amount of profit 
consistent with your idea of business 
principles?

Answer.—Precisely.
A Trust then is an organization of 

an industry by one or a few men 
strong enough to suppress competi­
tion and bleed the consumer. And 
everyone tvho reads this feels by the 
weight of his pocket book how hard it 
is to get sufficient of the actual neces­
saries of life: and can you be content 
to let that remain so?

Can you not see that the taking over 
of these industries will relieve so 
much of the misery and the miserli­
ness to which you have to lend your­
selves in order to pay your debts?

The price of sugar has been kept up 
in spite of great improvements that 
ought to have reduced prices.

The same is true of oil. and the 
whole world is groaning under the 
Meat Trust.

In 1905 the papers announced that 
owing to a big crop, cotton • would 
have to be burned in the South to 
prevent serious loss to the growers! 
And so long as each producer works 
for himself alone, with his advertise­
ments. his travellers, his agents, so 
long will there be chaos, unemploy­
ment. poverty.

The machines of the Steel Corpora­
tion in Pittsburg are kept in the best 
order. No money is spared to keep 
them up to date. Turn to the people. 
The Russell Sage Fund Investigation 
has revealed such a callous disre­
gard for decency, for health, for com­
fort. for education, that were the 
details not supplied with scientific 
precision, one could hardly believe. 
The conditions are such that on an 
average 275 people commit suicide 
every year.

There is no attempt to guage ca­
pacity of consumption and often in 
order to keep up the price in the 
States, the over-production is sent to 
foreign countries at prices twenty or 
thirty per cent lower. For instance.

at a, time when the Agrarian trade 
was paying $28 for steel rails, the 
same rails were sold In Japan at $20. 
Tlifit'P a tip for tbe Reids if they have 
not known it before.

And that reminds pie of pur own 
conditions. We have our Trusts and 
Mqpppoiies ’pn > small scale, keeping 
up prices; and while the English in­
vestor Is satisfied with five per cent or 
less we do'not Consider it an Invest­
ment worth anything that does not 
bring In ten per cent at the least. We 
have minor monopolies which are 
helped -by the Government and com 
pete successfully with the imported 
articles and I do not think I would 
be far wrong in saying that the prices 
are more or less decided by the land­
ed price of the imported article. Nor 
do I hesitate to say that in some cases 
this makes bpt a small profit, but the 
danger is in making the consumer pay 
the utmost for an article instead of 
being satisfied with a fair profit. Also 
it is as much the duty of a Company 
to look after the interests of its em- 
plpyees as it is its aim to pay high 
dividends. Then there are industries 
which à re carried on by several firms, 
but are virtually Trusts in that com­
petition has ceased to exist, such as 
coal, butter, biscuit. In the latter, 
rumour has it that the two firms en­
gaged in it pay another would-be 
manufacturer of biscuit a salary to 
keep out. I don't know if this consti­
tutes 'restraint of trade’ if it be true. 
Another of the most noticeable and 
the most felt Trust is that of the Meat 
supply. And yet all the high prices 
are changed to the account of Labour! 
And the merchant will say that there 
is no money, in business, and yet look 
at the mansions ^oing up. the autos 
whirling round—do the poor have 
them. too?, I trow not.

The Socialist does not abolish com­
petition as long as it means an en­
deavour to make a good article and 
only a fair profit, but when are used 
as they are in some cases, and when a 
few men by amalgamating control the 
price to the detriment of the consum­
er. there is no one but would Bay that 
it is not only advisable but necessary 
that something should be done.

The evidence of non-Socialists will 
serve to show the results of our mod­
ern civilization.

In London alone General Booth re­
ports 444 suicides in a year and 200 
deaths from starvation; a standing 
army of 300.000 paupers out of work.

Frederic Harrison:—To me. at 
least, it would be enough to condeipn 
modern society as hardly an advance 
on slavery or serfdom, if the perman­
ent condition of industry were to be 
that which we behold, that 90 per cent 
of the actual producers of wealth have 
no home that they can call their own 
beyond the end of the week; have no 
bçfi of soil, or so much as a rqqjn that 
belongs to them ; have nothing of 
value of any kind except as much old 
furgiture as will go in a cart; have 
the precarious chance of weekly 
wages which barely suffice to keep 
them in health; are housed for the 
most part in places that no man 
thinks fit for Ms horse; a month of 
bad trade, sickness brings them face 
to face with hunger and pauperism. 
This is the normal state of the aver­
age workman in town or country.

