A bill has been introduced in the 
British House of Commons, with the 
object of protecting from extinction 

' the grey seal thalichoerus grypus). It 
is proposed to enact for the next five 
years a statutory close time during 
the breeding season.

In an accompanying memorandum, 
the promoters state that the grey seal 
is quite distinct from the common 
seal, and differs from the latter in the 
tim of breeding, and especially in the 
fact that the young are not able io 
swim for the first fortnight or three 
weeks. As a consequence, all the 
breeding-places have to be well above 
high-water mark, on lonely rocks and 
skerries, where they are speectally ex­
posed to attack.

BOSTON, To-day.

The mystery surrounding the iden­
tity of the steamer which has been on 
fire in the west bound trans-atlantic 
steamer lane, south of Sable Island, 
for the last forty-eight hours, was 
solved to-night when a wireless mes­
sage from the Cunard Liner Fran­
conia told of the burning of the 
freighter Columbian, and the rescue 
of thirteen members of the crew from 
a small boat. The death of chief stew­
ard /Matthews, whose body the sur­
vivors had in charge, the disappear­
ance of a second boat with nineteen 
men* including the first and second 
officers is also reported. Whether 
the number of missing was repre­
sented by those said to be in the sec­
ond boat is still uncertain. Estimates 
by officials place the number _of the 
crew between forty-five and fifty. A 
message from the Franconia told of 
only thirty-three men represented by 
the occupants of two boats. It was 
thought possible there was a third 
boat commanded by Captain McDon­
ald of the Columbian. The Survivors 
were so exhausted by their experience 
they could tell little of what happen­
ed. The steamship officials expres­
sed the opinion that the omission in 
the wireless messages of a mention 
of the Captain might be laid to this 
fact. After rescuing the occup­
ants of the first boat, the Franconia 
searched until nightfall for the rest 
of the crew, but without result. Then 
Captain Miller, Cunarder, sent word 
ashore he had given up the search and 
would proceed to Boston with the/ 
survivors and his 1733 passengers. HJ 
said he expected to arrive at Bostojf 
Lightship/at midnight Wednesday. The 
search for the missing of the men of 
the Columbian has net been given up 
however. ‘ Before turning for his de­
stination Capt. Miller had notified the 
steamers Manhattan and Haverford. 
both East bound, of the missing boats. 
They sent word they had changed 
their course and were heading to­
ward the burning steamer.
