ENGLAND’S NEW GUNS.

NEW YORK, To-Day.
The Tribune prints the following': 

Recent arrivals from England are 
able to afford some explanation of the 
delaped British advance. Their expla­
nation Is that Kitchenei has been 
waiting to launch his ,grtat surprise, 
and this surprise lies in the comple­
tion of a new gun and' a new type of 
shell, which, It is believed, will re­
volutionize artillery operations and 
make the path of the Allies to Berlin 
more possible than hitherto. Soon af­
ter the beginning of the .war, when it 
became patent that high explosives 
were to be the dominating factor in 
the struggle for victory, combined ef­
forts of the British chemists and ad­
vance experts invented a shell un­
questionably more powerful than any 
previously used by this Government, 
experiments with big guns then being 
manufactured were carried out at 
Woolwich arsenal. As far back as 
last November Government experts 
were at work on this problem; they 
experimented with various alloys of 
steel,.trying to find out one that would 
stand the strain of such a shell. Fin­
ally they succeeded. They produced 
a seventeen inch gun that would suit 
this puittose. Various experiments 
have been made and are believed to 
have been entirely successful. It is 
stated that the shell will be carried 
25 miles, and will work havoc on a 
scale entirely unprecedented. Thus is 
answered the question why -no ad­
vance was made when Warsaw was 
about to fall and the main bulk of the 
German troqps were concentrated on 
that front. It also explains why, after 
a great movement of Kitchener’s 
soldiers to France early in July the 
troops were not used. Nothing Was 
to be done until these guns had been 
delivered in sufficient quantities at the 
front. Last Wednesday the second 
Canadian contingent, numbering forty- 
five thousand picked troops, the over­
whelming majority of whom had seen 
previous service, sailed for France. 
With their despatch Kitchener's move­
ment was ready to begin. The result 
may soon be apparent.

Angry Judge.
JURY FOREMAN’S EXIT.

An unexpected incident occurred 
recently in Mr. Justice Ridley’s court, 
King’s Bench Division, where his lord- 
ship, with a special jury, had before 
him an action by the London County 
Council claiming damages against 
Selfridge and Co., Ltd.

The County Council said it was 
agreed in 1914 that they should ex­
hibit advertisements for the defend­
ants on the tramway-cars for a maxi­
mum period of three years. The 
agreement was made through Messrs. 
W. H. Smith and Son. After making 
certain payments Selfridge and Co. 
repudiated the agreement. The ac­
tion against them now was to obtain 
damages for breach of contract.

The defendants in their defences 
said they were entitled to terminate 
the contract by a reasonable notice.

Counsel: For the plaintiffs, Mr. 
Cecil Walsh, K.C., and Mr. Daldy; for 
the defendants, Mr. Hawke, K.C., and 
Mr. W. A. Jowitt.

Mr. Hawke, K.C., partly opened his 
case. •

Mr. Justice Ridley, interrupting, 
asked counsel to state what the ques­
tion of fact for the jury was, because 
he saw only a question of law.

Mr. Hawke submitted there were 
four questions of fact. Htf formulated 
two.

One of them Mr. Justice Ridley de­
clined to accept. Then his lordship 
said: I think there is no answer to 
the case. (To the Jury) : Gentlemen, 
you will be good enough to find a ver­
dict for the plaintiffs.

The Foreman : The jury would like 
to consider the matter.

“Hold Your Tongue.” '
Mr. Justice Ridley: I shall not allow 

you to consider it.
The Foreman : Some of the jury con­

sider this a travesty of justice to the 
defendants.

Mr. Justice Ridley: Do you? Then 
you will be good enough to hold your 
tongue about it. In my opinion it is 
a clear case in which the plaintiffs are 
entitled to .judgment, and I enter 
judgment for the plaintiffs, and you 
(to the foreman) will be good en­
ough to be more respectful.

Mr. Hawke : I ask your lordship for 
a stay of execution. This will certain­
ly go to the Const of Appeal.

