PART IL

|, (Being an Essay Written by J. SINCLAIR TAIT, M.D.)

In Part one of this Essay I en-
deavoured to outline in a general
way the “Modern Pulpit” in its rela-
tion to modern thought and the re-
constructive tendencies of the times.
In further extending the subject I de-
sire to put forth my views as to the
requisite qualities of the ‘“Modern
Parson” if he is to measure up to the
responsibilities, duties and demands
of this wonderful and progressive

Those great problems of faith and
unbelief, which agitate the mind and
ruffie the surface of Life, must be put
on trial, so that the valid and reliable
may be separated from the indifferent
and unreal, and mankind .saved from
thoser “Sunless gulfs of doubt” into
which so many are drifting to-day.

There never has been a time in the
history of the Christian Church when
an intelligent exposition of the Scrip-
tures should be made, not so much
ifn the refinements of theology, as in
the essentials of simple, religious be-
"lief. Our readjustment to changing
conditions demand this; so that the
*Modern Parson” to be successful, and
“gt his best, must be trained to think
and act more in harmony with the
gpirit of the times, rather than in the
theology of those fixed dogmas and
mechanical standards © which only
cripple the mind, and stagnate the
goul. We must not fear the “New
Knowledge” as expressed by Darwin,
Spenser, Driver and others. Neither

gcience nor criticism can ever affect |-

the truth and validity of the Sacred
Scriptures, when rightly interpreted,
or in any way lessen the life of God
in the human soul.

“The former has rendered a great
service to man in giving him a larger
control over the forces of Nature,
together with a grander conception
of the Universe. While the latttr
geeks to give us a more credible and
verifiable account of the order, char-
pcter and literature of the Bible,
with a view of restating the truth
contained therein in terms of modern
philosophic thought. For we must
bear in mind that the Bible is not a
Book of theology, but a book of reli-
gion.

Many timid Chritians when brought
face to face with difficulties never be-
fore considered, and confronted by
fruth not yet reconciled to the stand-

ards of modern belief, become fear-
ful, and imagine that the foundations
of our Holy Religion may be destroyed,
and that Atheism and Anarchy will
rule the world. To such persons may
we be permited to say that as long as
the mind of man is free to think and
act for itself, we need never look for
any visible, authorative guide to come
to us and remove the difficulties, and
make doubt and uncertainty impos-
sible. Bailey tells us

“Whd never doubted, mever half be-
lieved,

Where doubt, there truth is—'tis her
shadow.”

Our life is not only a pilgrimage,
but a discipline as well, and in our
passage through time there is no rea-
son why we should not exercise hon-
est and anxious inquiry in seeking a
reason and authority for what we have
been taught to believe.

tion are demanded. New types of

leadership is required. Competi-
tion between the forces of good
and evil will be keen. OCnly as the

Church trains her. future leaders

can she hope to adequately meet

her obligations and opportunities.”

Our “Modern Parson” must be a
man of good physique ani of com-
manding. personality. His life habits
must solidify more and more into
personal characteristics, the varying
assortments of which will give him
inspiration and power.

‘While all the elements of beauty
and perfection of form cannot be
found in any one pérson, yet the
more of these our ‘“Modern Parson”
possesses, the more successful will
he become. This composite charac-
ter wil give us the “Ideal Parson”—

the one who will combine all the
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best virtues and qualities, whose im-
itation will .help to insure a useful,
profitable and honored life. Such a
man cannot but succeed, for he is
above his calling; he overtops his
vocation.

In an article written by that dis-
tinguished theologian and writer, Dr.
Denny of Glasgow, he offered :ihe
opinion that three elements were
necessary for an efficient preacher,
(a) He must know his Bible thor-
oughly well so as tp find the Gospel

- But though the energy
and art of these heathens may have
been mis-applied, there is something
to be learned from the spirit in which
they worked. Note for instance the
spirit of friendliness and brotherli-|
ness amongst them. Everyone said to
his brother “Be of good courage.”|
That is the spirit which is needed in
the labour world to-day. It used to
characterise the ancient guilds to a|
large extent; then men worked with;
enthusiasm and vied with each other!
to do the best possible work. To-day
there is too much envy of the man
who does more or better work than
oursedves and the tendency is rather |
to hinder than to encourage men to do
more work and better. This same
spirit is needed in the churches. How
rarely are churches characterized by
brotherliness. Many christians are as
cold as ice-bergs and some. churches
are religious refrigerators. Said a
young fellow toc me concerning a cer-
tain church in Hobart, “I went to that
church for two years and not a soul

her times were considered essential
to the preacher’s art, have lost their
attractive power, and become practi-
cally obsolete. The music has gone
out of them, and their liturgies are
fast becoming lost. In fact the “Mod-
ern Parson” is one who must fall in
as far as possible, with the prevailing
fashion, and keep up with the move-
ments of the times. Above all he
must practice what he preaches, and
be able to find out what most both-
ers the men and women to whom he
preaches. He must talk to them in
a practical way—not in set phrases
and ready made speeches, but with
spontaneity of thought, and that

bim as a sympathetic friend, ‘who is
desirous of helping them in times cf
difficulty and distress.

