Sealing Fleet
Reminiscences.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Your editorial In to­

day’s issue was no doubt Interesting 
to many readers, showing as It does 
the rise and fall In number of the 
steamers that were and are engaged 
in the sealflshery. It has brought to 
my remembrance the names of the 
steamers from the first to the last end 
meet of the masters of them. My 
reason for writing this is to correct a 
statement you made of the name of 
one of the steamers of 1870. You 
stats that the Mentieelle was after­
wards the City Of Halifax. That is In­
correct. They were two different 
veasels, the Meatkello was American 
or Canadian built, while the City of 
Halifax was British. She, with her 
sister ship, the City of Durham, were 
owned by the Inman Line and brought 
the malle here. The City of Halifax 
was later bought by Meeers. Baine 
Johnston * Co., and after being here 
a year or two went across to Scot­
land and was given new engines and 
boilers and her name changed to 
Mlo-Mae. She was lost on Good Fri­
day, In 1878 (my first spring out). I 
saw her from the barrel of the Nep­
tune before she went down, her en­
sign upside down was flying about 
two-thirds up the mainmast. She 
was caught In a rafter near Gull Is' 
land, Cape John. (The Neptune, I 
may say, was then Jammed and had 
been tor eighteen days off Partridge 
Point). It all comes very clear to 
my vision and memory. My old 
friend, the late Capt S. Bartlett was 
master of the Mlo-Mae that spring, 
and he and his crew were rescued by 
other vessels who were near. Of 
the present fleet the Banger Is the 
oldest vessel, though I believe 
small part of the Diana Is ss old; the 
Neptune Is next In age. The latter, 
though, has received the worst treat­
ment at one time or another, and to 
use the words of a well known citi- 
xen spoken a few days ago, “Is a won­
derful ‘Neptune.’

Of all the wooden steamers that 
have been built for the sealflshery, I 
venture to say that the Proteus (my 
last ship) was the very beet, ae she 
was built under cover, no expense 
being spared. My old friend, the late 
W. H. Davidson, told me some very 
interesting facts about that vessel 
and her owners last year. It seems 
a great pity that the experiences of 
the old captains, such as E White, 
sr„ Abram Bartlett, Rd. Pike, Wm. 
and Arthur Jackman and Wm. Knee 
who were masters of both sailing 
vessels and steamers In the palmiest 
days of the sealflshery, have never 
been written and published, for they 
would have made exceedingly Inter 
estlng reading. Even at this late 
period the experiences of my old 
friend, Capt W. Bartlett, both at the 
front and In the Gulf, and of Capt. A. 
Kean at the front (for these are the 
two oldest masters now going), would 
be well worth reading.

WAR SERVICE CHEVRONS MER­
CANTILE MARINE.

Authority is hereby given for Chev­
rons to be worn by members of the 
Mercantile Marine and others who 
have served gt sea or have been cap­
tured or interned during the War, In 
accordance with the following Regu­
lations;—

1. One Chevron may be worn In re­
spect of sea-going service, or cap­
tivity or Internment in an enemy 
country, during the period from 
the 4th of August, 1914, to 31st 
December, 1914.

2. One Chevron may be worn In re­
spect of each or any of the three 
calendar years 1915, 1916 and 
1917, provided that at least three 
months of the year have been 
spent afloat in sea-going service, 
or in captivity in an enemy coun­
try or both.

8. One Chevron may be worn In re­
spect of the remainder of the war, 
when twelve months have been 
spent since 1st January, 1918, In 
sea-going service (with or with­
out a period of captivity In an 
enemy country), provided that 
the period of twelve months has 
commenced before 11th Novem­
ber, 1918, when the armistice was 
signed.

4. The Chevrons for 1914 are:—
(1) For Captains and Officers, 

silver.
(2) For men, red worsted.
The Chevrons for the other years, 
1915-1918: . .
(1) For Captains and Officers,

gold.
(3) For men, blue worsted.

B. The Chevron shall be similar to 
those worn in the Royal Navy and 
shall be worn on the forearm of 
tho right sleeve or uniform, e«a- 
rlg or shore-rig. The silver and 
red worsted chevrons respectively 
shall be worn below the others.

6. No permission to wear the Chev­
rons other than this general au­
thorization will be required. Chev­
rons will not be provided by the 
Government, but they should be 
purchased by those authorised to 
wear them.

