THE CENTRE RIDING.

Waiting for the Returns.

The Excitement in Fergus.

Fergus, the headquarters of both can­
didates in the Centre, was comparatively 
quiet during the polling, but after five 
o’clock^ when parties from the other 
polling places throughout the Riding be­
gan to come in, the streets became alive 
with people, who gathered about the 
corners or around the Hotels, discussing 
the probabilities of the election. Dr. Or­
ton and his friends where quite jubilant 
in the early part of the day, but as time 
wore on their hopes began to fail them, 
and as each succeeding return came in 
they felt more convinced that the day 
was lost. Still their friends, who had 
not the same means of gaining accurate 
and early information, continued in high 
spirits, and it was not till after seven 
o’clock that even the most sanguine had 
given up hope. Silence reigned in and 
around their headquarters, and only an 
occasional hurrah was heard for Orton 
by some jolly elector, who had got too 
much whiskey to be convinced that his 
man was beaten.

Mr. Ross’s friends, confident from the 
first, began to feel doubly sure as the 
returns poured in one after another. Al­
though Mr. Ross continued to have a 
minority from all places heard from till 
after 9 o’clock, yet they knew that Glen- 
allan, and one or two polling places in 
Peel, yet to be heard from, would turn 
the scale, and give him a good majority. 
They waited, therefore, quietly and pa­
tiently for the result. Towards 9 o’clock 
an immense crowd had gathered in front 
of Couse’s Hotel, who now and again 
gave a rousing cheer for Ross, just to 
while the time away, and to send terror 
and dismay into the ranks of the Orton- 
ites, who were wandering about the streets 
in a most disconsolate manner; or hang­
ing listlessly about the hotels waiting to 
hear the final announcement of his de­
feat.

Thus the time sped on till about haM- 
past nine o’clock, when the messenger 
from Glenallan dashed up to Couse’s 
door, and gave in the returns from that 
place, and one or two other divisions in 
Peel. These were quickly added to the 
figures already reckoned, and it was found 
that Mr. Ross’s majority was 39, or as 
near that as could be ascertained. This 
was at once announced to the crowd, who 
sent up cheer after cheer for Ross, and 
made the very' welkin ring with their 
congratulations. It was with difficulty 
that silence could be restored. When

A By-Law to provide for the Erection 
of a Registry Office for the North 
Riding of the County of Welling­
ton, the Repair of the Registry 
Office in Guelph, and to assist in- 
making certain Roads and Bridges 
in the said County, and for issuing 
Debentures to the amount o/§20,000 
for these purposes.

WHEREAS it is necessary to provide 
for the erection of a Registry Office for 
the Nor’h Riding of the County of Wel­
lington, which Riding has been set apart 
for Registration purposes, and it is also 
necessary to provide for the repair and 
improvement of the County Registry 
Office in the Town of Guelph.

And whereas for these purposes the 
sum of five thousand dollars is required.

And whereas it is expedient to grant 
aid by way of a grant of money, payable 
as hereinafter mentioned, to the several 
Tow-nships and Villages end the Town 
oi Guelph hereinafter mentioned towards 
opening aud making the new Roads end 
Bridges hereinafter mentioned in the sev­
eral Townships and Villages and the 
Town of Guelph in the said County 
hereinafter mentioned, and to grant the 
sums hereinafter mentioned to assist in 
making and maintaining the Township 
and County lines hereinafter mentioned ; 
the Council of the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington deeming the 
County at large sufficiently interested in 
the said works to justify such assistance, 
but not sufficiently interested to justify 
the Council in as ccce assuming the 
same as County Works, namely :

Mount Foreat Road, end the sum of four 
thousand, two hundred dollars is requi­
red to rebuild the said bridges.

And whereas for the purposes afore­
said it is necessary to create a debt of 
twenty thousand dollars to be raised in 
the manner hereinafter mentioned.

And whereas it will require the sum of 
three thousand and nineteen dollars to 
be raised annually by special rate for 
the payment of the said sum of twenty 
tboueand dollars and Interest.

And whereas the amount of the whole 
rateable property of the said County of 
Wellington, irrespective of any future 
lncresee of the same, and irrespective of 
any interest In or income from the said 
offices, and the said County Roads and 
Bridges, and also irrespective of any in­
terest to arise from any temporary in­
vestments of the sinking fund herelnaf

ter mentioned, or any part thereof, was
according to the last revised and equali­
zed assessment rolls of the enld County 
of Wellington, $13.396,298.

And whereas lor paying the Interest 
and creating an annual sinking fund foi 
the payment of the principal oi the said 
sum of twenty thousand dollars it will 
require an equal annual special rate of 
oce-foortb of a mill in the dollar to be le­
vied in addition to all other rates.

And whereas the amount of the exist­
ing debt of the Corporation of the Coun­
ty of Wellington is for principal the sum 
of §99,649.00, and for interest the sum 
of §30,€80.82.

And whereas there is no interest in ar-
renr.

And whereas the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington hath not in the 
municipal year contracted any debts of 
loans over and above the sum required 
for its ordinary expenditure which, inclu­
ding the said sum of twenty thousand 
dollars, exceed twenty thousand dollars.

And whereas a copy of this by-law 
bath been duly published according to 
law, Therefore the Corporation of the 
County of Wellington, in pursuance of 
the powers in it in that behalf vested, 
and by the Council thereof enacts as fol­
lows : That the Warden of the said 
County for the time being, bé, and he is 
hereby authorized, empowered, and re­
quired for the purposes aforesaid, to issue 
in due form of law the sum of twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures ot the 
said Corporation of the said county in 
sous of not less then one hundred dol­
lars each, payable in twelve yeys at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
is- appointed to take effect, at the office 
of the Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every such debenture snail bear in­
terest at the rate of six percent.per 
annum from the date of its issue, payable 
half yearly at the said office, and shall be 
signed by the Warden, and countersign­
ed by the Treasurer for the time being 
of the said County, and shall have at­
tached thereto coupons for the payment 
of said interest, which debentures the 
Warden is hereby authorized to negoti­
ate end dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, for the 
purpose cf forming a sinking fund for 
the payment of said debentures and in­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be rated, levied, and collect­
ed in each year upon all rateable proper­
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND HE IT ENACTED that, the pro­
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and in the 
amounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by them strictly to 
the purposes aforesaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Reeve to the Connell of the said County, 
at the next December Session of this 
Council.

No person lending money upon or pur­
chasing said Debentures shall be bound 
to see to the application of the proceeds 
thereof.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, this By 
law shall take effect upon, /run and af-* 
ter the first day of October, la the year 
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-two.
