In these days of keen competition a trav­
eller sometimes finds his sales not equal to 
his anticipation, a spirit of despondency is 
apt to take possession of flim, and if he is 
susceptible to the influence of alcohol, has 
taken some with his customers during the 
day, he is likely to indulge further at night 
when he mqets his fellow travellers, alter 
his customers have gone home.

We ask retail merchants to give the- mat­
ters their Careful consideration, remember­
ing that many of these young men have 
come from homes where parents, sisters and 
brothers are anxious about their welfare, or 
perhaps a young wife who has confided her 
all fo him has high hopes of hie success on 
the road, trusting he may soon secure pro­
motion or establish a business for himself, 
anfl continue for her a comfortable and 
happy home. Kindly abstain from being a 
party to any course which, if indulged in, 
will wreck all these high hopes, and leave 
the victim a nuisance to society.

It is individual effort that counts, and 
every man should reepgnize that he has a 
responsibility on this question.

The speech with whioh*the Lieut.-Gover­
nor opened the Legislature yesterday will, 
we are sure, be read with pleasure by Brit­
ish Columbians generally. It shows that 
the affairs of the province are in a flourish­
ing condition, and it also shows that the 
Government is determined to do what it can 
to aid in its advancement.

There are very few in the province who 
will not concur heartily in what is said in 
the speech about the late Premier of the 
Dominion. Canadians of all parties 
agree that Sir John Macdonald was a faith­
ful servant of the people of Canada, and 
that he devoted his talents and his energies 
in strengthening the union of the provinces 
which-he did so much to bring about.

We are told in the speech that the rev­
enue for the year has exceeded expectations.

- ing industry by the discoveries in Kootenay, 
and the revival of mining interests in Car­
iboo* These, it will be said, are improve­
ments for which the Government deserves 
no credit.

named Langlais for some books and station­
ery. Before he had done any work or deliv­
ered a dollar’s worth of goods, he was paid 
$85,000 by letters of credit, which he dis­
counted. A few days afterwards he drew, 
by cheque, $56,000. Of this sum he handed 
over to Mr. Ernest Pacaud $25,000, which 
Pacaud did not keep for his own use, but 
deposited in the Banque Jacques Cartier to 
the credit of the Hon. Mr. Mercier, then 
Premier of Quebec, 
not in Montreal at the time; he was election­
eering in Richelieu. Mr, J. A. Mercier, 
brother of the Premier, who did business 
for him when he was absent, came to find 
out, in some mysterious way, that this neat 
little sum had been deposited to the Pre­
mier’s credit, and he forthwith drew it out 
and gave it to Mr. C. A. Geoffriou, who was 
treasurer for tbe Liberal Party in Montreal 
District dtiring the general election 
paigU. Mr. Geoffrion did not know where 
the money came from. It now turns out 
that this transaction with Mr. Langlais was 
wholly unauthorized. It was not discussed 
in the Executive Council, for no record of it 
appears on its books. Of course, no order 
in Council, authorizing the contract, was 
issued, the arrangement was altogether a 
private one between Mr. Langlais and Mr. 
Mercier. Now that the murder is out, Mr. 
Mercier pleads ignorance of the way in 
which the $25,000 came into his possession. 
Three affidavits are published, one made 
by Hon. Honore Mercier, one by his 
brother, Mr. J. A. Mercier, and one by 
Mr. Geoffrion. Mr. J. A. Mercier declares 
that during the Federal elections he was 
told by some one whose name he has forgot­
ten, that there was deposited in the Banque 
Jacques Cartier to his brother’s credit 
$25,000, that having blank cheques signed 
he filled two of them for $12,500 each, and 
that he remitted the money to Mr. Geof­
frion. He went to Quebec and told his 
brother what he had done, who appeared 
very much astonished. The Horn Honore 
Mercier declares that he was at Sorel and 
at RouthiervUte at the time, that he had no 
knowledge of the deposit of $25,000, or of 
the payment of the same to the Jacques 
Cartier bank. Mr. Geoffrion, for his part, 
declares that on the 23rd of February 
last he received $25,000 from Mr. Joseph A. 
Mercier, and that he did not know where 
the money came from.

There is not a word about-Langlais in 
these affidavits. According to their' own 
story, neither of the Mercier brothers.has 
the least idea where the $25,000 came from. 
It may have fallen from the sky for aught 

, they appear to know ■ to the contrary. Mr. 
Joseph Mercier's memory is so very bad 
that he cannot recollect who it was that 
told him that the $25,000 was waiting for 
him in the bank. He had been so used to 
handling large sums of money that he could 
not burden his min’d with, a trifle like that.

But this $25,000 was not all the plunder. 
The amount raised on the letters of credit 
was $58,400, the convenient Pacaud got 
$24,000 more, and the balance, which was 
a tidy little sum when the bank’s discount 
was paid, went to Mr. Langlais. -,
'It is no wonder that Mr. Laurier is 

dreadfully embarrassed to find himself in 
such company. We are not stall surprised 
to hear that he is indisposed and unable to 
stump Ontario in favor of the Liberal can­
didates.

THE ELECTIONS.

The results of Thursday’s election 
tests must have convinced the Liberals that 
the. bye-elections will not yield them " any 
increase of strength.

They believed that the course they 
pursuing, would so weaken the Govern­
ment in the country, that it would lose 
many seats.

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iiiiiThe Liberals made a dead set on Kingston. 
They placed in the field a good candidate, 
one who had beaten Sir John Macdonald 
himself, and they used every effort, and all 
the arts of which they are masters, to enfbre 
the return of their 
Kingston the test constituency. If they 
could beat the Government, there they be­
lieved that victory in other constituencies 
would be comparatively easy. The/abused 
and ridiculed the Government candidate, 
forgetting that if he is what 
they describe him to be, having such a poor 
candidate would accentuate the Conserva­
tive victory if he should happen to win. 
He has won. The Conservative candidate 
whom the Liberal spouters and scribblers 
declared was beneath contempt, has beaten 
the very best man that the Grit Party couid 
bring out. Yet, in the face of this, 4o 
them, disgraceful defeat, they are so foolish 
as to brag about the diminished majority, 
while they continue, their vilification of Mr. 
Metcalfe, tiro : member-elect. They . have 
not discernment enough to see that if the 
circumstances of the Kingston contest are as 
they represent them, the victory gained by 
the Government is one of principle. Ad­
mitting that the difference between the two 
candidates is as grff$ as they declare it to 
be, it is easy to ses that, if the Kingston 
electors voted accoiding to their personal 
feelings, they wratfi have voted for Mr. 
Gunn, who is travail hands allowed to be an 
estimable man of mure than average ability, 
rather than for Mr., Metcalfe, who, accord­
ing to them, is not qualified in any respect 
for the position to which he aspired. The 
victory, therefore, in Kingston is, the Grits 
themselves being the judges, a signal one.

We did expect that the electors of Lin­
coln would have done what those of King­
ston did, voted on principle and not from 
personal motives. Mr. Gibson is no doubt a 
very popular man, and from all that We can 
learn he deserves his popularity. But he is 
on the wrong side. Lincoln is, in principle, 
Conservative. It returned Mr. Rykert, 
who was considered a Tory of the Tories. 
Even after his conduct had been declared 
corrupt and scandalous by the House of 
Commons the people of Lincoln elected him 
to represent them in Parliament. Why 
they should have turned round and elected 
a man the direct opposite in po'itics of their 
old favorite passes our comprehension. The

Playfair to Sir Henry James, that was pub­
lished in the London Times in the beginning 
of the present month. Some of Sir Lynn’s 
constituents had directed his attention to 
correspondence that had appeared in the 
Leeds,’ Mercury upon judgments that had 
been delivered in regard to oriyaea com­
mitted under the iofluenol of drink.

Sir Lyon Play­
fair, instead of giving an opinion èff-hand, as 
many a country justice would, thought the 
matter carefully over and came to tbe con­
clusion that he “ was not qualified to form 
a just opinion upon it.”

This diffidence was, no doubt, sincere. 
The subject is, besides being interesting 
and important, exceedingly difficult. Wish­
ing to get an opinion on which his constit­
uents could rely, Sir Lyon wrote to his 
friend, Sir Henry James, one of the most 
eminent lawyers in Great Britain, to find 
out “whether there is any principle which 
is accepted by judges to regulate their de­
cisions in cases when drunkenness seems to 
be incentive of crime.”

