CoI’ENHAORN, Kept, 81.—Advices from 

Prof. Norbenekijbl, regarding the expedi­
tion to Greenland, state (that the expedi­
tion started from Aetleikewiek on Sep. 4, 
and reached a distance Ü0Ô kilometres in­
land, attaining a height of 7000 feet above 
the level of the sea. This is the first time 
human beings have penetrated so far into 

Tba whole region i« an ice 
esert, proving that there is no open water 

inlmd. Very vAnable tcientific data have 
been obtained. Along the northwest 
coast a gold stream floWa, which iodnoee a 
very low temperature. On the eastern 
shore the weather is not so s< vers, end the 
oonet is accessibly to Storms in autumn.

lately inaugurated; our objection is that no 
efficient training ia provided for a Urge por­
tion r f our population.
