But the highest I have lately heard of 
at the Turf flab—pony point* 
monkey on the rubber, " A pony being £25 
and a monkey £500, this meant 
that each ef four players might 
win or loee on a rubber of eight 
pointa, the respectable eum of £70P or 
$3500. A rubber of two-treble* may easily 
be played in ten minutes or leas, so that it 
may be safe to describe play where yon 
can win or lose over $20.000 an hour as 
tolerable high. It would be wrong to infer 
that stakes of this emonnt are frequent at 
the Turf olub|or anywhere else The com­
ment of another friend on .this story is 
eignlfioant, “Men who played for such 
sums at that are enre to have been bad 
players.” And he thoughtthe average would 
not exceed $10 points, with $26 on the 
rubber. It it said of an exalted person 
age that he doe» not csre to set down to 
whist for leas then $25 points—in fact, 
there are person» who impute to him the 
prevailing taste for high play. The Torf 
Club it one of the "smartest'’ in London. 
At other olnbe of high standing, the usual 
rule is ton shilling points ($2.50) and £2 
(10) on the rubber, Bnt there are always 
men who will accommodate a player who

From the New York Evening Post.
The continued and rapid decline in the 

price of silver has produced something 
like a panic in the London market, the 
quotation having fallen to 47d. per ounce. 
The cablegram announcing this fact a ays 
that it ie the lowest point ever touched. 
This ia a mistake. In July, 1876, silver 
fell to 46£d., but did not long remain at 
that figure. It advanced almost aa rapidly 
aa it had declined, and remained compara­
tively steady for a year or two after 
the American coinage began under 

Then it be­
gan to sag little by little, but the de­
cline did not become very rapid until the 
present year. Since the let of January 
the fall has been 2|d, per ounce. But 
nearly all of this decline has been made 
within a few weeks. It ie not easy too 
divine the causes of bo rapid a fall, but it 
ia probably due mainly to apprehensions 
of a Fut-pcneion of coinage in the United 
States, and of a disruption of the Latin 
Monetary Union, and of demonetization 

The great decline in 1876 
was certainly due to apprehensions of 
general demonetization In Europe, for 
when these apprehensions were dispelled 
the price quickly recovered. It is worthy 
of tt-mark that great as ha* been the 
dociine in silver within the paet two yean, 
the prices of both wheat and iron have 
declined even more.
