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‘He Is Opposed to All Four Pop-Gun Bills
—The Senate Takes Up the Sugar Bill
and Lays It Dewn Again Without
Action—The New Tariff and Business.

Washington, Aug. 16.—To-day the
House bill to place sugar on the free
list was taken up in the Senate, and occu-
pied attention up to the ime of adjourn-
ment. In connection with it, a communi-
cation was road to the 'Senate from
Secretary Carlicle to Senator Harris
(Dem., . Tenn.), acting chairman of the
.Finance Committee, giving figures to
show that with sugar on the free list
therg would be a Treasury deficit of
‘from $28,000,000 to $30,000,000. De-
spite that communication motion was
made by Mr. Berry (D., Ark.) that the
Senate procedd to the consideration of
the bill, and that motion was antagon-
ized by one offered by Mr. Harris that
the bill be referred to the Committee on
Finance.

Mr. Harris argued in support of his
motion. Speeches were made in favor
of the passing and against a reference
by Messrs. Berry,Vest and Mills. Mr. Vest's
speech was made in the execution of his
promise to turn-the calcium light on the
theory of the bill in the Finance Com;

mittee, the Democratic caucus and tl‘

Conference Cominittee. As usual he was
earnest and impassioned, and there was
no lack of franknesf or plain speaking
in his remarks. His allusions to the
President were especially entertaining to
Senators and to the galleries. The Pre-
sident found a defender in Mr. Vilas, and
the action of the Democratic party in
Congress in passing the bill was support-
ed and justitied by Mr. Palmer.

Notice of an amendment to the Free
Sugar bill was given by Mr. Jones, im-
posing a duty oi 80 per cent. ad val
on all sugars. Without \any action
v:'ihatever on the bill the Senate adjourn-
ed.

If One Bill Goes All Will Go.

It was stated to-night by those in
charzé ol affairs in the Senate that the
motion to reier the Free Sugar bill to
the Committee on Finance would pre-
vail when it came to a vote. Those
Democrats who have been iusisting up-
on the duty on coal and iron ore were,
aiter adjournment, given to understand
that all the independent tariff bills would
be treated alike, and that if suzar was
made free coal and iron ore would meet
the same fatel It is said that upon the
motion to refer six Republicans and two
Populists—Peffer and Stewart—wili vote
against, and that 13 Democrats and two
Populists—Allen and Kyle—will vote in
favor. A majority of five to seven is
fizured out in favor of reference to the
committee.

Carlisle Does Not Conflict With Cleveland.,

In regard to statements made that
Secretary Carlisle’s letter to Senator
Harris conflicts with President Cleve-
land’s position in, favor of free iron ore
and cogl, a prominent treasury official
said this .evening: * The letter shows
clearly that iron ore, coal, barbed wire
and rods for the manufacture of barbed
wire can be placed on ‘the free list with-
out creatinz a deficiency. But the Sec-
retary states t the abolition of the
duties upon all these articles and upon
suzar also woul cause a deficiency
of over $29, 000,000, while the removal
of the duty on sugar alone would make
a deficiency of more than $28,000,000.

The Democratic steering committee of
the Senate has agreed to refer all the
“pop-gun” tariff bills to the Finance Com-
mittee. 3

Free Sugar Will Ruin New Orleans.

New Orleans, La., Auz. 15.—The pass-
aze of the Tariff bill has thrown a dam-
per on commercial dealings in New Or-
leans. At least two-thirds of the city’s
population look to the suzar industry,
directly or indirectly, for support, and
any lezislation _that is unfavorable to
suzar has a decidedly, bad effect on all
other commerce out of sympathy for
Louisiana’s principal product. The Suzar
Exchangze yesterday was in a turmoil,
the members declarinz the industry,
would be riuned by the adverse legisla-
tion, Free suzar will close down 19
out of 20 sugar plantations in ° this
State, and New Orleans will practicaily
die a commercial death. Great hopes
are entertained by New Orleans mer-
chants that the four suzar amendments
will not become a law, and many still
elinz to a forlorn hope that the bounty
of the crop of 1894 will be paid, but a
majority have ziven up all hope of get-
tinz even a fractional part of this year's
bounty.

British Woolen Men Are Happy.

London, Aug. 15.—Reports from Leeds,
Bradford and Huddersfield indicate that
the English manufacturers of woolens
expect great benefits from the passing of
the Gorman bill. The Pall Mall Gazette
says that the Bradford manufacturers
kept quiet while the tariff question was
pending, as they feared any utterance
from them might affect the prospects of
. hte bill unfavorably. Now, however, they
rejoice openly.

