Canon Collins reviewed Britain’s 

contact with Europe since the bat­
tle of Creasy. Great Britain, he said, 
has taken, her armies into Europe 
time after time to settle the con­
flicts which constantly arose. Al- 
waiys she had withdrawn to plow her 
own lonely furrow, had returned to 
her own splendid isolation. She 
would be wlHing, he declared, to 
take the same attitude today, but 
without the backing of other Eur­
opean nations this was impossible.

foiane during the war resulted in 
Great Britain ’ establishing herself on 
their side. On the other hand Tur­
key has taken a remarkable attitude. 
She is falling in line with the hope 
of France that a new center of Moh­
ammedanism may be established in 
Morocco. We don’t know yet what 
the result between France and! Eng­
land will be, but of this we may be 
sure, that the question of Moham­
medanism is not the passive one 
which it appears to be on the sur­
face. It will turn to the sword again 
as it has done for centuries past. It 
is causing greater trouble in Asia to­
day than any one other issue.

Predicts War
“The time is coming when as 

light fights darkness and as right 
fights wrong, that these adverse 
forces will combine their strength 
on the civilized world. Sun Yat Sen 
has prophesied an outburst within 
the next ten years, but I do not a- 
gree with him the Japan and India 
will be allied with these adverse 
powers. I believe that Japan will re­
main faithful to her allies, and that 
India will remain true to the empire.

“For Europe, I can see no place 
in the future. She is fast approach­
ing bankruptcy and disentegration. 
The outstanding future of the war 
was the taking of Palestine by the 
British, and no chairman ever fol­
lowed his program in’ better order 
than General Allenby followed the 
program set down by Disraeli in 
1871, When the Union Jack went 
up on Mount Zion it went up for­
ever. Britain is laying her plans for 
future aggrandisement in Asia. 
Palestine is the key to the continent, 
and we hold it. The future lies not 
with Europe, but with Asia.”

Consolidated Empire
One striking effect of the war, 

Canon Collins said, as men were 
able to see it today, was the con­
solidation of the British Empire. No 
event in history, he said, had done 
as much to this end as the war. And 
not only-, he added, had it united 
the British Empire, but it had united 
the entire Anglo-Saxon race.

Russia went so far as 
to attempt to enforce state control 
of children, and the statement has 
been made on good authority, by 
men who have travelled and know 
the country, that 6,000 children died 
of starvation on the streets of Mos­
cow during one winter as a result 
of this experiment alone.

Germany's Backing
‘^Russia is getting her backing in 

this disastrous policy from Germany. 
7 don’t believe that Germany is un­
able to pay her debts. She has been 
making a stupendous effort to regain 
force. The old spirit of militarism 
is just as much alive, just as vin­
dictive and just as bitter as ever be­
fore. Germany is striving now to 
align herself with Russia and to re- 
.store her old prestige as a would 
power.

“Then there is a third menace. 
Conditions in China are altogether 
terrible. There is a standing army 
of underpaid soldiers. China seems 
the most natural soil in the world 
in which that form of government 
originated by Russia may take root.
