Once we attempted 
a race on board, down one aide of the deck ;

At length we 
arrived at a drinking-fountaiii, and alight­
ed from our machines : causing another 
loud cry of astonishment. We had a re 
freshing drink and Yeroountrd.

FARM Acadia Organ Co’y.The Netting Hill In Cyclone.

The following graphic account of the 
wonderful experience of the Steamship 
Notting Hill, in her encounter with a cy­
clone, will be lead with interest by our 
readers :

The Notting Hill sailed from New York 
on the first of April, with three passengers, 
a cargo of general merchandise, one hun­
dred and thirty-lour cattle and twq 
dred sheep. Fine weather pruvaMéd the 
following two days aud nothing of impor­
tance occured on board. Tuesday broke 
fine and almost cloudless, but towards 
evening the sky began to darken aud indi­
cations of au approaching storm appeared.
In an hour or two the storm began, and at 
seven o’clock a fearful cyclone, blowing 
from the north and east, and veering 
tifinally, broke on the steamer, which 
then about four hundred miles distant from 
Halifax, in lat 41.37, Ion. 55 13. Waves 
of mountainous height and terrible strength 
washed continually over her and threaten­
ed every moment to staid her to the bottom.
For sixteen hours the storm lasted, begin­
ning to moderate only between ten and 
eleven the following morning. At nine 
o'clock Wednesday morning the ship was 
thrown on her beam ends, and iu this posi­
tion she remained until noon last Satur­
day. About 11 o'clock Wednesday the 
storm abated slightly, and the windchang 
ed to South and W< st, veering at times to 
North West, hut it still continued to blow 
with the strength of a hurricane until Fri­
day night, and the seas still swept over the 
ship with a power almost as great as be­
fore. All tne doors and windows of the 
deek-houses were burst in by tie powerful 
waves and the contents of Hie houses wash­
ed out and carried overboard. The galley, 
in width was stored the greater quantity ol 
the ships provisions, was made a complete 
wreck, and the stores swept oft and lost.
Ou W«dnesday morning when the storm 
raged with its greatest fury, the carrying 
away of the bulwarks and distructlon of 
the luizzen-Uoom occurred. The latter, 
failing on the skylight of the engine-room, 
fell in pieces through, and severely injur­
ed thr<-e of the engineers, working lie- 
neaih, Chief Engineer Steel received seri­
ous cuts about his head and painful bruises 
about his laxly. The stanchions, said the 
offic er from whom the report was obtained, 
were torn from their places as though slim 
pieces of wood, and carried away by the 
sea as if no heavier than matches. At 9 
a. m. Wednesday when the steamer wa- 
thrown on her beam ends, there was eight 
leet of water iu the engine rooms and 
stokehole and not a fire was burning. As 
soon as the water began to pour below ef­
forts were made to keep the ship free, but 
the pumps spon becoming chocked the 
slow process of bailing with -buckets had 
to he resorted lo, and the men had to work 
hard to do nothing more than prevent the 
water from gaining. For forty-eight hours 
the wnole crew worked at bailing without 
sleep and but little refreshment, when at 
last it liegau lo be feared that all would be 
lost. In the hold, which now also con­
tained eight feet ot water, the live stock 

swimming about and for three days 
they received no fodder, as all on board 
had their hands full woiking to keep tin 
vessel up and save themselves from per- gophers, chipmunks, cleared 
ishing.

How to Spend Sunday Afternoon. 

From the Albany Express ]
' It may be safely said that a person 
whose brain is wearied with intellectual 
work during the week, or whose ner­
vous system is exposed to the strain of 
business or professional life, ought to 
sleep within an hour or two of Isis Sun 
day’s dinner, if he can. It is surprising 
how much like a seven day clock the 
brain will work, if the habit of a “ Sun 
day nap” be once formed. Nature will 
take advantage of it as regularly and 
gratefully as she does of the nightly 
sleep, and do her best to make up for 
lost time. People, on the other hand, 
whose week of toil is chieQy physical, 
may well give their mind activity, while 
their body is resting. Two sermons 
and three or four hours of solid read­
ing are a real rest to some on Sunday, 
while to others such a course amounts 
to positive Sabbath breaking. ‘Sunday 
is a day of rest—not a day of work, re­
ligious or otherwise ; it is a day for re 
pose—not for exhaustion. But what 
the dogmatists on one side and the 
illiberal liberals on the other are apt to 
overlook is the fact that all men do not 
rest alike any more than they labor 
alike, and what may help to save one 
may aid in killing another. After the 
Sunday dinner, then, one should seek 
rest, innocent récréaiiona, helpful hap 
iness, sleep or read or go and help in 
struct and interest a mission school, or 
visit the sick and suffering, according 
to your needs and your gifts. We 
Americans liavn’t yet fully learned the 
art of domestic enjoyment, any more 
than the law of service to others. 
More men ought tt> relieve their wives 
of the sole care of young children on 
Sundays, by taking them out to walk 
or ride, and inviting the mother to go 
as company, or leaving her at Lome to 
enjoy unmolested a much needed sens 
on of rest. In suitable weather a por­
tion ot the day may be profitably spent 
out of doors. There is nothing in the 
example or teachings of Christ—noth 
ing in the nature of His religion, of 
God's requirements, or of man's needs 
which declares that the Sabbath can 
only he kept holy in doors. It is to be 
honored and hallowed, but its richest 
observance is a ministration to man's 
highest needs. We hope and believe 
that the day will never come when Sun­
day will be secularized or turned into/i 
gay holiday in Ameriea, as it is in 
Europe ; but the progress made to 
ward a rational Christian enjoyment of 
the day, within the past fifty years, 
shows that the superiority of man to 
the institution, as proclaimed by the Sa­
viour, is coming to be apprehended.