Joseitii Chamberlain.—For my part, 
neither sneers, nor abuse, nor opposi­
tion shall induce me to accept as the 
will of the Almighty, and the unalter­
able dispensation of His Providence, a 
state of things under which millions 
lend sordid, hapless and monotonous 
lives, without pleasure in the present, 
and without prospect for the future.

As Ruskin says: luxury at present 
can only be enjoyed by the ignorant. 
The crudest man living, seeing clear­
ly at his side the suffering in the 
world, could not sit at his banquet, 
unless he sat blindfolded.

Man Complains

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Please allow me space 

in your much esteemed paper to make 
a few remarks concerning the disad­
vantages we have to contend with re­
garding freight and passengers get­
ting to and from this place. It might 
be supposed that the Bonavista 
Branch Railway was a ’ great source 
of benefit to us living as we do but 
nine miles from Seal Cove station. 
But,.sir, the fact is, we are debarred 
more so than ever, as we can get no 
connection there at all with the Dun­
dee, as she calls here but once a week 
and on that trip does not call at Seal. 
Cove. Of course if the roads were in 
any kind of good condition a person 
might contrive to connect with train, 
and even get freight along all right. 
But good roads are what we dare not 
dream of having around here. Pro­
bably our three honourable bembere 
think that the folks around here can 
travel on the promises that they (the 
members) made when they were can­
vassing our District not long ago. But 
these like many other promises we 
have been looking forward to see them 
realized, but in vain. We will keep 
them still fresh in our memories until 
our noble trio come around again and 
then we1 will let them see what the 
People's Party have done for us. How­
ever. as the Dundee cannot call here 
twice a week we would be just as 
thankful to our members if (hey would 
have her make neither trip at all, so 
then she could make three trips week­
ly to some more favoured place. Any 
way she is of no use to us unless she 
calls here twice a week and connects 
with Seal Cove. I am sure there are 
as many passengers and as much 
freight for this place as for any other 
port around here. In about two 
weeks time there will be over thirty 
men leaving for the United States 
fishery, and these men will have to 
leave on Sunday morning however In­
convenient it may be to them. They 
may be three days too late or too 
early, still it is their only chance of 
joining the Dundee, and go they must. 
A stranger came among us and gave 
us a way of opening up the country 
and a shorter route of getting out of 
of it when we have to go to earn a 
livelihood, and now it seems some of 
our own class must put obstacles in 
our way and here at our own doors 
we must meet with every difficulty 
in trying to get a chance of taking 
passage by train, or of having our 
freight shipped from St. John’s with 
any satisfaction. However, we will 
not forget the way our members are 
treating us, and will pay them back 
in their own coin and will not take 
any more promises from them if that 
is all they can get for us.

Hoping that I am not taking up too 
much of your valuable space, and 
trusting that in future the visits of 
our members will be like those of the 
Dundee, few and far between, I re­
main. dear sir,

Bank Use Finger 
Print System.

And Customers Seem to Like it—In­
vented by an Englishman Named
Flack. ‘
New York. May 9.—The finger­

print system for the identification 
and the protection of depositors is 
being rapidly adopted by New York 
banks. The North Side Bank is the 
latest institution to adopt the finger­
print system, regarding which Sec­
retary Arthur Eklrsch said to-day:

"It is not the Bertillon system used 
by the police, but was devised by an 
Englishman named P. A. Flack, who 
for fifteen years was employed by the 
British Government at Singapore, In­
dia. Instead of the thumb, we take 
the imprint of three fingers of the 
right hand—the tips of the index, mid­
dle and third finger.

“We provide blanks for our de­
positors upon which they write their 
signatures and leave their finger 
prints. These we keep on file, to have 
in case of emergency, as when, for in­
stance, the genuineness of a signature 
may be questioned. We have yet to 
come across a depositor who objects 
to this. In fact they seem to like the 
idea immensely.”