Mr. Justice Ridlèy granted a stay. 
Then, turning to the foreman, his 
lordship said: Will you kindly leave 
the box? I am not going to allow 
what you have said to pass unno­
ticed.

The Foreman: It was on a request 
from the jury.

Mr. Justice Ridley : What right have 
you to interfere with me?

The foreman of the jury left the 
box, followed by another juror. Two 
jurors in waiting were1 sworn in their 
stead and went into the box, and the 
next case was called.—Daily Mail.

Indentification.
Most nations possess some means of 

identifying their casualties in war. 
Turkey, however, is an exception, her 
soldiers carrying no identification 
marks whatever. One of her most 
famous Pashas is credited with hav­
ing said:

“A dead man is of no use to the Sul­
tan. Why, therefore, trouble with 
him?”

When a German soldier falls, a little 
metal disc, which he carries, serves to 
identify him. This disc bears a num­
ber which is telegraphed to Berlin. It 
is here that the sôldiers’s name is de­
termined.

Our gallant French ally once made 
use of metal identication badges, but 
these proved to be such an irresistible 
attraction to the savages which the 
French faced in Africa, that a card 
was substituted. This is stitched in­
side the tunic.

Russia, with her vast armies, has 
perforce to resort to the numbering 
badge. Their enemies the Austrians 
use a bade of gunmetal in the form 
of a locket, which contains parchment 
leaves.

Like the British, the Japs use the 
inevitable disc. Each Japanese soldier 
wears three of these—one in his boot, 
another on his belt, and the last 
round his neck. The British disc is 
made of aluminium.

Wrist watches were invented in an 
attempt to issue a declaration of in­
dependence against the pocket.

Nevertheless, when the wrist watch 
was invented these men who had 
found the pocket as big a nuisance as 
a gopher hole sneered at the new idea 
and compared the man who wore his 
watch on his wrist with the man who 
wore ribbons in his cuffs. They seem­
ed to thidk that the only manly place 
for the watch was in the pit of the 
stomach or nestled against the vermi­
form appendix.

Prohibition.
(Contemporary Opinion.)

No young man is physically com­
pelled to drink ; it is a much subtler 
and more powerful force than that 
that1 is put to work upon him. Most 

, fyoung men would fight to the last 
ditch before they would allow a sa­
loon-keeper to pour whiskey down 
their throats, but fall an easy prey 
to the champagne glass that is offer­
ed by the mistress of a well-set din­
ner table. The seductions of a cor­

rupt social life are a more formidable 
foe than an army with banners, and 
numbers more victims. War with i ll 
its ravages is a poor second to intem­
perance. Pray with the psalmist for 
strength where you are weakest, and 
that is on the social side.

Akin to this is the financial pressure 
exerted by the liquor business. . The 
saloon dollar has its lure as well as 
any other dollar, and many an other­
wise brave and pure soul falls a vic­
tim at this point; not that he becomes 
a drunkard or personally defiles him­
self with it, but for business keeps his 
own skirts clean but allow’s the rav­
ager to waste and destroy in his com­
munity. It is his duty to fight for the 
general good, even though he would 
profit by keeping silence.*******

Some day we will have a genera­
tion of business men who will not he 
afraid of a conflict between their 
moral ideals and their pocketbool-s. 
Business has been so dominant in our 
life that we have regarded it as a sort 
of ark of the covenant on which un­
holy hands must not be laid. We 
have almost assumed that anything 
that hurts business is necessarily 
wrong and must not be tolerated. The 
most effective argument of the saloon 
for years lias been that it is necessary 
to good times and business will be in­
jured if it is disturbed. To many 
this is the last word on the subject. 
No such reasoning would be tolerated 
for a moment inside the family. 
Where a man’s own boy is concerned 
he will take the stand, “Business or 
no business, I will not jeopardize my 
son.” Some day he will take the same 
attitude toward his neighbor’s boy 
and the welfare of society. The irony 
of it all is that the saloon is as with­
ering a blight to business as it is to 
morals, and wherever it is abolished 
business improves and the whole ma­
terial side of life gets on safer and 
solider ground.