It is a mooted guestion how far
our “Modern Parson” should go in
the matter of “muck-raking.” The
sensational preacher, no doubt, at-
tracts the crowd; but if he wishes to
draw the crowd continuously, he
must not only be sensational, but
rational. The sensible man does not
want an actor for his parson. He,
however, wishes his minister to be
full of animation and life. He wants
him to deliver his sermons in a fash-
ion which will not put him to sleep,
as the droning and drivel of some
pulpits do.

The social activities of the Church
should receive a fair proportion of
the pastor’s attention, but he must
not intrude too much religion into
these endeavours, so as tq make all
Church and nothing else. While no
one would like to drive the spiritual
out of the people’s mind, yet it must
be remembered that we need change
and relaxation. The Church pros-
pers and grows if it keeps in ‘touch
with social advancement, yet the
mantle of the Church must not be
used to envelop these to an inordin-
ate extent so as to loose sight of more
vital things. Our “Modern Parson”
must not be too radical nor too con-
servative. He must be able to adapt
timself to ¢hanging conditions, and
be able to meet his people on even
ground.

He must not exploit either himself,
or-his sermons, too much through the
newspapers, as such advertisements,
like those of the vendors of ‘quack
medicines, are extremely offensive to.
all well thinking people.

Finally the man who thinks well and
acts accordingly, who goes ‘out of:
tis way to help his people, and knows
enough 6n a hot day to cut his ser-
mon short, will be regarded by his
parishners, not only as a “Modern

I for one
do not look for immediate union of
all the churches. So long as men are
cast in different moulds so they will
esire to think and worship different-
y. But what we do need is a more
friendly attitude towards one another
and more of this spirit of co-opera-
tion. I notice that it took carpenters,
goldsmiths, tinsmiths and black-
smiths to make an idol. And _there is
scope for every kind of talent in the
work of the church. We mneed the
one talent men and women as well as
the ten talent ones. A tourist ex-
pressed his admiration for Cologne
Cathedral fo a workman ' who was |
standing near by. “Yes” said the man,
“It’s a fine building and it took us
many a year to build.” “Took YOU”
said the tourist, “What did you have
to do with it?” “Well sir, I mixed the
mortar” replied the man. A Catherdal
cannot be built without mortar mix-
ers. These old idol-makers encour-
aged one another, *“They said of the
soldering.. “It is good” (R.V.) What
a difference a word of encouragement
makes. I remember mgking a fearful
hash of a sermon on ohe occasion, at
least I thought'so. As I 1left the
church feeling fearfully despondent,
a lady slipped a scrap of paper into

words, “a beautiful sermon.” It was |
a great encouragement; my message
had helped someone at least.

These who hold stocks
of fancy Newfoundland Scoch. cured
‘ herring of the fall catch have noted
some small. improvement, but the
trade generally refrains from pressing
offers. The stock of Newfoundland
IScotch cured herring now held here
is not large, but in view of the con-
dition of the market, merchants are
‘not inclined to take on stocks at this
time., Winter herring are not in de-
mand, and fall stocks, quoted at from
$18 to $24 per barrel are selling only
in a hand-to-mouth way.

Last Draft Arrives.

The trooper Cassandra yesterday
brought back to home all the men of
“Ours” on service overzeas, with the
exception of a few hospital cases and
the staff of the Pay and Record Office
in London. The repatriates were un-
der ccmmand of Major G. Emerson,
Capt. J. Long, Adjutant, anu Capt.
Procunier, Medical Officer. The men
left Winchester on Monday week, the
contingent, numbering 580 of all
ranks, going to Glasgow, where they
embarked for home. After am uZ-
eventfnl run the ship had nearly mad:
port when fog was encountered, caus-
ing some delay, but all went well and
at 10 o’clock yesterday morning .the
ship steamed in through the Narrows,
her entry being heralded by the
blare of siren and steam whistles
from the shipping in port. Numbers
of people immediately flocked to
Shea’s wharf where debarkation was
to take place, and following the con-
clusion of the ceremonies at Banner-
man Park, the original gathering was
augmented by many hundreds of oth-
ers. So soon as the trooper was
docked Major Montgomerie and Major
Paterson went on board, and follow-
ing a consultation with the officers in
charge, it was decided to give the men
dinner before landing. The C. C. C.
band was in attendance, playing airs
which were most pleasing and famil-
jar.