7. No unauthorised person may 
wear a Chevron.

NOTE.—Chevrons earned for Ser­
vice In the Mercantile Marine In ac­
cordance with this authorization may 
be worn on Naval and Military uni­
form; when worn on Military uni­
form the Chevrons should be of the 
Army pattern.

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NEW USE FOR
MOLASSES.

Newfoundlanders are not un­
familiar with that product of 
the West Indies known as mo­
lasses. Reference to trade re­
ports will show that for years 
and years and still more years, 
large quantities of this sweet 
have been imported from Bar­
bados and Demerara for use 
both ashore and afloat, in the 
homes and on the ships of this 
dominion, and it is a well known 
fact that no household or ships’ 
storeroom was complete without 
ah ample supply of this com­
modity. And it is so to-day. 
Tfidtigh the price has gone up 
by leaps and bounds, being now 
four times that which it was in 
the years preceding the war, the 
demand for molasses is as 
strong as ever and only the 
supply shortage due to small or 
bad crops keeps down the im­
ports. Molasses holds a firm 
place in Newfoundland markets 
and trade circles, and it will be 
long ere the taste for ‘long su­
gar” passes

* *
away.

* *

West Indian molasses pro­
ducts, such as were not ex­
ported, used to be turned into 
rum, a great trade in which was 
done with the whole world, the 
United States in particular be­
ing the purchaser of large 
'vantities. Rum, which prob­
ably is the shortened form of 
rumbullion, an old English dia­
lect word meaning a great tu- 
itoult, was formerly applied in 
Barbadoes to an intoxicating 
liquor, and is prepared by fer­
menting molasses, macerated 
sugar cane or other saccharine 
cane products and distilling, the 
West Indies being the chief pro­
ducer of this spirit. Now, how­
ever, that the United States, 
Canada and Newfoundland have 
gone dry, the exports from the 
islands will be considerably cur­
tailed, the range of buyers be­
ing shortened by the enforce­
ment of Prohibition in the

countries named, which can no 
longer be legitimate purchasers 
and importers of alcoholic bev­
erages, though doubtless some 
underground shipments will still 
find their way into prohibition 
lands, and down the throats of 
thirsty souls who are Willing to 
take chances for the sake of a 
drink. But it stands to reason 
that the whole of the distilla­
tions of all the sugar cane and 
molasses making islands, when 
turned into rum will not meet 
with ready and legal sale, there­
fore the molasses heretofore 
turned into spirits will- have to 
be' utilized in some other way.

• * * * » *
Now comes the suggestion 

that it will be used to drive au­
tomobiles and for the general 
development of traction power, 
but whether it will supersede 
gasoline is debatable, though it 
may be used as a substitute, 
after it has been turned into 
alcohol, a transformation that 
will greatly enhance its value. 
A contributor to Sugar (New 
York), Dr. Walter Baunard, 
says, that investigations re­
cently carried out under the 
auspices of the British Govern­
ment, indicate that the use of 
alcohol as a motor fuel has great 
possibilities, and the committee 
in charge suggests that not only 
the byproducts of sugar be used 
in this way, but that many other 
products yielding sugar, starch, 
or cellulose may be similarly 
utilised. One part of the Com­
mittee’s" report reads : “We are 
of opinion that steps should be 
taken to insure increased pro­
duction of power-alcohol by the 
extended use of the vegetable 
matters from which it may be 
obtained. Important materials 
of this nature are: (1) sugar 
containing products such as 
molasses, mahua flowers, sugar 
beet and mangolds ; (2) starch 
or inulin containing products 
such as maize and other cereals, 
potatoes and artichokes, and 
(3) cellulose—containing pro­
ducts such as peat, sulphite, 
wood-pulp, lyes and wood.” 
Taking t*e possibilities of the 
production of alcohol from all 
the vegetable matters named in 
this report, it is not a far cry 
from gasoline to molasses pro­
pelled vehicles and craft, and 
thus will the demon alcohol be­
come the benefactor of man in­
stead of his destroyer.

Remains of Late
Bishop Laid to Rest.

parishes who could attend were pre­
sent the remains of the late Rt Rev.

A 
special train, despatched from Bay of 
Islands, arrived with many mourners 
Just In time for the obsequies.