Sir Henry James admitted that the ques­
tion Is full of difficulty and interest, and 
admitted that he “was unable to-quote any 
general or definite rules affording a solution 
of it.” He, however, gave his own opinion 
at considerable length, an opinion, we may 
add, which is not likely to be at all satisfac­
tory _to persons who think they know all 
about the yiatter, and have come to definite 
and, indeed, positive conclusions with re 
gard to it.

Amendments to tbe Land Law are also 
promised in the Speech. The direction of 
the amendments proposed is also indicated. 
-It is to preserve agricultural lands for 
actual settlers. This is progress in the 
right direction. Hitherto, the 1 actual 
settler has notibeen sufficiently considered. 
Speculators have found meads to evade the 
provisions made in the law for his protec­
tion. The consequence has been that much 
good farming land is now in the hands of 
speculators, and those who want it for the 
purpose of cultivating it are forced to ]Ry 
"for it high prices. It is the policy of the 
present Government to reserve the farming 
land for the men who intend to reclaim 

rit and make a living out of it. Something 
was done in this direction last year, but tbe 

amendments made^it appears, do not go far 
enough. It is to be hoped that the measure 
whidh the Government will bring down this 
year will accomplish the intended purpose. 
This and other measures should convince 
the people that the Government is most 
desirous to extend to the actual workers, 
both in the mine and on the farm, all the 
facilities in its power. It is showing by its 
acts that it is bound to give the men who 
by their labor are engaged in developing 
the resources of the province, “a good 
«how.” It is proving itself to be, in spite 
-of all that its enemies are saying against it, 
a working-man’s Government.

The surveys and explorations which the 
Government has caused to be made during 
the past year will, we hope, have the effect 
ef opening for settlement large tracts of 
agricultural and pastoral land in good situ­
ations. It is evident that jt is its deter­
mination that the lands so opened up shall 
.not be grubbed by speculators before the 
immigrant in search of a farm on which to 
settle has an opportunity of finding out that 
it exists.

It is to be hoped that the proposals for 
the settlement of crofters on lands bordering 
the sea will be such as can be favorably re­
ceived by the Legislature. The develop­
ment of the deep sea fisheries of the province 
ii greatly to be desired. The sea that 
■washes its shores abounds in food fish of 
various kinds and will one day be a source 
of wealth to its inhabitants. But these 
treasures of the deep have, so far, been hardly 
drawn upon at all. If the hardy Highland 
fishermen settle here and are encouraged td 
pursue their avocation, they will be a most 
valuable accession to the population.

The bill of fare Which the Governor has 
-set before the Legislature is both varied 
-and wholesome and the Assembly, we are 
pretty snre, will deal with it in a way that 
will satisfy both the Government and the 
people.

He, in fact, draws a striking com- 
parison with respect to the administration 
of justice and the enforcement of law be­
tween the two countries.

Mr. Roberts, uses the word America in a 
very restricted sense, for, with him, it 
moans California, the State in which he 
lived some years, and with which he was 
best acquainted. To those who take ex­
ception to his making California a sample 
State, he says :

“ I wiU also ask the reader to cross the 
border into British Columbia, a much 
wilder and more sparsely populated coun­
try than any of the American States on'the 
Pacific Coast. I will then challenge him to 
point out any one of the Western States of 
the Union where life and property are as 
secure as they are there, where crimes 
of robbery and violence are as infrequent, 
where tiro law is administered as firmly, 
where punishment as surely follows convic­
tion, and where, in consequence, lynch law 
is unknown. The Canadian Pacific and 
Northern Pacific Railways were built at the 
same time, both transcontinental lines, the 
one in British the other in American terri­
tory. Why was it that on the former, 
murder and shooting scrapes, as they are 
called, when men fire at each other with 
pistols, were unknown, while on the latter 
they were of daily occurrence ? I am told, 
perhaps, because men carry revolvers in 
America and not in British Columbia ; but, 
I ask them, why men carry revolvers in 
America and not in British Columbia, when 
it i* equally against the law in both coun­
tries to do so’!” .

The picture, which Mr. Roberts draws of 
the way in which justice is administered 
and the law disregard in California, is not 
a pleasant one, but, from the facts he ad­
duces, it cannot be said with truth that it 
is not true to life. The corruption of the 
courts in California disgusts him utterly. 
H« saw in that State justice—or rather in­
justice—bought without hardly a pretence of 
concealment. He says : “ In England it was 
said at one time, and may be true to some 
extent now, that there was one law for the 
rich and another .for the poor. In America 
this has been greatly simplified, there is 
only one law, a law for the rich and 
for the poor.” This is bad enough, but it 
is not worse than some Americans them­
selves ssy of the administration of justice 
in their own country.

Instances are given in the article in which 
men guilty of grave crimes have been able 
to get off scot free. The reviewer tells of 
lynchings that were carried out in open 
day and without disguise, and of atrocities 
committed with impunity on defenceless 
persons. The article is not written in a 
dispassionate tone and the reader may be 
apt to suspect that the writer is prejudiced 
against the United States, hut those who 
during the late attempt to bring the bood­
lers to justice in San Francisco read Ihe 
newspapers published in that city will see 
that he says nothing worse of the courts of 
law than has been said, over and over again, 
by United States citizens who believed that 
tbe public interest required an exposure of 
their rottenness.

ing to know why it was that Mr. 
Breckenridge, the day after the message was

The famous Dr. Koch's son-in-law be­
lieves that he has discovered the Influenza 
bacillus. In these days it is the fashion to 
say that every particular disease has its 
own peculiar bacillus. Tbe number and 
variety of bacilli are, therefore, very great. 
The microsoopists have ways of distinguish­
ing them, which are necessarily unkno wn to 
the unprofessional multitude, and, indeed, 
to a great part of the professional world, for 
they are, as far as the great body of the 
people is concerned, absolutely invisible; so 
that, in this matter of the bacilli, as in 
many others, the great body of mankind 
must’walk j?y faith and not by Right.

There are some sceptics who believe that 
the bacilli are mere creations of the imagi­
nation, or that, granting their existence, it 
is most difficult to tell whether there is any 
necessary connection between them and 
disease. There are some, too, who say that 
it is impossible for any one, even the Most 
learned and closest observers, to pronounce 
whether these infinitesimally small plants 
are the cause or the effect of maladies.

But admitting that bacilli do exist and 
that each kind of bacillus . is the cause of 
sotfro particular disease, we are, it appears, 
ss far as ever from discovering a cure for 
that disease. When the tiacilius is caught 
and classified and christened, tbe doctors as 
yet dp not know what to do with it. DA 
Koch thought that he had discovered a way 
to fix the flint of the consumption bacil­
lus, and a great deal of noise was made and 
a great many hopes were raised by the dis> 
oovery. But Dr. Koch’s wonderful lymph 
has been pronounced a failure by the great 
majority of physicians. Some of them have 
gone so far as to gay that it is positively in­
jurious to those who are inoculated with it.

realThe second session of the fifth parliament 
of British Colombia was duly inaugurated 
at 3:30 o’clock, yesterday afternoon, by His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor in the pre­
sence of a distinguished assembly of repre­
sentative British Columbians, who filled not 
only the floor of the House, but both aide 
and end galleries. Outside, a cheerless, 
misty rain descended gently, darkening the 
white helmets of the guard of honor from 
“C” Battery, and turning to mud the new­
ly-laid gravel on the drive.

The military, in full winter uniform, 
took their position on the lawn between the 
treasury building and the legislative hall, 
53 rank and file, not including the fine band 
6f 21 musicians, who made the opening of 
the House the occasion of their first appear­
ance. His Honor arrived shortly after 3 
o’clock, accompanied by bis private 
tary, Mr. Herbert Stanton, and attended 
by the following staff : Lieut.-CoL Holmes,
D. A.G.; Capt. Benson, R.C.A.; Capt. Pal­
mer, R C.A.; Capt. Wood, R.N.; Capt. 
Jones, District Staff; Lieut. Martin, R.N., 
and Lieut. Kinganorth,R.N. After a brief call 
at the treasury building, the Lieutenant 
Governor passed the saluting soldiers, and 
the squad of provincial and city police on 
guard, at the main entrance to the House, 
and proceeded to thé throne, the band 
pltfying one bar of the Nantional anthem.