REVENUE ¥nROM THR NBW TARIFF
Experts Cannot Estimate What the Cus-
toms Receipts Will Be.

New York;, Aug. 15.—A Wasghington
despatch to The Herald says: Now that
the Gorman Tariff bill will probably be-
come a law the Treasury officials are
interested in knowing how much revenue
they may expect to collect under it.

At best all estimates must be largely
guesses, and not even the most experi-
enced expert in the department would
undertake to estimate within twenty or
thirty millions the revenues under the
first year of its operation.

On the single item of the income tax
alone the estimates vary all the way
from $25,000,000 to $40,000,000, the fig-
ures fixed by the Treasury experts beiug
$20,000,000.

Other items of internal revenue ' can
be estimated with much more exactness,
and the fizures given by the Treasury ex-
perts of $183,000,000 are probably very
pnearly exact. Estimates for miscellane-
ous receipts and for receipts from the

stal service, which are respectively
%0,000,000 and $84,427,748, are also

robably very near the figures that will

e realized from these sources, but when
it comes to estimate the receipts from
customs all tke figure makers are at sea,
for no one can even guess the effect the
reduction of duties in the mew, bill from
those in the McKiuley law will have upon
importations.

All the estimates made thus far as to
the receipts from customs under the new
law have been made by taking the statis-
tics of importations for 1803 and apply-
ing to them the rates of duty prescribed
by the new bill. The Treasury experts,
figuring on this basis, estimate that the
customs receipts under the new law will
amount to $179,251,142.16.

If all these estimates are correct the
.revenue of the Government under the new
bill will be $496,678,890.16, which will be
ample to meet the expenditures of the
Government if pension expenditures de-
ereasc at the rate expected.

There is every reason to believe the re-
eeipts will be in excess of the amounts

mentioned.

The Board of National Labor Commission.

ers Begins Work in Chicage.
Chicago, Aug. 15.—To-day! the National
Board: of Labor Commissioners convened
in the District Court room of the Fed-
eral building, Carroll D. Wright presid-
ing. The ‘clerk was directed to read th
President’s commission sizned July 2&
and aimed only at the trouble betweén
the Illinois Central and the Rock Island
roads and the employes of those sys-
tems. Mr; Wright then announced the
course which would be pursued by the
commission, declaring that the em-
ployes of the roads and their friends
would be the first examined, and then
the men in charge of the roads.

George W. Howard, vice-president of
4 the A. R. U., was the first witness. He
said ‘hat the cause of the strike was
that the General Managers’ Association
made a declaration that they would
back up George M. Pullman.

Mr. Howard proceeded to tell how the
Pullman emplyes had joined the A. R.
U. in & body, and how when a com-
mittee had called upon Mr. Pullman
and asked him to arbitrate he refused
and a strike was ordered.

All the minutes of the A.R.U. and all
its documentary evidenee were proffered
to the commission by Mr. Howard and
accepted. Mr. Howard was cross-exam-
ined by Messrs. Kernan and Worthinzton.
He went minutely into the extent and
cause of the strike, He testified that he
had given information to city detectives
that certain persons had been paid larze
sums by General ManagZer Egan of the
Rock Island road, to burn cars, thereby
arousing ' public sentiment against
strikers,

John D. Kernan asked the witness a
number of questions with a view to
showing that strikes are unnecessary,
and that they zive the lawless element a
chance to commit acts of violence. Mr.
Howard acknowledzed that this was
true and that it was better not to strike
than to strike, if possible.

Strikers Give In After Eight Months.

Sharon, Pa., Aug. 15.—To-morrow the
striking coal miners of . Mercer County,
numbering nearly 1000, will resume work.
They have been out eight months and
many are in destitute circumstances.

Candidates to Be Nominated in Halton
and Prince Edward Counties.

MY DUCATS AND MY DAUGHTER.

His Removal Killed the Village.