emotion, and those who get into the 
habit ,of weeping over every small vexa 
tion do much towards acquiring » care, 
worn, miserable expression, and are 
sure to look old before their lime. Ex* 
cesaive weeping has been known not 
only te Injure, but actually destroy the 
sight. Fe w woman look prêt ty, or even 
interesting, in tears, though it has long 
been a pleasant fiction in poetry and 
romance to suppose that they do. Many 
woman, some men and most children 
make most disfiguring and distorting 
grimaces while- crying , and the lady 
who thinks she can work upon a man’s 
feelings by a liberal display of tears 
•hould study carefully a becoming mode 
of producing them before her looking 
glass. Grimaces soften no hearts, and 
tears, accompanied by the usual distor 
tion. have a hardening effect, if not a 
visible one. In a prettily written book, 
now probably out of print, purporting 
to be the story of the life of oneof Mil 
ton’s wives, the author makes that poet 
says of his wife’s eyes after crying that 
they resembled ‘tbesuns clear shining 
after rain '—a very pretty natural ob 
j°ct indeed, but during the rain, itself 
the observer is not inclined to be so 
complimentary.

Grimaces of a somewhat similir or­
der are frequently made during the ac­
tion of laughter. Care should be taken 
with children to prevent their falling 
into this hahit. It frequently reaches 
such a pitch as to render the laughter 
positively unsightly. The face is dis­
torted and out oi drawing, the eyes dis­
appear, and the lips are drawn up. re 
vealing half an inch of pale pink gum. 
This peculiarity sometimes runs in 
families, partly from unconscious imi­
tation. I know one family whose gri* 
maces during laughter are most ludi­
crously alike. When they are all as 
eembled at the dinner laide, and a joke 
goes round, there is not a single eye 
left in the family. Much if not ali, of 
this could be prevented by due care in 
childhood. The laugh can be cultivat­
ed quite as much as the voice. Ac­
tresses take lessons in laughter with, 
occasionally, very charming results. 1 
do not, however, advise that such leach­
ing should begin in early childhood, 
lest it might destroy spontanity and 
produce an effect of artificality ; but I 
very strongly recommend mothers to 
check a disposition to make grimaces 
during the children's indulgence of 
mirth.— Whitehall Review.

MARVELLOUS CULTIVATION OF ONE FACULTY 
OF TBS MIND. Wilmot, Feb 6th, 1883.

The University of Cairo, established, 
during the 10th century, in the Mosque 
of El Azhar, is, says the St. James Ga­
zette, the most important seat of learn 
ing in the Mahommedan world. Its 
10,000 1 undergraduates ’ flock there 
from every quarter of the globe in 
which the Moslem faith is professed. 
The teaching is presumably of the best. 
The period of residence there varies 
from three to six years. The students 
pay no fees, nor are the professors paid. 
Each teacher has his tflaas, who Jistên 
or read aloud. The place is a very Ba 
ble for noise. Study consists in learn­
ing by heart, the subjects taught are re 
ligion, jurisprudence, logioTtnd pttetry. 
Mathematics, once so flourishing in 
Egypt, are practically a dead science 
now. It is a strange sight to view the 
pupils repeatjng their tasks to, a me­
chanical swing of the body, which 
seems to be essential to their studies. 
Of modern thougnt and natural science, 
the teachers are profoundly ignorant; 
indeed, they diepiee them. The me 
thods of criticism and study universal­
ly adopted in Europe, and which deve 
lope in so high a degree, the reasoning 
powers of man, are equally unknown 
to them. The result of such an educa­
tion is the cultivation of one faculty of 
the mind only—that of memory—at 
the expense of the rest : and the 
knowledge thus acquired, to the exclu­
sion of all independent thought, ia re­
garded as infallible, it is no unusual 
thing to meet £àith men who 
knowYhe whole Koran by heart, and 
who can quote freely from the commen­
tators. To such an extent is the mem­
ory cultivated that in the study of the 
law or in the acquirements of a foreign 
language very little effort is necessary 
to an Arab. To read is almost to know.