Drake’s Drum.
It Still Hangs at Bucklaml Abbey 

Awaiting the Great Armada.
Will Drake’s drum be beaten now 

for the third time? In the great hall 
at Buckland Abbey in Devonshire, a 
few miles from Plymouth the ances­
tral home of the family of Sir Francis 
Drake—there hangs an ancient drum 
of a pattern not known these three 
hundred years. It is the famous drum 
o' the great English sea fighter, his 
companion throughout his whole ad­
venturous career. It heat the signals 
on his flagship when he scattered the 
Spanish armada; it went with him on 
the first British ship that went round 
the world, and it -sounded .the taps 
when, after his death at sea in the 
West Indies, his body was committed 
to the waters of th(i Atlantic Ocean.

When Drake lay dying, so runs the 
tradition, he commanded his brother, 
who was a captain of one of the ships 
in the British fleet, to take his drum 
hack to England, and hang it in his 
hall at Buckland Abbey. Whenever 
danger threatened Britain let him 
sound on that drum, and hi* spirit 
would enter into the British admiral 
and scatter his country’s foes as he 
had done in the days gone by. His 
brother did as he was commanded, 
and after three centuries the drum 
still hangs in Buckland Abbey, which 
is now in the possession of a descend­
ant of Drake’s brother.

Twice, runs the legend, has the 
drum been sounded—and not in vain: 
once, in the generation after Drake s 
death, when the Dutch sought to 
wrest tile control of the seas from the 
British, and the doughty Admiral van 
Tromp sailed up the British Channel 
with a broom at his masthead, to sig­
nify that he would sweep the English 
from the ocean. At its sound the 
spirit of Drake entered into Admiral 
Blake, who triumphed over the con­
quering Dutch. Again, when the gen­
ius of Napoleon threatened the very 
existence of the British Empire, the 
drum was soutided, and Drake’s spirit 
animated the greatest of English sea 
fighters—Admiral Nelson.

And now, when Britain is involved 
ih the greatest war of her history, it 
is said that Drake’s drum will again 
be sounded—to raise up, if the legend 
be true, the spirit of the old captain 
for the third time. The old tradition 
is the subject of a well-known poem 
by Prof. Henry Newbolt. The poem 
makes the great sea fighter, dying in 
his berth, exlaim: —
Take my drum to England, hang et 

by the shore.
Strike et when your powder’s run- 

nin’ low;
If the Dons sight Devon, I’ll quit the 

port o’ heaven
An drum them up the Channel as 

we drummed them long ago.

Oxford, Eng., Aug. 10.—“There will 
be no more cheap prices; after this 
war the world is in for a period of 
rising prices,” declared Dr. Slater, 
principal of Ruskin College, Oxford, 
in the first of a series of lectures on 
economic phases of the world war.

“I do not believe,” Dr. Slater said, 
“that there will be a period of poverty 
after the war. There 'Will be no ne­
cessity' for poverty, and such poverty 
as there is will be due to misapplica­
tion of the productive powers which 
will be available. It will be the pov­
erty which comes from wasted re­
sources, and not from inadequate re­
sources. *

“There will be no return to pre­
war prices. That means that there 
will be a permanent rise of wages ahd 
other permanent readjustments to 
meet the higher prices. The proper 
policy of the Trades Unions is to ac­
cept the war bonuses, not for *he 
war duration, but for the dilation of 
the higher prices.”

A SPEECH WHICH WAS A RE-
MARKABLE FEAT OF MEMORY1.

Mr. Bonar Law, the new Colonial 
Secretary, made a speech last week 
which was notable in several ways.

“It was tun ,of, facts, „ names „^ml 
figures, but it was delivered without 
the aid of any notes," says the, Citron, 
icle’s Parliamentary Correspondent! 
“From this point of view the speech- 
was a remarkable feat of memory. 
Mr, Law’s predecessor at the Colon­
ial Office, Mr. Harcourt, was a keen­
ly interested listener to it.”
Our Colonists and'Native ‘Regiments.