The men speak' very highly of the
treatment accorded them on the Cas-
sandra, and express the highest praise
for Captain Brown and the officers of
the transport.

Memorial Day
Fittingly Observ

No more impressive zeremonies
were ever witnessed in §t. John’s
than those which took place yesterday
it commemorstion of Newfoundland’s
endured by

baptism of blood

and the effects of yesterday’s
ceedings will remain with them who
took part as an ever living memory of
the events which brought about such
tributes to the valor, glory «nd hero-
ism of the best and bravest of the do-
minion’s sons.

The arrangements made by the of-
ficers and men of the regziment fo
commemorate the day were carried out
to perfection, and the honors shown
the memories .of those gallant boys
who had gone into the Sunset West,
were fitting testimonials to their
dauntless deeds. At Bannerman Park,
particularly, the ceremony of decora-
ting the erected shrine was beautiful,
solemn and irspiring, and when the
floral tributes had been laid at and
around the cross the effect itself was
that of a great pyramid of flowers,
whose blended colors made a fair and
magnificent foreground for the more
dark and sombre beauties of the
parks vernalt surroundings and natur-
al ornamentation.

To those who laid their floral tri-
butes at the foot of the Cross, mem-
ories of the friends in whose honor
these were presented came spontan-
eously and whether the offerings were
those of fraternal organizations or
the gift of nearer relations the feeling
was the same pride and pleasure, -not
not unmixed with sorrow, as thoughts
of those who made the Supreme Sac-
rifice came uppermost in the minds of
friends and acquaintances. The gal-
lant _bearing and glorious heroism of
the sons of Terra Nova at Gallipoli,
Beaumont Hamel, Guedecourt, Sten-
ebeoka, Monchy,Langemarck and Cam-
brai were freshly recalled, and many a
wreath was given an added lustre by
the tear drop shed upon it from lov-
ing eyes, the everliving and glitter-
ing jewels of human regard and love.

Yesterday was a day filled with
honor for the heroic dead, the men
who gave, and were mnot afraid to
give, and though they have gone from
us, their names will never be forgot-
ten so long as time lasts, #nd their
memories will be publicly recalled
and revered annually in similar cele-
brations to those which marked our
appreciation of our khaki clad heroes,
who sleep under the sod- of foreign
lands, but whose world stirring ex-
ploits will ever be d4n incentive and a
stimulus to coming generations to
emulate their sterling courage.

THE PARADE.

The official ceremonies began at
9,45 a.m., when the soldiers and sail-
ors and city brigades and Nurses and
V. A D’s assembled in the Prince’s
Rink grounds, where they formed in
processional order and paraded to the
different churches- to -attend divine
service. The paradefmarched out of
the grounds in the following order:

The procession marched by way of
Gower street to the square opposite
the Synod Hall, the Catholic troops
in the meantime breaking off at Pres-
coit Street and continuing on to the
Cathedral. The Church of England
were next to fall out for service at
the Cathedral, the Methodist at Gow-
er Street, and the Presbyterian and
Congregationalists at St. Andrew’s.

After the services the parade re-
fcimed at Synod Hall Square, with the
Colours’ party in the centre, and pro-
ceeded to Government Housa grounds
where the troops and war veterans
received the colours upon which Lady
Harric and Miss Armorel Harris had
placeed floral wreaths. The soldiers
and sailors then proceeded to Bannemr-
man Park, in which was erected a
shrine consisting of a pyramid, sur<
mounted by a cross.