Canine Hero of "Ethie ” 
Disaster to be Decorated
CITIZENS OF PHILADELPHIA WILL SEND VALU­

ABLE COLLAR TO NEWFOUNDLAND DOG 
AT MARTIN’S POINT, WEST COAST.

REUBEN DECKERS BIG NEWFOUNDLAND 
SAVED LIVES OF WRECKED SHIFS COM­
PANY.

When the Reid coastal steamey 
Ethie was wrecked on the West Coast, 
a couple of months ago, ÿ Newfound­
land dog owned by Reuben Decker, 
of Martin’s Point near Bonne Bay, 
was the means of saving her hun­
dred odd passengers and crew. Boil­
ing seas raged at the time and no 
boat could live in them. The fate of 
the Ethie’s passengers seemed seal­
ed when this great Newfoundland 
dog, with almost human Intelligence, 
jumped into the water and, holding 
the end of a ligfit line, to which had 
been attached a heavy one, in his 
mouth, fought his way out to the 
doomed ship and rescue was effected. 
By means of the rope the children 
were first swung in on a sort of 
sliding cradle and later all the pas­
sengers and crew got ashore in the 
same way. Mr. A. L. Barrett, editor 
of the Western Star, and Associated 
Press correspondent there, wired the

story to headquarters of the A.P., 
and the event received much public­
ity. Fullerton L. Waldo, of the edi­
torial staff of the Philadelphia Pub­
lic Ledger, having been in Curling 
this past summer, and knowing the 
locality well, wrote a splendid story, 
based on the dog’s heroic deed. This 
story, which was run in the Ledger 
and the March number of St Nicho­
las’ magazine, aroused much com­
ment in Philadelphia, with the result 
that a number of citizens donated a 
sum of money with * which to pur­
chase the animal a valuable collar, 
silver mounted and engraved. The 
gift has not been received by Mr. j 
Decker, the dog’s owner, who does 
not even know of it yet, and when he j 
reads this it will be his first intima- I 
lion. Mr. Waldo is forwarding the 
Telegram a copy of St. Nicholas’ 
magazine, and this paper will re­
print his story for the benefit of its 
readers.

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Paying the Penalty.

Here ia what the "Maritime Mer­
chant” (Halifax, N.S., March 4, 1920), 
has to say anent the attempt of thè 
Government to force a price of cod­
fish on foreign buyers in Europe, 
backed up by the abortive Fish Ex­
port Regulations:

"The situation in Newfoundland is 
not so good as it is with us at the 
present time. Exporters there are 
now paying the penalty of the Gov­
ernment’s effort at price control. 
Last year they undertook to say on 
what terms Newfoundland codfish 
could be sold in foreign markets. 
They thought that they had only to 
say the word, and the foreign buyer 
would flop at once. But, a)as! the 
f.b. didn’t flop. Worse still he stop­
ped buying entirely, with the result 
that before long there was a conges­
tion of supplies at St. John’s, and a 
gap in the fence of consumption 
which could never be replaced. Too 
late the Government came to its sen­
ses; the deed was “did.” We (‘Mari­
time Merchant’) asked -a local ex­
porter how long he thought it would 
take the St. John’s merchants to 
clean up their present holdings. He 
said probably the middle of August, 
which means that they are going to 
have a draggy summer in the Ancient 
Colony, so far as dried fish are con­
cerned. The Newfoundland Govern­
ment will probably think twice be­
fore it again undertakes to interfere 
in the game of merchandising a 
perishable food-stuff, for there is 
little doubt that nearly all the fish fn 
the colony would by this time have 
passed Into consumption bnt for the 
sales embargo created by Govern­
ment Interference."

Doings of Trinity.

The Irish in
Newfoundland.

We have been given <the privilege 
of publishing the lecture delivered by 
Mr. ,H. F. Shortis, before the Histori­
cal Society last night, entitled “The 
Irish in Newfoundland,” and begin­
ning to-morrow the first part will he 
given our readers, the final install­
ment appearing on Tuesday, the Eve 
of St. Patrick. At various times in 
the Telegram, and from the public 
platform, Mr. Shortis has ’Witten and 
delivered articles and lectures on the 
Norsemen, Jerseymen, Spaniards, 
Frenchmen and Scotchmen in New­
foundland and their influence upon in­
dustries,''•trade and general progress 
of the country. Ip the present article 
Mr. Shortis Me more at home than in 
any of the others, being oy descent, 
on both sides of the house, an Irish 
man, and spent his early days among 
Irishmen, thereby gaining that first 
hand knowledge of the race which 
makes him such an authority on Irish 
affairs. Justice cannnot be done such 
an important subject in a single ar­
ticle, and Mr. Shortis intends to fol 
low up his present contribution to lo­
cal literature with another containing 
fuller details of the Irish in New- 
foundland.