•The progress to the dais was through the 
crowd of visitors, which was never larger in 
the history of the province. The Senate, 
the Commons, the Bench, the Bar, the 
Clergy, and, last but not least, the fair 
sex—each was well represented; nor was 
the Mock Parliament lacking members 
present.

In addition to this two Indian schools were 
brought into operation and' a Chinese Mia- 

opened. Six. thousand dollars- 
had been added to the' Clergy En­
dowment Fund during, the same year, 
for which they had to” thank many 
kind friends, who had come forward so lib­
erally with their donatioas. Regular ser­
vices had also been established at the jail 
and the hospital The difficulties they had 
bad to encounter on the coal fields were 
great, but they were being overcome by 
loyal and determined men and they/had 
over 160 children attending their Sunday 
schools there.

BUSINESS COMMENCED.

His Honor having retired, Mr. Speaker 
took the chair and the House was opened in 
the usual form, with prayers by the.Lord 
Bishop of Columbia.

The preliminary routine motions were 
then presented and disposed of, and the 
Attorney-General introduced the first 
measure of the session—a bill to amend the 
Companies’ Act of, 1899. "The bill is a very 
short one, being framed simply-for the pur­
pose of correcting a clerical error of section 
49 of the act to be amended. It passed its 
first reading and was set for the second on 
Monday, to which day the House stands ad­
journed.

The usual list of “notices’’ were filed 
promptly on the adjournment of the House.

The authorized capital stock of the so­
ciety is $400,000, the subscribed stock $375,- 
200, and paid up $60,189. The balance to 
credit of management account, after deduct- 

1 labilities will warrant a 
05 per share for those in 

good standing. This last dividend will not 
appear on statements furnished each mem­
ber as it does not go to credit till after the 
general meeting.

The receipts for 1891 are : Subscrip 
$24,762.60; management dues, $973.50; 
soription fines, $294.50; repayment fines, 
$161.60; entrance fees, $110.00; transfer fees, 
$104 00; withdrawal per cent., $645.95; with­
drawal fees, $128.00; forfeitures, $56.00; re­
turned dividends, $335.00; repayments on 
loans, $7,176.00; bank interest, $91.38; re­
payment books, $5.00; repayment manage­
ment, $17-00; subscription books, $1.00.

The balance to credit of the management 
account still continues to be large, amount­
ing to $2,246 88, largely due to with­
drawals, returned dividends and 
ment fines. There were 11 loans made 
during the year; two completed 
year, and $1,568 paid back to the society 
and reissued on other security, making the 
total loaned $25,744. The society has dur­
ing its career of three years and four 
months loaned to the mendiera the big sum 
of $71,300, wtfich is a very creditable show­
ing. • The re payments under this heading 
show an increase of $192 per month com­
pared with last year.

Ik/h «In the office of the Surveyor-General, at,’ 
the Government Buildings, there are sorçne 
splendid old maps and charts of the north- 
« est coast of this continent, drafted in the 
careful, and elegant manner, peculiar to all 
such publications issued towards the end of 
the last century. A glance at any of them 
suffices to tell that even the smallest letter­
ing is finished with the most scrupulous care, 
and ^he larger words are, without exception, 
most artistic pen and ink productions. And 
the same exactitude that predominates the 
work, as produced on paper, is seen in the 
wonderfully accurate manner 
all the surveys and soundings were made. 
Though many appliances now used inéndh 
work were never h^ard of at the time these 
maps wete produced, the shore lipes, run­
ning of mountain ranges, altitude of coast 
peaks, and indentations of even the smallest 
deviations in the most insignificant channels, 
are all depicted faithfully, the latest maps 
tallying with them in almost every parti- 
otiar.

George Vancouver, from whom the island 
on Which we live takes its name, must have 
been a man gifted with exceptional talents, 
even io those exceptional days, when to be 
a commander in the British navy meant 
the possession of many and rare accomplish, 
mente. Two of the charts are principally 
the work of his pen, made 
taken in the years 1792, 17/ 
when he was commanding 
Coast expedition, consisting of King George’s 
sloop of war “Discovery,” and the armed 
tender ‘(Chatham.'”

An inspection of these maps sets one 
thinking about thé marvellous changes that 
have taken place in the country from Cali­
fornia np, since Vancouver sailed along the 
coast on his hisardous journey. The old 
names, as they appear on his drawings, are 
all changed now. What is to-day the State 
of California he christened “New Albion.” 
The country taken-up by Oregon and Wash­
ington he called “New Georgia,” after his 
King, and where Westminster district 
is, was put down by him ae “New Han­
over,” another compliment to his royal 
master. On his way north, he encountered 
the rugged shoreline and high promontories 
of\ the coast, facing Queen Chirlotte 
Islands, and called it “New Cornwall” in 
consequence. Many travellers since hie 
time have noticed a most marvellous re­
semblance between that coast and the cliffs 
and rocks of Cornwall Farther north still, 
he came to an altogether different kind of 
scenery, and named the long stretch of 
what is how Alaska “New Norfolk.”

The track taken by his vessel is marked 
on these maps, so that one is able to see at 
a glance where the voyager landed and at 
what points he touched. The only spot op 
Vancouver Island that he visited on this 
journey was Nootka Sound. ' When on hie 
way into Puget Sound, to which locality be 
sailed through what is termed on the chart, 
“Supposed Straits of Juan de Fuca,” he 
passed very close to where our city now 
stands, and which appears on the map, 
“Point de St. Gonzalo.” He sailed down 
Puget Sound, almost as lit as it was safe
for his vessel to 'go, and then, turning 
round, made up between the island and the 
mainland through to Queen Charlotte’s 
Island.x A*'he passed up the Sound, un­
broken forest and rough silent tracts of 
country met'his eyes, where now are splen­
did cities and thousands of miles of culti­
vated land.

Vancouver was the first officer of any 
navy to traverse Bering Sea, and th£ numer­
ous track lines, showing where his vessel 
went in that locality, pre ample evidence 
that he spared neither/time nor trouble in 
thoroughly examining both the shores 
at the extremities of the sea and islands 
within it. And probably hie men* ignorant 
of any legislation that could tie their hands, 
and holding fast by the rule that old 
was no man’s land, often amused themselves 
by killing and stripping the seals in that 
locality, that history, Bays were as plentiful 
as they are now.

The old. battle continually waging be­
tween Seattle and Tacoma as to the correct 
name for the magnificent peak that towers 
into the sky midway between the rival 
cities, can now be decided. On both of 
Vancouver’s maps the mountain appears as 
“ Mt. Rennierand, if this is really cor­
rect, (and there seems little reason to doubt 
its accuracy) both cities will have to lay 
down arms and cry quits, for both r are 
wrong in the stand they have taken.

Another map, or rather tracing of a map 
in the possession of the Surveyor-General, 
is a. plan of the region about Boundary 
creek and Rook creek, showing the 49th 
parallel, the American boundary line, and 
the British boundary line. It also has the 
location of the British and "American store­
houses and temporary dwellings, and the 
lines of the Rock creek and other trails. 
In view of the present d lain salon as to the 
correctness of the boundary line, the trac­
ing, which was drawn in 1861 by Mr. J.- 
Lambfert, is a most interesting relic. How­
ever, as a proof regarding the correctness of 
one theory or the other, it is of no value.

Since I came here my attention has been 

directed to the development of the Abt 
Rack Railway for steep inclines, both with 
regard to efficiency and economy. 1 need 
not here enter into a technical explanation 
of the many important improvements in the 
application of that system further than to say 
that it is being extensively and successfully 
used to overcome phyeico-economical diffi- 
oulties, and that the result of numerous 
applications in Europe and some in South 
America, New Zealand and elsewhere, has 
proved it to be capable of doing all that 
which its inventors and those who have fol­
lowed his initiative have claimed for it. Suf­
fice it to say, under this head, that its 
capacity for inclination within the limits of 
actual practice and project under construc­
tion, is from nothing to an angle of elevation 
of 45 degrees, and therefore for any rise that 
the physical conditions of 
might require, as for instance 500 feet per 
mile, it is the system par excellence for the 
interior development of your province.