With the removal to Toronto of Mr.
Joseph Budd, the founder and sole owner
of Josephirde, Simcoe County, that village
ceases to exist, and, the once lively little
hamlet is now nothing but a hole in the
swamp. Ten years ago Budd buit a
mill on lots 10 and 11, on concession 9,
Vespra, the location being in the midst
of a dense forest. Several residences,
blacksmith’s shop, ete., were built, and in
a very short time it was the busiest
little place that could be found. His
business requiring a great! deal of corre-
spondence, he made application and suc-
ceeded in’ having a postoiiice, which has
continued to exist until now, naming it
in honor of his omnly child, Josephine,
He built a N fine residence and
a magnificent barn with stone
stable. Being 8o completely shut
in from all outside habitation, it was
considered advisable to have a school for
the benefit of the young, a building was
erected which did service for several
years as school house, church, etc. In
September, 1888, Mr. Budd suffered a
great 1oks by fire. The mill and all the
stock on hand were consumed. He re-
built immediately and work went on as
before. Some years after Mr. Budd
built another mill at Minesing station,
where a number of his employes were
removed, there ouly enough being retain-
ed to run the mill. Mr. Budd's heaith
failed, and continuing he found it neces-
sary to retire from. active life, which he
gradually did. On Monday, Aug. 6, he
bade farewell to the scenes of many busy
days, and removed to Toronto, and now
there is not a single inhabitant in the
once thriving village. >

Suspected of Murdering His Children.

Ogdensburg, N.Y., Aug. 15.—Harry
Ravenhill on Monday asked the Superin-
tendent of the Poor to bury the body
of his two-months’-old baby, which he
said died the night before. This was the
fourth application for such services
Ravenhill had made since he came here
four years ago. ; After making an in-
vestigation the physician said the baby
had been smothered. The Board of
Health rep8rted there was reason to sus-
pect strangulation. An inquest was be-
gun yesterday. It was claimed here
yesterday that Ravenhill is the father
of 17 children, all of whom died in in-
fancy. LEach of the three buried here by
the Superintendent of the Poor died
within two weeks of birth. Raven-
hill came from Whitechapel, London. His
wife, who was of bad repute, died here
about a year ago. The mother of the
child he now asks to have buried is a
woman named Murray, with whom he has
been living. It is said she has a hus-
band in Canada, whom she abandoned.

19 Jap-
anese men-of-war left Corean waters for
Wei-Hai-Wei, which they approached at
midnight'on the 9th inst. A torpedo floa-
tilla was sefit out, and on the following
morning shots were exchanged with the
Chinese forts. But as they did not find
any of the Chinese fleet, the Japanese
““a'rshlpa returned to Corean waters.
This . despatch was sent by boat ' from
Corea: to some Japanese port, and tele-
zraphed to Tokyo, whence it was cabled
to the legation here. This accounts for
the delay.

British Enioined to Strict Neutrality.

London, Aug. 15.—A despatch to The
Times from Tien Tsin to-day says that
the .Bx_-msh Minister has issued a notice
enjoining striet neutrality upon the part
of all British subjects in the Far East
du;mg the progress of the war between
China and Japan. The despatch adds that
t‘qe French gunboat Lion has arrived at
Tien Tsin. The Lion will bel remembered
as the warship which is reported to have
been present at the sinking of the trans-
port Kow-Shung, and much important
evidence is expected from the command-
er of the French ship in regard to that
disaster. The Lion is said to have rescu-
ed some of thé people who were on board
the Kow-Shung. i

Warships Cannot Cross Taku Bar Without
Notice.

London, Aug. 15.—The Tien Tsin cor-
respondent of The Times says any war-
sh.xps trying to cross the bar at Taku
without having given previous notice
will be fired orf by the forts, no matter
what flag they may fly. Naval vessels
giving previous notice will ibe admitted
fttt_ethe. discretion of the Chipese author-
ities.

BEARS fﬂ! LIR ON ITS FAORE.
Canadian Railways Sald to Be Breaking

- the Neutrality Laws.

Washington, Aug. 15.—Information has
been received here to the effect that,
under orders from the German Emperoy,
Von Caprivi, the Premier, has forbidden
the sale of either small arms, cartridges
or heavy guns to either China or Japan,
and has enquired unofficially of our
Ambassador if the United States pro-
poses to adhere to the precedents estab-
lished by this Government in 1869, when
Spain was dealing with an insurrection
in Cuba, and again when Venezuela was
attempting to overthrow the Gusman
Blanco dictatorship, and in other cases
—all to the effect of forbidding arms or
munitions of war to be shipped from
American ports to aid the ehemies of es-
tablished Governments in the countries
named to overthrow them.