"The public will be grateful .to Mr, 
Bonar LaW for his clear statement of 
the course of events In the -outer 
Empire since the beginning of the 
war," says the Morning Post. "There 
has been great anxiety in this coun­
try as to the fate pf our Çpfonica 
and .our colonists in Africa especial­
ly. It is notorious that when war 
broke out the Germans in Africa, as 
elsewhere, wA"e well prepared an4 
well armed, while our Crown Colon­
ies were neither well armed nor well 
prepared. We have paid a heavy 
price for this lack of foresight and 
knowledge; but, thanks to the gopd 
stuff of which our colonists are 
made, we are gradually making up 
leeway. •

“And not only, should we praise our 
çolonists for this good progress, but 
our local troops—those native regi­
ments which have been built, up by 
the devotion of unknown heroes, 
shaped and disciplined with a pa-1 
tience and at a cost which tew • ap­
preciate or understand. Think what 
it means for a handful of white men 
to turn a horde of savage Africans 
into a well-disciplined regiment. It 

a labour ot Hercules—and more, 
for It requires not only strength ant} 
courage but patience and tact. With 
scanty, means and in the most ardu­
ous conditions these forces have been 
built up, and how they are proving 
their value to the Empire in the time 
of trial.”

A Worthy Harvest.

‘We are reaping to-day in every 
region of the globe the harvest of 
that Liberal idea of Government 
which has been the greatest, contri­
bution we have made to the political 
history of mankind," says the Daily 
News. “The Prussian, with his idea 
of a dominant race imposing'by the 
sword its rule and its customs on 
conquered peoples, was unable to 
understand the strength of the British 
system. He believed it was built on 
sand , and that it would collapse like 
a house of cards. The experience ot 
the past ten months has shown him 
that liberty is, even on the lowest 
plane, a better investment than* Im­
perialism. Let us foke care that, af­
ter the war, we do not forget the les­
son ourselves. We shall need to re­
member it in India and in our atti­
tude to those African natives to 
whom Mr. Bonar Law paid so warm
and so deserved a tribute.”a

“The account which Mr. Bonar 
Law gave of the Colonial fighting 
was the best general survey of it yet 
available,” says the Chronicle, which 
thus summarizes his facts: —

“Of Germany’s overseas posses­
sions there remain to her part of the 
Cameroons, op. which ‘her hold is very 
precarious,’ and .German East Africa, 
the largest of all the German colonies 
in area, where the condition as be­
tween the German and British forces 
is ‘largely one of stalemate.’ Ger­
many has lost Kiaochau, some valu­
able islands in the Pacific, , including 
Samoa, of which possession was tak­
en by New Zealand; the German half 
of New Guinea and the German_Solo- 
mon Islands, both ot which were cap­
tured by an Australian force; Togo- 
land, ‘the only German oversea pos­
session that has paid its way,’ and 
German South-West Africa.”

“The depredations of the German 
ocean raiders on our merchant ship­
ping in the first three months of the 
war were greatly facilitated by ; the 
wireles stations in TogolAnd, South- 
West Africa and the German Pacific 
Islands. The wireless station in, To- 
goland was an immense affair, two 
miles long, on the construction of 
which £250,000 had been spent. This 
station was in direct communication 
with Berlin."

Enemy Prepared for War.
"In Africa,” said Mr. Bonar Law, 

“as in Europe, the Germans were 
much better prepared for war than 
we were. They had a superiority of 
artillery, still more of machine-guns 
and munitions, and In, the Cameroons 
they actually had. two aeroplanes. 
Fortunately, our people- acted so 
quickly that they seized them, _sent 
them to South Africa,- and I thjnk.it: 
very probable that they were used by 
General.Botha in the conquest of Ger­
man South-West Africa. They had 
this superiority, but, after all, fighting' 
there is of a. different character from 
What* unfortunately, , it .hr Jin, the; 
trençh warfare in Eurqpe. , Though 
we’ had inferiority in munitions we 
had superiority in men.

\Sd£e '*
u uprising.