No more impressive
ceremony was ever witnessed in the |
city. As the sad strains of the Dead
March were wafted on the cool air,
the wreath bearers in turn circled the
slirine, on which were inserted the
words “Greater love hath no man than
this: that a man lay down his life for
his friends,” and handed their floral
offerings to be laid around the cross
and pyramid in honor of the dead. It
was 4ndeed a touching scene, and
many a tear-dimmed-eye could be seen
while the heart burning of those
who had lost their loved ones must
Lave been tense. When the shrine
had been bedecked with the numerous
offerings and had taken on the appear-
ance of a huge flower bed, of varied
hues, and the Land of the Leal had
been played by the Highlanders, His
Excellency the Governor delivered the
panegyric, saying ih part:

The Governor’s Address:

“whatever date may eventually be
accepted as the best for commemora-
ting the achievements of the Royal
Newfoundland Regiment, it is more
than intelligible, it is extremely ap-
propriate, that in this year the 1st of
July should have been appginted. It
was on the 1st of July last year that
at the instance of the Great War Vet-
erans’ Association we held a com-
memoration of the deeds of the Regi-
ment. On that occasion I insisted that
it should be primarily a coinmemora-
tion of the fallen and not an occasion
of rejoicing, for I remembered that
the 1st of July, if agsociated with
the glory of the Regiment, was also
associated with the sadness of those
who had lost the brave men who sus-
tained that glory. This year the 1st
of July is still more appropriate be-
cause it coincides so closely with the
signing of that Peace Treaty in which
we hope to find the inauguration of a
finer and better age.

“This celebration has been the spon-
taneous act of the officers of the Regi-
ment ‘itself, and in the wish that I
should on this occasion pronounce a
short panegyric upon those members
ol the Regiment who have pacsed td
the Beyond they have some precedent
in the past. You will remember Jesus
the son of Sirach, in that fiae chapter
“Let us praise famous men and the
fethers that Legat us.” And at a peri-
od not far distant from the apocry-
phal writers, Thucydides records a
wonderful speech in which a great
Athenian democrat Pericles, pro-
nounced a eulogy over those who had
fallen in one of the wars of the Athen-
ian Republic. That was not an isola-
ted event. It wao the regular prac-
tice of the Athenians, the most
striking historic instance of a power-
ful democracy, to appoint a regular
day in which they could commemorate
the virtues of those who had given
their lives for the State. And this]
speech of Pericles is one so beautiful
in its thought and sympathetic in its
diction that even now there is little
one can wisely say about those who
have fallen in war which does not
find its echo in that classical ut-
terance of more than 2,000 years ago.
In the British Empire we think first
of the Navy. It was in the Navy that
the first Newfoundlander was Kkilled,
and during the whole period of the
war they risked their lives in the
North Sea and on the Atlantic. Of
the Newfoundlanders in the Royal
| Naval Reserve, 270 have made the
Supreme Sacrifice. No better men
were obtainable in the Navy to crew
the mine sweepers, and they did their
duty fearlessly. For the Regiment,
though the 1st of July is cited as the
day which it found itself, it is in fact
the date at whi¢h it was found by the
British Army as a whole, because, as
I have often said, it showed on that

date for the first time that battle dise-

cipline in the face of terrible odds,
which is the greatest test of any re-
giment, and came through. Still let us
not forget that the 1st of July is not
the only date. Before ever the Regi-
ment went on to the Somme, they had
established a fine reputation at Gal-
lipoli, and later you will remember
that at Geudecourt, Monchy, Steen-
beck and Langemarck, and again at
Cambrai, and still later—in other
words in all areas of the war and
throughout the period of the war the
Regiment had been earning its laurels
and adding to them. Those who fell
in the course of these ‘sad years total
1,280 mem 54 officers. A glance
througb\the ames will show that
many of best families suffered,
that rich and poor, high and low, one
with the other have fallen side by
gide.

“The great Athenian; to whom I
have referred, reminded his hearers
that the lives of soldiers were given
for the State, and laid stress upon
the claim of the State.to all that was
highest ‘and noblest in the man. He
strove to comfort the mourners by
showing the gain of the State. Now,
in my opinion, the highest conception
of the State is the good of a man’s
fellow citizens, and for those New-
foundlanders who sacrificed their
lives in a distant land I claim that
they stand as an example to all of the
duty we owe to those around us.
Whatever their motives, whatever
their notion in joining, be it the spir-
it of adventure or the stern impulse
of duty, these men made the sacrifice
of their-lives on behalf of a mnoble
cause, and in order that the New-
foundlanders they left behind might
realize how good was liberty and how
good a place this is to live in when
liberty held its sway. To those who
have mourned for them, I can only
say on this occasion that they should
think rather of the glory attained by
their dear ones than of the loss which
they themselves have suffered, and if
they have not near them the graves
of those whom they loved, they may
be comforted by a fine thought, for
those who have so died the whols
world in their tombs, and that for all
time to come praise of tHeir virtues
will drown any criticism of their de-
fects. For those who have lost sons
or brothers or fathers in the war,
there remains only the remembrance
of their great goodness and deeds of
valour. Any small fault is swept in-
to oblivion. And in a brief sentence
I think I can gist the whole matter:
Qur pride in their deeds is greater
than any praise we can articulate,
and our memory of their glory is fin-
er than any monument we can erect.”