“That a System Of Education along 
the lines of Commercial Training 
would be more adaptable to the needs 
of our young people than the System 
of Higher Education, now In vogue,” 
was the resolution debated at the 
M.C.L.I. last night The set speakers 
for the evening were Messrs. I. C. ! 
Morris, T. Young, S. S. King, for the 
affirmative, while Messrs. G. Beres- ' 
ford, S. J. Tucker and 
spoke for the negative, 
tive contended that while the present 
system had much to commend it yet 
it was lamentably lacking in prepar­
ing one to engage in the general 
trade and commerce of this country, 
Products of the present system of 
Higher Education were often found 
to be unable to sign a receipt pro­
perly, and were entire strangers to 
the ru-^eionts of commercialism, 
knowing nothing of drafts or notes, 
or any of the methods by which the 
business of this country is conduct­
ed. Owing to the unavoidable ab­
sence of Mr. Beresford, through ill­
ness, which was a matter of sincere 
regret to the Institute, a substitute 
had to be provided to read the speech 
prepared by the leader of the nega­
tive. It is impossible in this report 
to do anything approaching justice 
to the very excellent arguments that 
Mr. BeresforcT had prepared and 
which formed the subject of very 
complimentary references by both 
support of the affirmative and nega­
tive. The negative showed that the 
world stood in need of men with a 
whole education, and not men merely 
acquainted with one phase of life, 
such as commerce, which qualifies 
one to serve himself more than to 
render service to humanity. The ne­
gative also showed that inasmuch as 
the present system of Higher Educa­
tion included In Its curriculum such 
subjects as mathematics, geography, 
English, etc., it provides one with a 
knowledge of the fundamentals of 
commerce from which practical busi­
ness methods are developed, and that 
a thorough knowledge of commercial 
etiquette and diplomacy can only be 
acquired by engaging in actual com­
mercial pursuits. On the vote being 
taken, the affirmative arguments were 
upheld. The debate was lively and 
extremely Interesting. The Institute 
Tyas very glad to be able to welcome 
Mr. I. C. Morris after his extended 
vacation to the United States and 
Canada.

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few momenta. I.D.B. is terribly risky; 
and fifteen years on Cape Towtf break­
water, which was constructed by con­
vict labour, was the portion of the 
unlucky one who fell a victim to his 
own carelessness or the vigilance of 
the police.

According to the Act, it is illegal to 
possess a diamond if you are not a 
licensed dealer, and the police have 
well-nigh unlimited power in arrest­
ing and searching people whom they 
have reason to suspect. They may 
even seize packets passing through 
the post, should they believe they con­
tain stones illicitly obtained. In two 
years £30,000 worth of “goniphers"— 
as stolen diamonds are called—were 
seized, and the salaries of special I. 
D.B. detectives amounted to £25,000. 
A registration fee of % per cent, dur­
ing the same period brought in £30,- 
000.

When the precautions taken at the 
mines are very stringent All workers 
have to strip, and put on a special 
dress when they arrive at the mines; 
and when the time for leaving-off 
comes, they are again searched, their 
hair, nostrils, ears, and the inside of 
their mouth being closely scrutinised. 
They are also made to jump over bars, 
so that the motion may shake free any 
diamonds they may have managed to 
conceal.

To fight all these precautions the 
unlicensed buyer is not without his 
machinery. Mounted on swift horses, 
his "troopers”—as the runners are 
called—convey the stolen stones at a 
gallop over the frontier to the I.D.B. 
depots. If hard pressed by the police, 
in spite of the excellence of their 
horses, they drop the "goniphers,” 
cased in lead, into the lhng grass, re- . 
turning for them later. Dogs are fed 
with meat containing diamonds, after-( 
wards being killed and cut open, j 
Stones have been concealed in the tails j 
of oxen, and beneath the wings of j 
fowls. A native employed by an un- i 
licensed buyer used to hide stolen i 
stones in the bowl of his pipe, then ! 
fill it up with tobacco and begin to 
smoke. A diamond is not as big as a 
grand piano, and ways of hiding it are 
innumerable.