I will now explain by illustration, why the 
system is Wjell adapted to British Colombia. 
Take the case of the Cariboo Railway 
originated and reported on by me some years 
ago. I then condemned the route to Cari­
boo by way of the NortJvy Thompson River, 
as an all rail nrote^—But I have now rea­
son to see that Cariboo does not require an 
all rail route, if the people of Britiah Cob 
nmbia can be satisfied with the Abt system, 
as used elsewhere. The necessities of the 
case can be covered by running a steamer 
from ' the Canadian Pacific Railway, at 
Kamloops, to the head of navigation on the 
Clearwater river, and thence, climbing the 
intervening ridge, to Qnesnelles lakes, by 
the Abt system, using a steamboat for the 
lake traffic, and joining the north end of the 
said lake with Birkerville by another 
stretch of the Abt Rack Railway system. 
So far as I can now remember, without all 
the material at hand, the total distance of 
railway necessary to supply the service sug­
gested, would be, including both sections, a 
total distance of 80 miles, and its approxi­
mate total cost, steamboats included, may 
be put down at $2,500,000 — in round 
figures.

Now, the lowest estimate that I oonld 
make of the Cariboo Railway, by 
the Bonaparte route, was seven an 
millions of dollars-^a 
stated in the press 
as too large. I 
sion to say here, 
who have criticised the amount, would 
know more about it if they knew what 
they were talking about and had taken a 
walk of 600 miles back and forth as I did. 
It might be asked why I i did not report in 
favor of the Abt Rack railway system be­
fore, to which I would reply that it is not 
used in North America, where they have no 
monopoly of the collective wisdom of the 
scientific world, granted that they are the 
foremost railway builders of their own style. 
That it is not need there simply proves that 
in this respect. North America is behind 
Europe and South America both.

Until I began to study the building of the 
Transandine railway by an English com­
pany, I was profoundly ignorant of all 
the, details of the Abt system. Lately, 
however, ! have got ioformation from .vari- 

quarters by which I see plainly that for 
den rises and difficult ground this is the 

system of the future, granted even that 
electricity will take the place of steam upon 
the same track Its economical capacity on 
heavy inclines is so far superior to that of the 
ordinary railway as to put the latter out of 
distance in mountain country altogether. 
Locomotives are now heinfe- made that run 
ihdifferently well on the Abt or 
upon the ordinary railroad track. 
If the Bonaparte river was navigable, and 
could be used in connection with a railway,, 
its advantages would preponderateover those 
of the North Thompson on all grounds; as 
it i? not navigable, and yet it is possible to 
get into Cariboo for about one-third of the 
money by another combined route, wjiy hot 
take it? I am aware that there is much 
local and sectional feeling about routes in 
British Columbia, but I cannot see any 
justification for that.

Because the development of the best 
mining ground in the country will draw 
produce from all sources, therefore, there 
can be no principle of common sense for the 
few to try to sacrifice the in tercets of the 
many, for, irrespective of locality, this is 
what the said1 feeling amounts to.

Frame House, on Johnson Street, Gutted by
Fire.

Damage to the extent of from $1,200 to 
$1,600 was done by a fire which broke ont, 
last night, shortly after 6 o’clock, at .No. 
197 Johnson street. The building was a 
frame one-story residence, with kitchen at­
tachment, and has been occupied for the 
past seven years by C. R. Thompson, 
working ship’s carpenter.

A govern­
ment dry dock is also under construction, 
and that increases the need of de­
fending the approaches. The commerce 
of Puget Sound is exceedingly im­
portant, the records of the austom-house at 
Port Townsend showing lost year of Ameri­
can vessels alone 1,306 clearances for for­
eign ports, beside the movement of about 
176 foreign vessels and also of more than 
200 American vessels in coastwise trade. 
The value of the exports alone shown at 
Port Townsend was $5,727,166. The pro­
ducts and industries of the- state include 
wheat, hops, iron, timber, valuable fisheries 
and coal. To an enemy the coal supply of 
Puget Sound would be particularly 
important, and not less 
would it be to our own vessels in case 
of war. StjU another fact of importance is 
the proximity of Puget Sound waters to 
Esqnimalt, on Vancouver Island, a most im­
portant British naval station. The growing 
value of Alaska gives additional strategic 
consequence to Puget Sound. It may be

Mr. Mortimer's Limelight Exhibition on Gov­
ernment Street JSltiie Disastrously,

Last night, MK James Mortimer gave an­
other of his popular limelight exhibitions, 
at 115 Government street, the store formerly 
occupied by Capt. Warren, 
wood, office. The show had been extensively 
advertised for some days, and between forty 
and fifty,people tilled the small room, at 8 
o’clock. Soon after that time the lecturer 
began his entertainment, and gave hie audi- 
epee several pretty views of scenes in Eng­
land, Scotland and Ireland. At about nine 
o’clock he started the Irish views, and all 
went well for a few minutes. Suddenly, 
without any warning, whatever, a tremen­
dous explosion shook the building. The gas 
hag, used for generating the light for tbe 
lantern, burst viqjently, with a concussion 
heard for several hundred yards np the 
street. The whole glass front of the store 
was blown out,1 and the room qnioklv filled 
with a suffocating blue smoke. The audi­
ence, in their frantic haste to
get outside, somehow managed to 
close the ‘ door tight, and the
confusion was heightened by the smashing 
of furniture and tbe cries of the women. 
By this time several hundred people had 
reflected about tbe building, and the fore­
most of them seeing the predicament those 
inside were in, smashed open the door and 
liberated them. Then men, women, child­
ren and chairs, were huddled out into the 
street with a rush, and several policemen 
who were quickly on the scene, cleared the 
house of everybody but the proprietor. It 
was soon ascertained that, notwithstanding 
the severity of the explosion, nobody was 
hart.

The accident was caused by one of the 
audience shaking the lantern stand, 
and by the subsequent leaking of 
two of the tubes connecting with the 
bag, thus bringing the hydrogen, oxygen 
and ether all together, and exploding then, 
by force of contact. Chemically the ad­
mixture of these gases is one of the risks 
experimenters have to ran when performing 
many of their tests. The damage done is 
estimated at three hundred dollars, for, 
in addition to the wrecking of the glass, 
door and other parts of the room, the 
lantern, a fine new instrument, was des­
troyed.

prevails in the Kazan Province, on the 
banks of the Volga, the following letter 
was recently written by M. Mikinevitoh, 
a staff correspondent of the St. Peters­
burg JVotojM, who, in company with a 
physician, made a tour of that district.

It is now 400 years since a solitary horse­
man might have keen seen riding between 
his own home and the reigning works of 
King Ferdinand, wrapped in thought. Four 
hundred years have sped away, and a mighty 
nation, proud and arrogant, has arisen to do 
honor to that heroism and the courageous 
blunder which added a new world to civil­
ization.

Reading carefully the biographyof Colum­
bus we find that no one in his age or gener­
ation could have been better fitted for the 
mighty job of opening up and booming a 
western world than Christopher Columbus, 
for he is said to have been one of. the bright­
est young liars of his time. Columbus took 
prevarication in its infancy, it is said, and 
put it on its feet and made an industry of 
it. “He had a talent of deceit,” says his 
biographer, “and sometimes boasted of it, 
or at least counted it a merit.”

And this is the gentleman whose name 
we give to the world’s great exposition 400 
years after he found us while looking for 
some one else ! I hate to seem pessimistic 
or speak lightly of a great man. I believe 
that I should spbak of Columbus 
with respect, as I would have wished

“The boat has much to do with the 
speed a man attains, and opinions differ 
as to the best lines.

The biographer of Columbus also pro­
duces good evidence to show that Chris was 
not by a long, long distances the pioneer in 
the theory of the earth’s sphericity.. It was 
an idea taught by the Pythagoreans in the 
sixth century before. Christ, which was, as 
the ready mathematician will see at once, 
about 2,000 years before Christopher Col­
umbus got his lunch put up for his great 
journey west. Two hundred years before 
Christ, Crates is said to have constructed a 
globe map over ten feet in diameter and 
offered it as a premium with his paper, so 
that even in the time of our Saviour the 
sphericity of the earth was not a new thing. 
Religions matters, of course, engrossed the 
attention at that time so much that geo­
graphy was yet in its infancy, but it was 
common talk in Jerusalem, especially on 
the west side, that the earth was round like 
a ball and composed of land and water.