The action of Germany in forbidding
the sale of arms is hardly understood
here. The questions mentioned above
have been notified to the German Am-
bassador here, also unofficially, but
none the less, he is requested to inform
the Imperial Chancellor of America's in-
tention, if arms and military muni-
tions are to ba sold under what restrie-
tions.

It is reported that certain Comnecticat
firms are evading peutrality laws by con-
signing their goods to English shipping
agencies in Canada, and the cargos are
leaving the United States through Brit-
ish ports, and consigned .t0 Japan and
China_via Vancouver, from which there
are direct lines of steamship under the
English flag to Japan and OChina.

The State Department declares that
thus far no consignment of military
goods of any character have gone for-
ward to either China or Japan under
American colors, or through United
States Customs houses. 8o long as the
convenient method of shipping by Cana-
dian railways and ports can be utilized
there is no occasion for Connecticut gun-
makers to violate neutrality laws, while
John Bull ean turn an honest penny at
the samé time, and the dividends of the
Japan and lieng-Kong lines of steamers
witl be correspondingly increased. It is
hard npon Krupp and the Mannlicher Arms
and Cartridge works not to be able to
gather in some of this harvest of gold
from the east.

Herr Von Caprivi-will be assured that
the precedents created and fixed by-the
United States in ‘reference to the sale
of“arms to beliigerent nations will be
carefully maintained ‘during the Japan-
Chinese war. The 24,000 revolvers pur-
chased by China and about one-third of
those for Japan have gone forward al-
ready through British ports covered by
British bills of landing and prqtected by
the flag of Great Britain.

THE B(GINNINGS OF STRIFE.,
A Torontonian Sketches the Causes of the
Coreann Rebellion.

Dr. Harley Smith of Spadina-avenue has
received a long and interesting letter
from Dr. R. A, Hardie, who has been a
medical missionary in Cores for the last
four years.

Dr. Hardie is the representative of the
Canadian Colleges’ mission, which com-
prises the Y.M.C.A. and thé Y.W.C.A. of
the University of Toronto and 12 other
Canadian colleges, His letter is dated
Gensan, July 12, some time before war
was declared between China and Japan.

Of the progress of the mission the doc-
tor speaks most satisfactorily. Then he
deals with political affairs. A year ago
Tonghok (eastern religion) sent repre-
sentatives to the King at Seoul. Accord-
ing to Corean custom, anyone appearing
before the palace gates with a petition
considered unworthy the King’s attention
loses his bead. These répresentatives
asked for political reform, particularly in
the matter of public examinations. It
has been complained that for many years
official rrank was obtainable not by
competence, but by those who could pur-
chase it.

Oi late years the corruption, avarice
and oppression of this offi¢ial class has
greatly increased, and the pituation had
become unbearable to the patient ~Cor-
eans. The opening of the country to for-
eigners has had muen to with precipitat-
ing the present serious state of affairs.

Carnot’s Murderer Struggled Fiercely
While Being Laid on the Block -The
Guillotine Had Arrived From Paris
Ouly An Hour RBefore.

Lyons, Aug. 18.—Santo Caserio, the
murderer of President Carnot, was guil-
lotined at B o’clock this morning. The
scene of the execution is about 50 metres
from the prison. Three hours before the
time set for the execution a detachment
of troops, comprising the 98th Battalion
of Infantry and two squadrons of the
Tth Cuirassiers, took positions on - the
ground. They were reinforced later by
gendarmes and policemen. Deliber, the
executioner, arrived at 3 o’clock, bring-
ing with him the well-known guillotine.

The van conveying the guillotine was
escorted by gendarmes on horseback.
The operation of erecting the machine
occupied about an hour.

There ‘'was a heavy shower during the
night, which had the effect of driving
away nearly all the curiosity seekers.
At three o’clock there were hardly 100
persons waiting. Some time before day-
light the weather improved and the curi-
ous began to gather again.

A few minutes before five o’clock the
condemned man was led from his cell to
the guillotine. His arms |were firmly
bound behind him. When the attendants
seized him to lay him under the knife
he struggled fiercely to free himself. At
445 o'clock all was ready. Caserio
shouted : *Courage comrades! Long
live Anarchy !” ! -

The knife fell at five o’clock precisely,
and Caserio’s head dropped into the bas-
ket,

COLONIAL CONFERENGE - REPORT.

Comments of the British Press—The Im-
perial Customs Union Dead—Inter-
colonial Treaties.

London, Aug. 16.—The Daily Chronicle