“The one feature which 
the most striking, is not surp 
is the way ip which British Colonists 
and settlers everywhere have thrown 
themselves wholeheartedly into join­
ing the active forces against the ene­
my.

“In the invasion pf .T,çgoland, .out of 
the total unofficial European popula­
tion 95 per cent actually took up 
arms on that occasion. Of the offi­
cial population, that is, those in the 
service ,pt the Colonial Government, 
the difficulty has been to prevent 
them_ going.

“In Nigeria practically the whole 
white population volunteered to join, 
and nearly the whole did join.

"In one thing,, at least, we’can faite 
pride, and that is that, though we 
have reason to feel no self-complac­
ency as a nation, we are entitled to 
say that the same spirit which was 
shown by our forefathers oversea, the 
spirit which took Clive from the desk 
and made him conquer or retain the 
Indian empire—that spirit was never 
stronger or more markedly shown 
throughout the British Empire than 
it is to-day. It is true, not . only of 
those Colonies where fighting has 
taken place, but there is not a single 
British possession where large num­
bers have not come forward to join 
•the force.

“That is a fine record for us as. a 
nation. We can at least say our hab­
its are peaceful, but we can say also 
that neither business nor luxury has 
sapped the courage of our race or 
made them less able to fight than 
they were in the past, when fighting 
became necessary for the existence 
of the Empire.

Gallantry of Native Levies.
“There is another consideration," 

added Mr. Law, “and that is the way 
in which the natives have acted 
throughout the Sputh African war. 
With the single exception of East 
Africa, to which some reinforce­
ments have been pent, , the whole of 
our fighting has been done by local 
forces. The bulk of it has been by 
native levies, the-chief of which are£ 
the West African Frontier B’orce and 
the King’s African Rifles. They have 
been faced for the first time with 
modern weapons,. .directed by people 
who thoroughly understand how io 
use them. » They have fought in the 
bush, in country where it was im­
possible to exercise complete control 
over them, yet nowhere have there 
been any excesses, nowhere has there 
been any want ot discipline, and 
everywhere they have acted with 
great gallantry.

"As a» example of that, perhaps 
it will interest the House if I give one 
incident of many which I have read. 
During one of these fights the legs of 
a machine-gun tripod were blown 
away. (I remember reading with ad­
miration of a similar act of heroism 
in. Flanders.) Two privates of the 
West African Frontier Force at once 
stepped forward to allow themselves 
to bç used as the legs pf the machine- 
gun, which was used effectively until 
the enemy were driven off.

;-ii i; its f v
Natives and British Rule.

'It is not only those natives actual­
ly fighting for us to whom we have 
reason, I might almost say, to be 
grateful. One sometimes hears in this 
House complaints of the way in 
which our representatives abroad 
deal with subject races. This coun­
try has shown on the whole that we 
have a good record in that respect, 
and it is a record which is apprecia­
ted by the natives themselves. 
Throughout they have been thorough­
ly loyal. They have assisted us in 
every possible way, and perhaps I 
may add,that nothing has done more 
to make the African natives appre­
ciate the value of British rule than 
the experience they have had of Ger­
man rule in Africa."

British Intellectuals’ 
Message to Italy.

A notable letter has been addressed 
to the Italian nation, signed, on the 
invitation of Lord Bryce, Lord Bal­
four of Burleigh, Lord Reay, Sir 
George Trevelyan, and Mr. Robert 
Henry Benson, by more than a hurtf 
dred and fifty people of distinction 
and authority in Great Britain. The 
list;of signatures is headed by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury, and in­
cludes-ten members of the Order of 
Merit, fifteen Lord Mayors or Lord 
Provosts of the greatest cities in the 
realm, five Chancellors of Universi­
ties, and an array of authors, paint­
ers,. scholars, scientists, statesmen, 
and divines. It runs thus:

"We desire to place on record our 
admiration and respect for the con­
duct of Italy at. this .supreme crisis 
in the history of the world.