THE LAST POST.

Following His Excellency’s address
came the final tribute to the dead from
their comrades-in-arms. In front of
the Shrine, a firing party with buglers
attached, was lined up, and at the
order for the assembled soldiers to
present arms, the buglers sounded the
“Last Post,” while the firing squad
discharged three volleys, the civilians
standing in silepce with bared heads.
The Hallelujah chorus by the C.C.C.
band brought the imposing service to
a close.

TAKING THE SALUTE.

Ranks were then reformed, and the
Regiment and Royal Naval Reservists
left the Park, His Excellency the Gov-
ernor taking the salute as they march-
ed past to the Government House
grounds with the colours. The colour
party congisting of Lieuts. Feild and
Grace; Sergt. -Major Daniels, Sergt.
Feild and Sergt. Hussey returned the
flags to their depository, after which
the soldiers continued on to the par-
ade grounds and disbanded.

The Historic Cod.

A correspondent, with a philoso-
phic bent of mind, writes:

In my collection of oddities and
rarities of literature there is a tall,
thin volume which at first I admitted
only by complaisance, but for which
I have an ever-increasing respect.
It is “A History of the Emblem of the
Codfish in the Hall of the House of
Representatives”—a Boston publica-
tion, contfining a report of a com-
mittee appointed to compile the his-
tory of Boston’s sacred cod. It begins
as follows:

_ “Poised high aloft in the old hall of
the Massachusetts House of Repre-
sentatives, riding serenely the sound
waves of debate, unperturbed by the
ebb and flow of enactment and repeal
of the desultory storms that vexed
the nether depths of oratory, there
has hung through immemorial years
an ancient codfish, guaintly wrought
in wood and painted to life.
“Humble the subject and homely
ithe design; yet this painted image
i bearq en its finny front a majesty
greater than the dignity that age can
lend to graven gold or chiselled mar-
ble.

“The sphere it fills is vaster than
ihat through which its prototype ca-
reered with all the myriad tribes of
the great deep. The lessons that may
be learned of it are nobler than any
to be drawn from what is onlg beau-
tiful; for this sedate and solitary fish
is instinct with memories and pro-
pliecy, like an oracle. It swims sym-
bolic in that wider sea whose confines
are the limits set to the activities of
human thought. It typifies to the citi-
zens of the Commonwealth and of the
world the founding of a State. It
commemorates demooracy. It cele-
brates the rise of free -institutions.
It emphasizes progress. It epitom-
izes Massachusetts.”

And there you have Boston's rev-
ence for the sacred cod! Surely, if
Talleyrand could have lived long
enough he never would have said,
“IExcepting the whalers, fishing is
idle employment, requiring neither
courage nor skill; the fishermen do
not venture more than two leagues
frcm the coast, the fisheries do not
furnish a nursery for seamen, they
have no attachment to their homes,
they are cosmopolites, and a few cod-
fish, more or less, determine their
country.”

Litle did Talleyrand dream that
codfishing would become a sport and
that those who pursue the cod would
be dkv’ided into two classes—fisher-
men and anglers. The former being
men who fish to live, and the latter
tlose who simply live to fish.

There is so much that is good and
quotable in the report of the com-
mittee that it is hard to leave off,
but I shall continue long enough to
give an idea of what ‘“codfish arise
tocracy” should mean. This is the
true Bostonian conception: “To the
historian it seems quite natural that
the codfish, an article of pure, plain
natural food, should be the emblem
of the practical, frugal spirit which
laid the foundation of Massachusetts.
And, while the term ‘“codfish aristo-
cracy” is sometimes used as one cf
reproach, the reproach lies in the de-
parture by their descendants from the
simple ways of the early fishermen;
and if by codfish aristocracy we
should be understood to mean the
living fisherfolk of Cape Ann and
Cape Cod, then we have excellent
reason for aiming to preserve such
an aristocracy in honor.”

. This glorification of the codfish
should not be without a reference to
the fact that history has it that
George Washington angled for cod.
But, notwithstanding my reverence
for the Father of His Country, he
shall always appear to me as rather
a sad figure as an angler when I
think of the limitations under which
he would have labored had he been
elected to an honorary membership
in that organization whose presiding
genius has given it the motto: “Ex-
aggerate, exaggerate, and some day
it will come true!”—N. Y. Fishing