Woman of 11» English Fen County 

Boycotted as a Witch.
We constantly hear It said that "this 

Is the twentieth century; superstition 
and all that sort of thing died ont long 
ago.” Yet there Is hardly a person In 
the çountry without his pet belief-

cat brings good luck, tor example. 
Hence, too, the universal practice of 
wearing mascots "for luck."

These, however, are not very sort- 
one beliefs, being merely personal 
fads. Superstition of a deeper rooted 
and more unpleasant type Is still com­
mon In the more backward rural 
areas, however. Only a few weeks 
ago an old dame In the Fen county 
was boycotted by the whole country­
side because she had the reputation 
of being a witch and of throwing 
spella over people’s children, stock 
and crops. No one would go near her 
or let her have food or clothing, and 
she nearly starved to death.

to belief in witchcraft, rod yet a farm­
er—by no means an Ignorant man— 
stood up the other day In Norfolk 
court and Informed the bench that 
someone had bewitched his cows. He 
cured the evil spell by thrusting a 
red-hot poker Into his churn, when 
the evil spirit vanished In a bright 
flame.

Years ago an old crone who was 
cross grained with the neighbors 
stood a good chance of being tried 
(and burnt) for witchcraft, and cases 
are even known where animals were 
solemnly brought Into court and tried 
on a similar charge.

A tough old cock at Basle, in Switz­
erland, was accused of laying eggs— 
a most serious offence, as such eggs 
were used only for making witches’ 
ointment. The unhappy bird wàh 
haled before the justice, and one of 
the eggs produced as proof of guilt 
In the face of such evidence the roost­
er’* ca<8 was hopeless. He was con­
victed and he and his miraculous eggs 
solemnly burnt at the stake In the 
town square.

A sow and six young pigs were ac­
cused of witchcraft toward* » child, 
and were brought protesting loudly, 
before the "beak." Amid great sen­
sation, the sow was found guilty and 
publicly executed, but the porkers 
were acquitted on the ground of ex­
treme youth. As late as 1740, a cow 
was accused of possessing a “devil,” 
and, after a long hearing, was found 
guilty and condemned to death. "Rats 
and mice and such small deer" have 
been summoned on numerous occas­
ions, but almost invariably failed to 
put In an appearance at court.

In the fifteenth century, the peas­
ants of a village In the south of 
France took legal proceedings against 
a plague of locusts which trespassed 
on their fields and devoured their 
crops. As the case was still being 
fought nearly half a century later, 
the modern gardener can sympathize 
with the unlucky plaintiffs, but would 
probably prefer the more up-to-date

SOCIETY TRADE UNION.
With the opening of the season, a de­

termined effort is to be made by a 
small group of well-known hostesses 
to exclude from their houses the mul­
titudinous crowd of. war-bred pro­
fiteers who have taken big houses In 
fashionable London society.

“CHINESE" MORRISON.
Dr. Morrison, the greatest living au­

thority on the problems of the F<tr 
East, is, I regret to hear, very ill in 
London. No Englishman, with the 
exception of Sir Robert Hart, has ever 
been so trusted by the Chinese. He 
made his name there as correspondent 
of the London •Times." On the for­
mation' of the Republic he accepted 
the post of foreign adviser to the Gov­
ernment, and during all the troublous 
periods through which Chins has 
passed In recent years he has always 
retained the complete confidence of 
the Chinese. Probably only one other 
non-Asiatic has ever occupied a posi­
tion analogous to his, and that Is 
Henry Dennison, the wonderful man, 
who for more than a quarter of a cen­
tury, did so much to shape the policy 
of the Japanese Foreign Office. Dr. 
Morrison is an Australian and was 11- 
tended for" the medical profession, but 
the call of adventure was too strong, 
and after years of exploration, during 
which only his great physical strength 
saved his life, he settled down in 
China.