Toscanelli had much to do. with firing up 
Columbus to make the voyage of discovery. 
We hear very little of Toscanelli, and yet he 
taught Columbus that the earth was round 
like a ball and flattened at the poles. Tos­
canelli had figured out by means of loga­
rithms and a piece of chalk that the circum­
ference of the earth was 18,000 miles. This 
slight error of 7,000.miles, considering what 
disadvantages he had to deal with, and also 
that one astronomer as late as the sixteenth 
century made an error of 3,000,000 miles in 
figuring out the distance of the earth from 
the sun, not even discovering the mistake 
till years afterward, when he accidently 
paced off the distance out of curiosity—I 
say an error of 7,000 miles, at a time when 
there were so few barns upon which to make 
geometrical calculations, is not surprising.

Let us now pass on rapidly to speak of 
lung Ferdinand and Queen Isabella, viewed 
in the light of more careful research by the 
biographer of Colum bus. Is it not too bad 
to learu, after years of faith and trust in 
Isabella, that she was really one of our 
coarsest and jay est of queens ?

The hull is of 
British live-oak, and the timbers are as 
sound as the day on which the steamer was 
passed ont of the builder’s hands, upwards 
of 30 years ago. As a proof of this, the 
following incident will show : When the 
Beaver was under charter to the Imperial 
hydrographers in these waters, she one day 
struck on a rock. The shock was so violent^

oceanSOME BZMINBSCENCES.
It is interesting at this time to recall 

some of thfe early history of the Beaver. In 
the Colonist of Sept. 2, 1874, there was 
published the following account of the ship, 
and time has not robbed it of any of its ro­
mance. The Colonist at that time said ; 
“ More than thirty-nine years have passed 
and a generation have come and gone since 
the Hudson Bay Company’s steamer Beaver, 
whose sale was chronicle* yesterday, floated 
with the tide down the river Thames, 
through the British channel, 
into the open, trackless sea, rounded Cape 
Horn, clove the placid waters of the Pacific 
ocean, and anchored at length, after a pas­
sage that lasted 163 days, at Astoria, on 
Columbia river, then the chief “ town” 
on the Pacific coast. Built and equip­
ped at a period when the problem of 
steam marine navigation was yet to 
be solved, is it any wonder that the little 
steamer which was destined to traverse two 
oeeana=-m of them scarcely known outside 
of books of travel—was ah f'hject of deep 
and engrossing interest from the day that 
her keel was first laid until the morning 
when she passed out of sight amidst the en­
couraging oheers of thousands gathered on 
either shores, and the answering salvoes of 
her own guns, on a long voyage to an un­
known ses T

Matters in the famine-stricken districts of 
Russia are growing worse. In many in­
stances the -peasantry turned against the 
doctors, on account of the letter’s failure to 
effect cares.

WITNESSED THE LAUNCHING.
Titled men and women ewatchéd the 

progress of construction. King William 
and 160,000 of his loyal subjects witnessed 
the launch. A Duchess broke the tradi­
tional bottle of champagne over the bow 
and bestowed the name she has ever sipoe 
proudly worn. The engines and boilers, 
built by Bolton Sc.Watt (Watt was a son of 
tile great Watt) were placed in their proper 
positions on board, bat it was not consider­
ed safe to work them on the passage, so she 
was rigged as a brig and came out under 
saiL A bark accompanied her as convoy to 
assist in case of accident; but the Beaver 
set all canvas, ran out of sight of her ‘lpro­
tector,” and reached the Columbia 22 days 
ahead. Capt. Hume was the name of the 
first commander of the Beaver; he brought 
her ont, and we can well imagine the feeling 
of pride with which he bestrode the deck of 
his brave little ship, which carried six 
guns—nine-pounders. The Bearer, soon 
after reaching Astoria, got up steam, and 
after having “astonished the natives,” with 
her performances, Sailed up to Nisqnally, then 
the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s chief station on the 
Pacific. Here Capt. McNeil (now commander 
of the Enterprise) took command of the 
Beaver, and Oapt. Home retiring to one of 
the Company’s forts on Columbia river, 
perished in 1837 in Death’s Rapids by the 
upsetting of a boat. From that period un­
til the steamer passed into the hands of 
the Imperial hydrographers, 
the Beaver was that of most 
pany’s trading vessels. She ran north and 
south, east and west, collecting furs and 
carrying goods to and from the stations for 
many years. Amongst the best known of 
her officers during that period were Capt. 
Dodds, Capt. Brotchie, Capts. Scarborough, 
gangster, and others, all of whom passed 
awsy long since, but have left their names 
behipd them. We believe we are correct in 
saying that not a single person who came 
out in the Beaver in 1835 is now alive; and 
nearly all the Company’s officers, with a 
few exceptions, who received her on her ar­
rival at Columbia river, are gone

Charles H. Spurgeon, at 11:05 last night 

Rev. Charles Hadden Spurgeon w«a born 
June 19, 1834, in Kelvedon, Essex. He 
received an ordinary education under strong 
religions influençai,.and bec une very early 
in life, nsher in a school at Nottingham, 
in which capacity he developed astonishing 
powers in public speaking, being especially 
effective in religious exhortations. He be­
came village jrteaoher at Teversham, and 
soon after became pastor of the Baptist 
Church, at Waterbeach. When only 17 
years old, he delivered a series of discourses 
which attracted immense crowds, and 
spread hie fame throughout England and 
over America, as the boy preacher. Having 
been offered (he chapel in New Park street, 
Southwark, he preached for the first time 
in London in 1853 with snch success, that 
the edifice had to be enlarged to accommo­
date the rapidly growing congregation. At 
Exeter Hall, which was occupied during 
these alterations, hundreds were turned 
away, every Sunday, being unable to get 
within the doors.

It is a 
question of the prolongation of the tenure 
of office of the present Govern­
ment, as Inc as Unionists’ sup­
port can effect it,—a prolongation in­
to next year.” /This rumor accords, at 
least, with the well-known conviction, not 
only of the Conservative rank and tile, but 
with some of the moat prominent members 
of the cabinet, that it will never do to end 
this Parliament with an Irish Local Gov­
ernment bill.

The Parliamentary interest in Germany 

is at present centered in the Prussian diet, 
where a school bill of wide scope is being 
discussed. -The bill drafted by Herr 
Vongosaler, when in office, has been with­
drawn, and his successor, Count Sedlitz, 
prepared a measure which ia the one now 
before the Diet. This measure aims 
at giving more power to the local authori­
ties and local representative bodies, so as 
to descentraliz» State education, and the 
pay of teachers is placed on a footing more 
satisfactory than bae hitherto- been prac­
ticable. But the bill also accepts the prin­
ciple at present prevailing of denominational 
education, in the sense that every school is 
a denominational-school, and it makes re­
ligious instruction obligatory for each child 
in the school. This is regarded by a strong 
group of National Liberals as most objec­
tionable, on the ground that it will, in 
practice, benefit the Roman Catholic com­
munities, to the disadvantage of the Re­
formed and Lutheran churches. A minor 
Kulturkampf will be fought out over the 
Bill, the pasting of which, if it should be 
effected, will be the third great work of the 
present Diet, which has already passed an 
income tax law and a local government law 
of the widest scope. r

When we try to discover why the Adver­
tiser advises the independent members to 
east aside their independence and become 
the subservient followers of an oppo­
sition leader, we find ourselves in 
à fog of meaningless verbiage, through 
which nothing can be seen. What are these 
reforms to which our contemporary alludes 
so very mysteriously ? It is not the habit of 
reformers to deal in dark hints and obscure 
insinuations. They take the people into 
their confidence at a very early stage of their 
agitations. They are as open as the dry, 
and tell the public what they want ' and 
hew they hope to accomplish their ends.

As long as our contemporary is 
either ashamed or afraid to tell the world 
what it means by reform, people generally 
will put their own interpretation on its 
worda Most of them will, no doubt, 
to the common sense conclusion that the 
reform which the reformer either cannot or 
will not define is no reform at all

If the Advertiser expects the Independ­
ent members of the Legislative Assembly to 
tiiaoge their course in order to support 
undefined and perhaps indefinable scheme of 
“ reform ” it will, we are quite sure, be 
sadly disappointed.*' “ Reform ” is not a 
word to conjure with in these days.

AU must see that the fountain of justice 
and everything connected with, its admin­
istration must be kept pure. Foulness in 
any part of it leads to evils that in eivffized 
society are idtolerable. The magistrate 
who administers justice shoald not only 
have clean hands, but be sliouldf be aa far 
as possible removed from all temptation to 
swerve from the path of strict rectitude. 
As the love of money is said to be thé root 
of all evil, there certainly should be no 
conflict between “pecuniary interest and 
official duty.” In conformity with this 
principle we infer that Mr, Justice Crease 
is of opinion that the Police Magistrate of 
a city should not be allowed to have any 
professional connection with criminal cases. 
This would, of course, make it necessary 
for the city to compensate the Police 
Magistrate for the lose of such practice, by 
paying him a much higher salary than is 
now given to that official. But as the. 
principle is a good one, the corporation 
should not object to incurring a little extra 
expense in carrying it out.