“Italy and Great Britain are now 
companions in arms fighting side by 
side for the triumph of the same 
cause. Circumstances drew our own 
country into the conflict from the be­
ginning, while the ghastliness and 
the magnitude of the task before us 
were still only dimly manifest. Yet 
none of us will forget the crisis of 
decision through which we passed in 
the first days of August, .1914.

“Italy has had a still harder path 
to tread. Immediate action was not 
her part, and she had to bear the 
strain of nine months’ suspense be­
fore her hour of decision arrived. 
During these nine months she saw all 
the established regulations and miti­
gations of warfare swept away by the 
enemy’s systematic and cold-blooded 
resort to methods of a cruelty to non- 
combatants unprecedented in modern 
history.

“Yet, in spite, or rather because, 
of ail which she knew she would have 
to face in a conflict with the Ger­
manic powers, Italy nerved herself to 
the ordeal, resolved to do her utmost 
towards securing that such horrors as 
Belgium saw, and as the ocean has 
seen, should never again threaten 
the civilized world.

“She made her decision at a mo­
ment when the prospects of early vic­
tory seemed remote, and only the ai- 
duousness and the imperative neces­
sity of the task were apparent, and 
she had to reach this decision through 
a series of the most complex diplo­
matic negotiations, which demanded 
the coolest Judgment, and most per­
fect mutual confidence from both 
Government and people.

“At last the suspense is over. 
Since May 20th, 1915, Italy stands 
in arms at our side; and we feel that 
an expression of this comradeship 
on the part of a few among her Brit­
ish friends—we say a few, because 
eyeryone in these Islands is Italy’s 
friend—would be both welcome to 
her and congenial to ourselves.

“The Italian people is at war to lib­
erate its own brethren from an old 
oppression, and to avert from the 
whole of Europe the threat of a new 
military domination. Italy has stak­
ed all that she has for the same prin­
ciples of nationality, humanity, and 
public right that inspire our own en­
deavors in this war. We hope, with 
all earnestness in our hearts, that her 
national aspirations will now be con­
summated, and we wish the heroic 
Italy of 1915 to know from our own 
lips that we feel towards her as our 
fathers felt towards the heroic Italy 
of the Risorglmento.”

Safer in Wet Clothes
The thunderstorm and lightning 

season is at hand. If the following 
points are memorized and put into 
practice in an emergency, you would 
be practically safe.

During lightning don’t stand near 
a tree, a tall building, or water. Tall 
objects discharge lightning clouds, 
and the electric fluid, striking the tall 
object, might diverge and pass thro­
ugh your body. Electricity, always 
chooses for its path the best conduc­
tors, and a man close to a tree would, 
be chosen instead of a tree.

Proximity tP water is .dangerous, 
for the latter is a good conductor, and 
.anyone- standing near would invite the 
lightning to make him its medium.

To lean against a wall is dangerous. 
To be in a .crowd • is dangerous. A 
mass of people forms a larger and bet­
ter conductor than an individual, and 
the vapour from the crowd increases 
the danger, . For the same reason, 
huddled animals are more often struck 
than when scattered.

The safest place out of door is 30 
feet from a tall tree. The lightning 
would choose the tree, and you would - 
be too tar off for the fluid to diverge.

It is best, too, to get wet tcuthe skin. 
Then, if you were struck, the wet 
clothes would conduct the electricity 
harmlessly over the surface of the 
body.

Indoprs, the middle.of.a room is,the 
safest place. The lightning would 
Choose the walls or chimney, if it 
struck the house, and you should be 
clear of contact.

Iron bedsteads are. not .dangerous, 
as they are excellent conductors. 
Metal—keys and the like—are danger­
ous, because they offer., inducement to 
the-lightning, to-take-tbemin.Ats.path.

The Origin of
Canada’s Name.

It is probable that few people know 
how Canada came to get Its name. 
The origin of the name is very 
strange. The Spaniards visited there 
previous to the French and made 
search for gold and silver, and, find­
ing none, they often said amongst 
themselves, “Aca nada,” meaning, 
“There is nothing here.”