A WELDED SHIP.
British naval architecture will reach 

another milestone in its wonderful 
progress when Cammell, Laird and 
Company, of Birkenhead, launch tho 
electrically welded ship which they 
are completing. During the war an 
electrically welded barge, suitable for 
cross-Channel work, was completed 
at Richboreugh. The Mersey ship, is 
however, a self-propelling, sea-gofog 
vessel, her engines being of the Cam- 
taell, Lalrd-Fullagai» Diesel type.

BRITAIN TO BUI IN EUROPE.
The wind is blowing up in very di­

verse quarters in favor of British 
traders avoiding as far as possible 
making purchases to the United States 
ta long as the exchange value of the 
pound Is being deliberately forced 
down against os, and buying as much 
as possible in Europe, where the ex­
change Is in our favour and our goods 
are In great demand. Strikingly 
enough, they also are In demand in

America, and If there be anything like 
tact and approachahility displayed 
between Capital and Labour In tho 
further wage-discussions with which 
we are immediately threatened, both 
employers and employed will reap a 
rich harvest in tho coming summer 
from their combined prudence and 
common sense. The suggested pro­
cess, after all, la only an adaptation 
to modern circumstances of the old 
rough-and-ready definition of suc­
cessful trading as buying in the cheap­
est market and selling In the dearest; 
and this is a system which, If steadily 
pursued, may materially change the 
commercial and financial outlook.

OFF TO THE SUNNY SOUTH.
It was hardly to be expected that 

the number of holiday-makers to the 
Rlviora would be up to the level ot 
pre-war days. People have not yet 
resumed their former habits, and In 
the changed conditions resulting from 
the war fewer have sought to go so 
far afield. At the same time, there is 
a remarkable likeness to the old days 
to tho scenes which can now be wit­
nessed at the railway stations here. 
Many well-known and distinguished 
people are already enjoying the cen- 
son In the sunny south; but the exo­
dus ot those seeking to escape the 
rigours of the British spring months 
has only Just begun. The trains are 
crowded almost on the pre-war scale 
and reserved places on boat trains 
are being taken two or three days in 
advance. According to reports from 
the railway stations and booking 
agencies there are actually few book­
ings to the Riviera towns, the ex 
planatioir being that owing to ex­
change difficulties tickets in the first 
instance are being taken to Paris, and 
re-bookings made from there to Nice, 
Cannes, Monte Carlo, etc., or to tho 
Pyrenees resorts.

MANY INTENTIONS.
Application for patents of new in­

ventions arc being registered at the 
Patent Office at the rate of a thousand 
a week. Devices for preventing tho 
theft of motor cars and electric burg­
lar alarms are naturally common items 
on the list, and an entonnons number 
of new appliances and methods for tho 
use of concrete to tho construction of 
houses are registered every week. A 
new devico for the construction of 
hollow concrete walls and another for 
the manufacture of reinforced con­
crete pipes are among many others on 
a long list registered last week. Ob­
viously builders forsee that in the 
futurs they will have to depend more 
on concrete in he construction of 
cheap buildings.

DANCING A LA MODE.
Everyone to the West End Is still 

dancing—children, young girls, and 
matrons. "Only one dance to-night," 
grumbled a pretty debutante. "Isn't 
it awful? I’ve been going to five in one 
evening." At the smart clubs the 
Jazz is certainly dead as Christmas, 
and inquiries fail to show much en­
thusiasm regarding "The Scissors,” 
which one weiMcnown teacher de­
scribed as “groteously ugly."

UNMUZZLED, BUT DEMURE.
London dogs have now been un­

muzzled for three days, but their de­
mure is still marked by the tight-lip­
ped sedslennss which acceptance of 
the muzzle bi ought after they f«w 
tired of protests and futile scratch- 
tog. A long course of muzzling seems 
to have the same lowering effect on 
the spirits of dogs as an industrial 
school has on bad boys.