But it must not be thought that the 
learned Commissioner found that Mr. 
Belyea neglected his official duty to 
advance his pecuniary interest. He does 
not as much as hint that this 
has been the case. He " is of opinion 
that tile police magistrate committed “ an 
error of judgment in more respects than 
one," and that he cannot acquit him of 
“ great indelicacy.” We should like to 
know what magistrate there is, from the 
highest to the lowest, who does not at 
times commit what many people look upon 
as “errors of judgment/’ and who isnot 
at times condemned for having acted 
“ with great indelicacy ?” People’s 
judgments differ very greatly as to 
what is sound in judgment and in­
delicate in conduct. What one man 
pronounces as a wise decision, his neigh­
bor may declare to, be utter foolishness ; 
and a course which A. maÿ describe as 
altogether proper arid in good form, B. may 
denounce as wholly improper and indelicate. 
If these conclusions were the only result of 
the enquiry, many people, no doubt, would 
consider that it was labor wasted, but, as 
we have shown, it.has been productive of 
another arid far more important result.

The Opposition, yesterday, seemed deter­
mined to kill the motion to appoint a com­
mittee to enquire into the Victoria High 
School difficulty.

REDIS TRllfUTION.

We are a little surprise! to hear some of 
the Mainland members demanding an im­
mediate redistribution of seats in the 
Legislative Assembly, on the basis of popu­
lation.

•f such an opposition are always ready to 
take up any-ery, which they imagine will be 
for the momentpopular. 
is being made by members who have 
hitherto not been factions, and who have 
not reaorted to obstructionist tactics. Surely 
these gentlemen have not sufficiently con­
sidered the nature of the change which 
they are urging the Goverriment to begin 
in such hot haste. A measure of recon­
struction is one of great importance 
and great difficulty, and those 
upon whom the work of drawing it 
up devolves, mu-t have at their 
command all the information that can be 
procured. And even with that information 

•the most careful deliberation is absolutely 
necessary. *■

It is of the utmost importance that the 
work should not be done in a slovenly 
manner, that it should be a just and im­
partial redistribution, and not a mere gerry­
mander in which the interests of party are 
alone considered. This being the case, 
haste shcfald be deprecated by every friend 
of the country and every lover of fair play. 
The old saying that things which are done 
in a hurry are never done well, is a very 
true one, and it applies with peculiar force 
to the re-arrangement of the representation 
of the province. Those, therefore, who de­
sire to see it done well and impartially will 
not attempt to goad the Government into 
commencing it before it has had time to 
consider all the circumstances and condi­
tions which it involves.

Some of the members in their haste, and 
evidently without taking care to inform 
themselves as to the accuracy of what they 
say, reproich the Hon. John Robson with 
having broken the promises which he 
made his constituents previous to the 
last general election, because the Gov­
ernment has not promised in the Gov­
ernor’s speech to bring down a redistribu­
tion measure during the present session. 
Fortunately Mr. Robson has pat himself on 
record in this matter. In his election ad­
dress, which was circulated not only iri the 
district of New Westminster but aU over 
the province, he said:

“ It may reasonably be expected that I 
should refer to a subject that seems to bo 
agitating the public mind in this part of the 
province—the subject ef representation. 
The reasons and circumstances which led 
me to give reluctant assent to a temporary 
measure which I freely admit is unsatisfac­
tory and does not meet the reasonable ex­
pectations of this part of the province, must 
already be sufficiently familiar to you. I 
shall, therefore, content myself with stating 
that, should the remit qf cemusdaking next 
year show such a preponderance of popula- 
ticnon the Mainland, as I feel confident it 
wilt, myself and colleagues stand pledged to 

' obtain such further legislation as shall bring 
representation more into conformity with pop­
ulation."

This is the pledge, and we have no doubt 
whatever that Mr. Robson is prepared to 
carry it out to the letter. But those who 
read it at all carefully, must see that the 
gentlemen who are accusing hint for having 
already violated it, are, whether knowingly 
or unknowingly, most unjust, and, we may 
add, most unreasonable. No one knows 
now what the “preponderanceof population 
on the Mainland ” is. 
cannot, in justice or in reason, be asked to 
prepare a redistribution measure, until that 
is known.

It is not to be supposed that a man of the 
Hon. John Robson’s ability and intelligence 
has not made redistribution the subject of 
careful thought. He and his colleagues 
have, no doubt, given it each consideration 
as the information within their reach per­
mitted, and in doing that they have, in a 
sense, prepared themselves to give their at­
tention to the framing of a measure when 
the proper time arrives. This, considering the 
heavy responsibility that rests upon them is 
all that could be expected of them. If they 
had pursued the course which some of the 
members blamed them for not taking, they 
would, and moat deservedly, have laid 
themselves open to the charge of acting in a 
matter of very great importance and diffi­
culty with unwise and most imprudent 
haste.

BPURCEON.::

Another great man has passed away. Aa 
very little had been heard, lately, of the 
illness of the Rev’d Mr. Spurgeon, it was 
supposed that he was recovering from his 
illness, end that he would soon occupy his 
old place in the pulpit of the Tabernacle. 
But it was not to be. His labors were over. 
He had fough't the good fight, and he has 
been called to his rest.

Mr. Spurgeon was one of the giants of onr 
dey. He had the gift of eloquent speech. 
But that was not his only endowment. He 
had a large heart and a liberal mind. He 
loved his countrymen and was never wearied 
in working for them, and trying to do them 
good. When he commenced hie career it 
Was predicted by many non conformists, as 
well as churchmen, that he would soon " 
ont of fashion. They said that he was a kind 
of clerical mountebank, who as long as he 
made a sensation, cared very littie what 
means he took to produce the effect. But 
that judgment of the young preacher soon 
proved to be both shallow and unjust. The 
common people continued to hear him gladly 
•—and not only the common people: His 
éarnest and vigorous Anglo-Saxon eloq 
attracted and charmed men and women of 
culture and refinement, who went to hear 
him if, for nothing else, than for intellectual 
stimulation and enjoyment. But Spurgeon 
was very far from being mere sounding brass 
or tinkling cymbal. He preached the truths 
of Christianity as they had seldom- been 
preached before, even in Engl*gijL ; Thou­
sands upon thousands were edified 
end confirmed in the faith by the words 
that he uttered- The number who could 
rise up and call him blessed, now that he is 
gone, would be hard to count. Though a 
nonconformist of the nonconformists, 
though fearless and persistent in teaching 
the doctrines o|.lha denomination to which 
he belonged, this great Baptist preacher did 

to win respect for nonconformity 
than any man of his day and generation. 
Men of the Established Church recognized 
in him an earnest and gifted Christian who 
devoted his life end his talents to promoting 
the good, spiritual and temporal, of his 
fellowmen. The goodness and the greatness 
and the usefulness of Spurgeon were, long 
before he died, appreciated and recognized 
by men of all creeds, classes and conditions.

The reason he gives for not following 
up the abductor, wbeq, as he al'eges, he 
was sure of a conviction, was that he would 
not permit the girl to he cross-examined 
in Court He certainly cannot be said to be 
wanting in delicacy. He refused to prose­
cute the man whom he believed to be guilty 
of the ab!action of wt girl so yoang and so 
innocent that she would be irreparably in­
jured bj being examined in Çourt, where she 
would be under the protection of a vene­
rable judge, yet he caused a commission to 
be issued to enquire into the conduct of Mr. 
Belyea, who at the very worst committed 
an error of judgment and an indelicacy. It 
may be added that the Belyea enquiry 
caused the young girl, for whose feelings the 
Attorney-General had such consideration, to 
he greatly more talked about than if the 
had undergone half a dozen examinations in 
open court.
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FETER AN STATESMEN.