The Indians, who watched closely, 
learned this sentence and its mean­
ing. Then came the French, and the 
Indians, who did not want them, sup­
posing they had come on the same 
mission as the Spanish, kept pouring 
into their ears the Spanish sentence, 
“Aca nada.” The French, who knew 
as little of the Spanish language as 
they, supposed that the incessantly 
recurring sound was the name of the 
country, and ultimately christened it 
Canada, which it has borne ever 
since.

Rapidly Disappearing.
Ottawa, August 11.—The visible 

supply of wheat in Canadian grain 
elevators is estimated by the Govern­
ment authorities to-day at 2,128,142 
bushels, as compared with 4,600,242 
bushels in the same date last year.

If the withdrawals continue at the 
same rate the supply will be exhaust­
ed when the new year’s crop begins 
to come in about the middle of Sep­
tember.

There have been several estimates 
of this year’s crop, the highest plac­
ing the average at 208 bushels per 
acre. Two independent estimates of 
the average have been made. The 
grain dealers place it at 12,560,000 
acres and the Government experts at 
11,744,700 acres. It is thus fairly cer­
tain that the wheat crop this year 
will be well over 200 million bushels 
and with favourable conditions pre­
vailing may reach250 million bushels.

Canada’s War Debt.
Chicago Tribune:—Canada has not 

dealt in billions of dollars and mil­
lions of men, but Canada has never­
theless made commensurate war sac­
rifices in money, suffering and blood. 
The temper of the Canadian soldier 
has already been proven and approv­
ed .in the theatre of war, but the 
same bravery of the home people in 
facing a rapidly rising public debt 
has had a much less Spectacular set­
ting. France, England and even Bel­
gium are fighting and making sacri­
fices—but no greater sacrifices in 
proportion—in the midst of a strug­
gle that actually threatens their ex­
istence, but Canada is giving lavishly 
of her best blood and money without 
any thought that physically, at least, 
she is in danger from the Teuton. 
Both life and money are more pre­
cious, too, to a country just entering 
upon a period of national develop­
ment. Canada is giving humanity one 
of the real returns of a frightful war. 
It is the triumph of the purest pat­
riotism and unselfish devotion to the 
mother country.

The Flat Trousers.
They Were Worn Skin Tight and Led 

Men to Pad Their Legs.
The advent of the silk hat led to 

the Introduction of trousers. Knee 
breeches and silk stockings did not 
correspond with stovepipe hats. Try 
them now and see if you think they 
do. So reformers set themselves to 
work to devise some nether gar­
ments congruous with the new 
headpiece.

The result was trousers. There 
had, it is true, been some precursors 
of those inimitable garments. The 
Turk had worn voluminous twin bags 
on his legs, gathered and tied, bag 
fashion, at the ankles. The Cossacks, 
too, had found such things more con­
venient for horseback riding than any 
other garb, and “pantaloons” were 
used in armies, especially by the 
French. But none of these nor any 
other garment that was worn prior 
to 1815 could be described as gen­
uine trousers.

The first trousers worn in London 
were of plain, light colored cloth, and 
fitted very tightly; almost as tight, 
we may believe, as those in this coun­
try a generation ago. In the second 
season striped and other figured 
cloths were used by some, but sucli 
trousers were regarded as quite 
plebeian and fit wor wearing only in 
bad weather when the streets were 
muddy, or as a sort of rough outing 
garb at the seaside. A favorite ma­
terial for trousers worn by men of 
fashion was an elastic stockinet, 
which fitted literally "skin tight.” 
Beneath such garments, to supply 
the deficiencies of nature, men were 
not averse to wearing false calves 
and other paddings on their legs. 
Straps passing beneath the foot were 
used to keep the trouser legs held 
down in place.—Exchange.

Chicago’s divorce mills ground out 
3458 divorces, 119 annulments of mar­
riages and 37 decrees of separate 
maintenance in 1914, according to the 
first annual report of County Clerk 
Robert M. Sweitzer. There were 33,- 
897 marriage licenses issued for the 
same period. Thus the divorces there . 
were more than ten per cent, of the 
marriages.