DEMAND FOR SCENT.
The perfumers’ expectation that tho 

demand for perfume oils would de­
crease has proved. Lemongrass, a 
pungent scent from South India, 
which is the basis of so many per­
fumes, including rose, synthetic vio­
let, and the majority of the exotic and 
strangely-named ecente of fashion, has 
never been so heavily In demand as 
now, In spite of the fact that It is only 
procurable at lOd. (20c.) an ounce, ns 
against 2d. (4c.) before the war. This 
is the oil which gives sharpness and 
character to a perfume, and modula­
tes the sickly sweetness of the fuller 
flavored ecente. It plays a part vet y 
similar to that i-f ralt In cooking, 
bringing out the subtler fragrances of 
the other Ingredients. Experts were 
of the opinion that high prices and 
the national need for economy would 
restrict the import of perfume oils, 
but the scent and soap Industries at 
present ask for more than the avail­
able supply.

crete huts In place of his picturesque 
snow "Igloos” as suggested by an 
official ot the United States Bureau 
of Fisheries, would be the death of 
the denizen of the Icy north, ln the 
opinion of Vilhjalmur Stefansson, the 
Arctic explorer. Not only is the Es­
kimo devoted to his age-long habita­
tion as the South Sea Islanders are 
to their traditional garb of flower 
garlands and fresh smiles, but he Is 
far healthier, warmer and more com­
fortable In hie domed mansion ot 
snow blocks that he could be to any 
modern house of concrete.

The statement that the natives ot 
the Prybiloff Islands were about to 
discard their snow huts for modern 
concrete huts, finding the gales of 
the Behring Sea too strong for the 
intended change of Eskimo habits Was 
based, Mr. Stefansson characterized 
as too silly for discussion. The ex­
plorer said that the Prybiloff Island­
ers had never lived In snow but In 
wooden huts and that further north, 
where the natives do live in enow 
houses, it would be next to impossible 
to convert thèm to any other dwelling.

"Their Igloo serves as a home for 
two or three weeks. Then they build 
a new one. Because It Is new it is clean 
and sanitary. It Is as warm and com­
fortable as your library. A candle 
gives as much Illumination as three 
electric lights, because of the intense 
whiteness of the snow. The snow 
house will stand under any conditions. 
In all, the Igloo Is as comfortable a 
home as a man could wish.

“The concrete hut, like the wooden 
hut, must be uncomfortable and un­
sanitary. Wherever the natives have 
changed from the snow to the wooden 
home there has followed penumonla 
and typhoid and a tremendous In­
crease in the death rate.

“The Eskimos are a migratory race. 
Contact with civilization has affected 
them and they are dying off. They 
must soon be extinct and the con­
crete hut hastens that extinction. The 
Eskimos are like the gypsies. Try to 
keep a gypsy in a house of concrete 
and see what happens.

“Still, the Eskimos might be con­
verted to the concrete hut,” went on 
Mr. Stefansson, smiling. "It It be­
comes the fashion. Should concrete 
homes become fashionable, all Eski­
mos would soon be living In them. Hu­
man nature Is the same the world 
over. Let some one Introduce the 
wearing of fur-, as a fashion, In the 
Zulu Islands, sU the natives there 
would wear furs. Women wear furs 
In California and Florida, where the 
climate Is Just as hot as on the Zulu 
Islands. So you see, you never can 
tell."

The Chinese Flag.
Old Nation Possesses a Very Young 

Standard.
The history of the national flag of 

the Republic of China (Chunghua 
Mingkuo) dates back, says the Chris­
tian Science Monitor, to 1912, when 
the five-colored, or rainbow flag, was 
adopted by the Republican Govern­
ment as its national standard.

During the existence of the Man- 
chu dynasty the yellow dragon was 
the national ensign of the Tatsing 
empirer While this yellow ground 
represents the imperial color, the 
dragon symbolizes the personality of 
the emperor. Such imperialistic signs 
was, of course, not adaptable to re­
publican ideas and institutions.

On October 10, 1911, the revolu­
tionary war at Wuchang raised as its 
military standard a flag of blue 
ground and white centre, signifying 
a white sun in the bine sky. A flag 
with five horizontal stripes of five 
different colors was, however, used 
by the provisional government, which 
was set up at Nanking on January 1, 
1912. But when the north and the 
south were united on February 12 at 
the abdication of the Manchu dynasty, 
the yellow dragon finally passed out 
of existence, and the rainbow, or five- 
colored flag, became the national en­
sign of the newly established repub­
lic, representing the unity of the five 
great races which live within its ter­
ritory. The five colors are red, yel­
low, bine, white and black, repre­
senting respectively the Chinese 
(Hanren), the Manchus, the Mon­
gols, the Mohammedans, end the Ti­
betans. The five stripes of five differ­
ent colors are also Interpreted to 
mean the five fundamentals of Con­
fucius, namely, benevolence, right­
eousness, courtesy, wisdom end faith.