The vigor and vitality wtiich public 
i* Great Britain possess are really wonder­
ful A politician in the Old Country does 

-*ot often accomplish much while he is under 
fifty, but the amount of work that many of 
them do after that age is truly wonderful. 
We hear a great deal about Mr. Gladstone’s 

-energy and activity, phyaioal and intellec­
tual, long after he has passed the allotted 
span of three score andt ten. But the Leader 
ef the Liberal party is not by any 
the only “grand old man ” to be found in 
the British Islands. The January number 

■of the Nineteenth Century contains an 
■article on “ Protection—Free Trade—Fair 
‘Trade—Colonial Trade ” by a man who waa 
a member ofcthe British Parliament in 1843, 
and who took an active part in the agita­
tion which ended in the repeal of the Com 
Laws and the establishment of free trade in 
Great Britain. The article is vigorously 
written, and shows that its author takes a 
lively interest in the questions of the day. 
There is no sign in it of the feebleness or the 
•querulousness of extreme old age. On the 
-contrary, there are indications of intellec­
tual alertness and keenness in almost every 
sentence, and the nonogenarian states­
man treats with philosophical calm­
ness and equanimity
in discussing which younger men are apt to 
lose their temper. The verierable essayist 
is the Right Hon. Earl Grey.

London, Feb. 3.—Sir Merell Mackenzie, 
the eminent physician, died unexpectedly 
at 10 o’clock tonight. Sir Morell Mac­
kenzie was born July 7, 4837, in Essex 
County, England. His ftther was a well- 
known surgeon, and the son was brought up 
to the s une profession. ' Me rapidly ae 
quired distinction, especially in regard to 
the disease of the throat. He was patron­
ized by royalty z and nubility, and 

acquired considerable wealth. 
Three years ago he founded the hospital for 
diseases of the throat in Golden Square, 
Loudon, and was always devoted to its ser­
vice. His fayie as a physician caused him 
to bè called upon by the recommendation of 
Qnren Victoria to attend the late Emperor 
Frederic, then Crown Prince, when, the 
affection of the throat, which ultimately 
proved fatal, began to develop itself seri­
ously. Dr. Mackenzie’s engagement waa 
not pleasing to the German physicians, and 
a bitter rivalry arose. Dr. Mackenzie took 
the ground that the affliction of the 
Crown Prince was not necessarily incurable, a 
position which, from a political standpoint, 
was highly important and gratifying to the 
Crown Prince and his relatives, as an incur­
able disease, would have disqualified him 
for the German throne. After the death of 
Kaiser Frederick, Dr. Mackenzie was pur­
sued, vindictively, by the criticisms pf Ger­
man medical men, being, on the other hand, 
upheld by the British royal family and tbe 
Empress Frederick. His connection with 
the case brought him world-wide fame aud 
also much annoyance.

I merely sign 
the document deparfcfoentally. The lands 
are not reserved fronibona fide settlers at 
Alfcerni, but from Victoria speculators, 
who have no intention whatever of settling 
down there. It is done to the interest of 
the public, and to save the public from 
.«peculators. There are over fifty appli­
cations from that district for land, and not 
one -of them is from a bona fide settler. In 
other countries—Australia and New Zea­
land — the Government will not allow 
the water front to fall into the hands of 
private individuals. Those who have paid 
their 10 per cent, on tbe lands now reserved 
will have their money refunded and the sur­
veys will be taken over and paid for. I 
have no power whatever to reserve lands 
upon my own responsibility.”

I believe there will be a great 
mining camp there on the shores of the 
Sloean lake, and, surely, if that ia the case, 
it will be in,the interests- of the mining 
camp that for the present the 
Government hold the land and keep 
it out of the market. Xe (Mr. Robson) 
said that it waa- the duty of the Govern­
ment to prevent any such land-grabbing 
scheme as was apparent. The Government 
waa told, in the first place, that tbie 
all agricultural land, and then, next, they 
were told that the amount of arable land 
was so* infinitesimal, that it was not worth 
noticing. The change in the attitude of 
tbe editor of the Miner was- probably due 
to the faot that when the first article waa 
written he was ignorant of the big attempt to 
“scoop it in.” If it was mineral land, the 
Government had a right to keep it out of 
speculators! hands to-benefit the miner; and 
if it was agricultural land the Government 
had exactly the same right. So that,which­
ever way it was looked at, it was the clear 
and manifest duty of the Government to 
step in and upeet the- land-grabbing plan. 
The hon. member for West Kootenay com­
plained that the law had, not been allowed 
to take its course. He was wrong there, 
for it was the manifest duty of the Govern­
ment either to alienate the land or 
'to keep it from being alienated, as they 
saw fit, 'in- the interest of, the settlers. 
When he came to me, continued Mr. Rob­
son, He asked me to do something which I 
could not do under the law. I told him then 
that the reserve would be opened in the 
spring, and that-any man who wanted to 
get any reasonable quantity, of agricultural 
land will have no difficulty in se doing. 
Whenever good-reasons are presented for 
the putting of a>reserve on public lands, the 
Government will put a reserve on, and this 
Slocan lake case is not the only case either 
in which the Government- has-taken advan­
tage of this power. In the last Official Ga­
zette-it could be seen that an area of land, at 
least 10 times larger than the one complained 
of, hadibeen reserved^ and the Hun. member 
for W’eet Kootenay, considering his stand, 
last year, should be grateful to the Gov­
ernment for not leaving the land open,, to 
fsjl into the voracious-maw of the greedy 
speculator. The power- was placed in the 
hands of the Government to re­
serve or to- alienate lands as they 
might think best. He was sorry
anyone should say that the land! had been 
taken away- from the poor fellows- in the 
Kootenay district to be given to that 
“grinding monopoly,” the GP.Ri He 
thought it was a great pity, that qiembers-of 
the House could not deal with-a question of 
this kind without assuming corruption and 
impurity. Tbat was not the way to bring 
about pure government, but, on the con­
trary, it tended to - lower the moral stand­
ard and make it so that a man with respect 
for himself would keep out of, political for 
the minute an honest man wentdnto politics 
some one would jump on him and impute 
wrong motives.

Mb. Grant expressed surprise that the 
House had not been sooner informed of that 
fact, aa it was calculated to enhance the 
popularity of the Government. The sealing 
question was one iu which he (Mr. G.)took 
the keenest interest, and he thought that 
the gentlemen interested in the industry 
were not only entitled to the protection of 
the British fl tg but to. compensation for in­
juries already sustained. The introduction 
of shipbuilding on a large scale into British 
Columbia would be of great benefit to the 
Bf-ovince, and be hoped io see the Govern- 
ernment take measures at an early date to 
encourage shipbuilding by granting a bonne 
of so much per tou on every large ship built 
at'home. The lhaterials for constructing 
sbipi that would sail in any sea were right 
at home—timber, metal and men—and trade 
was ready for them when they were built, 
in developing the coal mining and timter in­
dustries of British Columbia. The present 
Government, had daring the whole course of 
its existence, done nothinÿto bring new in- 
dustries to the province ; they were con­
tent to go along on the old lines, 
occasionally changing the lews, but 
failing to grasp the necessities of British 
Columbia-a province, rich in resources, 
which, however, it required capital to de 
velop. It waa all right for acme people to 
ait and wait for something to turn np, but 
that was not the duty of the Government; 
they shou d be up and doing, and he hoped 
that before the end of the present session 
the Government would introduce some 
practical legis ation that would reallv l-eue- 
fit the province. British Columbia affairs 
had reached an important crisis, and with 
proper direction the budding province 
would blossom in o a full blown land of 
wealih, prosperity and happiness, taking 
place as a star of the first magnitude in the 
constella'iou of provinces which make up 
the Dominion.

THE ADJOURNED DEBATE.

Mr. <bhux, in resuming the debate on 
the Speech, referred to the iatitnde allowed 
in its discussion, aud congratulated the 
mover and seconder of the reply, on their 
creditable performance of an onerous aud 
disagreeable duty. Passing to the consid­
eration of the address, the hon. member fur 
Yale paid a glowing tribute to the memory 
of Canada’s greatest statesman, the late Sir 
John A. Macdonald, The speech, in so far 
as it referred to the late Dominion premier 
and to the late Prince Victor, voiced the 
sentiments of t he people. The Behring Sea 
question he had expected to find occupying 
a more prominent place upon the Govern­
ment platform ; the subject was one which 
he had always telt a keen interest in. The 
British Columbia sealers were long suffer­
ing, and every pireon in the province would 
he glad to see the international difficulty- 
disposed of, with justice to the sealers. 
But what had the Government of British 
Columbia done to-ad vance the settlement of 
the long existing d.fficulty ? Had th?y as- 
eistidtheGoverutnentatOttawa in presenting 
the sealers’claims for consideration, had they 
pressed the claims forward with the energy 
the subject deserved ? If the Government 
had not doue this, they had been remiss in 
their duty; if the action referred to had 
been taken, the Government should have 
put the Houae in possession of the facts. 
The legislation foreshadowed in the Speech 
contained no originality; it appeared that 
all the Government measures of this session 
were to be in the direction of correcting the 
mistakes of last session—the Land Act, the 
Mineral Act, the School Act, and others 
each oi which had been opposed in the 
House, but each of which bad been cirried 
through by the Government, by force of 
members, 'lhe bon. member from West 
Kootenay had dwelt, at length, upon the 
appâtent injustice done by the reservation 
of the lands on Slocan lake, and had inti­
mated i hat it was the opinion of the resi- 

" dents of the section that the reserve had 
been placed upon the land for the benefit of 
the C. P. R. All would admit that Koote­
nay would lie greatly benefited should the 
Canadian Pacific bujld into the district, 
and what could be more natural than that 
the company should expect certain conces­
sions and lands if they did. Thus it was 

| that, whether true or not, the suggestion 
that the land wag held for the C. P. R. would 
bp very natural If the people were in 
error on this point, it was easy to see how 
the error had arisen. The Chief Commis­
sioner could easily set all doubts at rest by 
stating the facts of the case. He (the hon. 
member for Yale) was surprised that the 

. Chief Commissioner had remained eilent so 
long, when he could have authoritatively 
settled the whole matter, and, if the charge 
that the department was being run in the 
interest of the company waa untrue, 
disposed of it, With reference to the 
whitewashing of the Government hy 
committees of the House, the member for 
Yale, asked why, if the Government had 
confidence in the integrity and ability of 
the House, did they always make sure of 
having a majority of Government members 
on each committee when it was formed ? 
The mere fact of their insisting on having 
a majority of their tupportere on the com- 
xuittete showed that when the committees 
were formed their findings were suggested 
by the Government. An explanation of the 
practical working of the School Act, and of 
the manner in which the affairs of the 
Education Department were being 
ducted w*a to be expected from the Pro- 
vinci d S cretary, and would be welcomed 
by the House. Explanations would gladly 
be received. It was a matter of recent 
date that a teacher of high standing had 
been officially beheaded-—“ for cause ”— 
this was the only explanation of the case to 
be had. Before him, another teacher 
also of high attainments and high standing 
in the profession, had been similarly decapi­
tated—because the request had been mpde 
to the head of the Educational Department, 
not for his head on a salver, but for hia head 
in the basket, 
danced before the Premier and pleased him, 
perhaps not in exactly the same manner as 
before King Herod, for times and fashions 
changed in a few thousand years. In the 
case of the last execution, the victim’s only 
fault appeared to be that he would not bend 
the knee, ho had a mind of his own and 
refused to be sufficiently sycophantic. He 
thought certain examination papers had 
been wrongly marked, and he said so. 
Granted that he was wrong, waa that cause 
sufficient for the cancellation of his certifi­
cate, *hen he h.d proved himself the right 
man in the right place, and given unqualified 
satisfaction to pupils, parents and trustees ? 
And by what court had he been tried and 
condemned ? .Not, as the Premier said, by 
a similar tribunal to the one which would 
try an offending barrister and, if necessary, 
deprive him of his gown. If a lawyer was 
disrobed it waa by hia peers, not by the act 
of a Government Star Chamber. There was 
no analogy whatever ; the Government had 
no power over barristers or medical men, 
but it appeared they had sole control over 
the unfortunate school teachers. It was 
said that Mr. McLeod had been guilty of 
“ insubordination’’— surely this would be a 
hard word to define. Would the Premier 
propose to rule the teachers as a colonel 
would aregimentof soldiers? The teachers 
of the province should themselves constitute 
the tribunal to investigate the conduct of 
any of their members if any investigation 
was necessary. A point that had several 
times beep referred to daring the debate 
was in regard to the promise of the premier 
that the Government would bring down a 
redistribution measure as soon ae the census 
was taked. The Premier denied having 
made an unconditional promise,—there was 
the reservation “ if the Government deemed 
it necessary’’—and he (the member for Yale) 
felt sure that the Premier waa right in say 
ing that he had made the reservation. He 
was too careful to omit the precaution, 
though be waa equally careful to keep the 
reservation in the bickground. The sending 
of militia to Wellington had been again re­
ferred toby the memler for Nanaimo, who 
recalled ihe fact that the Attorney-General 
led the House to lielieve that the ‘Govern­
ment knew nothing of the sending of the 
troops to the scene of the possible riot. It 
now appeared that the Attorney-Gen­
eral was trying hard to hide 
himself behind the word “officially,’' for 
some unaccountable reason. It was for the 
Attorney-General to carry out the law and 
maintain order, and had he thought it

These figures assume that the census is 

correct in regard to the population of the 
cities, but that such is not the case is abun­
dantly shown by an accurate nominal civic 
census taken in Victoria, which places tbe 
population of that city at 23,153, while the 
Dominion, census places it at 16,841. Re­
turns from Vancouver and New West­
minster show that tbe population of those 
eitiea is largely in excess of that allowed by 
the census. That every reliance can be 
placed on the Victoria census is beyond 
doubt, for the same, or even & more perfect, 
system of checking names has been adopted 
in compiling this return as was employed 
by the Department of Agriculture in pre­
paration of theirs. If we assume the popu­
lation of Victoria at 23,153, and estimate 
the population of the Province by the ratio, 
631, which the voters of that city bear to 
that number, the following will be the re­
sults:—

The total estimated population is thus 
135,600.

It wil), therefore, be seen that all calcu­
lations agree in placing the population far 
above 92,767, the figures we have obtained 
being 117.019, 111,435, aad 135,600. That 
all these estimates should err, and that the 
census population is the correct one, is very 
improbable, and, we might say, impossible, 
for not only do they agree in placing the 
population much in excess of the census re­
turns, but they also agree very closely 
among themselves, and variations can easily 
be accounted for by the necessarily rough 
manner in which they are obtained. Had 
only one teçt-heen applied th6 7 calculations 
might have been objected to as unfair, bnt 
the only logical conclusion from the agree­
ment of a number of tests is that their re­
sults embody the substantial truths.

Appended to the papers is a communica­
tion, of date Ottawa, January 15, 1892, 
from L. A. Catellier, Under Secretary of 
State, acknowledging the receipt of the re­
port, and stating that the matter will re­
ceive attention.

A Question ef Degrees.
Yesterday, during the proceedings #f the 

Royal Commission, the question of pro­
fessional degrees arose. The court ruled 
that no engineer was bound to have any 
title beyond his name to make him a 
qualified man. His L rdehip, the Chief 
Justice, said that Robert Stevenson him­
self was not a member of any society. He 
related an incident that came to his per­
sonal notice seventeen years ago in Eastern 
Canada. He bad heard that Sir John Mac­
donald had just had the honorary title of 
L.L.D. conferred on him by a,local college, 
and, anxious to know what 'body it was 
that had so honored Sir. John, Sir Matthew 
made enquiries. He found that the degree 
was given by an institution containing
not more than eighty or ninety students_
what would in England be termed à tenth 
rate grammar school.

While the Indian population, through 

natural increase and a more orreot enum­
eration, shows an increase of nearly 12,000 
(and it is a notorious fact that many 
of the tribes are rapidly dying out, 
and many districts are showing a 
decrease in the number of Indians), 
tbe white sod Chinese population 
in the same rural districts, if we are to be­
lieve the census returns, has decreased over 
1,100. The customs returns show that the 
total value of the goods entered for home 
consumption during thef year ending June 
30th, 1881, from foreign ports was $1,736,- 
616, upon which duty was paid to the 
amount of $589.416.62, while fir the year 
ending June 30th, 1891, the respective 
figures were $5,366,190 of importe, end $1,- 
346,059.42 of duty, to say nothing of the 
imports from other Provinces, which dur­
ing the same period have increased in at 
least the same ratio. This increase m'im­
porta cannot be entirely attributed to the 
requirements of the urban population, and 
it is a fact beyond dispute that new dis­
tricts, both mining and agricultural, have 
been developed, and that settlers have 
flocked to these districts in thousands.
